Burns Prepared to Commence Trade
in Uncle Sam’s Buildings.

—

Vassalboro’s School Flourishing In
+Spite of Its Misfortunes.

[Bpeclal to the Press.]

AUGUSTA, Feb. 1.—An Augusta firm of
young men are advertising and selling a pro-
prietory medicine. They started out under
the name of the *Oxie Nerve Food Compa-
ny,” but hardly had their advertisements
appeared when they received a letter from
fhe “Moxie Nerve Food Company,” eharging
that the Augusta young men were infringing
on their name, and threatening legal action.
Quite a warm dispute arose and the Augusta
firm finally decided to appear as the “Glant
Oxie Company.”

Mike Burns continues on the war path and
proposes to present a problem for the Bath
Law and Order League to solve by pushing
his scheme of making rum shops of Uncle
Sam’s custom houses. He has one hundred
cases of liquor in the Bath custom house
and says he shall shortly proceed to the Sag-
adahoc city and dispose of it regardless of
the State laws. Customers will be given an
order for one or more packages, which they
will present to the proper customs officials
and receive their goods. Burns is confident
that he cannot be reached by the State au-
thorities.

A well known Augusta rumseller who has
been driven out of business here has gone to
Lewiston to open a shop there, taking & car-
penter with him to fit up the establishment
and build a hiding place for liquor.

The sum of $9000 has been raised or
pledged towords the new school building to
be erected in Vassalboro in place of the one
destroyed by fire last summer, and plans for
the structure are now being drawn by a Lew
iston architeet. The total stm required will
be §18,000. Building “operations will be
opened as soon as the season will admit, and
the work pushed to completion. 1t will bea
wooden building with wings, and a large
tank will be constructed in the attic to con-
tain water for use in case of fire. The
school is jprospering remarkably well con-
sidering the drawbacks with which it has
been afflicted. Its membership now num-
bers over seventy.

There is a prospect that a new hard wood
floor will be laid in the rotunda of the State
House. The improvement is a needed one,
as the present floor is rough and filled with
crevices.

Some Other Matters.

Avauara, Feb. 1.—Thera appears to have
been a strong effort made to induce the Gov-
ernor to nominate a physician of another
school on the Board of Health in place of
Dr. Horr, whose time expired January 3ist,
and a large number of petitions were sent
forward to the Governor from various parts
of the State, but none of them presented the
name of any particular man for the place.
Notwithstanding the right to petition and
the many good names thereon, Governor
Marble thought he could not well overlook
the fact that Dr. Horr is regarded as a very
efficient member of the board withjno eom-
plaints to the contrary ; that his three years’
experience made the reason for his reappoint-
ment of still greater value to the sanitary
intecests of the State, and unless some
cogent arguments could be presented to
show that the appointment of another man

would resultin !distinetly greater benefit to
the cause,he regarded it his duty to select the
old member, Dr. Horr. The board, in fact,
is not & medieal board. Of the six ap-
pointees by the Governor, three are physi-
cians, one a lawyer, one ;an ex-college pro-
fessor, and one a civil engineer. The secre-
tary and executive officer of the beard, Dr.
Young, is elected by the board, and as one
of the board puts it, “I would not have him
chang:d for any other man in Maine.”” The
members of the board were chosen solely
with reference to their fitness as sanitarians,
or, at least, their qualifications to work on a
heag!th board. Two of the board are Demo-
crats.

THE SON EXONERATED.

Edward Wentworth’'s Anger the
Cause of His Death,
[Bpecial to the Press.]

AUGUSTA, Feb, 1.—The coroner’s jury, in
the case of Edward A. Wentworth, who was
shot and killed at Sidney, Sunday evening,
adjourned at noon today, having been in
session sinee Monday afternoon. The cor-
oner was L. D. Carver, Esq., of Waterville,
A post mortem examination was held, the
examining physielan being Dr. Beasey of
Sidney, and it was ascertained that the bul-
let severed the maln artery between the
heart and the lungs. All of the family were
examined and several of the neighbors. It
came out in the testimony that Wentworth
had treated his family in a shocking manner.
He was a large, powerful man, and he
would take up his wife, a slight woman, and
throw her upon the floor withall his strength
Once he took a knife to kill her, when she
was in bed, but a person knocked at the door
and so prevented the murder. For five years
the wife had not been free from bruises
caused by the blows which he had inflicted.
From the evidence it appeared that Went-
worth took hold of the muzzle of the pistol
when he attempted to wrest it from his son.
In pulling on the weapon, the boy's hand
threw back the bammer, which, in return-
ing, exploded the ecartridge. The jury ren-
dered a verdict exonerating the boy, Quiney,
entirely from all blame or intent to shoot his
parent.

