The Ocean Carrying Trade.

Though the rates of treight in the At-
lantie trade continue for the most part
below the point which vields a tair retarn
on the money invested in ship property,
the chances are that the husiness during
the last half of the year wiil be better
than it has been during the fivst half,
Sailing tonnage is more settled or widely
distributed than it has buen fora number
of years. Owing to the protracted de-
pression a large percentage of the vessels
of all nations that have been steadily em-
ployed in the American carrying trade
have, during the last six months, been at-
tracted to the Pacitic, the East Indies,
China, ete., where freichits tor the last
year have been comparatively good. Tt
s true that the sailing vessels thus di-
verted from the Atlantic have. to some

extent, been replaced by British steam- |

ers, the tleet of which 13 constantly in-
ereasing, vet the diversion can hardly
fail to make an impression upon the pet-
roleum and other trades which stean has
not yet invided to any considerable ex

tent. It is, therefore. probable that
freichts will rule somewhat higher during
the autumn, especially it the present

crop prospects in this country shall be |

realized.  As an indication of this we
may add that grain sailing vessels and
petroleum ships have been chartered to
arrive for carly antumn. loading at fully

one shilling per quarter, and three penee |

to six pence per barrel over the average
rates current during the fivst half of the
vear. It is almost unnecessary tooadd
that the same disabilities under which
American ships have heen laboring for so

many years are still operative, or that the |

number of those engaged in foreign trade
are gradually decreasing through an ex-
cess In losses and sales over new ‘ones
constructed. It is earnestly to be hoped
that Congress, which has so long and so
strangely neglected our shipping inter-
ests, will come to their rescue during the
next session.  We produce enormously
of commodities that must tind a market
abroad ; we pay vast sums to have them
carried abroad and to have other com-
modities brought to our ports, and, as
the ease now stands we cannot afford to
own ships. This, indeed, is a strange
anomaly.  [New York Ship List.

Saxe's Borrows.

The bereavements which John G, Saxe,
the poet, has suffered in the loss of those
whom he held most dear, almost unpree-
edented in their frequeney as they werc,
have tended to inerease the malady with
which he suffers, to an extent which
alarms his friends.  Visitations of death
began in 1574, wihen Laura Saxe. the
poet's youngest daughter, aged 17 vears,
died of consumption. Next, Sarah L.
Saxe, the poet’s eldest daughter, died in
1570 after a long sickness. A vear ago
the poet’s mother departed this life.  Last
Fall the poet received his heaviest blow in
the loss of his wife, she, in reality, dying
of exhaustion produced by watching at
the bedside of her sick children. Two
months ago the poet’s thivd daughter,
Harriet, died of consumption.  Within
three weeks death scized the poet's
daughter-in-law, and on June 30th the
poet's son, John T. Saxe, was found dead
m bed at his home in Albany, having
died of some pulmonary disease. The
poet, on the night of his son’s demise,
had slept in the next room, but did not
awaken in time to hear his last words.
By the death of his son the poet has lost
seven of his family within a few vears.
But one of his faumily is now living, Chas.
S. Saxe, of Albany. The long train of

tamily misfortunes has left the poet in a
reflective, melancholie state, and he rare-
Iv smiles.

A CHANGE FOR THE WORSE CHILLS AXD FEVER.
AN OPERATION PERFORMED WHICH AFFORDS RE-
LIEF. THE PRESIDENT NOW REPORTED DOING
WELL.

Saturday the country was again start-
led by the news that the President was
growing worse. The following are the
particulars of the relapse and the subse-
quent suecessful operation :

Sometime during Friday night or carly
Saturday morning, the patient’s wound,
which had for several days been diseharg-
ing freely, became obstructed at or near
the inner end of the drainage tube, while
the process of suppuration in the deeper
parts of the wound continuned. A partial
or complete pus cavity was thus formed,
and the discharge from the mouth of the
wound nearly ceased. The natural result
of this state of things was a chill, follow-
ed by a higher fever, the patient’s pulse
rising to a maximum of about 130 and
his temperature to 104, As vigor, falow-
ed by inereased fever, is o symptom of
py ez, of the formation of abscess and
of other unfavorable complications, it
catsed at first a great deal of anxiety.

A careful examination, however, ol the
pus discharged by the wounil, showed
that its character was perfectly normal
and healthy, and so far as appeaved from
the patient’s general condition all indica-
tions of pyemia were absent. These lacts
relieved at onee the fear of hlood poison-
ing.  An external examination was then
nade of the abdominal and hepatie re-
gions, with o view to ascertain whether
there were any signs of abscess at the
supposed location of the bullet. No un-
ustial tenderness was found in that part
of the hody orany indications of a changed
condition.  From these laets, taken in
connection with the seanty outflow of
pus, the conelusion was drawn that an
obstruction existed near the inner end of
the drainage tube, which prevented a
free discharge.  This imprisonment  of
pus, technically known as formation of
pus eavity, is entirely adequate to explain
the ehill and increased fever, since they
are its natural and almost inevitable con-
sequence.

It was at first thoucht the obstructions
might be the result of a process ol healing
which had wholly or in part closed the
wound between the end of the drainage
tube and decper suppuration surface.

Early in the afternoon, however, the
obstraction wholly or partinlly gave way,
the outtlow of pus beeame freer, the nan-
sea from which the patient had sutfered
subsided. amd he obtained veliet.  This
proved that the obstraetion had not heen
of a pernanent character.

