Ilow can 
the cows be improved as milkers is the 
problem in the corn State, and not im- 
pair their beef qualities’? This finds one 

answer select families oi the beef breeds 
that are proven good milkers. The 
combination of these ipralities is possible 
in a high degree, and is strictly a practi- 
cal and not a speculative question. Poor 
milkers, as a rule, lose their owners 

money, and have been the great occasion 
of discouragement in butter and cheese 
making. Those for sale are often found 
worthless, and extra stock is cheap at a 

large price. Statistics show that there 
has been an increase in revenue from the 
cow in issti over |s7o of spi a head, 
which indicates improved stock, better 
feeding, new methods and bettei prices, 
t'rcameiies are springing up through the 
Central W est, and there are duo in Iowa 
alone, where ten years before there were 

none. This plan gives the larmeis tin 
benefit of milk for his calves and pigs, 
the cream being only taken to the fac- 
tory, where, under a system, with ice. 
improved implements and good packing, 
there is a uniform article commanding 
fancy prices, (.food cows are now salable 
at from sin to stitt each, fu the dairy, 
while poorer one- are no; wanted at any 
price.

The nmole was Fern Jipson. able sea- 
man on board the good ship Osiris. bound 
from the port of Loudon to Calcutta ; bis 
most attentive auditor was a small mid-

The watch 
below were assembled on the forecastle 
bead, and presented a fringe of canvas- 
eased legs as they hung over the rail, 
lazily watching the etforts of the sail- 
maker tn harpoon the porpoises which 
were tumbling their somersaults under 
our tiows: while the sailors of the watch 
on deck were all aloft stowing the top- 
sails and topgallantsails, all but Fern, 
who w as squatting on the deck, scraping 
the oaken bitts surrounding the foremast, 
preparatory to varnishing them. And 
Fern was blubbering like a child. 

Though I was midshipman of that 
watch, my duties were so far from oner- 
ous that the choice lay before me of see- 

ing the sail-maker miss his porpoises, or 
ot talking to Jipson as the better means 
of whiling away the time till four o’clock. 
The old man’s tales of the marvelous had 
a weird fascination for me, so I chose the 
latter course, perching myself on the 
hammock bin over against liim, and won- 

dering what he was crying for. Strange 
are the inconsistencies of human nature! 
I knew that he was waiting for me to 
question him, and I knew equally well 
that, it I had done so, he would have re- 
turned a surly answer or none at all. So, 
after a few minutes’ silence, 1 cautiously 
opened lire with a query which was al- 
ways pertinent. 

‘•Have a bit of ’baccy, Fein ?” 1 was 

making desperate efforts myself to ac- 

quire file line arts of smoking and chew 
mg. and invariably carried a plug of 
‘•hard” in my pocket to show that 1 was 
a real sailor. 

\\ ithout a word he put doe n his scrap- 
er and stretched out a gnarled and venous 
hand in which the tattoed cinnabar and 
charcoal showed dimly through the 
brown sun-glazed skin; took the cake 
of tobacco, cut off a quid which might 
have weighed about a quarter of an 

ounce, adjusted it in bis cheek with great 
deliberation before handing back the re- 
mainder, heaved a deep sigh, and resum- 
ed the scraper. 

Hut, seeing that I was not to lie light- 
ly beguiled into committing myself, he 
paused again presently, and began to 
pour out his grievance. 

“All the other chaps aloft, and me sot 
here to scrape briglit-work like a boy! 
They think I'm got too old to go aloft! 
It's ’bout time I were slung over the side. 
! ain’t no use on board ship now. I ain’t 
a sailor now. I’m a deck hand now. 
That’s what 1 am.” 

It may lie observed, in passing, that 
Fern’s diction throughout was garnished 
with a variety of forcible expressions, 
usually of a hyperbolic nature, in the 
proportion of about two words here re- 

ported to one of vernacular suppressed. 
“Anyhow, you’ve managed to smarten 

up that life-rail.” This from me, as a 
balm. 

“Well, I ought to know summat about 
varnishin’. It' 1 hadn’t known summat 
about it, I should ha’ been eat afore now.” 

Not wishing to traverse that well-worn 
groove, I cut in rather hastily : 

“Did you ever see a mermaid, Fern, 
when you were on the island ? 

