CIVIL SERVICE RULES.

A

cleveland Puts Finishing Touches
to the Commissioners’ Work,

And Promulgates the Resultof Their
Cembined Labor.

Not One of the Old Rules Left In Its
Original Form.

WasmiNGTON, Feb. 3.—The President has
approved and promulgated the revision of the
civil service rules, which makes several
important changes in the system of appoint-
ments upon tests of fitness applied to appli-
cants for places in the departments at Wash-
ington and in classified customs offices and
post offices. The Commission has also re-
vised the civil service regulations to conform
to the new rules. Theserevisions have been
under consideration by the Commission the
greater part of the year, and both have re-
ceived careful consideration by President
Cleveland. He made changes and modifica-
tions in both the matter and phraseology.
Not one of the old rules and regulations re-
mains in its original form. A few of the

States, and widows and orphans of deceased
soldiers gand sailors, be exempt from
such examination.”

Another important feature gives authority
to the appoin Or noming officer to
whom the com ioners may send the names
of persons declared bf them ble to cer-
tain places, to object in wri all or any
one of the persons thus

for reasons to be particularly specified by him
such f;m:-s:ms. or any of them, are not capa-
ble of performing the duties of the vacant
place and the commissioners are directed to
make certification of other names if the ob-
tions are ascertained to be good and well
ounded. The general rules also provide
that soldiers and sailors honorably dis-
charged because of sickness or wounds,shall
be certified for appointment in erence to
other persons of a higher grade examina-
tion, and in making any reduction in any
branch of the clas service, honorably
discharged soldiers and sailors, also the
widows and orphans of deceased soldiers and
sailors shall be retained in preference to oth-
ers, The departmental rules authorize the
classification of commissions and independ-
ent bureaus as well as the departments at
Washington, and Emscribe the examination
that must be provided to test fitness for ad-
mission to this branch of the service. They
provide that the following offisers be ap-
pointed withont examination: one private
secretary or confidential clerk of the I‘:’eud of
each classified department and each assist-

i Foof, aiso of each head of
B s sepointed by Prosident by and with

the advice and consent of the Senate; direct
custodians of money for whose el]ty' an-
other officer is under official bond, disburs!
officers who give bends, persons employ
exclusively in the secret service, chief clerks
and chiefs of divisions. The |maximum age
of limitation of 45 years is abrogated, and
the minimum limitation raised from 18 to 20.
Soldiers and sailors who have a claim to

Shot Down by :Quantrell’s Men but
now Rich and Happy.

[Kansas Letter to Springfield Union.]

At Kansas City I have had the pleasure of
a very pleasant social interview with one of
its leading wholesale grocers who does a
business of millions each year. Heisa na-
tive of Maine and came to this State in 1857.

He was in robust health till the time of
Quantrell’s raid on Lawrence, Kansas, in
1863, but was shot nml;ut.o death at that
time, and since that he been somewhat
of an invalid.

Loxpon, Feb. 3.-—There has been no fur-
ther concentration of Russian troops along
the Austrian frontier for several days. The
movements reported early in the week were
merely changes of posts. This suspension
of arrivals from the interior is probably due
to difficulties of supply, as the resources of

ertaxed, both in forage and provisions, and
the rallways have been badly hampered by
heavy snows.

In respect to local supplies on the frontier,
Austria Is in mueh better condition that Rus-
sia. She has maintained only a small force,
comparatively, at the front, and her troops,
instead of liv !non the country as the Rus-
sians have had to do, have drawn their pro-
visions mainly from the Galician nes,
which, in turn, have been replenished from
the central depots.

THE WILLIAMS SYSTEM.

A System in Successful Use in the
Largest Institutions In the State—
A Conversation With Mr. Peirce, the
Agent. ToX
In conversation with Mr, H. H. D. Peirce,

