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Dry Earth as an Absorbent.

I one will observe when the cows
chioose to lie down in the yard or pasture,
it will be seen that they choose the bare
ground, rather than the sod or bedding
of straw. The same is true of sheep.
We have taken this hint, and furnished
the cow-stables with dry carth bedding.
Leaves and straw are poor absorbents in
comparison. In the pig-pens dry earth
Lis no equal.  In very eold weather we
add straw or leaves, but until the weather
is very cold the animals will be more
comfortable with a hed of fresh soil, orof
soil changed onee a fortnight or week.
In the chicken-house we have learned s
ereal value as a deodorizer.  Our roosts
are over a sloping tloor, on which we oc-

casionitlly scatter dry ecarth. This is
turned over with a shovel each week or
oftener, amd we can say the chicken-

louse is free from any offensive odor, and
the bright combs anud glossy feathers tell
ol the health of the fowls,  Dry carth is
a good preventive, too, of vermin on eat-
tle, pigs and poultry.

It must be proeoved at a dey tine, and
stored under shed or in the stables. It
not only promotes neatness and health
but saves the very elements ot the ma-
nures, which make them most valuable,
and most of which would evaporate it not
absorbed by the dry earth.  We do not
like it as o bedding in the horse stables,
but it shonld be found in every stable to
sprinkle the floors with as soon as the
bedding s removed in the morning.
When removed  from the stables, sties
and coops, it shonld be kept under cover

for spring use, or for deilling with the
wheat in the fall, [ Cincinnati Comiier-
cinl.

“By this time the warck were plain in
sight from the deck, and we seen she
were a dismasted vessel, nothin’ standin’
above the deek exeept a part of the fore-
mast, which had gone above the forevapd
the yard bein'in its place. She were head-
el to the southfard and west’ard, and lay
in the trough of the sea, a rollin® fearful-
ly, and nearly every sea comin’ aboard of
her and as she rolled toward us we could
see that her decks was full of people.  We
stood down aeross her bow, and then
haulin’ up the courses snug, and takin® in
her jib we laid the headyards square and
hove well to wind'ard of her, this here he-
in’ the proper thing for to do, eanse then
our ship would make a lee for the boat
goin’ and comin’ and as she'd drift faster
than the wrack she'd keep gettin' nearer
to her instead of furder off, as woud be
the case il we'd hove to leeward of her.
Then come the gittin® out of the boat.
The croehick yard was braced about, the
tackle hooked on; the mate and the men
he had choosed got into her, the man
amidships, with a sharp knife to eut the

strap as soon as ghe loated:; a couple of

hands at the temporary lashin's and the
rest at the fore and the erochick hraces.
“iNow then,” says the old man, ‘there
musn't be no nonsense about this; when
I give the word you must watch her and
at the same time run the crochick vard
in square, and as she swings out vou
must ¢t her down by the run afore the
weather roll comes.” Then he watched a
chanee and as the ship rolled to wind'ard
he give the word.  In aninstant the lash-
in' was let go, the fall set taut, the yard
run in sguare, and as the ship rolled to
leeward away he swung full fifty feet
clean out toleeward and afore the weath-
er roll comes she were in the water and
the strap was cut and afore the ship had
time for to drift down on top of us our
oars was out and we were under way.
“She was built at Sag Harbor, half
whaler and half life boat, of seasoned ce-
dar, and as light as a cork, and even in
that ugly sea was dryer than the ship.

Oceasionally a little spray from the curl
of a wave would blow aboard, but other
than that we never shipped a spoonful of
water all the way to the wrack. 'The
mate give us our orders as all except the
bow was to remain at our oars, so as we
could keep her bow on to the wrack and
well elear of her, so as we would not be
swamped by the seas as was a washin’
over her, and so weé should take ’em
aboard one at a time, so as not to get
overloaded. We pulled round to the lee-
ward of her and found as they was ready
for us, havin' rigged a whip onto the fore-
yard arm. We pulled up to her and
throwd a line aboard of her, and the bight
of this they bent onto the whip, keepin'
enongh slack aboard for to ease 'em down
info the boat, and the next minnit little
Willie Jackson was a danglin’ at the eend
of the whip and was pulled into the bow
by Billy Edwards, as had the bow oar,
and was passed aft to the mate. Little
Sis8y Jackson eame next, and then their
mother follered.

