The Topie of the Hour.

It is not withoui rezson that Herbert Spen-
cer and other scientific students of the de-
velopment of human society complain that
nearly all records available for their induetions.
give them biographical sketches and personal
gossip inslead of facts relating to the moral
and social condition of the people, their gov-
ernment, their customs and their industries.
All the valuable data they can obtain must be
laboriously picked out of great masses of
composition touching individual exploits.
All that is of real value to the sociologist i3
given incidentally by the historian iu his de-
scriptioh of Cleopatra’s eyebrows, or Cmsar’s
demeanor when presented with the crown,
Pericles’ relations with Aspasia, the matri-
monial adventures of Henry VIIT, the extra-
matrimonial exploits of Louis XIV, Burr's
duel with Hamilton, Napoleon’s cocked hat
and white breeches, Frederick’s partiality for
snuff and lovers’ quarrel with Voltaire, the
amours of Burns, Rousseau’s treatment of
his children, the crooked back of Richard
II1, the commanding form of Washington,
the short stature of Thiers or the firm mouth
of Gen. Grant. Yet the historians have but
responded to the demands of their readers.
They have very well understood that a
minute inquiry into the domestic life, the
mechanical and industrial appliances, the
trades and professions and the morals of a
whole people, ifthe narrative were not spiced
and sweetened with a multitude of irrelevant
personal details, would be studied by only
here and there a plodding philosopher and
would be consigned to the dryasdnst shelf of
the average library. They have perfectly
comprebended the fact that the color of Al-
exander’s eyes or Zenobia’s hair would at-
tract the attention of ten readers, where an
account of the social organization of the Ro-
mans would excite the interest of one,

It is just so with current history. There
are very few of us who can truthfully claim
superiority to this almost universal feeling of
interest and curiosity about the rarer or more
protound personal experiences of our neigh-
bors. Observe how the public went wild with
curlosity about Mrs. Waller-Waite. The lit-
tle world of Poitland stood still with open
eyes and raised hands while her trial was in
progress. Nor can the people of the other
towns in the state claim more correctness of
taste or sobriety of demeanor than we pos-
sess, The eyes of Maine have been tastened
apon tkis perhaps erring and eertainly unfort-
unate woman and the stricken family groups
that constitute the mournful accessories of
the dramatic scene in which she is the prin-
cipal figure. The Legislature has been in
session and its action or non-action has al-
ready touched very nearly the interests of
thousands of people. No matter—but did
Mrs. Waite ever go out to service as Kate
Wallace. The- capital punishment guestion
has been under discussion. An Association
has been formed which is intended to secure
the quick transit of eriminals from this sta.e
ot existence “elsewhither” as Carlile would
say. Some of the able:t men in the staie
have argued the question pro and con before
the Jndiciary Committee at Augusta. What
of that? Let us know how Mrs. Waite's
hair happens to chauge its color. There is o
new scheme of state taxation proposed, the
increase of drunken s a

o

ness strikine and |
alarming social phenomenon, the English -

Parliament has been dissolved and an exeit-
ing election is agitating that country, But
when the daily paper reaches the city break-
fast table or the rural post office the first en-
quiry is about none ot these things, Every-
body must first know whether a case of mis-
taken identity has been made out in the
Waite-Waller case, even before learning who
has be:n married or who has died since yes-
terday.

We do not undertake to solve the philoso-
phy of this immensely disproportionate in-
terest excited by affairs relatively trivial,how-
ever important in themselves. But it is a
fact in human natuie that cannot be ignored,
especially by those who furnish the publie
with the details of current events. 2

To leave Mrs, Waite and the unfortunale
people whose evil desting has brought their
lives into such a state of entanglement with
hers, out of the daily néwspapers,would be to
leave Dido out of the XKneid., Helen out of
the Iliad or Eve out of Paradise Lost. The
best that he conscientious journalist ean do is
to exclude accounts of domestic scandal
where the principal source of interest is the
indecency of the details. In this respect. we
believe that the most of the journals of Port-
land and of Maine are above reproach. In the
case under consideration there was happily
little that was gratifying to mere prurieut
cariosity.

WaEN Congress met there wus a universal
demand for retrenchment from all parts of
the zountry. Both branches, the House in
varticular appreciating the situation, went
sarnestly at work to meet the requirements
of the people. The naval appropriation bill
was reduced to the lowest figure and the same
thorough work is being made with the army bill

Shall Savings Banks be Despoilers?

