Portrait of Loyola. 
The renaissan e came, and was for the mid- 

dle ages what Christianity was for antiquity— 
the beginning of another age, the soul >f 
another world.

illumined. The human body rose from the 
breast of creation and breathed, and absorb- 
ed a new spirit.

and the liberal or progessive pa.-ty, which l9 
represented by Masonry. And indeed Me ref-

prophet. Savonarola is its baptist, and ibu- 

ther its revealer, but Ignatius I*oyola is the 
entire reaction against this work. He was 

born in Spain, in the country which was soon 
to sacrifice itself for the preservation .of Cath- 
olic orthodoxy. He was born in the Basque 
province, in the province of the grand defiles 
and the treeless plains, at the foot of t htPyre- 
n es, called the Mountains of Fire by tbe an- 
cients, near that untamed Cantabrian tea 
whose waves are continually inviting mgr 
velous adventure. He was the com- 
patroit of the sailor Elcano: be 
was the associate ot Magellan, who 
fiist circumnavigated the globe. He wits born 
in tbe last days ot chivalry, and grew up iu 
tbe da n of modern times—the end ot tbe { 
tilteeuth century. War was bis occupation, 
adventures ware the employment of his youth. 
But in the war of Navarre, sustained by the 
Catholic king, he was wounded by a bullet. 
A long illness followed, and after tbe »ound 
and the illness a miraculous exaltation. Ig- 
natius was a cavalier in war and a cavalier in 
aeiigion. He tought lor his king in youth; 
he was to fight tor bis God the rest of his life. 
The only lady of h!s thought was to be the 
Virgin Mary. He was completely possessed 
by tbe national madness—love of tbe super- 
human and the miraculous, of all which is be- 

yond the narrow limits of the possible. 
••Aroadis of Gaul,” was bis favorite reading, 
and inspired him no more nor less than Don 

Quixote himself. He also watches his arms; 
he also swears to redress all outrages and 

wrongs done to the Catholic religion. Read- 
ing the pages of the life of the Cavalier of 

Guipuzoca you might imagine you were read- 
ing tbe pages of the life of the Cavalier La 
Mancha. Ignatius is also an ascetic. Iu 
the cave of Montserrat, he gives himself up 
to fasting, to masceration, to penitence, 
like those eaily hermits ot Christianity, 
excited by faith, dispersed in the immensity 
of the desert. Thence he attempts to go to 
the Holy Land to imbibe from the fountains 
of Christianity a faith like that of the crusa- 

ders. He returns from this jourrey to Mont- 
serrat to surrender himsell anew to penances. 
But he needs not only prayers and mort:fica- 
tions to prepare for battle, but ideas as well. 
How can he fight the battle of ideas, know- 
ing nothing? He betakes himself to study in 

Alcala, from Alcala to Salamanca, from Sala 
manca to Paris, the universities wnicn con- 

tained all the science of that time. In Paris 

he gathers about him various triends, who 

are to be hereafter as famous as himsell 

Xarier, Salmemn-and with them he founds 
on Montmartre, at rhe base of the fountain, 
which is running stiil, alter a communion ta- 
mous to all time, the new religious society. 

From Paris, Ignatius and his associates go to 
Venice to taxe part in a crusade against the 
Turks. From Venice, preaching in a sort of 
lingua Fianca, com|>oscd of Spanish, French 
ami Italian lie goes to Home, where the 
Pope confines his statutes, and where arises 
the most' famous and most powerful. lie 
most fervid of all religious ordet—the order of 
the Jesuits .—Emilio Uastelar

