Formerly, and indeed, nearly to tlic

obliged to exchange his produce for 
store goods at very high prices, cash 
being almost out of the question. The 
following prices in l-!daml lr<82 fora few 
manufactured goods and other merchan- 
dise purchased by the farmer indicate the 
great change in favor of the agricultural 
classes and other consumers during the 
interval :

That is to say, the average increase 
in the price of farm produce during the 
last sixty-six years lias been from d00 to 
-Kio per cent., while the average decrease 
of the (n ice of manufactured goods dur- 
ing the same period lias been from 200 to 
-100 per cent. All of which is due to the 
grasping railroads and the introduction 
of diversified industries engaged in man- j 
ulactuies and fostered by a protective 
tariff. 

Tomato Catsup-Tomato Sauce. 

The basis of Tomato Catsup, or Ketch- 

up. is the pulp of ripe Tomatoes. .Many 
defer making Catsup until late in the sea- 

son. when the cool nights cause the fruit to 

ripen slowly, and it may be it is gathered 
hurriedly for fear of a frost. The late 
fruit does not yield so rich a pulp as that 
gathered in its prime. The fruit should 
have all green portions cut out, and he 
stewed gently until thoroughly cooked. 
The pulp is then to he separated from 
the skins, by rubbing through a wire 
sieve, so tine as to retain the seed.-. The 
liquor thus obtained, is to he evaporated 
to a thick pulp, over a slow lire, and 
should he stirred to prevent scorching. 
The degree of evaporation will depend 
upon how thick it is desired to have the 
catsup. We prefer to make it so that it 
will iust pour freely from the bottle. We 
observe no regular rule in flavoring. Cse 
sufficient salt. Season with cloves, all- 
spice, and mace, bruised and tied in a 

cloth, and boiled in the pulp: ml a 

small quantity of powdered cayenne. 
Some add the spices ground tine, direct- 
ly tn the pulp. \ dove or garlic, bruised 
and tied in a cloth, to he boiled w ith the 
spices, imparts a delicious flavor. Some 
evaporate the pulp to a greater thickness 
than is needed, and then thin with vine- 
gar or with wine. An excellent and 
useful tomato sauce may be made by pre- 
paring the pulp, hut adding no spices, 
and putting it in small bottle.- while hot. 
■ ■.irking securely and sealing. If desired, 
tlie sauce may lie salted before bottling, 
but this is not essential. 1'" add to soups, 
stews, sauces and made dishes, a sauce 

thus prepared i,- an excellent substitute 
for the fresh fruit It should be put it) 
small bottles, containing as much as will 
lie wanted at once, a> it will not keep 
long after opening. [American Agricult- 
urist for August.

pool or such complete allure-, as the ! 

City of Tokio and City of l'ekin. These j 
five vessels are only a few of the experi- 
ments which Americans in their conceit 
will make until they have squandered 
millions of money. Then they may h.

may be able to build an iron or steel ship 
for say (id per cent. (?) above Clyde prices. 

Your exchange says the cost of running 
an American ship (meaning steamers) is 
no more than running a foreign ship. Let 
us look at a practical illustratio The 

steamship Illinois, of the Philadelphia 
line, is 1.loi tons gross, carries a cargo 
ot l.'dd to ‘.2,000 tons, and is manned by 
log* people. The Lord Clove. British, in 
the same line, a chartered ship, is d.dsdi 
tons gross, carries d. loo to :!.-oo tons of 

cargo, is manned bv less than BO people, 
and consumes one-third less coal than the 
American ships of the line. A man who 
knows very little about ships can see by 
this showing why American ships are a 

failure. 
Six months ago a steamer was being 

built mi the Clyde to ply between Eng- 
land and the 1’nited States. Some of the 
stockholders wanted the ship built in 
America, and the specilications were 

sent to our “boss" iron shipbuilder ask- 
ing an oiler, i saw his own autograph 
letter, staling that the price of such a 

