THE NATIONAL CAPITAL.

Menry Ceorge Carrying Alarm Into
the Ranks of Democracy.

—_—

Money Paid and Money Wanted for
the Augusta Building.

Live Topies from the City of the Law-
makers.

WasHINGTON, Feb. 7.—Henry George has
been the public man to attract attention here
the past two or three days. He has not
drawn the attention of society very much, no
more, perhaps, than Dennis Kearney. But
the Democrats, a great squad of them, have
had to squirm as he went about declaring as
he did that the President’s message meant
free trade and only free trade, that Mr.
Clevelang, if anything, would be more radi-
cal when he stepped out than he isnow. He
has been here saying that and he has gone
now to Baltimore to say it, and indeed it is
ringing in the ears of the Democrats on all
sides of the Capital. They do not like it at all
and naturally enough, They have been
fighting off this epithet in all the ways they
know how. But it has clung to them with
the grip of the octopus and the more the
leaders see it the more they squirm. They
are getting letters from all sides telling them
to counteract the feeling if they ean in any

| way: to dodge from under the fling of “free

trade.”

In connection with the fishery controversy
they have heard it more than once of late,
and it is now said that the Hill movement
has gained strength among the Demderatic
politicians considerably on this count, that
Mr. Cleveland cannot dodge the effect of the
message if he would, and the only way is to
take a man who has not laden himself with
such a burden. This argoment has actually
been advanced, and the symptoms surely are
that during the coming fortnight when the
Democrats gather here to 4x the date of the
National convention, we shall hear more of

it.

The White-Lowry Contest.
WasminaToN, Feb, 7.—The vote in the
House of Representatives in the White-Low
ry contested election case was a suprise to

the Democratic leaders, and will be a t
disappointment to the administration.
Democrats had attempted to make it the
party policy to oust White, as to whose elec-
tion there was no dispute, on the merel
technieal mround that there was a defect in
his naturalization papers, and to compel a
new election, in the expectation that a Dem-
crat would be el . The scheme involved
the reversal of the vote of the State of In-
diana, in the event that the election of Presi.
dent should be thrown into the House. The
Democratic leaders were defeated by more
than 80 majority, the vote standing 187 to 205.

Safety for Ocean Voyages.

The board of supervising inspectors of
steam vessels has closed its annual session
here. The followlng report on life saving
aprliances was adopted unanimously:

That inasmuch as Congress in section 4486,
Revised Statutes, provides the life savingap-
pliances on oceap, lake, bay and sound
steamers to be “such number of life-boats,
floats, rafts #nd life-preservers as will best
secure the safety of all persons on board
such vessel in case of disaster,” this board
has passed rules requiring on suc. steamers
a life-preserver and float for each and every
rassenger and such number of boats as can
¢ conveniently carried without lumberin
the ship so much as to obstruct its safe navi-
ation and we have done this to an extent
n advance of that required by other mari-
time nations. We are fully aware that the
number of such boats, independent of the
other appliances provided, is inadequate for
saving the lives of all the passengers on the
present large ocean steamers.

The only practical wa{hw remedy the dan-
ger would be to restrict the number of pas-
sengers tn the capacity of the life-saving ap-
pliances, As this would interfere with com-
meree, the matter is referred to Congress to
take any action it deems necessary.

The Tariff Bill.

It is now the purpose of Mr. Mills, chair-
man of the ways and ‘'means committee, to
report the tariff bill of the majority of the
committee tomorrow, The present intention
isto bring it into the House and have it
ready for the committee on the whole on
Monday, the 20th instant. In the meantime
the seventh section of rule 16 is to be so
amended as to allow amendments pertaining
to internal revenue to be offered to the tariff
bill, This amendment will be supported by

reads, no motion or proposition on a subject
different from that under consideration can
pe admitted under color of amendment. The
expectation is that &neml debate in the
House can be completed in about a month,
and those who are mapping out the business
of the touse believe that & vote can be
reached by the third week in March.

