Audrew . White, Berhu: -During the
darkest period of the Revolutionary War a Gertuan
soldier of charaeter and distinetion tendered his
sword in aid of Awencan independence. Frederic
William Augustus, Baron Steuben, joined Wash
ington at Valley Forge in the memorable and dis-
astrous winder of 17 e attested the sineerity
of his pttachinent to the patriot cause by espons
ing 1t when 1ts fortuues were wlverse, 118 pros:
pects gloomy, and its Lopes, bt for the intonse
zeul of  he people, well migh erushed.  The Baron
Steuben was received by Washivgton with the
wost cordial welcome and immediately placed on
duty as luspector-ticneral of the Arny. A de
tailed history of lus military career in Americn
wonld form an epitonme of the Revolutionsry strug
gle. He bad served in the Seven years’ War on
the stafl of the great Frederick, and had acquired
1 the cnmpatgns of that master of military science
the skill and the expericnee much needed by the
untrained soldiers oi the Continental army.  The
drill and diseiphoe and effective organization,
which under the comunanding patronage of Wash
ington were al once lmparted o the American
arwy by the zeal und diligence of Steuben, trans
formed the volunteers and raw levies iuto veterans
who sueccessfully met the British regalars in all
the campaigns of the prolonged eontest. The final
surrender of the British army under Lord Corn-
wallis oceurred at Yorktown, Va . ou the 19th day
of October, 1581 Baron Stenben bore a most con
spicuous part in the arduons campaign that ended
80 auspiciously for the Continental Army, and it
fell to his lot to receive the first oflicial notitica
tion of the proposed capitulation and to bear it to
the illustrions commander in chief. The centen
nial of that great eveut in American mstory is to
be celebrated with appropriate observances and
ceremonies on the approaching anniversary.

When I see a house in process of build-
ing without a liberal allowance of piazzas,
I resent it almost as a personal injury, al-
though there may be no reasonable pro-
bability that I shall ever sit under that
man's vine or fig tree. The vine, es-
pecialiy, would be altogether figarative
without the material support of a veran
da. As good a rule would be, in build-
ing first make vour piazza then attach a
house to it.

The in-door parlor is sure to be pro-
vided for with the usunal amount of sofas
and draperies ; but the outdooris too often
like a rent—the aceident of a day. “Shall
we run out a railing here and a few steps
and have o veranda ! asks Paterfamilias
in a dubious sort of & way, and his wife
usually assents, for she does not dislike
the idea ; although she would sooner part
with this appendage than give up the
valuable inclosure at the back of the
kitchen, which is so particularly handy
as a sort of store house and a place for
doing odd jobs.

The enthusiasm comes from the cirls,

Marine Architecture.

In other
words, ships thus construeted instead of
pushing their way through the water will
elide over it. -\w'mllm;: to the Profes-
sor's ealeulations, in the aceuraey of which
he has the fullest contidence, steiuners
built after this desgign will attain a speed
of from fifty to sixty kilometres an hour.
A model steamer isin the course of con-
struction on the prineiple which he has
discovered at Geneva. The machinery has
been ordered at Winterthur.  When it is
ready the new vessel will make a trial trip
on Lake Leman.”
