There 
are sharks of every species, among them the 
••thresher" and "hammer-beaded" \ariet\. and 
the enormous Ti’iiirmu s of the uppei t ii.it. 
which often obtain a length of nimv than .'In 
feet and Weigh upwards of a thousand pound-. 

When the 1. S. Hydrographic Survey wa* 
made here a few years ago the sailors captured 
out; of these monsters-in La I’az I»ay, after a 

struggle of several hours, in which the creature 
exhibited incredible strength, pulling a boat ; 
fully manned at great speed for a long distance. 1 

It has the Manta Lava a species ot ray ti-ii. 
most dreaded of all by the pearl-divers and 
fishermen, because ot its ferocity and almost 
human cunning. It was IT fret wide, over 
:’» feet thick at the middle, and II feet long, ex- 
clusive of the tail, which wa- armed with a 

spire. Its jaws measured 2b inches across, 
the mouth occupying the space between two 

singularly sh: ped flaps, projecting from it< bead ! 
like horns. Its estimated weight was three I 
thousand pounds, and doubtless it is identical 
with the horned ray, sometime- called “sea- 
devil,’’ of the Mediterranean. 

Another remarkable fish with which these 
waters are swarming is the bor/is achimnr, or 

“bull’s-eye” -a kind of sun-fish which has only 
one large eye, tlie si/e of a bullock’s, and that 
in the center of the upper part of the body. 
Worst of all there is the Arrible Octopoda. or 
devil-lish—a gigantic mollusk which lurk- iu 
rocky caves along the shores iu places shelter- 
ed from the surf, where it quietly waits among 
the sea-weeds watching for prey. Woe to the 
man or beast that comes within reach of its 
arms—-those horrible arms, from ten to twenty 
feet in length, each furnished with Hat disks, 
or suckers, and the strength of a horse! 

The most successful mining enterprise on the 
reninsula is that about 40 miles from La I’az, 
at Triunfo, near San Antonio. The mine-, 
seven in number, called Las < asitas—“little 
houses’* are all owned and operated by Ameri- 
cans. JUillion to the amount of s.Td.ono per 
month has been produced, with blit one .‘lb- 
stamp mill; while enough ore is said to be in 
sight to quadruple that amount, with proper 
machinery. The ore is brought on the backs 
of mules from the mines to the stamping mill, 
where it is crushed; then mixed with common 
salt and roasted; then washed and amalgamat- 

! <d with mercury, in large vats. Finally the 
mercury is driven oil' using heat, and the re- 

: maiiiing silver is run into bars of 20 lbs. each.

surround it are the worst places known to man 
for those t. rrible de\ il-Ii-di with the far reach- 
ing arm-. The l-! md its-. If is about 1 l»l miles 
long by h miles wide, and two sharp mountain 
cones one standing at the northern extremity, 
tie.' other near the southern, rise respectivelv 
2.Ton and :l,2«M) feet. 

Nearer still to tin* capital Is the small Island 
ot San dnau Nepoimieino, near whose southern 
end the Fuited Mates .Navy has a eoabdepot. 
whi'i! a supply of antluarite is kept for the 
ii-!' of its \ essels of war. A temporary land- 
ing place ha- I" on made, and the coal is trans- 
ported in small lighters. There is a salt lagoon 
oil the island, which yields largo quantities of 
-alt by natural evaporation. Tradition lias it 
that a great amount of treasure was hidden 
here ;it some early day, and many a search for 
it lias been made by tin natives. 

All about lu re are numberless islands, great 
ami small non inhabited, and many wholh 
unexplored. Their secrets as well as their 
precious metal-, if they contain any, will not 
be revealed to man for mail)' generations to 
eonie : -md even tin pearl-oyster beds, lying 
within iin shadow d their lofty Hill'-, are w< 1!

The slight 
accident by the running ashore of the steamer 
I'enobseot .Saturday morning, on the point just bc- 
k w tlie Camp (iround wharf, should create no 
surprise. The wonder, always, among sensible 
maritime men, is that ten sucli accidents or worse 
do not happen to the steamers where one does 
imw We never saw the log thicker than it w as on 
this occasion, and the w riter heard the I’enobseot 
slowly feeling her way up for more than half an 
hour before she struck, she came very slowly 
and was constantly blowing her whistle; in this j 
condition she had sagged in shore, just below the ! 
buoy ofl'“l»ree/.y l’oint,” when horns and other 
noises naturally induced the pilots to think she 
was above the point and near the wharf, and at 
this time it would be hardly possible to see an ob- 
ject :>'» feet ahead of the boat. It happening to be 
at about low tide, the boat .just grazed her bow 
upon the point, touching her nose on to the bottom 
in about six feet of water, while the rest of her 
hull was in deep water. 1 know something about 
thm foggy coast and about navigating it, and if the 
steamboat were mine a hundred times I should lay 
no blame upon her captain or pilots, but wonder 
all the time how they managed to get up the bay at 
all in such a dense log. People near that point, 
however, ought to exercise discretion enough to 
refrain from blowing horns at such a time when a 
steamer is feeling her way by a rocky shore up to 
a wharf. <)1 course it was lucky for the Penob- 
scot that she did not touch bottom at high water 
near that point; but as it happened the damage and 
delay were so trilling that everybody here re 
juiced when after three hours rise in the tide she 
floated oil and came up to the wharf. The Liu. 
colnville JJand played in salutation and all the 
spectators waved hats or handkerchiefs. It is al- 
ways tlie “greenhorns” who are most inclined to 
And fault in such cases, but real seamen, who have 
had experience, have no word of censure. 

.South Shoki:. What might have proved a fatal 
accident caused great excitement here last week.
