The seedy politician and political gymnast
who have smiffed dinner in the Granger move-
meunt have been patiently watching the devel-
opments of the meeting of the National
Grange at St. Louis thepast ten days. These
worthies have patiently waited while the mem-
bers were inducted into the thirty-seventh de-
gree of Ceres and Pomona,and talked ot co-op-
eration, of the means to obtainjzeneral intelli-
gence, etc,, confidently expecting that at the
proper hour, the national representatives of
the order would make a definite statement of
policical faith which would give the shelved
political hacks an opportunity to become the
leaders and particularly the beneficiaries of a
victorious national party. All the while the
World and other leading Democratic organs
have been telling this half million of voters
supposed to belong to the Granges of the
West, Low fitting it would be for them to unite
with the three million (by the latest Demo-
cratic census) of Democratic voters to achieve
a Democratic victory in 1876. The World
and journals of that sort have been repeating
day after day: “Free trade and farmers’

Maine Board of Agriculture,
Wiscasser, Feb. 12, 1874,

The afternoon of the second day was devoted
to the lecture by Professor W. O. Atwater, of
Middletown University, Ct., and the discussion
that followed the subject was, *‘The Science of
Cattle Feeding"' —Professor Atwater was for-
merly connected with the Agricultural College
of our own State. Having receutly returned
from a visit to Germany and England Le was
able to present the results of scientific investi-
gation, and also to give valuable information
respecting the method pursned by practical
men, While giving our farmers credit for pos-
sessing more general information than the
same class in Germany, he regretted to say
that in scientific agriculture they were sadly
behind them. The Bismarck policy controls
in the systematic pursuits and investigations of
agriculture, as well as in education, politics,
and war. The proper feeding of animals con-
tributes to success in carrying on a great war.
The Experiment Slations of Germany mnot
only serve the Government, but are relied upon
by farmers as full of promise for the future—
several of them are sustained by their private
contributions aud they are well satisfied with
the returus which are received.
The farmers of Connecticut are now moving
with reference to the establishment of one or.
more in their own State; and the suggestions
of Professor Atwater, the statement of sume
of the Trustees of our Agricultural College,
and the remarks of other gentlemen present
indicate the propriety and possibility of con-
necting something similar with the College.

Hon. Harris Lewis of Herkimer County,
New York, President of the State Agricultural
Buciety, occupied the evening session with &
lecture on Milk. Mr. Lewis is a self-made
practical man, full of information of the most
valuable kind, and an entire p: ge of the PREss
might be filled with notes from his lecture, or
the fruitful suggestions that fell from his lips
in private conversation. He commented on the
taints and odors, impurities and adulterations
of milk; the effects on keeping, and the modes
of detection. The particular design of the
speaker was to aid the different cheese associa-
tions now preparing to commence operations.
To succeed in these undertakings care and clen-
liness are absolutely indispensable; the barns,
animals, milkers, pails, cans and all the equip-
ments of the factory must be without reproach.
A private saggestion from Mr. Lewis to your
reporter is worth giving to the public: If prac-
ticable, he said, let your first floor be of stone
laid in cement, and build the walls with an
air space. The State Association of Dairymen
soon to be organized will, it is hoped, act favor-
ably upon the suggestion, that at their earliest
meeting they prepare a manual of directions
for those about to build cheese factories and
also take measures to farnish at wholesale rates
all the sapplies needed to put them in runniog
order.

The morning paper of Thursday was from
Mr. Barrows of Fryeburg, on “The Import™
ance of a Bystem of Practical Agriculture.”

The Secretary of the Massachusetts Board of
Agriculture, C. L. Flint, Esq., delivered a
short lecture illustrated by diagrams, upon the
“Milk secreting organs of the cow.” All the
subsequent questions asked, and the answers
given, should certainly find place in our agri-
cultural journals.

questions, nor call political conven-
tions, nor nominate candidates, nor even dis-
cuss their merits in its meetings. Yet the
rrind les we teach underlie all true pol*
mﬂél true statesmanship, and it properly
out will tend to purify the whole po-
litical atmosphere of onﬁaoountry. For we
seek the greatest good to the greatest number,
but we must always bear in mind that no one
becoming a Patron of Ensbandr{l ives up
inalienable right and duty whic! longs
to every American citizen to take a 3:0 r
interest in the politics of this country. On
contrary, it is right for every member to do
all in his power legitimately to in-
fluence for good the action of any po-
litical party to which bhe belongs. Itls his
duty to do all hecan in his owan party to put
down bribery, corruption and trickery; to see
that none but competent, faithftl and honest
men, who will unflinchingly stand by our in-
dustrial interests, are nominated for all posi-
tions, It should always characterize eve:ly Pa-
tron of Husbandry that the office should seek
the man and not the man the office.

