A LOCOMOTIVE BOILER BURSTS.
Narrow Escape of Several Employes

on a Maine Road.
~Caxtox, Feb. 13.—The boiler ‘of engine
No. 3, on the Rumford Falls & Buckfield
Railroad exploded in the engine house, at 8
o’clock this morning. ‘Three workmen near
narrowly escaped injury, The side and roof
of the building was considerably damaged.
Switchman G. D. Gammon stood at the head
of the engine, Fireman Jones Bouney in the
cab, and Engineer M. R. Davis was viling at
the side, when two feet above his head the
boiler opened a crevice three feet long,
and Davis was blown fifteen feet away, but
escaped with only slight burns.

WITHOUT A CANDIDATE,

But Likely to Nominate Cen. Neal
Dow for Mayor.

Result of the Democratic Convention
Last Evening.
Mr. McCarthy CGets the Nomination
and Promptly Declines.

The Demoeratic convention to nominate a
Mayor which assembled at Reception Hall
last evening, proved a great surprise to
many of the delegates, and presented the cu-
rious spectacle of a deliberate attempt to
nominate General Neal Dow for Mayor. The
delegates, in accordance with a call publish-
ed in the Argus, first went to Reform Club
Hall, to be informed that Reception Hall
had been decided upon as the place. “*Well,”
said several delegates laughingly, *I sup-
pose now that we are reformed we can con-
sistently vote for Dow for Mayor.”

At 7.45 o’clock chairman Larrabee, of the
City Committee, called the convention to or-
der. Frank D. Rogers was chosen chalrman
and Asa B, Russell clerk. The roll of del-
egates was called. Three of those from
Ward Two and three from Ward Four failed
to answer their names, Mr. Thomas Has-
set, of Ward Two, said the error on the call
had caused the absent delegates from his
ward to go elsewhere and he was instructed
to cast the yote of his ward in their absence.
The other vacancies were filled.

The chairman then sald the business of
the convention was to nominate a candidate
for Mayor. Hon. M. P. Frank immediately
arose and addressed the house. He said that
for several years, in the past, the Democrats
had met their opponents in this country and
especially in Maine, only to be worsted, but
they clung to their principles and came for~
ward to the battle again and again. Twice
in the national councils they had been victo-
rious, in the contest of '84, and in '76 when
when they were robbed of the prize so gal-
lantly won. He then spoke of one distin-
guished citizen of Portland who so recently
had, in spite of personal feelings, consented
to be their standard bearer, and who, not-
withstanding the fact that he received a
larger vote than any other Democrat who
had ever been elected Mayor, by the super-
human efforts made by his opponents, had
been defeated, bub it was a glorious defeat.
A political party can suffer defeat said the
speaker, but they cannot suffer dishomor.
Now I present the name of that distinguish-

Mayor Hewitt is sick of his struggle with
the demons of darkness in New York city,
and announces that he shall not be a candi-
date for re-election.

A strange story has been telegraphed from
Boston to the New York Tribune that a
strong movement “is on foot in Maine to
overthrow Prohibition and to try instead a
high license law.” The further statement
that “its origin is in Waldo-county” shows
that both the movement and the yarn origi-
nated with the few maleontents in Belfast
who Dbelong “to the “Personal Liberty
League.” The movement is petty and redie-
ulous and no sane man in Maine attaches to
it any importance,

The interesting eircumstance of the begin-
ning of the debates in the English Parlia-
ment is the reappearance of Mr. Parnell. In
the course of all the troublesoma agitation
that has been going on in Ireland for months
now the name of the great leader has been
hardly mentioned. His lieutenants, the Dil-
lons, O'Briens and Sullivans have been the
leaders, while Mr, Parnell himself has kept
in obscurity. Whether he has done so to
husband his resourees, or beeause he did not
sympathize fully with the “planof cam-
paign” no one seems to know. It Is certain
that since the opening of Puarliament he has
resumed his authority over hLis party. Mr.
Smalley telegraphs to the New York Trib-
une that his ascendency over his followers
seews If anything more complete than it was
last year. What is even more important, his
health is said to be much improved.

