di'-'e customers and have had the same 
of eustoiners for about live years. 

'weigh out each customer’s butter 
u*d pack it in our refrigerator before 
ftrting out. Our ten cows will average 

! pounds a day, apiece, all the year 
“'tun!. We have four cows which we 
‘ave been sorter’ experimenting with, 
'"f two weeks. Two of them calved 
'orb in the winter and the other two 
■dved about two months ago. They 

'five averaged two pounds a day apiece. 
We have one cow which we tiiink has 
Made three pounds a day. We get about 

$l(Hlayear from each cow, and we call 
$50 of it net.” 

“How do you feed your stock i" 
“We feed them the best we can. We 

shouldn't do anything if we didn’t. W'e 
give them the best of early cut bay and 
rations of provender of about tiuee quarts 
of meal, and a quart of cottonseed, daily. 
We portion it to them as they can stand 
it. Voting cows can’t hear so much. 
Then we give them a moderate ration of 
roots, mostly sugar." 

“What is the secret of good butter- 
making ?” 

“The secret of good butter making is in 
good stock, good feed, perfect cleanliness 
and purity in all the processes, and know- 
ing how. W'e use the (ooley creamery 
ami the Stoddard churn. W'e have one 

set of cans. W’e draw the milk oil', leav 
ing the cream in the cans, every twelve 
bouts. We churn every other day. W'e 
churn at a temperature ol'itt deg. We 
keep tilt1 temperature in our ereameiy at 
about 1“ deg. W e don’t work any but- 
ter. it kills butter to work it. W e rinse 
it while it is in granules, and rinse it very 
thoroughly.”

I’owle brought down as many varieties as 

there were in the catalogue, and the 
largest number brought by any Maine 
exhibitor. He exhibits fifty varieties. 

And every one grew on a tree that I 
raised from the seed." said Mr. 'Towle. 
“We have about ten thousand trees, and 
make a business of raising them 

“Can you tell in something about your 
method 

“W e sow the seed on well-dressed land 
in rows four feel apart. We never ma- 

nure them afterwards. We keep the 
young tree- well cultivated. In about 
two or three years they are ready to hud. 
We bud and never graft. 1 think that 
all orch irdists with ideas up to the times 
prefer budding to grafting.” 

“What are the advantages of budding 
“There are several reasons why it is 

preferable. We sot the bud ill the bot- 
tom of the tree. It throws up one 

straight shoot, which grows very fast 
sometimes five to eight feet in a single 
season. 'The method is much safer and 
surer than that of grafting. It nev er in- 
jures the tree. We’ve budded about 
“.lino trees this year. W'e have I.IIIMI 
trees in hearing. Tor a standard apple 
for Maine growers I prefer the Rhode 
Island greening. We raise seventy va- 

rieties, many more than we Mould if 
there wasn't a demand for them 1 don’t 
know as there's any harm ill a large num- 

ber of varieties. The thing is to get the 
right kind."

A line plate of peaches was exhibited 
by Mr. Nelson 11am of Lewiston. Mr. 
Ham raises three varieties on his farm, 
the ( ra w lord, the Hale's early and the 
foster pearl,es. 1 don t see. why il isii t 

practicable to raise peaches in Maine. 
We have no trouble in doing it. Me 
have tour trees am! they will yield about 
two bushols, tliis year. You want a 

favorable locution, not too much sheltered. 
Wcapplv some such article as sawdust or 

shavings alter the ground freezes, in order 
to prev ent any disturbance by .lack Frost 
getting warmed up. M e protect the trees 
on the south side by ev ergreens to prevent 
Kim-scald. The danger is on the sunny 
side (’here's no danger on the cold side. 
Let tiu-iii remain exposed and get tough- 
ened.'

