A brand new inventioi has lately been tried

grade of paper. It is done by exposing the 
leaves to tin: action of steam under pressure, 
as follows: The pine leaves are put into a 1 

steam-tight vessel, which at its lower part com- ; 
munieates with a steam supply pipe, and at its j 
upper end with a “worm/’ like- that of a still, j Access to the worm is shut off, and steam is | admitted into the closed vessel, so as to expose ; 
the fibre to its full effect under pressure, and 
also to its moisture and heat. The steam serves 
not only to soften the fibres, but also to expel ail resinous, oily and spiritous matters from 
the pores, and to vaporize them, leaving the j fibres intact. When properly softened, the ; 
fibres are liberated from their original eon- i 
tents, the passage to the worm is opened so 1 

that the vaporized substances may escape for 
purposes of distillation. The fibres are now 
removed from the vessel and worked into pulp 
after the manner in which other vegetable 
fibres are treated for the manufacture of paper,

f'asually reading the above in the IFingor 
News the other day brought back a cloud of 
pleasant recollections. ()n the 17 of < >< toiler D7F 
the good brig Don Jacinto, Captain Gregory 
Cro-ton, weighed anchor, east oil' her hawser, 
and was towed out of her dock in the lvi-t river 
and slowly down the beautiful New 'l ork hay. 
She was bound for Marseilles and other Modi- 1 

terranean ports with a mixed cargo, she car- 
ried a captain, two mates, a carpenter, two 
cooks, live men before the mo.-f and one pa— j 
senger—your humble servant. 

Well 1 remember the crowd of laborers on tin- 
dock affecting adieus in the little cabin, the lu-t 
bustling scenes on the deck, the grutV order? of 
the captain and mate to the crew, the cheery i 
song of the sailors as they turned the capstan 
or tugged at the rope- : the last glimpses of the 
metropolis as we glided down the hay arc still j fresh in my mind and if I -dinuM 1 i\’.• to be u- 
old as Methuselah I should nevi r forget tin- 
emotions that welled from my heart as 1 -aw 
the dim and yet dimmer outlines of tin* Nave- 
sinks Highlands fast fading from view and tin- 
faint yet ever fainter glimmer of tin* Fire I-- 
land light across the bay. Thoughts of home, 
of father and mother and all those dear to me 
rushed through the mind one aft. r the other, 
and were only fora moment held in abeyance I 
as I. made a hasty break for the starboard rail j 
on important business, only to he interrupted 
in my communion with tin: sea by the deep 
voice of the sturdy captain: I mok-a-here. 
now; none of that, or Fli have to run a string 
with a piece of pork on it down your throat.*’ 

Thirty-two days was I a contented prisoner 
on the Don Jacinto, tossed about by wind and 
wave, before land was sighted. \ViU l ever 
forget that moment%i A full-rigged American 
ship bore down on us just as we were making 
Tape Spartell, every si itch of canvas was 
spread and we passed near enough to “speak" j 
the ship orally and to hear the captain shout: 1 

"Fin from Jer-ey. Where* are you from?" 
W<* ran the Straits of Gibraltar with difficulty, 
in the teeth of half a gale and a cross sea: hut 
gradually the weather bettered, the wind shift- 
ed, and we forged ahead with a spanking breeze 
over the starboard quarter. Next day we were I 
becalmed and remained -<» foi four days, mak- 
ing at best, only two and a half knots an hour. 
Spani-h feluccas shot out from the shore, man- i 
bed by picturesque men and women who otlV-r- i 
ed u- dates, ligs and oranges in exchange for 
mil* odds and ends; some brought their mando- 
lin- and made sweet mii-V for a few hit- of 
money or tobacco, the latter preferred. 

