STRYCHNINE IN WHISKEY. 

C, C. Beal, of Clinton, Killed by 
Drinking Poisoned Liquor, 

While His Son Narrowly Escapes a 

Similar Death. 

Suspicions That the Dead Man Was 
the Victim of Foul Play. 

r 

[Special to tlie Press,] 
Clinton, Feb. 15.—Last evening the vil- 

lage of Clinton was thrown into a state of 
excitement by the sudden death of Mr. C. C. 

Beal, a prominent resident of the town, and 
the illness of his son George, both of whom 
had been poisoned by drinking from a bottle 
of whiskey in which there was a large quan- 
tity of strychnine. Mr. Beal had his liquor 
sent him from Boston, and during the after- 
noon drank a glass of whiskey, taking it 
from onejof a number of bottles which he 
had received not long ago. In a few mo- 

ments after Mr. Beal had drunk the liquor, 
he complained that he did not feel well, and 
went out to walk, in the hope that the fresh 
air would revive him. The powerful poison 
soon rendered him so weak, however, that a 

friend whom he met took Mr. Beal lu his 
carriage. Just as the house was reached, 
Mr. Beal had a convulsion, and although 
Dr. Tash of Fairfield happened to be on the 

premises and did everything in his power to 
alleviate the sufferings of the unfortunate 
man, death ensued in about an hour after Mr 
Beal had taken the liquor. 

Meanwhile, Mr. Beal’s son George had al- 
so drank from the bottle, and, like his 
father, was taken violently ill. Prompt 
medical attention saved his life, but his con- 

dition for a time was critical. 
Today there is quite a strong suspicion 

prevalent that the liquor drank by Mr. Beal 
and his son was poisoned by parties in Clin- 

ton, and the community is about equally di- 
vided on this point. At all events, the bot- 
tle from which they partook was one of a 

barrelful of bottles, filled with whiskey, 
which had been purchased in Boston. The 

liquor was kept in the cellar, and about half 
a dozen bottles had been used. The bottle 
which did the poisoning sat on a shelf in 
Mr. Beal’s store. After the son visited the 
bottle, he filled it with water to hide his 
theft. He now says there was more liquor

This would indicate that Mr. Beal had 
drank from the bottle previously, and if he 
was not poisoned by the liquor then, the as- 

sumption is that it was drugged afterwards. 
Corouer Carver will visit the scene of the 
poisoning tomorrow, and will examine a few 

witnesses, after which he will adjourn the 

inquest and order a post mortem examina- 
tion. The liquor in the bottle will also be 

analyzed. 
The death of Mr. Beal will be a loss to 

the community. He was extensively en- 

gaged in trade, dealing in groceries and dry 
goods, and owning, in connection with his 

grocery business, a large ice house. He also 
owned a aooper shop, employing a number 
of hands.

Frank McNealiy's Brother Returns 

the Funds of the Bank. 

Saco, Feb. 15.—The end of the Saco bank 

robbery sensation came this morning. The 
nstitution has recovered every dollar of the 

$265,000 worth of registered and negotiable 
ionds stolen by Frank C. McNeally last 
August. This merging the trustees held a 

Meeting and drew up the following official 
itatement: 

A registered package posted in Liverpool 
February 3, directed to S. L. Goodale, Saco 
ind Biddeford Savings Institution, was re- 
vived at the Saco post office by the evening 
nail of the 14th instant. Upon being opened 
it a meeting of the trustees on the 15tn in- 
fant, it was found to contain the thirty-seven 
Jnited States registered 4 per cent, bonds of 
£5,000 each, and amounting to $185,000, to- 
;ether with the negotiable bonds amounting 
o $80,000, with all their coupons attached, 
which were stolen feom the Saco and Bidde- 
ord Savings Institution in August last by 
Frank C. AlcNeally. 

The bonds weie recovered by Harry A. Mc- 
S’eallv, his brother, who thereupon arranged 
vitli Messrs. Brown, Shepley & Co., of Lon- 
lon and Liverpool, for their safe delivery to 
aid Institution at Saco under notarial seal 
nd by registered post, the insurance upon 
he same naving been first effected with the 
riiames and Mersey Marine Insurance Com- 
mnv. 

The return of the bonds is accompanied 
pith do conditions whatever. Harry is un- 
uestionabiy entitled to the reward offered. 
Sesides this, he has earned the gratitude of 
he institution and of its depositors by his 
mtiring and self sacrificing efforts, begun on 
he day of the discovery of the theft and 
ontiuued until success crowned nis labors, 
nd until the recent trip to Europe. All his 
xpenses in these efforts were paid from his 
wn earnings and savings. How much of 
his success is due to penitence or remorse, 
r to Egyptian fever, or to other causes, no 
aortal Knows. There seems to be room for 
tope that the youthful offender may not be 
leyond reclamation. 

The Brother’s Statement. 

