The National Association of Wool Manufac- 
turers in session in Boston adopted resolutions 
'iatingthat the woolen industry is not adequate- 
ly protected under the existing laws, demand- 
ing an increase in tlie ad valorem duties and 
asserting that no rate of duty upon wool can be 
protective to the American grower which is 
not accompanied by corresponding duties com- 

pensatory and protective, upon manufactured 
articles suflicient to enable the American manu- 
facturer to hold the home market. 

An oliicial announcement of the details of the 
new financial scheme of the Northern Pacific 
Railroad Company lias been made. It provides 
for a blanket mortgage of £100,000,000. The 
most important feature is the provision to pay 
a cash dividend of 1 percent, on preferred stock 
•lanuary 1st. ixoo, and quarterly dividends 
thereafter at the rate of 1 per cent per quarter.

In 1744 France joined Spain in a war again-t 
Kngland. The French and Indian.-of Canada 
learning this began to make it very unpleasant 
for the Knglish vv ho had settled in Acadia since 
its capture hy < 'ommodore Phipps. The French 
-till held the i-land of ( ape Breton, on which 1 
was the town of Loui-burg, a very -trong 
position naturally, which the French had 
-trough fortified. ><» strong were its defences 
that it was called the American (iihraltur. 
This island and town the Knglish colonists ot 
North America thought would he a great con- 
venience to them, and an expedition was tilted 
out for its capture in 174."». The ships, arma- 
ment ami forces were as follow-: Fourteen 
-hips carry mg 200 guns, transports, .-tore ships, 
we., and 4,(mmi soldiers. In this expedition 
Maine again came to the front. Not only was 
the ( omruander-in-ehief a Maine hoy, hut the 
second in command was also horn upon our 
-oil. W illiam Pepperell, of Kittery, was Com- 
mander-in-* hief and Samuel Waldo of Fal- 
mouth. was chosen second in command. This 
expedition was also successful, (ion. Pepperell 
was made a Baronet and (ien. Waldo was also 
made an oflieer of high rank and given large 
landed possession-, a part of which is the pre- 
sent county of Waldo, which took its name 
from it- first proprietor. 

The first 74-gun frigate Imilt in America was 
built-in Maine, at Kittery Point, and was at one 
time commanded hy ( ommodore John Paul 
Jones. She was called tin* America and was 
afterwards given to the French (iovcrnment to 
indemnify them for losses of vessels sustained 
hy them while in an alliance with us during the 
war of the Revolution. The tirst British vessel 
captured in the waters of the United States by- 
American patriots was at Macliias in this state. 

After the declaration of Independence the 
Continental Congress selected John Adams of 
Massachusetts as minister to the French Court, 
and another Maine hoy, Commodore Samuel 
Tucker, of the town of Bremen — now in 
Lincoln county -who was then in command of 
the frigate Boston, was selected to perform the 
important duty of carrying Mr. Adams to 

I France. By skilful navigating he eluded the 

tluv«* British friuates whieli had been laying in 
wait for him. and were all three m >iurht at one 
time, and captured the British sloop of war 
Maltha while on the \oyairr. safely landini; 
Minister Adams on the shores of France. It 
is a matter of history that the gallant old Com- 
modore captured more mins from the enemy 

j than an\ other naval commander during the 
w ar ot the Revolution. 

\nother hero of the war of the Revolution

All the Maine troops did their duty man- 

fully. Kvery regiment that w* t from Maine 
has* a record of which they need not be 
ashamed. Some had greater opportunities than 
*»thers. The old 20th did her duty in a manner 

both creditable to her State and to herself at 
Port Hudson and Irish Bend. So did others on 
other fields, and there are no jealousies among 
the nation-savers from Maine. The noble 
principles for which you wen; contending 
were ever uppermost in your minds. Such a 

thing as fame never entered there. You all 
followed the old flag and charged together 
when death was in every step, and Hosed up 
as the dying fell, and kept boosting up old 
(ilory, the Stars and Stripes, until in you 
placed it oil llie very pinnacle of Mount i’isgar, 
so it could he seen and known and respected by 
till nations of the earth for all coming time. 

