Biblical Inspiration. 

SERMON OF REV. C. W. BUCK, PREACHED AT 
PARK ST. CHURCH, FER. 15, 1874. 

“Not of the letter but of the Spirit; for the 
letter kiileth, but the spirit glveth life. 2d 
Cor. 31, 0. 

In the first of this series of sermons on Bi- 
bilieal' Inspiration we took a comprehensive 
survey of tbe subject; in the second we ascer- 

tained that th;re is inspiration in the Bible; 
iu the third we found that that inspiration is 
“not of tbe le'ler’’ and does not make the 
bible an infallible book; and now in the 
fourth aud last of the series l shall try in the 
first place to show what Bililical Inspiration 
is, and then iu the second place, to show 
what the Bible practically becomes under the 
two kinds of interpretation,—ihat the liter- 
al interpretation kiileth and the spiritual in- 
terpretation giveth life. 

I. Wbat, then, is Biblical Inspiration. It 
is the inspiration that is communicated in 
any passage of Scripture to the heart of tbe 
reader. It is the Word that proceedeth forth 
from God, uuimating the soul ot some ancient 
worshipper, imparted by him in words, and 
through words—through that brokeu, imper- 
fect communication—conveying vitalizing im- 
pulses from on high, to him wbo will receive. 
Words—mere words—are in this connection, 
ot no worth or meaning unless they impart 
energy from soul to sou!; then they become 
tbe medium on which inspiration passes; 
they become, in a secondary sense inspired 
words. As regards inspiration their other 
uses are of no value. They may instruct you 
thoroughly iu the laws of the cosmos, or im- 
part to you such knowledge of God s plans 
and purposes that the future of the universe 
may be yead in them as iu tin open book; they 
may discover to you all ranks and offices and 
names iu the hierarchy ot heaven;and ye', 
if they are not infused with tbe thought and 
feeling and-impulse that are given sometimes 
to human souls to make them conscious of a 
d.vine kinship; if they are not chari/ed with 
the spiritual electricity given from the skies 
to noble si uls, and by them sent along the 
line of language to thrill the souls of after 
generations; in a word, if they are such that 
no one can take any inspiration from them, then they aie not inspired words. 

This is the test of inspiration. If it should 
seem to any one to be not wholly satisfactory, it must be conceded at any late that it is the 
only test we have. 

in tne absence ot any proof or probability tLat God did not give words to a writer, we 
are limited inexorably to this single criterion 
of inspiration: Whatever languaye breathes 
the Word of God is inspired by the Word of 
God. Dr. Palfrey of Belfast, in an article 
printed in 1885 [Rel. Monthly Vol. 34, p 193] 
proposed this test *>f inspiration, although 
with some apparent uncertainty. He says, 
“whatever we may think on the question 
whether it [the Bible] is inspired, we must 
admit that it is ve:y inspiring; and perhaps in 
that fact may be the protoundest and most 
satisfactory proof of its inspiration.” That 
“perhaps” seems to imply also “perhaps 
not.” Well, perhaps the presence of inspira- 
tion is not the “piofoundest and most satis- 
factory proof” of the existence of inspiration; 
but at least there is no other proof; and to say 
“perhaps” to that is to doubt of inspiration 
altogether. Let us say without any “per- 
haps” that the presence of inspiration proves 
its existence. 

This view of inspiration shuts out very con- 
siderable portions ot the Bi de, and includes 
very much that is not in the Bible; because 
it shuts out all words wherever found that do 
not breathe the Word of God, and it include! 
all words, wherever found, that do. It is not 
a view of place but of quality; not of words 
and letters, gilt edges and binding, but of 
Spirit; not ot names, traditions, miracles, 
history, but of a present, omnipresent power. 

tusohanical view ol iiwpinWinn is narrow 

shutting up the Word of God to a single vol- 
ume; this spiritual view is large; itiecognizes 
the Word as a Spirit, going forth through all 
the world, going forth in hutnau act and 
speech and writing, sometimes so manifestly 
that the beholder may catch the divine affla- 
tus and say in h's heart “Lo, God is here!’ 
The Word of God goeth where it listeth; no 
man or men, no saints, apostles, prophets, no 
angels or archangels can fetter and fasten it 
to a single series of writings; it has spoken 
and speaks in manifold human speech, but 
the Word of God has never yet been bound. 
Dr. Hedge has said [Reason and Religion, p. 
303] “The Spirit which prays in any of us to- 
day, if the genuine fire of devotion is in us, 
is the same which discoursed in the Sermon 
on the Mount, afid opened the eves of the 
blind; which blew into the soul of Peter, and 
drove Paul like a rolling thing round the 
world, and built up universal Christendom, 
with its temples and its scriptures, its sancti- 
ties and its arts.” 

Dr. Vance "Smith says [Bible and Pop. Theol. p. 301.] “For, be it not torgolten, the 
Almighty Spirit is alive, and not dead. God 
is still and ever the living God; and our hu- 
man part must be to embrace the highest 
forms ol truth of every kiud, the highest 
ideas of right and duty which may become 
known to us, through whatever channel we 
may obtain them, whether through the pages 
of Scripture, by the teaching or the experience 
of others around us, or by the secret intima- 
tions of our own souls.” 

1 desire to emphasize strongly this dis- 
tinction between God’s Word, which breathes 
in all inspiration, and what is commonly 
called the Word o’ God, namely, the Bible. 
And because I know that ordinarily opinious 
are not much affected by argument, however 
sound and conclusive, but are affected by 
authority and example, I will still fuithe’r 
support this distinction by citing the following 
strong and indignant language of Bev. Dr. 
Bellows, who is known to us all aS a “con- 
servative” Unitarian. He says: “At every 
step, the truth, as if beats in men’s hearts', 
is blocked by some knotty text, which is as- 
sumed to call itself the Word of God. because 
it is contained within the covers of the 
Bible, no matter by whom it was said, on 
what occasion, or for what purpose. It is 
time this melancholy and obstinate super- 
stition which crowds aud chokes the truth, 
were treated according to its deserts.” He 
says also “It is a misleading and perplexing 
habit we have acquired or inherited of con 

founding the words of the Bible with toe 
Word of God.” “The Scriptures are holy, 
but they are not holier than conscience, 
than reason; and those who attempt to 
make them so, ^desecrate God’s Word in one 

place to honor it in another.” “For reason, 
conscience, humane feelings, universal sym- 
pathies—for them to think they are not on a 

level with God’s Word, being, indeed, God’s 
Word, too—for them to think they have not 
not as good a right to question the 
Scriptures as the Scriptures to question 
them—for them to feel abashed and humbled 
in the presence of God’s spirit, or God’s 
truth—for them to meet the messenger of 
the Lord with bandaged eyes, and to think 
it au honor to his message to listen to it in 
chains—this is indeed a veritable part of the 

worship of the crocodile and the serpent of 
the horrid fascination of the ugly—the wor- 

ship oi mere power, more venerable as it is 
more aibitrary.” [Restatement of Christian 
Doctrine, pp. 81, 82, 91.1 

Inspiration, then, is the breathing of Gou’s 
Word, in and thro .gh the human soul; the 
words in which that Word is outbreathed 
again are inspired words, wherever found. It 
is tbougnt perhaps to be an objection to this 
view that it is too large, includes loo much, 
raises to equal honor words of Scripture, aud 
words of philosophy, words of Paul aud 
words of Plato, and would even make words 
of Milton, Whittier and Emerson God-inspir- 
ed. 

Yes, indeed, it does make all words of wis- 
dom and power, all words that are profitable 
for correction, reproof or instruction in righte- 
ousness, God breathed; but it does not put all 
God-breathed words on the same level. One 
star differeth from another slar in glory; and 
each takes its glorv from the Almighty. So 
the word of Pla.o differs from the word ol 
Paul in the power and wisdom that are from 
above. There is one glory of inspiration in 
Socrates and another in Jesus. And it is 
quite just to say that one word is above 
another, more powerful, more wise, more in- 
spiring, giving impulse and guidance over a 
larger'range of experience, and reaching to 
deeper sources of feeling and of action; truly 
oue word does differ from another word in 
glory, but that is not to say that one word is 
better than another because of the place in 
which it is touud, or because of the date 
which is assigned to it, or for other factitious 
reason. Such superiority must be intriusic, 
uot adventitious; it emuot be1 imposed. lit le 

creator number of inspiring words are .u the 
Bible, then that is the best book; if ip 
Koran, that is the best book; but even jn the 
best book bad words may perchance be found, 
and their mere prox'mity to inspjration can- 

not make them also divine. Obviously, then, 
it is no sufficient warrant of inspired words to 

say that they are in the Bible; it is no suffi- 
cient reputation of their claim to say that. 
they are uot in the Bibiej our criterion must 

be, not where are thev found, but are they in- 
spiring? Bo they stimulate or instruct or in- 
spire me, or is there evidence that they have 
inspired others ? In either case they are in- 
spired words. 

