PROMINENT BANCOREANS.
Death of Two Old and Esteemed
Residents of the Queen City.

Baxconr, Feb. 16.—Capt. Noah Emery, a
retired shipmaster, well known on the Pen-
scot river, and in Boston, New York and San
Faaneisco, died this afternoon, aged 63. He
was born in East Hampden and followed the
sea over 50 years.

Bartlett, salary, $1,200; Prof. Merrill, sala-
ry, 81,000, Prof. Harvey will have charge of
the botanical and entomological depart-
ments. A department of veterinary seci-
ence will be added, and F. L. Russell, V. 8,

#ppointment at a salary of £1,000. A section
of the farm will be set apart for experimen-
tal work. In view of the additional labors
of the president in the new department it
was voted to raise his salary $500. The work
of erecting the station will be entered on as
soon as the season allows.

AMERICAN SHIPPING LEAGQUE.

Its Doings at the Convention In New
Orieans Yesterday.

NEw OrLrEANs, Feb, 16.—Over 150 dele-
gates from varieus States to the American
Shipping and Industrial League convention,
met here today.

The Providence Fire. \

Provipexce, R. L, Feb. 15.—The fire in
Washington and Eddy streets was still burn-
ing briskly in the ruins this morning, but it
was well under control. The four gramite
walls of the Aldrich House were still stand-
ing, though the wall on the Eddy street side
was perceptibly weakened.

A daylight inspection of the ground shows
that the buildings destroyed by the fire in.
clude the Aldrich House, a four-story granite

and brick building at the corner of Washing-
ton and Eddy streets; Eben Allen's carriage
repository, and Shattuck’s Exchange. These
buildings extend back about a hundred feet

toward Worcester street. The remainder of
the burned territory, which is about 200 feet
S(UATE, WBS occupied on the Eddy street front
bsl' the Bluinﬁhuild.ln , three storles h;

Relics of Southern Pride and Valor
and Reminders of Southern Poverty
—~The Old Matreds Not Quite Cold.

81, AUGUSTINE, FLA., l

Alter three weeks of leisurely strolling
through the sunny south we haye come to rest
for a season in St. Augustine, and are pleas-
antly located at the Magnolia Hotel, one of
the cosiest and most homelike and delightful
houses that ever gladdened the heart of the
tourist.

THE NECOTIATORS’ TREATY.

We Surrender the Marine League
and Headland Theories,

And Cet in Return the Right to Touch
and Trade,

Unless, as Secretary Bayard Says,
the Reports are all Wrong.

WasmiNgros, Feb. 16, —Secretary Bayard
tonight said that for many yeass the great
conteution among American fishermen had
been for a fair and a just construction of the
treaty ot 1818 and the present treaty had
been framed by the American negotiators
with a view to meet the needs and necessi-
ties of our fishermen. He belleved, If the
treaty was ratified, that end had been ac-
complished. From a trustworthy source it
is learned that our fi;hermen are secured all
the commercial privileges for which they
have been contending with the exception of
the right to purchase bait in Canadlan wat-
ers, which is expressly withheld. Their
right to enter Canadian ports for fuel, wacer
and repairs is conceded. Certaln bays spee-
ified are to remain under the exclusive ju-
pisdiction of Canada. There is nothing in
the provisions of the treaty which necessi-
tates the removal of the duty on Canadian
fish or in any waf changes the tariff system.
In its important features the treaty is favor-
able to the United States.

Valuabla privileges have been acquired.
This has been done without a costly saerifice
on our part. ‘The text of the treaty is said to
be 4000 words long. Secretary Bayard stated
i t that the published mpomihgurport-
ing to give the essential features of the treaty,
are unauthorized and wholly wrong. The
Ameriean negotiators left for their homes to-
day. Sir Charles Tupper and Mr. Chamber-
lain will remain in Washington a few days
longer. The latter expects to sall for Eng-

Probable Provisions.

