Rough Weather on the Pacific Ooast. 

A COMPARISON IliaWI'.r.N TIIK ATLANTIC 
AND I* ACI I'TC COASTS. ASTOlUA’S ROOM. 
I Pos t s AND FOULS I IULS. 

[Correspondence of the Journal.] 
.WrouiA, oufoon. Sept, lit, iss'.t. The 

coast of Oregon during the tirst week in Sep- 
tember w a- visited by frequent fogs which 
made it very difficult tor shipping to find its 
way into the mouth of Columbia River. If 
there were as many vessels entering and clear- 
ing the navigable harbors of this coast as there 
are on the Atlantic in the same latitude, the 
heavy fogs which prevail for weeks at a lime, 
from the Coldeu date to Cape Flattery, would 
cause a much more serious loss, in the way of 

profits and otherwise, than most people oil this 
coast are willing to acknowledge. The harbors 
are lew and far apart, and when once a sailing 

1 takes her departure, she has got to face 
any w* at her that may present itself, however 

rough or stormy, there being no friendly islands 
or i ruinontorie> t*» shelter them until the gale 
i> passed. 

Frost has already, on several occasions, laid 
i' ■•hilly hand upon vegetation. Hut it dealt 
g< utly with the fertility of the country in the 
immediate vicinity of Astoria. After a short 
season of cool weather, the keen winds gave 
way to milder airs, and now everything has 
assumed a summer-like appearance. 

Numerous forest tires, which have been prov- 
m t all along the '-oast for the past month, 

have completely tilled the sky with dense black 
smoke. For hundred of miles huge tires are 
burning night and day, destroying thousands 
of dollars worth of valuable property. Seem- 
ingly the settlers have no special regard for 
th majestic forest; and will unhesitatingly ap- 
ply the ton-h and clear the land of valuable 
timber in order that a few patches of potatoes 
may be planted. Hut the day i> rapidly ap- 
proaching when all those who now consider 
beautiful trees a nuisance and an obstacle in 
the path of agricultural progress will have 
ample caii'C to repent of having wantonly de- 
stroy ed the forest. 

A-toria ter many years has been vigorously 
struggling for a boom, and at last their fond 
hope is about to he realized. For several years 
past, many of the most enthusiastic have from 
time to time made vatirinal remarks about a 
m'.ver lined cloud they could see just rising in 
the eastern norizon. Recently this imaginary 
clmid a^umed shape and rapidly ascended 
t-■ v\ 4r«1 the zenith, and now it can he seen by 
aii. hanging over Astoria. It is predicted that 
* re long a shower of blessings will come from 
it.

Tin- storm on tim Atlantic coast is one of those 
overwhelming visitations of nature to which the 
1.astern states seem increasingly siihject. Cyclone 
ami -lorm in summer, storm amt blizzard lu win- 
ter, Mood and -torm in spring, make up the history 
o! 'he revolving year, with earthquakes, snow 
blockades and sunstrokes thrown in. Apparently 
the oh .-Ilore line is at the mercy of the Allan 
ti 1 lie wave- lash into and behind populous 
eitie", eat awav land amt destroy houses. Ships 
are loosed on tin- lu-ac.Ii liv scores in the land lock 
ed bays. Kaiho.ios are submerged by ti e rising 
tide. 

It i> needicss to sa> that nothing of tliis kind is 
ever known on this roast. 1 lie sea is our friend, 
not our persecutor. Our shores, from the Arc- 
t: to I.a l’a/, arc high and rugged. The waves, 
v\ lien there are waves, heat upon them harmlessly. 
W lu:ve no w i le stretches of malaria 1 sand, rais- 
ed u-t a ho e the water level, wind-swept when 
nature t- and mosquito plagued when she is 
jocular, our harbors are safe, ami vessels that 
'maki their w ay w ithin them do not lind themselves 
caught in a trap and dashed to pieces within sight 
ot helpless thousands. 

It is doubtful it the whole historv of storm and 
wreck on ti- I’acilie coast can muster as great an 
aggregate ot disaster as has befallen the Atlantic 
siate- within the past three days. We might throw' 
in our e\pei ienre with earthquakes without weight- 
ing down the balano And yet there,are people 
who persist in trying to live in the inclement 
l- aion-, from which we have escaped. 

From the above it would seem that ail the 
line harbors of the t inted States are concen- 
trated on the l’arilic coast. Any one who has 
ever visited and had occasion to sail along this 
coast could not help from noticing the paucity 
of harbors between the Straits of .Juan de 
Plica and San Diego. There are only three in 
a stretch of coast nearly 1,fOO miles long, and 
only one of these can be approached in heavy 
weather with any degree of safety. Only a 
few months ago California was visited i»y a 
gaic which caused shipping to drag their an- 
chor" in the harbor, or bay of San Francisco. 
If the gale had been of long duration no little 
damage would have been done. There is al- 
ways two sides to a question; but on this coast 
truth is often twisted out. of shape to suit the 
condition of allairs.

