THE NATIONAL CAPITAL.

Removing an Undeserved Charge of
Desertion Against Union Soldiers.

Prospective States and Their
Chances in the Two Houses.

Live Topics Before the Makers of the
Nation’s Laws.

[Special to the Press.]

WasmiNgTON, Feb.'17.—Much is Dbeing
done in the present Congress to clear up the

records of the army, so far as soldiers who
are put down as deserters, and who do not
by any means, deserve the title, are con”
cerned, The House passed, with almost no
debate, the bill which had been pending for
two congresses at least, to extend the provis-
ions of 1884 and 1886, to the navy and marine
corps. This will help out over 100 private
caseos In which sailors, as in the case of the
soldiers, at the actual expiration of hostili-
ties, hurried off home without walting to get
a discharge and the papers necessarily ac-
companying that. Now the military com-
mittee has under consideration another relief
measure. This will probably cover 200 cases.
The bill has reference mostly §to Union sol-
diers who lived in States that were within
the rebel lines. In some instances, during
the fighting, they were detached from their
regiments, and on getting near other Union
men at once joined other regiments. The
bill is drawn so as to remove the charge of
desertion in case incidents like the one just
cited can be proyed to have existed.

A strong effort to defeat the bill raising the
postage on serial cheap libraries, which was
rushed through the House plainly undera
misapprehension, will be made in the Senate

FLYING TO WASHINGTON.
What Veteran Chase Expects to Do
with His Machine.

[Bpecial to the Press.]

AvGusTA, Feb. 17.—Mr. John F. Chase,
the scarred veteran, has arrived home from
‘Washington, and now proposes to construct
one of the flying machines which he hasin,
vented, at his home in this city. It will be
twenty feet long and six wide, and he ex-
pects to complete it in two or three months.
Either electricity or compressed air will be
employed as motive power.

THE NECOTIATORS’ EFFORT.

—

Attempts of the British Side To Se-
cure Reciprocity in Trade.

Rights Not in Dispute Reported to
have been Traded Away.

What Congressman Dingley and Sen-
ator Frye Say About the Treaty.

—

WasmiNaroN, Feb. 17.—+The new
fisheries treaty still remains in the
possession of the President. His failure
to send it to the Senate yesterday is ex-
plained on the ground that ha desires to ac-
company it with a message, practically a plea

in its behalf.

Governor Dingley speaking of the treaty
yesterday said: *I cannot for a moment im-
agine that the treaty as published coming
through Mr. Tupper has been agreed to by
the American commissioners. If such a
thing is possible it is certain that it will
never go & step further. The idea of giving
a tonnage tax as a return for a privilege of
touching and trading, which the Canadians
owe us now, would be absurd. As for say-
ing that this tonnage tax 1s to be given up
when we put fish on the free list, that caps
the climax. I cannotcredit any such state-
ment. Such a treaty would be a worse fall-
ure than a convention. Talk about its being
a victory for American fishermen, it would
be yielding further than we have ever done
before.”

Senator Frye had heard almost nothing
about the details of the treaty, but thought
that if the only surrender by the United
States was the right to fish inshore in parts
where we now enjoy that privilege under
the treaty, it would not be very objectiohabla.

It is reported by those most interested in
the fisheries that the treaty is not as advan-
tageous as supporters of the nistration
elaim. Here is one point of disadvantage to
the United States, As a treaty is a compro-
mise, it was, of course, ngcessary for the
United States to give up something. By the
convention of 1818 Americans are allowed to
fish within three miles of the shore on the
south coast of Newfoundland from Cape Ray
to the Rameau 1slands; on the western and
northern coasts from Cape Ray to the Quir-
pon Islands; on the southern shore of the
Magdalene 1slands and on the coasts, bays,
harbors and creeks from Mount Joly to the
Southern coast of Labrador, to and through
the Strait of Belle Isle and thence north-
ward indefinitely along the coast. By the
new treaty it is understood the United States
givesup these rights, This surrender Is
made with the idea that the privileges given
up are of no value to American fishermen,
and that they will not, therefore, object to
being shut out from the shore at points
where they have heretofore had liberty to
fish. 1t remains to be seen, however, wheth-
er American fishermen will be content with
the surrender of rights which have never
been questioned by C or Great Britain
in nn&r to secure ts which we claim to
be ours by the plain terms of the ex-
isting treaty. At best, this partof the agree-
ment has & very unpleasant, though exceed-
ingly familiar, feature—that of the surrender
of rights that are not disputed in order to
secure a recognition of those we believe our-
selves entitled to without paying anything

STOCK CAMBLING DIRECTORS

Who Have Ruined the ‘Reading Rail-
road Company,

If the Testimony of an Ex-President
is True.

