The last chap-
ter gives an account of ihe position of living
beings in this universe of energy. The
American edi‘ion has in addition a valuable
appaudix, in which is given a revisicn of Prof.
Joseph Le Conte’s valuable essay om the
“Correlation ot Physical and Vital Forces,
published some fovrteen years ago, and one
by Prof. A. Bain the celebrated Psycholc gist
of Aberdeer, on the ““Correlation of the Ner-
vous and Mental Forces.”” The book is copi-
ously illustrated and will be found to be one
of ihe most valuable of the series.

BessiE WILMERTON. By Marguret Wescott, New

Noyes.

This is a story called by the New York
World a “Presbyterian Melo-drama” which
seems to us an eminetly fitting title. It is the
old ol1 story of an 1mmaculate father losing
his fortune by the dishonesty of his relatives,
his daiutily reared daughter doing duty as
governess in a family where she meets with
our old friend, the young man with Greei:n
profile,universal knowledge and scornful aspec
such as have been in vogue ever since Byron
wrote the Corsair; he fills in love with the
governess, she does not reciprocate ; he spends
the remainder of his life as a New York eity
missionary, she marries the lover of her
youth ,ber father reguining his ancient station
is sent as minister to Eungland; while the
wicked relatives as usual die io poverty. The
story is merely a re-vamp of the usual lonci-
dents of the majority of the silly novels ot the
day. Itisastory whi.h will do the reader
good, and no harm beyond the loss of time
spent in the reading.

This is the latest of those delightfal books
of Travel, Exploration and Adventure, edited
by Bayard Taylor, and treats of that mystie
region of which we know so very little,
“*Central Asia.” Beginning with a geograph-
ical sketch of the country under considera~
tion, it proceeds with a condensation of the
narrrtives of travelers, from the time of that
most indefatigable of wanderers, Marco Polo,
to the present. A large portion of the book
is devoted to travels of Mr. G, T. Vigue, who
about thirty years ago made one of the first,
as well as the most thorough explorations of
the valley of Cashmere. The exciting jour-
ney of Mr, Shaw to Yarkand and Kashghar,
abounding in innumerable davgers and es-
capes, is also vividly deseribed. The conclud-
ing chapter is devoted to the recent conquest
of Khiva, We do not know of any work on
this interesting and almost unknown counntry,
which econtains fresher or more accurate in-
formation, combined as it is with the naira-
tion of the thrilling incidents of travel.

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Good-bye to Gladstone.

Mr. Gladstone will become, if the Queen
creates him a peer, as is proposed, no more
like Gladstone the Liberal leader and cham-
plon of popular rights, than Napoleon done

-~ in bronze and placed at the summit of the

€olump. in the Place Vendomeis like the
highly vitalized and intense little Corsican
who left a trail of blood and fire from Ma-
drid to Moscow. The power to give a title
is one of the most potent instrumentalities
in the hands of the English aristocracy for
perpetuating itself and for repressing the
general upward tendency of the lower social
strata. If an individual not of the priv-
ileged class distinguish himself, they make
him one of their own class, leaving his
plebian compatriots deserted and disconso-
late in their former condition. The honor
is conferred on the individual ostensibly as a
reward for distinguished public services and
as a stimulus to other men of the people or
of the untitled aristocracy to deserve well of
the State. Hut practically the effect is to
draw the teeth and claws of the popular
statesman and to create in him new sympa-
thies alien to those which have hitherto in-
spired his best efforts. Writess like Macau-
ly and Dickens, as well as statesmen of the
Gladstone and Disraeli type, are thought of
sufficient importance to be coaxed iuto si-
lence or to be identified, in respeet to their
fame and glory, with the ruling classes by
the inapp:opriate compliment of a tiile.
Authors, like Dickens and Tennyson, some-
times have the courage and the sell-respect
to repel this attempt of men who are only
nom'‘nally great to patronize those who take
their patent of nobility from a higher source.
Even Disraeli let the coveted circlet, which
he, as the lifelong eulogist of the British
peerage. could not well affect to despise,
grace the forehead of his devoted wife in-
stead of his own,

