The Pacific Bank.

An important decision was rendered by
the Supreme Court today in the Pacific Na-
tional Bank case here upon appeal from the
United Seates Circuit Court for Massachu-
setts, The suit was brought by writs of at-
tachment against the Pacific National Bank
of Boston, after it resumed business subse-
quent to its embarrassment in 1882, They
were intended to recover sums alleged to be
due from the bank to the several plaintiffs:
George Mixter, Heury M. Whitney, David L.
Demman and Calvin B. Prescott. The bank
arranged with Lewis Colman and John Shep-
ard to become sureties upon bomnds to dis-
solve the attachments in any action brought
against it and placed in their hands a ee.rgl.ﬂ—
cate of deposit in the Marverick National
Bank for $10,000 to be held as their protee-
tion against all liabilities which snhould bs
thus incurred. Immediately after each of
the attachments in the above action were
made, the bank entered into a bond to each

laintiff in a sum snitable to the amount of
tlte': ¢laim with Coleman and Shepard as sure-

After this the bank closed its doors a sec-
ond time and the receiver p to wind
np its affairs. Finding these attachment
suits still pending, he filen motions to dis-
charge atuchmen}.a and dismiss the suits.
The motions were all over-ruled and judg-
ments rendered st the bank for the
sums found to be due the respective plain-
tiffs. He a suit in equity against the
several a g creditors and the sureties
on the bonds given to dissvilve the attach-
ments, the objeet being to reduce to his pos-
session the securities held by the sureties for
their protection from llability on the bonds
thezlhld given and to restrain the several at-
taching creditors from enforcing the attach-
ment bonds, on the ground that “‘the attach-
ments were unauthorized, illegal and void."”
The suit was dismissed by the Court, and
from its judgments and decree in all
all the cases, the receiver appeals. The
most important question is whether an at-
tachment can issue against a national bank
before judgmunt. in a suit begun in the Unit-
ed States Cirenit Court, The Supreme Court
is of the opinion that it cannot; that the at-
tachments in all the suits were illegal and
void, because issued without the anthoré&y
of law and judgment in each suit is affirmed,
but the decree in the suit in equity is revers-
ed and the eause remanded with instructions
to enter a decree seming aside and annulling
the bonds given in the suits to dissolve the
attachments and enjoining the creditors and
those claiming under them, from proceeding
in any manner to enforce the same against
auratfes and directing the sureties to surren-
der to the receiver, the securities they hold
for their indemnity. The opinion was ren-
dered by Chief Justice Waite.

Captain Watts and the Other Survi-
vors in San Francisco.

The John T. Berry of Thomaston, Maine,
was bound from Philadelphia to Hiogo, Ja-
pan, with oil. When she was off the Austra-
lian coast, on the night of January 10, fire
broke out on board. The crew madeall haste
to abandon the vessel. They left her in two
boats. The first boat reached the Australian
coast, after seven days of buffeting with the
waves, but the second boat has not yet been
heard from and its occupants are believed to
have perished. The missing boat contained
the second mate and ten men.

Mercer Mill Property.

Canadian Money in Biddeford.

Bipperorp, Feb, 20.—Collector Page'’s no-
tification regarding the collection of a tax
on Canadian currency has caused quitea
sensation among business men and bankers
in Biddeford. The bankers of both Bidde-
ford and Saco gave notice today that they
have agreed to take .o Canadian currency
from depositors under any consideration.
Heretofore they have handled no Canadian
bills except at 2 per cent discount, but have
taken on deposit Canadian silver at par. The
money thus received has never been paid out
over the counter, but has been disposed of
to brokers or sent to Canada. The corpora-
tions have made no diserimination between
Canada and United States silver in making
up their pay-rolls. The banks of both cities
have returned blanks to Collector Page cov-
ering transactions to December, 1886, show-
ing that no Canadian money has been circu-
lated by them during that time.

Busy Superintendent Luce.

AUGUSTA, Feb. 20.—Business just now Is
prisk at the office of the Superintendent of
Schools, where 1200 pounds of school blanks
are waiting to be assigned and mailed. The
town system, which has been adopted by 100
towns in the State, requires two different
kinds of blanks, while the district system,
whieh embraces 80 per cent of the towns, de-
mands five different blanks, the arranging of
which is no small matter. $127 worth of
postage stamps have been purehased for
mailing. The results of the town system
prove its superivrity over the district system
in most instances. The report of the Super-
intendent will be issued about March 10th,
and will contain the papers read at the last
session of the Pedagogical Society.

