SHOP-KEEPING IN THE WHETE HOUSE,

Mingled with his boyvish simplicity. Tad had o
great deal of native shrewdness,  The White
House was infested with a numerous horde of
office=seekers.  From day to day these men
crowded the corvidors léading to the Presi-
dent’s oflice. Sometimes they were o numer-
ous as to line the halls all the way down the
stairs, It was not long before Tad found out
what this sscemblage meant, and it then he-
came one of his greatest diversions, when other
resourees fuiled.

The New Tonnage Law.

The enforeement of the new law respeeting

the admeasurement of tonnage providing for

the exelusion from the caleulation of all space

ot availuble for eareying purposes, brings to
the Treasury. Department a number of eises,

some of which have recontiy been decided.
The wist of the recent deeision is as follows @

That the net tonnage, when ascertained, is to

Be carved on the migin beam of the vessels, amd
it must also be noted vpon theie marine doea-
ments: that the erew space ineludes ali space
ocetpicd by the ship’s company. including the
officers: that where the marine documents
show the tonnage eapaeity of uny exeepted
spaer, aseertained by United States otlicers,
the wdmeasurcment and fee therefor may be
waivad s that when the deductions for except-
cd spaees, with the addition of the percentage
tixed by the stutute, excecds 50 per cent, of the
sross tonnase, the net tonnage =hall be regard-
ed ais 50 per eent. of the gross tonnage; that
when the deductions allowed reduce a vessel's
net tonnage helow 20 tons, she % entitled to li-
cense only 3 when the deductions bring a ves-
sel's net tonnage below 5 tons, she is not enti-
tled 1o license; when they reduce her net
tonnage below 30 tous, she cannot receive o reg-
ister for a foreign voyage that involyves an en-
try of the vessel and eargo on the marine consts
of the United States, unless it be permitted un-
der see. 3005, Revised Statutes, in the distriets
awdjucent to Mexico,

Under the caption *A New Profession for
Wouien,” the November Century has a paper
on the important work of the Bellevae Hospi-
tal Training School for Nurses. This enterprise,
which has not only been suecessful in itself,
but has been the pavent of the many similar
sehools in the larger American cities, originat-
cd in the mind of Miss Louisa Lee Schuyler, of
New York, in 1871, being more remotely the
outgrowth of the Sunitary Commission, and of
Miss Nightingale's labors in English hospitals.

trained nurses into the Troy almshouse, and are
urging upon county authorities of the State the
great necd of o general adoption of this idea.
The interesting aceount of the founding and
wrogress of the school, in The Century, is il-
ustrated, and a large porirait of Florence
Nightingale is also printed as the frontispiece
of the number.

THE NEXT LEGISLATURE.

No far as is known, only ane seat will be con-
testedd in the next Legislature.  Under the
terms of the apportionment of 1871 the towns
of York and Wells were elassed together.

Our Enormous Immigration.

The number of jmmigrants landed at New
York for the year ending June 30, 1882, was
02,71 out of a total of T80.003 landing in the
entire country, an inerease of 102,000 at that
port. Sinee Jan. 1 the arrivals at New York to
date amount to abont 340,000. About 75 per
cent. of the immigrants go West. 1t is diffieult
Lo ascertain the amount of money which the
immigrants bring with them. but it is believed
to average 5590 a4 head. The value of the rail-
rowd tickets purehased by immigrants would
probably swount to 86,000,000, Tt is believed
that this year's immigration will reach the fie-
ure of 100000, meaning an addition of $55,000-
000 to the cash capital of the land.  The great
tide of immigration goes now to the Northwest,
especially Minnesota, Nebraska and  Dakota.
In Minuesota the forcign-born clement is 58 per
cent. of the populatfon, against 42 per cent. na-
tive born, there being 123,777 foreign-born vot-
ers, agninst 88,622 natives.  In Wisconsin there
are 228 K10 foreign-horn voters to 189,469 nat-
ives.  Of Iakota’s population of 133,180 in 1850,
83,887 are native and 51,793 foreign.

Wood Lota.

We have seen the bays and rivers depleted
of food fish and the eflortsto replenish them by
artificial propagation. Forests have fallen un-
der the lumberman and woodman's axes, or
perished in fires kindled wantonly or through
negligence, and now the seicnee of forestry
claims attention. That streams may be re-
stocked with fish, and that forests may be
successfully planted, there is ample testimony ;
but in either ense the process is necessarily a
slow one. **An ounce of prevention is worth
4 pound of cure,” is un old saying and a true
one. It should be heeded by all who ave so for-
tunate us to possess timber lands or wood lots,
We believe there is no better investment to-day
in Maine than the purchase of a good wood lot,
even at present prices, provided it has proper
attention. The Lewiston Journal furnishes the
following illustration—

Anold and well-to-do Lewiston man. in speak-
ing of investments, said: *U've never put my
money into anything that paid me any bettey
than a wood lot of fourteen acres that 1 own.
near Sabatis. 1 bought it twenty-five years ngo.
for 140, T've cut all my fuel from'it. paving

2.50 per cord for cuttmg amd hauling, each
winter.  The cord woord, nlone, has been a fair
rate of interest. Aside from that, the trees have
inereased rapidly. A good judge estimates that
the lot will cut 400 cords, ‘T conld readily sell
the stumpage for 22 per cord —that’s #8500, Tsn't
that a preity good earning for S140 in twenty-
five vears? A line tree which mensured six
inchies in diameter. a foot above the ground,
when I'hought the lot. now measures cighteen
inches,  The other trees show a corre ‘.pnndmu
gain.  Where 1 have eut, T have cut elean., snd
a stout thivd growth has come up. Places that
I eut ten vears ago, will now cut ten cords to
the aere. 1 ealeulate if 1 sell that the interest
of the money will always keep me in fucl, Any
good. thrifty wood lot on strong land, will pay
10 per cent. or more by its natural increase, 1o
an investor.”

A wood lot, kept free from underbrush. dewd
wood, and judiciously thinned, will furnish
timber of greater value than mere fuel. The
demand for woods for mechanical purposes is
great and constantly growing. "The agereeate
value of forest produets of Michigian., up to the
present year, has been cight hundred million
dollars. and for the single vear 1870 they
amounted to sixty million.  The manuf cture
of the different articles reguiring wood for their
producticn supports fifty thousml people in
that Srate.

THE IMPORTANCE OF AGHRICULTURE. PROGRESS
IN MAINE. THE FUTURE OF ARODOSTOOK.

Ina former talk, Mr. Atwood, tn veply to ques-
tions from the Journal representative, had sone-
thing to say of agriculture generally, and of Maine
agricalture. Buat neither branch of the subject was
by any means exhausted, and the interviewer put
the following guestion:  How agriculture
compare with other pursaits?

Mi. A. Without doubt agriculture is on the
road o g more prominent position among  the
varied pursuits of life than it has heretofore o
cupied. The value of the farms of the United
States is estimated at nine thousand, six hundred
and fifteen million dollars, nearly as much as both
the railway s and manufactures together. This s
timate does not include farimn stock buildings or
stock. I these were added, the total would be
much more than that of both railways and awann
factures.  Morveover, the value of the farm prod
uets for 1850, nearly two thousand millions, justine=
a much higher valuation of the farm properey.  In-
cluding the stock, buildings, implements, ql all
that may fairly be ineluded aader the heat of farm
property, the value probuddy exceed= twice that of
both railways and manufactures,
