My whole future
depended upon the decision of this con-
ductor.  Agitated though 1 was while
this eceremony was proceeding, still, ex-
ternally, at least, 1 was apparently calm
and self-possessed.  He went on with his
dutv—examining several colored passen-
aers before reaching me.  He was some-
what harsh in tone and peremptory in
manner until he reached me, when,
strange enough, and to my surprise and
relief, his whole manner changed. See-
ing that 1 did not readily produce my
free papers, as the other eolored persons
in the ear had done, he said to me, in
friendly contrast with his bearing toward
the others :

“T suppose you have your free papers !

To which I answered :

come a husband, a Father, an aged man,
Dut through all feom birth to deatly, from
the cradle to the grave, T'had felt myself
doomed. Al efforts 1 had  previously
mpde to seeure my freedom hadd not only
fuiled, bat bad seemed only to rivet my
tetters the move firmly, and to render my
escape more diftieult. Baffted, entangled
and discouraged, T had at times asked
mysell the question, May not my condi-
tion after all be God's work, and ordered
for o wise purpose, and if so, is not sub-
wission my duty ! A contest had in fact
been going on in my mind for a long time
between the clear consciousness of right
and the plausible make-shifts of theology
and superstition.  The one held me an
abect slave —a prisoner for life, punished
for smme transgression in which I had no
part s and the othercounseled me to man-
Iy endeavor to secure my freedom.  This
contest was now ended; my chaing were
breken, and the victory brought me un-
speikabie joy.

But my gladness was short-lived, for I
was not yet out of the reach and power
of the slave-holders. 1 soon found that
New York wasnot quite so free or so safe
a refuge as I had supposed, and a sense
of loneliness and insecurity again oppress-
ed me mostsadly. T ehaneed to meet on
the street, o few hours after my landing,
i fugitive slave whom I had onee known
in slavery.  The information received
from him alarmed me. The fugitive in
question was known in Baltimore as “Al-
lender's Jake” but in New York he wore
the more respeetable name of “William
Dixon.” Jake, mn law, was the property
of Doctor Allender, and Tolly Allender,
the son of the doetor, had onece made an
elfort to recapture Mr. Dixon, but had
failed for want of evidence to support his
claim. Jake told me the circumstances
of this attempt. and how narrowly he es-
aped being sent back to slavery and tor-

{artiage fee, but he seemed well pleased

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ture. He told me that New York was
then full of Southerners returning from
the Northern watering-places; that the
colored people of New York were not to
be trusted; that there were hired men of
my own color who would betray me for a
few dollars; that there were hired men
ever on the lookout for fugitives; that 1
must trust no man with my secret: that
I must not think of going either upon the
wharves or into any colored boarding-
house, for all sueh places were closely
watched ; that he was himself unable to
help me; and, in fact, he seemed while
speaking to me to fear lest 1 myself might
be a spy and a betrayer. Under this ap-
prehension, as I suppose, he showed signs
of wishing to be rid of me, and with
whitewash brush in hand, in seareh of
work, he soon disappeared.

This pieture given by “poor Jake,” of
New York, was a damper to my enthusi-
asm. My little store of money would soon
be exhausted, and siwee it would be un-
safe for nie to go on the wharves for work
and I had no introduoetion elsewhere, the
prospeect for me was far from cheerful. |
saw the wisdom of kfeping away from the
ship vards for, if pursued, as 1 felt cer-
tain I should Leo My, Auld. my “master,”
would naturally seek me there among the
ealkers. Everydoorseemed elosed against
me. T wasin the midst of an ocean of my

fellow-men. and yet a perfeet stranger to
every one. I was without home, without
acguaintance, without money, without |
eredit, without work, and without any
definite knowledge as to what course to
take, or where 1o look for suceor. In
such an extremity. a man had something
besides his new-born freedom to think of.
While wandering about the stroets of New
York, aml lodging at least one night
wmong the barrels on oae of the wharves,
I was indecd free—from slavery, but free
from food and shelter as well. T kept
my secret o myself as long as 1 coald,
but I was compelled at last to seek some

one who would befriend me without tak-
g advantige of my destitution to betray
me.  such a person I found in a sailoy

crotis feliow, who, from his humble home
on Centre street, saw me standing on the
opposite sidewalk, near the Tombs prison.
As he approached me, I ventured a re-
mark to him which at onee enlisted his
interest in me. He took me to his home
to spemd the night, and m the morning
went with me to Mr. David Ruegoles, the
seceretary of the New York Vigilanee Com-
wittee, a co-worker with Isaac T. Hop-
per. Lewis and Arthor Tappan, Theo-
dore s Wright, Samuel Cornish, Thomas
Downing, Philip AL Bell. and other true
men of their time.  All these, (save Mr.
Bell, who still lives, and is editor and
pulilishier of a paper ealled the “LElevat-
o, in o san Franeiseo) have Snished their
work onoewrth. Opee i the hands
these brave and wise men, 1 felt compar-
atively save.  With Mr. Rueeles, on the

So, on the day ol
the marriage ceremony, we took our lit-
tle luggage to the steamerJokn W Rich-
maped, which, at that time, was one of the
lne running between New York amnd New-
port, R. 1. Forty-three years ago color-
e travellers were not permitted in the
cabin. nor allowed abaft the middle-
wheels of a steam vessel.  They were
cotmpelled, whatever the weather might
be—whether cold or hot, wet or dry—to
spend the night on deck, Unjust as this
regulation was, it did not trouble us
mueh s we had fared much harder betore.
We arrived at Newport the next morning,
and soon after an old fashioned stage-
coach with “*New Bedford” in huge yel-
lew Jetters on its sides came down to the
whart. 1 had not money enough to pay |
our fare, and stood hesitating what to do. !

