Iii the present pecuniary doubles, many 

n wife find* an unusual necessity for prac-. 
li»in^ the strictest economy in household ] 
muter*. l'erhups house-keeping is just to 

be commenced, and I lie great problem is, 
liow much furniture ami how many con- 

veniences can wo afford to procure. A ; 
little money muit no a* far a* possible.— 
Such would perhaps like to be initiated, 
into the art of making cheap articles of fur* 
niture boih useful and ornaniontal. Many 1 

a neat and comfortable sofa 01 louniv*, chair, j 
stand, bed, l»ook shelved, Ar.c.f &c., have 
ure s*en, that cost its owner almost nothing. | 

A few boards, a little fluffing, and a few 
yards of shilling calico, put together with 
ingenuity, ;vill give a tasteful and even el- 
egaul air to an otherwise bate and comfort- 
less room. Most of the work we uhall tls-1 
scribe can be done by the females of the 
liossehrld, and we are sure will afford 
much more pleasure and comfort than the 
so-c.ill. tl !l ornamental " worsted work, bed- [ 
quill piecing, &c. And in almost every! 
family there is mechanical ingenuity enough 
among the lu>yn, if not among the girls, to 
do the saw in a ami nailing. 

I no Hurrci tnnir >• a very easy aim 

comfortable, a* well a* cheap ami pretty 
Mat. Il ran In* made by taking a »>lout oak 
barret with one end out, sawing half thru' 
the barrel at the pioper height for a seat,, 
and leaving the uther half full height,, 
rounding «>|f the top for the back ot tlie j 
chair. Stretch stout bagging across ami 1 

nail it (irmly on the seat, inako a cushion ! 
lo rest upoti this, and if the barrel in largo ; 

enough to allow it, cushion the hack al»o, 
by tacking on sheets of cotton batting, 
which costs but a trifle at any of the stores, 
or stu.'fing with any other cheap material. 
Now cover t!*e entire chair with worsted 
at Mir, ch/etl furniture calico, or anything 
elm* convenient, and cover the edges with 
cord, gimp, braid, or even a narrow band of 
the same. 

A simple b>ui>gr can be made by taking 
a broad, thick plank, strengthening it by 
nailing on cros» piece?* underneath, and in- 

aerting four short legs; add a cushion, til- 
let! with any material you wish, and add a 

valance of the same to conceal the leg*.— 
A back and either one or two ends may l»e 
added, if desired, by nailing on boards and 
cushioning them like tho seat. 

A ('»( *itml many of yon know how 
to make. Take four sticks about four leet 

long and three inches square, bore an inch 
hole through the middle of each, and put u 

round stick, six leet long, through, and pin 
through the ends; arrange these like the 
four legs of a saw horse, then to form the 
sides, connect the head and foot posts by 
nailing a tod or strip of board on lo their 

topa; take a piece of tugging six feet by 
four, stretch it across a'.d nail il iiriuly on 

Lo the side pieces. To strengthen thi«Lmake 
a narrow head b<;ard, nail on a sma'.lrod at 
«»ach end, and bore hole* in the side nieces 
at the head to receive them, liy lining 
this head boaid out, the bedstead can at any 
time be folded together and laid aside if not 
wanted. 

A COUVCIUeill »V«M liir cilliurcu, ur iwr iiu- 

garden, i.t matte like a cot bedstead with the 
head boaid omitted. The sticks for the wal 
should be one foot long, truise tor the legs, 
one foot nix inches long. lliml a bit of car- 

peting fur the seat. These are so light, 
ami so easily folded and carried about with 
one hand, a* to be very convenient. 

Hanging H<>»k Shtlret are another article 
of furniture easily made, and very conven- 
ient. For a small siie, take three planed 
boards one fourth of an inch thick, let the 
large*! shelf be about 30 inches long by 
M wide, the others each one inch narrower 

and two inches shorter than the one below 
it. If convenient, paint, or oil and varnish 
them. Bore a runlet hole in each of tho 
four corners, take a stout cord anil pa>w it 
down through one hole in each shelf, taking 
care that it is at the same corner of each, 
theu pass it through the remaining holes in 
tho same end. making a knot in tho cord 
under each shelf for it to re*t upon. Pass 
a cord through the other end in the same 

manner, and tie the four ends of the cord 
together a loot and a half abovo the upper 
shelf, and bans it up. 

