Manley, assuming that we do not object to
him on the ground that he is not an “honest
and efficient person.” We have no means of
knowing about Mr. Manley's efliciency as an
internal revenue officer, bnt the Whiy knows,
and every intelligent man in Maine knows
that J. H. Manley in 1884, when our regi
ments were cut down to tens where there
Should have been Lhundreds, obtained by some
means 251 names of men and sold them to
the towns of tkis State tofill their quotas—
names representing no flesh and blood men,
and which did not swell the ranks of our
regiments before Petersburg a single man.
He did this for money. Is thisa good rec-
ommendation for a man’s honesty? Isit a
guarantee that be s high minded, patriotie
and the man to deal with those who are ready
to compromise claims against the govern-
ment? - The Whig may whink so; but the
men who stood by the Republican leaders in
1864 will say with us, “Jall back.”
1t may be urged that these charges are not
sustained. The Paper Credit Commission of

During the past two years Mr. Manley has
been much in Maine and has given his time
to arranging caucuses and has boasted that
during the next year he intended to make the
Maine Senatorial succession a leading feature
in his business. In addition to this, he has
told many persons that he was retained as an
Eastern Railroad agent at Augusta the pres-
ent winter. 'Why he is not there we know
not.

A WASHINGTON special says that Mr. But-
ler’s proposition to abolish the pension agen-
cies and make postmasters at county seats the
agents for distributing the pensions, has been
examined by the Pension Committee ana pro*
nounced an audacious attempt to increase
the Government machinery and the expense
of distributing the pensions. Mr. Butler
claims that his bill will make a saving to the
government ; but seems to forget that every
postmaster where such pensions are to be
paid will require greater accommodations and
from one to three clerks to do the business.
His :E, provides that the rice for making out
a voucher shall be ten eents, which wlll nog
pay the cost a8 business is done for the public;
consequently the cost of the service will be
increased very much if we take into account
the increase of clerks in Washington to do
the increased business there. In the second
place, Gen. Butler proposes to prevent frauds
—which it may be safe to say—don’t exist.
To do this ke puts the poor pensioner to a
vast deal of trouble; for, before a payment is
made, the bill requires the presentation to the
Ppostmaster of the pension certificate by the
pensioner or his friend (attorney). Upon
this'the pay roll is made out and when the
certificate is received from Washington the
postmaster must deliver it in person to the
pensioner  This double visit or even single
visit to the county seat by the pensionerin a
county like Washington, Aroostook or Pe-
nobscot would involve a great loss of time
and use upmuch of a small pension. In case
the pensioner is sick the postmaster is paid
five cents a mile out of the money of the pen-
siuner, to carry him his check. This is the
bill of the mun who claims so be the soldier’s
champion !

New York Letter.

The question ef Moicties and Newspaper
veracity—A dissertation om VYirtme—
Something abonut the Moictiea—The case
of Mr. Simmens and remarks thereon.

New York Feb, 22ad, 1874,

That was a.relishable morsel whizh the
Treasary Department farnished to the news-
seekers, the other day, when a paragraph was
sent on its rouuds stating that the Revenue of-
ficers of New York had been in receipt of moi
eties averaging a hundred thonsand dollars &
year, or such a matter, during the whale period
of Grant's administration. Precisely where the
confusion of dates originated, which made the
story an egregious exaggeration, does not clear-
ly appear. It is just possible Secretary Rich
ardson left the question of time in doubt, to
find out how large-sized a Munchauserism these
sensation explorers would galp down. If he did
he will have to try a severer experiment. They
swallowed that bait without so much as a quiv-
er of misgiving. The whole country ascepted
it very much as it takes the generality of the
despatches from the national capital. The very
credulous were quite sure it wasall true becanse
they “saw it in the newspapers.,” The believ-
ers in, and practitioners of total depravity ex-
claimed “of course itis so; who could expect
any thing else from this corrupt administra-
tion?" The reader of ordinary intelligence ac-
customed to the caprices of types, and nuswayed
either by excessive credulity or inordinate ma-
lignity, saw at once that it would be obviously
improper to take fur gracted the correctness of
accounts and dates printed in mere figures,
when they seemed out of the way.

the speculation profitable. If either can get a
decoy of specious appearance to help him work
off his spurious stuff, he is happy. The eonse-
quence is that the weekly newspaper, which
professes to discuss political topics from an in-
dependent stand point, and to maintain a
strict impartiality of judgment as between con-
tending parties, has, by lending & credulous ear
to exparte libels upon leading officials, and by
believing without evidence, things which in
their very nature should bave been discredited
unless substantiated beyond all possibility of
dounbt, degenerated into a mere tender to its
more unblushing, and hence less dangerous con-
temporaries, and is a false light which ought to
be shunned and put out.

