Cladstone Urges Unity of Action in
England's Foreign Affairs.

Loxvox, Feb. 22—The Commons today
negatived the amendment to the address in
reply to the Queen’s specch, proposing the
creation of a tribunal on judicial rents in
Scotland. A motlon to vote on the address
wis approved, after which, on motion tha
the report on the address be adopted, La-
bouchere moved to insert in the report the
request that the House be informed whether
1he correspondence with the Italian govern-
ment bound the government to intervene in
the event of war between France and Italy.
He siid that England had every reason to
distrust Salisbury, who was willing to drag
the eountry Into war to save his poliey to-
wards Ireland from eriticism,

_ SirJames Fergusson, under foreign seere-
tary, said he conld reassure the House that

no engagements had beenlentered into with
Italy or any other power that were not
known to Parliament. He hoped the danger
to pence in Europe was not igreater and per-

haps was less than a year ago.

Mr. Gladstone said he heard with extreme
satisfaction Sir James Fergusson's assur-
ance that the government had condueted its
policy in harmony with France. He was
content with the decluration just obtained
of the government’s policy, and was confi-
dent that no disposition existed on the liber-
al side to press for an undue  disclosure.

STAIN'S FORMER COMRADE,

John Harvey, Relates His Story of
the Cang’s Business.

The Confessions which He Says
were Made to Him.

———

Witnesses who Remember Seeing
Stain and Cromwell in Dexter.

BAxGor, Feb, 22.—The court house was
packed with spectators this morning to wit-
ness the Stain trial, and the interest deepens,
Many people from out of town are in atten-
dance and the press at the door to galn en-
trance is great. Severnl of the counsel take
turns in questioning the witnesses,

The first witness called for the prosecu-
tion was

MES., MARY ANN BEAN,

wife of Jonathah Bean,residing at the Forks
of the Kennebee, but who formerly lived ag
Parlin Pond. She testified: *Isaw Charles
F. Stain at Parlin Pond, in the door-yard of
our house. He drove in with a bay horse
with a star in its forehead. He stopped at
our house over night and went by the name
of Frank Suow, and eame from the direction
of Carney’s, returning tho same way. This
was in November, previous to the winter
when I heard of the Dexter bank rob-
bﬁl’y-”

Cross examination—*This Frank Snow

again came to our house the first of this win-

ter. He was sitt sleigh and I w
'ﬁ'iﬁ?fm ords with
biit knew him by his voice as he was talking
with Mr,Bean.”

JAMES J. PABLIN
of North Aunson, testified: *I have seen the
gentleman before me called Cromwell; have
seen him twice before—once at Ncrth Anson
and once last week.Isaw him in North Anson
in the summer of 1877. My attention was
ealled to three men on the sidewalk near the
building used as a savings bank, and he was
one of them. Soon after this time I heard
of the express robbery at Dexter and the
Barron tragedy. Cromwell carried a satch-
el in his hand, but 1 do hot distinctly re-
~member the others. 1 went iuto the jail last
week and the man in the second cell 1 rec-
ognized as Mr, Cromwell, afthough I sup.
posed he was in the tier of cells above
me')t
Cross examination—*"My impression of
Cromwell when I saw him in North Anson,
was that he wore a dark suit of clothes and
a soft, slouch hat; think he wore a mustache.
In December or January, Mr. Mitchell
showed me a picture which 1 did not recog-
nize. Later he produced others and 1 inden-
tified one as Cromwell’s,”
JOHN F. HARVEY
of Medfield, testified: *I have known Stain
for 30 years and Cromwell for 16. Crom-
well lived about three-quarters of a mile
from Stain. I lived with Stain from the 5th
of January 1876 and was there until March
1877. In Janfary 1876, he lived in a house
near the village and in the winter following
in a small house. Idid not live at Stain's
house after February. Our business then
was principally stealing. 1 saw Cromwell
frequently at Stain’s house at that time.
There were three different recesses in the
house near the village, one of them builf ag
the time the house was erected, between the
floors in the second story, the dimensions
being seven feet and a half in length, two
and a half in width and sixteen inches dee

Guess I said on the train
on wy way to Dedham that I had Stain and
Cromwell loeked up for three months, 1 did
not tell any one that 1 would give him any
sum of money to swear to the story against
Stain and Cromwell, The next time this
case was brought to my attention was last
June, when 1 was interviewed by Detective
Bean. I told him I dido’t think Stain and
Cromwell had anything to do with the Dex-
ter crime. When I saw Bean the second
time [ told him what Cromwell bhad said
about the Dexter robbery., 1 detest Stain
and testified inst him to send him to jail.”
Re direct—"There were keys and hand-
cuffs among Stain’s collection of tools.”

