He proeured a kerosene
stove, which had six large burners and
lield two gailons of oil. Whenever his
two thermometers in the cellar indicated
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danger, he lighted the kerosene, by which
he raised the temperature ten degrees
when necessary, proving a convenient,
simple and cheap way to prevent any
loss, =

The injury or ehieck to the growth of
plants by stripping off the leaves in sum-
mer isgenerally well understood. A cor-
roborative case on a Virginia farm is re-
ported as follows:  Where the leaves are
all left on a row of corn, the weight of
the corn was 161 pounds, while on a
stripped row it was only eighty-eight
pounds.  In other similar instances the
difference was less, vet distinet and strik-
ing in all. 'This same principle applies
to pruning fruit trees in Summer, which
should be omitted or sparingly performed
except where the trees are sufticiently
vigorous to bear some check.

A writer in the London Live Stoek
Journal says, in reference to the very fat
animals exhibited at fairs: “The time
will come, without doubt, when these
moving masses of grease will be passed
over i the show-ring, and the honors
awarded to those in o wore natural con-
dition and with their points unconcealed
by useless cushions of fat.  Probably a
yet wider view will be taken, viz.: That
aninils so overburdened, unable 1o stand
for long together, and almost asphyxiat-
cil, as in the case of pigs, may be regard-
ed as being cruelly tortured.  Glattony
is usually a morbid condition in man or
dumb beast, and overfeeding the direct
cause of many diseases that not only af-
feet the patient but its posterity.

21000 to 31,500 per annum, aod the bill raises
their pay to 2,000, The keepers. who now receive
only =100 & yeuar, ure to have an iperease of FHN
The surtinen are paid at the rate of 211 per month
during the season of cight inonths It can casily
be imagined that to pertorm the duties of a lifc say
ing staticn keeper for 100 0 year is no sinceure
The men have to live apd sleep at the

Fonr hun
dred and forty-nine shipwrecked persous were
succored at the stations, and of the total value of
the vessels and their cargoes, awounting o 20
SOUO00, over S2600,000. as above stated, was
saved—eertainly an admirable showing

lu November, 1871, or not ten vears ago, the
present system was organized, and now there are
over 200 life saving stations in the country—I115
o the Atlantie coast, 5 on the Pacitic. 13 on the
lakes, and there are besides 5 houses of refuge ou
the Florida coast During the barely nine years
from November |, 1871, to June 30, IN80, the
amount of property saved was over 12,000,000
During these yvears the cost of the service was

muceh smaller than at present, the system having |

ouly been gradually enlarged to its present enor
mous extent.  Probably 1,300 men were employed
at these 200 stations. Formerly the Lite saving
season lasted only from December till Apnil, but
three years ago it was ex ended to its present lim
it8, 48 50 many serious shipwrecks oceur in Novem-
ber. The outlit of each station is generally a
wooden house, with simple turniture, bedding,
cooking utensils, one or two lite boats. hoat wae-
ons, & wreck gun for shooting ofl a small live to a
vessel, n cart for the gun, compasses, barometers,
&e . and the average cost of each station 1s per
haps £5,000, so that the 200 stations represent an
investinent by the generous people of about 21.-
00000 in behall of shipwrecked humanity. This,
of conrse, is coutinually inereasing, as new stations
are being established.

Only One BSurvivor,

The Portuguese ship Marianna V., Captain Fer-
reiry, arrived at Quarantine on Saturday eveming,
and was visited by the Health Officer yesterday
moruing. The ship had come in ballast from
Oporto, consigned so Amsinck & Co., of this city,
for orders. Captain Ferreira reported that he bad
picked up an Italian sailorat sea, the sole survivor
of the workiug force of the ltalian bark Rosina
Yesterday afternocn the Marianna was still riding
at anchor in the Narrows. Uaptain Ferreira had
gone on & visit to the eity, but the resened itulinn
sailor was on board, and whep asked for came aft
and said :—

“My name 18 Antonio Cnscuolo; 1 am from
Genoa and was one of the erew of the Lark Rosina
which left Catania for New York on Oetober 7
We were under command of Captain Genao Por
cella, and besides him there was a crew of elaven
men, in all tweive lives on board, outside of the
dog, which was alive, und ought pever to have
been there. We were loaded with sulphur and
resin.  The vessel was about six hundred tons and
we hud a vory good time of it until about the 2l
when 1t came on to blow very hard, especially
that night.  We reefed down the sails, but we had
to take long watcelies and the vessel required con
stant atteution. The wind was very strong, and it
blew the sea up to great tury. We were then in
about 19 degrees.

Californis Fruit Trees.

We copy from Uolman’s Rural World, the fol
lowing aceount of the great fruit resources of Cal-
ifornia

