Standard weight is 7i 
pounds per gallon, so at prices given, the 
eotisim.fr only pays li cents per pound, 
or thereabout, for actual cash outlay. It 
s moreover claimed, and the committee 
thinks with justice, that the oil is so 

much richer than lard that two-thirds of 
the former is equal to a unit of the latter 

other words, that, if one pound of lard 
would prepare a certain dish, two-thirds 

f a pound of eil would do the same work. 
This being the case, argues the commit- 
tee. tiie saving to the consumer approach- 
es close on to 5(1 percent, when using the 
"i! in preference to lard. It says also, 
that it should be borne in mind that the 
margin left to the merchant is about 25

Protection.

Theorists tell'us and in- 
terested parti* seize upon and fondle the idea, 
thut protection upon a given article is a lax up- 
on tin* whole country for tlie mere benefit of 
tlie producers of that article, (trained there 
may lie instances of such workings, still it is 
not true as a rule. Protection does not wash 
one hand at the expenseof tin* other; it washes 
both hands; it increases tin* wages of tlie labor- 
er. and it lessens to tlie consumer tlie cost of 
tin* products of labor. This is abundant Iv 
shown throughout tlie entire history of the 
country, anil tin* finely spun periods of a col- 
lege professor's theories cannot change the rec- 
ord nor obliterate the facts. 

Among actual business men and intelligent 
citizens generally, there is no such wide differ- 
ence of opinion as the earnest discussion in the 
papers seems to imply. Protectionists agree 
that a revision of the tariff and reduction of 
duties is called for; free traders will iiud it 
very difficult indeed, when it comes to formu- 
lating their theories into actual law. to steer 
clear of the protection principle. Tlie business 
interests of the country are more potent than 
"seientitie” theories, and will inevitably con'rol 
all tariff legislation. [dhith Times.

The Treatment of Boy Criminals. 

l.toubtless our readers have watched with in- 
terest the investigation of the affairs of the 
Maine state Reform School, which lias been in 

progress at the institution in Cape Elizabeth, 
before a commission appointed by the (iovernor 
and Council. While we would not prejudge the 
ease too strongly before the commission submit 
their report, we are conscious that the great 
public, who have read the testimony, are also 
rendering their verdict on the ease. While 
the testimony of the officers was to the ef- 
fect that harsh measures were rarely resort- 
ed to as a punishment, the concurrent te.-ti- 
tnony of the boys is to the effect that prac- 
tices of absolute torture were often employ- 
ed. le-wis Se.|uiu said lie had been punish- 
ed by the Superintendent with ten blows on 
the hand with a rule; bad stood on a line in 
the y ard a day and a half: had been made to stand

William (iillen was at tin school for not having 
a home. An officer had "punched'' him in the 
shop. He had also been struck by another offi- 
cer in the dining room. Had been confined in 
tile cell three days and three nights for not do- 
ing his stint. Had seen hoys kicked by an offi- 
cer in tin shop. Had to touch his toes some- 
time- to minutes. Edward \. Campbell had 
seen an flieer "knock the wind out of Pender- 
grass" (another boy.) Had seen boys with tile 
iron chain on. James T. Smith had been con- 
fined in the t iwer and cells. Was five days and 
nights in the tower for trying to run away". Had 
as mu.-h bread and water as lie wanted and 
plenty ot blankets. Robert trailer bad bran 
punished so many times lie couldn't remember. 
\ n overseer had choked him against the gate. 

The-ear was -till there, ih* a-ked him if lie 
didn't want a nut, as lie had one. but the over- 
seer thought he meant something else and grab- 
ber! him Another overseer choked him in the 
third class chair shop until lie did not know 
anything, lie also -topped upon hi- finger-. 
Saw Hillman'- ears pulled until they went black 
and blue. Boys had her n knocked over and 
struck until they cried. Two boys, (iritlin and 
Travi rs. who hail attempted til escape, wen. 
punished by lmving an iron ring put upon tin 
leg of each. The iron was produced before the 
commission, and created something of a sensa- 
tion of surprise, as one of the trustees of the 
-i bool bad spoken of it as -a little ring." and 
one of the boy in hi- testimony bad said that 
i! was a great big iron thing which he never hud 
a chance to "heft." hut thought it would weigh 
about to or Iff pounds. His statement at t a 
time was received with some laughter and 
unanimous incredibility. The iron is oval in 
shape, and Mr. Wentworth's (assistant Super- 
intendent) description of it was verv accurate. 
Mr. Farrington (Superintendent) said that t 
weighed eleven pounds. It was sustained from

work vv inch was supported from the ground or 
floor under the heel. This frame would weigh 
about a pound more. The frame work was re- 
moved at night, but the boy slept with the 11 
pound belt upon his limb. The bov* bad worn 
this instrument of torture several months.