Skowhegan Industry.

SEOWHEGAN, Feb. 1.—The Shurtleff Pulp
and Paper Company’s pulp mill at Skowhe-
gan, has been purchased by General John T.
Richards of Gardiner, for the Richards Pa-
per Company of Gardiner. It will be man-
aged under a reorganization of the Richaras
Paper Company. He has also purchased the
Willis, Burnell & Robinson powers and a
company will shortly be organized and a
pulp mill and other works be erected in con-
nection with the powers. This company
will become interested in the development of
water power at Skowhegan in connection
with the Skowhegan Water Power Compa-
ny. The output of the Shurtleff mill will be
largely increased under the new manage-
ment. 3

‘The State Fair.

This Stain is just as
hard a man as they make them, but he did
not do this job.”  Cromwell is un-
eay, and the imprisonment wears upon
him. Stain, onthe contrary, seems highly
contented. He greets every one who comes
in with a pleasant smile, and says that he is
feeling as well as an imprisoned man possi-
bly can. When you start in upon talking of
his case he gives a beaming smile and says
very gently: “Now, if you will please excuse
me, I would rather not say anything about
that,”” and the visitor excuses him. These
swo men will certainly go down in the history
of the county jail as two of the most peculiar
ever confined there,

PENITENTIARY STONE
And the Trouble It Is Making for the
Democratic Convention.
CHicAGo, Feb. 1.—There is a plan on foot

gonism to tne candidates of the convention.

In 1875 the steamer Katahdin was caught
in Belfast by the freezing of the Penobseot
Bay and detained there three months, until
the warmer weather of spring melted the ice.
During that winter, also, teams passed freely
between Belfast and Castine. Since then
navigation on the Penobscot has never been
obstrueted except temporarily by lce at the
wharves. But Tuesday the managers of the
steamship company gave out notice that the
Katahdin would not make another trip, the
Penobscot being closed for the first time in
thirteen years. The river and bay are not
frozen so solidly as in 1875; but as the people
of Belfast will not probably insist on the
privilege of driving over to Castine on the
ice, it is solid enough.

The War-8hip Maine.