Drs. Hamilton and Agnew arrvived duar
ing the evening and held a consultation
with the surgeons, but did not think it
advisiable at that time to make an examin-
ation of the patient.

During the night the putient was rest-
less and had another sheht ehill, but
the morning his temperature wis aboul
normal.  On consultation the surgeons
decided to make a new outlet for the pus,
and accordingly an incision was nnde
-through the integuiment of the back to the
bullet and o dvain pipe inserted. A\ tlow
of pus followed and the President’s syinp-
toms soon began to grow better and con-
tinued toimprove thronghout the day
night.

The formation of o pus
cavity, the doctor savs, is o very ovdinary
oceurrence in similar instancees, and there
is nodonbt in his mind an ineision will
tend to lessen the frequency and severity
of the rigors.  He says, however, the
pittient may  have some  slicght elulls,
“The result of the examination.” contin
ued Dr. Biiss, s reassuring.”

A Washington special says: Dr. Aw-
new wis selected to perfornt the operi
tion. He located the cavity, and made
an ineision about an ineh and @ hall Le-
low the opening of the wound.  The pus
cavity was occasioned by an irritation
from splinters of the injured rib, and had
no connection with the main canal formed
by the bullet, which has worked freely.
The cut was about an inch and a half
long, and not exceeding an inch in depth.

Mrs. Garticld, who had heen intensely
uneasy, was relieved when she heard of
the successtul result of the operation upon
the resident,  She, with all the others
in the Executive Mansion, even if the
doetors did not speak of it above their
breath, was afraid of blood poisoning,
and she did not feel easy until the pus
cavity had been discovered. Dr. Ham-
ilton, soon after the operation, sought
Mrs. Garlield and said: “The operation
has been suecessful, the pus eavity is dis-
covered, and we now have no fear of
blood poisoning from this eavity. \We
are confident that we shall be able now
to keep the wound better drained.  You
must not be apprehensive it there are
more chills.  Wesomewhat expect theni.
There will be more chills if there is
another gathermg of pus, or another
cavity is formed, which may be possible,
but from the operation amd the observa-
tion, we think it safe to say, that the
grave cause of alarm which has existed
for the past two days, is removed.”

Why Not Free Cownage of Copper as
Well as Silver.

JorsNan: ‘Chere has beon much saud
in tavor of free coinage of silver. Some argne
that the free comage of silver wonld make mouey
wore plentiful; that there would be a larger cireu
lution per capita, It is true that men of apparently
sound financial ideas claim that free coinage would
be beneticial ouly to those who own silver or
mines that produce that metal; that & man who
had $350 or #8480 in silver could deposit it in the U,
8. Mint. and take out 1000 silver dollars, and that
no advantage would acerne to the masses. The
free silver men say that should the Governmeut
adopt the free coinage system it would at onee en
hanee the prics of silver, und thus benefit the pro-
ducer and his employeesand atthe same time make
money plenty, and, as Uncle Solon says, *put wore
dollars in the hog.” 1f this free coinage of silver
be the true theory, then why would not the same
rule apply to a free coinage of copper! 'T'he
market is dull with a downward tendeney, and if
it goes dawn to 15 cents, it is elaimed that most of
the copper mines must stop, thus throwing out of
employment many men, the wivers and the men
and railroads that transport the ore, the copper

Shortening the Voyage Acruss the Atlantic.

Designs have been made by a Swedish
naval architect for a new kind of Atlantic
passenger steamer which shall attain a
speed of from twenty to twenty-one knots
an hour, and make the voyage across the
Atlantic in six days. To do this the
ship must steamn at an average of at least
twenty knots the whole distance, and
therefore, it must be capable of going
faster when the wind and tide are not
dead against the vessel, so as to make up
for time lost when the circumstances are
not so favorable.

The ship proposed by Captain Lund-
borg, the Swedish engineer, is to be five
hundred feet long by seventy-four broad,
and to be pu![n‘llul by four mmpnunll
engines, capable of developing together
22800 indicated horse-power. It is in-
tended to carey GOO first-class and 1500
second and thind class passengers, and
3,000 tons of cargo, besides 3,200 tons of
coal, or enough for 120 hours steaminge at
full speed.

The prominer.t idea of Captain Lund-
bory is to so build his ship that the main
body shall divide the water horizontally
instead of vertically. ‘The huli, therefore,
projeets below the water line, and this
peculiavity of design enables him to hayve
large engine room, to get great capaecity
with shallow dranght, and to give his
vessel favorable lines. The porpose is
to reduce her resistanee to a mininum,
The power used would give the ship -
cording to the ordinary formula used for

cale ul.mn;r specd, something over twenty
knots. It is supposed, however, that she
would be faster, sinee little power would
be lost in wave-making, the water having
a clean run astern, being divided horizon-

tally by the projecting lower part of her
hall, the peculiar feature of the construe
tion.

Naval arvchiteets are not apt to look
with Favor on any marked departore from
the ordinary principles of ship construc-
tion, and therefore Captain Lundborg's
proposed vessels is likely to find adverse
eritics among them.  The London Engi-
neer, however, speaks with respect of his
ideas, and urges that they be put to a
practical test in a steamer of moderate
size.  Even il his ship is not feasible,
however, steam vessels construeted after
the received plans are likely before long
to make the vovage across the Atlantie
in the time sev by him,  [New York Sun.