“Mermaid? Hundreds of’em. They

’air an’ a-singin’ an’ dancin’ round like;

an’ girls too. Wery perlite an’ affable 
they was, too, if you spoke ’em, and wil- 
lin' enough to come ashore, only the 
women was jealous of ’em an’ druv ’em 
away with bows an’ arrers. Hut I’ve 
.seen ’em other places too. The Comoro 
Isles used to be a great place for mer- 
maids.” 

“Where’s the Comoro Isles, Fern?” 
Neither my geographical nor grammati- 

cal attainments were conspicuous at that 
period. 

“Toil’ll see ’em by an’ by. We shall 
leave ’em on the starboard side going 
through the Mozambique Channel. But 
you won’t see no mermaids there nor no- 
where else, now." And here 1 asked the 
question indicated by Fern’s reply, which 
is recorded in the title of this paper.

Next day was Sunday, and still 
there wasn’t a breath of wind. When it 
come arternonn the ship was all quiet 
like: the skipper he'd got tired o' whist- 
ling fora breeze an’bossing round with 
his hands in his pockets, so he'd settled 
down in his big canvas eluiir oil the poop 
wi’ a long pipe an' a glass o' grog along 
side him. an' the rest of us was for'ard, 
some washin’ clothes, some placin' cards, 
most lyin' on their hacks doin’ nothin' at 
ail, when all on a suddint eve hears a voice 
hailing the ship seemingly right under the 

j bows. Fj) eve all jumps an' looks over tile 
bulwarks, an'sure enough there ecus noth- 
mg to In* seen, opt the swirl o the tide 
running past the cable. ‘Well, one says, 
'that's rum !' an' another says. 'That was 

you!' an' in fact most on us put it down 
to a young limb of a hoy called Hill Mas- 
ters, who was always up to some monkey 
trick or other, though he swore as he'd 
never said nothing, an' inn to the side 
like the rest. So presently we all settles 
down again, but we hadn't been no more'll 
two minutes afore we hears t lie hail again. 
■Hlanche MacGregor, ahoy!' it says quite 
close to us' just as plain as you hears me 

now, with a long sing out of the 'ahoy!' 
at the end. We rushes to the bulwarks 
again, feelin' certain this time there must 
be a boat alongside, but when we finds 
nothin' there as before, by (ieorge. some 
of 'em looked up rather pale an' began 
to ask each other in a whisper, what on 

airth it could be. Then somebody says. 
•That’s that young Mill !' and wv all feels 
quite relieved an’ savs, 'Why in course it 
is!' an' goes for Hill. Hut no sooner was 
he knocked head over heels down the 
foke'sle ladder, where he lies sniveling at 
the bottom, an' the bo'sen was s’leeting a 

lanyard for to toiler him with, than the 
| voice comes again plainer than ever: 
'Hlanche MacGregor, ahoy! ahoy' 
twice this time. None on us goes to the 
side anymore then, hut we all took to 
our heels, and rushed aft as hard as we 
could go. main seared I can tell you : for 
we sees then that there was somethin' in 
it more'n Mesh air blood could take sound- 
ings of. The noise woke the skipper, an' 
he jumps out of his chair an’ looks over 

the poop at us on the deck below, an’ asks 
what's the matter. .None on us liked to 

say. hut. at last the carpenter speaks up 
an' say s how we had heard somebody 
hailing the ship. 

‘Hailing the ship!' roars the old man 
in a passion: it's my belief you've all 
been hailing some (''that infernal square 
face you've been buying ashore: you're 
drunk, all the lot of you. net away for- 
’ard an' don't let me hear any more, or 
some of you'll he hailing a rope's end!'" 

•• Well, we slunk off, feelin' pretty 
small, hut just as we reached the waist’, 
we hears young Hill Masters, who had 
tumbled out of the foke’sle, yell out, 

l.ord ha' mercy; look there!' and come 

dying towards us. An' 1 can tell you. 
when I see what was coinin' up over the 
hows, all my insides seemed to go to ice. 