the agent of the Williams System of heating,
and who contracted with the city to intro.
duce that system into the High School bulld-
iug, Mr. Peirce said that the trouble in that
building had resulted from various causes.
A janitor unfamiliar with the system, and
not anxious to learn it, had cecasioned part
of the difficulty. The freezing up of the
steam pipe took place just as this janitor was
leaving and another taking his place, and
was no way attributable to any defect in the
apparatus, but to carelessness in letting the
fires go down. There was some defects that
needed to be remedied. The ventilation of
the upper stories was not perfect, occasion-
ally there was a down draft. This had been
partly remedied by placing ventilating pipes
in the chimneys, but not entirely. Some
changes which he was about to make he be-
lieved would entirely remove this trouble.
The boards of which the ducts in the cellar
were made had shrunk some, causing eracks
through which air from the cellar entered,
but he had ordered them covered and when
this was done that trouble would be done
away with. Mr. Peiree said he had informed
the committee on public buildings that the
want of knowledge of the system of the for-
mer engineer had been a great drawback to
its successful werking. Now that another
engineer had taken charge of the apparatus
it was working more successfully, and with
the changes contemplated and about to be
made he believed it would prove entirely sat-
isfactory. The construction of the bullding
was faulty and that was another cause of
difficulty. The extraordinarily cold weather
had been another. The defects in the work-
ing of the apparatus had been greatly exag-
gerated and were not nearly as serious as
represented.

Asked concerning the interpretation he
put upon Dr. Crandall’s letter in the Argus,
he said he regarded it as an accusation of
bribery and corruption against himself and
somo of the city officials, and he bhad no
doubt that was the interpretation generally
put upon it.

When
therefore Dr. Crandall asserts as he does
above that we misinterpreted his motives, or
attributed to him motives that did not exist
we are bound to accept his denial. Bat in se-
copting his denla! we by no means admit that
the judgment that the PrEss formed and ex-
pressed of his letter on the High school
building was other than natural and correct
according to the light we had.

RAILWAY MATTERS.

THE OCEAN TRAFFIC.

For two or three months the roads from
Chicago to the Atlantic seaboard have been
working under a plan by which through
rates on export freight were determined by
adding to inland rate the average of ocean
freight rates from all the Eastern sea
and making the mntm‘; ﬂfl.lrcl the uniform
through tariff by way of al rts. It has
been found that this plan enabled the ocean
lines to extort more than their falr propor-
tion of the through rate, and the Western
roads have been demanding Its abandon-
ment. ‘The trunk lines resolved to take a
vote of the‘iolnt executive committee of the
Eastern and Western railroads on the .&Inu-
tion of returning to the old plan of ing
ocean rates to the inland rate, as the former
varied at each seaport to make a thorough
export rates. There is little doubt of a fav-
orable result from the vote.

GRAND TRUNK.

Commissioner Fink has been instructed to
telegraph to the Grand Trunk officers and
ask whether they will restore and malntain
rates. On the answer received will largely
depend the action taken by the trunk
lines in the Western controversy. At the
meeting of the Trunk Line Passenger Com-
wittee thejsubject of the afmment recently
made between the Grand Truok and the Ca-
nadian Pacific, to abolish the payment of
commissioners on their competitive business
was considered. The New Edgland roads
attended the meeting and it was decided
that they should hold a conference in Boston
next week to endeavor to induce the two Ca-
nadian roads to extend the abolition of com-
missions to their New England and New
York State agencies.

BELFAST AND MOOSEHEAD LAKE.

The stockholders of the Belfast and
Moosehead Lake Rallroad Company voted
to Instruct the directors to issue bonds for
$150,000 in renewal of first wortgage bonds
for same amount, with interest at b per cent
cent for tour years, and thereafter for 28
years at 4 per cent.

Not long ago two women were appointed
to positions on the New York Board of Ed-
peation, and now they are heading a crusade
against Superintendent Jasper, whom they
want to remove. They evidently have both
fdeas and wills of thefr own, and don't in-
tend to be figureheads merely.

Gen. Coggswell of Massachusetts is repre-
sented as saying that the fishery conference
is destined surely to fall, if it has not falled
already, and a continuance of the same state
of things as prevailed last summer is inevit-
able. Asked bow long this state of things
would continue, Gen. Coggswell tersely re-
plied, “until we have an administiation that
thinks almost as muchof our people as of
Joe Chamberiain."

The House committee on public buildings
have under way and will report to the House
one hundred and fifty bills for comnstructing
publie bulldings in various parts of the conn-
try, the aggregate cost of which will be some-
where about $20,000,000, It begins to look
as if there would be no need of a surplus re-
duction bill this session, and that Democratie
extravagance could be relied upon to prevent
the locking up of any more money in the
treasury.