“Sowe went on takin’ nothin® but wim-
min and children, till we had a boat load
with which we palled back to our ship,
findin’ there a whip all ready tor to whip
‘em up.  Arter the second load findin’
that the boat was behavin® well, the old
man got out the second boat. and then.
the transfer went on quicker. It were
about two bellsin the arternoon when we
got to the wraeck, and by dark we had
the whole lot 175 in all--safe aboard,
and cot our boats histed in again. The
last man to leave was the mate, gittin® in
the bowline and lowerin’ hisself down,
and arter secnrin® our boats we filled
away and purceeded.

“The mate said the way it happened

The Mate of ¥Kive Heroes,

WHY THE SHIP CHARLES DENNIS DESERTED FIVE'
OF HER MEN IN MID OUEAN—THE CAPFTAIN AXD
CHIEF OFFICER'S ACCOUNT,

The ears ot the public were shocked a
few months ago by the details of an al-
leged desertion at sea, by the ship Charles
Dennis, of five men, who had gone out in
a small boat to rescue a fellow sailor who
had been washed overboard.  As first re-
lated it was a story of ineredible heart-
lessness on the part of the captain, James
Carney, and was accompanied by asser-
tions of his eruelty to others of his crew
in Yokohama. The master of the bark
Ophelia, one of whose men deserted from
the Charles Dennis at Yokohama, and
was responsible for the whole account, in
part eorroborated the version. Two other
masters emphatically denied it.  The
Dennis arrived in this port late on Sat-
urday night, and areporter of the Herald
was able yesterday to get the story from
the aceused eaptain himselt and to corrob-
orate what he said by the lips of the two
nrates who sailed with him.  The ship is
owned by Mr. T J. Southard. of Bowdoin-
ham, Me., and consigned to Messrs. J. W,
Elwell & Co., of No. 57 South street, in
this city. she registers 1,710 tons, and
Lias been regarded as a stauneh craft and
good sailer.  Mr. Sounthard said to the re-
porter that he had thoroughly sifted the
story of desertion, and thought it a cruel
invention of the stowaway, John Lawson,
who first told it. e said that Captain
Carney was born in Bowdoinham, and
that he knew all about him and eonld
vouel for his good character. The read-
iest arguments in his favor,” Mr. South-
ard continued, “is that he needed every
satior e had on board.”

THE CHIEF OFFTCER'S ACCOUNT,

When the reporter bowrded the ship at
Brooklyn, Captain Camney chose to let
the chiet ofticer, Cyrus . Edgerly, of
Bangor, give the first narrative of what
had happened. The chief oflieer said:
*We left here on the 16th of November,
1270, with a general cargo for Yokohama.
There were sixteen sailors, besides the
captain, two mates, the carpenter, stew-
ard and cook. We had rough weather
from here to the Eqguator, but came oft
without any loss, and tarned Cape Horn
to meet head winds and more bad weath-
er.  On the 19th of February (the captain
can tell you what latitude and longitude)
We W

WO we lost o sallor naed Thomas
Brand. We were running free at the
time, about nine knots an hour, and had
just set the main topeallant sail when we
shipped o sea that washed him over-
board. 1 threw the lite buoy to within
ten feet of DBrand, 1 should think, awd
gave the alarm promptly. The captain
came up on deck with all hands and or-
dered the wheel hard up.  We let go the
halvards and the ship wore round on her

heel until in no more than cight min-
utes after Brand  went over we were
headed toward  the spot. Brand  had

It
was perhaps half @ mile away then, and
soon the snow squall covered them amd
we could hardly see @ ship's Teagth.”

THE CAPTAIN'S ACCOUNTL.