To the Editor of the Press:—

The Savings Banks of Maine have invested
beyoud State the earnings of the laborers of the
State to an amount equaling the capital stock
of the companies engaged in the manufacture
of cotton and wool in Lewiston. Augusta, Bran-
awick, Dexter, Hallowell, Saco and Bidderford,
So. Berwick, North Berwick, Vassalboro, and
Winthrop. They have made themselves the
instruments of gathering up, little by little, from
all parts of the commonwealth the sur-
plus profits of  industry and seund-
ing them abroad to stimulate the ac

tivities and enlarge the productive capacities of
other sections of the country. Of the total sum
thus discharged from the State nearly $8,000,-
000 have been sent beyond the limits ot New
Eagland, for the greater part invested in west-
ern bonds. These bonds or rather one class of
them, those issued by railroads, as you recently
showed, now stand, in the aggregate, dishonor-
ed by uuu-;-:n_vme'nt of interest, to the amount
of $341.500,000, and net worth accordingly

on the paits uf the writers Lo accept the gen-
tleman's proposition.

The Opposers of Capital Punishment

DO THEY DESIRE THE PARDON OF MURDERERS.

Avausta, Feb 2, 1874,
Editor of the Press:—1 motice an article in
your paper to-day, headed “Correctory,” and
signed by *C. W G.”"—whom I take to be “my

lowing is an extract:

**Another misstatement of your contributor
is the assertion that the opponents of ecapital
Suninhmunt do not desire-the pardon of mar-

erers now sentenced for life,. but on the con-
trary, demand a great restriction ef the pardon-
ing power. Now everybody kuows that in
Maine this is conspicuonsly untrue. In his an-
onal address of 1868, Gov. Chamberlain refers
to the persistency of these very gentlemen in
urging the pardon of Thorn, one of our worst
. murderers, and complains that the torrent of

those demands of gentle spirits far exceeded in
virulence their condemnuations of the negro as-
gassin, Harris. That Gov. Chamberlain did
not mistake his men is demonstrated by the
final success of their efforts four years ofter,
when bis successor, a prominent apostle of the
Jumanitarian school, surrendered Thorn to
th : anti-capital punisi:mant legions, headed by
that veteran captain of their host my friend
the Rev. Mr. Quinby, of Augusta, editor of the
Gospel Banner.”

Permit me to “*correct” the above by saying
that what Mr. G. pronounces *‘conspicuously
uatrue,” is true to the very letter. “The’oppo-
nents of capital punishment do not desire the
pardon of myrderers now sentenced for life,”
as the writerin a previons number of your pa-
per signed “Trompe" correctly asserted. but on
the contrary as he affirmed, ‘‘they demand a
great restriction of the pardoning power.” It
is true that this was the coloring given the af-
fair by Governor Chamberlain in speaki-g of a
single case in his message of 1869, but without
the least foundation in fact. And to listen to
the remarks of Mr. G. and his co laborer in
*‘the cause of humanity’’—the Hon. G. F. Tal
bot—before the committee in their efforts to
make it appear that their long drawn
out “‘Slanghter house bill” was con-
ceived in the spirit of love, and coutain-
ed all the elements of Christian affection and
justice, one wonld suppose that the opponents
of capital punishment in Maine had no otner
business to attend to, but to employ their ef-
forts in liberating murderers from prison. Mr.
Talbot so represented and said that bad fre-
guently hearzd of the Christian gentleman who

ad p! ed him"”—alluding to the writer of
this—as being 'n Thomaston and vicinity on
this business and in pursuit of pames of peti-
tioners to liberate those guilty of murder.

Now the truth is, I have never beeu in Thom-
aston, or any other place, on such an errand;
and fchsllenge either or both of these gentle-
men to show a single case in Maine where the
opponents of capital Euuishment, as a body, or
in aistinction from the friends of capital pun-
ishment, have ever made an effort for the liner-
ation of murderers, There is no such case on
record. Mr. G. calls the writer of this a *“‘vet-
eran captain of the Maine anti-capital punish-
men host,” an office I should be delighted to
fill if I “were worthy and well qualified.” Oec-
cupying the ition I do in bis estimation, I
ougis to be allowed to know something of the
ficts under consideration; and as I just now
agserted, I challenge any man to show a single
instance where men have moved for the liber-
ation of the murderers because they were opposed
to capital punishment! And, further, I chal-
lenge Mr. Goddard or any other gentleman to
show more than one instance in Maine where
an effort bas been made through petitions cirou-
lated general y for the pardon of any murderer;
and that was the case of Thorn who wa: sen-
tenced to death, put whose punishment was
commuted to imprisonment for life,

And in his case hundreds of men and women
in different p'aces, signed for his pardon, who,
in principle were in favor of hanging. The
very sister of the man whom Thorn illed, and
who herself believed in the gallows, signed a

tition for the liberation of the murderer of
ggr brother, se she was personally know-
ing to all the fucts in the case and said in a let-
ter addressed to the Governor, that Thorn, at
the time of the murder, was a tool in the hands
of the wife of her brother, who was a bad wom-
an, and was as really guil%y of murder as he.
The first movement for the liberation of
Thorn, of which I heard, was the resnlt of a
lengthy communieation written by hiwself in