M ENING TOOLS AND SAVING SEED.— 
Now is the time to make all repairs that are 
needed about our farms and machinery, so 
that when sptiug, summer and harvest come, 
we will be fully prepared to go ahead wilh 
our work without slopping to make repairs. 
I find that I have a plow beam 10 make, a 
shovel plow handle to fix, and an arm for one 
of the lakes on my self-raker; a n w wagon 
box; a new hay rigging, and a bead pi*ce for 
one ol my barrows. This kind of work 1 do 
when the weather is too bad to work out ol 
doors—hauling up wiuter’s and summet’s 
wood—just rough enough to work in the shop. 
Many farmers will find they have also some te- 
pairs to make and probabiysome new wood work 
needed somewhere about the (aim machinery. 
Now is also a good time to look to ye ur seed 
and clean it thoroughly. I put in a side 
8pout that goes with my fanuiug mill, and 
take out just the vety laigest and best grain 
tor seed—and it pays well to clean seed the r- 
ougbly. It you will eparate out he he-t of 
your wheat, and then sow right by the side of 
it the small and interior grain, and some just 
as it comes, you will then see what a diller- 
ence it will make. You can tell as soon ss it 
comes up, and you will set *be dividing 1 ne 
all the time until it is harvested, and will no- 
tice sr111 more dill'erence when you come to 
thresh. If you were not fortunate enough to 
save your seed corn before the heavy frosts 
last tall look around among your neighbors 
and get good seed. It is belter to pay five 
dollars a bushel than to accept poor seed as a 

gift. Good seed of all kinds is wbat all of 
us should take pains to have.

dens of the city. 

Mr. Pinchback, of Louisiana, is perfectly 
willing that the investigation into Louisiana 
affairs shall go on. P. does not assert that he 
is innocent and good and uatriotic and such. 
This would be out of place in that State. He 
merely says that ifhe is not vindicated, a fair 
investigation will make him a “minor figure 
in the grand cavalcade ot damned scoundrels 
who will have to march in his van.” 

Mr. Corcoran, a Wisbington banker, 
says that an editor of that city offered to get 
his (Corcoran’s) tax bill (§22,301 07) reduced 
sixteen per cent, when six was the regular 
discount. We have some fine journalism in 
Washington, but it the bauker would tell the 
name of this editor and publisher, there 
would be something very bad in the pipes of 
one daily organ. 

Maryland last week had two hangings 
and both were conducted in the most ap- 
proved style. Both the men were ignorant 
and far from being kid glove murderers. They 
both made little speeches on tin* scaffold and 
the exhibition edified large crowds. In one 

case fifteen thousand people assembled, and 
standing around the jail yard, shouted for the 
sheriff to hurry up. When the trembling vic- 
tim appeared he was greeted with derisive 
yells. In the other case people went on foot 
forty miles to see the execution, and during 
the day of the hanging and the night follow- 
ing drunkenness and fighting occurred. 

It is said that the President has decided to 
stand by the rules of the Civil Service as re- 

vised bv the Commission. At a recent meet- 
ing of the Commission and Cabinet, the as- 

sault of Geueral Butler and the bill of Mr. 
Smart of New York to divide patronage 
among the Congressional districts were both 
considered and sharply criticised. If Con- 
gress should be foolish enough to pass Smart’s 
bill the President will veto it because it 
practically robs the Executive of the appoint- 
ing power. There is no danger, however, 
that Congress will adopt the bib,as the Com- 
mittee on Civil Service are opposed to it. 
It is doubtless the bill of Gen. Butler present- 
ed by Mr. Smart. 

Some of the bureau officers connected with 
the Interior Department in Washington de- 
sire to have the pension agencies abolished 
and the pensioners paid by check from Wash- 
ington. The Hartford Courant and other pa- 
pers take decided grounds against the proposi- 
tion both because it will necessarilly occasion 
delay, frequent frauds and is in the direction 
of centralizing all the offices in Washington. 
The compensation of the pension agents in 
most of the States is not large when tire large 
expenses are considered. For instance, in 
this district the pay for two and a half years 
ending Nov. 30th 1873, was 13,010 while the 
expenses of clerk hir?, rent,'postage station- 
ery etc. were §10,272.25. 