vessel complete would he about .Sdlopiiin. 
This ship is now being built on the ( Myth* 
for about sterling (s |gd,nil(l) 
and will probably be a better ship. This j 
newspaper talk is all right: somebody 
has an axe to grind. But send a feu | 
really practical men to the Clyde, to see 

w hat they haw there and what they can 

do: let them stay there six. months and 
visit Belfast and Barrow and thoroughly 
investigate the system. Then come home, 
and w ith the assistance of government or 

otherwise, establish a dozen shipbuilding 
yards, It is only by competition that we 

shall ever reach a minimum price in iron 

ships, as has always been the case with 
wooden vessels; hut as long us the busi- 
ness is monopolized bv Roach and Cramp 
how can Americans expect cheap ships. 
I believe this competition can be brought 
about by passing a law allowing Ameri- 
cans to purchase ships and outfits where 
they can he bought cheapest; but we 

don t want subsidies or bolstering up by 
the Government. Give us as good ships, 
as good laws, us good a system of man- 

aging ships as in Great Britain, then, if 
we cannot compete let the thing go to the 
bottom But we have much to do, even 

with legislation to assist us. It will take 
fifty years, under the very best system, to 

make this a maritime nation, if it can he 
done at all, which I doubt. We are not 
a nation of sailois. Even our coasting 
craft are manned by foreigners, and a 

foreign going sh p often has no other 
American on board than the captain. 
The occupation is no longer considered a 

profession, even in Maine. Our young 
men don’t like it; they are too tender; 
their mothers love ‘hem too well to trust 
them alioat; and it' one does try it, and 
goes to sea a dog-wateh lie thinks he 
should hate a ship This is a serious 
draw haek to our sueeess in commerce 
and ships. In England this state of 
things does not exist. The profession is 
sought tor by sons of the best families, in 
thousands of cases rich men's sons 

can he found apprenticed to the mer- 

chant marine, and many a scion of 
nobility commands a merchant ship, in 
an employ where he was apprenticed, af- 
ter having gone through every grade hy 
a perfect system of promotion. When 
shall we have a firm owning hundreds of 
vessels both steam and sail, with whom 
our young men could find employment, 
anil by good conduct and ability surely 
gain the highest point of their profession ? 
-a profession as favorably regarded by 

the people of England and Scotland as 

those of medicine, theology or law. 
Mucli could be said by disinterested 

practical men in favor of the British sys- 
tem over the Ameiican in building, man 

aging and manning ships. Not but that 
some of their laws are absurd and useless, 
but wise laws predominate, while with us 

it is all on the wrong side and will remain 
so while the shipping interests pull apart. 
To bring about the desired result, or any 
result at all, there must be a unity which 
thus far has not been found, even in the 
maritime sections of the country. It 
seems such a pity, and is such a disap- 
pointment to those who really love the 
profession, and would like, above all 
things, to see the tlag prominent in every 
sea and respected in every port. But I 
prophecy that not a man now living will 
ever seo the day when America will at- 

tain even a second place upon the ocean.

The Public Debt. 

The following analysis of tin- public debt 
statement for.Inly was prepared by Mr. .1, lin 
M. arson, clerk of the Counjiittco wi W ays 
and Means. The new tiseal year opens willi a 
reduction in the imlilic debt for the first month 
of nearly 814,000.000, w hieh is the largest n- 
iluction ever made for July in previous vmrs. 
and nearly *4,111111.1100 in excess of the redone 11 
nu.de for July, Isxi. Tiiis is attrihutahle tirst 
to a large increase in receipts from customs 
compared vv ilh last year, and to a reduction in 
tl;e interest charge. The agitation in ingress 
touching reduction of taxes on tohaceo un- 