Senator Platt resumed his speech on the
President’s message. He =aid he had shown
yesterday that the message meant the final
destruction of the protective system, and vir-
tual free trade. He assumed the Democratic
party intended to follow the President’s
recommendations, He admitted the neces-
sity of some reduction of Income, but de-

clared the surplus was uunecessary. He

eharged the Democrats with failure to origi-
nate legislation reducing taxation, although
the Senate had waited three years for such a
bill from the House. The Democratic party
had refused appropriations, resisted neces-
sary expenditures and failed to pass bills for
fortifications, coast defences, and river and
harbor improvements for the sake of being
able to hold up the surplus as a menace to
the business rests of the country and to
force Congress into the destruction of the
protective system.

Peace, Not War.

MADRID, Feb. 7.—Senor Castelar created a
sensation in the Congress today by declaring
when monarchy implants Democratic re-
forms all Republicans must serve it.

-stant increase of armaments and a policy of
conquest, add drew a_ comparison between
military and industrial nations. Spain, he
said, oaght to follow the policy of peace and
progress and avoid conquests.  He referred
elequently to the benefits to be derived from
a general disarmament and defended the in-
terests of Spain in Morocco.

The Rubber Trust.

New Yonk, Feb. 7.—The committee hav-
ing in charge the settlement of the differ-
ences between Chrystopher Meyer, the New
Jersey rubber manufacturer, and the other
rubber goods manufacturers, has effectad a
compromise, and the formation of the pro-
posed rubber trust s ouly a question of a
day or two. By the plan agread upon, all
manufacturers of rubber goods who join the

trust will turn over their business and stock
to the pool, receiving in exchange certified
shares in the trust, in proportionate value.
Those establishments which can make rub-
ber goods at the lowest rates will be contin-
ued In operation, while the others will be
shut down. It is expected that the members
of the trust will make 15 cent profit, in-
stead of 8 or 9 as at present. Several thou-
sand workmen will be thrown outof em-
ployment, and the price of rubber goods
wllfbe inereased. The combination involves
a working capital of $50,000,000 and an an-
nual trade of $800,000,000.

THE INTERSTATE LAW.

What Rallroad Managers Say About
Its Effecton Their Business.

In October last the Interstate Commerce
Commission sent a circular letter to the rail-
roads of the country which come within the
provision of the Interstate Commerce aet,
asking them for information as to their con-
formity to the law. Answers have been re-
ceived from nearly all of the rallroads, and
these answers furnish a very interesting
vommentary upon the general operations of
the law. The Interstate Commerce Commis-

sion has just printed and given to the publie | of

the answers of these roads. A look at these
answers shows that a very small proportion
of the roads admit that they find it impossi-
ble to observe the law. Some of them, how=
ever, do say that if compelled to strictly fol-
low the law their roads will inevitably go
into bankruptey. The Boston and Lowell
says that its systemis in entire harmony
with the deeision of the Commissioners
with the exeeption of the line between Port.

I thank you for this cordial reception.

I knew that it would be a pleasure for me to
meet s0 many gentlemen, many of whom 1
had been long acquainted, and with all of
whom I had participated in the political con-
flicts of the day. I knew that it would be a
pleasure to do sn: to come and to meet those
good men who participated in the election of
the noble and patriotic map, that eminent
statesman, Abraham Lincoln, [applanse,]
whose is one of the immortal names borm
not to die, and whose memory shall be cher-
ished while liberty has a votary or freedom
has a friend throughout the earth.

Your club was organized, I supposed, to
commemorate that event. It was well. It

To deeree honors to
the virtuous living and the heroic dead, has
signalized every nation that ever existed,
whether civilized or barbarous. The peneil
of the artist and the chisel of the sculptor
have been invoked in every age of preserve.