There is nothing in this vigorous and nota-
ble expression of purposes which commends
it to that class of politicians who seek person-
al agrandizement by ways that are dark and
tricks that are vain. He can have no more
interest in it than in the Sermon on the
Mount. He recognizes that so far as the gen-
eral action of this national organization is
concerned, the Democratic or any other polit-
ical party cannot expect its assistance. Local
grange leaders may attempt to use it for po-
Ntical purposes, but they do it in direct viola-
tion of the expressed principles of the order.

That the organization will have an influ-
ence upon political parties, there can be no
doubt. An organization of suchextent, with

such high views ofindividnal and public duty
must have a salutary influence upon the pol-
ftics of the country. The thonsands of
granges will turn out into society thousands
of men whose perceptions of political duty
will be quickened and whose purpose will be
to secure a better public service. In rare in-
stances, the schemer will flourish for a time,
but he will be on his good behavior and will
be deposed when he shows his natural pro-
pensities.

There has been nothing in the record or
platfortus of the Democratic party to com-
mend it to the grangers, and there s not a
single declaration of the National Grange
that com.uends itself to the average politician
of that party; and hereafter this class of
Micawbers will take less interest in this agri-
cultaral organization, Political “‘hayseed’’
will bs at a discount, and the politicians who
have heen joining granges, wearing uncouth
raiment, flourishing goad sticks and such,bad
as well return to their old ways, wiser if not
better men, The whole million of grangers
are not for this particular Joseph.

CoNGREsSSMAN DAwEs speech on the fi-
nances of the Government has aroused the
fears of some of his timorous party associates
very much as did his speech on the same sub-
ject in 1870, From the report sent to the
press we fail to see anything, except the fact
that he thinks the affairs of the Gu?emment
have not been managed as economically ag
they should be, It is said that his figures of
the expenditures of the last year do not make
allowance for the sinking fund of $20,000.000
and that he admitted his mistake. But the
fact remains that the expenditures of the
Government were largely in excess of the
year previous. Itis a good time now to
check this tendency to lavish expenditure for
which Congress alone is respensible, The
Appropriation Committee have already done
effective service in the direction of retrench-
ment, and the House has seconded their ef-
forts by passing the largely reduced navy,
army and fortification appropriation bills,
These are to be followed by others, carefully
scrutinized, so that the appropriations will be
largely reduced. Mr. Dawes' speech is de-
signed to aid this work. His figures may not |
all be correct and it is probable that in his
zeal 10 do good he has over-colored the mat-
ter. But there can be no doubt but that there
are evils to be remedied, Mulletts to be snub-
bed, ambitious burean officials 10 be restrain-
«d, leaks to be stopped, sinceures to be cut
off and a determined eflort made 1, do the
business of the Government with somethin
of the regard for economy that individuals
and corporations exercise in their private

, its general drift, howev.r, was more
uitable for a political gathering or a legisla-
tive assembly. The Patrons of husbandry were
specially commended, and the public will prob-
ably receive the impression that the order has
receivad the endorsement of the Board.

Hon. E. Wilder Farley followed with a brief
speech, referring to his former connection with
the Baard, and tending & cordial welcome to
that body and the other gentlemen present
from a distance. His allusions to oppressive
taxstion and the prospects of its continuance,
the burden upon real estate,and the melancholy
fact tha$the farmers bore the bruntof it,
smacked slightly of the ancient politician, and
were hardly ealculated to infuse great faith in
the fature of agriculture,

The remarks of Hon, Isasc T. Hobson at the
close of the afternoon session, were largely sts -
tistical, designed to refute the assertion so of-
ten made, that farming in Maine is unprofita-
ble and that our farmers as a class are deficisnt
in intelligence.

The evening exercises coucluded the public
sessions. The court room was crowded by an
attractive and appreciative audience, who lis-
tened for an hour and half to Mr, Flint’s story
of “A hundred year's progress of American
agriculture,” The speaker pleasantly alluded
to his early residence in Oxford county, his
connection with the public schools and the offer
of a farm which he almost accepted. No report
can do justice to the lecture, and your readers
wust be referred to the next volnme of . the
Massachusetts Board,

Mr. Lewis of New York, who was present,
was called to the stand, and after nine o’clock
he retained his eager listeners for half an hour

with his mingled wit and wisdom on the sub-
ject of ‘‘Adaptation.” If the shade of Dr.

Cessor.
After the usual complimentary resolves came
the final adjournment.