The efforts of David B. Hill's {riends to
push Grover Cleveland aside are very sug-
gestive of the futility of Mohammed's efforts
to wheedle the mountain. The New York
Sun, which s the great admirer of Governor
Hill, took oceasion the other day to remind
the President that a certain Grover Cleveland
expregsed the opinion that a President
should serve only one term. Governor Hill
next reminds the people in his speechata
dinner in memory of Samuel J. Tilden that
the fortunes of the Democratic party are
not now dependent upon any one man, and
never can be. Finally the Sun chimes in
again with words of Tilden himself: *Nel-
the Democratic party nor the republie, for
whose future that party is the best guaran-
tee, is now, or ever can be, dependent upon
any one man for their successful progress in
the path of noble destiny.”

A petition
asking for the passage of the bill and urging
as a prominent reason the fact that there is a
surplus o the treasury, was circulated in
Brunswick, but got the signature of but one
member of Bowdoin College faculty, Presi-
dent Hyde's reasons for opposing the bill are
given in the following ex!'iact from his
letter:

A sound and permanent school system must
rest on the interest, the convie ion, and the self-
sacrifice of the local comununity, Federal ald
would destroy these roots, from which a perma-
nent system of common-school education must
draw its lite.

The support of the bIN seems to be of two kinds.
In so far as It 1s bhonest, it 18 bused on the mis-
ehilevous fallacy that it isthe lll'n[|||:[' funeilon of
the federal government to do unythiog and every-
thing that is in itself desirable. The other kitid
of support 18 due to the obvious svailability of the
LAl as & cnasnnel throngh whieh the overflow in
the Treasury can be drained off. Were It com
pelled to appeal directly to taxation for the money
it proposes to expend, ts defeat would be inevif-
able. To take advantage of the surplus for pur-

oses outside of the legitimate objects of federal
taxation 18 shmply a devise lor obscuring the fact
that we are imposing on owrselves an absurd and
anomalous burden of taxation.

Mr. Blaine’s Letter.

To treat Mr. Blaine’s letter otherwise than
as o withdrawal of his name from the pre-
liminary eanvas for the Republican nomina-
tion for the Presidency is to question his
sincerity. That is the reason, uo doubt,
why the Demoeratic press which loses no
opportunity to attack Mr. Blalne, stigmatize
the letter—to use the languege of the Boston
Post—as “a bid for the nomination without
a contest,” or—to quote the langonage of the
Boston Herald—as “an argument for o see-
ond nomivation.” A fuir aud unprejudiecd
interpretation of Lthe letter must, we think,
represent it—to borrow the words of the
New York Tribune—as a withdrawal of
his nawe so far as it is in his power to do so.
My. Blaine could not decline a nomination
that had not been tendered him by anybody
authorized to make the tender, nor could he
without offering an affront, almost, to his

party, curtly declare that bhe would
not accept a nomination, no mat-
ter what exigencies wmight arise.

In declining to allow the presentation of
his name, he has gone as far in the direction
of a withdrawal as due regard for the cir-
cumstances of the situation would admit,
He lhas notified his party-that hie does not
want the nomination. It is still, of cBurse,
in the power of the Republican party to
nominate him, and he bhas not absolutely
said that he will decline.

Up to the date of the appearance of this
letter it was quite evident that be would be
nominated, if not by acclamation, yet with
little opposition. The numbers and enthusi-
asm of his supporters far outstripped the
numbers and enthusiasm of the supporters
of any other eandidate. It is still too early
to say what will be the &ffect of his letter on
the country, but, judging from the comment
of the press and the opinions of individuals,
which are elsewhere published, the effect,
in Maine at least, iz likely to be an increase
rather than a lessening of the enthusiasm of
his supporters.