one ol the most interesting features of 
the whole show is tie- exhibition oj spec- 
imens ot tin; course of work in tin Maine 
Stab-College at Orono. The ironwork 
includes planing and squaring, round and 
square tiling, free hand cheek and ring 
work, "clipping to 1 nr." saving, tinting, 
steel work, and other practical studies in 
mechanics. The workmanship is thor- 
ough and a credit to the college and 
tin* State. There are also studies in 
draughting, which are handsomely exe- 

cuted. Among them are designs for 
dwellings, drawing of a nnili-y saw frame 
and other machinery, a carefully drawn 
elevation of the Holly pumping engine at 
the Bangor water works, etc This exhi- 
bition is valuable in showing the practi- 
cal character of the work of tin- State 
College and tin adv antages ol such an 

institution. 
I’resident Fernald. of the Maine Agri- 

culture College, in reply to inquiries of a 

Journal reporter stated that the necessity 
which the College was under, obliging a 

charge for teaching to be made, it had 
not etfected the interests of the College 
so unfavorably as it was at tir-t feared. 
Nearly ill the old student continue their 
relation to the College. The entering 
class is not so large as usual, but more 

students are expected to come. in. About 
one hundred students are at present con- 

nected with the institution. One of the 
pressing needs of the College, is that the 
Stale should make the necessary appro- 
priation to build a work shop. 

KX'SI i.Aiac A Nil KILOS. 

lhui. /. A. Hilbert, Secretary of the 
Maine State Board of Agriculture, takes 
a veiy common sense view of ensilage and 
silos. 11<- thinks that silos may lie a con- 

venient means of preserving corn fodder, 
hut lie does not believe that ensilaging 
corn fodder increases its nutritive value. 
He say s that he lias seen more pounds of 
nutrition harvested this year from an 

acre than has been raised on an acre of 
corn fodder. The clover is a food good 
enough to feed alone, but corn fodder 
needs some other food added to it. lie 
thinks that the water in the ensilaged 
food is a disadvantage. There is too 
much water in the ensilaged fodder. Me 
claims that he can get better growth from 
his stock in \ugust than in June, and 
thinks tin nearer mature the feed is, the 
better it is. 1’rof. Sanborn said that 
there was not food enough in roots to pay 
the cost, of raising, storing and feeding 
them. Crass partly dried or dry, is 
worth more to feed than the same is when 
green.

long since demonstrated that nothing can 

long hold the mass of men in political re- 

lations except an identity of principles. A 

negative platform a battle cry which 
begins and ends with pulling somebody 
else down, cannot satisfy men of princi- 
ple, whether Republicans, Democrats or 

Greenbackers. The great mass of men 

are honest and possess positive convic- 
tion, and they attach themselves to par- 
ties to carry out these principles and not 

simply to beat somebody. 
The by-play between the Greenback 

and Democratic managers in the canvass 

preceding the election in this district, 
showed the difficulty in securing a union 
for nothing higher than an office. If then- 
had been two offices, possibly the diliicu.lt) 
might have been partially avoided by an 

equal division. Rut there being but one 

office the difficulty could not he overcome 
in this way. It so happens that there are 

some Greenbackers like Solon Chase who 
actually believe in Greenback principles, 
and very naturally they insist that the 
candidate should represent these princi 
pies. These straight Greenbackers arc 

determined to maintain and build up the 
Greenback party: ami they entertain 
the view that by going right along and 
nominating their own candidates, the 
great body of the Democrats will come 
over to them. 

There are other Greenbackers who 
simply want the offices and care nothing 
for principles. These gentlemen looked 
around for a candidate having a mixed 
record, who could he claimed In both 
sides. They supposed they had filled the 
bill. But io! the men who arc Green- 
hackers from conviction insisted that the 
gentleman selected should stand up be- 
fore a Greenback convention and declare 
himself a Greenlmcker, and pledge him- 
self to act for and with the Greenback 
party. The consternation of both the 
Greenback and Democratic traders at 
this unmasking of their two-faced plan, 
was very great: but they went right on 

as though nothing had happened. 
But it so happens that there are Dem- 

ocrats also who occupy the Democratic 
position by conviction, ami these men had 
become tired of this continued endorse- 
ment of Greenback candidates. They al- 
so feared with good reason that it it 
should go on longer, the Democratic or-< 
ganization would be lost, and the Demo- 
cratic party in Maine (a part of a great 
national organization) would be sunk in 
the Greenback party, which has little 
strength outside of Maine. Very natural- 
ly they protested against the endorse- 
ment of another straight Greenbackt r by 
a Democratic convention; and a majority 
of the Democratic convention unexpect- 
edly took the same position, and main- 
tained a Democratic candidate. The 
traders in both parties were not dismay 
ed at the situation, and at once set them- 
selves at work to overcome the difficulty, 
without pretending to consult the voters. 
It was found impossible to withdraw 
the Greenback candidate, because the 
straight Greenbackers appeared to be 
stronger and firmer than the straight 
Democrats. -V pressure from outside was 

brought to bear on the Democratic can- 

didate to withdraw, to which he finally 
yielded. 