Those nights in th* Mediterranean will ever 
remain a delightful recollection ; it was Novem- 
ber, but I slept on the deck: the air \va- mild, 
dry and pure, and every morning I felt r< ;

Birds and Balloons. 
Once on tin* side of a deep gorge in the 

K m ky Mountains on a dear day I was sitting 
in a dump of little seruh-oaks. and nearly on a 

level with my position there appeared in mid- 
air a large hawk. He stopped perfectly still 
In the air and lazily moved his head about, 
looking for something in the gulch far beneath 
him. He was so near 1 could see his eyes. 
That, he stood perfectly still in the air was cer- 

tain for he was heading to the right and in 
range of tr*‘i s on the opposite mountain. Here 
wa> a mystery? How could a bird weighing 
eight or ten pounds stand still in mid-air by 
only holding iiis wings out straight and still? 
for his wings and the feathers in his wings were 
as still as his body. Just then, hearing a 

sound, I turned niv head to the right and a 

strong gust of wind came full In my face, and 
quickly turning, as the thought struck me, I 
saw the bird was only “laying-to" on the wind. 
Then I saw that when the wind blew stronger 
he ilattnicd out more and thus got less of it, 
and by an easy adjustment of his tail and 
wings he just took wind enough to hold him 
up, and his wings so slanted as to draw him 
ahead as boats sail, and bis tail holding wind 
enough to set him back with equal force, thus 
getting a balance- that enabled him to stand 
perfectly >ti 11 in the wind. He evidently saw 

something for lie- changed his position several 
time- only a tVw fn t. and each time came to a 

perfect stop, and I watched hi> movements for 
si vi ral minutes, when he finally curved his |

At till these Islands Ushiug plays tin important 
part in the industries, though this has been a 

rather bad season, especially so with mackerel. 
The way it looks now only the very wealthy w iii 
be able to dine on that fish which absorbs sail so 
greedily and lets go of It with such reluctance. 

1-rom Green’s Landing we went to Hass ilarbo;, 
a small fishing village, eighteen miles from Bar 
Harbor, to which place wo took a drive. Few 
drives can e.jual this for varied scenery. The 
road pa»>‘\s through .South West Harbor, thence 
over the hills to Somes’ Sound, up over more hill -, 

past Luglc Lake and into Bar Harlan oUr per 
sonal appearance, and the order of architecture of 
our vehicle w as not such as to cause any great e.\ 
citement, and we got into town incog, so to speak. 
We found this great resort much changed and im- 
proved in everyway since we were here a few year-* 
ago. Better business blocks, more churches and 
tar better streets, not to speak of the elegant and 
palatial cottages that have been built, l-'rom what 
we couhi learn, we came to the conclusion that 
Bar Harbor is destined to be a < ity of cottages, 
like Newport, a high toned, gilt edged town, fa the 
rich people. I think its best days have passed as 
a hotel town. Bar Harbor has been so well written 
up, that I will not attempt to give any description 
of it. We were surprised to find all the hotel- 
still open and most of the cottages occupied, thus 
late in the season. We were fortunate in getting 
a look at the steam yacht “Alva,” owned by Mr. 
\\ I\. Vanderbilt. -She is the largest yacht afloat 
and is, classically speaking, a daisy. She is 1117 
tons net, and is barkentlne rigged, she tarries 
sixty men, stewards, cooks, and everything else 
that is carryable. She sets low in the water, and 
is very long. Her speed is sixteen knots an hour, 
and her model and build is such that she can go to 
any part of the world, and stand any weather. 
Her interior fittings are said to be simply elegant. 
I did not go on board for two reasons. In the first 
place, I did not have the time, and In the second, 
Mr. Vanderbilt did not know 1 was in town. After 
doing the tow n pretty thoroughly, we drove back 
to Bass Harbor, and from there sailed home, up 
through Eggeuioggiu Beach, calling at Gastine, 
and arriving home just one minute and twenty 
seconds before the wind all died out, which I c all 
pretty good calculation. 

Before closing, I would call attention to the fact 
that any one having any Indian implements, goug- 
es, c hisels, mortars, pestles, arrow heads, knives, 
moccasins, old clothes, baskets, lice, belts, wam- 

pum, itch, tire water, or any other Indian goods,

number of clam-hoes, at a fair price. From a 

rough estimate, he dug over eleven miles of the 
shores of the various islands we visited, during 
the eight days of our trip, which shows what 
strength a man has when ids mind is a little off its 
balance.