Harry A. McNeally, the brother of the de- 

aultcr, was called upon by a reporter, after 
he meeting of the trustees today. He did 
lot seem inclined to talk freely about the 

ecovery of the bonds, for he admitted that 
le had done his best to redeem his brother’s 
rime and he did not now care to discuss the 
natter. 
“I will say this,” he continued, “thatFrank 

s entitled to a great deal of sympathy. The 
urrender of the bonds was a remarkable oc- 

urrence. He might have disposed of every 
icgotiable bond within fifteen minutes after 
le arrived in London, and could have lived 
ike a prince without any fear of ever being 
irought to pay the penalty of his crime.” 
“Where is Frank now ?" asked tne reporter. 
“I do not know where he is now," Harry 

eplied. “He was with me a partof the time 
n Europe, hut I could not state where he is 
10W.” 
“Will he ever return to this State?” 
“Probably not. In a few years he couli 

lome back here without fear of arrest, but he 
eems to think the best thing for him to do is 
o go West and settle in some of the British 
lossessions.

BATH EXCITED^ 

An Arrest by a Liquor Constable 

Causes a Small Sized Riot. 

Bath, Feb. 15.—Since yesterday afternoon 
Bath has been in a state of great excitement. 
At 3 o’clock Allan A. McDonald, one of the 

special liquor constables, arrested Edward 
Hartt on Water street, for drunkenness and 
disturbance of the peace. In effecting the 
arrest Ilartt’s head was cut open, one of his 

eyes was blacked and his nose badly bruised. 
Dr. E. U. Fuller was called is and dressed 
the wounds. Within five minutes after the 
arrest, a crowd of 200 men was assembled in 
front of the police station, highly indignant 
at the constable’s action. Rev. J. D. Hill, 
Tresident of the Law and Order League 
passed, and the crowd hooted, hissed and 

Jeered him until he was out of sight. At 5 
o’clock Hartt was removed from the station 

and; taken to his home. The crowd as 

sembled in even larger numbers In the eve 

ning, and angry threats against Constable 
McDonald’s life came from many a throat. 

Mayor Wakefield, from the City Hall steps, 
addressed the crowd, urging them to remain 

quiet, and he informed them that justice 
should be don9 the prisoner. 

McDonald lives about a mile outside the 
city, and Mayor Wakefield, wishing to see 

him, sent a hack after him. The crowd 
learned this, and about fifty followed the 
hack out about half way, and waited for its 

return. McDonald, however, refused to 
come into the city, but sent word to Mayor 
Wakefield that he would do so if an officer 
was sent for him. The crowd which had wait- 
ed for the hack was sorely disappointed at 
not finding their victim, and, when the hack 
reached the city, the remainder of the mob 
crowded around it and cries of “Lynch him, 
lynch him,” filled the air, and when they dis- 
covered that McDonald was not in the hack, 
they were even more incensed. The excite- 
ment continued till midnight. 

This morning Hartt was arraigned before 
Judge Coombs on a charge of drunkenness 
huu uisturuauce m im: peace. no incaucu 
not guilty. He was a sorry looking object, 
as his head was tied up in flannel and his 
face was badly discolored. In the court 
room were 300 men who sympathized with 
him, and who looked hard things at Con- 
stable McDonald. Hartt is a skilled work- 
man in the brass foundry of Collector F. B. 

Torrey. Mr. Torrey is very indignant over 

the affair, and has engaged W. E. Hogan to 
defend Hartt. Mr. Hogan asked that the 
case be postponed nntil Friday morning at 
10 o’clock, as several of his witnesses were 

unobtainable. Judge Coombs granted the 
request, and the court adjourned. Mc- 
Donald says, “They may kill me, but they 
can’t scare me." 

THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

A Favorable Report Forthcoming on 

the Hatch Bill. 

Washington, Feb. 15.—The House com- 

mittee on agriculture today decided to report 
favorably the Hatch bill to create a new ex;

NEGOTIATORS HOPEFUL 

That They Have Settled the Disputes 
Over the Atlantic Fisheries. 

Their Labors End With the Signing 
of a Treaty. 

Behrings Sea Troubles and Com- 

mercial Reciprocity Not There. 

Washington, Feb. 15—After daily ses- 

sions for the Jlsst two weeks, the fisheries 
commissioners at seven o’clock tonight com- 

pleted their labors and signed a treaty,which 
it is believed, will result in a satisfactory 
settlement of the disputes which have ex- 

isted for almost a century between this gov- 
ernment and Great Britain lover the North 
Atlantic fisheries. The treaty is signed by 
all six of the commissioners, and is said to 
have their full concurrence. It will be sent 
to the President tomorrow for transmission 
to the Senate. Before the treaty can take 
effect, it must have the ratification of the 
Queen, Canada and Newfoundland as well 
as the Senate. Although the treaty is not, at 
present, to be made public, it can be stated 
that it relates exclusively to the disputes 
concerning the fisheries of the North Atlan- 
tic coast, and does not include any provis- 
ions concerning the Behrings sea trouble or 
commercial reciprocity. The treaty does not 
contemplate the admission of fish into the 
United States free of duty. 