I wish to mention hut two more regiments, 
not that they were any hotter lighting men 
than the others, hut they had opportunities 
and have gained national fame and are on a 
line with my previous remarks. The 1st Maine 
Cavalry had more men killed than any other 
cavalry regiment during the war, and were in 
more conflicts than any other regiment, having 
a record of 107 engagements, as shown hy an 
order issued in 1st 14. This is three more than 
any other. When we consider there were 2,- 
100 regiments in the Held this is no small honor. 

| The 1st Maine Heavy Artillery, or ISth In- 
i fantry, had more men killed and wounded than 

an\ other regiment in the I'nion army. At a 

charge in front of l’etershurg dune lsili, 1M>4, 
she lost in killed and wounded, out of a total 
of '.'00, 0-14 men in ten minutes. Hen. Meade 
was heard to say, in later years, that it was the 
most brilliant charge of the war, and that the 
charge of the famous Light Brigade pales into 
iusignilieance before it. And at Appomattox, 
to crown the State of Maine with stiil higher 
honors, a Maine man, (ien. Chamberlain, was 
chosen to receive the surrender of Lee's army. 
And now, without stopping to recapitulate, 1 
say. well did our forefathers earn the right to 
place upon their escutcheon the proud motto 
l>in'</"' / Laid! and well has it been sustain- 
ed by worth} sons of noble sires, 

Who .-wore whatever bo the rest, 
The heritage our fathers gave 

should never by their sons be lost, 
or freedom's home become her grave. 

And now. what can be said <>f those who 
went outrum our good old Mate to :>attle for 
the right and never returned. Dead upon 
many a held of their country's glory are thou- 
sands of our brave boys who ought to have 
lb ed to have enjoyed the triumphs of a tiuai 
victory and the peace and reconstruction fol- 
lowing it. Their dying eyes were to look only 
upon the wretched spectacle of States discord- 
ant. belligerent, and drenched in fraternal 
blood. For us there was the laurel of victory, 
for them only the cypress crown ; and yet how 
bravely the} dim with their faces to the foe. 
with nothing hut a sense of duty to urge them 
on.

"iij'erintendent of Schools Luce is gradually 
preparing the way for the introduction of free 
text books into the State, the law fixing the 
daP* at which this must be done at August 1. 
l-bo. Tnis winter In* will obtain the lowe-i 
lij-iP for school books of the publishers, and 
issue a circular to the school otli -ers through- 
< >n the "late, in which necessary information 
w be given and two systems outlined by 

lii' li ; tie change can he made. The books in 
a town must be uniform, but State uniformity 
is iim re1111i: ■! or even deemed expedient, as it 
would give the publisher whose hooks were 
used an advantage in fixing his prices which 
he would not he slow to improve. 

By one system, well preserved hooks owned 
by a pupil will be appraised and turned into 
the general stock of the town, the owner being 
paid for them.

I s;i\v it tirst, as most Northern tourists do. 
coming down by rail, via. a branch of the 
Southern Pacific; and like everybody else was 
wild with delight as the glorious prospect un- 
folded—oblivious of heat 1-0 deg. in the shade, 
alkali, pnh'o (dust) that pricks the flesh like 
needles, ami the danger of leaving one’s mor- 
tal remains in some cotiinless ditch, dug to re- 

iw tie- annual holocaust of yellow fever vic- 
tims. 

(iuaunus has been indirect communication 
wifh the I'nited States for some years, by 
means of the Sonora railroad, which joins the 
Southern Paeilie at Benson. Arizona. The 
train passes through Herniosilla—the capital 
of the Mexican state of Sonora—about 7 
o’clock in the morning, giving passengers an 

opportunity to breakfast there, (iuaymas, ill) 
miles distant, is the second city, in point of 
i pulation. in the State, and the most impor- 
tant port on the (»ulf coast of California. It 
li- s about. miles below the boundary line of 
the I S.. and 37)3 miles from Benson. 

Properly speaking the Sonora railway begins 
at Los Nogah-s. only sx miles above the Mexi- 
can frontier, that between Nogales and Benson 
being the Nri/onaA- New Mexico line. They 
arc one system, however, connecting with the 
Atchison. Topeka «V Santa Fe, as well as 
with the Southern Paeilie. and charge at the 
rate of six rents a mile on through tickets, al- 
lowing only a very limited amount of luggage 
at that. In fact, if there is a mean railway 
company in the country, with boorish, unac- 

commodating and piggish oliieials from highest 
to lowest it i» this great system of the far 
Southwest. Having things all their own wav, 
with no present prospect of competition or op- 
position, is not good for railway magnates any 
more than for men. 

\\ Matever tinicoj year \ mi journey this way. 
except during a few week- near the close of 
tin- long, dr\ season, or at tin: height of the 
rainy, you are sure of the most delightful 
weather. lea\ ing nothing to be desired in the 
way of blue skies and bainn airs, as one slides 
bet ween the hills into valley- clothed with the 
vi idlin' of perpetual summer, the smiling 
landscape backed on either hand by the grand- 
• nr of mountain range-. 