II. How does this spiritual view of inspir- ation compare in practical application with 
the mechanical view, that the Bible is an in 
fallible book ? To some, perhaps, the rejec- 
tion of literal inspiation seems to destroy the 
Bible altogether. “This,” says Mr. Haweis, 
the Episcopalian minister from whom I quot- 
ed s me words last Sunday, “This is the usual 
p in'c cry—The whole Bible or nothing! It 
sounds a very dreadful dilemma, hut alter all, 
it ii but a parrot-cry.” And yet, though it be 
but an echo of the many-vciced Bibliolatry,we 
ought to remember that it is uttered often in 
deepest sincerity and sorrow. 

It any mourners tor the loss of an .11 fallible 
Bible were within sound of uiy voice, I could 
in! in,Vrtihe n ,0 "lve to this matter a lit- t e candid reflection. I woutdask ihem to con- Sidei whether or not this Bihliolairy—1 use a term which Coleridge first applied to Bible worship—is not a kind ot idolatry after all and whether its bold upon them is not p e- 
cisely of that kind by which all idolatry holds 
the worship of its devotees. There is no op- probrium in this intimation For we are 
none of us very far removed from ancestors 
whose religion was idolatrous; aud it were 
strange indeed if something ol that tendency 
had not passed down to us; nor is it necessary 
to go many streets Irom this place to find 
some of our lellow-citizeiis. in the full no n- 

ilay blaze ot this Utth century, biwiug down 
lielore the consecrated water,in which they find 
their God. Is it not ibon a fair subject of in- 
quiry, wbetbei',wbeu we perceive in ourselves 
this tendency towards tbe worship ot a Book, 
we are not perchance unconscious v borne on 
by an occult influence of superstition, which 
a few ceriturirs ago was rife through all the 
world, and still prevails in a large por.ion of 
Christendom? 1 believe, myseli that it is a 
tendency to be afraid of and to av. id, to search 
out and to cast out. Especially is its mflu- 
etice to be deprecated in tbe study of tbe 
Bible, tor the following reasons: 

1. It leads to fanciiul and false interprets 
tious. For exam ole, it is narrried that 
Satan had power over God to afflict Job 
with horrible diseases. That narrative was 
used in times of witchcraft to prove that ihe 
devil could in the person of witches afflict 
and torment his victims with disease. 
Witches could ride through the air ou a 

broomstick and send destiuclive tempests 
abroad. How proved? By the fact that 
Satan sent a tempest to destroy this house 
« here the sons ol Job were eating, (Lecky, 
Hist. Rationalism 1,91.] The opinions ot 
Galileo were condemned because the Bible 
says the ‘sun runneth about fiom oue end of 
the heaven to the other1 aud that the foun- 
dations of the earth are 30 firmly fixed that 
they cannot be moved, [ib. 275.] It was 
once maintained that Christians must not 
even speak of the Antipodes, because Paul 
says that all men are made to live upou the 
face of the earth; therefore man cannot live 
on more than one tace ot the earth or upon 
its back; audit is said that when in the 
middle of the eighth cpntury St. Virgilius 
ventured to aesei t the existence of the Auti- 
poaes “the whole religious world was 
thrown iuto a paroxysm of indignation, 
lib. 278, 280.] 

inis enact ot an extravagant regard lor 
the letter of Scripture is seen also in the 
curious devices ol the scholastic writers to 

fiut as much meaning Into the Scripture 
etter as human ingenuity could couceive, 

and more. One of them [John Scotus Eri- 
gena] went so far as to say that the iniiuite 
originator of the sacred Scripture had placed 
in it infinite meanings. But others weie 
content with less. One writer taught a three 
fold sense of Scripture; the literal, the spir 
ituai and the m«ral. Another taught a four 
fold sense. Another a seven told, and 
another an eight told. [Hag. Hist. Doer. 
1,428,459.] No more is needed to show 
that there is no end to the tancilui and false 
results to which this extravagant view in- 
vites. 

2. The tendency to Biblioiatry should be 
checked, in the second place, b 'Cause it makes I 
the Bible minister to cruel practices Under 
the law of Moses, one who did not keep the 
Sabbath with the enjoined strictness was to 
be put to death; and the next kinsman of a 
murdered man was permitted toslay the mur- 
derer. Now has I hat law ever been repealed ? 
If we say it has, we say it is not a law ot God, 
for laws of God are never repealed; it we say 

stone to death those who do any work ou Sat- 
urday. I need only allude to the support de- 
rived from the Bible for tbose.twin relics of 
barbarism, slavery and polygamy. 

3. In the third place Bihliolalry should be 
deprecated and avoided because it tends R> 
crush mind and reason in the devotee. Dr. 
Bellows says, [Restatement of Christian Doc- 
trine, p. 87.] “I pronounce this servile defer- 
ence to the letter of Scripture a gross super- 
sti ion, au insult to the Divine Reason, and 
to Christ’s own authority. It is a miserable 
perpetuation ot the Jews’ soul-crushing wor- 
ship of the very lett.r of the Mosaic law, 
which Christ in vaiu resisled and reproved.” 

Lecky, in his History of Rationalism makes 
'.bis striking statement:—“in exact propor- 
tion to the increase of European superstition 
did the doctrine of insp'ration dilate till it 
crashed every department of the human in- 
tellect. [Vol. 1. p. 280,1 

Now, while it may be saul that all intelli- 
gent persons ought to reject extravagant 
views of Biblical Inspiration, it would be un- 
justifiable toasseit that all who do cherish 
them are tor that reason to be pronounced 
unintelligent; I would not affirm that or im- 
ply it; but I do affirm that the natural effect 
of such views is to confuse the mind and 
check the free development of reason. For 
no one can try hard to sacrifice his reason to 
a book without succeeding .n some degree. 
If you say to reason, “Here, lie you still in 
the dark; the Bible occupies your place,'’ 
will you grow to be as reasonable as you oth- 
erwise might? Though one should not suc- 

ceed in sacrificing his reason,—and lew have 
ever succeeded iu that dreary effort—if only 
he thwarts its free movement and constraius 
it by lorce to arbitrary and unnatural courses, 
he cannot (ail by such outrage upon his mind 
to do it a lasting injury. I have knowu men 

who, without special training, by allowing 
scope to their minds for the action that na- 
ture intends, by refusing to bribe or betray 
their mental conclusions, under outside pres- 
sure; by scorning to adopt opinions because 
they threateu loneliness and reproach, by be- 
iug honest clear through, upright and 
downright even in the hidden laboratory 
of reason, have come to be by organic devel- 
opment men of strong minds. Without lib- 
eral education, without ex'eusive reading 
they know quite well what to think when 
thinking is iu demand, and other men go to 
them for counsel. Now reverse that process 
of straightforward natural development; sup- 
pose that, as soou as reason peeps, the Bible 
is clapped on to extinguish its involuntary 
heresies; suppose that it submits, and be 
comes a slave to this autocrat, is led this way 
to find this conclusion, or that way, to avoid 
another, but never acts independently as 

moved by its own uature; what becomes ol it 
then? It is led by the Bible till It can bald- 
ly stand alone; or, if it stands, it is as the 
Chinese women stand, with crushed leet. 
Are arguments so weak put forth in any oth- 
er cause as those advanced to support Bibli- 
cal Infallibility? Oris there any other sub- 
ject tbai gives occasion for reasoning so in- 
consequent, for reflections so shallow, for 
conjectures so airy and fanciful? Not long 
ago a theological professor and popular author 
of theological works, put forth a book entitled 
“The Arena and the Throne;” in which 
be assumes that the narrative iu the Book ol 
Job is all exactly true, that Satan did have 
an interview with God, and did talk to Him 
In a familiar and insolent manner; and, ap- 
parentlv in grave sincerity, he uses this aston- 
ishing language: “It is not a little surprising 
that Jehotah allowed such insolence in his 
presence; but then we know that he permitted 
similar real or apparent insults twenty cen- 
turies later in the wilderness. On the Judg- 
ment day it will be wise for the Judge to hate 
a clear case againBt Satan.” There appears 
to be some reason lor saying, with Dr. Bel- 
lows. that this is a “soul-crushing” supersti- 
tion ; and tor believing whi n Lecky states 
that at one period “it crushid every depart- 
ment of the humau intellect.” 