Bosrox, Feb. 16—The Journal’s Washing-
ton special says: There is reason to believe
that the fishery treaty contains only two
propositions. 1. The United States surren-
ders the theory which it has held as to ma-
rine league and boundaries, and has agreed
upon limits which give to Canada exclusive
jurisdietion over a large part of the bays
which have hitherto Leen considered avalla-
ble fishing grounds. 2. Canada, in return
for this surrender of the United States,
grants to Ameriean vessels the right to
touch and trade in Capadian perts. There
is absolutely nothing in the treaty about re-
ciproeal trade or as to the Behring Sea sealer
controversy.

The bays that are closed to Ameriean fish-
ermen are wmentioned by names, and the
boundaries of the rest are clearly deflned.
The subject of the boundaries has been one
which has consumed a great deal of the time
of the commission. The question of the jur-
f3diction of the three mile limit which has
appeared in numerous treaties as recognized
in Vattel and elsewhere, is subject to a great
many modifications in recent practice and in
recent decisions. For a nnmber of years the
British government contended that the jur-
isdiction thus eonveyed would extend from
headland to headland, although those head-
lands might be as much as miles apart,
provided that the shores of each side were
owned by the same power. The tendeney of
admiralty decisions been to broaden this
international ruling so as to make it conform
morw nearly to the increased power of mod-
ern ordinance, the idea bel:lzf at the marine
league, as originally eshablished, was con-
sidered to be the distance thata gun counld
be fired from the shore effectively. There
are a very large number of and inlets
both on the Canadian coast and on the Amer-
ican coast which are wider at their outlets
than the marine league, and the question of
jurisdiction over these is one that involves
some rather nice constructions of interna-
tional law. But it is understood that the
British Commissioners, who, in other parts
of the world, have interests quite as great, if
not greater than those involved in ques-
tion, have followed out their acceptance of
the ruling in the case of the Bay of Fundy,
and have substantially decided that the three
mile limit follows the shore line irrespective
of headlands. 1t is a significant fact to be
remembered in this connection that when
the Court of Alabama claims was re-estab-
lished by Con and it became necessary.
for the Congress of the United States to de-
fine what was the territorial limit, the con-
gress sald that the marine league was to be
const a3 four miles from the
sho! not three juiles It is Dbelieved
that this principal 6f definition has been
acce; ltuf the Fishery Commission
in its definition of the boundary limits of the
inaring league, and that it has been deelded
to be four miles from shore. With this defi-
nition it will be easy to enumerate the bays
and inlets which the treaty places under the
exclusive jurisaiction of Canada. 1t is be-
lieved that all of the bays that are eight
miles wide at the mouth are considered as
within the exclusive jurisdiction of Canada,
and that in caseof n few bays, where the
measurements slightly exceed that distance,
they are mentioned by name as belng within
the exclusive jurisdietion of the Dominion.

Students of the social problem in Vermont
are not pleased with the showing of the
compilation from the Thirtieth Registration
Reports for the year 1884, jost issued from
the office of the Secretary of State. In the
thirty years from 1850 to 1880 the popula-
tion of Vermont increased over seventeen
thousand. Yet for the year 1856 the number
of living births was 188 less than the average
for the last thirty years; the number of
deaths 230 above the average, and the num-
ber of marriages only two above the average.
The divorces for the year 1886 averaged one
for every 20.08 marriages; no comparison of
this rate is made with the ratesof other

—years. Itis to be feared, however, that the
proportion of divorces, like that of deaths,
is holding its own; while the proportion of
marriages and births declines. Tnhe Bor-
lington Free Press, commenting on 13is
showing, says rather sorrowfully: “We
find very little cause for congratulation in
the figures of this report,”