(it aymvs, Sonor\. 1 **'• >: To liu*, one of the 

most fascinating spots in this section -though 
by no means the most beautiful—is the desert- 
ed Campo Santo, or cemetery, which lies al- 
most in the center of the city of (iuaytuas. The 

mule cars clatter past it every few minutes, to 

and fro, for just beyond is the handsome new 

depot of the Sonora railroad; and almost with- 
in a stone’s throw is the Hay. covered with 
busy shipping. Apparently no attempts at dec- 
oration have been made at any time upon this 
strange “Ciod’s acre.” Though close upon the 

highway, it has never been enclosed by wall or 

railing, and not a trace of tree or shrub or 

growing thing is visible nothing but an arid 
waste of sand and stones, like all the unculti- 
vated land hereabouts, within which a blade of 
grass never grew, nor weed found root, only a 
few poisonous thistles and thorny cactus 
spires. 

Rambling about this desolate place- mean- 
while keeping a sharp look-out for snakes and 
other dangerous reptiles- -one marvels that the 
Mexicans, who are so full of sentiment and 
poetry in other respect-, should so utterly neg- 
lect their dead. To be sure, there is a newer 
and better cemetery back among the hills; but 
this one is not of ancient date, and many of 
(iuaymas’ present prosperous citizens have n I- 
atives lying here. 

Making our way with difficult} through sand 
and loose stones, among thorny hushes that 
scratched our hands and rent our garments, 
as if they, more pitiful than the iiving. were 

striving to protect the degraded dead from the 
eyes of strangers—we saw many broken vaults 
within which human hones and fragments of 
coffins were plainly visible. Some of tie 
moldering caskets still showed wreaths of fad- 
ed llowers on top, prov ing that the clay within, 
now forgotten and deserted, vva> blessed with 
human love and tenderness not so very long- 
ago. The vaults were all built up of adobe, 
iether square, like dry goods boxes, or with 
rounded roofs which' gave them the look ot 
I Mitch bake-ovens. 

Many of the Filibusters, (from various parts 
of the world, but mostly from England and the 
Fnited States.) who from time to time iiavt 
visited this region with murderous intent and 
been punished with death as they de-ervvd, 
are buried in this giuesome place. Among 
them is that noted Frenchman. < mint kauset. 
Hi'is a queer monument, near the middle of 
the yard, being merely a huge pile of rough 
stones, (‘(.‘merited together in tin form ot a 
blunt pyramid, or that of a rather fat ami low 
Cleopatra'.* needle. On one side of it is a curv- 
ed bronze plate, bearing bis name and age an I 
eoat-of-arnis, sent over by his brother, who 
was an admiral in the French army. 

1 think it wa- in the year ls">!. or there- 
abouts, that Count kauset was captured and 
shot by the citizens of (iuaymas. Forty or 
more of his men who fell in the last desperate 
eucounti r, were buried in a deep trench, a lit- 
tle further down the beach, but a few years 
ago the bones were transferred to the 'mart, 
new cemetery back among the erms. 

The full particulars of the Count's exploits 
among the hitherto peaceful Sonorans will not 
bear printing, and will probably never be 
known to the world; but many of them 'till 
furnish tales tone whispered around tirc'ides.

'There i- now talk of bringing waim irom 
the old town by means of an aqiiedi; t. lu 
miles long, in which laudable enterprise a Mr. 
Smith, of the Filited Mates, is .oi.c.-na d 
doubtless a member of the nuinerou* family 
with whose cognomen we are all tamiliar. 

Not far from the picture.-que wells of <.ua\- 
mas, we are shown ttie gap in tin* hills through 
which Maximilian's army came, at the tiua f 
the French intervention, in lsi>4; and t.heT -i.1.- 
sequent camping-ground, opposite the Ame.i- 
can fort. In the wall* of many of the lum-t 
shells are .-till embedded, and other trace- 
those troubled days may still be *cen.

(iuaymas. which cracked many wall.-, rattled 
the windows and doors, and thoroughly fright- 
ened the people, but did no *crimi- damage.

for the hill* that crowd it almost into the o -can 
are covered with enormous rock* that look just 
ready to t >pplg down upon the housetoj at 
any moment, and if jarred from their base.*, 
would undoubtedly crush to atoms e\eryfhing 
beneath. 