Lewis and iCorbin Correspond and
Miners Will Go to Work.

—

PmiLApELPHIA, Feb., 17.—Ex-President
Charles E. Smith, of the Reading Rallroad
Company, was the first witness this morning
before the congressional investigating com-
mittee, wnich is inguiring into the strike on
the Reading railroad system and in the coal
regions. Mr. Smith said that he had been
president of the Reading railroad from 1861
to 1869, and a director until 1876. He resign-
ed his directorship because he discovered in
1876, after an investigation, that the compa-
ny was publishing false reports and cooking
up its accounts in the interest of stock gam-
bling. The ecompany, he had found, had
borrowed §15,000,000 to pay dividends which
had not been earned.

To the question, *Do the present stock and
bonds represent money actually paid in on
the work done?” the witness replied that
the company borrowed fifteen millions to
pay dividends not earned, and gave the mon-
ey away. The loan was secured by bonds,
and those securities did not represent any-
thing except a stock gambling operation.

Mr. Cladstone Replies.

Mr. Gladstone followed Mr. Balfour. He
said he found little in the chief secretary’s
speech that tended to assist in getting at the
truth of the questions before the House. It
was a question whether the Conservative
leaders had communicated with Mr. Parnell
on the subject of home rule. Denials by Mr.
Balfour did not get rid of the Irish members,
assertions. Mr. Parnell had stated that he
found himself entirely agreed with Earl Car
narvon on the home rule question. That had
not been denied. [Cheers.] It was stated
that Carnarvon spoke for himself,but he was
viceroy of Ireland at the time for the Con~
servative government, which now held that
home rule, in any shape, meant the separa-
tion of ireland from the empire.

Mr. Balfour interposing and said the letter
from Earl Carnarvon clearly implied that he
did not express an opinion upon home rule
to Mr. Parnell.

Mr. Gladstone replied that Earl Carnavon
never explicitly denled Mr. Parnell’s state-
ment. If be did, where were his words in
denial? The Liberals were called sepu: atisis
because they wished to give effect to the na-
tional aspiration of lre while having &
regard for the unity of the empire. Sowe
remarks of Mr. Balfour, Gladstone sald, had
apparently beeu levelled at himself. ~His
(Gladstone’s) Nottingham speech bad been ab-
solutely misrepresented as to the statement
mgrdlns the Irish executive's practice of
obtaining Information by permi ‘:z the po-
lice to conduct erime. He protested then, as
aow, against the practice as dangerous to
society and odious in itself. He had never
uttered words over which he felt more re-
ﬁimd than the words about Mitchellstown.

e used them for the sake «f preveniing
enormous mischief and suffering and proba-
bly bloodshed. It was the agents of law
that were the breakers of law at Mitchells-
town. It was cruel, wanton and disgraceful
bloodshed, almost without example. Mr.

Mr. Gladstone did not disguise the stre
of the combination against home rule, whkich
included nearly the whole of the wealth,
all the elements of social strength belongi
to high rank and station in the country, bu
the lrish nation and growing English popu-
lar feeling was on the side of home rule. To
delay the settlement of a question of this kind
between natlons was dangerous in the ex-
treme, 1f resistance to the national voice of
Ireland was pushed too far, those who now
guided the mind of that nation might lose
their power and be displaced by ruder and
more dangerous spirits. Let the govern-
went bethink themselves and consent to leg-
islate for Ireland as they did for England
and Scotland, in accordance with the consti-
tutionally expressed wishes and permanent
convictions of the reu le and thus, ad last
present to the world the blessed spectacle of
a truly and not nominally united empire,
[ Loud cheers].

The Speeches.

Mr. Balfour's speech has greatly enhanced
his reputation as a parlimentary speaker.
Gladstone’s reply is considered one of the

finest efforts of his life, but more rhetorical
than argumentive. He had to appeal for as-
sistance onee or twice In reading his notes
and said to the House: “This regret to
say I8 the only point In which 1 begin to find
that warning has been given that I am mod
asyoung as I was.” Both sides of the
House gave sympathetic eheers.