It would be idle, of course, o class Mr.
Gladstone as thoroughly progressive. By de-
scent,education and training Le belongsrather
to the aristocracy than to the people. Nei-
ther is he one of those personages, quite com-
mon in history, whose radical philosophy has
wholly corrected the eonservative influences of
his birth and surroundings. No man in the
British Empire, not ex:epting Disraeli him-
self, is farther from anything like a Democrat.
ic bias or Republican tendencies than the late
P.emier, He isso far under the influence of
his guild that he is counted among the most
outspoken opponents of the revclutionary
doctrines of modern scientific investigators.
Not one of the gilded lords of the ‘““upper
house”” would be more aghast at the promul-
gation of agrarian or communistic theories
than the retiring statesman. It is not, then,
a Demoerat and a radical that is about to be-
come extinct in surrendering himself to the
heavy respectability of the British peerage.
The loss is much more serious than that. It
is of one who, bound by social and political
ties to the aristocratic minority, Las bravely
and persistently made wuse of his influence
and station to promote the well being and the
gradual political emancipation of the masses,
He who has broken down, after a fashion,
the inigunitons Irish land tenure, freed the
Catholies of Ireland from the burden of pay-
ing tithes for the support of an alien and odi-
ous church, abolished the purchase system in
the army, removed some of the narrower re-
strictions on the elective franchise and initiat-
ed compulsory educstion, belongs to a higher
order of nobility than any in which a Queen
can euroll him. If he accept the proffered
honor it cannot be for his own sake, but for
the sake of his successors who very likely may
be better fitted than he to dawdle and stag-
nate in that utterly superfluous department
of the English government—the House of
Lords.

RePorTs from New Hampshire indicate
little interest in the election which takes
place the second Tuesday of March com-
pared with former years. The strength that
the Democratic managers hoped to gain by
endorsiug the license system will probahly be
neutralized by the number of temperance
men in their own ranks who are dissatisfied
by this policy. ‘The so-called temperance
party is making a desperate attempt to break
the ranks of the Republicans and are thus
rendering the license party good service.
There is also some dissatisfaction respecting
Mr. Weston's railroad tendencies among
Demoerats in certain localities, Gen. Me-
Cutchin, the Republican candidate is said to
be most accaptable particularly within the
rural sections. The parties are so evenly

divided that it is impossible to make any
predictions as to the result.

THERE is no abatement of the feeling of
indignation in Boston at the appointment of
Simmons to be Collector of Boston. The ac-
tion of the Massachusetts delegation is sur-
prising, particularly the course of Mr. Dawes,
who declines t) take a hand in the matter.

Tae BurNt PaxtecaxicoN.—The Royal
Pantechnicon Company was organized in 1863,
and was similar to our Security and Trust Com-
panies. The building is an imposing block,
eight stories high, fronting Hyde Park, and in
the immediate neighborhood of the palatial
residences of Baron Rothschild, the Duke of
Wellington, Sir Robert Peel and others, The
front walls were of granite ‘legantly sculp-
tured, The building cost one million pounds
sterling. The basement, which was lined with
iron, was carefully guarded by watchmen;
while each safe had an fron erating before it.
Here were locked up the valuable silverware of
the old families of England, who rarely used it
except on state occasions. These priceless col-
lections were carefully numbered, the company
flving bonds for their safe keeping,'and charg-
ng amordil:ag to the vzluation of the property.
The first floor was a magniticent art gallery,
in which were deposited the rarest pictures of
the Tarper, Reynolds and other galleries.
Persors going out of town also left their priv-
ate collections of pictures for safe keeping. Be-
sides these were glass cases filled with cost!
jewelry and valuable eollections of coins. Ad-
mittauce to the Pantechnicon could be obtain-
ed only from a depositor or a director. In the
rear of the first floor were collections of equip-
ages, mostly of foreign make, which were con-
sidered 8o costly that the owners feared to trust
them on their own premises. Ou the floors
above, besides several art galleries and marbles
were endless collectious of costly forniture, re-
quiring constant care and attention to keep in
order. The Pantechnicon was alzo used for the
safe kee‘)ing of landed tttles, mortgages, and
other valnable papers, the company sumetimes
advaucing mouey ou the collaterals deposited.
Every (%ay during the Loudon season rows of
carriages could bs seen standing in front of the
bu:lding while their occupants were viewing the
collections inside [t was said that the young
aristocracy who visited the Pantechunicon were
often shocked to find that mere shopkeepers
possessed more wealth than themselves.

A strong religionus awakening is prevailing
at Standish Four Corners, not far from Lim-
ington bridge.

“Under the constitution of this Common-
wealth, can a woman be a member of a School
Committee?"”
The Comt holds that the constitution con-
tains nothing relating to School Committees
and that the common law of England was our
law upon the subject, permitting a woman to
fill any common_ office of an administrative
character, the duties attached to which were
sgcl: that « woman was competent to perforin
them,

The Steel Consumers.