THE BARRON CASE.

Opening Scenes of the Trial of Stain
and Cromwell.

The Attorneys Spend Much of the
Day in Challenging Jurors,

But Leave Time for the County At-
torney to Open the Case.

—_—

BANGOR, Feb. 20.—The trial of David L.
Stain and Oliver Cromwell for the murder of
John W. Barron, cashier of the Dexter Sav-
ings Bank, on the 22d day of February, 1878,
opened at 10 o'clock this merning in the Su-
preme Judicial Court, Chief Justice John A-
Peters presiding.

The history of the case and the mystery in
which it is shrouded are still fresh in the
minds of the people, and the arrest of the two
prisoners four wonths ago, after ten years of
uncertainty and doubt, makes this case one
of absorbing interest, and one of the most
impertant known to eriminal practice in New

The State is represented by Aftorney Gen-
eral Orville D. Baker and Fred H. Appleton,
Esq., the Penobscot county attorney. .Stain
will be defended by Lewis A. Barker, Esq.,
and Cromwell by P. H. Gillen, Esq. The
prisoners are to be tried together, the evi-
dence for both being In the main the same.
1t is estimated that the trial will require all
of the present week.

“*We have a very pretty case,” said Attor-
ney Genaral Baker this morning, and he is
confident of getting a conviction.

The,counsel for the defence, while offering
evidence to prove an alibi, will also intro-
duce the suicide theory. Mr. Barker says he
can place himself in the condition in which
Mr. Barron was found on the day of the tra-
gedy in five minutes. Some 75 witnesses are
to be examined and nearly all are now in
Bangor.

The desire to gain entrance to the court
room was general as early as T o’clock this
morning. The main entrance was besieged
by & throng of men and boys anxious to gain
admittance, and they remained at their post
the entire foremoon. Comparatively few
spectators were admitted, the many witnesses
and the court officers occupying the larger
portion of the room. A dozen ladiesoccupied
seats within the bar.

At 8.45 Mrs, Cromwell entered the court
weeping. The prisoners appeared 35 min-
utes later, manacled, and in the custody of
Deputy Sheriff Barker of Dexter. Cromwell
was attired in a neat gray suit, and his hair
was neatly brushed. He was greatly af-
fected and a few moments after entering wept
for a brief period. But Stain was immova-
ble. He wore a dark suit and closely watch-
ed the proceedings. He was thinner in flesh
than when at Dexter and his moustache,
which had been dyed black at Dexter, was a
light sandy shade.

At 10,30 the empanelling of the jury began.
The prosecution was entitled to five chal-
lenges and the defence to 40. There were 30
men in attendance to draw from, of whom
ten were accepted to sit on the panel. These
are the ten men:

AFTERNOON SESSION.

At2.50 p. m., the filling of the panel was
resumed, and George A. Davenport and Jo-
sepb G. Blake of Bangor, were selected to
completeit. Five were challenged by the
defence and one by the government. Six
were excused on account of having formed
an opinion, and one for deafness. Mr. Gil_
len, of the defence, exercising the privilege
accorded him by law, peremptorily challeng-
ed Joseph G. Blake, who was the last man
accepted on the panel, and the vacancy was
filled by Christopher C. Toole of Bangor.
Hon. 8. C. Hatch of Bangor was chosen as
foreman.

At 4 o’clock p. m., County Attorney Apple-
ton proceeded to open the case for the de-
fence. Afler noting the enormity of the
ecrime of murder for which the prisoners
were indicted by the grand jury, Mr. Apple-
ton defined the law in such cases at consid-
erable length, showing what constitutes
a reasonable doubt, beyond which the gov-
ernment must convince the jury. The attor-
ney then entered into the history of the
tragedy, reviewing the case from the time
when Cashier Barron left his home and wife,
apparently cheerful and in the bloom of
health, to go to his post of duty at the bank,
how he was found gagged in the vault,groan-
ing his life away, and how the affair had
been involved in mystery up to the time of
the arrest of Stain and Cromwell. The en-
vironments of the savings bank building,the
stairway, the rooms of the bank, the vault,
the condition of the apartments after the
tragedy, and the various circumstances con-
nected with the cashier’s terrible death,were
all pictured, and numerous points bearing
on the oase noted. A plan of the rooms
was presented to the jury. The County At-
torney next proceeded to pay his respects to
the Stain gang and their alleged operations.