We took
no breakfast, ana, when asked for our
fares, I tolid the driver 1T wonla make it
right with him when we reached New
Bediord, 1 expected some objection to
this on his part but he made none.
When however, lie recched New Bedford
he took our bagzage, including three mu- |
sie bhooks —~two of them collections by
Dyer, and one by Shaw —and held them
until 1 was able to redeem them by pay-
ing to him the amount due for our rides.
This was soon done, for Mre. Nathan Jolin-
son not only received nie kindly and hos-
pitably, but, on being informed about our
hagoage, at onee loaned me the two dol-
lars with which to square accounts with
the stage-driver.  Mr. and Mrs., Nathan
Johnson reached a zood old age, and arve
now resting from their labors. 1 am un-
der many grateful obligations to them.
They not only “took me in when a strang-
er’ and *“fed me when hungry,” bat
taught me how to make an honest living.
Thus in a fortnight after my thght from
Mavyland, T was safe in New Bedford, a
citizen of the grand old commonwealth of
Massachusetts,

Onee initiated into my new life of free-
dom and assured by Mr. Johmson that |
need not fear recapture in that eity, a
comparatively unimportant question arose
as to the name by which I should be
known thereafter in my new relation as a
fre¢ man.  The name given me by my
dear mother was no less pretentions and
long than Frederick Augustus Washing-
ton Bailey. T had, however, while living
in Maryland, dispensed with the Au-
gustus Washington, and retained only
Prederick Bailey.  Between Baltimore
and New Bedford, the better to coneceal
mysell from the slave hunters, 1 had
parted with Bailey and called myself
Johnson; but in New Bedford 1 found
that the Johnson family was already so
nfimerous as to cause some confusion in
distinguishing them, henee a change in
this name seemed desirable.  Nathan
Johnson, mine host, placed great empha-
sis upon this necessity, and wished me
to allow him to seleet a name for me. I
consented, and he called me by my pres-
ent name—the one by which I have been
known for threeand forty years—Freder-
ick Douglass.  Mr. Johnson had just been
reading the “Lady of the Lake,” and so
pleased was he with its great enaracter
that he wished me to bear his name.
Since reading that charming poem myself
I have often thought that, considering
the noble hospitality and manly charac-
ter of Nathan Johnson —black man though
he was—he, far more than I, illustrated
the virtues of Douglas of Scotland. Sure
am | that, if any slave-catcher had en-
tered his domicile with a view to my re-
capture, Johnson wonld have shown him-

self like him of the “stalwart hand.”
The reader may be surprised at the im-
pressions I had in some way conceived of
the soeial and material condition of the
peopie of the North. 1had no proper
idea of the wealth. refinement, enterprise,
and high ecivilization of this section of the
country. My “Columbian Orator,” al-
most my only book, had done ncthing to
enlighten me concerning Northern Socie-
ty. I had been taught that slavery was
at the bottom of all wealth. With this
foundation idea, I came naturally to the
conelusion that poverty must be the gen-
eral condition of the people of the free
States. In the country from which I
came, a white man holding no slaves was
usually an ignorant and poverty-stricken
man,and men of their class were contempt
uously called “poor white trash.” Here
[ supposed that, since the non-slive-hold-
ers at the South were ignorant, poor and
degraded as a class, the non-slave-hold-
ers at the North must bein a similareon-
dition. T eould have landed in no part
of the United States where I should have
found a more striking and gratifying con-
trast, not only to life generally in the
South, but in the condition of the eolored
people there than in New Bedford. [was
amnzed when Mr. Johnson told me that
there wag nothing in the lawsor constitu

tion of Massachusetts that would prevent

State, if the people should see it to elect
him. There, too, the black children at-
tended the publie schools with the white
man’s ehildren, and apparvently with-
out objection from any quarter.  To im- |
press me with my seeurity from recapture |
and return to slavery, Mr. Johnson as-
sured me that no slave-holder conld take
a slave out of New Bedford: that there
were men there who would lay down their