To make a i^nrknaml, both light and or- 

namental, procure from a carpenter an e*- 

act octagon, (ef|ht sided,) 1« inches across, 
made from two inch plank for the base, and 
and another the Mine size, of one inch 

£lank, for the top. Uore an inch and a 

alf hole in the eenter of each, into which 
insert a post for a standard, long enough to 
make the whole tho height of a common 

table, and covor the whole with furniture 

calico. For this purpose, sew together likfc | 
a bag two breadths of the calico, each about 

three inches longer than the height of the 

stand ; now slip thus over the stand, and 

tack the upper end of the cloth smoothly 
round on the rdi>e of the upper plank ; pas.* 
a ribbon or heavv cord round ;t little above 
01 below the middle of the standard, tying j 
the cloth back tightly, then drawing the 
lower edge over the base plank* nail it on 

!o the bottom, making the whole resemble 
an hour gla«s. Put a little cotton batting on 

the top of the upper plank, and cover that 
also. About two or thrre yards is sufficient 
for the whole, unless, which is quite desira- 

ble, pockets .ire added. If so. these should 
be semi-circular, plain Lick and full front, 
drawn with a con I. Tuke one of these oil ( 

each side of the top, and conceal the tacks 
willi a row of l*rai«l.~- Ohi »<»r.

is commenting on an article in the Novem- 
ber number «»f the Iforlitnltwtst U|>on 
" Parks ami Pleasure (Srounds tor the Far- 

mer," and savs further,—" It is one of the 

fpeal wauls of our times that these hums 
Wiouhl be turneil into uttraolive Christian 
homes, where in en ami women •hall not 

only work, eat, sleep, and die, but where 

they shall enjoy lift*, .is soeiat ami religion* 
beings, and by loving and cultivating the 

good ami the beautiful oil earth, be lilted 
(or the iiaradise of (»od. A man should no 

longer be considered a good citizen, who 
doe* not plant trees enough, ami give time 
ami money enough, to make hi* homestead 
so attractive that it shall retain nine of his 
children to till his place when he is gone. 
Multitudes of these old homesteads in the 
north are forsaken, mainly because there 
was nothing but the sternest utility about 
them in ihe whole circle of :he year. 

Cannot these ingenious" statistical men," 
who tell us what the effect of occupation 
is upon the mini! and duration ot lile, tell 

us, also, what the effect is of the agreealJe 
and beautiful upon the tcmpeiamenl ami 

longevity ot the race ! It is a common 

opinion that country lile is largely conduc- 
ive to health ami happiness, and conse- 

quently to vigorous old age. Hut these 
cannot be imputed wholly to exercise in 

the open air, for many other classes enjoy 
the same opportunities, and fail to roach a« 

many years as the tarmcr. Is it no! fair, 
then, to suppose that the constant impression 
upon the mind of the wise and beneficent 
provision in the changes ot the seasons, in 
their varied aspects, the ever-varying land- 

scape, occasioned by heat ami ruin and 
frost, the wonderful instincts of animals, 
of birds, and insects, coming to the viewol 
the farmer as they constantly do, have a 

healing and saving intlnenco upon his 
mind? What orator ever forget the inspir- 
ations he gut in nature's giaml cathedral, 
the forest, or the lessons in the stones or 

running brooks that were familiar to his 

youthful rambles? The mind becomes 

deeply imbued by the scenes familiar to ii 
in early life. If those scenes represent vio- 
lence ami vice, the home and habit* of ban* 
ilits and Ircetooters, the crop of ideas 
which lollow will be likely to paitake ot 

the character of those scenes. On the oth- 
er hand, if the home of the farmer is sur- 

rounded by something of the tasteful ami 

beautiful, in the way of lawus, groups ol: 

trees, shrubbery, and occasional paths,!