One thing is perfectly clear. No party who
has trapsacied bis business in. conformity to
the revenue laws, or who may have simply
erred in his constraction of them, and thereby
incurred a pena'ty for unwittingly. and tech-
nically violating their letter, need feel the
slightest apprehension of being muleted in
damages.

BUTLER'S PENSION BILL.

The special of. the Boston Herald says that
the proposition to abolish the pension agencies
and make the postmasters at the county seats
the agents for distributing the pensions, which
Mr. Butler hus brought forward, has been ex-
amined by members of the committee and is
pronounced by them an audatious attempt to
increase the Government machinery and the

expens e of distributing the pensions. It is cer-
tain that the expeuse of paying the pensions
by this method woald be Illlﬁtlp“ several
tim while the whole business of payment
would be put back three months if ot longer,
and the effect would be to throw a large busi-
ness into the hands'of the claim azents in this
city. The committee will probably report in
fayor of retaining the pension agencies, but de-
cide, thatin no ease shall the amount received
by one officer exceed $3000, which amount be-
ing the ray of members of Congress, they think
ounght to suffice for pension agents.

THE BANKRUPT BILL.

The House Committee on Judiciary have not
yet formally considered the amendments to the
bankrupt law passed by the Senate. It is un-
derstood, however, that this committee have
so far modified their views that they will aot
now insist upon the unconditional repeal of the
law. 1t seems probabls that the Senate
amendment will be adopted withoutany im-
portant modification.

MANUFACTURING AT AUBURN.—The Lewis-

ton Journal publishes a very full statement of

the industrial activities of Auburn for the past
year, the result of careful and pains-'aking in-
vestigation and inquiry. This statement shows
a very gratifying growth of the business inter-
ests of the city during the past year as compar-
ed with the preceding year. There has been an
increase of about 25 per cent. in the volume of
manufacturing in 1873 over 1872 - not taking in-
to account the manufacturing at Barker's Mill,
which started up at the close of the year.—
There are nearly four million of capital invest-
ed in manufactaring of all kinds in Auburn, of
which only a little over half & million is cor-
parate capital. The consumption of leather in
Auburn in1873 is estimated at seven millions of
pounds,

The business of manufacturing in all depart-
ments in Auburn, in 1873 aggregates nearly five
millions of dollars. 3478 hands are employed,
including the force at Barker Mill, of whom
8077 are men and women engaged in ihe shoe
manufacture, who in 1873, were paid wages
amounting to over three-gmarters of a million
of dollars. The manufactures outside of boots
and shoes in Auburn, this year, will probably
reach n million dollars. Last year (not includ-
ing Barker Mill) miscellaneons manutactures
reabhed an aggregate of about half a million of
dollars, :

“(onsistency, thon art a Jewel.”

In a commuuication signed *‘Member,”” pub-
lished in Friday's Press, the writer comes to
the defense of tha ¥. M, C. Association against
the charge of bigoty. He says: ‘“We are ac-
cused of being exclusive and bigeted by those
who are excluded from its membership.” His
reasons for such exclusion are that all believe
in God, and receive the Bible as his revealed
word; that it proclaims Christ as the som of
God, &e., &e.; and that the **primary object of
this Association is to promulgate these truths,
especlally among the young.” They also be-
lieve *‘that the instrumentalities necessary to
use to accomplish this object are prayer meet-
ings and distribotion of a literature containing
these truths.” In fuct 2 plain inference from
the article is that all instrumentalities by
wheh they approach the public shounld teach
only such truths. Among these truths so es-
sential to be promulgated, is that the ‘“‘theatre,
dancing, card playing, &ec., are amusements
contrary to the spirit of the Bible; that they
endanger the safety of the soul, and, therefore,
cannot be tolerated;” and that ‘‘all young men
who deny any of these triths and believe that
these amusemernts are bharmless are, and of
right should be excluded from soch associa-
tion,” otherwise “its object must be defeat”
ed.”

In the same paper and even in the ;nme
column, | find a synopsis of a lecture delivered
in City Hall the evening before by Rev, W. H.