MRS, A. E. MILLER
of Bangor, testifled: *In Febrnary, 1878, I
resided opposite the Baugor House. I heard
of Mr. Barron’s death on the morning of the
234 ofyFebruary. On Friday previous to the
robbery, a tallman with a light ulster on
ealledjat my house and engaged board for
himself and friend until the next Monday.
He returned with his friend at night and
they both earrled valises. The tall man said
they might be out some nights. He was
traveling for a drug firm and the other, a
short man, fora hardware firm, so they said.
Having oceasion to go into their room next
day, I3took up their valises and were heavy
and iron clinked. The men were in and out
daring this time, the old man going to Win-
throp on Friday. They did not take their
valises when they went out. They gave no
names. Both men departed on gﬂnday
morning, one saying that he would go on the
early train, and the other driving off, lster in
the day saying he would go to Oldtown, but
taking another road.

Last December I visited the jail and was
shown Stain. To my great surprise it was
the older man who came to my house with
the young man in Febroary, 1878, [Stain
stood up and the witness po'lnted him out
as theman.] 1 visited Cromwell’s cell, ex-
pecting to find the young man, but it was
not him, and I never saw the man before.”
Cross examination—**Stain, when at my
house, sat with his head down and had a
way of looking uﬁ through his eyebrows
when spoken to. His face is as familiar to
me as that of any person in this room. He
wore dark chin whiskers.”

WM. ALBERT HAYNES

lived in Bangor in Februoary, 1878, and
boarded at Mrs. Miller’s. Witness corrobor-
ated her story, and identified the older man
as Stain, and one of her borders. “I went
into the jail, passed through several corri-
dors, and on coiving to Mr. Stain’s cell,
identified the occupant as the man at Mrs.

Miller's table.”
L‘rgls: exam‘iunﬁon-—“l first identified Stain

from a pleture shownme. He wore brown
chin whiskers when at Mrs. Miller’s. Do
not recognize any other parties here as being
present at the house.”

FREEEMAN FERNALD

testified: “1 saw a stranger crossing Main
street and golng toward the bank building on
that day. He wore a rubber coat. I saw him
with another man the day before. This time
he liad on a felt hat. Both were in the act
of buttoning up their coats to the chin. I saw
them again about six o’clock in the evening.
I noticed the men eame out of the lower en-
trance to the bank building and a third man
joined them, coming apg:nmn% {from the
ﬁ:.su'ge wng between the k building and
e Dustin bl

ock. They all passed me very
near and I recognized two of them as the

men I saw in the afternoon. One of them
was the man I saw first.”
Cross-examination : *I would not say cer-
tainly that one of them did not have a rub-
ber coat on, or did not wear a coat.”
FRANK EDWARD DUSTIN j
‘testified: “'I lived at Dexter, in February,
1878, and saw a stranger in the shop of Dus-
tin & Co., of which firm I am a member. The
entrance was in the center of the shop and
he came in and stood half a minute looking
around the shop. Hls beard was full and he
wore an overcoat of a brown invisible check
and it was battoned over his beard. His hat

sembled Stain whom I now see in eourt. Our
manufactory was located on Main street and
was the third building from the bank.”
Cross-examination—*The man in the shop
had the same features about the mouth as

Stain.”
Ke-direct—""The form and size of the man
was like Stain.”

MES. AMANDA D. CLEAVES
testified: “I lived in Dexter on the day of
the Barrou tregedy. 1 saw a stranger
in “Dexter on the 21st day of February
the day Dbefore the tragedy, on
Main streel, co from the direetion of
Dustin’s (ound?. is head sat back, and
he fnmlme a side glance which startled and
thrilled me, and I thought I could recognize
it again. He wore a eap and brown overcoat
[Here Stain stood up], That's the counte-
nance. The first time I saw him he looked
like that. I saw two strangers on Main
street In the afternoon of Friday. The,
came out of the bank building entrance an
across the street near me.One of them
was this man.” [ Here Mrs, Cleaves step
down from the witness stand, went up to the
prisoners and selected them from among the
other ]men. giving them their respective
names].

Cross examination—*'I was positive when
I heard of the tragedy that these men com-
mitted the ¢rime use I saw them about
the savings bank buliding and was impressed
that something wrong was f’oing on. 1 am
an intimate friend of Mrs. Barron and was
sure that if ever 1 saw the men again 1
should know them. I saw pictures of Stain
and Cromwell several months ago and iden-
tiged them, The prisoners are the same
whom 1 saw in Dexter. Time has worked
changes in them, bnt I positively identify
them.” [Applause from the spectators,
which the court quieted.] I saw the prison-
ers in jail last Thursday and knew them at
onee.