The fruit and vegetable growers of Calitornia
bave the present season a harvest unparalleled 1n
the history of the country. The Pacific const is
already dotted with eanoiog establishments which
linve been springivg up to meet the wants of the
trade—so that the raw froit, through the aid of
the canning industry, is now going to the four
guarters of the globe. Cabfornia fruits and vege
tables have already found their way into all the
leading markets of the United States, and monop
olize all the trade of ldahko, Moutana, Dakota,
Utah, and Colorado.  Indeed, the produets of
Caliroruia are of sueh a fine, rieh, luscious charac
ter, that they have secured a permauent foothold
at tho sea-board cities of the Atlantic States, in
the face of the strong competition and low prices
of the eastern packers, and only the excessively
high tarrdl’ betweer the far west and the east,
saves the eastern packers from disaster. lu this
connection the San Franeisco Chronicle tells us
of onc frnit grower wlho netted 13,000 from eleven
acres of fruit, consisting of apricots, cherries and
peachies. To such an extent has the eanuing in-
dustry grown in San Franeisco, that a great num-
ber of firms are established as agents and distrib
utors of the goods. ‘The present season large
yuantities have been shipped to Enrope— Loudon
aud Liverpool eonsuming considerable shipmoents.
The canniug establishments use freely asparagus,
peas, beans, corn, tomatoes, cherries, strawber-
ries, currauts, peaches, pluma, pears, gooseberries
and all sorts of jams and jellies. The immense
profit arising from the present sesson, is of course
owing to the general failure of the peach erop and
shortage of other products consumed by the can-
ning Louses, and such figures can form uo safe
basis for future operations on the Pacific slope.
The impression prevails there now that last winter's
great freeze, followed by the severest drouth
known to fruit growers, have thoroughly wrecked
the orchards, and that for at least three years
wore, opportunities almost equal to those of the-
past season will exist, and they are therefore pre-
panng for the golden harvests of the future. 'Phis
rosy picture, however, is a delusion, and time will
show that the peach crop of 1882 will be above
the average. Many of the orchards, insiead of be-
1ng ruined and rendered worthless, have had a sea-
son of rest—have recuperated—and will produce
a fine crop the coming season.

Mr. Moore then replies specitically to
the charges and taunts of the Mirror.

1t bas had its run; ouly it was a hittle
later in its ron than the labor reforim measles that
ran throngh New Hampshire until they ran the
Republicans out of office and the Demoerats in,
weluding two Democratic members of Congress.

The way the Republicans of Maine have been
“petted apd pampered” has been by ealling such
men as Blaine, Hamho, Frye, Hale, Milliken and
Reed to the front in every tough contest that has
ocenrred frow Maine to Indiana within the last
dozen years. They never sulked: they never had
to be called but once either New Hampshire bas
again and again Leen under oblizgations to thens,
and we do not know when or how we have fully
repaid the debt. So far as we know, the Re
publiean orators of no other State have done the
laborious. indomitable and effective work for their
brethren in other States that the Republican cam-
paigners of Maine have done.

If the Republicans of Maine have ever had any
undue number of offices, they eertainly have hai
none that they have not filled with able and honest
men, who have brought strength and not weakness
to the Republican part)t" of the mation. [f the
Maine delegation liave been able to secure more
officers than the New Hampshire delegation the
enterprise and zeal of onr own delegation in that
direction has been singularly overestimated. The
Mirror seeme to forget that the pension ageney
was taken from Maine and Vermont and eonsoli-
dated at Coneord, and it is no wonder that Mane
felt a little aggrieved over it, sinee she had two
soldiers in the rebellion to our one

We do not see why Mr. Milliken has not a per
fect right to be a candidate fur the Biston naval
oflice or any other. He has done a great deal of
hard work and spent a small fortune for the Re.
publican party. In faet he has made himself a
poor man 1 its service, and if Le gets the naval
office we for one shan't mourn over it It is about
time that some of the men who have done the hard
work of the Republican party for the last dozen
years got some recognition for it, and it is also
about time that some of the men whe have got
rich out of it gave place to others. Unless we
mistake the character of President Arthur he has
an appreciation of work and workers, and we do
not helieve that it will be in the line of his policy
to forget or ignore either. Mr Milliken reduced
the adverse majority of his district by 2500 votes
last fall, and at the next heat he will wipe it out
entirely. At least we hope so_ rather than that he
will obtain the naval office, which by preseription
belongs to this State. But 1f it must go, by the
grace of President Arthur, it conld not go to 4 man
who has done more than he has to deserve it
The loss will not bankrupt New Hampshire, nor
should it disturb the fraternal reiations of the He-
publicans of the two States  In fact neither one
office nor forty offices could eompensate for that
New Hampsbire Republicavism is the kind that
stays without oflice, and according to our observa-
tion the Republicanism of Maine is of the same

When the Journal went to press last week, the
election returns at hand were very mengre, and tho
regult in the most important States in d.abt  To
be sure, it was reported that the Bourbons had
been defeated in Virginia, but that was thought to
be almost too good news to be true; while the
Democerats claimed to have eleeted their State
ticket in New York, the Republicans holding the
Legislature by a small majority on juint ballot
Exactly the reverse of this proves to be true. The
Republicans of New York have elected the whole
of their State ticket, except Treasurer by an aver-
age of about 11,000 plurality. [ra Davenport for
comptroller (an anti Conkling man) leads with a
majortty of 12,310, Gen. Carr (stalwart) for scero-
tary of State, has 11,250, Judge Russell is olected
attorney general by 11316 Mr. Seymour is state
engineer by 6,800, and Judge Finch to the court
of appeals by 7 200, Maxwell (Dem.) hasa major
ity of pearly 22,000 over Huosted (Rep ) fur Stu'e
treasurer. Husted was eot for a variety of reasons.
but mainly because of his connection with the
Platt scandal. The Demaocrats have the Legislature
by a small majority, in consequence of the loss of
Republican distriets by divisions. As the Legisla
ture elected will not choose United States Seni
tors, and will be held in check by the vetoes of a
Republican Governor, this will he a loss that will
be littlo felt. Mr Conkling and his friends; who
gave the Loegislature to the Demoerats, will not be
able 1o repeat the pertormance. The election of a
Republican wayor in Brooklyn is a notable feature
of the coutest in New York.