We have given only 
specimens. 

How to deal with hoys is a problem which 
many parents have found it difficult to grasp, 
it is worth every effort to save the boy from a 
course in cl ime. Many young men are buried 
in prison for life before their boyhood lias end- 
ed. Tin large majority are without any educa- 
tion from the schools whatever, ltut they 
an education, nevertheless. Their education 
was picked up in the slang and tilth of the 
streets, with rowdies and loafers for school- 
mates and school-masters. If they were able to 
read at ali. they poisoned their miuds with such 
trash as the 'New York Weekly." ••The Police 
t iazette." or "Tito Hay's lloings." 

Abuse at home, and neglect at home, haw 
driven many a boy into the Reform school and 
from thence to tile state Prison. A few vears 
ago we had an interesting interview with Kd- 
vv ard Ingalls, a hoy of la. in tin Maine Slab 
Prison. He told us to our -ui pris' that In 
had already served live years in tin Massachu- 
setts Reform School. 11 is was the old. hut sad. 
-ad story: "Mother died when I was varv 

young, and t was obliged to go out into the 
world and shirk for myself, no one earing f..r 
me. and 1 stole because 1 couldn't help it. 1 
don't know as 1 have a friend in the world, 
l iv ery tiody passed me by or gave me the cold 
shoulder." lie was a bright-eyed boy. vviili 

| clear-cut features and handsome face': there 
was raw material enough there for a man. His 
harsh treatment at home had driven him to the 
Reform School: cruelty id the Reform School 
had made him a ready ami an easv v ictim for 
the Slate Prison, ll seemed to !»• the natural 
grade in bis career of crime. 

We saw Charles I.. Kastman in the State 
Prison. Although in hisseventeenthvear.il' 
had graduated from both the New Hampshire 
and Maine Reform Schools, and was then s, n- 

iiigout a sentence of four years in the Prison. 
Conceal ids frail, boyish body, and look only at 
his face, and you would judge Him to be a man 
p:i't fifty.so scarred and furrowed and harden- 
ed is his face by the blight and mildew' of eariv 
sin. He iiad neither home nor home influ- 
ences, and drifted about in the world, kicked in 
one. cuffed by another, and pelted by still 
another, till the poor child becomes an old 
man in sin, looking out at us from m hind pris- 
on liars. Are not the State Reform Schools of 
Mi w Hampshire and Maine in some measure 
responsible for Hud boy bringing up in the 
State Prison:' Hu'! their course of treatment 
and discipline radically wrong:' When vve are 
told that many of the conv icts in our own Pris- 
on are graduates from the Reform School, vw 
claim that investigations are in order and ought 
not to lie laughed down. 

We are aware that many of the hov s sent to 
tin Reform School are destitute of that keen 
and lively sense of honor which actuates those 
having greater opportunities. Hut that is no 
reason why the little remaining manhood should 
be crushed out ol them by a course of discipline 
in the practice of which the liov will lose all self 
respect. The minute lie does iliat. gone are ids 
chances tor reform, and your institution be- 
eotlies a misnomer, it is simple a training 
place for Slate Prison convicts, and not a school 
of reform. This was not the design of the State 
in establishing the school. Itovs in being sent 
to the Reform School, should not sutler the 
same disgr.ua that criminals do in being sent to 
the Slate Prison. The founders of this sebool 
bad it in tln ir hearts to establish a home for 
boys, similar in spirit and purpose to the indus- 
trial school for girls- a shelter for the homeless 
waifs on life's sea, to whom crime had become 
second nature; an institution that should in 

>1111' measure take the place ol tile home, ami 
have about it certain home inthienees and \\ hole- 
some restraints—a home of which these hovs 
had been deprived, paternal in its nature, that 
should stand between them and the surging bil- 
lows of sin and crime. /' otaO/ix/mt as ■ > 