In naming the six-thousand ton cruiser

which is to be one of the two heavily armored,
modern war vessels of our navy, the Maine,
the Navy Department has paid along de.
ferred compliment to the State that has pre-
eminent claims to the honor of naminga
man-of-war. Our navy has had a Tennessee,
& Nevada, an Ohio, a Michigan, but never a
one named after the State that has sent keels
to ride on every sea, and whose coasts have
been nurseries for the United States nayy
since the foundation of the government,
There has been at least one man-of-war
pamed for each of the other New England
States. At the first of this century there
was the Connecticut, then old, a sailing ves-
sel of 493 tons and carrying 24 guns. The
old Connecticut was sold in 1801, and not for
sixty years did another war vessel receive
the name. In 1861, a paddle wheel steamer
of 1800 tons and five gnos was bullt for ser-
vice against the Confederates, and named
Cconecticut. She was sold in 1865, The
nameé of Rhode Island was given to another
paddle wheel steamer of 1517 tons and seven
guns, bought for service in the war, After
Massachusetts, Vermont and New Hamp-
shire, more important vessels were named.
In 1848 a small war steamer of 765 tons wag
built and named the Massachusetts, butlater
a much larger vessel, the Passaconaway, a
steam vessel of 2107 tons and forty guns,
was re-christened the Massachusetts. The
old Vermont, built in 1848 and used as a re-
ceiving ship as late as 1874, was a large sall
ing vessel of 2633 tons and carr, ing sixteen
guns, New Hampshire obtained her man-of-
war second hand. In 1818 a large man-of-
war was bullt and called the Alabama. She
carried fifteen guns, During the war,
either to distinguish her frum the famous
Confederate crulser Alabama, or to give the
name of a loyal State, the name of the old
Alabama was changed to New Hampshire,
It has been quite cdmmon to give to war ves-
sels the names of cities, towns or rivers: and
New England names have been used quite
liberally. The Hartford, Admiral Farragut’s
fiag ship, is one of the famous naval vessels
of the world, There was a Merrimack from
1798 to 1801, a man-of-war of twenty-four
guns: but the famous Merrimack, of 3200
tons and 40 guns was not built until 1855.
She was captured at Norfolk by the Confed-
erates, and, armored with raitroad iron and
re-christened the Virginia, fought the mem-
orable naval duel with the Monitor in Hamp-
ton Koads. There was still another Merri-
mack, built in 1863, a small paddle wheel boat
of 684 tons and six guns. She foundered in
1862. Boston has been a favorite name in
our navy. In1789a sailing war ship of 28
guns bore the name until burned in 1814,
Another Boston, carrying eighteen guns, was
built in 1825, but was lost in the West Indies
in 1846. The last Boston, the new steel
cruiser of 3000 tous, sister ship to the Atlan-
ta, is one of the finest vessels of our new
navy, and will it is to be hopea: enjoy & more
fortunate carveer than the other Bostons.
There have been two Portsmouths, one of
“wenty-four guns, an old sailing craiser,
built in 1798 and sold in 1801; the othera
sallirg vessel of fourteen guns, built in 1843
and turned into a reeceiving ship in 1874.
Maine names have also found their way
on to the sterns of our war ships, though it is
probable that in some instances the sagges-
tions did not come from Maine. The famous
Cumberland, sunk by the Merrimack in
Hampton Roads, and the Augusta, a four-
teen-gun sailing cruiser bought in 1799 and
s0ld in 1801, bore names familiar in Maine,
though probably the county and city did not
suggest them. But Maline names ungues,_
tionably were those given to a fleet of smal]
vessels used doring the civil war, the East-
port, Katahdin, Kennebec, Penobscot and
Saco. There was also a Casco, a small iron-
clad of 614 tons and two guns, built in 1564
She was re-named the Hero in 1874 and
broken up the next year. Indeed, but for the
proneness of the Navy Department to change
good names for poor ones, names familiar to
the people of Maine would have distinguished
some of the proudest American men-of-war.
There was an Agamenticus (the name of Old
York) an ironeclad of 1085 tons and four guns;
but they changed her name to the common-
place Terror; there was a Piscataqua, a
large screw-vessel of 2490 tons and twenty-
one guns, built in 1864, which soon became
the Delaware ; and there was a Madawasca,
a great ship of 2540 tons, twenty-three guns,
and a symmetry of hull and spars that greatly
delighted the people of Portland when, as the
Tennessee, she brought Admiral Luce to our
Centennial. But the vessel to which the
name of Maine has been given, will be more
than twice as large as the Tennessee, and
capable of knocking out in short order the
best men-of-war yet constructed in this
country, not excepting the crack cruisers
Beston, Chicago and Atlanta. The Maine is
one of the two G000-ton ships which will be
the only armored battle ships of modern
design in the navy. The Bostonand Atlanta
are of omly 3000 tons displacement and the
Chieago only 4500. The largest guns carried
by any one of these vessels will be the cight-
ineh guns of the Chicago; but the Maine
and her sister ship will carry: one of them,
four ten-ineh and six six-inch guns; the
other two twelve-ineh and six six-inch guns.
Each of them 13 expected to have a speed of
sixteen knots, a high rate for a heavily
armored man-of-war. There will be nothing
second class about the war-ship Maine, and
in this respect she will be just like the State
of Maine,

Dr, Crandall and the High School.

Candid criticism of the conduct of public
officials, either by a newspaper or by an in-
dividual, is always in order. It is eminently
proper also to call attention in the publie
prints to defects in the construction of pub-
lic buildings, and their lack of proper provis-
ions for the health and comfort of the people
who inhabit them. This kind of critigism
always does good. The communication
in yesterday’s Argus over the signature
of Charles . Crandall was not of this sort,
1t purports to have been written for the pur-
pose of calling attention to the bad condition
of the heating and ventilating apparatus in
the High School building, but one need not
read far to discover that the real animus of
the article is something very different than
concern for the “walfare and comfort of
hundreds of beloved boys and girls,” asthe
writer in a fine burst of pathos ob-
serves. "1t ls enough,"” says Dr. Cran-
dall, “to make a saint swear to think of
the miserable jobbery, ignorance, nonsense
and waste that have characterized this so-
called §4000 improvement from first o last,”
The Doctor apparently forgot while in the
throes of this magunificent outburst that it
was in the school committee of which
he was & member that this “so-called $£4000
improvement” originated. Nevertheless such
was the fact. It was introduced there by