“There was a man's head and shun I 
dors rising over the bulwarks, but such a 
head and face as nobody ever see afore. 
Hong hair an'long beard an'shaggy eye- 
brows. all like teased out rope yarn, and 
big round eyes, an’ a sort o' pretty color- 
ed skin, an’ tin: arms an' breast covered 
with close smoothed seaweed, like the 
green labor you see on the rocks at low 
tide, lint when lie draws hissed'up by 
the arms he Mings up a big fish's tail like 
a dolphin’s instead of legs into the air, 
an' jerks hissed' inboard, where he falls 
with a whack on the deck, an' 1 see it 
were a merman. Hack we runs again an' 
all huddle behind the main-mast on the 
larboard side, for the merman was com- 

ing aft at full speed on the other Mop, 
flop, Mop, like a fish hops about out o’ 
the water, only more reg’lar an’ as 

straight as a line, with his head up an’ 
a sort of snakey movement from his 
breast to his tail that sends him along at 
the rate o’ knots. The .-kipper heard us 
run back and jumps out of his chair with 
an oath, hut when he sees w hat w as com- 

ing toward him. his long pipe drops from 
his hand an’ he stands w ith his hair near- 

ly liftin' his broad-rimmed 1’annum an' 
his face as white as a sheet. As soon as 
the merman got to the break of the poop 
he shot up straight, throwing a round 
turn in his tail to lean hack on. 

“ Are you the ('open of t his ship he 
says. 

“■Yes, sir!’ says the skipper, werry 
humble ail' shirkin' all over: ‘yes, sir, at 
your service.’ 

‘I've hailed your vessel three times, 
cap’en 1 read her name on the how 
down below an’ nobody was perlite 
enough to answer, so I've come tip the 
cable,’ says the merman, severe like. 

“‘I’m werry sorry, sir, as you should 
have had so much trouble,’ puts in the 
cap’en; wot kin I have the pleasure of 
doin’ for you 

“•Well, it ain’t imieli,' says t lie mer- 

liian, a bit softer, ‘but you’ve bin anil 
dropped y our anchor right in front of our 

chapel door, an' our folks can't get in. 
W e didn't have no meeting this inornin’. 
an’the ladies say they must have their 
reg’lar Sunday evenin’to-night, so we’d 
take it as a great favor if you'd shift your 
anchor a couple of fathoms or so to the 
east’ard, before half-past seven.” 

“Just then the stewaid put his head 
through the cabin skylight, and quietly 
shoves the. skipper’s gun, loaded an’ luil 
cock, into his hand; but the merman was 
too quick for him, an’ before he could get 
the gun to his shoulder he was gone over 
the side and disappeared under water 
with a Hop of his tail again’ the ship's 
side. For a minute or two nobody spoke 
or moved, an’ there wasn’t a sound to be 
heard ’cept the lap o’ the water again’ 
the side and the clank o’ the. tiller-chains, 
an’we all seemed dazed like. The mate 
was the lirst to speak. 

“ ‘Shall we haul taut the cable an’ lift 
the anchor, sir t' says lie, touching his 
cap to the skipper, who was still standin’ 
on the break of the poop above. 

“That seemed to wake him up, for he’d 
been standin’ in a sort of a dream won- 
derin’ whether he was asleep or whether 
he’d had one Sunday tot of rum too many. 

“ ‘Not you 1’ lie roars out; ‘this is some 

lubberly trick you’ve been playing! I’ll 
teach you to skylark with me! I’ll log 
the whole lot of you I’ll tine you two 
days’ pay. lie oil', will you 1 If any man 
talks about shifting that anchor I’ll clap 
him in irons!’ 

“off we goes for’ard again, an’the bos- 
’en pipes all hands down to supper. W'c 
didn’t talk about many other things be- 
side the merman, you may suppose; but 
it was a cur’ous thing that no two of us 

could agree ’xaetly about what he was 
like. Some said I10 were as tall as the 
mainmast, and some said he warn’t no 
taller than the main hatch combing. 1 
said he were about the build of a thick- 
set man, only about nine foot long on ae- 

count of the fish-tail, an' some on us 

went on deck to measure the wet trails, 
but the old man caught sight of us, an' 
made us squeegee it out directly. Hut 
we all said among ourselves as how some- 
thin' would come of it, if he didn't haul 
up the mud hook : an'somethin'did come 
of it very soon. 

“I shall never forgit that night. We 
had finished supper and was all on deck 
in the second dog-watch: there was no 

wind yet. an’ everything was quiet when 
three bells went. An' then we all re- 

membered that it was at three bells as the 
merman had said their eliapel was to be- 
gin. Hut before we could speak a word 
the water w as alive, as if millions of fish 
was playin' around, not jumpin' or splash- 
in', but aeemin'ly just below the surface 

all aliv e an' all afire, too, with the glint 
o' thousands o' looking-glasses tlashin'in 
all directions. An' it got more an' more, 
till bimeby in the middle watch we goes 
and prays the skipper for heaven’s sake 
to shift the anchor, and he jumps on deck 
w ith a oath in his mouth, when on a sud- 
dint he stops an’ shrieks out. she's 
adrift we'er lost!' 