Sinee 1879 deposits in the Massachusetts
savings banks have increased $06,509,473.
The assets of the present banks, trust com-
panies and co-operative .associations amount
to §375,731,300. The number of depositors is
882,603, The banks have paid on the aver-
age during the past year 4.06 per cent., and
the total amount of the dividends was over
$11,000,000. Seven-eighths of the total de-
posits are doing service within the borders
of the State.

According to the Washington Critic Senator
Voorhees pronounces Postmaster General
Dickinson the first Democratic cabinet officer
he has met in this administration. The
foundation of his deelaration isthis: The
other day the Senator accompanied a con-
stituent to the post office department
and wurged his appointment for a sub-
ordinate position. The Postmaster Gen-
eral received them courteously, and after
hearing the Senator’s statement, turned to
the applicant and asked him: “What are
your polities?”’ “I'm a dyed-in-the-wool
Demoerat, sir,”” was the prompt response of
the Hoosier office seeker.  “Well, Senator,”
remarked thé Postmaster General, “I think
I will have to remove a Republican and give
your friend a place.” It can hardly be
denied that the foundation is a good one.

The Democratic House of Representatives
has passed four bills appropriating four hun-
dred thousand dollars for new Federal build-
ings in the four small towns of Greenville in
South Carolina, Ashville in North Carolina,
Springfield in Missouri, and Monroe in Lou-
isiana. Greenville at the last census had
only a few over six thousand Inbabitants,
Asheville had even fewer, haidly over two
and a half thousand, Monree had two thou-
sand and seventy, while Springfield, largest
of all, had but six theusand five hundred
and twenty-two. So Editor Dana of the
New York Sun frantically calls on William
Stgele Holman to put down the brake. But
Holman does not respond. There is a re-
port, in fact, that Holman gsleepeth. Itis
rumored too that he intends to keep a sleap-
ing, since playing the role of objector is not
so popular now the Democrats have the
spending of the money.

The Hallifax Chronicle alleges that the
public accounts of the Dominion for 1887
have been doctored in such a way as to con-
ceal the true result of last year's operations.
By adding to the public debt payments on
account of the Northwest Rebellion and
other outlays properly chargeable to the
year’'s expenditures the government has con-
veyed the impression that there is an appar-
ent surplus of $96,832, while as matter of
fact there is a deficit of at least $500,000,
During the past year $1,406,033 have been
paid out in railroad subsidies, of which the
Bale De Chaleur Railway company gets $250,~
000; Quebec and St. John rallway, $202,219;
Esquimault and Nanaimo rallway, $327,480;
New Brunswick and Prince Edward railway
(Joslah Wood’s road), $97,440; Northern and
Pacifiz Junction company, £78,370; Canada
Atlantic, £44,334; Caraquet road, $61,200;
Erie and Huron, $96,000; Long Sault and
Temiscamingue road, $14,400; Pontiac and
Pacific Junetion, §60,500; St. Lawrence and
Laurentian, $64,430.

Mayor Hewitt of New York in his mes-
sage to the city conncil outlines a scheme of
rapid transit which has aboutjit'many novel-
ties, especially as regards the details of con-
struction and the method of raising the
money. He would build four tracks from
the City Hall to the northern limits of the
city, either underground or in & sunken
roadway, two of the tracks to be for through
and two for local traffie, and from the City
Hall to each of the ferries he would build
railways underground. As regards ways
and means his plan is for the city to furnish
thy money to build the ronds and let the New
York Central railway do the work. When
completed be would lease the lines to that
railroad company at an annual rental of five
per cent. on the cost, the proceeds to be used
in paying the ioterest on the wmoney bor-
rowed for construction, and the remainder

to be placed in a sinking fund to take care |

of the principal. Mr. Hewilt estimates that
under this plan in twenty-five years New
York would own the rallways clear of all
encumbrance, and that they would become a
source of large income to thecily, He thinks
the entrusting of the work to the New York
Central would ensure a more economical
construction than if done by the municipali-
ty. Mr. Depew, the President of the New
York Central, has intimatea that his com-
pany would be willing to undertake the work
under eertain conditions.