Captain Carney said upon hearving the
above narrative read that it was correct
He added that he had not only not ovder-

ed any of the men to get into the small |

boat, but that he had ordered some of
them to come out of her, as she was over-
loaded.  John Lawson himsell was going
into the boat, when the mate pulled him
back. Captain Carney said he signalled
the men to come back because he was
apprehensive of their safety in the squall,
and he thought there was no chance of
finding the lost sailor.  [e had been
twenty-three years at sea and had been
mate of the ships China, of Bath; Re-
union, of Bath, and Eureka, of Bowdoin-
ham: but this was his first voyage as
master.  The follrwing is a statement
made officially in Yokohama by the cap-
tain—

United States Consulate General, Kapazawa,
Japan: James Carney, being duly sworn, deposes
amd says: 1 am master of the ship Charles Den
nis, of Maine, lately arrived at this port from New
York; on the 19h of Febroary, 1880, at seven A
M., the ship then being in Iatitude 5058 south and
longitude 12120 east, J. F. Brana, seaman, was
washed overboard while setting the maintop-
eallantsail: the life buoy was immediately hove
ovarhoard and the ship brought to the wind: a
boat was at once lowered in charge of Robert Nel-
son, second mate, and manned by James Johnson,
M. Wolff, 0 A. Brown aud Vincent Chiles, and
rowed in the direction where the man Brand was
last seen : the ship was wore around and stood for
where the boat was last seen, and hovoe to from
nine A. A, Lﬂ two 1.

MAINE MANUFACTURES.

The Bangor Whig says; The unusual activity
in the tish barrel market continues and staves and
headings are in greater demand and selling for
better prices than they have been for several
yvedrs, The destruction of the mills at Gireatworks
was a4 great misfortune to the stave business, as
they made large quantities there. The other mills
are now taxed to their utmost capacity, and large
orders are frequently reeeived from other States,
but eannot be tilled, as the demand for home con-
sumption far exceeds the supply.

The Kennebec Journal says there are twenty-
five thousand logs lying in the water above the
kepnebee dam waiting to be torned over. At
Hallowell the great boom is full, and at Brown's
Island, above Augusta, the river is jammed with
log= for a e More lumber will be tfloated down
the Kennebee this year than ever before, it is said,
as in addition to the ent of last winter many of
the logs ent in 1880 were not Hoated down last
vear and sc swell the drives. It is estiinated that
trom LIO,000.000 to 168,000,000 feet of lumber will
Le driven down the river this summer.

1'he Governor and Council.

The relations of the (fovernor and
Council have of late Tormed a prolitie
theme for the manufacture of sen=ational
paragraphs in the Democratic newspa-
pers. If these organs are to be relied on
one branch of the Executive department
of the State has snddenly been lopped off
by the fiat Governor. Feeling that there
was no o occasion for serious alarm and
that the interests of the State and of the
Republican party had been entrusted to
a Council composed of gentlemen ot long
experience who were amply able to main-
tain their rights the Press has not felt it
necessary to work itself into a towering
passion over the matter.

This exciting sport is deseribed and

illustrated in the Midsummer Seribner,

“You go on down the river now with a
good wind on the beam. The playful
breeze freshens in tlaws, as if trying to
escape you; but still you follow its way-
ward motions ; you start when it starts,
flit over the ice with its own speed, turn
and glide with the lightness and the grace
of its own whirling dance. Theice-yachts
darting about look like white - winged
swallows skimming over the ice; as they
cross and recross your course, you hope
that every eaptain kuows his business
and will avoid eollisions. The ice-yachts
have anticipated your wish, and flown
away to various points of the horizon
while your thought drew its slow length
along. The ice seems to be running un-
der you with great speed, and you some-
times feel that vou might easily drop off
the open, spider-like frame of the yacht.
By such rapid motion, the bubbles, eryvs-
tals, and lines of the ice are all woven in-
to a silky web of prismatic hues.  You
distinguish only the eracks that run with
the course; and when they deviate from
it, they seem to jump from side to side
without connecting angles orenrves The
mounds and the windrows seem to come
up at you suddenly, and dodge past. You
begin to hold on to the hand-rail, and lie
close down in the box.  If vou are steer-

ing, you feel that your hand is the
Land  of fate: and the keen exeite-

ment nerves vou to extraordinary alert-
ness.  The breeze sings in the rigging;
the runners hum on the ice with acruneh-
ing sound, and a slight ringing and erack-
ling: and a little spurt of erushed ice
flies up behind each ranner and thashes
like o spray of gems.