The reports of the meetings of the Iron 
Makers held in Philadelphia last week are 
most encouraging despite the effects of the 
panic which has paralyzed so many enter- 
prises requiring large amounts of iron. Ona.of 
the best indications to he obtained from their 
reports is that the hold the iron masters of 
England upon this country is fast relaxing.In 
the first six months of 1873, the export of 
rails from England to this country was 140,- 
000 tons less than in the same period of the 
year before. For the whole year the falling 
off was 282,000. Yet England’s export to 
other countries showed a large increase. This 
decadence is due partly to the increased cost 
of production in England, owing to labor 
charges and the difficulty of getting cheap 
coal, and partly to the remarkable expansion 
of the iron business here. In 1854 the total 
production of pig iron in the United States 
was 736,000 tons. In 1866 it was 1,350,343; 
last year it was 2,695,434, a falling off of 135,- 
000 tons from the year before. This was ow- 

ing to the panic, which sent nearly all of the 
iron furnaces out of Mast for a time. Their 
fires are now, however, mostly rekindled and 
a healthy production is in progress, to which 
there will be no drawback unless the makers 
of iron seek to sustain higher prices and make 
larger profits than ire warranted. The man- 
ufacture of rails in this country was, in 1854 
108, KK) tons, the imports 330,000. For sev- 
eral yeare past the manufacture has been 
steadily increasing, aud making a proportion- 
ate gain upon the import. In 1872 and 1873 
the returns are as follows: 

1872. 1873. Rails made. Dll,992 859,000 Ralls imported.467,304 185,702 
There are 650 blast furnaces in the coun- 

try and 57 rolling mills which are prepared to 
make heavy rails. Of the former about 400 
were known to be In blast in January, and ot 
the latter all but six were at work.

same for the transportation of freight, passen 
gets and cars, aud every steam railroad is em- 
powered to make such connections, and in so 

doing, such railroad companies shall have all 
the rights and be subject to all the liabilities 
set forth in the fifty-tirst chapter of the Revised 
Statutes, except as herein otherwise provided 
and it shall be the duty of the Marginal Rail- 
way Company to receive and deliver all cars at 
each of said connections, and haul the same 
over its road at established uniform rates, giv- 
ing each road equal facilities and equal rates. 

Sec. ti.—Tli* Marginal Railway Company 
shall have the power to fix such tolls for the 
transportation of freights, passengers and cars, 
as they from time to time deem expedient sub- 
ject to the provis ous of section 12th. 

Sec. 7.—Said corpora,ion shall cause so much 
of any streets as it may use, not less than four 
feet on each side of the outmost rails, and all 

space between to be paved throughout so as to 

make the crossing thereof easy and safe, and 

keep the same in thorough repair,and it the city 
shall at unyetime pave or repave the rest of 

any street used by said corporation,said corpora- 
tion shall at the same time, and in the same 

manner and with the same material pave or 

repave the part used by it. 
Sec. &—Said corporation shall save the city 

harmless from all damages to individuals occa- 

sioned by any defect or want of repairs of such 
port.ou of any streets as may be in use by said 
company, or by any management of trains, or 

accident arising in the use and improvement 
thereof by said company, for which any liabili- 
ty would attach to said eitv. 

Sec. it.—The capital stock of the corporation 
hereby created shall he five hundred thousand 
dollars, aud shall he divided into shares of one 

hundred dollars each, provided that uoliauili- 
t es shal be incurred until one-half of the stock 
shall be subscribed for by responsible arties 
and twenty per cent, ot the subscription paid 
in cash; and provided further that if one-haif 
of said stock shall not have been subscribed for 
and aud twenty per cent, thereof paid in as 

above provided, before January 1st, 1873, then 
this act shall be wholly void. 