doubtedly alleclcd the revenue, hut did not af- 
fect it to that extent as in cause any material 
falling oil' in the receipts front that .source for 
the month, as will lie seen by reference to the 
table of receipts for the month given hclovv. 
The loan of July ami August, istil. has disap- 
peared from the debt statement. This was ihe 
tirst loan authorized by the governnu tit 011 ac- 
count of tlu' rehellion. I'lic amount authorized 
to he issued was 827iO.imo.ooo. hut the amount 
actually issued was sIsti,:!on.unit. Tile loan of 
1SGJ, which i- now being called for redemption, 
amounted in the aggregate to 87o.oim.ooo. This 
amount lias been reduced to less than sts.ooo.- 
000. and of this 8111.000.0(10 arc called, a call of 
8lo.00lt.ooo maturing recently. This loan will lie 
entirely redeemed by I*.mher l-t. I he avail- 
able cash balance is nearly 81 Jo7i0it,nun. a de- 
crease of about 81.000,000 compared with Julv 
Nt. 

The standard silver dollars in the Treasure 
now number nearly $.Tt.0lMl,(K)il, against vvhieii 
there is outstanding silver certificates amount- 
ing to 87il.7oS.OlHI. thus showing that the Trea- 
sury is absolute owner of 8J4.noo.ll(H) of the sil- 
ver dollars now on hand. Compared with Julv 
1st this i' an increase of nearly 81,7)00,<hk>. 

In gold coin and gold bullion there has been 
a decrease of 8J.7iO(l.(Htll during the month, 
titlier items of the Treasurer’s statements of 
liabilities and assets are without material 
changes since last month. Compared with 
July of last year, the month just passed shows 
an increase in receipts of over 8J.ooo.oou, the 
greater part of this increase arising from cus- 
toms. It will lie observed that receipts from 
internal revenue fell oil’ only a few thousand 
dollars. The following table shows the receipts 
for July compared wit 11 the corresponding 
moot It of last v ear:

Civil Service Kelorni. 

Pamariscotta, Me., Aug. 7, Iss*.'. 
Editor or the liEPrm.iCAN .lot unai.: 

Pear Sir—1 have read with much interest in I 
the Journal of Aug. fid. your editorial on •‘Our j 
Civil Service.” It makes no great difference to I 
civil service reformers whether the Pcmocrats j 
or Republicans make an issue of civil service ! 
reform. What is wanted is reform, and not 
mere professions of reform. I have usually 
voted the Republican ticket, hoping that as it 
was the party in power, some of its reform j pledges would he fulfilled: hut it has made a j 
maximum of pretension, with a minimum of ac- 
tion. The Republican party lias pledged itself to 
civil service reform in nearly every National and 
State convention since tsiis. When (ten. (jrant 
became President, with an honesty characteristic 
of the man. he sought to carry out the profes- 
sions of the parly, lie asked Congress for an 

appropriation to reform the civil service, ami 
stated in his message that: "The present sys- 
tem does not secure the best men. and often not 
even tit men for the public places." Congress 
doubtless expected that nothing would he done, 
and therefore made an appropriation covering 
two years, during which, however, the Presi- 
dent accomplished much. At the expiration of 
the two years President Cram sent a message 
to Congress, approv ed by every member of his 
cabinet, giv ing the results of such eompetitiv e 

examinations as had been held, as follows: 
(l.i They have, on an average, where ex- 

aminations apply, given persons of xiipi rior 
capacity and character to tile service of the gov- 
ernment. and have tended to exclude nun ortliy 
applicants. 

(•J.) They have developed more energy in 
the discharge of duty, and more ambition to 
acquire information connected with official 
functions on the part of those in the service. 

(fi.) They have diminished the unreasonable 
solicitation and pressure which numerous ap- 
plicants and their friends competing for ap- 
pointments, have before brought to bear upon 
the departments in the direction of favoritism. 

I t. They have, especially where competition 
applies, relieved the heads of departments and 
of bureaus, to a large extent, of the necessity 
of devoting to persons soliciting places for 
themselves or for others time which was needed 
for official duties. 