You rear monuments to the
patriotic and herolc dead, and if there be a
mortal who ever lived on this earth whose

And to participate with you in
such an event would be to me an unmixed
pleasure, |But there are regrets. I regret
more than I can tell you, indeed, I have an
utter repugnance in attempting to speak—1
will not say address—to speak to a publie
audience, Indeed, I think I am entitled,
rightly, to go upon the retired list, that I
ought to go there, but in looking at this note
of invitation I made a discovery. The meet-
ing was jealled to be held at a place ealied
City Hall. Someof you, I suppose, know
whgu it is, a place y?n which l;omﬂpuk re-
quires the lungs of a stentor and the nerves
of agiant. Idid not come here with a eare-
fully grepued address written in as
smooth enough for the North American
view. I had not the time or inclination to do
anysuch thing. And then, in m{l tender
years and from my imexperience I thougnt it
would be eruelty to animals, [Laughter and
applanse.] And I began to think that yon
had not turned over the leaves of your
statutes to see the penalties provided against
cruelty to animals. So I respectfully de-
elined the invitation of your most worthy
rﬂr:aideut, and told him tnat I could not at-
fgto perform any such service, but 1 did
him that it would be a pleasure to me
to come and have a “chat”—I believe that is
the precise word, Mr. President, that 1 used
—to have a chat with these good veterns of
old, with whom I had been through innu-
merable confliets politically, and always to
victory, [applause]; and 1 suppose 1 sald [
would come with ﬁea pleasure and
have a chat with these old veterans in their
own room. So I su this is your room
and I suppose these es are members o
our club. [Laughterl. Iam willl’& to fol-
'w wherever the ladies will go. [Laoghter
and applause.] Now,such is the condition
of things under which I am here. Iam not
here to make a talk worthy of the dignity of
a speech, and I shall make no attempt to do
s0. But I have a few thoughts which may
ferhlpo. be pertinent to the oceasion which
wlﬂm& I have nothing new to say to
you. ow not, precisely, what there Is
connected with this event that calls you to-
ther that is new, but there are some old
ings that never stale in repeating.

There is a little thing here in the head
that is called thebrain, Jtis a queer ma-
chine; it is the queerest thing in man, or up-
on the earth. Philosophy, with all its boast-
lng. never has, never can, and never will
fathom or understand it. There isallied to
that brain, in it, growing out of it, or upon
it, another thing, about as queer as that of
the brain itself. It is the memory. Why,
there is daguerreotyped at times upon the
brain an unimportant thing that will remain
through all life, clear, vivid and distinet,
while other events, of vast importance, seem
to slumber, become obsolete or die. This
thing of & memory is about as queer as this
thing of a brain, and I think that we can
fathom and understand it but little better

we can the brain. We know; we re-
member. We hardly know why. We know
we forget, and we hardly know why.

Now, 1 am going, in a conversational way,
to invite your attention to some things that
are not new, for the purpose of arousing
that memory, If it has slumbered, putting
new life into it, If it has died; because there
are some thluq that should never cease to
be repeated. Your club was organized to
commemorate the event of the election of
President Lincoln, Is it not well, and wise,
and pertinent, to look at some of the events

natienui jubilee. So there mi® |~

which led up to that election? Why, I do

not know but that the country is now con-
trolled, yes, it is controlled, by a class of

ood men who were not then born. An
ow shall they know of the events, to which
I am to allude, that led up to the
election of Mr. Lincoln? It was
my fortune, Mr. President, as it was
yours, to participate in some of those events
and to become familiar with them all. The
country had stmﬁed from the teachings of
the fathers and the founders of the govern-
ment, and loyalty to slavery became pure and
undefiled Democracy. An! how well I re-
member the conflicts through which we
passed in attempting to keep this curse out
of the free territories of the land. We sought
to prevent its polluting step, and step by
step we saw our failure. It was humiliating;
it was humiliating beyond description, when
we had the question of the right of petition
denied virtually to freemen, when we found
ourselves under the first impulse that came
to men, when we found ourselves in favor of
freedorm, in the majority in the House. But
as the thing struggled on we saw one here
and another there, and still another desert-
ing the standard of the free until slavery tri-
umphed. Thank God, there is no vote of
mine in my 34 long years of Congressional
life that was not for freedom. [Loud ap-
plause.]