To the Editor of the Press:
You have recently given one of your readers
an opportunity of expressing through your col-
umps his dissatisfaction with the weeklysystem
of contributions lately adopted by the church
with which he worships. If you will make
room to-day for a communication whichis in-
tended to remove that dissatisfuctlon,your paper
will complete its kind office of restoring peace
to your correspondent’s mind. The breadth
and general interest of the principles touched
upon may prevent the discussion of a ?Iatter
which directly concerns but a small portion of
your readers, from seeming altogether out of
place.
1f the spirit in which your'correspondent’s
criticisms were made was not so evidently an
earnest aud kindly one as to warrant the belief
that he wonld fairly admit their groundlesness.
should it be shown, this reply would not have
been written, His article embodies five objec-
tious to the system of which he complains. Ta-
ken from the connection in which they are so
clearly joined, and stated separately, these are,
(1) That the expense of supporting the wor-
ship of the church alluded to, is so heavy that
church-goers should not be laden with an ad-
ditional burden.
(2) That when contributions were taken less
often they were sufficiently large.
(3) Thatit is better to give to one's poor
neighbors than to the missionary work of the
church.

(4) That it is better for one's self to give to
persons in whom one is interested than to have
one’s charities divided by ecclesiastical machin-

ery.
(5) That it is better to give in secret than in
the sight of men.

The assertion contained in (1) could hardly
have been deliberately made. Surely “Lay-
man’’ does not believe that a church can find
in the expensiveness of its own worship an ex-
cuse for not giving money for charitable uses.
He must see that a man who lived in sumptu
ous style might as reasonably give the expen-
siveness of his living as his reason for his not
relieving his aged parents from want. The re-
ply would evidently be, that in one case as in
“the other, the expenditure plead usan excuse
was really a sign of ability to give. If “Lay-

man’s"” assertion be well founded then those

churches of New York city whose current ex-
penses are twice as large as those of that one
to which he a:lades, should be expected to give
but ha'f as much,

(2) Wonld not have been written if “Lay-

man” had been rightly informed. Under the
previous rystem the contributions were meay

as compared with those of churches of similar
standing in othier cities, or even as com
with those of this church in previous years.

To discuss the truth of (3) at this time is ob-
vionsly out of the question. Itis B!:inlv un-
necessary for our present purpose a For if
(3) be true it condemns the principle of taking
collections in churches for missionary work,
and cannot therefore be fairly urged as an ob-

tion to a special method. It is proper to ask
‘Layman’ to remember that the obligation
resting on each church to help or the spread of
the gospel is a part of the christian religion aund
that he cannot re ly complain of the
church with which he worships for acknowl-
edging itto be so by taking up mission con-
e R oTa s
cease g o on
the . that he does not think it their duty
todoso. He may disbelieve in prayer, and
think the portion of time givento it in the
public service to be unprofitably spent, but
surely he would not write a communication to
the eomjiiaining that the church with
which he worships, by maintaining a uselrss
exercise deprived him of a portion of valuable
time and so inflicted on him a week}y ev-
ance. He must recognize the right of a Chris-
tian organization to embody the principles of
Christianity in its worship.  Besides‘‘Layman”’
should bave known before writing his article
that by no means all of the collections taken
in the church to which he evidently refers are
devoted to the general work of church
bat, l:lmktl on the contrary, a fair proportion of
the wee foouu'!buﬁous are separately devot-
ed to local charities, and that of each of these
notice ia duly given.

“SysTEMATIC BENEFICENCE.” — Your corre-
spondent “Layman” notwithstanding his pro-
test to the contrary gives a rather fractious ex-
pression to his oppositfon to weekly giving.

There is no disposition to compel any one to
give *‘for the church machinery to disburse,”
for it is expressly requested that every one who
wishes to give to a particular object shall se
designate it, and the wish so expressed will be
faithfully earried out, If there are persons
who give simply because the box is presented
before them, there is just so much gained for
the cause of benevolence, which is the cause of
the Lord as well, for he has said **he that hath
pity on the poor lendeth to the Lord; and that
which he hath given will he pay him again.”
You may go through the church and the par-
ish and you will find those who give the most
to promote the objects of the church do really
give the most to relieve the “poor which ye
have always with you.”
1t is a part of religion to give, and. ther:fore,
the injunction of holy writ “upon the first day
of the week let every one of you lay by him in
store as God hath prospered him, that there be
no gatherings when I come.” It needs to be
constantly blazed before our minds that the
Lord has something (yes, all) to do with our
prosperity and our adversity in the matters
connected with property, as well as in those
which concern our religion. Let us be careful
that we do not “withhold more than is meet,”
for it “‘tendeth to poverty,” while we remember
(hat the “liberal soul shall be made fat, and he
that watereth shall be watered himself.”

WasHINGTON. Feb. 13.—In the statement
furnished by the Becretary of the Treasury of
the amounts paid in settlement of suit and
l‘ldments for claims in violation of the revenue