The Pope and the United States.
The Pope seems to have been very much
pleased with the copy of our constitution
whieh President Cleveland sent himasa
jubilee gift. The Rome correspondent of the
Baltimore San writes that, according to the
observation of the cardinals and other pre-
lates who surround the Pontiff in daily iife,
on nooceasion of the jubilee did he manifest
such intense pleasure on the receipt ol an
offering as when the copy of the Constitution
of the United States was placed in his hands,
He listened attentively to every word of
Archbishop Ryan’s speech of vresentation,
and then gave his answer, “lively with ten-
der expressions and vigorous sentiments.”
An eyewitness deseribes the scene: “Though
apparently a man physically weak by contin-
ued confinement in the Vatican, he arose
from his throne with celerity and expressed
his thanks for the album in a manner so im-
pressive and natural that even his soldiers,
accustomed to hear him speak often every
day, had their eyes riveted to his face by the
fervor he displayed. There was no question
he fel: the honor of the gift of Presidsnt
Cleveland intensely, nor were his words
few. He spoke nearly five minutes. During
his remarks he enumerated on his finger tips
the offerings he received from European sov-
ereigns. When he reached the climax of his
remarks and said that the gift of the Presi-
dent of the United States was a most pleas-
ing one, his countenance was radiant with
delight. His contemplative joy went into the
language that followed, and even the attend-
ing members of the Papal court, schooled in
the reserve and quietude of their sphere,
could not suppress exhibitions of happiness
Altogether the oceasion was o memorable
one, The gift of no potentate was accepted
with more pomp, certainly not with as much
genunine kinduness.,” It may well be believed
that Leo XIII received the gift with all the
emotions deseribed, though not because he
felt any particular interest in President
Cleveland personally or any sympathy - for
the form of popular government of which
that Constitution is the safeguard. But the
gift was to the Supreme Pontiff a signifi-
cant reminder that, among the wealthiest
and most prosperous people on the face of
the earth, the Catholic Church is a great and
inereasing power. From the United States
there came to the Pope's jubiles the repre-
sentatives of the most progressive and the
most intelligent.of the sons of the church;
from the United States came also the richest
and most generous gifts. Ours ik not by any
means a Catholic country; but in the fifty
years since Pope Leo XIII entered the
priesthood the Catholic Church of the United
States Las increased its membership; ex-
tended its influence and consolidated its
power until its titular head may count it a
L strong arm, meriting the highest favor.

Pancakes In Varlety.

On eold winter mornings pan cakes of all
kinds hold an important place at the break-
fast table. The cherished buckwheat cake,
most prominent of all, from Thanksgiving
Day until early spring is seldom absent from
the morning meal in the general American
household. When properly made, this is
the most delicious of all the griddle cakes,
but it has been against it when made from
yeast or risen over night that it was difficult
to make light and sweet, and that disagree-
abla effects frequently followed its cating.
It is found that by the use of Royal Baking
Powder to raise the batter these objections
have been entirely overcome, and that buck-
wheat cakes are made a most delicious food,
light, sweet, tender and perfectly wholesome,
that can be eaten by anyone without the
slightest digestive inconvenience.

The
rice I8 cooked until perfectly soft, drained
dry, mashed with a spoon until the grains
are well broken up. Foreach cupful of rice
take two eggs, one pint of milk, one heaping
teaspoonful of Royal Baking Powder, one
half teaspoonful of salt, and flgur enough to
make a thin batter,

For hominy cakes take two cupfuls of
cooked hominy, and crush it with a potato-
masher untilit is a smooth mass. Add one
level teaspoonful of salt, two teaspoonfuls of
Royal Baking Pomder, and one cupfnl of
flour. Stir together; then add by degrees
one quart of milk, and lastly three well beat-
en eggs.

Very delicate and deliciovs cakes are made
by allowing two teaspoonfuls of Royal Bak-
ing Powder and one-half teaspoonful of salt
to one quart of milk, and sufficient corn meal
mixing all into a smooth, thin batter; no

€ggs or butter are used for these. The cakes
bake quickly to a rich deep brown, and are
extremely tender and light.

A very delicious, sweet pancake is made
by taking one pint of sweet milk, four eggs,
two tablespoonfuls of powdered sugar, two
tablespoonfuls of melted butter, one or
spoonful of Royal Baking Powder, and flour
enough to make a moderately thin batter.
Beat the eggs, whites and yokes separately,
until well frothed, stir the butter, sugar, and
one cupful of flour, into which the baking-
powder has been mixed, into the yolks, then
add the milk. If needed, add more flour,
Bake in small cakes, butter each one as it
comes from the fire, vlace four in a pile,
with very thin layers of any kind of sweet
jelly between, and powdered sugar over the
top. They should be baked very thin and
four served to each person.