It was expected that the Democrats 
could all be brought into the traces, as 

heretofore. But there were many Dem- 
ocrats, who had become thoroughly sick 
of the manner in which a few of their 
leaders had been trading off their votes, 
without consulting them. The cry of 
“Anything to beat the Republicans,” was 

rung in their ears, but it had lost its in- 
fluence over them. The repetition by the 
Greenback candidate of the stale Green- 
back talk of two and three years ago, 
oulv served to increase their disgust. 
Many or these Democrats romamea at 
home: some voted for the Republican 
candidate; some for Reed: and some for 
the ‘‘prohibitory party” candidate. The 
Greenback committee called on their fol- 
lowers to come out en masse and score a 

victory ; but some of their voters thought 
they had got enough ot Greenbackism. 
and either remained at home or voted for 
the Republican candidate. On the other 
hand the withdrawal of the Democratic 
candidate, and the Greenback appeal, 
came in at the right moment to wake up 
the Republicans and bring out a large 
Republican vote for an off year. 

It is too early to predict just what ef- 
fect the great Fusion overthrow of Mon 
day is to have on the Greenback party 
and the trading managers of the oppo- 
sition. It is a severe rebuke to these 
managers, and a most emphatic notice 
by the thousands of Democratic voters 
that they will not longer have their votes 
transferred to Greenback candidates. It 
is a serious set-back to the Greenback 
party. The occupation of the little cote- 
rie of Democratic and Greenback man- 

agers, who Hit over the State to dictate 
nominations, make bargains, trade, votes 
and withdraw candidates, is gone. [ Lew- 
iston Journal.

OPINION Ol- THE COURT. SYMONDS. .1. 

It may be regarded as settled in this State that 
one who loans money upon the representation of 
town officers that it is required tor municipal pur 
poses, in order to recover against the town there 
for. must prove the appropriation of the monoy 
lent to the discharge of legal municipal debts, uu 

less such otlicers were authorized by vote of the 
town at a legal meeting to effect the loan. There 
can b*- no such thing as a general and unlimited 
authority in municipal officers to borrow money 
on the credit of the town by which they were 

elected, without regard to the purposes to which 
it is devoted. To show money had and received 
to the use of the plaintiff by a town, it will not 
suffice merely to show money lent by the plaintiff 
upon the representation of its officers that it was 

required for legitimate expenditures/’ But when 
the lender proceeds against the town upon this 
gruuud we whink he is bound, in order to recover, 
to show the appropriation of the money to the 
legitimate expenses of the town. Bessey v. Unity, 

Mg., ffl'J. Parsons v. Monmouth. 70 Me.. JO I 
It is strongly implied in the two cases last cited, 

that the money thus advanced and shown to have 
been actually appropriated to the discharge of legal 
liabilities of the town would be held to be legally 
recoverable in an action for money had and re 

ceived against the town. “We see no good reason 

for excu.-iug the town from refunding it. when it 
has been actually thus appropriated it is 
the payment of the lawful debts of the town by 
its own agents with the plaintiff's money, which 
constitutes the cause of action." Billings v. Mon 
mouth, J. Me. 

The opiifion of the court from which the last ex 

tract is taken seem- to determine the law of the 
present ease, and to render unnecessary any fur 
tlier discussion of th legal principles involved, 
which had been elaborately argued in this case be 
fore that decision was announced. It is only upon 
the ground therein stated that the plaintiff's claim 
to recover. They do not argue that the town gave 
prior authority for procuring the loan from the 
bank. We do not understand tin* uniniuii in Hi! 
lings v. Monmouth to be* intended to contravene 
the maxim that no om can make himself the 
creditor ot another by the unsolicited payment ot 
his debts: or to hold the fact that tno defendants 
without their own act or will have had tho benefit 
of the plaintiffs' money to be the sole and suflici 
01.t ground of liability. Agawam Nat'l Bank v. 