Secretary Bayard said tonight that he 
could not, because of his official position, 
make known the contents of the treaty, but 
it was his earnest wish that it should be 
given to the press by those having the right 
to make such disposition of it, and that 
every line of it should be published. The 
dispute had been of long standing and had 
come to him by inheritance when he as- 
sumed the duties of Secretary of State. He 
had used his best endeavors to reach a satis- 
factory agreement with Great Britain and 
believed he had succeeded in so far as it lay 
in his power to effect a settlement. 

It is stated that the President, upon trans- 
mitting the treaty to the Senate will make a 

startling innovation upon precedent by rec- 

ommending that the treaty be made public. 
A British Idea. 

London. Feb. 16—The Standaidtjeferring 
to the signing of the fisheries tr'SHty '*4, 
Washington congratulates the commission- 
ers and assumes that should the Senate re- 
fuse to ratify the treaty, President Cleveland 
would use his constitutional nreroeative to 
make a provisional arrangement with Cana- 
da on the basis of the treaty which would 
serve the same purpose, in the hope that the 
next Senate elected would finally ratify the 
treaty. 

MR. BLAINE’S LETTER. 

What British Free Trade Papers Say 
of the Maine Statesman. 

New Yobk, Feb. 15.—The newspapers in 

England seem to be taking a keen interest 
in American politics and many of them dis- 
cuss at length Mr. Blaine’s letter of with, 
drawal. Extracts of many of the London 
papers have been cabled to America today, 
some of the opinions follow: 

[The London Times.] 
There is no denying that the bold an- 

nouncement is unexpected. Every one in 
America is asking what it means. Mr. 
Blaine has achieved across the Atlantic the 
reputation of an extraordinary and shrewd 
politician and everything he does is supposed 
to have a deep significance. With an ordi- 
nary man we should expect that the retire- 
ment would mean one of two things, either 
that he was persuaded that he could not 
carry he election or that he himself was 

weary of the disappointments of political 
life. With a politician so old and experi- 
enced as Mr. Blaine, it is hard to suppose 
that either of these obvious explanations 
will meet the case. So some Americans seem 
to think. 

Mr. Blaine is universally recognized as the 
finest example of the professional politician 
that has yet been produced on the Ameri- 
can continent, and therefore in the world. 
His power in managing a Congress, a caucus, 
or a local vote is unequalled. Assuming 
that Mr. Blaine definitely retires, it remains 
to ask who will be the Republican substitute. 
The party appears to prefer John Sherman, 
though different districts have men, more or 
less known,*phom, to a certain extent, they 
are prepared to push. New England has 
Hawley, a politician and soldier. New York 
has Evarts. The West has Sherman. And 
then there is the energetic little hero, Gen- 
eral Sheridan. Of these it seems probable 
that Sherman will be selected unless the vox 
pontiff,mysteriously schooled from the caucus 
officers, gives out the name of Blaine after 
all. 

It would seem, however, if we are to judge 
from the recent State elections, that Mr. 
Cleveland’s majority will be maintained. 

[London Evening Globe.] 
The Republican leader has the reputation of 

never acting without some specific intention, 
Nobody knows better than this most experi- 
enced and dexterous party manager in the 
world how strong are Mr. Cleveland's pros- 
pects for re-election, how divided is the Re- 
publican party, how steadily the Mugwumps 
are becoming a power in the land and that 
to issue a nolo episcopari in terms of patriot- 
ism and self sacrifice draws attention to 
one’s self in a favorable manner, and 
strengthens one’s hands all round. There Is 
also another fact of which Mr. Blaine must 
be perfectly aware; that Is, that the Repub- 
lican party may and very likely will refuse 
to take their leader at lus word. 

Mr. Blaine may, however, have simply per- 
form an act of loyalty to his party. He has 
never, with all his ability,proved a candidate 
to win with and the solution of ths mystery, 
no doubt, is that he appreciates the fact.

Those who saw Mr. Blaine when he was 

in London at the Jubilee will not be sur- 

prised at his letter. He looked as If he wert 

utterly exhausted. It is but natural that so 

old a man, so worn and wasted as he, should 
prefer that the standard of his party shold 
be placed in younger hands. His letter may 
be only a move in the campaign against free 
trade. He is one of the very astutest of par- 
ty politicians in the whole world and when 
he is most solemn and apparently most dis- 
interested, those who know him best will 
probably see most reason to be on their 
guard. The selection of Mr. Blaine would 
be a misfortune for his country, and it is 
difficult to repress a heart-felt wish that he 
may mean what he says this time.

Augusta, Me., Feb. 14.—It is current re- 

port this afternoon among Mr. Blaine’s inti- 
mate friends and neighbors that letters have 
been received from him here to the effect 
that his formal withdrawal from the presi- 
dential candidacy is on account ;of Mrs. 
Blaine and their son Emmons. It is stated 
that Mrs. Blaine has never recovered from 
the terrible sorrow into which she was 

plunged during the last campaign by the 
scandalous stories which were told, and that 
she made it a special request of her husband 
not to accept another nomination, as she 
feared that she could not pass through an- 
other such trying ordeal.