As it approaches the sea the road veers to 
the western side of the great interior basin and 
at last.darting suddenly into the midst of the 
bordering bills, brings up on the very brink of 
(iuaymas Bay. So closely do rocky heights 
crowd in that the train i- actually compelled to 
put to sea in order to make further progress, 
and the track is carried on idles across a broad 
aim of the bay. until it reaches a point where 
a footing on terra tirma can again be secured. 
And when gained the ••footing" i- of the firm- 
est. consisting of solid rock of unknown thiek- 
iie-s, the road-bed having been blasted out of 
the bast s oft lie hills. 

At this stage of the journey the most blnse 
pa-s. i:gers are invariafdy aglow with enlhusi- 
.-m. skirting closely along the shore for 
miles tin: bay is sometimes completely hidden 
by a bold promontory, or by one of the num- 
erous high, rocky i-lands: tin n its broad and 
beautiful expanse burst- suddenly into view 
again. The color of tin* water is the most in- 
tense \ ever beheld. tin: deep, bluish-green pe- 
culiar to tropic sea-, m \ r seen elsewhere in 
full intensity. and hardly to be inn gined unless 
out -t tn. (Mi its farther side (iuaymas Bay 
i- separated from the (iuif of California by a 
low, -and;, beach, which rapidly develops into 
a barrier of precipitous hills: between which, 
far in the distance, one can faintly discern the 
outlet—-the apparently narrow gate which af- 
fords the oni> entrance to the land-locked har- 
bor. With its irregular outlines, brilliant 
bin s. picturesque islands and mountainous 
shores, it seems to one sweeping along these 
border.- that the with? world cannot show a 
more splendid -cent'. 

But the climax i- not ycl readied. rl'his is 
only Hit1 outt r bay. s-parated from it by head- 
lands ami hills. e\ cry one of which is an island, 
i- tin- inner bay, on whose edge the city of 
(•uaynias i- located. Though much smaller 
than tin outt r bay the inner is, if possible, the 

of the two—it- calm, green waters lit- 
eral!) cradled in mount tins, -coming to sleep 
in lie: -mtsliine. tiic hi! barriers that separ- 
ate if from the sea lifting themselves even 
higher than in>- mountains which guard its 
entrance.

To the casual observer, it would -eem as if 
thi- was no place for a town, though so beauti- 
ful in a scenic point of view ; md one wonders 
what the inhabitants would do should a tidal 
wave come along, or a “boom" of magnitude 
ovi Hake it. In the former ease, it certainly 
Would not be a very desirable place, for should 
such a catast rophe occur, the nearby mountains 
would atl'ord little ebance of escape, their pre- 
cipitous sides being, for the nm-t part, sheer 
Hill's of bare rock which a goat could not climb. 
The well-informed Htizen, however, insists 
that here b ample room for two hundred thou- 
sand people, and is doing his perpetual best to 
get up a “boom" on any pretext whatsoever, 
some -ay that the city might expand across the 
inner bay. in various directions, thus making a 
modern Venice of it. or one of those lake cities 
of ancient time-, such as the Mi xican Capital 
used to l e in it- earliest days. They might go 
farther and add floating gardens, like those of 
the A/.tec Tt nochtit Ian, -for there are not like- 
ly to be any others in this rock) soil, even if 
there wen space for them—and all things are 

possible to the -anguine imagining- of real es- 
tate, dealers.

There is a great deal of business transacted 
in (.uaymas, sleepy as it looks, in most of 
which tin- I’nited States is interested. Tie 
principal shipments are cotton, tlour and 
ore. and oranges during their season, raised on 
a few ranches between this place and Ilermos- 
i!lo. Ocean trade i- mostly carried on from this 
port 1-y two steamers, the “City ol' Mexico” 
and the “State <>t Sonora,” the first arriving on 
the Mth of every month and leaving on the 
Pith, carrying passengers to ami from San 
Francisco around the Peninsula: tlie other 
steamer sailing every threi weeks for La Paz, 
Mazatlan, San Hlas, and Manzanillo, — all 
“down In-low” a> the natives say of points to 
the southward. 

'The completion of the Sonora railway was a 
most important event for (I nay mas, as it estab- 
lished the third inter-oceanic route on the 
eontiuent, and when fast trains are placed on 
the line. <a> promised in the near future.) the 
journey from New York to the (Julf of Califor- 
nia may be accomplished in live days. 

In point of minerals, the State of Sonora is 
known as one of the richest sections in the 
Mexican lie-public. It is divided into eight 
mining districts, viz.: Cuaymas,—gold, silver, 
copper, salt, lead, alum, iron, sulphur, and 
marble; I lermosillo---gold, silver, lead, copper, 
salt, alum and marble; Lres—gold, silver, lead, 
tin, iron, lime, plaster of paris, rock salt, topaz 
and beryl: Arizpe -gold, silver, copper, lead, 
iron, tin. nitrate of potash, rock salt, marble 
and coal; Alamos—gold, silver, copper, lead, 
iron, salt, sulphur, carbonate of soda and mar- 
ble: and the other districts,—called respective- 
ly Sahuaripa, Oposura, and Magdalena -have 
about the same productions. 