Such are some ot the perils attending the 
mechanical theory of Interpretation, Now, 
on the other hand, what advantage does the 
spiritual theory offer? 

1. In the first place—-freedom. Those who 
are led to exchange the mechanical theory or 

infallibility, for the 'spiriiual theory of in- 

spiration, instead of lamenting a low should 

rejoice in an emancipation. The .Lora Das 

put them in a larger place.where they can be- 

hold Him, not in one direction only, through 
ail ancient pane u/glass but in all directions, 
without artificial o .struction. They have ts- 

eioed ail effective blockade to the instructive 

ventures of thought; they have escaped seri- 

ous peril to hea'th of heart and mind; and in 
their escape they have abandoned nothing 
that was ot any worth. For there is no ad- 

vantage, no profit of any kind, in the del sion 

they have parted horn Some may say, in- 
deed, regretfully, “In taking from me niv in- 
fallible Bible you have taken all ray religious 
bedef. You have taken from me the doctrines 
of the Trinity and vicarious atoDemeot and 
everlasting punisbmeut.” But that is not a 

loss; that is part of the emancipation; they 
will some'ime rejoice in that present parting 
from famidar things. 

2. A second advantage is, more inspiration 
in the Bible.

let me briefly say that it enlarges <>ur Bible 
to include ali words of inspiration, by whom- 
soever spoken. When Kepler, following the 
laws of motion which he had himself dis- 
covered, tracked through planetary spaces 
the vast courses of creative mind, inspired 
and exalted by that communion with Deity, 
be exclaimed, “O God! I think thy thoughts 
after thee!’ How grand the words, from 
how grand an emotion I It is permitted to 
men in all ages to think God's thoughts 
after Him, under the inevitable human lim- 
itations; and when those thoughts are de- 
clared, it is suiely a misguided jealousy iu 
behalf of God, which would prevent our 
welcoming with gladness His own thoughts, 
by whatever fullering lips expressed. Let ii 
be remembered that it is God who kindles 
the light of reason, it is His inspiration that 
givetb us our understanding, it is His Word 
that lighteth every man coming into the 
world. 

Does any one fear that under the operation of this liberal view of inspiration the Bible 
will lose its holj upon the public tr.ind ? He 
has theu.small laith in that which he defends. The Bible needs noaerence; certainly not anv 
defence by eironeous teaching. That dr fence 
has brought it already under the condemna- 
tion ol many. “The natural lesuit,’' says Edward Hieginson, -‘of this Bible worship oit 
the one hand is contempt fur the Bible ou 
the other hand.” [Spirit of the Bible, V.,1. 
1, p. 2. | No, the Bible not only medsno 
defence, but proves incontestably its endurin 
vnaiity. by surviving so-long tire maltreat- 
ment to which it has been exposed at thu 
hands of its defenders Its real worth—like 
all leal worth—is imperishable. I have read 
words culled with careful selecriou ftvm thu 
•eS °lolller religions; and there are words 
in the Bible that, in my judgment at least, tar surpass their highest reach, I have 
searched “the Bible of the Ages.” a collection 
of wise sayings by sages of every time, to fimt 
iu it somt* words of ielig:ou$ confldeuce and 
hope, and found none that could compare with the sublime utterance of the Psalmist, 
“The Lord is my Shepherd. I shall not want.” 
That in the Bible which declares man s high- 
est aspiration, declares also a Divine inspira- tion,; it cannot die. As God inspired the 
Greeks with a genius whieh tended to art. 
and the Romans with a genius which tended 
to laws. He inspired the Jews with a genius 
which tended to religion. As He inspired Shakespeare to be high priest of the imagina tien, and the works of Sbakespenr» aie im- 
mortal, be inspired Jesus to hold tar more ex- 
alted rank as high priest of the Divine affec- 
tions; and the words of Jesus, imperfectly repor- ed though they are, will I old ibe heaif ot man 
more firmly than tbe subliinest words of poe- 
sy, or nhilosopby or song; lor they place him- 
selt before our view, him, the conspicuous example for all the world ol confidence in 
God, and devotedness to the will of God. 
‘That voices echo cannot die.’ 
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Good Living at Two Dollars a Week. 
Dr. Dio Lewis, in one of his sprightly books 

on the subject of health published several 

years ago, incidentally shows that a much 
more economical style of living than is gen- 
erally adopted even by the poorest classes, 
might be made to compcrt with a degree of 

physical vigor and mental buoyancy much 

greater than now generally prevail. He tells 

us circumstantially how he once lived a whole 

week,in the warmest summer weather,in Bos" 

ton, the dearest market in the United btates* 

on forty-two cents performing meanwhile a 

very unusual amount of both mental and 

physical labor and finding that he had gained 
half a pound in weight at the end of the ex- 

periment! The staple of his diet was crack, 
ed wheat, hominy,oat meal, the. cheaper kinds 
of meat cooked in stews, beans and hulled 
corn. On such food, he finds by personal ex- 

perience and close professional observation for 
many years, that he could feed a family of 
ten persons, a week iu Boston for two dollars* 
In cheaper markets be would undertake to pro- 
vide for the same family at a rate so low that 
he hesitates to name the sum, insuring his 

boarders at the same time.more perfect health* 

better looks, clearer brains and longer lives 
than nicer and more expensive feeders enjoy, 
besides giving them a much keener relish of 
the pleasures of the table. 

These statements attracted considerable at- 

tention from the press of this and other cities 
at the time they were published. They had 
a perceptible effect, too, supported as they 
were by the independent experience of many 
unprofessional observers. But unhappily 
they apparently did not reach or failed to im- 
press a large number of individuals of the 
most numerous class likely to be benefitted 

by them. Many invalids and other people in 

comfortable circumstances who Lave an intel- 

ligent apprehension of the means to be em- 

ployed in obtaining and preserving good 
health, have adopted plain fare as a sauitary 
precaution. But there are very few persons 
whose pecuniary circumstances make econo- 

my of special importance to them who kuow 
how to obtain wholesome and appetizing food 
at prices which they can actually afford. It 
is a singul »r fact that oat ine»i »na corn meal 

are commonly more conspicuous articles of 

diet on ‘ables of the rich than on those iff 
cue poor. It is another singular fact that the 
baked beans, brown bread, hominy and In- 
dian pudding, which exist in books as the or- 

dinary fare of farmers and the rural popula- 
tion, are oftener affected ly the denizens of 
cities than by country people. The farmers 
like poor city people are infected by the great 
American mania for saleratus, superfine flour 
and beef-steak, and their tables are disfigured 
by the green and yellow streaked biscuits, so 

prolific of dyspepsia and its kindred horrors. 
In the country the glorious old brick ovens, 
whence formerly issued the traditional feast of 
the cultivator of the soil,have fallen into disuse. 
The oats are all given to the horses, the barley 
and corn are sold for flour with three X.’s 
and the leathery steaks which the itinerant 
butcher finds a market for, scores of miles 
from any city. The pies, cakes and preserves, 
the jam, the fried meats and the numberless 
inventions of pastry cooks for disconcerting 
eupeptic stomachs have, even in the depths of 
thp country, quite pushed from their places 
of honor the wholesome old kings of the ru- 
ral banquet. The country housewife would 
be quite ashamed to set before a guest the 
plain dishes which used to make good cheer. 
Her bread must be of the whitest—or yellow- 
est—her cakes of the richest and she will not 
fail in furnishing forth her table with an im- 
mense variety of the nameless edible knick- 
knacks which her city cousin would never 