The Boston 1*ost, while he~ tuting to mnke
the charge directly, still continues to insinu-
ate that the officers of the Suco and Bidde-
ford Savings Institution have been guilty of
compounding a felony. Now all that the
officers of that institution huve been guilty
of, so far as the public knows, is of taking
back some bonds that were stolon from them.
They say they have received thie bonds ae-
companied with no conditions whatever, and
there is no evidence to disprove this state-
ment. The indictment against McNeally
has not been dismissed, but the moment he
makes his appearance in the United States
he is lable to arrest, and subsequently to
trial and imprisonment If MeNeally has
seen fit to return the stolen property to the
bank without any conditiens, it is difficult to
see what gronnd there is in the fact that the
officers have seen fit to receive it for charg-
ing them with eompounding a felony. Yet
this is the only fact the Post has to base its
Inginuation upon. All the rest is inere sus-
pleion,

The trouble over Audover Seminary seems
to grow worse instead of better. While
Professor Smyth and the Board of Visitors

~mre still preparing for litigation in connec-
tion with the charge of heresy, anothercom-
plication comes up in the shape of a bill of
equity filed by the trustees of Phillips Aca-
demy, Andover, in which they allege that all
the proceedings of the baard of visitors in
the premises to date have been illegal and
void. Therefore they ask the Supreme
Judicial Court to quash these proceedings.
The real objeet of the trustecs in bringing
this action is to decide wlhcther the three
visitors, Messrs. Seele, Eustis and Marshall,
have the power which they assume to ex-
ercise over the affairs of the theological
seminary. Legally Andover Theologieal
SBewinary is merely a department of Phillips
Andover Academy. The manngement of
this institution s vested in a DBoard of
Trustees, who have a comprehensive and
responsible management of the affairs of
the institation. But the theological de-
partment was not an original part of the in-
stitution. It was added to it subsequent to
the original foundation, At the time the ad-
dition was made there were two parties,
one represented by the founders of the
original institution, the other vy the founders
of the theological addition. Between these
two parties there were important differences
of bellef ; and it was te prevent trouble from
these differences that a Board of Visitors
was created to have a supervisory office
over a department of the Institution,
and that insttution one that by the
terms of its foundation Is under the sole
goverument of a Board of Trustees. This
arrangement, with manifest possibilities of
becoming fruitful in conflicts of authority

between the Visitors and Trustees, worked
smoothly while most of the men who made it
| were alive. Now a new generation is onthe
| seene, and a trying question of great lm-
| portance to the institution, hins*brought the

authority of the Visitors in question. The

bill of complaint filed by the Trustees sets
forth that the arrangement whereby the
power of the Trustees over the theological
department was cireumseribed in favor of the
Visitors, is null and void, and the eourt is
asked to pass npon 1t

The Personal Liberty Party.

The much heralded movement hegun in
Belfast to smash the prohibitory law and
substitute a license law fo its stead will need
to grow a guod deal before itis big enough
to wrestle with any hope of suceess with
the task it Lins set itselt about. There are
at present aout one hundred persons eon-
nected with it Before they ean suneeeed in
their work they must get o tesolve through
both brupehes of the Legisiature, subuitting
an awendment to the constitution repealing
the prohibitory clause. They then must get
a wmfor ity of the voters togtify this umend-
ment. Next they must suceeed in prevail-
ing upun the svceeeding Legislature to re-
peal the prohbitory law and enact u license
law. 1t needs a great ameount of conrage for
men who are acqualuted with the sentiment
of the people of this State as it has been ex-
pressed over and over agaiu st the polls and
at the conventions of both the great parties,
to sinrt inon such a work as this. Buta
hundred wmen have been found in DBelfast
who think they have the requisite zourage,
The moveuent bas been laupehed . by hiring
8 lall and pussing the following preamble
and resulution:

In the second ‘place the assertion
that the law empowers spies to “enter the
sacred privacy of the domestic cirele” is not
a fact. The “privacy of the domestic circle’
is just as inviolate to an officer in  pursuit of
rum as to anofficer in pursuit of stolen
goods. Neitler ean enter it unless arnmned

with a warrant Issued Dby the eourt. It is

presumption of innocence into the presump-
tion of guilt, The Supreme Court has ex-

does no steh thing, and that no sueh thing
can be done by the Legisiatore. It is mot
true that the law provides for the “‘appoint-
ment of eranks and reckless persons” to
selze liguors. When it is represented to the
Governor by a certain number of reputable
citizens that the officers whose duty itis are
not enforcing the law he may appoint special
officers to do so. It isnot true that *‘low
groggeries are the legitimate offspring of
prohibition.” They exist in cities where free
rua prevails and where license, both high
and low, is the fashion. They are the prod-
net of no system of repression but are found
under all systems. So much for the state-
ment of faets in this manifesto, Now for its
assertion that the sale of intoxicating liquor
may be “properly and safely regulated” by a
license law. Experience has abundantly
shown that there is precisely the same diffi-
calty with a license law that there is with a
prohibitory law. Bothlawsareevaded. Men
sell liquor under both of them who have ne
right to. One undertakes to entirely prohib-
it the lignor traffic and fails; the other un-
dertakes to partially prohibit the liquor
traffic and fails. Why a failure of the latier
sort should be more tolerable to temperance
men, as these Belfast gentlemen claim to be,
than a failore of the former kind it is
hard to see.

AN INTERESTING EVENT.

Ordination of Rev. &. A. Derebey at
Williston Church.

Yesterday an ecclesiastical council, ealled
by Williston chureh, econvened in their house
of worship, and proceeded to examine the
candidate for ordination, Rev, C. A. Dere-
ber, in regard to his Christian experience
and wheological views.

was graduated at Amberst College In 1883,
and took his theological course at Hartford
and Andover, Aftera year of mioisterial
service at Cornlsh, Me., be cume to this city,
where he has made himself useful as oppor-
tunity bas offered.

After asatisfactory examination fu theo-
logical views, which appeared to be sound
and evangelieal, he was approved by the
connecil who voted to Jproceed to Lis ordina-
tion in the evening.

A social tea was servefl by the ladies in
the parlor, and at 7.80 the couneil hstened to
a sermon from President Hyde of Bowdoin
College, on *"The Practical Bearing of the
Doctrinegol the Trinity,”” of which the fol-
lowing Is an abstract:

carnation, thus apprehended 1s the heart and
core of Christian faith, :
The & truth inherent in the doelrine

of the Trinity is less generallv recognized. It
is this: The Christian man, in so far as he
is a Christian, has the spirit of Christ, and is
one with him, br virtue of obedience to him,
even as Christ is one with God. *Even as

Christian with Christ; as it is to the oneness
of Christ with the Father. The obedient
disciple, becomes this expression and power
of Curist, even as Christ is the expression of
the Father. The Holy Spirit as Dr. Bush-
nell remarks is not “some hidden fire, some
impersonal foree, some holy gale.” The
Holf SB‘irﬁt is the life begotten of God and
Chirist in the human soul. And in man
is in' nowise inferior to God outside of man.
The Holyﬁrﬂlt is also “of the same essence
rﬂme r'"’ as the old ereeds profound-
y ’

What a responsibility this lays upon the
Christian man! It means that in our lives
and tF'vlemons we are to reproduce and multi-
ply the life and work, the prioeiple and
power of Christ. It means that we are to
present God and Christ to our fellowmen in
all our dealings, the m ant to his cus-
tomer, the mistress to.her servant,the mother
to her children, the employe and employer to
one another, so that by virtue of the spirit
that is in us our text shall be fulfilled. *‘He
that receiveth you receiveth me,”

“T'he working out of this great doctrine to
{preclse Intellectual expression in the forma-
ive period of Christian thought was the
rantl achievement of that race to which the
rother whom we ordain tonight belongs.
‘We send him forth to practical work in this
far off western world in the Lope that he may
exemplify in himself and impart to others the
spiritual power which it had in the minds
and hearts of thoe searly Greek fathers who
formulated the doctrine and gave it the right-
ful place which it ever since has held and
evermore will hold at the centre of Christian
heology.