The most interesting (iuayma.-ian. e-pr< iai 
to travellers, is Mr. Alexander WTlard. gen- 
tleman from the United States, who act- :i- 

Uonsul for Lngland, a.- w« II as for the land t 
hi* nativity. He ha* lived here so many years 
that he considers himself almost “to the m.anot 
horn,” his first annual report having 
issued for the year ending S**pt. isos, less than 
two year* after the downfall of the-o-. led 
Umpire of Mexico. He i- a most agreeable 
person and is a line specimen of the typi- ai 
Anglo-Saxon—tall, golden-haired and mg- 
bearded, well fitted * y nature ami e<lueati"n to 
adorn the most cultured society. > ct, -{range 
to say. though buried in this forlorn country 
more than 21 years, he is apparently happy and 
contented Fverybody -peaks of him a- an in- 
defatigable worker, zealous of the interest- of 
the government lie represents, a* well as the 
most genial of friends, whose hand and purse 
are ever ready to assist a countryman in need. 
The fact is,—so they say -that he give-away 
every year, in charity to unfortunate exile* 
from the United State*, more than the amount 
of the meagre salary allowed by Um lc Samuel 
to his l»e*t < 'onsiils. 

The Consulate itself, decorated with the flag* 
of both nations, flying amicably together, as if 
there were no fisheries dispute or any other, i- 

worthy of more than passing mention. Thi* 
bachelor home is a big one, cool as the climate 
will allow: with large, airy rooms and an inner 
eourt-vard. It is an old time mansion of the 
Spanish school, purchased by Mr. Willard 
from the last representative of a proud Castil- 
ian family. The apartments, all opening into 
the central court or patio, are floored with 
tile, brick and stone. A broad hallway, paved 
with stone, opens between the street and the 
patio; while the corridors, extending around 
the latter, are 25 feet wide, its roof being on a 

level with that of the main building, and im- 
mense columns sustaining the arches along its 
outer line. In some of these arches heavy uan- 

vas screens are suspended on massive rollers, 
arranged that tliev can be raised and lowered 
at will, like window-shades, according to the 
position of the sun; ami when the heat is op- 
pressive water is thrown on them, the evapora- 
tion from which cools the atmosphere wonder- 
fully. 

As m most Mexican Domes tins corn*tut- is 

the most delightful part of the house, not even 

excepting the patio, with its growing plants, 
rustling palms and banana trees and murmur- 

ing fountains. Here the hammocks are swung 
and the family practically live: here, out of 
doors, they eat and sleep, especially during the 
heated season from June to October. That is 
to say, most of the families in (Juaymas do so. 
The handsome Consul has no family and his 
courtyard is as bare of ornament as his life 
seems to be. His one servant, a little old man 

(Mexican), keeps everything spotlessly clean 
and serves his master with the faithfulness of 
a dog; yet rules him vigorously withal, as a 

mother would her child. The aU'ection between 
this master and man aud their dependence up- 
on one another is beautiful to behold. Years 
ago the stalwart Consul nursed the servant 
through an attack of yellow fever; and subse- 
quently the servant performed the same office 
for him; so that each feels he owes his life to 
the other.

But let us turn to fairer scenes and brighter 
prospects. Iron is the thing now-a-days. 
Wooden shipbuilding must soon become a 

thing of the past; and Bath already has the 
nucleus for an iron shipbuilding plant in the 
Bath Iron Works, at the head of which is Gen. 
Thomas W. Hyde. This concern was one of 
the bidders for the construction of the three 

small cruisers recently advertised l>y the Navy 
department, and it is quite probable that one 

of these vessels will be built in Hath, al- 

though the conditions must be modified and 
< ongress must increase the appropriation Ik- 
fore they can be built here or elsewhere. Hut 
whether a government contract is secured or 

not the Hath Iron Works will at no distant day 
enter upon the construction of iron vessels. 
The new part of their establishment is situated 
upon a water front well adapted for a large- 
sized shipyard, and an additional space adjoin- 
ing has been secured to which the older part of 
the works, now in the heart of tin.- city, will 
he transft rred. One of the editors of the s. a- 

board, w ho recently visited Hath. says of these 
works: 

The general manager. Mr. Charles Id Hyde,

when iIk* sixteen monuments erected liy the state 
of Mail,'* on the hattlelield were christened. Gen. 
•Joseph !.. Chamberlain, ex Governor, and Colonel 
•*f the goth Maine Pegiment, presided, and in a 
brief and feeling opening address alluded to the 
duty which had assembled so many of Maine’s 
honored soldiers to the scene of the bloodiest bat- 
tle •>! the w ar, and referred with pride to the place 
w hich the fallen heroes held in the memory of the 
people oi Maine. His remarks were listened to 
with the closest attention. At the close of his ad 
dress Pev. Theodore Gcrrish, of Portland, a mem- 
ber of the *Juth Maine Pcgiment, offered prayer. It 
w as one of thanksgiving and also was tilled with 
tender allusions to the heroes, over w hose honored 
dust tin* state of Maine t" day dedicated enduring 
monuments, memorials of her fallen sons. 

Gen. (. liarles Hamlin, the chairman of the execu- 
tive committee of the Maine Gettysburg commis- 
sion, presented tin* Maine monuments to Governor 
IJurleigh in a brief speech. He said it was a beau- 
tiful and solemn thought to dedicate the October 
tillness of tlii-* day to the memory of our fallen