A Dr. Wolf, who is saild to be a distin-
guished physician in Hartford, Conn., and
who saw Mr. Blaine while in Paris, is re-
ported as saying that Mr. Blaine was in very
feeble health, with symptoms of Bright's
disease, Stories about Mr. Blaine's ill
health are chestnuts, and this one about his
having Bright's disease is a particularly old
and mouldy one. It was set going long be-
fore the campaign of 1884, and was told with
great circumstantiality. Nevertheless Mr.
Blaine went into that eampaign and did an
amount of hard work that would have been
fmpossible for a man not in the most robust
of health. He has continued to. enjoy such
health ever since, and there are few men in
the world of his age to-day who can stand
so much mental and physical strain as he.

Statements of the terms of the fisheries
treaty given by different correspondents dif-
feor in very essential varticulars, and there-
fore any expression of opinion on the out-
come of the negotiations is liable to be based
on wrong premises. It seemsto be pretty
certain, however, that our vessels have been
granted commercial privileges in Dominion
ports, on condition that they pay a license or
tonnage tax. This conditlon is very strongly
objected to by Congressman Dingley who
says that the *idea of giving a tonnage tax
as a retorn for the privilege of touching or
trading, which the Canadians owe us, would
be absurd.” A treaty with such a provision
would be yielding further than we had ever
done Dbefore, in Mr. Dingley’s opinion.
Considering, however, how ready Mr, Bayard
was before the Senate braced him up to
make concessions to the Canadians for the
sake of a settlement of the dispute we may
regard ourselves lucky if we bave escaped
from the commission with no worse skinning
than this tonnage tax.

Speaking of the scheme presented to the
_Grand Army encampment recently held in
this city to pay to surviving soldiers the dif-
ference between the currency in which they
were paid and gold, the Bridgton News sayg
the reporter of the Lewiston Journal who
telegraphed that the encampment was likely
to give this measure its unanimous endorse-
ment unwittingly did “injustice to the aver-
age intelligence of that body in the predie-
tion.” “Whatever injudicious action,” says
the News, “may have been taken at G. A. R,
encampmwents in other jurisdietions, it ls just
to say thiat the representatives of the soldier
element in Maine have never taken any stock
in such wild, illogical and visivnary schemes,
They neither ask for or desiie ‘the earth’;
and by pursuing & wise and conservative
policy In the matter of recommendations for
pension legislation they have invariably been
able to command the influence and support
of our congressional delegation and of our
State Legislature as well. The proposition
referred to is founded neitber upon justice
or reason, and is wholly impracticable, as

CONCERNINC BOOKS.

BY E. CAVAZZA,.

Professor J. P. Mahaffy’s manual of the
Art of Conversation is an example of a
small thing done greatly, The thin volume
—easily to be slipped into the coat-pocket
for study on the way fo some reunion where
one would distinguish himself in the tourney
of talk—contains the entire subject, classi-
fied and arranged with philosophic order
possible only to a master of thought. The
preface is charming: one recognizes the man
of science to be also the man of society,
courteous, clever and sympathetic. One of
those witty sayings which decompose the
light of truth in order to present it in the
brilliant colors of the prism, has defined con-
versation as the art of concealing ideas;
Professor Mahafly more justly considers
that the perfection of conversational art is to
conceal itself. Premeditation and effort are
fatal to its charm; art must socompletely
fmitate nature as to rander itself a second
nature.

Professor Mahaffy believes conversation to
be most important, not only to success in the
world, but also as a means of limitless en-
joyment; and concludes his eloquent praise
by declaring it to be “the delight of prosper-
ity, the solace of adversity, the eternal and
essential expression of that social instinet
which is one of the strongest and best fea-
tures in human nature,” He recognizes the
difficulty of prescribing laws for an art
whose essence is spontaneity, and whose
ideal isthe rapid creation of a variety of
beautiful images. Yet he observes that the
kindred art of rhetorie has its rules which it
most obeys when It most causes to be forgot-
ten ; and his masterly analysis of the science
of social speech is a good foundation upon
which to rear whatsoever graceful structure
one will. As the physical requirements of
Manner he notes a pleasant tone of voice,
and the absence of local accent and of tricks
of speech and catch-words. As regards
local aceent in New England—it may gently
be hinted that to the official five vowels is
apt to be added an overwarked obscure
sound, substituted for any and all of them,
80 that a foreign ear is often puzzled asto
the spelling of a syllable unless already
known to sight. And not seldom it happens
that even this representative of a vowel Is
omitted ; indeed one frequently hears New
Englanders, refined and careful in choice of
words, slight the musical vowels until their
conversation resembles those personal items
of a newspaper which announce, for exam-
ple, that the Pr-s-d-nt is at the Wh-te H-se
at W-sh-ngt-n. The proportion of vowels in
the English language is all too little for har-
mony ; and this minority unheard, the utter-
ance goes snapping, hissing, crackling on,
consonant after consonant, like the petulant
blaze of a wood fire, Almost universal is the
viee of pet phrases and catehwords, tiresome
in themselves, they hinder precision of
thought and speech, thrust themselves into
the place of other words, write and speak
themselves without a reason. There is, we
are told, such a process as unconscious cere-
bration; there Is also, unconscious expres-
sion, the action of tongue or pen by means of
motive power gained by practice, when the
brain does not suggest, hardly consents to
the words.