“At the date of the murder,” he said, “and
for some time previous, in the town of Med.
field. Mass., was & gang of desperate men as-
soclated together for criminal purposes.
They were accustomed to meet in a house in
that town and plot and plan together. Da-
vid L. Stain was the owner of the house and
built it and equipped it for his nefarious de
signs. 1n it he plotted the enterprise that
killed Sohn M. Barron. Oliver Cromwell,
Billy Scott and John Harvey were members
of that gang and we shall offer the evidence
of two of its members and show to you by
the testimony of one of them that in 1877
trips were plotted and made to Dexter for
the purpose of making themselves famillar
with the bank and its surroundings. The
matter was well talked over in Stain's house
at Medfield. In their trip which was made
in the latter part of July and in August,
1877 they took with them a full kit of the
tools which professional burglars would
need. We shall show you at that time young
Stain took the horse “Flora” and David
Stain, Cromwell and two others with him
Thence they went to Gardiner and drove up
the river to Skowhegan, where the gang left
him and he proceéded to Bingham. In
July or Au 1877, Oliver Cromwell and
another man, answering to the deseri
o ot Dayid Stain, and & third  individual,
were seen in the town of Anson. Cromwell
will be identified by a witness who saw him
at that time. Mr. Stain to Booth-
bay via Gardinerand the steamer “‘Star of

the East.” And we shall further show that

“The second trip to Dexter was made in
the November following. The gang consist-
ed of David Stain, his son Charles and Billy
Scott.

BURCESS IN BATH.

Me Thinks Steam Yachts will Con-
test the Next International Contest.

BaTtH, Feb. 20.—Edward Burgoss, the de-
signer of the famous Volunteer, arrived in
Bath Monday morning, for the purpose of
inspecting a steam yacht which the New
England Shipbuilding Co. is building, from
his lines, for Jokn Stetson, Esq., of Boston.

The yacht's frame is of white oak and is
all in position. Capt. Smith, of Boston, who
is to command the yacht, has been superin-
tending the building and has had several dis-
agreements with E. P. Mallett, the master
builder.

Mr. Burgess spent several hours in exam-
ining the frame, and was very much satis-
fied with the timber and with tha mannar in
which it had been put together. The frame
will be strapped with bands of iron, previ-
ous to being planked.

MOUNT VERNON’S DISASTER.

A List of Losses which Gives an Idea
of Its Extent.

Damagesito Property Exceeding in
Amount $500,000.

Thirty-Five Killed and Twice that
Number Injured.

MounT VERNON, Feb. 20.—The cyclone
yesterday destroyed nearly 300 residences
and places of business, and unhoused from
1200 to 1500 people. In the fall of the walls
many persons were buried under the debrls,
and 35 were killed while twice as many more
were injured, eight or ten seriously. Pre-
ceding the destructive wind there was &
heavy fall of rain for half an hour, which
droveall the inhabitants to shelter. This
was followed by a slight hailstorm, accom-
panied by lightning and then a furious blow,
which formed into the funnel shaped ey-
clone and struck the southwestern portion
of the city, unroofing everything in its path
and dismantling the supreme court build-
ing.

The Canadian Invasion of Maine.

To the Editor of the Press:

I think your comments upon the article
which appeared in the New York Sun at-
tacking the power of the State of Maine for
granting the right to the Canadian Paeific to
construct a railroed across its territory must
meet the approval of all our citizens.

The power to grant a right of way over
her territory rests exclusively with the State,
and the federal government has nothing
whatever to do with it. Itis one thing to
grant a railroad cempany the privilege of
building a railroad within the territorial lim-
its of a State and guite another thing to reg-
ulate the trafficover such a railroad which
may be destined to another State, territory
or to a foreign country. 1t is undoubtedly
within the ex¢lusive power of Congress to
regulate commerce between the several
States of this Union and between the United
States and Canada, but the granting of a
privilege to build a railroad, or any other
way over the territory of the State of Maine
rests exclusively within the sovereignty and
descretion of the State. The State way
grant such privilege to its own citizens or to
foreigners as It may decide it is for its best
interests.