The tifth day after my arrival, I puton
the elothes of a ecommon laborer, and
went upon the wharves in search of worlk,
On my way down Union street I saw a
farge pile of coal in front of the house of
Rev. Ephraim Peabody, the Unitarvian
minister. I went to the kitchen door and
asked the privilege of bringing inand put-
ting away the coal. “What will you
charge " said the lady. ‘I will leave that
to you, madam.” “Youmay put it away,”
she said. T was not longin aceomplish-
g the job, when the dear lady but into
my bhand teeo silver half-dollars.  To un-
derstand the emotion which swelled my
heart as I clasped this money, realized
that I had no master who could take it
from we,—that it was wine —that
fitids  were my  wen, and could earn
more of the precious coin,—one mnst
have been in some sense himself a slave.
My next job was stowing a sloop at
Unele Gl Howland's wharf with a
cargo of oil for New York. 1 was
not only a free man, bat a free working-
wian, and no “master” stood ready at the
end of the week to seize my laud earn-
s,

The season was growing late and work
was plenty.  ships were being titted out
for whaling, and muceh wood was usedin
storing them. The sawing this wood
wits considered o good job. With the
help of old Friend Johnson (biessings on
is memory) I got a saw and “huck,”
and went at it. When 1 went into a
store to buy a cord with whieh to brace
up my saw in the frame, I asked for a
“fips” worth of ecord. The man behind
the counter looked rather sharply at me,
and said with equal sharpness, “Yon
don’t belong abouthere,”  Twasalinmed,
and thought 1 had betrayed myself. A
fip in Maryland was six and a quarter
cents, called fourpence in Massachusetts,
But no harm cane from the “fi'penny-
bit™ blunder, and I confidently and ¢heer
fully went to work with iy saw and
buck. It was new husiness to me, but 1

Notwithstanding the just and humane
sentiment of New Bedford three and forty
years ago, the plice wits not entirely free
from race and ¢olor prejudiee. The good
influence of the Roaches, Rodmans, Ar-
nolds, Grinnells, aml Robesons did not
prevade all elasses of its people.  The
test of the real civilization of the com-
munity eame when I applied for work at
my trade, and then my repulse was em
phatic and decisive. 1t so happened that
Mr. Rodney Freneh, a wealthy and enter
prising citizen, distinguished as an anti-
slavery man, was fitting out a vessel for
a whaling voyage, upon which there was
a heavy job of calking and coppering to
be done. T had some skill in both
branches, and applied to Me. Freneh tor
work. He, generous man that he was, told
me he would employ me, and I nmight 2o
at once to the vessel. 1 obeved him, but
upon reaching the tloat-stage, where
other calkers were at work, T was told
that every white man would leave the
ship, in her untinished condition,it Istruek
a blow at my tradeupon her. This uneivil,
unhuman, and selfish treatment was not
so shoeking and scandalous in my eves
at the time as it now appears to me.
Slavery inured me to hardships that made
ordipary trouble sit light upon me. Could
I have worked at my trade T eould have
earned two dollars a day, but as a
common laborer 1 received but one dol-
lar.  The difference was of great impor-
tance to me, buat it I could not get two
dollars, T was glad to get one: and so 1
went to work for Mr. Freneh as a eom-
mon laborer. The consciousness that 1
was free—no longer a slave—kept me
cheerful under this, and many similar
proseriptions, which I was destined to
meet in New Bedtord and elsewhere on
the free soil of Mossachusetts. For in-
stance, though coloed children attended
the schools, and were treated kindly by
their teachers the New Bedford Lyccum
refused till several years after my resi-
denee in that eity, to allow any colored
person to attend the lectures delivered in
its hall.  Not until such men as Charles
Sumner, Theodore Parker, Ralph Waldo
Emerson, and Horace Mann refused to
leeture in their course while there was
such a restriction, was it abandoned.

Becoming satistied that I could not rely
on gy trade in New Bedford to give me
a living T prepared myself to do any kind
of work that came to hand. [ sawed
wood, shoveled coal, dug cellars, moved
rubbish from back yards, worked on the
wharves, loaded and unloaded vessels,
and scoured their cabins.

I atterward got steady work at the
brass foundry owned by Mr. Richmond.
My duty here was to blow the bellows,
swing the crane and empuy the flasks in
which castings were made ; and at times
it was hot and heavy work. The articles
preduced here were mostly for ship work,
and in the busy season the foundry was
in operation night and day. [ have
often worked two nights and every work-
ing day of the week. My foreman was a
good man, and more than once protected
me from abuse that one or more of the
hands was disposed to throw upon me.
While in this situation I had little time
for mental improvement. Hard work,
night and day, ever a furnace hot enough
to keep the metal running like water,
was more favorable to action than thought;
yet here I often nailed a newspaper to
the post near my bellows, and read while I
was performing the up and down motion
of the heavy beam by which the bellows
was inflated and discharged. It was the
pursuit of knowledge under difficulties,
and I look back to it now, after so many
years, with some complacency and a lit-
tle wonder that I could have been so
earnest and persevering in any pursuit
other than for my daily bread. I cer-
tainly saw nothingin the conduet of those
around to inspire me with such interest :

they were all devoted exelusively to what
their hands found to do. I am glad to
be able to say that, during my engage-
ment in this foundry, no complaint was
ever made against me that I did not do my
work, and do it well. The bellows which
I moved by main strength was, after 1
left, moved by a steam engine.

Euoglaud’s New Advance Law—How it is