Democrat, not a single publication wai lost, 
and wo were toon installed in the office 
iiuu which we had removed, two and a 

half years before, in the Moody and Thorn- 
ton Mock. It continued to be published 
there until Aug. 1852, when the publication 
office waa removed to a building which was 

errecled by us, in part, adjoining Pi el Office 
o.i Factory Island. This building was de? 

stioyed by fire ia Jan. 1853, and we \vcre 

a^aiit compelled to make same other ar- 

rangements tor its publication, and we 

purchased the office of the Eastern Journal, 
of D, K. Somes, its proprietor, and connect- 

ing the two together we removed the ma- 

terial, saved from the fire, to our presen1. 
i ffi -e on this side of the river where the 

paper is uow published. With moat of 
those facta, many of our reader* are familiar. 
>Ve have on our subscription li*l tome 

liumlreds of names who commenced with 
u% iu IS45, and who have continued to take 
our paper regularly since. We feel not 

wily obliged to them, but highly compli- 
mcnted by this adherreoce to as daring this 
period, and the more so because we know 
that in the progress of time, circumstances 
nave arisen which have created differences 
of opinions among persons whose sym- 
pathies on politioa were iu unison when 
the paper oommonced, 

Wnlnn lb« ten yuan which the paper 
lias boon published, great improvements 
Live been made to oar place on both sides 
of iho river. Ou the Saco side, streeta 
imvu been opened and graded, the York 
Company have added a mill to their cor- 

poratiou and several blocks of stores in- 

cluding Doering's Block. Cataract Block, 
Culls Block and other stores ot less impor- 
tance have been erected. The I'oat Office 
which was kepi In a small wooden budd- 

ing near Dr. Berry's Apothecary shop en 

Maiu Street, and which subserved the 
purposes of both sides ol the river, has 
been removed to York Square on Factory 
Island, and other changes and improve* 
inents have been made. 

Ou this side of the river the changes 
have been still more marked. When our 

paper eommenced its existence, Laoonia 

Mill, No. 1, was just starting up and but 

little of the bock and sloue work, which 

haasince developed itself,in beautiful Cotton 

Mills, and long ranges of boarding-houses 
was to be seen. 

Two large mills have been added to the 

Laoonia Corporation, the Machine Shop 
extensively enlarged, and greet addilions 

have been made to the Foundry establish- 
ment. The Steam Mills belooging to 

Thomas Cutts, and the mills for sawing 
lumber, belonging to Joseph IJobsou, Jr., 
have been erected. The place now oc 

cttpied by the three mills of the Pepperill 
Corporation, was an unsightly spot, desig- 
nated by the somewhat vulgar appelation 
of Ram-eat llille, and there were no build- 

ing* of any note, except the "Walerbory" 
Block, on Liberty Street. 

The Alfred Street, Freewill B.iptist, and 

Baptist Churches, the three elegant brick I 
school houses, the BlJdclord House block,] 

Central block, Somes' block, and Hooper's 
block, with a largo number of buildings of 
lessor note, have been built in the time.— 
Streets have boon opened in all directions, 
private dwellings built upon them, and in 
uvery direction have the industry and enter* 

l»ri»e of man been made manifest; and 
[wpulalioa has proportionally increased, 
running up from perhaps a thousand or fif. 
teen hundted in the village to six or seven 
thousand. 

We have brought them} facts together, 
because we supposed they might prove in- 
teresting to many of our readers, who have 
come here within the time which has elaps- 
ed since the commencement of our paper, 
to share in our prosperity, and who are look- 
ing forward to its future developoment with 
hope. We have no time to follow out the 
reflections which the** reminiscences give 
rise to, and spiead them before our readers. 
We could speak of the changes which have 
occurred in social life, bring to mind thooe 
who have Ivti to putauc »ho busy path of 
life eUewhei?, ajul dwell upon iho memo* 

lies of those, ala!«, many! who have gone 
down iu the pride and vigor of manhood, 
to sleep by die side of our Usautiful river, 
in the sjeep of death, friends to us wheu 

they lived, and endeared to u$ though deqd 
—but we forbear. The sands of the tenth 
yea< of our paper'* exigence, have run out. 