. SAMUEL STEVENE,

1 was in the town of Dexter on the 22d day
of February, 1878, and purchased groceries
at the store neor the bank. He said, ‘I saw
the face of one stranger there and another
back to. They were standing in the bank
door. One had on a hat and the other, fur-
ther on, I think, worea rubber coat. The

one facing me was the man in court whom
they called David L. Stain. 1 passed near
them on the sidewalk."”

Cro-s examination—*"I am certain enough
that the man before me was the one I saw in
the bank door but would not want to swear
point blank."”

BEAL IN JAIL.

Awaiting Trial for the Murder of His
Father.

WarTervitLe, Feb. 22.—The jury of in-
quest called by Coroner Carver of Water-
ville to investigate the Clinton poisoning
case, after a hearing of three days, found
that Mr. Beal met hjs death by poison given
him by his son, Charles L. Beal.

GLOUCESTER, Mass,, Feb. 22.—The fisher-
ies treaty was the subject of much comment
today. At the Merchants Exchange, all
avowed that the rights of the fishermen have
been sacrificed to the interests of Canada.
President Cleveland and Secretary Bayard
recelved much eriticism. Phe fishermen de-
elare the treaty a disgrace to all American
citizens. Regarding the headland provision
they said that Fortune Bay and the other
ports of Newfoundland where fishermen had
always had the right to procure bait and all
necessary articles of outfit, to land and dry
fish and transship cargoes, are, by this ar-
rangement, practically shut to them, more
especially Fortune Bay, which is the great
resort for fishermen in winter when in puar-
suit of frozen herring. Drawing a line from
Carnaigue head to the southeasterly end of
Brunet 1sland and thence to Fortune Head,
at Sir Charles Hamilton sound will debar
fishermen from the privileges which they
claim the treaty of 1818 had already given
them. s 3
. The opinion of many is that an indigna-
tion meeting should be called to protest
against the ratification of the treaty which
destroys the last right of the American fish-
ermen.

Mr. Dingley’'s Views.

Bosrox, Feb. 22.—A special to the Journal
says: [he fishery treaty has been made
publie, and there are intimations that a ma-
jority will be secured in the Senate fora
public discussion of this treaty. Perhaps
the best view of the opposition to the treaty
Isafrom;the following interview with Repre-
sentative Dingley of Maine. Representative
Dipgley sald:

“1 shall be very pmuch surprised if that
treaty is ratified. It certainly cannot get
the necessary two-thirds vote.

“They conceded we had the right to enter
their haibors for repairs and shelter, and in
certain exigencies even, on the way home,
upon telegraphing to ‘jm.wl. permission
was given to obtain provisions to go home.
Dut they denled the main tlllllfa which our
fisnermen insisted were theirs of righs.

“*With this controversy fo!ns on these ne-
gotintions opened. What is the result?. We
ean go into Canadlan ports for shelter and
for repairs and for provisions on the way
home. That is to say, we have exactly the
same rights or privileges that we had before.
These rights to be sure, are set forth a little
more elearly, but that is all. Everfthlnq else
is to be pure in some way. The Cana-
dians have conceded o us just what they
were willing to conceéde before the confer-
ence met and nothing more.

*But the real gist of the treaty is in what
will be called the *snapper.” The snapper of
the treaty is this: That whenever we put
upon the free list all kinds of prepared
we shall have the things for which we have
contended, the right to tranship fish in bond,

q"l‘his is the most abject surrender of the
main points for which the American fisher-
men have contended.

True; but we can remain there only twenty-
four hours, We are certainly no Dbetter off
than we were before, and we have surren-
dered all of the important peints for which
we have contended. I do not make much of
the provision as to the delimitation of the
three mile limit, That is secondary. There
was no real controversy over that point.

_“It has been many years since ana-
dians have really insisted upon the headland
theory.

Within n few years it has been pretty well
demonstrated that the damage from the
coding moth can be prevented by arsenical
poisons, and we have reason to hope sclen-
tifiec research will discover remedles for the
apple maggot and apple scab.  With reme-
dles for these three enemies of the fruit

rowers orcharding would receive a fresh
ﬁnpemd. and we hope it will shortly be our
privilege as a doctor to aid in disseminating
such methods of doing it.

Fleld’s suggestion that, when Wash-
ington Territory shall come into the Union,
It be re-chiristened Tacoma, does not strike
the people of the Territory favorably. They
admit the undesirability of baving botha
city and a State named Washington, but pro-
pose to obviate it by coming in as the *“State
of George Washington.” Oneof the many
points of advantage about such a name is
that it could be geadily adapted to cireum-
stances. For instance, when the State gets
rich and plethorie It can eall itsell George
Washington, Esq.: should its roll of patriots
and statesmen get as long as Maioe's it
eould eall itself Hon. George Washington ;
and finally, in ease of war with the adjacent
Canadians, it could strike terror to the hearts
ot the foe by assuming the style General
George Wasbington. Should this manifestly
convenient name be adopted, we hope those
envious rivals, Scattle and Tacoma, wiil
have suflicient sense of propriety to stop tell-
ing sueh remarkable fanles.olout their pros-
perity.