"f 'i'/“'■ a That relic of barbarism lias 
passed awav with ( flier enormities. It was not 
established as a [ilaee of m mi-lmrharie cruelty, 
where boys are to be kicked and culled about, 
their limbs loaded down with hall and chain ami 
heavy weights of torture, or compelled to put 
their bodies in positions of groat pain. Reason- 
able diseipline punishment as a means to the 
enforcement of order ind the wholesome rules 
of the school, should In insisted upon; hut the 
least approach to cruelty should be condemned 
in the most emphatic manner. Hotter draw 
the boys up in line and train upon them a load- 
ed eolumbiad, than peace-meal to whip out of 
them every particle of manhood, and when 
their term of serv ice expires send them forth 
with roving commissions its criminals. There 
are before the mauagers of institutions of this 
class two tilings: First the po.-W.iVfb/ of evolv- 
ing from these little morsels of humanity an 
honest, a v ii t nous and a manly life: second, the 
ahsalat. ,-rrta,„t:/ of sending out hardened crimi- 
nals to till our .jails and prisons. Rooked at 
from an utterly selfish stand point, which will 
pay the best in tile end? H e are glad that the 
hoys of the Maine Reform School have been 
heard. We have no doubt they have exagger- 
ated. in many eases lied; bn* if a tithe of what 
they have testitied to he true, the investigation 
comes none too soon. [Maine Farmer. 

Nino million dollars, the balance of tho 
Geneva award, is lying in the I'nitod 
States treasury at Washington. Claims 
for !»I,l)!)(U>(l(l have been filed by l’liila 
delphians Tilth r an act of Congress, 
the first distribution was made by the 
Alabama claims commission to those who 
sullcrod direct losses from the* Alabama 
and other “inculpated” cruisers. At Ge- 
nova, the hoard held that Kngland was 
not responsible for the losses by other 
crafts, which were entitled the “excul- 
pated’' cruisers. The board also held that 
the claims for extra premiums on account 
of the rebellion, and known as “war pre- 
miums,” were too remote to he chargeable 
to (treat Britain. In accordance with 
these decisions, only the direct losses 
were satisfied. By a recent act of Con- 

gress,_ however, the court of Alabama 
claims was recreated and directed to dis- 
tribute the balance of the fund lirst, to 
satisfy the direct losses, if any remain, 
and then to pay the indirect losses pro 
rata. It is estimated that the claimants 
will receive about 50 per cent, of their 
claims. Tho largest claims are held in 
New York.

The New York Times says that all twelve of 
the Democratic Aldermen of New York city, 
chosen in the recent election, are now or recently 
were proprietors of grog-shops. Such a fact is 
suggestive of “reform." 

Due hundred and three of the Democratic 
members of the next House will be from the 
South, and ninety-four from the North. Eleven 
of tie Republican members will be from the 
South and one hundred and twelve from the 
North. 

The New York Times says the recent elections 
indicate the collapse1 of the greenback party, and 
tin- let urn of the elements composing it to either 
the Republican or Democratic parties. The 
Greenback votes in the several States have well 
nigh faded out. and not a single Greenbaeker 
lias been elected to the next Congress. 

The Republican reverses in the recent election 
an not so seiious as they were in 1874. In the 
election of eight years ago. Massachusetts, New 
Hampshire, Comieetieut. New York. New Jer- 
sey, Pennsylvania, Ohio, Indiana, Oregon and 
Nevada joined the naturally Democratic States; 
and the Republicans failed to secure even a 
third of the national House. Yet in 1876nearly 
all of these States wheeled again into the Re- 
publican line, and the Republicans elected their 
candidate for President.