As is was well known, the High Sehool bullding
underwent radical alterutions as regards sanitary
arrangements, and is believed o be now what
every school building should be, thoroughly
healihy and comfortable For these important
changes our eitizens are espoclally indebted to
the energy and able supervision of Alderman
Marks, chairman of the committee en publie
buildings. So much was needed tobe done in
this ||n?umu|t building In order to furnish it with
ucamp ete he:ytlng p:}“ 1\'rleulllaliug systeimn, nm}
make necessary repalrs, that an expenditure o
nearly §56.000 was required. ’”

As long as Dr. Crandall was pleased to re-
gard this “'so-called $4000 improvement' as a
success he was pleased to give the entire
creditof it to Alderman Marks, but now
that he has come to regard it as a failure Al-
derman Marks disappears, “The plans,” he
now says, “were accepted by the committee
on public buildings, of which the Mayor is
chalrman,” a very thinly disguised attemnt
to single out the Mayor for special condem-
nation.

The Doctor insinuates that the introduction
of the present method of heating and venti-
lating was a piece of jobbery. Webster defines
jobber as one “‘who turns official actions to
private advantage.” It is fair to asiume
that the Doctor knows the meaning of com-
mon English words, and that he used the
word jobbery with the full understanding
that he was charging some official with offi-
cially advoeating the introduction of the ex-
isting heating apparatus into the High School
for private advantage; in other words, that
somebody was bribed to favor this system.
This is a serious charge, and of course a re-
putable man like Dr. Crandall would not
have made it without being in possession
of some evidence, and knowing who the men
were that had prostituted public office to
serve private ends, If he is a brave man,
the Doctor will not hesitate to give
the names of these corrupt persons when
they are called for and the evidence, Now
the PrEss respectfully calls for them, and to
make it easier for the Doctor to answer, we
will eall the roll of all the officials who had
anything to do with the heating of the High
School, and ask him to point out which one
orones are guilty. First letus take the
school committee:

Councilman Sylvester is another. Is he
the man who has turned official actions to
private advantage ?

Councilman Cushing is another. Is he the
man who has turned official actions to pri-
vate advantage?

If there was jobbery some of these men
must be implicated. Will Dr. Crandall
please state which ones they are?

Another charge is that the city contracted
for the work with a non-resident, instead of
asking proposals from Portland workmen.
Dr, Crandall must know that the adeption of
the system now in usein the High school nee-
essarily involyed the giving of the contract
to a non-resident, for a New York company
has the sole right to its use and introduction.
The time for Dr.Crandall to put in a word for
Portland mechanics was when the system
was under econsideration in the school com-
mittee. But apparently he was as dumb as
an oyster then, and this point never occurred
to him until it was too late, Unless the Doe-
tor is prompter in the future he can never
hope to suecessfully pose asa friend of the
laboring man.

Now the truth about this heating system in
the High school is simply this. The school
committee, including Dr. Crandall, were anx~
fous to introduce inte that school an efficient
system which would give satisfaction to
everybody. The City Council were equally
desirous of doing so. After investigation
they adopted the Williams system, and it
was put in. They all believed it at the
time an admirable system. But experience
has shown that it is defective and fails
te do what was expected of it. Whether
the fault lies in the system, in defective
workmanship or in bad management we do
not undertake to say. Some assign one
cause and some another. The contractor, as
we are informed, has always stood ready to
remedy any defects that were remediable.
Some time ago when it was found thata
down draft in the chimney occasionally sent
bad air into the third story the chimneys
were lengthened out with ventilating wipes
in the hope that that would entirely remedy
the difficulty. As to whether it has
done so entirely or not opinions differ
Duriag the recent extraordinary cold snap
the apparatus proved insufficient to heat the
building, and last week the commitiee on
public bulldings ordered more radiators to
be put in. The stopping up of the air ducts
with snow can be easily remedied. All that
Dr. Crandall need do is to order the janite
or somebody else to shovel the snow away
from them. It may be found that some rad-
feal changes will be needed to make the
system thoroughly efficient, If so it is the
duty of the city council to have them made,
and it is a duty that we do not think they
will neglect to perform.