“A;,'sure she was. The critters had 
knocked the bolt out o’ the shackle that 
bent the anchor on to the cable, just at 

chapel-time, for we must ha' drifted bet- 
ter nor six miles; an' before he could 
get to the wheel the breakers seemed to 
come out of the dark on our starboard 
beam, an’ the ship struck on the rocks 
with a crash that thing us all off our feet 
and brought her top-hamper down about 
us. An’ in the breakers was the glint of 
the looking-glassi s. and some on 'em af- 
terwards said they heard the ringing (h 
liurell bells. 

•■The spanker boo n fell m the skip- 
go r and killed him on the spot. The rest 
on us managed to get on to the island at 

daylight, all hut the steward him that 
loaded the gun ; a big wave come up an' 
took him back just as he reached the last 
rock safely, an' he never rose no more. 
An' tho’ you don’t see no mermaids now, 
you can ofen and ofen see the glint o’ 
tin ir lookin'-glasses in the water on 

stormy nights fuzz-friz, some calls it, 
hut i know better. I ought to know 
somethin’ about it. If I hadn't knotted 
somethin' of mermaids when I was 
wrecked in the Smith Seas, them island- 
ers would ha' eat 

"Hut. Fern," 1 interpolated, putting 
the conversational helm hard over to 
steer clear of this tropical Chary bdis, 
"why don't we see them now 

■ Wei!. I can tell you, and there's not 
many men alive as can. When 1 you see. 
sir. you makes a half hitch an' reeves the 
■■nil o' the line through the hight. like 
this so." 

From a -uddenly assumed respectful 
tone, and his catching up the end of the 
foretopsail lew line, which lay hard by 
him, and manipulating it in illustration 
of his wholly irrelevant remark, I infer- 
red that the second officer, to whose 
watch I belonged, had hove within the 
hoi: mi of Fern’s solitary eye. We young- 
sters were not allowed to go forward 
among the sailors except iu<w and again 
under the pretext of learning knots and 
splices, so I became exccedingl1, engross- 
ed in the mysteries of the bowline then 
in xplication. I may say, however, that 
this show of instruction on Fern's part 
was not designed so much to save me 
from a sharp reprimand, or to insure the 
continued pleasure of my society, as to 
account for the temporary disuse of the 
sera ;ier. < >ur confab was not interrupted, 
so, dropping the rope, he again resumed :

It was just dark 
as we got the last one in the sling, but 
somehow it slipped as we hoisted it over 
the gunwale of the boat, and fell into the 
sea with a splash.

Well, the skipper was taken aback, 
then, an’ wo all listened with our hands 
to our ears to hear him come up again, 
an’ presently the skipper called out, with 
his voice all quavering, ‘Louie on board, 
you fool!’ for you see ho was sorry for the 
rage he’d been in, an’ frightened to think 
as how he’d sent the mail to his death ; 
but there was no answer. Then he or- 
dered all the boats to be low ered, an’ we 

pulled round and round the ship far and 
near for hours, hut no sign of poor Josh 
could we see. I was stroke of the cap 
’oil’s gig; the cap’en hisself steered her 
all the time, and when he gave orders 
about two in the morning to return to the 
ship, I could see by the light of the lan- 

tern in the bucket at his feet as he sat in 
the stern-sheets that his face was as pale 
as death, but he never said a word. His 
was the last boat to be pulled up, an' he 
stood up while lie hitched her on to the 
falls, with his hand shading his eyes, 
lookin’ into the black night to the last 
moment.

1 
didn't lose my head, but turned round to 
tree myself, when in strugglin' 1 seemed 
to slip downward instead of up through 
the houghs of the weed, an' all on a 

suddiut 1 1'mds myself in a sort of garden, 
light as day. with green grass a-growiu’ 
under foot an’ (lowers an’ trees ov ahead 
meeting like a roof, only it was -4\\ sea 
weed. Right in front was a lot of pillars 
and arches built of white coral that 
stretched away and away till they were 
lost, like lookin' in the two big lookin’ 
glasses what faces each other in the 
eap’en's stateroom, an’ in an’ out o’ these 
queer arches queer sorts o’ lishes was 

glidin’ about, for 'twas all water down 
there, hut somehow I seemed to find my 
breath all right an’ not want to come up. 
Alt' the light seemed to till the place 
warm like mild sunshine, for overhead