What the Pope will do about the Irish
guestion is just now interesting the Parnell
party. The Pope is not at all disinclined to
meddle in the politics of nations in which
the members of his chnreh has considerable
influence. In Germany he has such influ-
ence that even Bismarck has been forced to
treat with him, or to “'go to Canossa' as the
expression is. In Ireland there is even a
greater opportunity and excuse for papal in-
terference, The Tory government has re-
alized this, and has used every effort to bring
the Pope over to its side. Not long ago the
Duke of Norfolk, of the Catholle bouse of
Howard, whose family is the oldest and
blood the bluest in all England, was sent to
the Vatican to use his influence with Leo
XIII. His mission was understood to have
been without result, though no one seems to
know this certainly.

It is known
that Cardinal Manning, Archbishop Walsh
and many other English and Irish prelates
deprecate any inteference on the part of the
Vatican in Irish political matters, and will
exert themselves to the exhaustion of every
possibility to prevent His Holiness from or-
dering the Irish clergy to cease agitating the
Home Rule cause. The Irish priests areal-
so generally opposed to papal Interference.
The few whoare’against Home Rule have
been boycotted by their parishioners, and
this indicates how the order of the Pope
would be likely to be received by the Irish
people.

ATERRIBLE TEN MINUTES.

A Thrilling Story of the Mid-
night Mail.

[Chambers’ Journal.]

It happened one afternoon last year, dur-
ing the month of November, that 1 received
a telegram calling for my presence ‘in Lon-
don, early the next morning, on an import-
tant business matter. To such a sum-
mons there was but one answer possible; 50,
with just a regretful thought for a card
party I should have to forego, I wired back
this reply: “Mgz.

Fortunately my bag was
light, and 1 shared in its pleasing character-
istic of not being burdened by superfluons
weight. None the less, on reaching my des-
tination, there was only one minute left me
wherein to take my ticket, and secure a seat.
The latter operation, thanks to the slowness
of the booking-clerk in handing me my
change, had to be accomplished by running
the gauntlet of guards and porters as the
train began to move.

No sooner had 1 ascertained that my limbs
were uninjured by the unceremonious fash-
jon in which the rallway officials had
“ggsisted”’ me to my seat, than I discovered
that the only other tenmantof the compart-
ment in which I was ensconced was 4 young
lady and one, moreover, of no small beauty.

Ope min-
ute, and Watson, rigorously guarded, was
quietly walking into the van in the midst of
the officers; the next, and he was free, tear-
ing down the street with the police and the
populace at his heels. He 'was seen to dodge
down a back alley, known as Shut Lave, and
followed by the crowd of several hundreds.
Atthe end of Shut Lane he disappeared
round a corner, and, strange to say, has not
been seen egain. There can be no doubt
that he will be re-captured; but his present
escape and disappearance are most mysteri-
ous. We upderstand that the fellow pos-
sesses singular strength and agility; Dut
none the less, it will be a standing disgrace
to our polico auhtorities that a prisoner
should thus, in broad daylight, andin the
midst of 8 crowded thoronghfare, effect his
escape from the very handsof justice. A
reward of one hundred pounds has been
eftered for his reapprehension. Watson is
about flve feet nine inches in height
strongly built, and when he gscaped was
dressed in u gray fustian suit, witha red
searf and soft hat. He may further be dis-
tinguished by a scar across his chin, and by
having an arrow tattooed on the back of his
left hand.”

This was about the extent of the infor-
matlon contalned in the paragraph, and

my readers will agree with me that the
news was sufficiently jexciting to occupy
my thoughts to the complete exclusion of
the unpleasing experience I had just passed
through. As I lsy back in my seat to
muse upon what I had read, my thoughts
began after a while to wander and my head
to nod, according to their wont at midnight,
and before long I fell asleep. How long I
slept I cannot tell—probably for a few min-
utes only—but in those few minuges I under-
went a most discomforting dream. I dreamt
that Chippy Watson stood over me, mallet
in hand, and that my travelling companion
was holding his arm to avert the threatened
blow. She struggled in vain, and the mallet
fell, yet with a strangely light touch upon
wy arm. With a start Iawoke, and then
saw the girl-of my dream bending toward
me with a serap of paper in her hand. But
her face, how terribly was it changed! In-
stead of the dainty pink flush Ibhad last
seen there was a ghastly whiteness in her
cheeks, and her eyes seemed starting from
her head with terror. Holding up her finger
as if to command silence, she passed me the
paper, on which were written the following
words: “Someone Is underneath the seat,
and has just touched me.”