Sec. 10.—The Maine Central Railroad Com- 
pany, the Portland, Saco and PortsmouthR. R. 
Company, or the Eastern Railroad Company, 
instead of the Portland, Saoo and Portsmouth 
Railroad Company, the Atlantic aud St. Law- 
rence Railroad Company, or the Grand Trunk 
Railway Company of Canada, in lieu of said 
last named road, the Portland and Ogdensburg 
Railroad Company, the Portland and Rochester 
Railroad Company, and the Boston and Maine 
Railroad are each of them authorized to sub- 
scribe for, take, hold and pay tor not exceeding 
one-seventh of the capital stock of the Margin- 
al Railway Company, provided, nevertheless, 
that if any company refuses or neglects to sub- 
scribe within four month after said Marginal 
Railway Company has been organ zed and 
given notice in writing of its readiness to re- 
ceive subscriptions,then the|stuck allotted to auy 
company not so subscribing or any part there- 
of not subscribed for, shall be divided among 
the remaining companies who wish to subscribe 
ior i in proportion to their stock. The re- 

maining one-seventh ot the capital stock may 
be subscribed for aud taken by individuals 
within four months after the organization of 
the corporation,'.otherwise it shall be apportion- 
ed as hcreingbefore provided in the case of 
stock allotted to railroad companies, and not 
subscribed for. 

Sec. 11.—The Board of Mayor and Aldermen 
shall at all times have full power to regulate 
time aud manner of running cars on the Mar- 
ginal Railway. 

Sec. 12.—if any railroad company which has 
connected its track with that of the Marginal 
Railway Company under the provisions of sec- 
tion 5th of this act, is aggrieved by not haying 
bad afforded to it equal facilities aud equal 
rates, and by its cars not being received and de- 
livered as provided in said section, or by any 
unjust or extortionate rates or tolls, it may 
have remedy by a bill in equity, and after such 
bill is filed, any Judge of the Supreme Judicial 
Court may, alter a hearing on such notice as he 
directs, make such interlocutory decree as he 
deems just, which shall govern the relations of 
the parlies until the final decree. 

Sec. 13.—The city of Portland shall at and 
after the expiration of five years from the date 
of the approval of this act, have the right to 
take, exercise and control all the property, 
rights aud privileges of said corporation on 

paying to said corporation such sums as may be 
agreed npon by the city and said coporation; or 
in case they canuot agree upon the sum to be 
paid, such sum as shall be fixed upon by three 
commissioners, who shall be appointed by the 
Supreme Court, upon the application of said 
city, aud who shall fairly apprise the property 
and rights of said company, aud return their 
report thereof to the Supreme Judicial Court in 
the county of Cumberland, which report, when 
accepted, shall be final aud conclusive npon the 
parties,and the said court may make any orders 
or decrees,or issue any process necessary to carry 
the sj me into effect. 

Sec. 14.—The Marginal Railway Company 
shall have all the rights and be subject to all the 
liabilities provided in chapter fifty-one of the 
Revised Statutes, except as heiein otherwise 
provided. 

Sec. 15.—This act shall take effect when ap- 
proved.

SUNDAY SERYICliS. 

INDIA STHEKT UN I VERBALIST CHUBCH. 
Last evening, the Pastor, Bev. Geo. W, Bick- 

nell, gave the fourth lecture in the Doctrinal 
Course in his church, taking for his subject 
“the Doctrines of Salvation and Damnation.” 
His text was in Mark, 16.16. “He that believeth 
and is baptized, shall be saved; but he that be* 
lieveth not shall be damned.” 

The lecture was about an hour in delivery, 
and we present only the principal points. The 
text, the lecturer said, set before us the two op- 
posite conditions in which men are found. The 
wards, understood, express an every day ex- 

perience. He briefly reviewed the customs re- 

garding baptism, believing that any sincere 

person could object to receiving the rite when 
anxious to lead a Christian life, aud then passed 
on to the consideration of the first clause of the 
text “He that believeth, shall be saved.” 