(.->.) They have made it more practicable to 
dismiss from the serv ice those who came in 

under the civil service examinations, when not 
found worthy. than it was or is to dismiss the 
like unworthy persons who had been int rod need 
into the service through favor or dictation. 

ib.) They have diminished tie intrigue and 
pressure, before too frequent, for causing ill 
removal of worthy persons for tin mere pur- 
pose of bringing other, perhaps inn rior. per- 
sons into the service. 

The same year lie again appealed to ('engross, 
presenting the evidence of the good.work be 
had done, and asking for an additional ap- 
propriation that he might continue it. < en- 

gross refused lie renewed the recommenda- 
tions twice and Congress ignored it. The rea-

the consistent defender of corruption and mis- 
rule. What tin- Boston Advertiser has said of 
the political situation in this State i- pertinent 
here: “There is not the slightest prospect that 
those who are in favor of reform can. by \ oting 
independently, or by refraining from voting, 
effect anything more than the defeat of tin Re- 
publican party and the success of the Fusionists. 
To do that would be to punish themselves quite 
as much as the Republican leaders, without ad- 
vancing the cause of reform at all.” 

With regard to political assessments, tin* Re- 
publican party did not originate them and i> not 
alone in resorting to them: and as Mr. Jackson 
styles those making the assessments “an irre- 
sponsible club of Republicans" In* should not 
bold the Republican party responsible for their 
acts, particularly as In* further says they have 
received the ••well-merited condemnation of 
many influential Republican journals.” The 
defence of this club, or committee, is that tin- 
contributions are voluntary, that no compulsion 
is used or intended, and it may lie said further 
that the President and heads of Departments 
have taken steps to prevent compulsion if it 
i** attempted. That there are many who 
cheerfully avail themselves of an opportunity 
to contribute to the campaign fund of their 
party we know; and there is nothing bevond 
mere assertion to show that this fund is im- 
properly used by Republicans. The charge that 
it is used to buy votes is a reflection upon our 

voters, and does no credit to those making it. 
“What is demanded of Congress" says Mr. 

Jackson, “is the passage of the Pendleton or 

another similar bill. Congressmen will be asked 
to pledge themselves to support such legisla- 
tion.’’ The Cincinnati Kmjuirer, the leading 
Democratic paper of Ohio, the State which 
Senator Pendleton in part represents, says of 
this measure: 

I’ailv politics must have potent influence in 
the civil service, anil the fact nun as well he 
recognized now asat any other time. Mr. IVn- 
dleton’s civil service plan is a delusion; it is a 
false assumption of superior virtue: it is a libel 
on the Democratic party ; it is a means of keep- 
ing in public place a party which lias had twen- 
ty years' education in public corruption; it is a 
resuscitation of an idea which was worn thread- 
bare by demagogues years ago; it is an unten- 
able claim of advanced notions; it, is a false 
remedy for an evil which may be corrected hv 
throwing the Republican party out of power; 
it is undemocratic and impractical; it is an aris- 
tocratic imitation of the civil service of mon- 
archal and despotic governments, in which the 
people are subjects and not citizens; it is a fraud. 

And the editor of a prominent Democratic 
weekly, and a veteran politician, says that Mr. 
Pendleton's political career will end with his 
present term in llie Senate, lie was not popu- 
lar with the party before his civil service re- 

form advocacy, and since that he is positively 
obnoxious to them. ‘AVe are hungry,” says the 
veteran, "and are not afraid to say so." 

This is the sort of comfort the civil service 
reformers, who, like our correspondent, are 

looking to the Democratic party for assistance, 
may expect. 

The Journal is not opposing civil service re- 

form. It is merely exposing the sham reform- 
ers and the insincere professions of the Democ- 

racy. On this question, as on others, the Jour- 
nal stands squarely upon the Republican plat- 
forms, and to the best of its ability will defend 
the principles and policy of that party, not alone 
upon party grounds, but because it believes 
them to be for the lo st interests of the state 
and Nation.

He Had Heard.

The protracted drouth has done serious 
injury to growing crops in this section.