How we s led, Mr. President. How
we were humbled to see those with whom
wé were assoclated dropping away untll at
avery battle, in the end, we found ourselves
reduced to the minority. Year after year
that struggle was provoked. Year after year
that struggle was continued, until finally the
doetrine of pro-slavery dominated every de-

rtment of your government. It sat en-

roned in the White House, and there was
no road to popular favor but in submission
to slavery. It was there that we could see
the power that deprived us on the right and
on the left, offmenwho should have had the
moral con to have stood erect as free-
men and in favor of freedom. [Applausel
It dominated the supreme court until that
body of eminent jurists solemnly declared,
in substance, that a colored man bad no
rights which a white man was bound to re-
spect. It seized upon Congress, and by the
Power of the executive we were deprived of
hat mul!c::rlt{ which absolutely belonged to,
and which should have been dedicated to,
freedom and to the free territories. For long
years I have f:rticipmcd in this struggle,
and shoulder to shoulder with your worthy
president we fought the best battles we
could fight. But the time came when the
Democratic gn& finally rotted off from
every prlnclr‘ ey ever }Lmh'ssed, [Ap-
plause and laughter] and it then became our
duty to see what was next to be done. Whr.
the Democratic convention in 1856 virtually
resolved at their national convention that
nominated Mg, Buchanan that the American
flag,—that was the deduction from it,—that
the American flag—Ah! that flag that we
love so well—carried slavery within its
folds wherever it floated. at was the
doctrine of Democracy when James Bu-
chanan was nominated, and It was upon that
doctrine that he was elected. That ﬂaiu!
Do we read, and if we read, do we forget its
noble lessons. Theose stripes of red
are emblems of American bravery;
those stripes of white are the emblems
of our free institptions, and the stars that
stud its folds and the stripes of blue are em-
blems in the heavens that arch above our
bheads. That was, and that I8, thank God,
to-day the ﬂnﬁ of the free and the flag of the
stars and st . [Applanse.] That flag
that had flouted upon every sea, been honor-
ed in every land, was the emblem of our
soversignty and our power, went down,
down, dvwn to the! behests of the slave ex-
tending power. Young men—i see some
here—1 am repeating history to you, Shun
the Democratic party as you wounld shun a
viper. [Applause.] The Demoeratic party
are not one particle more patriotie, or more
honest to-day than they werethen. [Ap-

plause. ]

I have tried, briefly to allude to the acts of
those times. John Randolph, who scted
sometimes almost like an insane man, de-

The slaves were liberated, but you find them
now, shoulder to shoulder, oppressing the
colored race,not with slavery,because that is
beyond their power; but they coincide and
coopernte with the acts of the South.

I de¢ not know
ut thatit marks the Democratic party
gﬁ%odny worse than the Democratic party of
Now, this was the condition in which the
econntry was when Abraham Lincoln was
elected President of the United States. It
was a position the duties of which I hardly
think could have been discharged by any
other man that lived. Itis not my purpose
to speak of the progress of the war and the
great resalis that came from it, because you
are nearly all familiar with it. Still there is
a new generation that was not then born,
whno might be instructed and who might re-
celse more light as to the duty which we
owe to the government under which they
live, but I pass that by and come to say a
very few words of Mr, Lincoln and his ad-
ministration.

Mr. Lincoln was elected under this condi-
tion of things that I have 1. No-
body can apprehend the responsibility that
rested on him. No such responsibility ever
rested upon any other man. But we had
from this war learned some things. We had
learned this, and I think all writers upon
mxmm governments lay It down as a rule

at a government to establish its stability
and permanency must pass through three
grades. First, there must be sufficlent pow-
er to found establish a government. That is
the first thing. The second thing to ensure
the permanency of o ?uvumment Is its abil-
ity to maintain a foreign war, and the third
and last thing, the ability to sup-
Fms % rebellion.

Though God forbld that 1
should ever stand anywhere to justify that
war. Not I, though I stood brawll{ y my
country when it was in war. [Applause.]
The national ode of Drake had to be re-writ-
ten In those slavery times, and instead of
using the inspiring ianguage of Drake, we
had to read it:
Forever float that standard sheet, where press

the foe ana (all before us,
With slavery’s soll beneath our feet, and slavery's
banner streaming o'er us.'"”