South lladley, 1 \!S Mass.. •><>:> In order so to 

charge the town with liability, the use of the 
moueys loaned, their appropriation to the purpose 
stated, must have been by some persons who stood 
in such relation to the town as to render the act 
of itself effective, and between the town amt its 
creditor, to discharge the debt to which they were 

applied, or there must have been a ratification or 

acceptance of such payment on the part of the 
town. Without corporate act or assent, or the 
agency of a person exercising some authority, 
there eau be :io such thing in a legal sense, as the 
payment of a debt of a town. If a person haviug 
no authority assumed to pay a municipal debt, the 
payment is a nullity, at the will of the towu. 1 is 

relations to a creditor cannot be effected by a 

stranger against its will: and the act of the credit 
or alone, while it may destroy the evidence of 
debt, and deprive him of remedy, cannot, (at least 

the other p ir \. m>r can any arrangement between

thority. and thereby give effect, so far as to release 
itself from the old debt, to the acts ot its ollicers 
assuming more than their login powers, and at the 
same time withdraw itself from liability for moneys 
so hired and used This would be for the town 

tacitly to hold all that was favorable to itself in a 

single transaction, and openly to reject all that 
was not beneficial, although it was only a precise 
equivalent tor the advantage gained The act of

Why 
were they knowingly excluded from the treasurer's 
accounts and from the settlements with him. if not 
to serve fraudulent purposes on the part ■: the 
principal agent for the town in these transactions 
Nor is this the only sign which the ease gives, of 
fraudulent mismanagement of the a Hairs of the 
town 

In such a state ot tacts it is not enough to charge 
the town with liability as to the balance of tin* 
loan above the 8) Iti-j ini’, for Mr Roberts to testify 
that it was applied to the payment of quite an ae 

cumulation ot town orders, while distinctly doclar 
ing his inability to designate what order, or what 

debt, of the town was paid bv it It was part ot 
the plaintiffs’ case, if they would recover under the 
rule of law on which they rely, to show that their 
loan was used by the town agents to discharge ex 

isting legal municipal obligations. The tirst step 
in proving that, is to show what debts were paid 
by it. The case leaves more than a suspicion that 
municipal funds wore misapplied by the agent who 
effected this loan; and for all we can see in the 
evidence, quite as likely this ainouut as any other. 
We do not iind it proved that the town has ever 
received the benetit ot this authorized loau, ex 

cept to the extent it went to pay the State tax 
it is .in admission in the case that on Aug 1st. 

1K?S, Mr. Roberta paid to the State treasurer the 
sum of 8|I»;.’P0? on account of "the State tax 
levied by the State upon the said inhabitants of 
the town of Stockton for the year 1877, then due 
and unpaid" Mr. Roberts says "That sum was 

paid from tlie identical money which I received 
from the bank." The act of 1877, Ch d!MI, under 
which the State tax was levied, provided that each 
town should be assessed, am/ shaaltf ,></>/, the 
amount set against it, in the lists: and the war 

rant from tlu* treasurer of State was directed to re 

([turo the selectmen or assessors to assess tin* tax, 
and ••/<< /»> '. or to issue their several warrants re- 

quiring the co.lectors to pay, th e said treasurer on 

or before January I. 1878," the sum against such 
town in that act contained. 

Here seems to bo a provision authorizing a di- 
rect payment of tho State tax by the municipal 
officers to the State treasurer. It is true the State 
holds m reserve the power to proceed directly 
against delinquent assessors or'eolloctors, to com 

pel the performance of official duty on their part, 
but no default by them can defeat the claim of the 
State upon the town. If the assessors fail in their 
duty, they may be personally liable, aud the tax 

may bo levied without their aid. It' the collector 
is deficient, the express provision is that alter eer 

tain proceedings against him the towu shall pay 
the amount for which he is in default: to be levied 
finally, like other debts, on the real and personal 
estate of <.uy inhabitant. But we think it is not 
the true view of the iaw to hold that there is no 

duty resting upon towu to pay the State tax, or to 
cause it to be paid, until after the State has iisc!' 
exhausted every process by winch it lias sought to 

guard the integrity and efficiency of those who 
have its assessment and collection in charge. At 
least under the act of 1877, notwithstanding the 
precautions taken for the fidelity of officers, the 
tax remains a liability of the town in such sense that 
payment of it by the municipal officers is not neces- 

sarily in all cases, au act beyond their official au- 

thority. The ease does not show that tho towu in 
any way suffered detriment by the direct payment 
of the tax which had been assessed upon the polls 
and cstato of its inhabitants, and was then over 

due ami unpaid There is no proof of default on 
the part of the collector, for which he was liable, 
and for which liability he or his property was re 