CORBIN ON STRIKES. 

The Reading President Before the 

Congressional iCommittee. 

Phildelphia, Feb. 15.—The Congress- 
ional Committee appointed to investigate the 
strike on the Reading Railroad system met 
at the Continental Hotel this morning and 
examined President Corbin of the Reading 
Railroad Company. The special purpose of 
the committee in holding sessions in this 
city is to hear the railroad’s side of the ques- 
tion. Speaking of the striking miners, Mr. 
Corbin said: “We ate, and have been will- 

ing to take up the question of a readjustment 
of wages if the men will return to work, 
but we will not treat with them while out. 
We will make the basis as high as any other 

company, but cannot make it higher and 
compete. We don’t care whether the men 

belong to labor organizations or not and will 
not seek to find them out, but will put to 
work all the miners who apply at our col- 
lieries and ask no questions. But if there is 
no more coal mined from the Schuylkill re- 
gion until we are compelled to mine it by 
discharging the men who came to us in our 
troubles and stood by us, to make way for 
strikers, no more will ever be mined while I 
have influence enough to prevent it. 

A member of the committee asked, “Why 
do vou refuse to take any of the 2600 men 
who went out on the railroad system back?” 

“Because they went out to injure the road; 
because they left me in the lurch and tried 
to injure our business.” 

“lJou you mean-to say, and go on record as 
saying, that for that, and that only, you will 
not take them back?” 

“Yes, emphatically. I want that to go on 
record. They left me, and I gave them no- 
tice. It will be a pretty cold day if I dis- 
charge men who stood by me when I needed 
help for men who deserted and attempted to 
ruin me.”

SKOWIIEOAN’S NEW DEPOT. 

The Maine Central Railroad has just per- 
fected plans for and will soon commence the 
erection of a new and commodious passen 
ger station, to take the place of the one now 

used by them at Skowhegan. The archi- 
tect’s plans provide for a building 22x70 feet 
with an awning covering the approach to the 
tracks 310 feet long, extending 120 feet be- 
yond the station building upon each end. 
The main entrance upon Court street is cov- 

ered with a “Porte Cochere’’ or covered 
driveway extending 18 feet from the build 
iug, allowing carriages to pass through and 
deliver passengers. At the north end of the 
station under the awning, a separate struc- 
ture is designed for a baggage (room. Thir- 
teen windows each seven feet nigh including 
a large bay window in the ladiesrroom,front- 
ing Court street, glazed with double thick 
German glass 24x40 inches, with border 
lights of decorated glass, serve to light the 
waiting rooms. The whole will lie crowned 
by a tower on the Court street side, seventy 
feet in height holding a striking clock, with 
four dials each five feet iin diameter. The 
new depot will occupy nearly the same posi- 
tion as the old. being built slightly to the 
right to allow the straighemng ol the tracks 
of the approach.

RACING FLAMES. 

Providence Just Escapes the Worst 

Conflagration in Its History. 

Property Worth Over a Half a Million 
Dollars Swept Out of Existence. 

Death and Vandalism Accompany a 

Fire In Elmyra, N. Y. 

Providence, K. I., Feb. 15.—A big fire is 

raging here, over several blocks situated 
across the street to the west of the Union 
depot and involving a number of brick build- 
ings. partially occupied by manufacturers 
and jewelers, several hotels, including the 
Aldrich House, stables and carriage houses. 
The alarm was sounded at 10.45 and the 
whole fire department called out. A strong 
northwest wind carries thejsparks achiss the 
most important business part of the city, in- 
cluding Westminster and Broad streets, and 
a number of fires have started and alarms 

founded, but so far they have been quickly 
extinguished without damage. The big fire 

is blazing up to the buildings opposite the 

City Hall, but the wind Is carrying it away 
from the hall. So far the (lames art? having 
their own way without check. 

It is impossible to estimate the losses or 

even the heavy losers, but if the dames are 

not stopped wheie they now are it will prob- 
ably be the most costly fire the city ever had. 
The four story brick block where the fire 
started is the Robinson building, owned by 
Wm. H. Robinson’s widow. It was filled 
with carriage stock, sashes and blinds and 
other inflammable material. The whole 
block, enclosed by Fountain, Eddy, Union 
and Washington streets will be totally 
cleaned out. 

[Second Despatch—2 a. m.] 
The fire is practically under control and 

will probably not cross Washington street. 
The Aldrich House is now blazing like a big 
bonfire. No other buildings will catch. The 
Aldrich House is valued at 875,000, and in- 

sured for 825,000. It is impossible to obtain 
the other Individual losses, but the total loss 

isjconsiderably over 8500,000.The fire started 
at 11.45 and spread so quickly that little prop- 
erty within the hotels and manufactories, ex- 

cept personal effects, could be saved. Several 

Persons, including firemen, were injured by 
ailing bricks and timber, out no fatalities or

Elmyra Also Suffers. 
Elmyra, N. Y.—Feb. 15.—Fire broke out 

this evening in the jobbing room, in the 
basement of the Advertiser building, on 

Market and Lake streets, causing a total lots 
of $500,000. The foiin^tory Advertiser 

building was completely destroyed. The de- 

partment was hampered by the extreme cold 
and two engines were disabled. The Aov<t*— 
tiser building was valued at 860,000, and the 
plant at $35,000. iThe Sunday Tidings office 
in the same building loses a plant valued at 
$5000. Mrs. Anderson, a milliner, and sev- 

eral other concerns, occupying the rest of 
the building, suffered considerable losses. 