'The annual output of the mines to little 1 

short of two millions of dollars, at present, em- 

ploying about six thousand men, and mostly 
worked by American capital. 

The price of government lands in the State 
of Sonora, brought down to Yankee measure- 

ment, is about nine and one-haif cents per acre 
a good deal more than most of it is worth, ag- 

riculturally. In some parts considerable wheat 
and corn are grown: besides sugar-cane, coffee, 
llax, black beans, red pepper, rice, Spanish 
peas, lentils and potatoes. In other district* 
where grazing is tolerable, the people are de- 
voted to the raising of sheep,cattle, horses and 
mules hides forming one of the most impor- 
tant articles of export. Cotton is cultivated to 
a limited extent along the rivers Altar, Alame- 
ta and Ignacio. Most of the mountains, ex- 

cept those near the sea, are covered with ex- 
tensive forests of pine, oak, ebony, Brazil- 
wood, rose-wood, log-wood and mulberry; 
while in the gently-rising interior valleys trop- 
ical fruits may he grown to perfection, such as 

lemons, limes, citrons, figs, grapes, pomegran- 
ites, guavas, mangoes, ehiramayas, etc. 

As for the weather, though it sometimes 
freezes in the mountains between November 
and March, the heat of the lowlands, especially 
through July and August, is almost inconceiv- 
able to one at the North. 'The sailors of the 
<Jillf, when wishing to allude to the warmest 
place they know—instead of referring to sheol, 
after the manner of sail sea dogs in general- 
say, “Hot as (* uaymas.” The only water to be 
had that is drinkable comes from a deep well 
just outside the town, and the “sweet water” 

therefrom, peddled by darkey-boys, sometime* 
brings live cents per glass. It i* an odd cir- 
cumstance that t h• house of our American Con- 
sul, at Guay mas. Col. Willard, should once 
have been bombarded by one of our own gun- 
boats; and fast imbedded in its timber* may 
still be seen a shell, shot from tin- I'ni'tsnmnth 
many years ago.

about 1770 or ’SO, in Sir Humphrey Davy”" 
lecture room in the Koval Society of England, 
where the tirst electric spark may be -aid to 
have had its birth. After this infant spark 
was produced, which was tirst seen in a piece 
of amber, Sir Humphrey, a few years later, 
constructed a galvanic battery of two thous- 
and pairs of plates of steel, and a little later 
Benj. Franklin proved with his kite that light- 
ning and electricity were one and the same. 

Someone asked Franklin this question : “What 
is the use of it? (electricity) and he answered 
by asking another question: “W hat is the u>e 
of a baby?” meaning that electricity was then 
a baby science, and like a live baby bad plenty 
of room to grow: and it. did grow until mag- 
neto-electric induction was discovered in the 
laboratory of Michael Faraday at the Koval 
Institution: or, in other words, it was a di— 
eovery of the power which a steel magnet ex- 

erted on the electric current, ami it was this 
discovery which led to the invention and con- 

struction of our modern car motor. Faraday’s 
discovery was further developed by Pixii of 
Paris, who in IS32, constructed the revolving 
steel magnet. The tirst electric machine of 
any magnitude, however, was constructed by 
M. Xollet, Professor of Physics at the Military 
School of Brussels, and his assistant .Joseph 
Van Mulderen. with the financial help of a 

company of French and English capitalists. 
This machine was under the supervision of 
Faraday himself, and after some improvements 
made by M. Holmes, it was introduced into 
some of the English light-houses; and the 
electric light was tirst thrown over the sea at 
South Foreland, December Nth, tNuS. These 
machines were very costly; so much so that 
electricity was of no further use to the world, 
until Dr. Werner Siemens of Berlin, made 
some improvements, which were directly de- 
veloped into practical use by Wilde in April 
1NIM5. Almost simultaneously with this ad- 
vance made by Wilde, were the still greater 
improvements made by Varley, Siemens, and 
Wheatstone of Europe, together with those 
made by Mr. M. <i. Farmer in this country. 
This last was in the invention of the self-ex- 

| citing electrical machine which did away with 

the permanent magnets, and only combined 
field magnets with coils of wire to produce a 

i current. 
And so Franklin*' baby did grow from one 

development to another, until now we see it 
lighting our streets, warehouses, ami public 
halls, propelling our ears and doing other work 

j with much h" cost, and much less eonsump* 
lionof mail rial, than tlie older methods. When