think of producing. If you want oat meal 
pudding or porridge, good baked beans or 

wholesome and digestible graham bread, you 
must go to the city for them—yes, and gener- 
ally to the homes of the affluent. The poor 
city laborer pays for his fare double and treble 
as much as he ought and lives only a half or 
a quarter as well as he might. For he com- 

petes with his rich neighbor in buying steak 
at from 30 to 40 cents a pound, for one thing. 
Tbe best cuts of course go to the rich cus- 

tomer, even if there be no difference in the 

price, and the poor customer must fain con- 

tent himself with what is left. How in 
the first place poor steak is an abom- 
ination god® and men, however pre- 
pared. and good steak requires in its prepara- 
tion for the table about as much skill as is re- 

quired in managing a delicate affair of di- 
plomacy or of love, so that, i.i nine cases out 
of ten, the laborer or person of small income 
who enters upon this ruinous competition, 
gets a tough indigestible section of bovine 
muscle and sinew for his breakfast or dinner, 
when for a fifth of the price he could buy the 
cheaper but equally good parts of the animal, 
delighting and s'oothiug with the delicious 
stew made therefrom the long-suffering stom- 
ach. There is not only ignorance but foolish 
pride standing in the way of this kind of 
economy, which is at the same time perfectly 
practicable and more effective than can be 
practiced in any other direction. People do 
not like to be suspected of a want of respect 
for their stomachs, and especially the stom- 
achs of their family, and dread the reputa- 
tion of not living well. Accordingly 
all through this hard winter, ignorant and 
foolish people of all classes go on daily 
offering themselves a living sacrifice to those 
twin idols of the American table—beef steak 
and bread of superfine flour, 

The question of the annexation of Cape 
Elizabeth is likely to come before the Legis- 
lature this week on majority and minority re- 

ports of the committee. The minority re- 

port recommending the annexation will be 

accompanied by a statement of facts which 
will be potent with any legislator who is dis- 
posed to give the question a consideration on 

its merits. The chief stock in trade of the 
opposition is an attempt to excitf the preju- 
dices of the farmers of the Legislature against 
cities and villages. These virtuous remon- 
strants have also employed Seth L. Milliken, 
a professional lobbyist of the most pronounced 
type, who is using the blandishments pecul- 
iar to his class to defeat annexation. We 
may have occasion hereafter to comment fur- 
ther on the operations of this representative 
of the honest yeomanry. 

The Philadelphia Press rejoices in the ac- 

cession of Tom Floience and Congressman 
Sam J. Randall to the Reform movement in 
that city. It may be that these men have 
been converted, for the Press vouches for 
their honesty and patriotism. Perhaps, how- 
ever, little change is required to prepare them 
for McClure reformers.

New York Letter. 

The Rich and «he Poor—The present desti- 

tution—«<-uerou» efforts to relieve suf- 

fering—Rangers of irrational charity— 
Methodical relief considered—Ten thou- 
sand ram shops the caose—A difficult 

problem) etc., etc. 

New Yobk, Feb. 15th 1874. 
One of the most noticeable features of a great 

city is the contrast between luxurious wealth 
and pinching poverty, wbicli obtrudes itself up 
on the least observing denizen. On the one band 

we have palatial houses, gaudy equipages, at- 

tractive picture galleries, and great shops be 

dizened with the costliest fabrics which human 

ingenuity can produce; on the other, densely 
packed tenement bouses, comfortless, untidy 
and unwholesome, where men,women and chil- 

dren are huddled together, eking out a precari- 
ous subsistence, on wages so scanty and uncer- 

tain that they are altogether inadequate to the 

supply of the actual necessities of life, much 
less for the laying by of any savings for a time 
of still sorer need. By a strange fatuity, the 

jioorer classes will persist in remaining in the 

overcrowded metropolis,notwithstanding the ex- 

peuse of living here, is so largely enhanced by 
excessive taxation, and its legitimate concomi- 

tants, dear rents and high prices of food and 

clothing. Consequently when a financial ca- 

lamity interrupts the currents of enterprise, 
and deprives any considerable number of work 

ing folks of their regular employments, there 
occur so many cases of. extreme waut and abso- 
lute destitution that the sympathies of the 
charitable aud huinane,becotne warmly enlisted 
in an effort to provide means of relief. 

Just now, owing to trie derangement of busi- 

ness, there is more suffering than usual, and 
an epidemic of benevolence has broken out 
which promises some good results, alike to be- 
neficiaries and almoners—to the latter espe- 
cially, for whatever opens the heart to gener- 
ous care fora fellow being, promotes the growth 
of a broader humanity, and quickens into ac 

tive vitality the sublime principle embodied in 
the golden rule. In large communities where 

people often do not knowthe'r next door neigh- 
bors, aud the man of largest acquaintances is 
an utter stranger to at least ninety-nine of 
every hundred persons he meets, the problem 
of dispensing charity judiciously is a somewhat 
difficult one. The most deserving objects of 
benevolence, shrink with instinctive self re- 

spect from mendicity. The beggars who solicit 
alms on the street, or tramp from door to door, 
are generhlly lazy and shiftless creatures, 
whom it is wrong to encourage, with gifts of 

any kind. Begging is their trade, and as long 
as they can pursue it successfully they 
will not work. The bestowal of money 
on the poor shivering children, who 

perambulate the main thoroughfares, often 
bare footed in the coldest weather, and always 
the very picture of extremest sqnalor, is a mis- 
taken kindness though prompted by noble im- 

pulses. For these wretched little creatures are 

sent out to procure, by appeals to the sensibili- 
ties of the passer by, the means whereby their 
worthless and unfeeling parents may live with- 
out thrift. The true way to deal with these in- 
fantile wanderers is to blind them over to the 
po Ice, that they may be taken to some of the 
public institutions and properly cared for. Ev- 

ery penny given them, is an incitement to the 
cupidity of the monsters who profit by their 
miserable vocations, to keep them engaged in 
it. It would be weu it a concerted and resolute 
movement were set on foot by the authorities 
to drive this class of mendicants from the high- 
ways. This’would be an act of practical phi- 
lanthropy, for it would rescue many a poor girl 
or boy from present misery, and future igno- 
rance and degradation, and give them a chance 
for a fair start in the great race of life. 

One of the most questionable forms which 
•be epidemic has taken is a multiplication of 

soup-houses. These establishments are ob- 

jectionable for two reasons; first, that they 
cannot be conducted on any basis which admits 
of discrimination between those who could but 
will not, aud those who would but can not earn 

their bread; and secondly,—this is the most se- 

rious drawback to their usefulness—they create 
a community of beggary and thus deprive that 
last resort of want, of the repnlsiveness which 
should make it impossible, except when it is 
the only alternative by which starvation can be 

a/erted, or suffering alleviated. 
While it may seem ungracious to criticise the 

mode in which the charitable may see fit to 
dispense their free-will offerings, it is well to 
consider carefully what evils may spring from 
the adoption of a system which virtually rec- 

ognizes mendicity as a permanent, rather than 
a temporary social condition. For, say what 
we may, whoever places himself in the catago- 
ry of an open solicitor of alms, has parted with 
so much of his manhood, that the chances are 

greatly against his ever regaining it. I hope 
the time never will come wlen any town on 

this contiuent large or small will ever witness 
the advertised misery and abjectness which of- 
fend the eye and detract from the pleasure of 
the traveller in every city in England, every 
hamlet in the sonthern portion of Ireland, the 
most beautiful parts of Italy, and too many of 
the European capitals. There is less excuse for 
it here than abroad. Amid a crowded popula- 
tion, and where labor is inadequately requited 
the degree o£ destitution must be far greater 
than in a country whose soil invites tillage and 
rewards toil with teemii.g harvests. It is a 

safe proposition that the major part of the pov- 
erty with which we are surrounded is the fruit 
of cnlpable improvidence. I would by no 
means refuse on that account to relieve it, but 
I would render the relief as far as practicable 
by putting the object of it in the way of re- 

gaining the lost opportunity of manly indepen- 
dence. In order to accomplish the desideratum 
we want an organization of a charitable socie- 
ty, liberally endowed and capably managed, 
whose business it shall be to find remunerative 
work for the unemployed. When it is not to 
be had in the city, transportation should be 
furnished to necessitous people to migrate 
to sections of the country where agriculture 
can be prosecuted with advantage, aud where 
nature has provided ample resources for all who 
come. The tendency to huddle in cities ought 
to be discouraged, not less for the benefit of 
those who cannot earn a living than for those 
who prosper by usefulness, but are now com- 

pelled to share their substance with the drones 
who have nothing to do. 