The ordafhing prayer was offered by Rev.
Dr, W. H. Fenn. The right hand of fellow-
ship was given, with appropriate and tender
words, by Rev. A, H. Wright, who was fol-
lowed by an address to the candidate from
Rev. F. T. Bayley. After prayer by Rev, L.
H. Hallock, the benediction was pronounced
by Rev. C. A, Derebey and the council was
dissolved. .

THE .DYHSMIO. OF LICHT.

Major Jared A. Smith's Lecture In
the Mechanics’ Course.

Major Jared A. Smith delivered a highly
interesting lecture in the; Mechanies’ Free
Course, in the Library Hall last evening to
a large and highly interested audience. His
subject was the “Dynamiecs of Light.”

The lecturer gave a sketeh and brief dis-
cussion of the theories and investigations
regarding the properties, colors and active
forées of sunlight. A fanciful picture was
sketched of the primitive man as he saw the
sua and the brilliant skies attending its ris-
ing and setting,and as he observed its effects
upon vegetation and animal life and gave
the sun his adoration. The lecturer then
proceeded to notice some of the more promi-
nent points of theory and experiment upon
the qualities of light, following wvearly the
historic order until the time of our own cen-
tury.

The uncients believed that the eyes sent
forth a kind of material rays which felt out
the visible qualities of bodies, but the theory
was crused by the single question, “Why
can we not see in darkness?” The story
of the mirrors of Archimedes, and the dis-
covery of refraction by our atmosphere were
mentioned to indicate some of the earliest
recorded studies, In fifteen hundred years
of our era philosophy was fantastic and
credulity was universal. Astrology, alche-
my and magic were the direct antecedents of
astronomy, chemistry and that philosophy
which reasons from effect to cause.  The al-
chemists while melting some chloride of
silver, then called horn silver, hoping to
transform it into gold, found thatthe metal
was blackened by the sun's rays in the same
way that sulphur would blacken silver. This
led them to believe that light contained a
sulphurous principle and that particles of
light hal|¥d to o the substance of solid
bodies. They thought that gold with its yel-
low color had more light in its_composition
than siver and baser metals., This was the
theory of Homberg, a contemporary of New-
ton, and even Newton himself adopted a
corpuscular tll.‘h‘i“, einiin-ly in harmony with
Homberg en this point.

Some of Newton’s wore famous- experi-
ments were mentioned, showing his great
feu!uu, and yet his discoveries were some-

imes misinterpreted to support his own the-
ory g0 that although Newton was pre-emi-
nently a great man, his authority on points
where he was entirely wrong was used to
throw discredit upon the ecopeclusions of
many other able investigators so
that” the. progress of truth-in this direc-

ion was delayed for more than a century.

Perhaps the greatest mag of science in
modern times was Dr. Thomas Young, an
! English physician. Young discovered that

rays of [Ii)g t might, and do, oftertimes, in-
terfere so as to produce various colors or
even darkpess itself. Young scarcely out-
lived the abuse he received from men too
small to grasp his thoughts, but who held
the confidence of the public. Young lalrlg
established the wave theory of light, whic
is now universally adopted. Dr. Wollaston
diseovered dark lines in the spectrum, and
many of them were subsequently mapped by
Fraunhofer, by whose name they are now
known These lines have brought us a new
era in chemistry and In astronomy, b
which many things are known which woul
otherwise hiave been impossible, The earli-
est discoveries of the use of light in photo-
gnphig were mentioned, and some of its
wlmil_ded. ul uses at the present time were ex-
plaine

The lecture closed with a reference to the
various effects of the sun’s light and heat
in uature; how the plants grow and turn to
the light giving a twist to the tendril and
stalk; how the winds blow, the vapors rise,
therain falls, thé mill grinds, the engines
turp, the sails waft, animal life is cupported,
and man thinks, as some of the resuits of
this great active part of creation.