In consldering the mental equipments of a
good conversationalist, Professor sMahaffy
compares the specialist with the person of
general information, and on the whole, pre-
fers the ‘all-round’ man for social purposes.
He thinks, however, that the present system
of rapid transit of news by means of tele-
graphs, railroads and journals, is, on the
whole, detrimental to conversation, since it
affords an unassorted mass of truth and its
opposite, so condensed and conventional as
to destroy liberty and leisure of Individual
thought.

Of the moral requisites of the art of con-
versation, he deems Modesty the first and
most obvious—including 1n this word all
grades from bashfulness up to the moral self-
restraint which fears to overestimate one'’s
own worth, He reproves unsparingly the
false modsty which occuples itself with dep-
recating its possessor. Tiresome indeed is
the person who qualifies each of his opinions
as *‘a poor thing but mine own " who begins
a letter with apologles for stupidity. The
soclal erime of shyness is its own punish-
ment: while, on the contrary, reserveis a
noble trait. One receives or merits small
thanks for the sacrifice of his personal dig-
nity or good taste; the amusement or the
flattered vanity of those for whom the sacri-
fice 1s made soon gives place to the comtempt
of familiarity.

Sympaghy is the charity of the imagina-
tion: itis possible that Professor Mahaffy,
who testifles to its inestimable worth in so-
cial relations, places a certain restraint up-
on himself in failing to indorse fully the
opinion of Adam Smith, who traced all hu-
man virtues to thelr common root of sympa-
thy. Every breach of good manners and
good morals derlves from some lack of affec-
tionate understanding of the human or divine
conditions, The Professor’s hint as to the

tediousness of over-nicety even as regards
grammar, comes with a double grace from
a man of his elegant learning. And if ped-
antry Is unlovely in a speaker, how twice
unblest it is when applied to the interlocutor.
No more instant chill and check can be
given to a narrative or an argument than the
question, Do vou pronounce that word with
the @ long or short? or, What authority
have you for placing the accent on the pe-
pult? The watter of speech has been ig-
pored for sake of an unlmportant point of
its manner. The argument fails, the anec-
dote stops short; the woxds of Job are ended
until the next time.

1t is agreeable to learn that Professor Ma-
hafly, appreciative and capable of wit and
humor, does not belieye them essential to
the art of conversation, but rather to be
used as brilliant adjuncts, and hence spar-
ingly. Indeed, in order to elicit a laugh, one
often sacrifices somewhat of grace andof
genuine effect, in setting the subject in the
false light and unnatural pose of the ridieu-
lous. There is, however, a time for jesting;
and the Professor considers thatsuch an oc-
casion is given by the proyerbially awkward
time while the company awaits the word
that Madame is served. Yet he warns one
not to call too early upon the professed
wit of the party, even after the feast is be-
gun. And he is right; even the waiter ata
restaurant hardly brings the check before
the dessert: and it is too much to require of
a guest that he pay in advance his dinner, or
exhaust his {bonmots before he tastes his
bonbons. It is necessary, however, to fill up
in some way “the bad guarter-hour” before
the summons to table; and it may be sug-
gested for the benefit of young Curtius, on
his social promotion, that if he will leap
boldly into that yawning gulf, on whatever
hobby may be his, he will have the honor to
save the situation, and earn the lasting grat-
itude of his hostess. Professor Mahaffy be-
lieves that the best early training in the art
of conversation is the habit of talking at
table where young and old meet together;
and traces the tradition that children should
be seen and not heard at table Lo the customs
of mediwval monks, wh e reflections were
silent save for the volcc of the brother who
read aloud the Lives of the Saints. Itis
well, if in changing all this, we do not sub-
stitute the recital of the *“life, death and
miracles” of the sinners, our contemporaries
and acquaintances, Between the two—one
would choose to hear the story of Saint
Ursula with the details of the biography of
her eleven thousand virgins, rather than the
endless tales of ill-natured and trivial gos-
sip. Not that interest inthe doings and
welfare of others is to be dispraised ; since it
“is—when it is—the result and expression of
the social instinet and of sympathy. And
now and then it will go hard with even the
best of us but he shall say his say as to thie
follies and faults of his neighbor—this, how-
ever, only as a spice to kindlier and worthier
discourse of them.