Bat this assault contained in the (Sun has
a wider and deeper significance than what
appears upon the surface. It is a part ofan
organized effort to deprive the New England
States of competition in the transportation
of grain and other freights from the West.
In this same direction was the speech of
Gen. Wilson before the Inter-state Commerce

Commission, and while it is not expec
that Congress can be induced to take such
radical action as will put an end to transpor-
tation of and other staple articles from
the West by way of Canada, it is hoped that
such amendments may be made to the Inter-
state Commerce act as to cripple such trans-
portation so as pe:h;‘gs to practically des-
troy competition. e effect of such action
would be most disastrous to the New

It is quite evident that it would e
for the pecuniary interest of other trunk
lines if these avenues of trade connecting us
with Canada and the west should be_closed ;
but can the business men of New Eogland
and the west afford to allow great monopolies
to spring up without any northern competi-

itor simply by to national prejudice
or national cupidity? The great trunk and
transcontinental lines which are wholly with-

‘transportation

in the territory of the United States are not
80 weak that they require protection against
eomgetluon by their more northern
neighbers. The Grand Trunk and Canadian
Pacific run through a sparsely settled coun-
try, and are obliged to contend with the nat-
ural obtainable of a wore rigorous climate.
The American railroads, extending to the
West and to the Pacifie, on the confrary,
traverse more fertile and populous territory
and are better favored by nature in the
of heavy merchandise.

Moreover, this attempt to foster American
railroads by destroying competition with the
Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacifie is sure
to react by establishing non-intercourse in
other respects between the two countries.
It was urged by Gen. Wilson that this course
would tend to the annexation of Canada, but
it is quite certain that a union between the
United States and the Dominion would nei-
ther be possible, nor deservable, under such
circumstances.

SENT TO THE SENATE.

The President Transmits the New
Fishery Treaty.

Senator Frye Makes a Callant Fight
for its Publication.

Newspaper Reporters Sald to be Al-
most Right, AfterAll

WasHiNGTON, Feb. 20.—The new fisher-
ies treaty was sent to the Senate today. The
document was printed. one copy only being
transmitted. The Senate in secret session
listened to the reading of the treaty and them
for an hour ensued an earnest but unsue-
cess ful attempt to make it public. The lead
was taken by Senator Frye, who is anxious
that his constituents be informed authorita-
tively as to what they have to hope for or
fear from the matter. His motion was gal-
lantly supported and would have been suc-
cessful but for the discovery that the Senate
is powerless in the face of its own rules to do
what it desires. To publish the document
now would require a change of the rules and
to make a change or even to discuss a propasal
to make change requires a day's notice.
Hence, as the matter presented will come
from Ottawa within a day or two, the Senate
contents itsell with sending the treaty to
the publlc printer, “to be printed in confi-
dence.” The provisions of the document
are said to be very much as the papers have
already stated them.

If
these young seamen do not become Ameri-
can citizens ; if they do not follow the flag
under which they follow thelr avoeations it
will not be the fault of Chamberlain and the
Dominion government.

WEATHER WISDOM.

The Signs That Tell of Storm,
Sunshine. and Shower.

[Mr. Maurice M. D, {u 8& Louls Globe-Demoerat.]

There is an immense amount of weather
wisdom In the country. I assure jyou that
you can not find an old farmer anywhere who
does not cock his eye at the clouds, or the
birds or elsewhere and prophesy what wea-
ther we shall have for the next twenty-four
hours. I only lack patience with those who
seek to prognosticate the weather for weeks
and months ahead, and by silly signs, or no
signs at all, seek to establish their reputa-
tion as prophets. Weather wisdom should
be seriously and carefully ancouraged ; for to
know twelve hours ahead whether to expect
storm or clear weather, is a matter of thous-
ands of dollars in the crops of a single town-
It is by no means a science of cunning gues-
sing; for there are signs abundant that will
guide a careful observer. Hereis a simple
forecast which I have somewhere seen and
have verified: If the sun set under clouds,
expect rain; if to the south, snow; or cooler
raln if it be summer.

Watching animals is a favorite and & good
way of progunosticating. The electric sense,
possessed by all creatures, makes them ap-
prehend a storm hours before its appearance.
There are sensible electric and atmospherie
condicions that cause physical disturbance.
Cows will bellow, and often leap about.
Hens will oll their feathers, and express un-
easiness, Cats and dogs will eat grass freely.
Sheep and goats get {risky, and chase each
other, Horses will stretch themselves, and
gather in fence corners and under shelter if
possible. Peacocks secream, and guinea fowl
squawk worse than ever. It Is a general
state of uneasiness that is observable in the
pastures and about the barns. Farmers
quickly observe this, and learn to gnide them-
selves aceordingly.