I^ind fiends, generous patrons, we thank 
yoo for your continued good will towards 
our enterprise, and we hppe Uf merit it still 
more hereafter. We shall commence our 

eleventh volume more cheerily than ever, 
and we are happy to say undpr mpro favor- 
able-circumstances than ever, to make our

OVR MANUFACTURING TOWNS. 
VVe oopy the lukjoined artido from tbo 

N. V. Independent. The circumstances 
which gave rise to it will be learned froui He 
perusal. Ite bearing upon ou r ptooe, eon 

sidercd as a manufacturing community, will 
be readily soeo. ^Vo bate a growing popu- 
lation and ibe recent addition to the means 

for manufacturing here naturally causee 

some solicitude in refoience to tho future 
character of the manufacturing population 
wbi^h must continue to reside here. Wo 
arc among thoee who beliere that tbo inter- 
est* of tho owneri of the Mills here will be 
promoted by a qeduloua attention to the 
moral character of the operatives employ- 
ed—that the scale of their profits may be 
learned from an enquiry into tbo intellectu- 
al and moral condition ol those cmployod by 
them ; and we go furtbur and say that those 
who,either by tho fortuitous circumstance of 
birth, or by tho energy of their ewn indus 
try are in a situation to furnish capital to 
jarrj oo large business operation* owe it to 

hemsclrcs and the community in which 
ihcir works are parriud op, to use (heir 
it m>wt endeavors to miso (bo character 
>1 iJicir operative force. We are a- 

rare it tnaj bo said that these individuals 
uvc tho right to regulate their own cop- 

rerns—eiuj loy just such persons na they 
jlciuo, and we cheerfully admit this as a le- 

gal right, but they havo no moral right to 

neglect thoso matters which conduco to the 
happiness and moral well being of tho com- 

munity ia which their work shops and fac- 

tories are situated. Thoy should look well 
to tho character of the labor thoy employ 
»nd not expect to havo the approval of the 
world if they put ignorant and degraded la- 
bor.in competition with that which is more 

intelligent, ayd reared among rnoro healthy 
moral influences. Our factories uro, or 

bate been, filled with the sons and daught- 
ers of our farmers, who havo been reared 
am>d tho influences of tho moeting house 
and the school house, and they cannot co- 

mingle and work with comfort beside those 
who ore degraded and vicious, and #hoae 
tastes, and habits, aud training are likely to 

make them ao for life. But wo did not 

commence with any expectation to follow 
the truin of thought tho subject suggests. Ir 
was our purpose rather to introduoo tho ar- 

ticle trou tho Independent feeling that it 
contains hints and suggestions which, if fol- 
lowed out here, would promote the welfare 
ot the community in which our lot is oast. 

OUR MANUFACTURING TOWNS. 

The graphic pea of Dickena has sketched the 
teuipl.itions and the miseries of factory life in 
Great Britain. His "Hard Times " givea us truth- 
ful u picture of the interior of great manufactur- 

ing establishments ami of the grinding of the fac- 

tory •*)»!an, aa dot* " Nicholas Nicklehy " of the 

interior of a Boarding-school, or " Bleak House " 

of the court of Chancery. In a densely-populated 
country, where manufacturing is overdone, where 

labor, trained only iu particular branches, ootnes 

into perpetual competition with itself,and when the 

musses are without that education which inspire* 

•elf-respect and commands the respect o| others, 
mid without that prospect of advancement which 
kiitiiulaiua invention, scenes of ignorance, oppres- 
sion, brutality and crime, such as be has pictured, 
ran hardly be exaggerated, llut there is one 

mors of such evils that Mr. Oiekcns seems to have 
inert ouked ; that is, the general Intemperance of 
the Eutflph operatives a parent evil, toward 

winch phihmthrophy and legislation ia that coun- 

try are juit beginning to direct their inquiries.— 
There are, too, exceptions to his Cokctown, even 

in the manufacturing districts of England ; estab- 
lishments in which the cotnlort and welfore of the 

operative are cousulted, aa well as the protits of 

tbe proprietor. This we believe to bo true of the 

manufactory of Titus Suit, of Bradford— the 

largest iu Knglaad ; of others in that town, and of 

some in Manchester, Leeds bhrtfield, and Bor- 

muighaiu. There art proprietors, even ia Eng- 
Upd, wf\p treat their operatives aa intelligent, 
moral beings, and not tnctcly as so muclnueehan- 
icsI force; and there are privi'egea accorded to 

operatives, as for instance the half-Saturday holi- 

day, at Bradlord and else wherv, which, if improved 
by them, would contribute greatly to their physical 
and^uiond well being. Bull the system as a whole 

works many evus to the operative. 
Hm» such pictures as that of Cokctown, we 

tarn with fraUtwW and pride to oar New-EagtanJ 
manufacturing towns. New-England turmahm 

no parallel to the picture that Dickens has dfawu 
in a giest manufacturmg commuuity, in which 