In answer to a question about the proba-
ble effect of free trade on the Pacifie coast,
Senator Leland Stanford is reported to have
said: *“Labor in China is paid from three to
ten'cents per day. As arace the Chinese
are the most imitativeand industricus people
on the earth. An enterprising manufacturer
could gv to China and manufacture American
wares o Amervican patterns at prices that
would drive American labor out of the mar-
ket.” To many who are less aequainted
than Senator Stanford with the characteris
tics of the Chinese and the Immense possi-
bilities in the way of their race, this reply
may sound likea bugaboo, trumped up to scare
free traders of delicate nerves, But the fact
{8 that cotton manufacturing by modern
meuthods Is hardly more of an experiment
io the Orient than in the Suvuthern part of
the United States. The nearest neighbors
of the Chinese, the Japnnese, are already
turning their attention to the cheapest
methods of manufacturing the fabric that
clothes the myriads of Asia. ‘T'here are run-
ning to-day in Japan cotton mills fittod with
the most modern machivery, illuminated by
the electrie light and manned ULy native lab-
orers. The Japanese to be sure, are much
more progressive than the Chinese, but it is
not the opimion of those who have deait
most with the Chinese that the race will re-
main forever inthe lethargy of the past.
Wlien its leaders do awake and  begin to nse
the vast resources of ibs cheap labor, the
world may be trested to the interesting spec-
tacle of the Western nations putting up for
thewselves barriers of non-intercourse such
as they rudely tore down when China strove
by exclusiveness to save herself from contact
with the mushroom civilizationsof the West.

The electivn in the Eleventh district of
Michigan has been widely commented upon
by the Demoeratic vress of the country, be-
cause a sudden decrease of the Republican

“majority came at a time which to them
seeed significant. This district has been
the banner Republican district of the State.
Mr, Moffatt received over seven thonsand
vetes more than his Democratic competitor
in the election for the Forty-ninth Congress ;
but in the recent election Mr. Seymour, the
Republican eandidate, did not receive as
many hundred. The reason of this astonish-
ing falling off of Republican votes may be
explained quite easily. The candidate nim-
solf was away in Europe, and could make no
personal canvass; he had beea the eholce of
the nominating convention only after a long
struggle, which very likely was provocative
of jealousy that prevented the usual party
yvote on election day; his opponent was the
leader of a coslition of laboring men and
Democrats; and, while the Kepublicaus do
not seem to have exerted themselves as much
as they should have, the Democrats were
most perniciously active. Internal Revenue
Collector Maloney of Detroit, headed the
Democratic office holders, twics visitiug the
Distriet to bear aid and comivit to Bartley
Breen, the coalition candidate; and Post-
master General Dickinson walched the strife
from afar, though not as a passive spectator
as those who know him best Yelieve. These
eireumstances afforded for the Democrats a
rational explanation of their large vote.
But they chose the irrational one that the
popularity -of President Cleveland’s free
trade message was what did it. They not
only knew that this explanation was unrea-
sonable, but also that it was false. Speak-
ing of the report that has gone abroad that
the “tariff was the issue,” the Detroit Trib-
une says: *‘The real facts are well under-
stood hiere and they make this claim of the

~Tree traders appear very ridiculous indeed.

tee, the Democratic organs and all Demo-

The Fishery Treaty.

The fisheries treaty as regards its subject
matter is composed of six parts:

I. The first nine articles fix the lim-
its of the waters In which American fisher-
men are prohibited from fishing. England
abandons the headland theory as regards
bays and harbors over ten miles in width at
their mouth and allows our vessels to enter
them for fishing purposes up to a line par-
allel with a line drawn across the bay or har-
bor at the first point where the width of the
bay does not exceed ten marine miles, and
three miles from it. This is the general rule,
but certain bays named in the treaty are ex-
cepted and the prohibited waters in  each of
these lie within a line parallel with and
three miles from a line diawn from points

_ngreed upon by the commissioners and
specified in the treaty. The Gut of Canso is
also excepted from the operation of the
general ru'e and it is agreed that it shall re-
main open to navigation by the vessels of
the United States., The principal effeet of
these articles is to make certain what hus
been differently construed by the United
States and Great Britain, Our rights and

the rights of Great Britain are exactly de-
fined by it. Both countries yield something.
Great Britain bas elaimed, though she has not
always and perhaps not usually enforeed
that elnim, that in the case of bays and har-
bors the three mile limit should be measured
outward fram a line drawn from the head-
lands at the mouth of the bays and harbors,
while the United States has contended that
the same rale shonld be applied to them as
elsewbere,  1u other words England claimed
that we lisul no right to enter buys tor fish-
ing at all, whiie the United States elaimed
that such bays as were more than six miles
wide we hud the right to enter up to a poiut
where their width dimioishied to that fzure.
It will be seen, therefore, that the arrange-
ment in the trealy is a compromise.