The result in Ohio, and the early foreshadowed 
results in New York and Pennsylvania, the three 
most important States in tin Union, had their 
effect, of course, in other State*, and this inllu- 
ence would nave sufficed to turn the scale in 

many doubtful districts had there not been other 
causes equally potent. In some eases, notably 
in the 1st New Jeisey district, the candidates 
were objectionable generally, or from their votes 
for the river and harbor lull. I n Massachusetts 
the feeling against this measure was particular- 
ly strong and lost the Republicans several dis- 
tricts. Similar reverses, il will be remembered, 
overtook in ls74 members of Congress who had 
voted for the salary grab—Democrat* and Re- 

publicans alike suffering defeat at the polls. 
Hut we have just seen Gen. Hutler, who wa- 

in advocate of this salary grab, and who not 

only pocketed his share but boasted of it. elect- 
ed Governor of Massachusetts, oil a civil ser- 

vice reform platform! This ought to encourage 
some of the defeated candidates in tile recent 
elections, while it illustrates the fickleness of 

public opinion. 
< 111 tlie whole, there are some things to be 

thankful for. The indications are that the Re- 
publicans will retain control of the Senate, and 
that body and a Republican President can hold 
the Democratic House in cheek. The size of the | 
Democratic majority in the House is not worth j 
considering, although the fact that they have a 

majority of the States, tint- enabling them to 

elect a President should there be no election by 
the people, i- to be deplored. Hut we may rea- 

sonably expect that there will be an election by 
the people, so that this power will avail the 
Democrats nothing. Otherwise, their large ma- 

jority is likely to lead them into difficulties 
which would be avoided with simply a working 
majority. For the rest, defeat in sonic quarters 
was a blessing in disguise. The Republican 
party could not afford to assume responsibility 
for the manner in which Mr. Folger w as nomi- 
nated. and personally unexceptionable as In- 
is. few tears will be shed over his defeat. And, 
in conclusion, Maine is in a good position to 

name tin Presidential candidate in lsst. 

Ex-Seerctary Hlaine stated to a personal 
friend in Roston oil Friday: "I wish it dis- 

tinctly understood that I am not a candidate for 
the presidency or any other political office, and 

nothing can induce me to become so.*' Tin- Ro--

One of tlie Independent candidates for Congress 
did not receive even one vote in his town, and 
he wrote to the Deputy Secretary of State to 
enquire if another candidate had received any 
votes in Ins town. The so-called Independent 
movement was the most ridiculous and laugha- 
ble undertaking in the political history of Maine, 
and it is fairly illustrated by the incident here 
related.

What the Newspapers Say. 
The New York Tribune says the result in 

New York was not a victory achieved by Dem- 
ocrats. It was brought about by Republicans 
voting against their own ticket as "a notice to 
President Arthur that they will not tolerate his 
attempt to build up a faction at the expense of 
his party." The forgery put upon the State 
committee, the manner in which the Saratoga 
convention was controlled, and the management 
of the new State Committee, contributed to 
bring about defeat. Says the Tribune: "The 
folly degenerated into idiocy when they put tip 
Howard Carroll for Congressman-at-large." 
True enough. Carroll's only qualification was 
a rich father-in law. Carroll himself is a red- 
necktie-part-your-hair-in-t lie-middle young man. 
with voluminous cheek, and altogether of the 
brassy and windy type. Probably be would 
not have been nominated bad not the ticket 
been doomed to defeat from the first. As to 
the consequences of this defeat, the Tribune 
says— 

Is the party hopelessly injured by this process 
of disciplining its Bosses': We do not think so. 
Can it pull together in time for Ins-1? We do 
not have a doubt of it. The organization that is 
strong enough to venture on yesterday's work 
is strong enough, and wise enough. and united 
enough yet to rule the country. Its chances 
for 1NS4 are better for the result of lss-J. 

The X. Y. Times treats of the matter in a 

similar vein, iu an editorial concluding as fol- 
lows— 

The whole disastrous result in the State, in 
the Congressional districts, and even in eitie- 
and towns, is to be attributed to the blind in- 
fatuation of selfish politicians. It gave the 
Democrats the opportunity and the ineen ive 
which united them in all their party purposes. 
It gave them the power to overwhelm the best 
efforts to regenerate the government of this 
city which have been made in ten years. More- 
over, the conduct of the national administra- 
tion in using its power to overrule the will of 
the people here had no small influence in bring- 
ing about the result in other States which we 
have to contemplate this morning. President 
\rthur and the machine managers may be left 

to contemplate the ruin which they have 
wrought. Republicans generally will tind con- 
solation in tile hope that these men will have 
learned their lesson, while the party will tind 
purification an regeneration in this self-inflict- 
ed chastisement. 