What we protest against in Dr. Crandall’s
communication is not his eriticism of the
heating and ventilating apparatus in the
high school, but his cool assumptinn that he
is the only person who cares anything about
the “welfare of our beloved boys and girls”
and that the eonduct of the people, or some
of the people, who have Deen conuected
with this matter and who are just as honest,
just as humane, just as reputable in every
respect as he, has been tainted with jobbery,
reckless waste of the city’'s money, and negli-
gence of the health and comfort of the
school childrem, Such insinuations, unless he
has the proof to back them up, are unbecom-
ing, notto say indecent. If he has any
proof let him furnish it. As the case now
stands Dr, Crandall seems more delinguent
in this matter than the committee on public
buildings. Though supervisor of the High
school he has never called the attention of
that committee to the failure of the heating
apparatus. But they found it out from other
sources and have been taking wmeasures to
remedy it. At their meeting January 18, it
being represented that the janitor then in
charge of the apparatus, did not understand
it and that to this was due Its Inefficiency a
new janitor was appointed. Some days later
the new janitor reported that the apparatus
was not working satisfactorily, and thenon
January 27 the committee on public build-
ings met and ordered that the agent of the
system be notified of the defects and re-
quested to remedy them. The committee
perhaps made a mistake in not writinga
stirring article for the Argus, but that was
an error of judgment for which we must not
eriticize them too severely.

ASA CTIAY.

The Farmer Boy of Western New
York Becomes the Famous
Scientist.

[New York 8un.]

Asa Gray has long held a prominent posi-
tion in the small body of scientific men of
the highest class; and his death, which took
place Monday after a protracted illness,
causes & vacancy in the still smaller group of
great systematic botanists which no one in
this generation can probably ever fill. No
other American naturalist uas over held
such a position among naturalists, and few,
Americans have ever cast a greater lustre
upon their country’s name. 2

Asa Gray, the son of a farmer and tanner
in humble circumstances, was born early in
the century in an obscure village in the
western part of this State, His earliest oc-
cupation was riding the horse which worked
the mill in bis father's tan yard. He died
in Cambridge, at the end of a long and use-
ful life, covered with honors, famous among
the civilized nations af the earth, and loved
by all who had ever feltthe charm of his
femmuty. e farmer’s boy had become

he first of American botanists; he had
d scientific research in his chosen
field throth the length and breadth of this
great continent; as a teacher he had led and
controlled the intellectual development of &
whole people in an impertant department of
human kno wledge. e had become the as-
sociate and the mg:}_wd equal of the great
stematist, of Robert Brown and George
ﬁantham. of the Candolles and the iHookers.
His broad speculations had earned him a
high place among philosophical botanists.
For years he had been the near friend of
Charika Darwin, and for years, himself an
orthodox thinker, at firstalmost single-hand-
ed and against some of the stro t intel-
leets of the time, he had fought and won the
great Darwinian fight in America.

The University at Cambridge, enriched
with his t herbarinm, gnthem:l from all
Earu of the world, and his noble lib A
as been made illustrious by the long resi-
dence of Asa Gray within its walls. Few
writers have made r, more varied, or
more valuable contribution to scien
literature, His writings cover nearly the
whole field of botanical research. He has
written with equal force and felicity for a
select audience of naturalists, and for that
larger audience who absorb scientific truths
;hrough works of popular and elementary

orm.

The New Ottawa House.

There are several important changesin
the plans of the new Ottawa House, to be
erected on Cushing’s Island. One of the
most important changes 1s that of increased
height, which will make the building only
ten feet less than the new Brown block en
Congress street. The foundation, now as
good as finished, is of very substantial and
handsome construetion. A fine new feature
is the stone arch at the entrance of the
main office. Another marked change of
plan is the addition of a piazza, 16 feet wide
and 105 long, to the (seaward face. The
present dimenslons of the ball-room are
25x100 feet, The new plan leaves out the
posts in the dining-room, thus securing a
clear space 40x101 feet, The main stalrway
has been [enlarged, but parlors and oflices
are substantially unchanged. The grounds
facing the ocean are to be cleared out and
lmproved, and no buildings to be south of
the bowling alley, thus giving an uninter-
rupted view of the ocean. Some changes in
the external lines of the hotel, necessary in
carrying out the plans of the rooms, have
been made.

Rev. Marion Crosley In the Mechan-
ics’ Free Course.

The M, C. M. A. free course of lectures
has this year been one of wnusual interest,
and the lecture delivered by Rev. Marion
Crosley last evening added one wore to the
excellence of the whole.