"Wot's ruin ?”she says. •■Rum 
is the stall'o’ life." 1 says. "Kaw 1" slm 
says, “how funny Alt' wot do you do 
with it. sir ••l>rink it," 1 says. Say.- 
she, “Would you he so kind an' perlite, 
sir, as tn show us how you do it 
"Certainly," 1 says, "hev you got a cup 

| handy So they Icings me a halfpint 
shell, and 1 knocks the hung and draws 
out a shellful. "Rut." I says. -I couldn't 
think o’drinking afore ladies. Alfa you. 
Miss," says 1, passing the shell. Well, 
there w as a lot o’ giggling an' w Inspi rin', 
hut at last site drinks it off an’ seems to 
like it ; and then the others has a try at 
it. an’ tlie mermen, too, me takin’ a shell 
in between each, to show them the way, 
till at last we got very eumferble, and the 
cask was empty. Then 1 suddenly re- 
members as it were about time for un- 
to he getliu’ back, an’ 1 gets up and says 
they’d have to ’xeuse me ’cause my leavt 
was up. Rut the mermaid as had spoke 
to me first she. was siftin’ on my knee 

she says: “Don’t go yet," she says, 
“what s your hurry ? An with that .•he 
.'•hakes her long golden hair, and gibuses 
nut at me under lit reyelids. Niee-lookin’ 
tral she were, too. But I said I must 
take the barrel back, as ’twas pcrtickler. 
Ilowsumever, she was like the rest of her 
sect and wouldn’t take no for an answer, 
so she says : "It’s a pity a being like you 
should be wasted up there. Stay an’ be 

i one of us. Stay an’ be mine!" an’ blow 
me it she didn’t heave her arms around 
my neck. An’ all the others joins in 
chorus, and comes around puttin’ their 
cheeks again mine, an’ huggin’ an’ kissin’ 
an’ saying’, "Stay with us, thou lovely 
bein’ from the dry land!"

vicissitudes. Its name was derived from its 
founder. Alexander the < ireat, audit has been 
both a great centre of commerce and a noted 
seat of learning and philosophy, the library 
known as the Alexandrian Library haviughei n 

the greatest one of ancient, times, it is suppos- 
ed that in the time of its greatest prosperity t he 
city had a population of boo.uoo. Its decline 
began in the latter part of the seventh century 
after its capture hv the Saracens. The modern 
city, populous and with a growing commercial 
importance, covers a -ite near that of the ancient 
city, being located on a mole or isthmus connect- 
ing the nniiit land with tin tslandof IMiaros. It 
is the great emporium of'the commerce between 
Kuropc and India and has an artiticial harbor 
with a breakwater two miles long. The work 
of constructing ibis harbor was begun in isTI, 
and the breakwater isoneoftln* most important 
works of the kind outlie .Mediterranean. The 
population of the city some years ago was •Jl'.h- 

the foreigners numbering perhaps Tu.non. 
Some nf the new'streets ill the city present the 
appearance of a European city, hut in the Turk- 
ish quarter the streets are narrow and dirty. 
Among the principal buildings are thepalaeeof 
the Pasha, a large naval arsenal, naval and 
military hospitals, a t’ustom Mouse, a tribunal 
of commerce and various schools. Sev eral news- 

papers are published in tin* city. The chief 
articles of export a re grain, sugar, drugs, cotton, 
gums, rice, dates and hides. 

The Great, Lakes. 

Lake Lrie is only bo or 7b feet deep; hut On- 
tario, which is ;•)()•_> feet deep, is lillb feet below 
tlie. tide level of the ocean, or as low as most 
parts of the 4«illf of St. Lawrence, and the 
bottoms of Lake Huron, Michigan ami Superi- 
or, although the surface is much higher, are all, 
from tin* vast depths, on a level with the bot- 
tom of (Ontario. Now, as the discharge through 
Hetroit river, after allowing all the probable 
portion carried oil' by evaporation, does not ap- 
pear by any means equal to the quantity of wa- 
ter which the three other lakes receive, it has 
been conjectured that a subterranean river may 
run from Lake < mtario. This conjecture is not 
improbable, and accounts for the singular fact 
that salmon and herring are caught in all the 
lakes communicating with the St. Lawrence, 
but no others. As the falls of Niagara must al- 
ways have existed, it would puzzle the natural- 
ists to say how these fish get into the upper lake 
without some subterranean river, moreover, 
any periodical obstruction of the river would 
furnish a not improbable solution of the mys- 
terious tinx and reflux of the lakes. 