THE HICH SCHOOL BUILDING.

Mr. Jordan’s Report as to Its Heat-
ing and Ventilation.

The following appeared in last evening’s
Advertiser:

To the Editor of the Advertiser:

You have asked me for an account of the
conditions that I found and the deductions
that I would malke regarding the heating
and ventilating scheme in the High School
building. I am willing to respond because
I do not think that a system of heating and
ventilating that has proved itself admirable
elsewhere, should be condemned for what I
believe to be ecertain minor fanlts of applica-
tion, which have been magunified by the ef-
fects of an extraordinary duration of very
eold weather, It was not alone publie build-
ings that failed, but many private houses,
where every effort had been made, were very
insufticlently warmed, and deluged by burst-

ing pipes.

Without attempting to describe technieally
the “Williams method,” 1 will endeavor to
explain those things that I think are fairly
evident t¢ most close observers, I have ex-
amined the building on several occasions,—
just before the present schems was com-
menced, upon its completion last fall and on
Thursday last, in company with Dr. Cran-
dall. 1t is a building ill adapted to plac
in it for a reasonable sum the nd';lnol:ﬁ
methods of heating and ventilating. It was
formerly heated in an unsatisfactory man-
ner, and no method of ventilation existed
that to any degree was a constant factor.
We can all recall the ills that have been for
years attributed to these combined defects.

This
undoubtedly is one of the most healthful
methods of hea but requires a much
greater steam-making capacity and con-
sumption of coal, to maintain the desired
standard, than the other less sanitary meth-
ods, usually pursued. The wouvden fresh air
conduits are not all that could be desired,but
better ones would be equally as useless un-
less some one is assigned the duty of taking
the snowbanks away from their inlets.

1 would not want to claim the utter inade-
quacy of the present bollers in the high
school building to meet the requirements not
infrequently demanded of them ; but it seems
to me that it is ,quite improbable that they
will be able to heat the Chestnut street school
and maintain the desired form of heatin
and ventilating, laid out for the high schoo
building during such weather as we can nat-

urally expect.

Undoubtedly there have been defects, and
a lack of adjustment and familiarity with the
new method, all of which has been very for-
clb!ly brought out by the unusually ’lprof.ract-
ed duration of very cold weather. The pres-
ent janitor chims to have, and undoubtedly
has overcome much of it.

That the conditions during thellate terribly
severe weather were very uncomfortable
and unsanitary is T:lntully evident on the
celling and walls, in the saturation marks
from ruptured water pipes. The sight is a
familiar one and a Jesson to many a careful
parent in the homes of children, as well as to
the high school janitor.

That the system has certain defects in Its
application is evident; but it seems equally
evident to me, that with proper adjustments
and intelligent service and the present boil-
ers relieved of the Chestnut street school-
house heating, it will be found fully as val-
uable and satisfactory as the problem of
adapting an old building to new meth

BARK CHARLES FOBES.

| Sold at Auction for Forty-Three Hun-
f dred Dollars.

Bark Charles Fobes, of which Captain Ben-
jamin Webster, of this city, was agent and
managing owner, and which was owned by
various Portland and Boston parties, was
sold at auction yesterday morning, at the
office of the United States murshal, in this
eity.

In May, 1886, the bark sailed from New
York for Callao, with a general’ cargo.
While rounding Cape Horn she encountered
heavy weather, carried away her main top-
mast and jibboom and was baaly strained.
She was compelled to put back to Falkland
islands for repairs, whieh were undertaken
by J. M. Dean & Sons, To secure advances
and the cost of repairing, the Captain gave a
bottomry bond, payable three days after the
bark’s arrival at Callao. The bark arrived
in Callao February 22, 1887 and there deliv-
ered her eargo, remaining there until April.
Upto that time the bond had not reached
Callao. The owners had funds thers to pay
it and the captain advertised, requesting par-

ties holdlngothe bond to present it. The
bark came to Charleston, 8. C., delivered hexr
urg; and there loaded for Boothbay is
State, whece she was lying when libelled b
John M. Dean, of London, to whom the bo
tomry bond had been assigned.