Believeth what? Though there are several 
answers given in the religious world, the true 
one is, the Gospel. Christ commanded his dis- 
ciples to go and preach the Gospel, and he that 
believeth etc. What is it to believe. Not s;m- 
ply profess it—but live it—be governed by its 
principles. It is an every day life. It roots out 

enmity to Gou and man, aud substitutes love in 
the heart. With this belief, we shall be saved. 
Saved from what? Many think salvation 
means escape from the penalty of transgres- 
sion. The preacher believed that Christ never 

so taught, aud that such was not his mission. 
A sin must receive its full penalty. Salvation 
was not an escape from punishment—only as 

we should avoid the wrong. Do wrong and 
you suffer. Do rigtt, and you are saved from 
sin and its consequences. He rather intimated 
his belief in future discipline, but believing all 
punishment administered for the welfare of 
man, and that ultimately it would gain its ob- 
ject, aud the soul finally become restored to ho- 
liness. 

Salvation consisted in being saved front sin, 
iniquity, transgression, and their kindred. 
Saved from these, we are saved from woe. Be- 
lieving the Gospel, taking Christ for our guide, 
living as He has commanded, we shall indeed 
be saved. By it we are also savedfrom darkness. 
Light through Christ, has come. As we press 
forward toward it, we become rescued. We are 
saved from mauy trials which otherwise would 
come upon us. From ignorance, both of the 
nature of the mission of earth and the truth of 
immortality. From degradation, because liv 
ing the Gospel, following Christ, we are and 
must be elevated. Saved also from self. The 
life of Jesus, the spirit of the Gospel, are stand- 
ing rebukes against selfishness. We require 
more love, charity, benevolence; we need more 
of the Saviour’s spirit; we want to be lifted 
above ourselves, not always upon the “lookout 
for number one”; proud because we are advanc- 
ed, and indifferent regarding the lost of the 
world. 

Salvation consists too not only iu escapes, 
but in victories. We are not only to escape tlia 
bonds of sin, but we are to fight it, subdue it, 
that others, now bouud, may escape. We are 
not only to get afely through life, but we are 
to gain and grow iu love and in truth. It is 
not enough that we simply die well, we ought, 
by grand labors, to do vastly more than that. 

The preacher next considered the phrase, “but he that believeth not sliail be damned.” 
He referred to the many different renderings 
the original word receives in English. The 
true doctrine of damnation found its expres 
siou in Christ’s teaching that “this is condem- 
nation (damnation) that light is come into the 
world, and men love darkness rather than 
light.” “He that believeth not is condemned 
(damned) already.” John III. It was present 
as well as future. It continued as long as men 
sinned. It did not refer to time so much as to 
the condition of the soul. He thought that the 
spirit of the Gospel was this: Man sins; he 
suffers; he is not living the Gospel; he is tor- 
mented: He isiu ignorance, darkness, mis- 
ery. He is condemned—damned in tbe 
sight of God. Whenever he sins he 
shall be thus damned. Only as he repenis 
—lives the Gospel—leans on Christ—can 
he bo elevated. The Gospel damnation 
signified the condition of unbelievers. Talk as 
much as one may, the idea of “pleasure in sin” 
is false. Human experience does not justify 
the assertion. No man can be, or is happy in 
sin. He is damned and he always will beuntil 
he forsakes its ways. He believed that the 
Scriptural doctrine of damnation, that the way 
of tbe transgresso: is hard—that there is no es- 
cape from tbe penalty of wickedness—that man 
is an alien, as it were, just so long as be loves 
darkness rather than iight, should be earnestly 
preached. The thought that we must wait un- 
til some great future day before we receive 
either the rewards of well doing, or torments 
for eviljacts, did not find support, either in rev- 
elation or experience. The terrible damnations 
incident to transgressions, should be avoided by 
shunuing the cause, and the Gospel salvation 
earnestly sought. 

TINE STREET CHURCA. 