The second test of the permanency of our

overnment was fe-the ggeressive war against
Ei&!’wu. and it was a success, That Y2z of
the brave was floated In trinmph over the
halls of the Montezumas in Mexico, The last
best which it is sald to be necessary to estab-
1ish the power and permanency of a govern-
ment was in our rebellion. And such a re-
bellion the world has never seen, the world
has never known. It taught us another sig-
nificant lesson, that that government whic

is the freest is the government which Is the
strongest. No other natlon upon the earth
eould have triumphed over such a rebellion
as that which we conquered. No other peo-

ple conld have done it. It required a free

yple. It required a free people,with warm
iearts and willing hands. They are the bul-
wark of our country and our freedom. [Ap-
plause.] Then, I think we may come to a
pretty satisfactory conclusion that we will
not eall this government of ours
any longer an experiment. But it is a tri-
umphant success, 1t has passed all the cru-

cial tests, and we bave today a nation re-
spected as none other is, with sixty milllons
of people, freemen, within its borders. [Ap-
plause.

Mr. Lincoln assumed the position of Presi-
dent in response to the demands of a free

sople, and while I will not go into a minute
mstury of his adwministration, there are
some things which I wish to say about It
and I wish to say, first, that Abranam Lin-
coln was President of the United States.
Now, if you think that all over, It is very
comprehensive. When he had such men in

his Cabinet as Willlam H, Seward and Sal-
mon P. Chase, that towered above all others
and dominated them all, ‘;Lou will get a little
idea of the meaning of fhe fact that Abra-
ham Lincoln was President, and not his Cab-
inet.

The labor party—or one tax party—of
NMenry George and Dr, McGlynn is probably
destined to disappear as a distinct organize-
tion before the Presidential election.
George, whose infatuation with free trade is
almost as great as his infatuation with the
land tax theory, has fallen in love with
Cleveland sinee the latter's message to Con-
gress, and wants to turn the labor party over
to bim. Dr. McGlynn, on the other hand,
insists that the party must nominate a dis-
tinet eandidate for the Presidency. Both
the leaders appear to be determined to main-
taln the position they have assumed in this
matter and to fight it out on this line if it
smashes the party to smithereens. Sucha
contest as is promised can have but one end-
ing, no matter which of the lenaers wins,
and that is the virtual disbandment of the
party. If a majority of its members endorse
Cleveland, as Mr. George urge:, the effect
will be to send back immediately into the
Republican ranks all its members of Repub-
lican antecedents, and the party as a distinet
organization will disagpear. If, on the other
hand, the advice of Dr. MeGlyun s heeded
and a separate csndidate nominated, the fool-
ishness of throwing away votes upon him will
have so thoroughly taken possession of the
great majority of its :members long before
election day that its voters will be very few,
and very little but the name of the party
be left.

The Iialifax Herald calls the Prrss to ac
count for the article re-printed from the Bel-
fast Age under the beading: *“Bepediet
Arnold, a drunkard and a dead-beat as well
as a traitor:"” and by flinging at us that old
phrase of the days of George the Third,
“tronson and sedition,”—manifests an inordi-
nate desire to fight over again the Revolu-
tionary War.

Mayor Chapman made a statement with
regard to the above matter, to a reporter for
the Advertiser yesterday morning, The
Mauyor said that Thowas 8.

The
Mayor called him iote his offiee one- after-
noon and told him that charges of drinking
aud incompetency had been preferred against
him. Steele was told that he wight resign or
that the charges would be bronght before
the committee on police. He promptly re-
slgned. Later the Mayor received a letter
from Mr. Stoele, which stated that he had
found out what officers had brought the
charges apgainst him and  that he
proposed to revenge himself by diselosing
some of theirevil doings. He then told, in
a vague way, of something that these officers
were supposed to have done contrary to the
police rules, as fur back as 1880. The Mayor,
knowing the animus of this charge against
two officers who had never been suspected of
wrongdoing, and who were regarded as two
of the wost faithful men on the furee,
thought it not deserviugef any attention.
He told the committee on police of Mr.
Steele's letter, und they agreed with him en
tirely in ignoring the communication. DBut
it was remarked then, that if Mr. Steele had
any charges to bring against any member of

the force, he had better appear in persou be-:

fore the committee, aud they would listen to
what he had wsay. They are also ready to
do the same thing now.

Alderman Swmith corroborated the state-
ment of Mayor Chapman in every particu-
lar. Ie said that Mr. Fay showed hima
copy of Mr, Steele's letter to the Mayor.