leased to the prejudice of the town. The evidence 
tends to show tho contrary,—that the town re 

eeived into its treasury the amount of the collect 
ed tax. The defendants never disavowed the act 
of their agent in paying the tax with borrowed 
money. Wo think the course of proceeding lias 
been in effect au adoption of that act—and the 
tax is paid. To this extent the town silently holds 
the plaintiffs' moneys so applied and reaps the full 
beui tit ot them. Tuc payment was not the act of 
a stranger who sought to thrust himself into the 
position of a creditor of tho town without their 
consent; but of the principal municipal officer, 
who assumed to act for them in that respect, and 
whose power to make a valid payment of the tax. 
the town has never seen fit to question

Carlield only 
in his otlieial capacities. But during the 

past two months the domestic life of the. 
President has been revealed to the public 
gaze, and as son, husband and lather he 
has show n himself w orthy of the highest 
admiration and respect. The fortitude 
and hopefulness of the mother, and the 
devotion which may well he called heroic., 
of the wife, have also made an enduring 
impression upon the heart.- not alone of 
the American people, but ot those of dis- 
tant climes and nations.

ereas. about two inches and a half to the left of the 
spine and behind the peritoneum, where it had be 
come completely encysted The immediate cause 
of death was a secondary hemorrhage from ouo of 
the arteries adjoining the track ot the ball 

The blood rupturing the peritoneum nearly a 

pint escaped into the abdominal cavity. This hem 
orrhage is believed to have been the cause of the 
severe pain in the lower part of the chest com 

plained of just before death An abscess eavity six 
inches by four in dimensions, was found in the vi 
ciuity of the gall bladder, between the liver and! 
the transverse colon, which were strougly inter I 
adherent It did not involve the substance of the! 
liver, and no communication was found between! 
it and the wound L 

The long suppurating channel extended from the 
external wound between the loin muscles and the 
right kidney, almost to the right groin. This 
channel, now known to bo due to the burrowing ot 
pus from the wound, was supposed, during life, to 
have been the track of the ball On an examiua 
tion of the organs of the chest evidences of severe 
bronchitis were found on the sides, with broncho 
pneumonia of the lower portions of the right lung, 
and though to much less extent ot the left.

The Methodist (Ecumenical Council. 

Tin; Toronto. Canada, Mail says of the 
Methodist conference or council, now in 
session in London It was lifting that the 
great .Methodist communion, which has 
xtcnded its spiritual usefulness so widely 

throughout the English-speaking world, 
should follow the example of the Anglican 
and Presbyterian Churches, and assemble 
by representation in council. Only a 

hundred and forty years ago, or therea- 
bouts, the H esleys, John and Charles, be- 
gan in form their societies, and to-day, 
according to Whitaker’s Almanac, there 
arc fourteen millions and a half of Metho- 
dists in tin- British Empire ami the l nit 
ed States. They constitute, in fact, tlie 
second in point of numbers ot all the 
Churches, and are spreading everywhere 
with a zeal and fervour unprecedented 
save in times of a religious upheaval al- 
most revolutionary. 

1‘idike the great historic Churches, 
Methodism owes nothing either to tradi- 
tional weight on the one hand, or politi- 
cal needs on the other. The little hand 
of Oxford students who between !/•,!!» and 
IT.'Ci iet together to pray, to exhort, and 
help each other, sought no aid from flesh 
and blood. They knew but this, that re- 

ligion was asleep, and needed spiritual 
awakening: that worship had degenerat- 
ed into formalism: and that tin1 faith once 
delivered to the saints had fallen upon 
evil times. England had a Christian 
i ameto live by, and yet was dead, wrap 
ped in the cere-cloths of a still'and bar- 
ren moralizing. Deism did not so much 
alarm the spiritual minded as tile frigidi- 
ty. the bloodless, the sickly pallor of a 

faithless Church, flic enemies of relig- 
ion were chiefly those of its own house- 
hold. 