A stiff north wind carried the flames to 
F. A. Keeton’s retail grocery, one of the 
largest in the city. It was burned, and the 
next building south, occupied by Mr. Suss as 

a barber shop, expensively fitted up, was al- 
so destroyed. 

Robinson & Son’s extensive furniture fac- 
tory, one of the finest buildings in the city, 
was soon in ashes. The Robinsons estimate 
their loss at $100,000. iThe senior partner Is 
a son of ex-Oov, Robinson, and the latter Is 

financially interested. 
Winfield S. Foster, foreman of the Adver- 

tifer composing room was badly burned. 
The editors had to escape by ladders ao 
swiftly the flames spread. 

At 9.30, the city officials telegraphed to Os- 
wego, Corning and Horse Heads for assis- 
tance. Kraum’s boarding house near Rob- 
inson’s was burned, and also 151 Lake street, 
occupied by I).

At 9 o’clock the reserve police force 
was called out but despite their efforts all 
the thieves of the city turned out and a reign 
ox terror was inaugurated, me ponce pneu 
their clubs with vigor on every crook discov- 
ered conveying property from the threatened 
district. JNo arrests were made. A composi- 
tor named Rew reported to be burned to 
death was saved alter a narrow escrpe.

“MUGWUMP.” 

Interesting Discussion on How the 
Word Came Into Use. 

[Listener in Boston Transcript.] 
Having heard a sharp discussion at the 

club of the old question as to the origin and 
early use of the word “mugwump” as a po- 
litical term, and being mindful of the fact 
that questions are never answered until they 
are answered right, the Listener is con- 

strained to give the special knowledge on 

the subject which he possesses. The word’s 
first appearance In an American newspaper 
is distinctly traceable, though, as far as the 
Listener knows, it has not been looked into 

except in a limited way. The story was un- 
known, at least, to the disputants in the 
group that has just been referred to. This 
is the fact: On Oct. 19, 1870, there was, in 
the city of Detroit, Mich., a great Tilden pro- 
cession, in which the mayor of the city and 
other prominent Democrats took part, and in 
the Detroit Tribune (a Republican paper) 
next morning, Oct. 20, there appeared this 
item in reference to the parade. 

There were 1304 torches, 160 mugwumps In 
carriagta, auu inu nuiscs iu tuc wiuuviwiv ] 
cession last night. 

The next Issue of the Detroit Free Press, 
the Democratic organ of the city, expressed 
indignation at the application of such a word 
as “mugwump” to “such gentlemen as May- 
or Alexander Lewis,” and wanted to know 
what a mugwump was. And in the next is- 
sue of the Tribune there appeared an ans- 
wer, written by Mr. William P. Fuller—a 
member of the editorial staff of the Paper, 
an Eastern man by origin, and a person 
overflowing with humor, occasionally slight- 
ly flavored with cynicism—who was also the 
author of the paragraph that had offended 
the Free Press. This answer gave the fol- 
lowing elaborate definition. 

Mug-tvuuip, n [mull-gwump; Fr. lejityagsca; 
Sp. mufru-uinpotta, Uer. iter mi/i/pcr/oppcrMericA]. 
A mug who wumps; the hearer of the goufalou; 
the small part of a Democratic procession which 
dues not leave Its cape, cap aud torch at the Dem- 
ocratic headquarters, and retire for lodgiugs at 
the police station. 

yiug-waaip. u [mull-gwump].' To wunip; to 
wave the gonfalon; to lodge at a police station af 
ter asslstlug at Democratic parades and slip off 
la the moruiug without being sent up lo» drunk- 
enness ; to dispense hiccoughs from a kerridge 
lustead of stubbing your toes against your heels 
hi the Reformers’ night parade; to wunip with a 
mug. 

Now Mr. Fuller, whose} word Is never 
doubted by the honorable circle of Eastern 

iournalists and men of letters to whom he is 
mown, avers that, so far as he is aware, he 

Invented the word “mugwump” himself. 
But it has been demonstrated that it was an 
Indian word, and tliat it occurs iu Eliot’s In- 
dian Bible. How did it get into Mr. Fuller’s 
bead, to pop out iu this queer spontaueous 
use of it as a political term of contempt/ 
The probable answer to this constitutes the 
interesting psychological part of the story. 
Mr. Fuller admits that he may have heard 
the word years before he used it, and 
that it may Shave* effected an unconscious 
lodgment in nis memory, to come out after- 
ward to all intents and purposes as au origi- 
nal word. 