I am brought to the conclusion, therefore, 
that the present spasm of conspicuous charity, 
though conceived iu a commendable spirit, and 

impelled by worthy motives, is ill advised, ill 
directed and certain to result in more evil than 

good; that the soup bouse project is a premium 
on voluntary pauperism; that the rich have 
neither the time nor the knowledge of human 

nature, indispensable to a wise disposal of their 

bounties; that the highest philanthropy con- 
sists in making beggary impossible, rather than 
iu ministering to it with ostentatious prodigal- 
ity, and that it is one of the most urgent du- 
ties o humanitarians to devise a comprehen- sive system of private munificence, the central 
idea of which shall be to help the poor to help themselves; to putevery man in the place where ha will “do the most good." 

It is a thousand pities that the grand current 
of benificeuce which is now flowing so gush- 
ingly through the public heart could not be 
turned iuto useful channels and made to sub- 
serve the welfare of all classes. The moment is 
opportune for creatiug an establishment which 
would ameliorate the condition of the needy 
without subjecting them to the degradation of 
beggary. This is the imperative want of our 

time. If some modern Howard, with a heart 
to feel and the mind to plan, would set himself 
to working out a broad scheme for such an 

equalization of labor as should insure to every 
man, with the requisite physical capacity, the 
opportunity to live and thrive by his personal 
industry, he would render an inestimable ser- 

vice to his own and succeeding generations. 
But I fear that in a few days the alms giving 
excitement will give place to some new sensa 

tion, and that we shall have nothing to show 
for the convulsive cramp of liberality now in I 

progress, but an enlarged army of itineraut iudi- 

gents to whom pauperism has grown natural by 
long practice, and labor irksome by habitual 
disuse. 

It is easy to trace the cause of the prevailing 
distress. There are ten thousand rum shops of 

every grade in the city of New York. This 

gives us one for every hundred inhabitants? 
These are the nurseries of poverty,idleness and 

crime. Day and night these fountains of in- 

sidious poison, alike destructive to the pocket, 
the health and the conscience, flow on uncheck- 

ed. Occasionally some of our good people make 

an effort to persuade the local rulers to enforce 

the laws in so far as to give us one day of im- 

munity from the wretchedness of which these 

dens are prolific—that seventh day which has 
been recognized for ages as the time for rest— 
but the vicious and the stupid classes combined, 
hold the governi ng power, and all such reform- 
atory appeals prove futile. Sumptuary laws do 
not accord with the temper of the people, and 
many of the strongest advocates of temperance 
deprecate any attempt to promote it by legisla- 
tion. But when one reads of the new way of 

attacking rumselling which has lately come in 

vo,,ue in the West, it is impossible to resist a 

certain degree of sympathy with the undertak- 

ing to extirpate it by prayer. Any method is 

worth trying, even if it is open to the suspicion 
of absurdity. 

Tlic Western plan, however, is out of the 

question In New York. If the eutire popula- 
tion were to turn out we could not get up a 

gathering formidable enough to surround every 
grog shop. It would be necessary td take them 
iu detail, and while some were being exercised 
others would spring up like the heads of the 

hydra. There is nothing for us to do but to 
wait patiently till an advanced civilization shall 
have wrought its regenerating influences and 
educated our hapless citizens into an intelligent 
comprehension of the folly of promiscuous 
dram drinking. Pretty much all the money 
that is given to street beggars goes into the cof- 
fers of the rumseller. The mendicant is a crea- 

ture of his making, and works for him till de- 
lirium tremens marks the pitiable wreck of 

humanity for the morgue and a pauper’s grave. 
It is a sad thing to pass through those num- 

erous localities where this moral pestilence in- 
fects the atmosphere and imprints its stamp of 

decay on every surrounding object, animate and 
inanimate. It is sad to see evidences of dilap- 
idation, discomfort and blight in close proxim- 
ity with stately warehouses and the abundant 
monuments of opulence w’hich denote the con- 

tinual growth of a commercial city. And it is 
in view of these striking contrasts, that I have 
ventured ou a kindly arraignment of that irra- 
tional phase of charity which contents itself 
with a superficial treatment of poverty, ignor- 
ing its origin and making no provision for its 
cure. Yarmouth. 

• How Taxes are Raised. 
Hou. A. W. Paine in his report gives the va- 

rious methods of raising taxes in several States, 
which may be of interest: 

Massachusetts taxes railroad and telegraph 
corporations, (and all other corporations also), 
the market value of their stock, ascertained by 
multiplying tbe number of shares by the mar- 

ket value of each "hare, and deducting the val- 
ue of the depots and other property taxed by 
towns. The rale of4axation is tbe average rate 
in the several towns of the State, which in 
Massachusetts is one and a half per cent., but 
in Maine is two per cent Where road or tele- 
graph line is partly in and partly out of the 
State, a pro rata proportion of the whole is as- 
sessed according to the number of miles in the 
State. The tax thus assessed is collected by 
the State, and credited proportionately on tbe 
State tax of suci: towns, as have shareholders 
in the road. That portion which remains, tbe 
result of non-resident holders of the State, the 
State keeps. Savings banks pay a tax of three 
fourths of one per cent, o.n their deposits. Mu- 
tual Domestic Fire Irisuraufce Companies pay 
one per cent, of premiums; domestic stock 
companies are taxed like corporations; foreign 
fire and marine companies pay two per cent, ou 

gross premiums, but life companies pay noth 
ing. The State-has a Tax Commissioner with 
many clerks. 

Connecticut taxes railroads the same as Mas- 
sachusetts, except that in estimating the value 
of their property the debt of the road is added 
to the market value of tbe shares, on the theory 
that the road is worth the market value of all 
the shares added to tbe debt incurred in im- 
proving it. Telegraph companies pay two per 
cent, on gross receipts. Domestic fire insurance 
companies pay a tax on non-resident stock. 
Savings banks pay three-fourths of one per 
cent. 

New Hampshire taxes railroads on the value 
of the property of each; but neT roads are ex- 

empted for the first ten years. Insurance com- 
panies pay a tax of one per cent on their gross 
premiums. 

Vermont taxes railroads like other property, 
according to tfeo voluo.- 

Rhode Island taxes railroads for all their 
property, including track and equipment. New Jersey imposes a tax of about $300,000 
on tbe roads run by the Pennsylvania Central, 
and half of one per cent, ou all other railroads. 
Insurance companies, life and fire, pay a tax of 
two per cant, on gross premiums. 

New York taxes railroads municipally ac- 
cording to the value of their property, aud fire 
and marino insurance pays two per ceut. ou 

premiums. Life companies pay nothing. 
Pennsylvania pays the entire expenses of the 

State by indirect taxation. It taxes corpora 
tions a half a mill on each dollar of capital 
stock for every cent of dividend—thus making 
the tax three mi Is ou each dollar of capital of 
a six per cent, dividend corporation. No allow- 
ance is made for taxation of real estate by mu- 

nicipalities. A tonnage tt^x of four cents per 
ton was imposed ou freight, but so far as it af- 
fected articles going out of the State it has been 
declared unconstitutional. Other taxes have 
been declared unconstitutional. A collateral 
inheritance tax of five per cent, brings in a 
large sum. Insurance companies pay three per 
cent, on gross premium. 

Ohio taxes railroads and telegraph corpora- 
tions, and gross premie ms of insurance com- 

panies, and also dogs. 
Kentucky taxes express companies six per 

cent»-on their net profits, and railroads $20,000 
per mile. 

Michigan taxes railroads two per cent, on 

gross receipts under $4,000 per mile, and three 
per cent, on all above that. Telegraph ar.d ex- 

fress companies pay a tax on their receipts, 
usurance companies pay three per ceut. pre- 

mium. 
Indiana and Iowa also tax railroads and in- 

surance companies. Many of the S ates enum- 
erated as well as other States, have private leg- 
islative acts. 