In eoncluding his brilliant manual,jProfes-
sor Mahafly returns to the keynote of his
theory, thaf conversation being ordained for
the pleasure and refreshment of society,
should be natural, easy,tactful and unselfish,
and free from pedantry and from conceif,
Indeed, one fancies that he has been assist-
ed in his Art of Conversation, not only by
the Marchioness of Londonderry and Lady
Andrey Buller—to whom he makes his com-
pliments of acknowledgement—but also by
the theological Virtues and the classie
Graces, (New York: G. P. Putnam's Sons;
Portland: Loring, Short & Harmon.)

DESTRUCTIVE CONFLACRATION.

The Robinson Woclen Miills Burned
to the Cround.

Loss $50,000; Insurance $35,000.

The Press yesterday morning stated that
the bright light of a great fire wns seen in the
divection of Saccarappa or Cumberland
Mills, but it was observed at so late, or rath-
er so early an hour it was impossible to gain
any facts before the paper went to press.

Yesterday morning Mr. T. L. Robinson,
owner of the woolen mills at Mallison Falls.
South Windham, was in the city and was
seen by a reporter for the Prrss, e said
that the mills were destroyed by fire that
morning, the flames having been discovered
by the watchman, Mr. Charles Gammon,
shortly after 2 o’clock. He quickly raised
an alarm and the inhabitants of the village
promptly responded. But the fire had ap-
parently obtained such headway, the fire
pump was of little avail,and alljthat could be
done was to stand by and see the mills burn.
The mills were located under a hill on the
Presumpscot. These mills consisted of three
large buildings, two of them belng built of
wood, and three stories high The third was
the picker building and was built of brick.
Only the picker building was standing yes-
terday, the site of the others being covered
with machinery, shaftingland huge iron gird-
ers twisted into fantastic shapes. The tall
chimney was standing, but was expected to
fall at any moment. Between the two main
buildings was situated the boiler house and
this was where the fire originated, probably
from the furnace. One of the buildipgs was
used as the dyehouse and another as the
wheelhouse. The main building was 170 feet
long and 50 feet broad. The bridge over the
Presumpscot, close at hand was burned, and
the villagers have to cross on the | und
several of the houses belonging to tuc mill
hands had a narrow escape.

The mills were known as Roblnson’s Mills
and were owned by T. L. Robinson of South
Windham, Mr. Robinson :s also treasurer
of the Grest Falls Woolen Company of New
Hawmpshire, and these mills were conducted
by his two sons, Joseph L. and _Charles A.
They were doing a good business, employing
about eighty hands. The original mill was
bulit by Willlam McQuaker in 1867, and was
bought by the present proprietor in 1879. He
immediately began the erection of another
mill along side of the first, and later on built
a brick picker house. They were fitted with
the latest styles of woolen machinery and it
was what is known as a five-set mill.

Mr. Rpbinson estimated his loss at §50,000,
insured in the followiug companies for $35,-

A FINE PICTURE

By a Maine Painter Who Has Been
Honored Abroad.

On Monday morning there will be placed
on exhibition at J. T. Stubbs’s art gallery, a
painting by Mr. B. T. Newman, jthat all lov-
ers of art should not fail tosee. The di-
mensions of the picture are six by eight
feet, and it was brought directly from Puis
having never before been exhibited in this
country. Tho subject is *“*Lunch a la Bre-
tagne.” The painter is a native of Bath, in
this State, and as an artist he has honored
the State which gave him birth. Mr. New-
man studied for seyeral years in the Art
Museum of Boston, and after that became a
member of the Art Students’ League of
New York. In September, 1884, he went to
Paris, and immediately entered Julien’'s
Acaflemie, under Lefebore and Boulanger,

where,] said he, “I worked for all I was

worth from 8 a. m. until 4 p. m., dering that
fall and winter.” In the spring he was
awarded twe of the school prizes, one for
the best drawing for the week in the school,
and the other for the best drawing for the
month,

In January, 1885, he commenced a course
of evening study, preparatory jfor the exam-
ination of admission to the Beaux Arts. The
examination included |perspective, anatomy,
architecture, history, modeling in clay, and
drawing from the nude. “At that time,”
writes Mr. Newman, “there were over 400
trying the examination, and it is esteemed a
great honor for anyone, French or Ameri-
ean, to stand first on the list of those who
pass the test.”