Birds are even a better indicator of the
weather. In general they (fly low before a
storm, because the air being proportionately
light, they get the right pressure near the
ground. Owls keep up a terrible to-whoo
ing. Sea birds fly landward, and land birds
fly seaward. Swallows skim the waters as
they fly. Crows are noisy and uneasy. All
birds prick themselves and dress their feath-
ers. Cranes are said to place their bills un-
der their wings. The general symptoms are
the same as with animals—restlessness and
noisy behavior; but the low flying Is most
observable.

Insectgare less likely to be studied, but they
are very valuable weather poloters. Some
old books may be found, however, that show .
that the old-fashioned entomology was most
a stuay of insects for this purpose. Swarms
of gnats indlcate fine weather. When spl-
ders’ webs float on a south wind in autumn,
expect good weather. If spiders alter their
webs in the evening, & fine night is ahead ; if
ia the morning, expect o fine day. In gen-
eral, spider activity indicates good weather,
and spiders Iin quiet hiding indicate bad
weather, especially if they break up their
webs, If bees fly far from home there will
be fair weather; If they remain in the hive
ook for astorm. Crickets chirp loud before
arain. If beetles dash about freely expect a
good spell of weather.

Plants are also excellent indlcators of the
weather. The leaves of some trees fold to-
gether before a storm, presenting only the
under surface to the rain. Morning glories

and four-o’cloeks shut up their Is. Tre-
foils, of all sorts, econtract thelr len:&
There nre murmurings among e beeos,
although a general ﬂlet. yet a palpable
t uneasiness. I think a horticulturalist
would promptly 'L“dﬁ. from his lell and
trees, yot be unable to tell, altogethr, why he

Our own personal relations to the atmos-
phere are such as to present very clear_indi-
catlons of what weather to expect. Those
who are rheumatic suffer terrible tw o
The gouty are tortured. Corns and buni
become terribly unendurable. Many persons
are highly electrical in temperament, and
can not keep still before a storm.
satlons are often keen, and for a time
ful. The passion to walk is lrresistible,
Limbs that have been oroken ache before a
storm.

Among more general signs are those borne
about in proverbs and rhymes:

A ralnbow at night is a sailor’s delight;

Buttn ralnbow m‘hm morning s a sallor!

ng.

This is sometimes called the “Shepherd’s
Warning.” If the sense of smell seem spee-
jally keen, it indicates bad weather. If
smoke drops froni chimneys, it lsto be foul
weather, but if it rises directly, be sure of a
clear sky. The degree of dropping indicates
the degree of a storm. If stars flicker more
than usual, look for a storm. If the night be
remarkably clear and the stars bright and
apparently nearer than usual, look for bad
weather, 1f worms crawl out very
freely it will soon rain. 1 they come
out so abundantly at times that seem to
have rained down ; and are so belleved to
have fallen by maaneorle. If the sky ls
red in the morning look for fair weather, un-
less it q‘ulckly turns to a dall hue. If the sky

a

is red at night, look for s windy storm—
more so If the color be yellowish and un-
steady. But if the red remain till long after
sunset, look for fair skles.

By such signs weathea lore becomes a sim-
ple homely science. The logie of. all such
proguostications is direct and evident. There
are also some proverbs of a weather-wise
sort that are not so easily explainable, and
yet they stand the test of experience. i’.vcry
one knows that

Rain before seven,
“Twill elear before "leven.