Msminoa ovnuks all justice and morality. There 

is CWs-lown ia New-Eugland j and that may 

be one reason of the difference. For though we 

believe n coal region to be the natural centre of 

manul.cturea, we apprehend 'hat the smoke and 

tunc* i/coke In the inaau/aciuuag towns of Eng- 
land have a depreciating elfcct upon healtk and 

morals.

our manufacturing towus. Dut a fair observation 
must satUiy any candid man, thai those town*, 
certainly in New England, have their full share of 

intelligence and character. I mingled very freely 
with the operative* of every grade, and had u con- 

siderable numl«r of thctu in the parish. It is 

siuiple truth to say, that '• Ikny« nt\tr known a 

moy extmpLiry tlui4 of prion*" • 

This testimony is in the main confirmed by the 
ministers of ^owell, of Mauchesler, aad oilier 
places whose population is to a great extent made 

up of operatives in the factories that havo given 
lo those cilic* l&pir life. The ilatislioi of moral- 

ity in suyh places are altogether more favorable 
than iu commercial cities. The substitution of 
foreign operatives for the daughters of New Eng- 
land farmers, and the introduction of theatrical 
entertainments Into some of these cities, is fast 
deteriorating the population. But we think the 
avenijje morality of such towns is ubovc that of 
New York nud lk*»fofr. 

Hut there another aspects hi which our factory 
system h fur frtmi being perfect. Tliere is yet 
ample mom fyr the elevaliuii of operatives in the 
sulwtunliul comfort* and tlie graceful umeuiticaof 
lite, and in general intelligence and morality.— 
The current of public opinion, guided by Chris- 
tian philanthropy, sets strongly in thai direction ; 
but the great protdein >*, how to combine the 

highest productiveness of labor with the largest 
consideration for the physical, social, and moral 
wnnl» vl I lie laborer. Tina experiment la now 

makhig <»U a great scale, al the new Pacific Mill* 
In tho city of Lawreacv, Mhhs. Those mill*, 
when completed, will no< only bu the largest in 

the United Stairs, hut wifl exceed the dimensions 

and capacity of Mr. Salt's inifl, at Ilradfonl. The 
muin building, when finished, will be seven sto- 

ries hi^rh aud eight hundred feci loop, and wHI 
coiitaiu »/u ku*dr*ltkoutoiui qtindia. The ex- 

terior of tho quadrangle measure 1,600 feet in 

length. These buildings are all constructed with 
reference to the safety, health, and comfort ol the 

operatives; veutilntion, wuruiing, nnd fleuulinesa 
being studied at every point. Some fifteen hun- 
dred person* will be constantly employed upon 
the premises, and the utmost pains is taken to ad- 
mit into this large and clone coinmuaity only per- 
sona of respectablo character. The rates of wa. 

ges are aa high as at any manufactory in New 
England, aud the boarding Ikius<s of the 0|>era- 
lives are buill with a manifest regard to health 

aud oomfbrt. The town is laid out upon a liberal 
scale, with public walks, parks, undother aanatory 
arrangements. 

The superintendence of the Purifio Mills ia en- 

tirely in the hands of Christian men, who regard 
the moral culture of the operatives aa of the first 

importance, lioth for the welfare of the operativea 
thcmaelves, and for the success of the establish- 
ment. Among other plans for the benefit of the 

operatives, is one altogether novel, but of wiso 

forethought and of much promise. 
A large bull hus been constructed over the offi- 

cios of I ho company, for the express use of the op- 
eratives in social gathering*, concerts, lectures, 
etc., under the direction of the Superintendent.'— 
This hall was recently opened with a social festi- 

val, and it waa our privilege to deliver the first- 

free lecture withiu Ha walla, to a company of 

about six hundred. None but the operatives in 
the Pacific Mill*, with their families, are admitted 
to the privileges of the hall. It was an interesting 
spectacle to ace so large a company, fresh from 

the loom, gathered in their ueal all ire for a litera- 

ry rcorvalion, gratuitously luniished by the propri- 
etors of the mills. The elToct of these social and 