II. Artels 10 allows our fishing vessels
to enter the bays wentioned  in the first arti-
cle for shelter or repaiving damages, without
reporting, entering ar elearing, ol they can-
not remain wore than twenty-four hours,
They are pelieved also, from eompulsery
pilotage, aud when they are in the bays for
the purposes for which they are allowed to
enter under the Treaty of 1818, they are re-
lieved rom harbor dues, tounage duoes, light
house dues und other simllar charges.
This article relieves our fishermen from
considerable of the embarrassment to which
they Lave been subjected since the nbroga-
tion of the Washington treaty, and is one of
the wmost, if not the most, substantial conces-
slon of the treaty. It will be remembered
that most of our vessels were seized for fail-
ure to report when they had run in for shel-
ter or because they neglected to comply with
some practically obsolete customs regulation
tromped up to harass them. 7This article
deprives the Canadions of their favorite
means of persecution.

1L Articles 11, 12 an® T8 relaie S0 coms
merclal privileges % Dominion ports, Un-
der theCiuadian construction of « the
Areaty of 1818 our fishing vessels enjoyed no
commercisl privileges In Canadian ports.
They were allowed to enter for sheiter, for
obtalnlug wood and water, for repairs, and
for no other parposs whatseever, They were
allowed to buy nothing, not even medlicine
for stek =camen. ‘They were allowed to ship
men under no conditions. They were per-
mitted to tranship thelr eargoes under no
cireumstances, Under these articles they
are allowed to tranship cargoes when the
vessel needs repairing, and it is necessary to
reéwove the cargd to repair her, replenish vut-
fits, provisions and saopplies damaged or lost
by disaster, and in case of death or sickness
enjoy all needful facilities, including ship-
ment of men. Ourvessclsare also permitted
to purchns=e on ail oceasions casual or needful
supplies us are ordinarily granted to tradiog
vessels, provided they nave secured a licenso
which ean be bad without charge. This pro-
viston is not intended to empower vessels to
fit ont in Dominion ports; it s simply meant
to usllow them to supply some accidental
omission or loss, .

V. Article 14 defines the penalties for un-
lawlul fishing and for preparing to fish un-
lawfully. There is considerable gain in this
article to Ameriean fishermon inasmuch as by
it the waximwn penalties are fixed and the
method of prucedure is established. Hereto-
fore it Las been left entirely to the local
courts which were oftentimes greatly preju-
diced by local feeling and put our fishermen
to unjustifiable expense and delay. Some-
thing like a fair trial is guaranteed by this
article. _

VI. The 15th—practically the concluding
article of the treaty—is simply an offer on
the part of Great Britain that if the
United States will open her markets to Can-
adian caught fish free of duty then American
fishermen shall have all the privileges in Do-
minion ports that they seek, namely, the
right to buy bait, supplies and fishing gear
and to tranship their fish in bond.

Tlhis cuvers substantiully all the provis-
fons of the treaty. To say that no conces
sions of auy valae are made us would not be
quite true.  Relief from the embarrassing so=
called port regulations to which our vessels
were subjected to such an extent during
the iast fishing season 1s worth something;
80 is an exact definition of the thre¢ mile
limit; so is the establishment of maximum
penalties aud a definite *mode of procedure
in the case of seized vessels. The privilege
of transhipment of cargoes, however, is so
restricted as to practieally amount to very
little, and the privilege to occasionally pur-
chase a few supplies to make up an ac-
cidental deficiency is of no great moment

Generally it may fairly be said that
the concessions which have been made
us are such as  the Canadians

could not well bave refused and defended
themselves in the eyes of the civilized world.
When vur vessels get wholly or partly out of
provisions they are allowed to buy enough
to tide them over; when a member of the
crew of any of them is sick, it Is permitted to
purchase medicines for him; and when one
dies a man may be shipped to take Lis place;
when a vessel {8 so demaged that she cannot
be repalred unless the eargo is removed, de-
struction of the corgo is not compelled, as it
practically would be if transhipment under
such clreumstances were refused; and when
our vessels are seized, somet.ing like a fair
trial 13 conceded.