The Boston Journal thinks it too soon Iu 
preach a funeral sermon over tin Republican 
party. It says: 

Many journals and politicians will make baste 
to announce the immediate dissolution of the 
Republican party. They assume that it losse- 
and defeats in so many States are sure indica- 
tions that those who have hitherto voted with 
it have deserted the organization and have al- 
ready become members of the hostile camp. 
Doubtless many persons may be inclined to ac- 

cept these confident predictions. They will be 
wise to wait before looking up a new party to 
which to attach themselves. The Republican 
organization has met with a serious defeat, but 
defeat is not annihilation. Tuesday's reaction 
was not so great as that of DTI, when tin Re- 
publicans failed to secure one-third of the mem- 
bers of the House.

Around Cape Horn. 

SHIP IVANHOE HAS A ROUGH PASSAGE. GALES 
OF WINK AND FIELDS OF FLOATING ICE EN- 
COUNTERED. ARRIVAL AT VICTORIA. 

At Sea, I.at. 47 cleg. S. Lon.84 tleg. \\. 
Editor Journal : I intended writing from 

Rio. but the cares and troubles of a leaky ship 
took all the romance out of me, beside nothing 
occurred on the passage worthy a place in the 
columns of the Journal. We had tine weather 
most of the time from Cardiff to Rio with the 
exception of a gale occasionally, which served 
to break the monotony of an otherwise pleas- 
ant passage. We were much pleased to receive 
the file of Journals kindly sent us and enjoyed 
their perusal very much. The Journal is al- 
ways a welcome guest in any part of the globe. 
The city of Rio is beautifully situated at the 
foot of a mountain range, and •‘distance lends 
enchantment to the view." but on near approach 
it proves very unattractive. The streets are 

very narrow and filthy, and the water front of 
the town seems infested with vile smells 
and and sharks. Most of its denizens are in 
one way or another connected with the ship- 
ping and deem a sailor common prey, from the 
captain to the cook. 1'he only buildings worthy 
of mention are the cathedral and Emperor's 
palace, the latter resembling some charitable 
institution rather than the abode of royalty. 
Must of the citizens of wealth have line resi- 
dences in the suburbs. Some of them are per- 
fect palaces, surrounded with gardens of tropi- 
cal plants and fruits. Pile mountain scenery is 
enchanting, and the views from Lijuca and 
C'ori-ovado well repay the fatigue of the jour- 
ney. Looking north, the city and harbor 
with its shipping lie spread beneath you, with 
the beautiful bay studded with green islands, 
backed by the lofty range of Organ mountains, 
forming a picture rarely equalled in any part 
of the world. 

We left Rio July goth, and had a fair run of 
14 day s to .70 deg. S. in the Atlantic; from that 
to no deg. in tin- Pacific i- called doubling Cape 
I lorn, wherein lie- the rub. So it has proved 
to us, at least. Some ships fly around in a few 

day s with fair winds and weather, and the cap- 
lain says doubling the ( ape is nothing in com- 

parison to our coast in winter. Others will 
beat and buffet again-t adverse gales and seas 
for weeks and d u the t ape as an enchanted 
place and think the Fly ing Dutchman's experi- 
ence oil' Ouud Hope nothing in comparison to 
theirs. 1 will try to give you a little experi- 
• nee we had in the Antantic regions at the time 
you were roasting and sweltering in the dog- 
days at home. M e passed Staten land August 
titli. about 1.7 miles oil'. The land, completely- 
covered with snow, presented a dreary and 
desolate appearance. We held our course to 
the southward with an increasing gale from 
the westward, hoping to find the wind more 

favorable in a higher latitude, but on attaining 
the .7 7 di g. parallel the gales became so v iolent 
that it r< ditecd us down to three lower topsails. 
The night of the PJtli it was blowing a furious 

gale, with squalls of hail and snow, of hurri- 
cane violence, and a heavy, dangerous sea 