Food Fishes. 

Professor Baird, of the Smithsonian 
Institution, has prepared and presented to 

Congress a very important special report 
on fisheries and the food fishes of the 
I'uited States Fish Commission. Tito 

very great importance of the Fish Com- 
mission to all parts of the country has 

long been acknowledged. Itsdistribution 
of young fisli by many millions to stock or 

restock our waters has borne fruit in a 

great increase of the market supply of 
fish in almost even State of the Fnion. 
l.ess is known of its equally important 
labors in exploring the haunts, the spawn 
ing seasons and the habits of deep sea 

fish, such as cod. mackerel, halibut and 
others, and tints enabling the rapid 
artificial increaseof some of these fish and 

pointing out to our fishermen new fishing 
grounds. 

In the work whi ii Professor Baird has 
now presented to Congress the rise, 

progress and present condition of out 

fisheries are described, with suggestions 
for their further iinprovejnent. tin- meth- 
ods and devices of these fisheries as d> 

velopeii from time to time, and the present 
actual statistics of these important in- 

dust ies. The second rue. ot tlu report 
has special relation t-' tfihabits and 
characteristics as wvli us the geographi- 
cal distribution of the food fishes of tilt 

Filth d Slates, and is an t ied by

Civil Service Reform.

have recently noticed in the Journal many re- 
flections upon tlie purposes and efforts of those 
persons who are seeking to reform tin- civ il 
service. In your issue of July 20th, you say: 
‘•Indeed, no one seems to think it necessary to 
make serious reply to these visionary theorists, 
whose arguments lack the essential basis of 
facts, whose conclusions are erroneous, and 
whose assumptions are unfounded.” In so far 
as you intended the above to apply to the large 
and increasing body of men known as civil 
Service 4{eformers, i believe it to la- incorrect; 
and it is with no small concern that I see an in- 
fluential newspaper week after week depreciat- 
ing a movement organized by honest men in 
the interest of a much needed reform. 

Recognizing the great need of reform in the 
civil service, President (irant declared, in his 
message of December, 1S70: "The present 
system does not secure the best men. and often 
not even til men for the public places. The 
elevation and purification of civil service of the 
government will he hailed with approval by the 
whole people of the I'nited States." 

Gen. Garfield stated in 1 -<77. that "To reform 
this service is one of the highest and most im- 
perative duties of statesmanship." In his in- 
augural address President Garfield said: “The 
civil service can never lie placed on a satisfac- 
tory basis until regulated by law." And legis- 
lation was urged by him for the good of the 
service itself, for the prolection of those who 
are interested with the* appointing power: 
against the waste of time and obstruction to 
the public business caused by tiie inordinate 
pressure for place, and for the'protection of in- 
cumbents against intrigue and wrong. 

George William Curtis has staled before a 
committee of the I'nited States Senate that : 
"The system which is practiced in lids country 
to-day, if not to be defined as aristocratic, i-ab- 
solutely oligarchic." 

These men whose opinions are given above, 
have in times past pretty thoroughly represent- 
ed the different phases of Republican polities, 
and on the question of civil sen ice reform they 
speak the sentiments ot thousand' of thinkiic 
men of various party altiliutions. 

Tin* purposes of civil service reformers an 
outlined in the constitution of the New York 
Association, of which Georg* W illiam ( iirti- 
is President: and in the con-litution of tin Na- 
tional Association, with which I am eonneeted. 
are as follows : 

Pile object iif the Association shall lie to -- 

tablish a sy stem of appointment. promotion and 
removal in the civil service, founded upon tin 
principle that public ottiee is a public trust, ad- 
mission to which should depend upon prov* d 
fitness. To tliis end the Association will demand 
that appointments to subordinate executive of- 
fices, with such exceptions a- muv 1« expedi- 
ent, not inconsistent with the principles already 
mentioned, shall be made from persons whose 
fitness has been ascertained by com pi titivv *\ 
animations open to all applicants properly ipial- 
itied, and that removals shall in- made for legi- 
timate cause only such a< dishorn-t v negli- 
gence, or inefficiency. but mu for politn al opin- ion or refusal to render party -i rvin ; and the 
Association will advocate ail other appropriate 
measures for securing integrity, intelligence, 
efficiency, good order, and good disci pi im in the 
Civil Service."