Yesterday forenoon Bev. Mr. Johnston selected 
for .his text Phillippians II, 12th verse. “Work 
out your own salvation with fear and tremb- 
ling”. He began by observing that if we are to 
believe the platform, the 19th century is almost 
complete.* Just a few pet schemes more and 
the last touches will be put upon the world, and 
the great body of reformers will pronounce it 
perfect The little black spots in the face of 
humanity will soon be erased; a little moral 
paint; a few strips of court plaster; one or two 
more cosmetics, and the earth will be turned 
out completely healed; and the pestle, and the 
lancet, and the d rugs will he forever abandon- 
ed. The moral growth of the world will be 
symmetrical,and civilization will be one harmo 
nious whole. Though the garb which covers 

the world has the latest pattern stamped by 
science, and though the dress be whalcboned 
with railroads, and stiched by telegraphs, yet

The heart Th >? beKlnninS on the outside. The heart of humanity is afflcUi(] e beat sends a flow of impure sentiment through all the veins and arteries of the system. Be- formations must begin with individuals and 
we must work from the centre to the circumfer- 
ence if we mean our efforts to be abiding. The 
hardest lesson to teach the world of to-day is 
that of its own accountability. The broad 
shoulders of humanity shrink from hearing their own salvation Nothing, people are more 
generous about than matters of religion, and be the sermon ever so plain, and the truth ever so 
pointed lew except God’s own people carry 

much away from the sanctuary. Tf a minister 
stood at the door after seivice, and demanded 
from each unconverted our present, the portion 
of the sermon specialy appropriated by them, 
he never would complete his Mss, unless by 
collecting wbat was either given away or left 
behind in the pews. Many seem to regard 
church service as a sort of tine art gallery, and 
much depends upou the preacher for the ua- 
ture of the entertainment. People select their 
sermons after the fashion of printers selecting 
fresh fonts of type, flourishes and double 
shades, commanding double the price of the 
plain old-l'ashioned letter. In well bred circles 
religion is wrapped up iu the tinted paper of 
form and etiquette. A revival has tliesameeffect 
on many people as an epidemic; they will flee 
from the place where it is. No one has the 
slightest objection to having the gospel sent to 
the heathen, aud will get enthusiastic over the 
progress of the work in Patagonia or .lapan; 
yet who would feel offended if they thought 
the sermon aimed at them. There is no use in 
shirking this question to a mor convenient 
season Except we are converted, we cannot 
enter the Kingdom of God. Ju rehgiom chari- 
ty ought to begin at home; and those who are 
so anxious that we all should wear crowns of 
life, ought to wear oue themselves. The best 
recruiting agent is one who lias served for a 
term jlecmres on light by a blind man may be 
interesting, but will further in a very small de- 
gree the science of optics. No doubt public 
duties are important, but private ouey are eveu 
more so; an if we wisli to promote the glory of God, to exteud His kingdom upon the eartli, and to serve the interest of our fellow men,’ 
the lirst act of that service onght to be the con- 
secration of ourselves. Some of us may have 
faded, indistinct memories of the fact, that at 
one time we were the children of God, hut 
time lias made sad work with our pardoning 
certificate. Let us have a clear fresh record of 
our own salvation to-day, aud then we can 
mnu ibuut iu uui live?. uuuvcisiuii us merely 
the donni lg of the uniforms, after this we 
learn the drill aud tactics of war. Heaven is 
only gained hy sheer force. No popular tides 
drift humanity in that direction. No moral 
moon has been strong enough to lift the surg- 
ing seas of thought and feeling which flood 
the world anil send them heavenward. 