It. was into the midst of this spiritual 
decay that John Wesley hurst with his 
c\ angel, lie had Been in America, lie had 
caught lire from the Moravians of (Jer- 
uuiny. and the mystic power which had 
lain dormant for generations was once 

more to do its reviving work. There was 
nothing revolutionary in Wesley’s aims: 
lie warred neither against Church nor 

State, 1 nit fought only against carnality, 
formalism, and spiritual death. And if 
ever there was a man obviously marked 
out for his appointed work Wesley was 

tli.it man. lie was one, says Macaulay, 
’•whose eloquence and logical acuteness 
might have made him eminent in litera- 
ture, whose genius for government was 
not inferior to that of Richelieu." Wiiit- 
iieid might excel him in impassioned 
oratory, but lie possessed what was rtiore 
permanently valuable, not only thespirit 
ual fervour which seizes upon the hearts 
and consciences of the masses, but the or- 

ganizing ability which binds them togeth- 
er. The great preacher is only a memory : 
W eslcv was the founder of a vigorous and 
powerful Church. It is not too much to 
say. humanly speaking, that if was the 
form as well as the spirit of Methodism 
which has given it vitality. The class- 
meeting, which is its distinctive feature, 
was a masterly devised agency, not mere- 

ly far keeping up brotherly sympathy, 
but for the stimulus it gave, and contin- 
ues to give, to the spiritual ciiculation of 
the communion. 

Nor was the woik of Wesley coniined 
to ttic Church he founded almost with- 
out intending it. The impulse of the 
movement was not coniined to the socie- 
ties. it spread into the Church of Eng- 
land, and diffused new life there, and if 
the nineteenth century opened upon a 

better and more active religious world, 
the credit of if must be given to the once 

despised and persecuted Methodists. 

Secretary Blaine’s Despatches 

During th<* President’s illness nothing 
lias been wailed with more interest or read 
with more eonlidence than the regular 
evening dispatches of Secretary Blaine 
to Lowell in London. Indeed, the close 
observers of the progress of events at the 
A'hite House have relied upon that dis- 
patch as the most accurate and instruc- 
tive of the bulletins. It was known to 
be prepared carefully from the testimony 
of the physicians and surgeons, and it has 
been accepted as an announcement of the 
actual situation somewhat less technical 
and formal than the professional bulletin. 
There has been evidently no attempt at 
evasion of am kind, and if the situation 
was grave, it was plainly stated in tlie dis- 
patch. 

i'licresponses of Secretary Blaine also 
to messages of sympathy from the ljueen 
of Lngland, the Hope, and otlicial bodies 
have been simple, dignified, and in the 
best taste. Indeed, throughout the whole 
in •lancholy period there lias been noth- 
ing in all the inlinite detail at the ITesi- 
dent's house inconsistent with the same 

intelligent and modest propriety. .Noth- 
ing has been more marked throughout 
than the sincerity of feeling. There has 
been nothing merely otlicial or perfunc- 
tory. A shadow has lain across the thres- 
hold of every home in the land, as if a be- 
loved inmate were mortally stricken, and 
nothing in our history is more beautiful 
than the chastened tenderness of the 
unit ‘isal feeling. An event which affects 
every individual citizen so powerfully and 
beneficially cannot he lost upon the eoun- 
I ry. 11 larper’s Weekly.

There is no other city in 
Maine, and we doubt if there is in the 
United States, of the same population 
that has so large a number of citizens pay 
ing a tax of sl.ooo or over. 

Malaria. 

One hears a good deal more of malaria 
now than in years past, when its poison- 
ous influences were confined, or supposed 
to be confined, to the swamps and low- 
lands of the South. And of late its dele- 
terious influence upon our suffering Presi- 

dent, necessitating the dangerous experi- 
ment of removing him from the baleful at- 

mosphere of Washington to the purer and 
more invigorating air of Long Branch, has 
made the word a familiar one all over the 
land. Worcester defines malaria as “an 
exhalation from marshy districts, produc- 
ing intermittent fever or disease : a nox- 

ious exhalation.” In Washington mala- 
ria arises from the extensive flats of the 
Potomac which are covered twice a day 
by the tide, and upon which is collected 
the refuse from the two cities of Washing- 
ton and (leorgetown, whose sewerage is 

emptied into the river. The sun shining 
with midsummer heat upon these flats 
when exposed distills the poisonous vapor 
which the prevailing southerly wind ear- 

ries through the city. The digging up of 
streets in the work of repairing also pro- 
duces malaria, and oil streets in Washing- 
ton thus disturbed in summer time there 
are few households exempt from disease. 
Malaria is not a new thing in Washing- 
ton, however, nor in Baltimore, but fur- 
ther North where it has hitherto been 
confined to narrow limits, its spread is 