And this evidently was just what happened 
for in early life Mr. Fuller had been, at Hart- 
ford, a friend aud associate of Mr. J. Ham- 
mond Trumbull, who is probably the greatest 
living authority on the Indian languages—the 
only mau in America, perhaps, who reads 
the extinct Indian dialects of New England 
with perfect understanding. Mr. Trumbull’s 
conversation, in. doubt,*, was from time to 

time Imvored with his Algonquin lore, and 
this word “mug wuinp” may have dropped 
from it to his friend Fuller’s consciousness 
tickled his humoristic fancy for a moment; 
was apparently forgotten, but really uncon- 
sciously laid away on some shelf of his mem- 
ory ; and thence, in the course of some auto- 
matic psychological dusting on the night of 
the Tilden parade in Detroit, it was pulled 
out and brought into use. Therefore it thus 
appeared in print in 1878. it did not come 
into Immediate use, but slumbered for some 

years like the term “chestnut” and many 
other slang phrases that have long lain dor- 
mant and then suddenly burst into full bloom 
of popularity. It was not until the presi- 
dential term of 1884, eight years after Mr. 
Fuller unchained the word mugwump with 
all the ostentation of his double definitions 
that it came into general use. 

PETROLEUM V. NASBY. 

Death of David R. Locke, of the To- 

ledo Blade. 

The death of David Ross Locke, editor of 
the Toledo Blade, removes one of the best 
known journalists in the country. His pen 
has been a busy one since the year 1880, and 
before and since that date Mr. Locke has 
been a hard working journalist. The first of 
his “Nasby" satires was published in the 
Findlay Jeffersonian, Ohio. It was signed 
“Rev. Petroleum Vesuvius Nasby.” Drop- 
ping the “Rev.” and contracting the middle 
name to its initial letter we have the nom tie 
plume by which the author Is better known 
than by his real name. 

Mr. Locke was born at Vestal, Broome 
county, New York, in the year 1833. In the 

spring of 1843 he applied for work at the of- 
fice of the Cortland, (N. Y.) Democrat. At 

that time he w’asa'briiit^eyed lad, straight 
in figure and respectful in department. It 
was feared that the boy was too sm!<ll tor 
the arduous duties devolving upon him as 
the “printer’s devil” of those days, but the 
fadt that he had walked all the way from 
Marathon, 14 miles distant, decided the 
question, and the coveted place was given 
him. The boy Droved to be an apt pupil, 
and soon mastered the mystery of setting 
type. Although the ofilce was on the third 
door of the block, and with the taking up of 
wood and water and other “chores” the sltn- 
ation must have been a hard one. Locke 
was cheerful and industrious. He dearly 
loved a joke, and often made his associates 
roar with laughter at his oddities. The im- 
pression he made was exceedingly favorable. 
There was nothing small or dishonorable 
about the lad, who was much liked and re- 
spected. His aptitude for literary composi- 
tion led in due time to his engagement as a 
reporter. Subsequently he became editor 
and publisher. When, soon after the pub- 
lication of his first “Nasby” letter, and after 
he had lived in various places, he took an 

engagement on the Toledo Blade, the char- 
acteristic productions were transferred to 
that journal, of which, at the time of his 
death, he was editor and part proprietor. 
Whatever he wrote, whether in humorous or 
serious, conventional strain, was remarkably 
well done. Mr. Locke’s pen was a trenchant 
and powerful weapon. 

Besides the “Nasby” letters, many of 
which have been reproduced in book form. 
Locke is the author of “The Morals of Abou 
Ben Adhem,” published in 1875. His “Wid- 
ow Bedott,” a comic drama, is admired by 
many playgoers.

cussing the Queen’s Speech. 

Prince Bismarck’s Latest Allusion to 

the Desire for Peace. 

The Majesty of the Law as Revealed 
In Ireland. 

London, Feb. IS.—1The debate on the ad- 
dress in reply to the Queen’s speech was re- 

sumed in the House of Commons to-day by 
John Ellis, Liberal member for Nottingham- 
shire, who supported Mr. Parnell's amend- 
ment to the address. He denied that the de- 
crease of crime in Ireland was owing to the 
crimes act, and asserted that the returns sub- 
mitted by the government to support that 
claim were valueless, inasmuch as they tail- 
ed to give details which would enable the 
identification of any of the cases they cited. 
He condemned the action of the Irish magis- 
trates, many of whom, he said, were unquali- 
fied for the positions they occupied, while 
others had been quilty of arbitrary conduct. 
He mentioned the case of one magistrate 
who had declared that he was acting under 
government orders and refused to give anv 
other reason for a decision he had rendered. 

Herbert Gladstone, Liberal, taunted the 
government with its utter failure in the at- 
tempt to prevent the progress of theplan of 
campaign or to suppress the National 
League. The 1800 branches of the League 
continued to flourish, and the government 
did not dare to try to hew down the main 
trunk in Dublin. Every landlord, with one 
exception, to whom the plan of campaign 
had been applied-had surrendered. 

On motion of William O’Brien the debate 
was adjourned. 