News and Other Items. 
The most exciting of municipal elections 

takes place in Philadelphia to-day. 
Boston papers speak well of the mounted po- 

lice >n the suburbs. The police probably like it 
as well. 

Retributive justice sometimes follows faster 
than we could expect. An evil-minded Brook- 
lyn boy propelled a snow ball at his aunt the 
other day, aud dodging into a neighbor’s area, 
sat down on a scuttle full of hot ashes. 

Georgia thieves are growing terribly auda- 
cious and several instances are related of their 
prompt action in relation to valuables. A day 
or two ago a man rang the bell at a house in 
Griffin, seized the iady who answered it, coolly 
dispossessed her of diamond earrings and ether 
jewelry, and, after lighting a cigar in her pres, 
ence, deliberately walked off and has not been 
more. 

A ‘‘Warbler” contributes the following lines 
to the New York Post, relative to the Stock Ex- 
change of that city:

.SIXTH DAY. 

Opening or tbe Defense. 

TESTIMONY OF THE PRISONER. 

Lewiston, Feb. 16,—Court callod at 9 o’clock. 
Mr. Ludden made the opening argument for the 

defense, lasting two hours, stating to the jury 
what he intended to prove. 

Dr. Sturgis was first called—Reside in Au- 
burn. Have been physician and surgeon for 11 
years. 1 have examined the remains found on 

the Switzerland road to ascertain the cause of 
the removal of the head. Examined it at the 
c ty marshal’s office at the time of its discovery. 
Couldn’t discover any marks of violence, and 
not discover that the head had been removed by 
violence. Don’t think a person un-killed could 
remove the head from the trunk, and leave some 

of the bones which were found. Think no one 

could do it but a skilled physician. 
Dr. A. Gareelon called—Reside in Lewiston. 

Am a physician and surgeon. The Doctor’s 
testimony corresponded with that of the previ- 
ous witness and he explains to the jury by 
means of a choice selection of specimen bones 
the re ison of is belief. 

Dr. N. G. Harris called—Am a physician. 
Reside in Auburn. Dr. Harris is of the same 

opinion as the < ther doctors. He alluded to the 
M. Louise Greene case, where a young lady 
some years ago committed suicide in Auburn. 
He says the head was found separated from the 
body, some four inches having become discon- 
nected from t*>e trunk and rolled back to tbe 
position in which it was found. 

nr. uarceion again caueu: Known air, names 
SI. Lowell; was called to see him some three 
years ago to attend him when he received a 

hurt while moving Mr. Howell’? house; he had 
received a wound on his head; I think there 
was no skin broken; don’t remember there was 

a flow of blood from the wound; didn’t regard 
the wound as dangerous; don’t remember any 
particulars; think the Switzerland road is not 
much travelled, it is not what we call a great 
thoroughfare; know where Lowell’s father lives. 
A person could go from his house to where the 
body was found on foot without beiug observed. 

Harrison Lowell called—Reside lu Greene, 
am a cousin to James Lowell; remember when 
Central Hall was burned; was in Lewiston the 
next lav; came from Rangely to Lewiston there 
left for Rangely Saturday, the 4th of June. I 
went to Rangely to be present at the death of 
an uncle. My father and uncle wen; to Range- 
ly with me. William Lowell, the prisoner’s 
father, was the uncle that was with me. I re- 

turned home to Greene, sometime between four 
and seven on the Su day of the fire; mv father 
and uneie returned with me, Mr. Lowell weut 
directly to his own home when we got to 
Greene. Live nearly a mile from uncle Wil- 
liam’s; think we drove from Farmington on 
the Sunday uight of the fire. 

The witness was cross-examined and made 
out rather a mixed up story in regard to where 
he stopped nights on his journey, and seemed 
to have a poor memory. 

William Lowell called—Live in Lewiston; am 
father of the prisoner; he and the prisoner 
stayed up to the town of Rangely a week ;think 
we got home about five o’clock; my sou James 
got home about eight or nine o’clock on the 
night of the fire; first beard of the fire when 
my son James got home. He stayed at my 
house that night, also the uext forenoon; we 

traded horses the next day, 1 got a white horse; 
We swapped back again in the fall: he washed 
his wagop Monday at ipy house after fhe fire; 
my daughter and wife were at home when I 
came from Rangely. 

James came home that Suuday night before 
any of us went home, we had two teams, my 
ljorse and my uepliew Harrison’s. 

Cross examination—It was just twenty min- 
utes past five when I came home, for I looked 
at the clock; remember of hearing the clock 
strike niue after James got home. Know Mr. 
Beard; never stated to him that my soil threat- 
ened to kill me. [Further cross examination 
on his question ruled out.] 

i!;ss Carrie Lowel —Reside in Greene; am 
rhe. sister of James Lowell; remember when toy 
father V.’"nt to Raugeley; remember when he 
got back from Rangely; didn’t hear of the fire 
until James came home: be came alone; James 
stayed at home that night and Monday fpre- 
noon; saw him wash the wagon Monday fore- 
noon; came home between eight and nine 
o’clock by the clock; dont know as we had a 

clock. 

Mrs. Harriet Lowell. Reside in Lewiston; 
am wife of William Lowell and mother of 
James Lowell, remember of my husband go- 
ing to Rangely; remember of his comiug home; 
think ,t was about live; saw James that uight 
when he came home; think it was be weeu 
eight and nine; he stayed at home that Sunday 
uight. 

Mr. James L. Cummings. Reside in Greeue, 
five miles from Lewiston; was at the Centr'l 
Hall fire; was there Saturday night; went to 
the cireus Saturday night; wpnt home to 
Greeue about half past seveu Sunday night; 
it was just growing dark; saw James Lowell 
before I left; saw him on Lisbon street; spoke 
with him; he was alone; remember the con- 
versation ; be was comiug up Lisbon street to 
wards Main. 

Wituess is cross-examined—I went to ride 
with Lowell about nine o’clock Sunday morn- 
ing; he had a white horse and a buggy wagon; 
we rode until some time about twelve o’clock 
then he went back to Clark’s and put his horse 
up; dou’t know where he went after 1 left him; 
think it was about half-past seven when L start- 
ed for Greeue that Sunday uight; noticed the 
clock ou Park street. [Here the Judge asked 
him if he thought what time the sun set on 
the 12th day of June]; the witness said he nev- 
er had. 

lur uaviu w. (Jamils—Reside in Lewiston; 
kuow Janies Lowell; lie worked for me; some 
time in 1870, helped me repair my barn before 
baying; lie worked for me a month or niorej- 
remember of us taking down some timber; one 
struck kiln in tbe face; sent for Dr. tiarcelon; 
it did not cut his cheek, but made his nose, 

bleed; we wiped his face with a wet spouge aud 
some blood aud water was on bis clothes; he 
was in his shirt sleeves, and had on *ome check- 
ed pants; witness is shown the checked pants 
with spots on them, and thinks they are the 
same ones; think it was Saturday, the 25th day 
of June that X had the barn raising; X raised 
him from the ground when he was struck and 
set him on the grass; witness cross-examined; 
Lowell came to work for me Monday before the 
raising; he had a vest exactly like his pants; 
think lie wore his checked pants all the time; 
he was at my house; X have been to see him 
twice since be has been in jail. 