but [ do not know that any one has explain-
ed why this is so. “In a drouth all signs
fall’” 15 o farmer’s joke. He knows that there
are many slgns that accompany a dry spell.
A shower about 5 o’cloek in the morning will
seem imminent. 1% will threaten for an hour
a drop will fall here and there, and then the
sky will clear up drier than ever. These are
sometimes called “dry showers,” or “drouth
showers.” The use of simple barometers is
quite common among farmers, such as cam-
phor in water, which rises before a storm;
and by setthng indicates dry weather. Sig-
nal service bulletins are not understood

the general run of Ehln folk, and are a stub-
ject of ridicule. The farmer reads that there
will be local rains in hie section, and yet all
day the sky Is glassy clear. He not
fully Ehr“p the idea that storms may travel
in paths of only a mile or balf-mile width,
and so be abundant not far from him. The
lightning of a distant storm playing along
the horizon Is called heat lightning, and Is
not supposed to be an accompaniment of
rain and thunder. In an almanae printed in
1687 there are a few curious “Prognosties of
Winds of Tempests and of Rains.” Of
winds, we are told that *“The Resounding of
the Sea upon the shore, and murmuring of
the Winds in ye Woods without apparent
wina, show wind to follow ; shooting of stars
{as some call [t} is an usual sign of wind from
that quarter of the skie the stars came from;
Redness of the Skie in the morning is & tok-
en of winds, or rain, or both; if the aeircles
that appear nbout the Sun be red and brok-
en they portend wind; If thick and dark,
Winds, Snow or Rain.” Of rain It says: “[f
two Ralubows appear they are & sign of
Raln; if the Sun or Moon look pale, look for
rain ; if a dark Cloud be at Sunrising the Sun
will dissolve It and Rain will follow; if the
Sun seem greater in the East than common-
ly, it is a sign of Raln."” The signs for fair
weather are the same homely sort. “One
Rainbow indicates fair skies; mists in the
Evening show a falr, hot day on the mor-
row. If mists come down from the Hills
and settle in the valleys they prousise hot
weather.” This almanae dates, as we see,
only about half a hundred years after the
settlement of New Eungland, and it could not
be publistied without the Governor's per-
;l;i&alon. which would suit our Daniel Dough-

To our Democratic friends who will have
to sit down to this. dish of crow and
pronounce it delicions we tender our
profoundest commiseration. To the Hon.
Nesl Dow we tender our heartiest congratu-
lation that he has succeeded in converting
the party to which he has been accustomed
to endearingly refer as the “rum Democra-

ey” to his cold water principles. We hope
the reform may prove lasting.
- Tha English Bv-Elections.

Three very important by-elections occurréd
in Great Britain on Thursday, Friday and
Saturday of last week. They were at Dun-
dee, West Southwark and the West Division
of Edinburgh, and in each the Gladstonian
candidates were elected. But in two of
these elections, at least, the mere statement
of this fact does not tell the whole story. At
Dundee Mr. Firth, Gladstone’s candidate,
was elected by a wajority of 3,689. Com-
pared with the last election this is a Glad-
stonian loss of about a thousand. This loss
1s explained, however, by the fact that Mr.
Firth, who does not live in Dundee, was im-
posed upon the constituency in place of a
loeal candidate. The two other elections re-
sulted in large Conservative losses, for
which, however, there do not seem to be ex-
planations so favorable as that advanced by
the Liberals of Dundee. The result at Edin-
burgh, where the course of Mr. Buchanan,
lately a Liberal-Unionist but now a convert
to Mr. Gladstone, was endorsed by the elect-
ors, marked a change of sentiment very fav-
orable to the cause of the Irish patriots.
When Mr. Bochanan stood as an  opponent
of home rule his majority was about T00;
Saturday, as a home ruler his majority was
about fifty.  Perbaps personal popularity
may have counted for something; but the
fact that while both parties made gains, the
home rule gains overwhelmed the Liberal-
Unionist gains, shows that thoughtful vot-
ers who staid away from the polls at the last
election because they could not'quite endorse
home rule came forward on Siturday fully
satisfied that Gladstone is right. Friday's
polling in West Southwark was also exceed-
ingly satisfactory to the Gladstonians,
though it may be questioned whether it is so
distinetively a home rule vietory as the
Edinburgh election. West Southwark is on
the Surry side of the Thames. and Is one of
the poorest and most crowded parts of Lon-
don. Within its limits live many of the “un-
employed” whose meetings in Trafalgar
Square have been prevented by the Consery-
ative ministry acting through Sir Charles
Warren. At the last election the South Lon-
don boroughs one after another were swept
by the Conservatives, and West Southwark
wis beld by the Gladstonians by the narrow
majority of 113, Friday the Gladstonian
candidate was elected by over a thousand
majority, making a clean gain of a thousand
votes to n’ Conservative gain of only nine.
Though not distinctively a howe rule tri-
umph, it is a triumph for the English democ-
racy, and it is the English democracy that
has taken up the cause of Ireland. Should
the elections at Donecaster and Deptford this
week turn as favorably to Gladstone as did
those of last weels, we may look for renewed
courage on the partof Ireland’s friends,
Perhaps the dejection of her enemies may be
such that Lord Salisbury will be forced to
dissolve Parlimnent and take the sentiment
of the country in a general election.