Ijtcrury gatherings must bo eminently happy upon 
the intelligence and good order of the operatives. 
It is an important step in lite application of the 

principles of Christianity to the relation of em- 

ployers to the employed, and shows that corpora- 
tions ore not necessarily thoae soulless, irou bod- 

ies, tlicy arv* presumed te be. We trust that this 

example will lie followed in other manufacturing 
town*. The general character of these towns 

already warrants the expectation, that they will 

yet become centres of moral and religioua influ- 
ence for the masses of society, as well as of in- 

dustrial enterprise nnd material prosperity. The 

responsibility of ihoao conducting such establish- 
ments is great, but the reward of fidelity will bo 

sure.

portion, and understands tho present life 
and impulses of tlio American people, can 

sincerely hold such an oninton. No politi- 
cal party caq oxist and near any pruo<ica| 
fruit for good,'that is not vitalized and di- 
rected by the real forces in society Plat- 
forms and taotfos are as nothing except us 

mschinery and tho mode by which qp exist- 
ing power works its way to its logical and 
only legitimate result. That power in a 

true republic comes from tho hearts, the 
home*, the honest convictions of tho peo- 
ple. No pulling of wiros, or shuffling of 
cards, can enable a party worthy- to exist, 
and claiming to bo American, successfully to 

ignore the facts and principles on which a 

largo majority of the peoplo hnvo the most 

poiitiro opinions, and in regard to which 

they liavo formed tho most determined res- 

olutions. How, then, can the American 
party ignoro the question r onan wo no 

told that it has been rcsolvod to havo noth. 

ing to do with Slavery, or Anti-Slavery t 
Such n resolution ia fallacy. It will prove 
a delusion to evory cne who honestly enter- 
tains it There «ro ihoso wlm out It for- 
ward with sjtocious pretences,with (he intent 
to theat the American people. In tho great 
political contest ot '50 and in tho minor 
contests that arc to precede it, decision will 
bo given on one tide or I he other of the 

3u;s!ion of Slavjor- It makes no essential 
ifloronc^ whaKHCSWi ^licn float in the 

breete, tho principle*, the issues, tho re- 

sults, of that'contost most conqgrn cliris- 
tiann and freemen, and in roference to them 

they will act. The powers und the victories 
of tho American partv must aid Frocdom 
or Slavery. The President and the Congress 
to be chosen in '56 must bo in favor of 91a- 
very aggression, or opposed. Two terrible 
outrages to freedom, to good faith, to moral 
right, to American patriotism, wero com- 

mitted in the passngo of the Fugitive Slave 
Act of 1850 and the Nebraska Hill of 1854. 
On these outrages the people will pronounco 
solemn verdict. Tho President ani the 
Congressmen must bo taken from those in 
favor or froia those against theso moral and 

political abominations. If takcu from those 
in fuvor of these measures, tho decision is 
in favor or Slaviry aggression. If from 
thoso opposed to these measures, the dccos- 
ion is on the side of Ereodom.

chincry, or sounding 
rated to draw the attention ot tho people 
from this work of justico and selfdol'unce, 
muil conduce to the safety of tho political 
criminub and to the interest of that power which caused tho crime. Of coursoall who 
aided in committing tho outrages, or sym- 
pathized therein, noxc cry peaco and good 
fellowship, for such a course is their safety. 
Silcnco helps conserve tho wickedness and 
throw around it tho sanctions of timo. It 
it an old device of tyranny, which modern 
oppressors hovo not forgotten, to warmly 
engngo tho peoplo in secondary matters, 
while they aro quietly forginj* now chains 
nnd preparing new aggressions, to be 
usod and pushed forward at an unspcct- 
ing hour wlion no organised and well 
directed rcsistanco can bo mado by the 
doomed victims. And it is another device 
of dopotism in voguo from tho times ofNiin- 
rod up to tho days of the Czar, Louis Na- 
poleon, the Southern slave-holders and their 
Northon minions, to keep tho peoplo di- 
vided and to causo their impulses, principles, 
and convictions to break their forco ugainst 
euch other, instoad of working together, 
flowing into one broad and resistless current 
of development and freedom. Whilo tho 
peoplo thus neutralize each other and blast 
their own hopes, the oppressors enjoy the 
fray as amusement, and their works of 
wickedness go on unresisted. They aro 