It will be seen that practically none of the
privileges—rights our fishermen contend they
are—which appertain simply to the busi-
ness of fishing bave been conceded. We are
not allowed to buy bait in Dominion ports,
we are not allowed to tranship fish in bend,
we are not allowed to purchase supplies, ex-
cept to a very limited extent. The Cana-
dians lhave yielded just encugh to meet
the demands of humanity, but have taken
good eare to stop short of any concessions
that would materially benefit the fishery
business of the Americans. They bave re-
fused to grant us in their ports the same
commercial privileges that they enjoy in our
ports. They have held them back to open
up our own markets with.

One word with regard to the “‘temporary
arrangement.” This is no part of the treaty
and our commissioners appear not to be
in any degree responsible forit.  Fer two
years or until the ratification of the treaty
the British commissioners in the name
of the Crown offer our vessels the
privilege of purchasing provisions, sup-
plies and bait and transhipping cargoes
in Canadian ports if our vessels will pay
for it atthe rateof $150 a ton for each
ton of their measurement. With the fishing
business as bad as it has been for several
seasons past one such purchase or tranship-
ment would ruln the profits of a season. If
our government should accept the offer our
fisherinen never could.

But there is little ehance that the Senate
will ratify the treaty or the temporary ar-
rangement.

Happening to bear one du.f about
two years ago that the Senate chaplain was
about to resign, Conger went to each Repub-
lican Senator and got him to pledge himself
to Dr. Butler, He hada listin his hand,
and as each Senator said “Yes” Conger
checked him off. When the eaucus met, But-
ler was nominated at once, greatly to the sur-
I:rl&e of several other clerical gentlemen who
ad up to that time regarded thewselves as
candidates. The entire duties of the Senate
chaplain consist of the little prayer which he
makes each morning when the Senate econ-
venes. After descend from the pulpit
Dr. Butler generally strolls about the cham-
ber, shakes hands with the Senators, asks
after the health of their wives and children,
and goes away, his duties performed for the
day.

THE TREATY.
Interviews with Portiand Fish Firms
on the Matter.
Willlam L. Putnam Makes
Some Statements.

Yesterday a representative of the Pness
called on various fishing firms to get
their views on the treaty. Some few
were not prepared to speak but the gist of
the other stutements is herewith append-
ed. Mr. Putnam also makes the following
statements that will prove of interest.
CUBHING & MOKENNEY,

Messrs, Cushing & McKenney thought that
by the terms of the treaty we wefe not any
better off than we were before it was signed.
We have been inforaed that we are given
the right to fish at Labrador and Magdalene
islands, a right that has never beén ques-
tioned, but the treaty has not infurmed us
as to what is to be done in reference to the
vessels fined by the Domiuion government
the last two years. In regard to the tonuage
duties the treaty bears especially hard on
our fishermen. Suppose that one of our ves-
sels showld go into a Canadian port out of
bait, once in a season, and buy $3 worth.
She would have to pay about $150 in tennage
dues for the privilege. There is nothing said
iu the treaty about the procuring bait for the
supply of the Canadian codfishery. ‘The
Canadians don’t send their vessels here now
fur the bait but have it forwarded to them-
As nresult our own vessels have to pay just
go much more for their own bait.  If then
our vessels have to pay 81,50 a barrel more
for their own bait, shouldn’t the duty on
Canadian fish be lnu-on-ced in like propor-
tion?

SARGENT, wun & SKILLIN.
Mr. Sargent thought it was a pretty poor
treaty, but a poor treaty telling what the
fishermen’s 1ights age is better than to be
barrassed and annoyed by not knowing what
they are. II the $1.50 tonmage due is to pre-
val), the fishermen might as well go out of
business, They can’i do business on those

Lers,

Mr. Skillin couldn’t see as there was but
one thing decided by the treaty and that was

the definition of the three mile limit.

E. G. WILLARD & CO.

Mr. Willard said he had before him the
published testimouy of the Portland fish
firng, taken by the congressional delegation
when they visited Portland in the summer
of 1886, In that testimony they declared
that they didn’t want anything of Canada,
and that it would not be a privilege to buy
bait in the Canadian ports. He thought
they had all better wait until they heard
from Gloueester. That town, he remarked,
was the bead and front of the fisheries. 1f
the Gloucester people think it a fair treaty,
it wiil be ratified; if they don’tit won't.
Mr. J. A. Emery, who was present, coineid-
ed with Mr. Willard.