mmm.. vi «i. in imr ;mu imzzeii 

lower topsails ami hove the ship to. with 
hover main topsail ami trysail. The barom- 
eter stood •Js.hi. thermometer 30. lee form- 
ed about the d'-eks and rigging. At twelve, 
midnight, the wind shifting to \V. S. \\ .. 1 de- 
cided to wear ship to the northward. With- 
in tile last hour the sea had fallen fast and 
cold increased. Called all hands and while in 
the act of wearing, found the ship was entering 
a larg** field of pack ice, extending as far as 1 
could see to th<- southward a va>t, white plain, 
-lew mg in la*Id relief under the black, stormy. 
**ky. its edge extending W. S. W. and E. X. E. 
All on board realized the danger the ship was 

in without being informed and worked accord- 
ingly. Never was a main yard squared with 
■ Oore alacrity, and as the old ship fell oil’ before 
the gale and began to gather head-way sin* 
eraiinched her way through the ice, seeming to 
realize the peril she was in. Fortunately tin* 
fee \va> in small pieces and well detaeln d, and 
after getting dead before tin wind tin* ship 
worked her way back slowly to the edge. 1 
fell relieved when I >aw ln r bow entering blue 
w ater again and determined to run off to tin* 
N. N. E. until w- wa re well clear of our dan- 
gerous neighbors. We had not run the main 

j pack out of sight, when we encountered a sec- 

| olid instalment. Not seeing it in time to avoi i 
it w w ent tearing through it at the rate of s) 
knots. It proved to he a small held of loose 
ice. After running to the X.-eastward for an 

hour, and the sea rising as we increased our dis- 
tance from the ice. w e brought her to the wind, 
heading X. \\ Tie- decks and rigging were 
m w a mas> of ice. and water froze in the bath- 
r<M»m of the cabin. A fter sounding the pumps 
and finding the ship made no water, and mak- 
ing all snug about deek>. all hands were called 
alt to**.Nyi e. th, .** N’cvci* was a nau- 
tical task performed with more cheerfulness, 
A each "id tar came under the sw inging lamp 
in tin deck hoii.-e to receive his portion, he 
touch' d hi< f• >i*t lock under his jr\ sou-wester 
ami with **a long life and health to you, sir.” 
swallowed his dram and departed. 

It b!< w hea\ ily the re-t. of the night but mod- 
erated during the next forenoon, so that we 

could carry reefed top-sails. On examination 
we found th-- ship was only damaged by the 
copper being soim what torn around the bow. 
Our observed position at noon of the 13th was 

>7 deg. is »;;; deg. pj W. Adding the dis- 
tance run since midnight gave the northern 
edge of the ice to be in 57 deg. 50 S. at the place 
where we encountered it. I have examined 
the logs of soim* four hundred western passages 
of ships around the Horn at all seasons, eon- 
tmiii'il in Maury’s sailing directions. ami in no 

iU'tniii i* was field ice encountered. Many ships 
'vi in to til dog. S. A few saw icebergs in that 
latitmli', which is not uncommon during the 
summer season of this region. 1’he trampiility 
of tlie >ea and low temperature of air and 
water i\ Idle in the vicinity of the ice leads me 
to believe it was no small body hut a large field 
extending many miles to the South.

The Wild Flowers of Montana 

Hie wild (lowers of Montana are as 
abundant as those of the Alps, and more 
varied. Choicest of them all, because most 
delicate and fragrant, is a white, star- 
si,apod, wax-like blossom which grows 
very close to the ground, and the large 
golden stamens of which give out an odor 
like mingled hyacinth and lily of the val- 
ley. The people call it the mountain-lily. 
There is another lily, however, and a real 
one -yellow with purple stamens—that 
grows on high slopes in shaded places. 
The yellow flowering currant abounds on 
the lower levels, and the streams are of- 
ten bordered with thickets of wild-rose 
bushes. Dandelions abound, but do not 
open in full, rounded perfection. The 
common blue larkspur, however, is as 
well developed as in our eastern gardens, 
and the little yellow violet which in the 
states haunts the woods and copses is at 
home in Montana, alike in the moist val- 
leys and upon the bleak, dry hill-sides. 
Small sutifloweVs are plentiful, the blue- 
bell is equally abundant in valleys and on 
mountain ridges, and in early June there 
blooms a unique flower called the shoot- 
ing star, shaped like a shuttlecock. There 
are a dozen other pretty flowers, but I 
could not learn t heir names—among them 
a low-growing mass the clumps of which 
are starred over with delicate white or 

purple blooms. [E. V. Smalley, in the