Existence is a species of moral arithmetic; 
religion is the idea which runs through it. The 
thread upon which we string our actions sy- 
metrical Christianity, is the want of the age. 
The temple of our life may be majestic in its 
conception, hut too generally ought of harmony 
in its detail. Taking the world as a whole, 
spiritual architecture displays hut ittle con- 
structive genius. If professiou spun out of 
words would secure salvation, none would be 
lost, for every man and woman is a moral 
ropewalk, but it is to be worked out, uot talked 
out. Religion has suffered at the hazards of 
the age, and like it, partakes of the shallow 
an 'superficial, and men with several creeds 
and forms of faith are only typical of the veneer 
and polish, which exist to-day. Our fathers 
may have been slow, but they were good honest 
workmen; family heir-looms' attest their skill; 
religious institutions the solidity of their 
faith, but now we want to worship as we work 
without either vim or earnestness. "He that 
doeth” enters into the kingdom. Religion is 
not a hot-house plant nor a home-bred pet, it 
was made tor hard work and will live as well 
in the world as in the temple oil Sunday. Tern 
pie worship is the learning of the alphabet. 
Week days we are to spell it out iu words 
which will make us au epistle known and read 
of all men. The crumbs of life are to be leav 
ened. A rose tree scents every flower that 
grows on its branches, aud every action on the 
tree of life ought to have the perfume of 
heaven. Talents make no difference. A man 
who has only a jack-knife cannot whittle mo- 
dels as well as he who has a comple kit of 
tools, yet if he ever does, he is a workman 
who lieedeth not to lie ashamed. Lin is formed 
of common clay are the grandest specimens of 
work in the art gallery of the world. Let us 
throw upon tue canvass of oar life the pictures 
of men and women who will dare to do aud to 
suffer for God, aud having Christ fur our 
inspiration we can work out a complete salva- 
tion. The past is far from perfect ; it will not 
stand the test of line aud plummetpt is jagg'd 
and uneven; but if we begin afresh, every man 
on his own lot, we can with the help of God, 
build a glorious temple, which will stand even 
as the temple of God. 
CATHEDRAL OF THE IMMACULATE CONCEPTION. 

Bishop B ‘eon delivered a very able and inter- 
esting discourse yesterday, taking for his text 
Luke viii, 5th to 12th, “The seed is the word ot 
God.” Tne word of God is omnipotent; it was 

by it that Moses divided the Red sea for His 
appointed childreu; it was hy it that Joshua 
commanded the sun to stand still in the heav- 
ens; it was by it that Isaias brought down the 
rain from heaven; it was hy that Jesus healed 
the sick aud raised the dead; it was that word 
that sent the apostles abroad to preach; and it 
was the word of God that then drove away su 

perstition, ignorance and darkness. The proph- 
ets were urged by His word, and the inspired 
writers imbibed it. That word shines forth 
upon the world to-day, through one channel; 
that channel is the Catholic churcb.The bishops 
and priests of the Catholic church are com- 

manded by a divine injunction to preach that

The duties of the pastors and 
flocks are entwined together. One cannot exist 
without the other. We should listen to the 
word of God because it is the word that will 
judge us on the last day. We are are now sur- 
rounded as it were by a dark cloud. All arouud 
us is vice, and iniquity. Prejudice and false 
maxims continually however about us. We 
are weak aud we feel our weakness; we fear, 
and we are aware of it; we need something to 
inspire and ennoble us. Nothing can do it but 
the word of our divine redeemer. Are we then 
iu need of anything? Have we been in the habit 
of committing sin, or been addicted to intem- 
perance or vice? Let us appeal to Him, aud 
obey His word and we will find comfort iu our 
sorrow and affliction. Some men complain of 
not having time to hear the word af their mak- 
er. Are they insane? Have they uot time to 
do worldly things, and should they not devote 
some time to hear His word? Let us then 
listen to the words of God as spoken by the 
priest; let us listen to them as if spoken by 
God himself, for he is His appoiuted servant; 
let us obey His words and we will stand forth 
before the world, redeemed, and regenerated 
from sis, and ennobled by His divine presence.

NEW YORK. 

The Tweed Ring. 
Nkw York, Feb. 7. —This morning in the 

Supreme Court, arguments were held on a mo- 
tion made by Judge Edmunds and Daniels for 
a peremptory mandamus to compel Comptrol- 
ler Green to pay over to the 10th National 
Bank the sum of $256,000, alleged to have be u 
advanced on the requisition of the court house 
commissioners in 1871. Affidavits of Storrs, 
Taintor, Green, and Mike Norton were read for 
the defence. Taintor, the expert, stated that 
Tweed, Connolly, etc., were directors of the 
Bank; that he lias ascertained that Tweed, 
Connolly, Ingersoll and others defrauded the 
city of $20,000,000 in 1871, of which $400,000 
were got for the coart house account; that 
$600,000 was appropriated in 1875 for the court 
house of wh'ch $508,000 was paid by Connolly 
—of that $305,000 was traced to Ingersot’s ac- 
count in the Bowery National Bank, aud was 
obtained on fraudulent bills and forged en- 
dorsements. The sum of $800,000 was drawn 
in 1870 and 1871 on pretended court house ex- 

penditures on vouchers of the commissioners 
and the endorsement of Tngersol, and more 
than that sum was fraudulently appropriated. 