attracting the attention of sanitary ex- 

perts. The Boston Medical and Surgical 
Journal notes the reappearance of mala- 
ria at various places in New l'.ngland 
from which it lias been absent for many 
years. This malaria has been extending 
to a marked extent of late throughout 
the lower Connecticut Biver Valley, and 
has also made itself apparent in Western 
Massachusetts. The Medical and Surgi- 
cal Journal says that although ‘The fact 
seems to beindisputablc that thisallection 
is much more frequent and general than 

formerly, as yet no sufficient explanation 
of the cause, as far as we are aware, has 
been ottered." The Secretary of the Con- 

necticut State Board of Health, in a re- 

cent monthly report, slates that the ma- 

larial wave is gradually extending over 

the State, but be fails to discover the 
actual cause of its prime appearance. 

1 lie possible centre I mm u Inch the recent 

outbreak has. started is indicated by a 

reported saying of Dr. knight u! New 
Haven to the elfect that the malaria 
never wholly disappeared from the lime- 
stone regions of Hie loner I loiisatonie 

Valley i'lie Secretary of the Connecti- 
cut State Hoard says that “the only gen- 
eral features that appear to iullueiice it 
are the rivers along whose valleys it ex- 

tends and spreads from right to left with 

greater frequency in the valleys, and the 
coast line along which it spreads and ex- 

tends inland." In regard to the search 
for a cause, he says, “such local causes 

as have been investigated have either 

originated afur the appearance of the 

disease, or else had keen in existence long 
before, often local causes have been 
found wliie.h apparently induced a local- 
ized epidemic, or the persistence and fre- 

quency of the disease, as the clay cut on 

the course of one of the new railroads 
near which the cases were v astly more 

numerous than elsewhere in the neighbor- 
hood, and the pestiferous marsh in Dur- 

ham, in whose immediate vicinity was a 

localized epidemic of typo-malarial fever, 
but in both instances the disease was in 
the neighborhood long beloiv." The Med- 
ical and Surgical Journal state-; its belief 
that the appearance of malaria in West- 
ern Massachusetts was at one time receiv- 

ing the attention of the State Hoard of 

Health, and it adds the weighty sugges- 
tion that the subject is certainly worthy 
of timely and careful investigation, and 
needs to hav e more light thrown upon it. 
A writer in Appleton's in discussing this 

question says 
Within the last few years there lias been .1 very 

remarkable spread of malarious sickness At one 
lone malaria was contineil in the eastern and mid 
die states to a few marshy districts, but now it is 
found almost everywhere It has appeared in parts 
of New Knglaml and New York where all accounts 
agree that it was never known before ; it is found 
on the hills as well as in the valleys, in cities as 
well as in \ illages. in dry as wet!as wet places. At 
one time Boston was declared to he the northern 
limit of it. and w liether it has ) et appeared on the 
shores of Massachusetts or Maine we do not know : 
but the Berkshire country was equally considered 
free from it and now it has made its appearance 
there The question naturally arises as to the 
cause. 

The writer then goes on to sa> that 
most of the answers to this question are 

of a speculative character. A few of them 
are cited. ITof. Chadbourne, of Williams 

College, while he says that the question 
cannot he answered, is of opinion that the 

theory wlfcli once prevailed, and which 
lie had taught "that malarial poison is 
the result of vegetable decomposition, es- 

pecially the decomposition produced by 
stirring soils rich in organic materials, so 

that the soil can he readily acted upon by 
heat and sunshine,” needs, he now be- 

lieves, from observ ations in various dis- 

tricts, to be greatly modified. "Am 

one,” he says, “who has studied the sub- 

jects in the west, will satisfy himself that 
malaria abounds w here water is too scarce 

for comfort; where, if the malaria comes 

from the soil at all, it must come from 
soil that is high and dn. lie will he 
further confirmed in the notion that 
neither abundant wa' er nor rich soil c\ on 

is essential to the production of this nia 

laria, when he finds it in the Knelqv 
mountains, where the few streams dow 

ing from melting snow arc as pure as our 

New Kngland trout brooks, while most uf 
tlie soil is poor in organic matter, as it 
must he when' little besides the sage- 
brush can grow. It is certain, therefore, 
that we have malaria in some places that 
are mgn aim dry, where tlie sous are well 

drained and not highly charged with or 

gauic matter.” Its unusual prevalence in 
New England and other portions of the 
Atlantic border can not, he thinks, he 

satisfactorily ace muted for. Its origin and 
dissemination are as mysterious as pota- 
to-rot and other blights which destroy 
vegetation, or as an epizooty among 
horses, which come without any known 

cause, run their course, and then disap- 
pear as mysteriously as they come. The 

yearly progress is eastward and north- 

ward; hut President ('hadhourne thinks 
that in former times it “undoubtedly 
prevailed to some extent where its pres- 
ence was not suspected. Now that at- 

tention is generally called to the subject, 
the physician recognizes the effects of 
malaria where they formerly would have 
remained unnoticed, or would have refer- 
red to some other cause.” 