A Ceneral Desire for Peace. 
Berlin, Feb. 15.—Prince Bismarck, at 

a dinner given by him yesterday to members 
of the Reichstag, alluded to the recent pacific 
utterances of some Russian newspapers as a 
symptom of the general desire for peace. 

Wants a Man-of-War. 

Tangier, Feb. 15.—It is reported that W. 
Reed Lewis, the American consul, has asked 
his government to immediately send a man- 

of-war to enforce his demand for the release 
of a Moor, imprisoned at Rabat. The au- 
thorities declare the Moor has no right to 
claim the protection of Lewis on the ground 
that a civil suit was pending against the 
Moor when the consul issued a protection 
patent. 

Enlightened Policy. 
Dublin, Feb. 15.—At Falcaragb, Father 

Stephens has been sentenced to three months’ 
Imprisonment without hard labor for inciting 
tenants not to pay rents. He appealed. The 
nnnrt waa anrrnnmI hv ATPitAfl fmwHa. 

Fourteen persons, including O’Sullivan

George and MeGlynu are fighting over the 
ownership of the anti-poverty party. To 
the unprejudiced observer it looks as if that 
party had arrived at a state when It is not 
worth lighting about. It appears to be in in- 
solvency with far heavier debts than assets. 

The annual report of the public schools of 
Ohio shows the astonishing decrease of ten 
thousand pupils in the school enrollment 
within two years. These figures are made 
from official returns. The reason for this 
decrease is not explained; but it is probably 
from defective enrollmeut rather than be- 
cause there is any decrease in the number of 
children of school age in Ohio. 

The Hon. John W. Deering lias written a 
letter to tlie Argus in which he says that he 
js not and lias not been a candidate for the 
Democratic nomination, and requests tliat 
his name be not used in that connection. 
He says further that while he knew that lie 
had been mentioned lie considered it “mere 
idle talk." We have little doubt but the 
Democracy will take Mr. Deering at his 
word, aud allow him to continue to rest. 

No work could be more useless than some 
of the fortifications which have been planned 
in Canada.

''Senator Biair ought to esteem it fortuuate 
'-' for the bill that bears his name that the 

Senate has voted on it, for tiie longer 
it remained under discussion the weaker it 
became. The ranks of its friends have great- 
ly thinned since it was first announced as 
tlie great panacea for illiteracy at the South. 
One by one educators wiio gave it their ad- 
hesion on the supposition that it would 
prove what its author supposed it would, a 

uriM i.u tuiudiiuii, nave raiien away irum u 

until now the mos. distinguished college 
presidents and educators North and 
South are numbered among its en- 
emies. This change of sentiment 
has been the result of examination and the 
consequent conviction that the bill would 
not do what It was advertised to and would 
retard rather than advance the cause of edu- 
cation at the South. The constitutionality 
of the bill is very doubtful, and this also lias 
had much weight. 

President Cleveland’s gift to the Pope lias 
been the subject of much comment, both be- 
cause it was unique and because it came 
from a country which seems to be receiving 
considerable favor and attention. The press 
of Europe are giving the subject unusual at- 
tention for another reason also, a reason 
that will be less pleasing to the American 
people. The delegation that presented the 
gift are reported to have made this remarka- 
ble announcement in the course of the ad- 
dress : 

In the volume which we have the distinguished 
honor to present to your holiness in the name of 
the President of the United States, and which 
contains the constitution of those Slates we read 
the enactment that Congress shall make no law 
respecting an esta bailment of religion or prohib- 
iting the free exercise thereof. Thus the Catho- 
lic Church is left entirely tree from all State dom- 
ination. This liberty is all that she requires for 
her triumph, as her history in these States cleatly 
proves. 1 gnorance of her real doctrine and hered- 
itary prejudices, the great obstacles to her prog- 
ress, are gradually disappearing, as Catholics and 
liou-Cathollcs mingle with and understand eaeli 
other. 

This statement from those whom Presi- 
dent Cleveland made his envoys ought to be 
enough to set all Europe agog. It sounds' as 
ihe United States were about to become the 
Holy Roman Repnblic. 

Senator Stanford lias been giving some 
observations on poverty and the best ways 
to abolish it. His theories of the origin of 
the troublesome conditiou may not be quite 
so charming as Mr. Henry George would set 
forth; hut they are simple; and two of them, 
at least, arc old acquaintances of every oh- 
serving person, rue sine Him use or liquor 
and "ignorance of how to save mouey,” and 
especially the latter, were admitted causes of 
poverty long before Mr. Stanford raw beg- 
gars in California in 1800, in places where 
"any man could go out with tin pan and 
earn five dollars before breakfast." Mr. 
Stanford's other theory, that much poverty 
is caused by a lack of manual training in 