James M. Lowell, the prisoner, testified:— 
Was married to Mary Elizabeth Nichols in Oct. 
1867; had known her about two months before 
we were married; was born in the towu of 
Rangely; was in tbe army about 12 months; 
was ill the 23d Maine Regiment; Remember 
the time of the burning of Cential Hall; went 
to Lawrenca in the fall of 1872; Lived with 
Mary Elizabeth at home the winter after he 
married her; tlieu lived on College street iu 
Liewiston; livedjthere 4 or 5 mouths; his wife 
weut away and left him; did not know where 
she went; she was away 3 or 4 weeks; her 
mother wrote a letter that she would come back 
if J would go after her; she then went iuto'tbe 
mill to work, boarding at Mrs. Blood’s; it was 
some time in March, 186!) that she wentdo Mrs. 
Blooi’s’r she staid there for more than a year; 
remember being with ber the day Central Hall 
was burned; we walked up to tbe burned hall, 
took her home and left her with Mrs. Bloods’ 
and Jenu.v; we did not go to ride that after- 
noon; went in the evening; we came up Lisbon 
street went up to the town pump, watered drove 
through several other streets; came across the 
bridge through Auburn and finally carried her 
back to Mrs. Bloods’ bouse again ; then I went 
home to m.v father’s house, stopping first at Mr. 
Clark’s stable; think that Clark was there; 
Wallace Cutler, the hostler was I am sure; saw 
Mr. Cummings on my way home aud spoke to 
him; left my wife pretty near No. 10 Hill Cor- 
poration and have not seen her since that night; 
did not see her go into any house; I asked her 
if she would g out home with, me; she was 
with me Sunday night the week previous and 
staid all night with me at my father’s house; 
father bad gone to the Lakes; don’t know 
where she weut that night, X left her at No. 
10; have no means of knowing what has be- 
come of my wife: still insist 1 am not guilty; 
weut with my wife to visit her sister, Mrs. 
Willett ; asked m.v wife if she supposed there 
was more than one bed; she said she guessed 
not; I said I guessed I would go; she had what 
they cal: a fit; it was an ugly tit; X told them 
I could fetch her out of it aud I did; did not 
have my knife but there that night; never had 
any dirk knife; I don’t know exactly the time 
I left ray wife at No. 10; getting to' be dusk; 
the letter marked “D.” aud “E.” are not my 
handwriting 

Hirst learned oi my wile s absence rrom Mrs. 
Blood on the following Tuesday or Wednes- 
day. First heard of it from Mrs. Blood. Do 
not remember ali the conversation I had with 
her; do not recall telling her we got home at 
ten o’clock Sunday night; may have said we 

got back from the circus at ten o’clock Satur- 
day night; swapped away my white horse on 

Monday; did not drive thas or any other white 
horse again that summer before August; saw 
chaiu and locket displayed in court, bought it 
for seventy-five cents at the ninety-nine cent 
store on Lisbon street some time in 1871; gave 
it to my preseut wife; married that wife Oct. 
14th, 1871; became first acquainted with her 
the last week of August, 1870; have a child 
nineteen months old; wife is here in new in 
Auburn; learned about two months after mar- 

rying Mary Elizabeth Lowell that she had a 
former husband living. 

Had on checkered pauts when I worked for 
Mr. Corvill, and got injured. On the Sunday 
when 1 went to ride with my wife think I had 
on a black suit which I have since worn out 
and sold to the paper mill. The prosecution 
waived a cross-examination.

The 
Theyeunes and Arropalioes who were at the 
agency, about 150 lodges, must be near here, 
probably within fifty miles. They are going to 
send or come iu. Only Red Cloud .iud probably 
one otijer chief were left about twenty miles 
north tuft-agency with about twenty lodges.

Mr. Moreman,from the Committee on claims, 
reported without amendment a bill appropriat- 
ing about $200,000 to pay 208 loyal citizens of 
Loudon countv, Va., for tbeir property destroy- 
ed by fire in conformity with Maj. Gen. Sheri- 
dan’s order, dated Nov. 27th, 1864. 

Mr. Frelinghuyseo presented a memorial of 
colored citizens, desiring the government to 
send them to Liberia, as the colonization Socie- 
ty is unable to do so; also asking government 
aid for a railroad into the interior of Liberia. 
Referred to tlisCommittee on Commerce. 

Mr. Wright presented a petition of citizens 
of Iowa, for the restoration of the duty on tea 
and coffee, and for an increased duty on man- 
ufactured goods. Referred to the Committee 
ou Finance. 

At the expiration of the morning hour the 
Senate resumed the consideration o^Ahe bill to 
equalize the currency. 

,vir. uameeon onereu a substitute tor tue 
Committees’ bill, repealing all acts of Con- 
gress which limit or restrict the amount of 
notes for circulation, and providing that all 
associations organized to carry on business 
shall be free to establish national banks with a 
circulation subject to all the limitations now 
provided by law, except the limit as to circula- 
tion, which is hereby repealed. 

Mr- Cameron, advocating bis substitute, said 
the country was deticieut in banking facilit es. 
He bad not heard a single business man say 
we bad enough curreucy. The national bank- 
ing system bad done much good and should tie 
extended. His substitute was designed to sat- 
isfy the demand for more money without caus- 
ing any shock to the capital already invested 
in good faith. The law now gave a fixed 
amount of curreucy, allowing no greater abun- 
da .ce at one time than auolher, yet it was a 
well known fact that at some seasons of the 
year we want mere money than at others. This 
fixed amount or currency was a terror to hon- 
est men and a jubilee to speculators. The in- 
crease of national banks would enable the 
United States to resume specie payments soon- 
er than by any other process. 

Tlie present national bank currency was 

equally safe and far more convenient than the 
metalic curreucy. Increace the facil ties and 
the national bank notes would soon take the 
place of greenbacks. 

Mr. Pratt said that thousands of men were 
out of employment now on account of the scar- 

city of money. He favored the removal of the 
law which limited circulation to 8354,000,000, 
and would allow all to go into banking upon an 

equal footing with banks already established, 
and thus the supply of currency would always 
be equal to the demand. He would snoport 
the substitute of the’gentleman from Pennsyl- 
vania, (Cameron) believing it a wise one. He 
favored a return to specie payments, but could 
not shut his eyes to the fact that the ouly road 
to resumption was by coutractiou, aud that 
would be disastrous tc the country. 

Mr. Frehughuysen said that the adoption of 
such a measure as that proposed by the gentle- 
man from Pennsylvania, would be a trampling 
under foot of the promises made to redeem our 
notes in coin, and if adopted the wildest spec- 
ulation would follow. Its adoption would be 
of greater injury to the financial and business 
interests of the country than the rebellion was. 
He thought there was ample provision for 
banking already with good wholesome restric- 
tions. He favored in the first place, making 
the expenditures of the government as small 
as consistent with the diguity aud welfare of 
the nation, for we are not paupers or bank- 
rupts unless we choose by oqr own tolly to 
make ourselves so. The second thing we ought 
to no is to impose more taxes. The people un- 
derstand that this is sheir own government,aud 
their own prosperity is inseparably united with 
its prosperity,and whenever there is a necessity 
they desire to be taxed in accordance with 
their wealth. He believed the tax on whiskey 
should be increased to one dollar per gallon. 
That would yield a revenue of $20,QUO,000. The 
tax on tobacco should be increased from 20 to 
32 cents per pound, which would yield a reve- 
nue of $12,000,000 Congress had taken the 
tax off from tea and coffee though that act had 
not decreased the price of those articles. The 
people nan to pay as mucn as ever tor them. 
He was not disposed to make the peoplo pay 
more by reinstating, but if it should be re- 
stored a revenue of $180,000 000 per annum 
would be the result. Hence, he favored lirst, a 
reasonable retrenchment; second, necessary 
taxation;and third, to redeem the pledge made 
to pay the treasury notes in com. 

-nr Flanigan said he was opposed to infla- 
tion. and would support the hill as it came 
from the Finance Committee. He suggested that that the Fiuance Committee frame a bill 
having in view special results upon government 
laith. Let the Treasury, properly organized, 
advertise that the government will buy every bale of cotton raised iu the South for the next 
twelve months, and pay for it in greenbacks, 
say 14 cents for ordinary, Id cents for good, 18 
cents for low middlings and 22 cents for good 
middling. 

Mr. Buckingham said the Finance Commit- 
tee, by the bill reported, seemed to have the 
single object iu view, to relieve certain por- 
tions of the country. The discussion which 
had ensued weuld no doubt be a benefit to the 
Committee and he therefore moved that the 
bill be recommitted to the Finance Committee, 
and with the views of the Senators now 

brought out by discussion, the Committee 
could frame a hill which would harmonize with 
the views of the majority. He hoped his mo- 
tion would be adopted. 

Mr. Scott thought that time would be saved 
by recommitting the bill and lettiug the com- 
mittee report a measure covering all the ques- tions. 

Mr. Sherman said the Finance Committee 
had reported the bill to equalize currency as a 
houa fide measure of relief, and he did not be- 
lieve there were five Senators against the origi- nal proposition, but it had beeu loaded down 
with other questions. 