An Opera Bouffe Indictment.

Opera bouffe, which the Argus a few days
ago complained was getting into municipal
politics, has now got into the Argus editori-
al column. Yesterday it had an “‘arraign-
ment” of Mayor Chapman's adminlstiation
which was unmistakably a fine specimen of
opera bouffe. The Argus gravely remarks
that the measure of taxation is the rent-rate,
that where taxes are high rents are high, and
where taxes are low rents are low—and then
proceeds to show, to Its own satisfaction no
doubt, that rents are goingup because one
single solitary individual who had been ac-
customed to Jet a house for §15 a month, last
fall when it became vacant managed to let It
for $18 a month. Yet in the very next
breath it alleges that “citizens have moved
by hundreds into the country to eseape the
heavy load of taxation.” Now the demangd
for rents would seem to have quite as miuch
1o do with their price as the rate of taxation.

and a good deal more. But it is very ourlous,
if as the Argus says, people are fleeing from
the city by hundreds, and thereby reduc-
ing the demand for rents, that rents inside
the city are going up; and we respectfully
call upon our neighbor to reconcile this ap-
parent inconsistency.

Another item in the opera bouffe arraign-
ment of the Mayor is the allegation that epi-
demies still visit us in their season. We
suppose that §by this the Argus means that
we still have pnenmonia in the winter and
spring, cholera morhus and cholera infantum
in the summer, and typhoid fever in the fall,
with occasional eases of diphtheria and scar-
let fever throughout the year. Well, this is
true, and 1f° the Argus las any candidate
that can guarantee the people against dis-
ease we shall all be happy to vote for him.
So far our esteemed contemporary has mani-
fested great reluctance in revealing the
nameof the Moses that can lead us out of
the wilderness of disease and death in which
the human race has been wandering since
Adam’s Fall.

The final specification in the opera bouffe
indictment is the bad moral effect of May-
or Chapman’'s administration. *“This, is
something,” says the Argus, “to be discussed
with deep sadness and shame.” Neverthe-
less eur contemporary bears up nobly and Is
very successful in concealing the deep sor-
row which undoubtedly it feels. Its allusion
to the Hon. Neal Dow as that -‘illustrious
citizen, whose vears and life work entitle him
him repose from public cares” and its asser-
tion that hie has been called to stand *as can-
didate for Mayor as a protest against the
present incompetent and iniquitous adminis-
tration” is oneof the finest specimens of
opera bouffe imaginable. 1t was thissame
“illustriouns citizen” to whom the Argus re-
ferred a few days ago in the following para-
graph:

General Neal Dow is agaln making statements

that he is unable or unwilling to substantiate,
1t is an old triek of his.

The “illustrious citizen” might turn round
now and accuse the Argus of making state-
ments that it is unable or unwilling to sub-
stantiate. To add that it was one of its old
tricks would be entirely superfiuous.

NEW PUBLICATIONS.

Painting in Oil, A Manual for Students.
By M. Louise McLaughlin. This work is
the fourih inthe series of art manuals,
which bave been published by Messrs, Rob-
ert Clark & Co., Cinecinnati, Ohio, from the
pen of Miss MecLaughlin. Nineteen thous-
and copies of these books have been sold to
art workers in this country and Europe.
Miss McLaughlin tells what she has learned
from experience, describing everything mi-
nutely and clearly. A valuable feature of
the book is the list of pigments to be avoid-
ed. Careful expsriments extending oyera
series of years, directed towards every avail-
able pigment, were made to determine the
question of durability, a matter too often
neglected by artists. The extreme simplici-
ty of the palette recommended by the author
will be a surprise to those who have care-
lessly become accustomed to a too extensive
list of colors. The chapter on harmony of
colors contains a most careful resume of sci-
entific theories in regard to the relation of
color and the action of the human eye in
perceiving it. The experienced artist will
find the book sufficiently stimulating In its
suggestions, while to the beginner in artig
will prove an acquisition of great value.