over ready to sound tho delusive wafch- 
words—Mkeop out all sido issues''—1"ignore 
all agitating questions." So docs tho wolf 
plead for silence and wish tho mouth of tho 
faithful dog muzzled ns ho is about to rob 
tho shoopfold, or |is passing off to securo his 
prey to his whelps, lie wishes to keep down 
all exciting questions, and not havo tho uir 
made hideous by tho harking of dogs or the 
crying of lambs. It is tho policy of tho 
slavo noldera nnd their Northen minions, to 
make Freedom and tho Amorican movement 
break their forco on each other—to cat 
each othor up—instead of working together 
as they should. They hopo to make tho 
American party provo itself tho roar guard 
of depotism, to bo haistly led in boforo the 
advancing army of freemen who aro resolved 
to. arrest tho authors of tho outrages of 1850 
and 1854, and consign them to their politi- 
cal Botany Bay, ana restore tho National 
Cupiiul to tho purity it had ere it was pol- 
luted by tho Goths and Vandals who have 
inaugurated slavery in tho councils of the 
republic. Thcv not onlv wish to use 
the American party as tho rearguard to 

keep back the forces of frecmon, but wi«h 
to uso it aa Napoleon ia sa}d sometimes to 
havo used a portion of hia aoldiera In hia 
Egyptian or Russian campaign, aa an aggro- 
gate mass to fill up tho atraam or chasm 
with their bodies, by which tho rest of hia 
army could pass ovor in safely, to givo him 
salvation and future victories. 

The Slavcholdcra and their Northern abet- 
tora can bare no real affinity with tho legiti- 
tnato purposes ol tho American party.— 
Slavery, as it ezista in tho Southern States, 
ia foudulUm, worn out in Europe, and trans- 
ferret! to tho aoil of a new world. It is an 

exotic plant in our civilisation. The leudinc 
idea,—the inspiring thought—of tho Ameri- 
can party ia and muat be the American 
Genius—tho ideal and the life of American 
civilisation, in contradistinction to Asiatic, 
to European, and to all poat civilizations.— 
The ideal and the life-giving forco of Amori- 
can civilization is Freedom. Tho American 
part/ has arisen with such rapidity as a re- 

monstrance and an aggrcssivo forco against 
thoao political elements of Romaniam, sud- 

denly transferred from Europe, that do 
violence to American Freedom and Protes- 
tant civilisation. *Thia feudal element, Sla- 
very, and the political element of Roman, 
ism, are both plants from European soil, 
springing from a common germ,—despotism. 
They are forsicn to the idea and healthful 
life of Atnoriesn civilisation, and,of course, 
opposed to the real spirit and legitimalo 
purpose of the American movement. Not 
in spirit alono aro slavery and the political 
elements of Komanism alike, but they have 
a common interest in great controlling is- 
sues that are already bcfoie the American 

people—they will work together by the 
Ibmmon instinct of sel.ishness and danger. 

The politics of Slavery and the politics of 
Romanism aro firmly united and will remain 
so in the contests of coming year*. The 
grand scheme which now gives mould and 
direction to the plans of Southern politic- 
iana and statesmen, is the annexation of 
Cuba, Hayti, several States of Mexico, and 
Central America, with a Catholic popula- 
tion of eight or. ten millions. Tho Slave- 
holder! want this immense territory for sIito 

state*. These millions of ignorant nooplo, 
unacquainted with tho spirit und working of 
our institution*, would mako so much ad- 
dition to tho political strength of RomanUm 
in this nation. This, addoa to what already 
uxists in our cities and largo towns, cooper- 
ation with its natural ally. the Slavs Power 
—and here is a force dangerous to Freedom, 
to social reform, to everything in oar drill- 
ration which renders it superior to the civ 
ilizations of tho old world, and of former 
times. Slavery and political Romanism ore 

allies, us much so as England snd Franco 
in the Crimea and Baltic. They are tho 
right nnd left wing of that army dangerous 
to Frcodom, to Protestantism, ana the 
legitimate purposes of tho American party. 