GEORGE TREFETHEN & CO. -

Mr, George Trefetben didn’t think much
of the three-mile limit as defined by the
trealy, but it was better to have it settled as
to how and what it was than not to have it
defined at all. Of the treaty asa whole he
didn’t think muech. It seemed to him that
we give up everything we have ever claimed
for nocthing. He thought we should have
the same privileges accorded our fishing ves-
sels in Canadiun porte that are accorded to,
our merchant marine, but the treaty doesn't
give them. The idea of paying $100 to $150
tonnage tax for the privilege of using the
Canadian ports he congidered absurd, for ac-
cording to the protocol, if not by the treaty
itself, that’s what—if the protocol is agreed
to by the Senate—will be demanded by the
Canadian government. Then again, by Ar-
ticle X1 of the treaty, a vessel on the homne™
ward voyage will be allowed to purchase pro-
visions in & Dominion port, but not on the
outward, a condition that should not require
any treaty. The most uncivilized Fiji Isl-
ander would grant such a request. Again,
Mr. Trefethen said he would like to know
what was meant by the term “preparing to
fish,” in Article XIV. Does it mean mend-
ing seines while the vessels are lying at an-
chor, or baiting trawls? If so, what sense
is there in the clause? The uninterrupted
navigation of the Straits of Canso he didn’t
consider amounted to anything. Ouren-
rolled fishing vessels should have the same
privileges in Canadian ports that their reg-
istered fishing vessels do in our ports. He
couldn’t see where we were any better off
than when under the treaty of 1818,

LEWIS, CHASE & WHITTEN,

Mr. Whitten said: We canuot believe that
the fishery treaty will receive the entire ap-
proval of those engaged in the fisheries,
Whiile according to Article X, American fish-
ing vessels are allowed the privilege of en-
tering Canadian harbors and bays, for the
purpose of shelter and repairs, and for get-
ting wood and water without being obliged
to enter or clear, yet there appears some se-
vere restrictions which are not conducive to
American interests and which ecannot pro-
mote peace and good will petween the two
countries. Why mnot the American fishing
vessel entitled to the same protection and
the same rights in a foreign port as an
American merchantman? Why shculd they
be singled out and subjected to these severe
unnatural laws? 1t is of every day oeccur-
rence, for English goods to be shipped in
bond over this country, but according to arti-
cle X1 American fishing vessels can only re-
ship their cargoes of fish from Canadian ports
under stress of weather or other casualties
unless the United States agree to remove the
duty from fish. The only provision in the
treaty for the purchase of bait by Anferican
fishermen in Canadian ports is found in Ar-
ticle XV, and that conditlon is when the
United States throws open its markets free
to Canadian fish then the latter country will
grant a free license to purchase bait, etc.
The period not exceeding two years from the
present date proposed by the plenipotentia-
ries giving the American fishermen the priv-
ilege of entering harbors and bays. of the
Atlantic coast of Canada by paying an an-
nual license of one dollar and a half per ton,
for the purpose of buying bait, ete,, is an
adroit work of diplomacy, and, If adopted, it
would work to the disadvantage of any
American vessel purchasing either bait or
provisions in any Canadian port. For in-
stance, a vessel of one hundred tons burden
purchasing $25 worth of bait would have
tonnage dues to pay of §150.

He did not think we had gained anything
except the privilege of allowing our vessels
in Canadian ports without being obliged to
enter or clear, It is quite evident that what
the Canadians desire Is that our markets

shall be open to them freé for their fish, oil,
&e,, and that they are holding back the priv-
ilege of buying bait and shipping fish for the
purpose of driving us into reciprocity,' for
they have declared that when the United
States remove the duties from fish and oil
they will grant us all these privileges free.
The New England fishermen prefer that mat-
ters should remain as they have been for the
two years past, rather than to allow the Ca~
nadian fish to come into the United States
free of duty.
A, M. SMITH & CO.

“The principal advantage, and about the
only one I can see, as a result of the treaty,
is that it removes all doubt as to the rights
and privileges of American fishermen in
Canadian waters, whereas we once thought
we had some rights there, and now know we
have virtually none,” said Mr. Smith.

“There might, in some instances, be an ad-
vantage to our fishermen to be able to tran-
ship their fish in bond (observe, this can be
done only in case of distress), and some slight
advantage in being able to purchase, unmo-
lested, provisions and supplies ; but it is sup-
posed that when an American fisherman
leaves her home port for a fishing voyageshe
is supplied with all her provisions and gear
necessary for the voyage, and it is not neces-
sary for them to purchase supplies to any
greut extent while absent. However, as far
as the treaty goes in this direction, it is more
favorable to us than before,and Is a small gain
and we suppose we must thank our Commis-
sion for scquiring such a privilege for us,even
if it did belong to us by right and ought
to be guaranteed to us by our own govern-
ment if we have one. But the only concession
in the fishery controversy that would have
been of value to us aside from the three
mile limit, that is the right to purchase balt
in Canadian ports, our commissioners failed
to aequire, to be sure the value of such con-
cession to us is greatly over estimated by the
Canadiaus, yet it is of much more import-

ance to American fishermen than the con-

cessions of harbor and commercial privileges
which they did obtain, and the faet that
temporarily our vessels will be allowed to
purchase $25 worth of bait by paying a ton-
nage tax of $150 is but little relief in that
direction, and still less creditable to our
commissioners that they should allow so
large a sum to be paid for the right which
virtually amounts to prohibition.