The reading of Norton’s affidavit caused 
great excitement. It says that as soon as he 
was appointed commissioner, he was urged by 
Tweed, Ingersoll, Connolly and Watson to af- 
firm to certain vouchers puiparting to be bills 
of expenditures prior to his appointment. lie 
refused for a long time but after much persua- 
sion on the part of these parties he signed 
them. 

Collision on Kite Mouu ?. 
A despatch from New York says: The 

Steamer Newporl, runuing oil the Fall River 
line, came ia violent colissiou with the propel- ler Davis, belonging to the Providence line, off 
Watch Hill last night. The Newport received 
considerable damage, the Davis striking her on 
the tow and leaving it about six feet to the 
right. The New port will have t) he put up 
several days for repairs. As far as known no 
body on board of either ot the steamers was 
hurt. • 

Temperance. 
Nkw York, Feb. 8.—The first anniversary of 

tile New Ycrk Temperance Prayer Meeting was 
held this evening. There was a large atten- 
dance and much interest. Hon. Win. E. Dodge 
delivered an address of welcome. He said they 
were met on a strange mission but not so 
when it was remembered the active part women 
were taking in this movement throughout tne 
States. There were in this city more than 10,- 
000 shops where alcoholic liquors were sold. 
More than $700,000 was gathered into the treas- 
ury of the city last year for license to sell drink 
ai d we spent twice as much on our police force. 
One of our prominent police officers had stated 
to him that if the liquor stores in the city 
would close at ten o’clock at night one-half of 
the police force could be dismissed. Good men 
and women were now bestirring|tbem.-elves and 
doing what they could to stay the progress of 
this great social evil. 

A. T. McMullon, who had the society in 
charge during the past year, made a report of 
the work. He organized the society first in 
Buffalo in 186!), but in 1870 had to remove to 
New York. At the fi.st meeting only 47 per- 
sons were preseut. The society held 53 meet- 
ings during the past year, at which 3,366 per- 
sons had attended and 4,446 signed the pledge.

Proclamations of the Governor-General 

of (tuba. 

Havana, Feb. 7.—The Proclamation of tlie 
Captain General gives a full explanation of tlie 
presentstate of the insurrection and tlie reason 
why it continues. It also contains assurances 
that the citizens can have tranquility anil se- 

curity under the protection of the laws as long 
as they do not infringe them. 

A second proclamation declares the entire 
island in a state of siege. Ail rebels and per- 
sons accused of sedition, murder, and similar 
crimes arj to be tried by court martial. O.lier 
crimes and iiiisileuieauors are to be tried before 
tlie ordinary courts. 

The Governor General also orders one slave 
out of every thousand to be put to work on 
fortifications, etc., and to be liberated at tlie 
end of the campaign, tho government paying 
$1000 for each. He establishes Vigilance Com- 
mittees in the interior towns to prevent sym- 
pathisers from cominuuicaliug with the rebels. 
He proposes to crush tlie rebellion in six 
months. 

A third proclamation orders mobilization of 
one voluuteerout of every ten for active service. 
This is to begin immediately and will continue 
six months. All between 20 and 45 who are 
not volunteers the first of February are to be 
enrolled in the militia. Voluntary enlistment 
is to be one year. Any volunt er who may en- 
list, one year will be exempt from all future 
drafts. The drafted men will be sent into the 
field with regulars one third at a time, aud the 
other two-thirds doing garrison duty. 

The fourth proclamation holds everybody 
subject to militia duty under certain conditions. 

The fifth proclamation provides for enroll- 
ment of free negroes.