The writer in Appleton's Journal sup- 
plements the opinions of Prof, ('hadhourne 
with two suggestions which he leaves “to 
the consideration of those who make sub- 

jects of the kind their special study.” 
The first that the spread of malaria may 

be due to summer travel and secondly to | the increased use of ice water. The lat- 
ter suggestion is supplemented by men- 

tiou of an instance in which malarial fe- i 
ver was induced by the use of impure wa- 

ter. Though the writer does not profess 
to be an expert, what be says is worthy 
of attention 

Admitting that the origin of malaria can not bo 
accurately determined, there are two circumstances 
iu recent phases of our social life that may iu part 
account for the greater prevalence of the fever 
arising from it. Summer pleasuring is one of the 
circumstances to which wo refer. Almost every- 
body now travels in the summer mouths, or 

changes his residence during that period. The 
seashore, the mountains, the valleys, are all crowd- 
ed with people from the cities and towns; aud, as 

these people are unacclimated, as their habits an* 
not so judicious as those of permanent residents, 
exposing themselves continually to night air and 
hot suns, sickness becomes very common among 
them Every physician in the large cities knows 
how many families that have gone to spend the 
summer m the country return in September ill 
with fever. A great many eases of malaria that 
have fallen under the writer’s observation have 
been contracted in this way. The stranger in any 
section is naturally much more susceptible to local 
intluences than those who have always lived there, 
and hence malarial fever may very naturally up 
pear among strangers iu places where it has 
scarcely been known before. An observing coun- 

tryman once said to the writer. “We never get 
fever and ague, but city people who come here are 

continually falling sick with it They are fond of 
moonlight rides aud moonlight sails, and night air, 
everybody but city people knows is bad for the 
health.” It is certain that fever is frequently con 

tracted by town people iu country places, and it is 
just possible that the apparent spread of malaria 
may he largely due to this fact. A great man} 
people iu the city of New York are Buttering from 
it. and we do not kuow a case of malaria occurring 
in the older part of the town that did not h ave its 
origin in the way we have mentioned 

The other circumstance to which we referred is 

the greatly increased use of ice water This will 
probably strike many persons at first as simply 
fantastic, but there are some good grounds for the 
theory. Every one is aware of the disagreeable 
flavor of ire when melted, and has detected i:i it 
the evident presence of earthy matter. Frozen 
wa er seems to hold particles or substances which 
do not obviously affect the taste when the water is 
ice cold, but which become apparent as soon as 

the temperature is heightened Whether this 
earthy matter is unwholesome or not must depend 
upon its character, and this is exclusively within 
the province of the chemist to determine. We 
wish simply to suggest the possibility that mala 
rial poison may lurk in ice water in view of a re- 

cent occurrence iu England In IS?tt a sanitary 
commission was appointed by Parliament to in 
quire into the water supply iu many urban dis 
tricts iii Englaud. Some significant facts were 

elicited by the commission. In a little village in 
Yorkshire the health of the inhabitants had al 
ways bct'ii good, and especially tree from zymotic 
disease, until, owing to a failure of the watt r sup 
ply, the villagers wen* forced to make use of the 
ice which had collected on a little stream oil the 
outskirts of the village They melted the ice and 
used it tor drinking purposes, and shortly after 
ward a iow malarial fever In came prevalent, of 
course, it can bo said, that this was probably due 
to lb.* character of the wafer in the stream, and < I 
this tact the report does not speak \\ e have had 
instances in this country of siekiu •.s produced by 
the use of impure ice ; it needs, indeed no parlia 
mentarv oinniission to convince us that impure 
ice is unwholesome, lint the apprehensi.u excited 
by the report is. that ten supposed to be pure may 
Contain the seeds of m ilari tl poison