*■ schools and colleges, is less venerable as well 
as less readily accepted. Mr. Stanford 
thinks that if so many people could be 

taught trades that the entire product of this 

country should be doubled next year, the 
wages would be doubled, either in increase 
of money or received or in the smaller cost 
of the necessaries of life; and that poverty 
will rapidly diminish when everybody j 
knows how to do some difficult and useful 1 

thing. "My great hope,” he says, “is in my 1 

university, which I wish to build so tall and 
deep and broad that the rudiments of every 
useful trade and occupation may be taught.” 
Whether Senator Stanford's hopes will be 
realized at once in bis California university 
is doubtful. It would not be surprising if 
the proportion of carpenters, masons and 
machinists turned out of Poland Stanford, 
Jr., University should be as smallas the pro- 
portion of farmers turned out by the Maine 
Agricultural College. People have not all 
come yet to recognize that the lack of a 

trade may be as bad as a taste for liquor or a 

propensity tosquander; and forsome reason, 
—perhaps the wages have much to do with 
it,-trades are not esteemed so highly as ; 
clerkships and other employments of appar- 
ent ease and gentility. Put when a great 
university backed by millions of money, 
throws the weight of its influence in favor of 
a system that trains the eye and hand as 

well as the memory and tile reasoning pow- 
ers, and sends young men out in life as well 
fitted to become successful specialists in the 
trades as in law or medicine, a leavening 
lump will be introduced into society, the 
workings of which Senator Stanford may 
live to see.

Mayor Chapman was renominated yesterday 
by acclamation as Itepublicau candidate for 
Mayor. This was a deserved compliment to 
a gentleman who has discharged the ardu- 
ous and important duties of the chief mu- 

nicipal office for two years past with great 
ability and with general satisfaction to the 
citizens of Portland. It was a fortunate 
thing, too, for the people of Portland, for it 
undoubtedly ensures for another year 
a wise and judicious management of their 
municipal affairs, and an administiatiou that 
will reflect credit upon the city both at home 

and abroad. It lias been demonstrated by 
the experience of two years, years in which 
many questions deeply affecting the welfare 
of the city have been up for solution, that 
Mr. Chapman possesses in large measure 
the qualities needful in the chief executive 
of our city, that lie is progressive in his 
ideas, anil ready to give his hearty 
cooperation to every judicious move- 
ment for the moral, educational and ma- 
terial advancement of our people.

If, after having declined, Mr. Blaine 
should consent, under any stress of paity 
compulsion, to accept the nomination and to 
stand ns a candidate, the fact that lie had 
once withdrawn would settle the election 
agaiust him beforehand. The withdrawal is 
creditable to Mr. Blaine. It shows that he 
possesses an elevation of ambition and a 

patriotic devotion to his party whicli forbid 
him to subject it to tbe risk of defeat for the 
mere purpose of a personal gratification for 
himself.

I Hon. Charles J. Chapman Renomi- 
nated for mayor. 

Strong Speeches Wade by Prominent 
Citizens. 

A Unanimous and Cordial Support 
Civcn the Candidates. 

The Republican delegates chosen at the 
1 M onday night caucuses to uouiinute a candi- 

date for Mayor, met at the Council Chamber 
yesterday afternoon at 4 o’clock, the Recep- 
tion Hall having been engaged by other par- 
ties. 

Mr. Herbert G Briggs, chairman of the 
City Committee, called tlie convention to or- 
der at 4.00 p. m., and Mr. James H. Hail 
nominated Prentiss Boring for chrirman.

Mr. Byitmu Kimball 
was chosen to (ill the vacancy in Ward 4 
caused by tlie absence of Mr. Ira S. Locke, 
and Messrs. R. 11. Ball, W. K. Stevens and 
George S. Gallison to (ill vacancies in their 
respective wards.

To all which. 1 declared, must be supple- 
mented a firm government maintained in the 
interest of sobriety and good order. 

It has been my aim to carry out such a pol- 
icy and, in su doing, 1 have been aided at all 
times with the hearty co-operation of the 
City Council. What measure of success has 
attended our efforts is a legitimate matter for 
public discussion. After the forthcoming 
canvass, if reelected to the position which 
1 now hold, 1 shall adhere to the platform 
before mentioned, and strive with added ex- 
perience, to so oonductaffairs as to close my 
official term with the consciousness that my 
service lias tended to promote the public 
prosperity and guard the good name of the 
city whose interests we all have so much at 
heart. |Tremendous applause.]

FLOODED CELLARS. 

A Break In the Water Pipe on Port- 

land Street. 

Yesterday morning at about 4 o’cl< ck the 

water pipe broke on Portland street in front 
of Tolman & Son’s grocery store, and in a 

twinkle the frozen earth, ice and snow was 

torn up and water went rushing down Alder 

street witn tremendous velocity. A huge 
hole some twelve feet in diameter was made 

at the place of the break and a deep channel 

was made in Alder street. The water rushed 
iuto the cellar of the house occupied by E. 
G. Dolton Ailing it to a depth of about three 

feet, and butter, pickles and such things 
were destroyed. J. Parshley’s cellar was 

Ailed with four feet of water which done 
considerable damage. 

Near the foot of Alder street!*, a ttory and 
a half house occupied by Joseph C. Dolloff.

water found its way into every room on the