Mr. Logan said that all the members of the 
committee who had spoken favored the reeom- 
nuttal. The hill might be recommitted as of- 
ten as they liked, but he wapted it understood 
that there must be a vote, and the issue could 
not be dodged. They might just as well face 
the music at one time as another. To recom- 
mit the hill would only serve to reproduce the 
same arguments already elivered, ahd no time 
would be gained. 

Mr. Morrill of Maine said that his mind had 
not been made up ou any one of these proposi- 
tions and there should be time for deli beraiiou 
and couusel. If the Senator from Illinois (Lo- 
gan) was willing to establish free banking in a 

country with between $700,000,000 and $800,- 
000,000 of irredeemable paper currency he was 
rather a bolder man than most who have dealt 
with the subject. The whole rauga of ques- 
tions brought up here on the bill had uot been 
passed upon by the committee and he thought 
the Senate should have the views of that com- 
mittee. He would therefore vote on the mo- 

tion to recommit with the expectioa that the 
committee would at an early day present the 
subject to the Senate for action. The more the 
country had of this irredieipahlo paper cur- 
rency the more it would want, Issue $50,000,- 
000 to-day aud in a few years you will need a 

8100,000. To this mind the proposition to in- 
flate the currency was pernicious. 

Mr. Cameron moved that the Senate proceed 
to the consideration of the executive busiuess. 

The chair submitted a cummunicatiou from 
the Secretary of War asking an appropriation 
for a commission to establish a military prison. 
Referred to the Committee on Appropriations. 

Mr. Stockton was excused from serving on 

the Committee on Manufactures, and Mr. Ha- 
ger was appointed to the vacancy. 

Mr. Cameron renewed his motion for an 

executive session, but on motion of Mr. Bore- 
man the Senate adjourned.

By Mr. Lawrence of Ohio, to abolish pension 
agents aud provide for paving pensions by post- 
masters and collectors of internal ruveime, thus 
effecting an animal saving of half a million 
dollars. 

Several memorials and resolutions from the 
Western States were presented aud referred. 

A large number of hills were introduced and 
referred. 

A resolution was adopted that the Committee 
on Contingent Expenses investigate the judi 
cial expenditure in the Western district of Ar- 
kansas since 1871. 

Mr. Butler of Massachusetts, introduced a 
bill to amend aud codify laws in regard to the 
payment of pensions so to secure efficiency and 
economy. 

lur. iracii or new xork, introduced a bill to 
repeal the special tax on dealers in tobacco. 

Mr. Maynard of Teuuessee, moved to sus- 

pend tile rules and make the bill reported from 
>he Banking Committee in relation to currency 
a special order for Thursday next, and till dis- 
posed of. The motion was rejected, yeas 143, 
nays 90, less than 2 3 iu tile affirmative. 

Mr. Mayuard gave notice if the House went 
into Committee of the Whole Thursday, he 
would move to set aside other bills on the cal- 
eudrr that precede the currency bill. 

Mr. Kelley of Pennsylvania,'offered a reso 
huion that the members of the House and Sen- 
ate reassemble in Carpenter’s Hell. Philadel 
pliia, on Monday, September 6, 1874, in the 
Centeuniul Commemoration of the assembling of the delegates from the several Colonies and 
Provinces of North America, on Monday, the 
5th of Sept. 1874, and that the Speaker of the 
House be invited to preside over the meeting, 
and that Vice President Wilson be requested to 
deliver an address appropriate to the occasion. 

Mr. Hale of Maine, opposed the resolution as 
an unpreceedented thing. 

This was but oue of the many measures pre- 
paratory to having Congress appropriate money 
to pay the expenses of the great Centennial 
Exposition of 1876. 

Mr. G. P. Hoar of Massachusetts, suggested 
its reserence to tbe Committee on the Centen 
nial Exposition. He thought something dis- 
respectful to the Senate to propose its presiding 
officer to deliver the address, and the Speaker 
of the House to preside over the joint conven- 
tion. 

The House refused to suspend rules by vote of 
125 to 95, not 2 3 iu affirmative. So the resolu- 
tion was rejectee!. 

Mr. O'Brien offered a resolution directing 
directing the Secretary of the Treasury to in- 
form the House as to the prosperity of the 
sale cf the Naval Asylum at Philadelphia and 
the erection of a suitable building at Aunapo- lis. Reterred to the Naval Committee. 

Mr. Lamar of Mississippi offered a resolu- 
tion instructing the Committee ou Military 
Affairs to inquire into the propriety of the sale 
of Horn Island iu the Gulf of Mexico, held 
but not used as a military reservation. 

Mr. Mayuard introduced a bill for the pur- 
chase of a site for a coaling station, naval de- 
pot and other government uses at Fort Point, 
Port Royal, S. C. Referred. 

Mr. Kasson, from tbe Committee on Ways 
and Means, reported a bill providing that mon- 

eys paid to any collecto or into the treasury for 
customs duties in accordance with any decision 
or ruling previously made bv tbe Secretary of 
the Treasury, shall be refunded or repaid ex- 

cept in pursuance of special appropriations 
made therefor, or in accordance with the judg- 
ment of the United States Court giving con- 
struction to the law and from which the Attor 
ney General shall Certify that no appeal or writ 
of error will betaken by the United States; 
also providing that any ruling or decision once 
made by the Secretary oi the Treasury in re- 

gird to the customs duties shall be changed by 
the same or succeeding Secretary, except it be 
iu accordance with an opinion iu favor of such 
change given by tbe Attorney General, or by 
reason ofa judicial decision of the United 
States Court affecting the samp, from whicL 
the'Attorney Geueral shall certify that no ap- 
peal or writ of error will be taken. 

The discussion of the subject was participat- 
ed in by Messrs. Butler and Dawes of Massa- 
chusetts, Wood of New York, and Beck, Bur- 
chard, Kassou and Kelley, the latter stating 
that a couspiracy of New York lawyers had 
been formed to procure a refunding of duties, 
they to h.iVe one half of all the sums recover- 
ed, and that an enrolled bill in the State De 
partment. had been tampered with by tbe change 
of a comma iu order to enable that conspiracy of lawyers to secure a reversal of the decisiou, 
and this bad cost the government $2,000,000. 

Mr. Burcbard explained how the error oc- 
curred, and held that the State Department 
was not responsible 

Mr. Dawes went into a further explanation 
of tbe matter, and argued that the Secretary of 
the Treasury was right in his decision. What 
he (Dawes) objected to was that any Secretary of tbe Treasury should have the power to make 
his own construction of a law and then draft a 
warrant on the treasury for the amount which 
he decides should be refunded. That should 
require act by Congress. 

Mr. Kassou moved to suspend the rules anil 
pass the bill. Agreed to and the bill was pass- ed. 

Mr. Kelley then offered bis resolution for the 
celebration of the 5th of September, 1874. It 
was referred. 

Mr. Garfield, from the Committee on Appro- priations, reported the regular legislative exec- 
utive and judicial appropriation bill, and mov- 
ed it be the special order for next Wednesday. 

Mr. Woodford of New York, argued that the 
first great question which called for decision by the House was the status of tbe $45,000,000 re- 
serve. 

The H'-use refused to make this bill a special order for Weunesday, aud then it was referred 
to the Committee of the Whole. 

At 4.40 tbe House adjourned. 

RAILROAD ACCIDENT. 

A Train Rons lato a Landslide. 
Allentown, Pa., Feb. 16.—A terrible acci- 

dent occurred between one and two this morn- 

ing near the State Dam station on tbe Lehigh 
ami Susquehanna railroad, by which three men 
lost their lives, a large amount of property was 

destroyed and Several sustained serious aud 
perhaps fatal injuries. 

A freight traiu heavily ladeD, running at a 

high rate of speed, ran into a landslide which 
'jail completely blocked the track The engine 
jumped the track and now hangs over the bank 
of the river. Eighteen cars were thrown from 
the track and piled upon each other, smashing 
the freight of all descriptions, which was 
strewn along the road and hurled into the 
liver. 

Not one of the train hands as far as could be 
ascertained escaped without some injury. The 
body of the engineer, Dauiel Shannon, was 
found under the engine and considerably 
burned. Three other men are reported killed. 
To add to the horror, the stove in the caboose 
Set ijre to the iuflainmable material among the 
the freight and nine cars were burned.