The new edition of Their Wedding Jour-
ney, by W. D. Howells, presents a very at-
tractive appearance in its handsome red
binding and clear type. The contents of the
book are two well known to need deserip-
tion. Isabel and Basil March are as enter-
taining as when introduced to the public
some seventeen yearsago; and one reads the
descriptions of Montreal, Niagara, and the
rambles and adventures of the bridal couple
in the quaint and charming ecity of Quebec
with as much delight as at first. The sup-
plementary sketch Niagara Revisited after
Twelve Years, is incladed in this volume,
The book is well illustrated by Augustus
Hoppin. (Boston and New York: Hough-
ton, Mifflin & Co.; Portland: Loring, Short
& Harmon.)

what the Delegates of Republican
Clubs are to Do.

The meeting of delegates from the Repub-
lican Clubs of Maine in thiz city this after-
noon is for the purpose of forming a State
League in accordance with the plan of or-
ganization perfected at the great meeting of
Republican Clubs of the Union at New York
last December. In two characteristically
long and comprehensive sentences Senator
Evarts defined at that meeting the object of
the Association, *“*These clubs,” said he in
the opening address, “are to be agen.les for
distributing and enforeing sound political
knowledge, from which the Republican party
never shrinks and from which it fears noth-
ing, and also for cultivating the growth of
sound opinions, fearless, distinct, uncon-
cealed, unobscure, so that the elections may
not only be informed with knowledge, but
permeated with opinion, and then there will
be the warmth and the fervor that should
flow through all the veins and arteries of po-
litical life, so that indifference, neglect,
double-dealing on all sides shall be discard-
ed. Then we may koow that when we do
succeed we have really succeeded and the
people will know it, and when beaten we
will acquiesce in the popular judgment as
becomes good eitizens without relaxing our
efforts to succeed next time.” For the Na-
tional Leaﬁue a constitution was adopred,
of which the objects “are to encourage and
assist in the formation of permanent Repub-
lican clubs, and State and ‘lerritorial
Leagues, to unite sueh clubs and leagues for
eftective, and  organized work, and

publican party.” James I’. Foster, Es%
president of the New York Republican Club,
was chosen president., Viece presidents were
chosen from each of the twenty-nine States
and Territories represented, A. A. Strout
Esq., of Portland, being the vice president
for Maine.

Death of a Maine Inventor.

Mr. Thomas Jefferson Mayall, a great in-
ventor, died at his home in Reading, Mass.,
Saturday night. He was born in North
Berwick, Aug. 10, 1825. He went to Boston
at an early age. He made the first rubber
belt ever used in this country, and he made
a model of the first cylinder printing ma-
chine ever made, and from which hasgrown
not only the present industry of wall paper
printing, but of calico printing. This ma-
chine produced 1000 rolls jof wall paper each
day, printed in two colors. Shortly after
this he experimented with rubber as a glue,
and while experimenting with this rubber he
hit upon a method of producing satin-faced
paper. He discovered in 1841 the vuleaniza-
tion of rubber goods, and was one of the
largest.

ALUM BAKING POWDERS:

Inspection

Declared Adulterated Food and Their
Sale lllegal.

The result of a trial just concluded at Can-
ton, N. Y., before Judge Kellogg, will have
a sulutary effect in checking the sale of one
class of adulterated food. Two men, named
Moon and Akerill, were arrested for selling
E:ulurawd baking powder in violation of

¢ State food adulteration act. The indict-
ment was for both selling baking powders
that were inferior, adulterated and injurious
#0 health by reason of being made from
alum, and for selling them under pretense
that they were a wholesome, eream of tartar
®aking powder. A stubborn defence was
made, the claim being set up that baking
powders were not articles of food and that
the powder the defendants were selling,
which was known as Gillett’s, was a stand-
ard article of trade, and that alum baking
powders inferior to it, like Davis's and oth-
ers, were beingsold by other dealers in the
same town without complaint. The Court
held that baking powders were articles of
food within the meaning of the law, and the
jury found the defendants guilty upon all
the charges. The case has attracted much
attention from being the first brought under
the State Food Adulteration Act against
dealers in alum baking powders. The re-
sult of the trial is to class such baking pow-
ders asadulterated articles of food and to
make their sale illegal. There, are many
alum baking powders put up in eans, under
some name or brand, in addition to those
sold in bulk, the sale of all of which cautious
dealers will probably be unwilling to con-
tinue. ‘