ilow can they be successfully opposed f 
By the firm alliance of tho party of Freedom 
with honest men of tho American move- 
monk If tho American party attempts 
tA ignoro tho question of Frcodom, and 
plays into tho hands of Southern politicians, 
it will surely dig its own gravo, and that 
right speedily. But let the American party 
and tho Republican party be allies, forming 
the kiqut and lut wing of that army 
which can bo gathcrod in the Frco States to

instances no charge made against tho Bible 

Society for my entertainment. Somo of 
the Iribh families who refused the Uibie, | 
assigned no other reason for so doing than 
that of the Priest being unwilling for them 
to do so. When I attempted to show them

Considerable excitement was created nt 
San Francisco oil the I5ih ult. by the is- 
suing of a writ of habeas corpua to discharge 
certain Russian prisoners confined on board 
the Sitka, one of the vessels Recently cap- 
tured by the allied fleet at Petropaulooski. 

The writ was served upon the com man 
der of the Sitka by a Deputy Sheriff, and 
the prisoners were to have been brought 
before the Court on the 27th. 

On Sunday, the 26ih, however, just after 
daylight, the Sitka hoisted anchor and 
•ailed out of ths harbor, probably for Van- 
couver's Island. Preliminary stepa were 
taken bafote the Court on the following 
morning for issuing an attachment against 
the officer in command, should he again 
come within the jurisdiction of the Court' 

The pilot boat Dancing Feather had re- 
turned from the wreck of the Vanlde Blade, 
having succeeded in raising four boxes ol 
treasure, amounting to $70,000. 

Capt. Michael Powers, from Massachu 
setts, died recently at the Americau River, 
of starvation. 

Notwithstanding the great scarcity ol 
water, the mines continue to yield abun- 

dantly, and it waa believed that the total 
product of the year would considerably ex- 
ceed that of any former year. A monstrous 

lump was taken out by five men in Calave- 
ras county recently, and weiched one hun- 
dred and sixty-one and a half pounds, val- 
ued at $38,916. 

Platinum is being found in considerable

Kansas Election. The following ex- 

tract from a private letter from Kansas, da- 
; ted Dec. 3, and published in the Salem Oa- 
; zette, confirms the accounts already re- 

ceived of the manner in which the pro- 
slavery Kansas Delegate was elected. 

" Our election foi Delegate to Congress, 
transpired on Wednesday last. We cast 
abont 300 voles in all. There were but 
three prominent candidates in the field—I. 
A. Wakefield, the anti-slavery candidate, 
Judge Flcnniken, the friend of the Admin- 

1 titration, and Gen. Whitefield, the slavery 
candidate, a resident ol Independence, Mo. 
Mr. Wakefield received about 200 votes 

here, and the others 100 — these coming 
from settlers on the rivers, out of tbo city. 
But the result of the election is, that we 

{ 
have been overborne by a horde of ruffians 
from Missouri, who poured across the line, 
and deposited their illegal voles, and re- 

turned to their homes. There were about 
2000 men who came in this manner from 
Missouri. It was the greatest outrago over 

known in the history of elections hi this 
country. Our candidate will contest the 
election in Congress. I saw about two 
hundred of these men fiom Missouri, pass 
over the road to the place ubove our towrf^ 
to put in their votes, not daring to do it here, 
and the same men were seen going back 
in the evening of the day ol the election." 

Fa ill-re and De>'ai.cation. It was an* 
' tiounced on Saturday (hat the Glcndon Kol- 
ling Mill* Company, at East Boston, hail 
suspended payment, that Mr. Henry Bre- 
voort. tho supeiiiitendent of the mill, was 

a defaulter to u large amount, and had dis- 
appeared. Mr. Brevoort left on Monday 
week, and has not been since seen here.— 
On Wednesday the company received a 

letter from him, in which he stated (hat he 
wan a defaulter, that he had sold iron, and 
had not accounted lor the proceed*, but that 
the coal account was correct, tie al.-o sta- 

ted that it would be useless to pursue him, 
for he woultl not be taken alive. Tho de- 
falcation has been stated to be as high as 

$200,000. The notes of the company have 
not been in good repute for some time 
though the stockholders ate men ol wealth.