The matter of bait concerus Canadiun
fishermen as well as ours, as they depend
largely upon the State of Maine for the clam
bait used in their cod fisheries, and they
ecomie here and purchase without restrietion,
and it being salt bait, can be shipped Dby
merchant vessels or by common carriers, and
thereby avold the tonnage tax, but American
fishermen are tirtually debarred from ob-
taining their bait from Canadian ports from
the fact thiat American fishermen use fresh
bait and the game vessel that purchases the
bait far her use must ice it, as it cannot be
transhipped without spoiling, a fact proba-
bly overlooked by our commissioners, and it
is evident that the British commissioners
did not eall their attention to the fact.

On the whole I cannot see that much has
been guined by either party to the coutro-
versy, as the Canadians have not succeeded
in ubtaining free fish, and the Americans
bave not aequired the right to  purchase bait
and as all the other questions were of minor
fmportance we can eall it a drawn gae and
cougratulate ourseives that our commission-
ers did not give us away by allowing free
fish whieh is the vital point with American
fishermen.

HON, WAL L. PUTNAAM.

Mr Putnam said: As to bait the eleveuth
article provides fully for all cases of stress
Lof weather. Aside from that the comwittee
on foreign relations of the Senate of the
Uunited States in 1886 sent out & sub-commit-
tee consisting of Senators Edmunds, Frye,
Morgan and Saulsbury, who took a large
amount of testimony at Gloucester, Portland
and elsewhere. Their report will be found
No. 1083 Senate documents, 49th Congress,
2d session, and it says: **As regards the ob-
taining balt for this class of fishing,” that is,
catching cod or hallibut, *‘the testimony tak-
en by the committee in its Inquiries clearly
demonstrates, that there is no necessity
whatever for American fishermen to resort
to Canadian waters for that purpose,” * *
“It was also proved before the comwmittee,
that with the rarest exceptions it would be-
absolutely injurious to the peeuniary inter-
ests of all coneerned for American vessels to
resort to Dominion ports or waters exeept in
need or distress.”

Of course everybody understands that with
our purse seines, our mackerel catchers need
no bait, Therefore jf we do not want Do-
minion bait. and they do not waut us to have
it, there ought to be no trouble on that score-
There is, however, a broader view of this
matter suggested by the President’s message.

As to the twenty-ninth article of the treaty
of 1871 concerning transshipment in bond, 1
nelieve a careful examination of its terms,
context and history, in connection with the
peculiar phraseology of the first section of
the convention of 1818, will satisfy the ma-
jority of impartial lawyers accustomed to ex-
amine such questions, that it does mot Iu-
clude fishing vessels or their cateh.

As to all other matters, the treaty meets
all the difficulties which arose in 1886 and
1887, and our fishermen will practically se-
cure by it all they desire, freely and without
making compensation therefor. This is not
to be regarded as a vietory, but as the work-
ing out of ;Iust principlss in a friendly
spirit.

The fourteenth article concerning penal-
ties will be found in practice to be a great
gain for our vessels. From my examination
of the circumstances of the wvarious forfeit
ures of our vesssels under the fisheries laws,
amouuting in all to over fifty, I think If
these provisicns had found place in the trea-
ty of 1818, they would have saved perhaps a
majority of them. Certainly with them, the
“Adams” and the *Doughty” would not have
been where they are today.

This article cuts up by the roots the very
obnoxious statute passed by the Dominion
legislature in 1886 and leaves nothing of it
whatever. It will give our vessels summary
and inexpensive trials in lieu of what has
been found to be in practice the tedious and
very expensive method of proceedings In-
herent in the vice admiralty courts of Great
Britain:

The provision agalnst security for costs is
a special favor for fishing vessels, not exist-
ing elsewhere either under the laws of Great
Britain or in our own practice; and it re-
moves a stnmbling biock in the way of secur-
ing trials by the owners of fishing vessels be”
foreskippers and sharemen have scattered
to the ends of the earth. A great feature of
the treaty Is that it indicates on the part of
Great Britain and the Dominion a desire to
walk hereafter in friendly paths.

Of course [t can be criticised by its friends,
is not perfect, and is not in all respects ex-
pressed as one sitting down with carte
blancha would expiess it;but it is more sim-
ple and secures to fishing vessels greater
privileges than any other modern treaty con-
cerning the same subject matter.
