as soon as they are taught, or else exhibited
by their owuers as street sivgers, Some-
times birds teachers are knuwn far and wide
tor their =kiil and success; and at Freiburg,
in Baden, and small villages on the outskiits
of the Black Forest, bullfinch-Lraining is
practiced as a regular business. In such
cases a small hurdy gurdy, or “bird urgan” is
used, as being less difficult and tiresome than
the violin ; and, insiead of training one bird,
they teach the same tune to a class of ten or
a dozen,

Geuerally, the hirds are sent to London or
Paris, where, if they have learned their les-

Of course, he did nothing of permanent
value, unless his three years as a Negro Min-
strel is to remain in some sort as a memoir ot
the only species ot histrionic art, the only
drama, that America has iuvented.

He had been a
hard student, and oe could not hold Ilghl.:ly
what bad cost bim years of bunger and cold.
But even his error in this direction is pathet-
ic and respectable; his later sketches showed
that he was eorrectingit, and betray little ot
his earlier anxiety to get in all thay be knew,
all the time. His letters from Cuba to the
Tribune, bastily and interruptedly written,
fairly rose trom the level of journalism to
that of literature. He was getting rid of that
inartistic uneasiness ol wuicu Le was eom-
fcally aware, and which sometimes seem«d to
present itsell’ as anziely to kvew what were
the feelings of men who had not been negro
winstrels in their youth. Not that he was
ever meanly ashamed of that part of his past.
He accepied it, laughed at it, let 1t go. He
never was weanly prond of it, either, or of
any of the squaior and suffering that be Bad
survived.

He was not a perfect character ; but he had
qualities that, in better adjustwent, L0
firm the highest character, as ﬁlll.
Kind-beuartedness, seusitiven: ss, ang';o sort of
Oriertal submission and American amiability
under the strokes of tate. He had a gay phi-
losophy, not new but vewly formulated, ot
which he was full when 1 saw him last, a tew
days before he weut to bis death, ard which
he expounded joyousiy: **Put your finger nn
the present moment and enjoy it; it’s the
ouly one you've got or ever yill have!l” It
is imaginable of one so subtle as he that in
his extremity, to come so miserably soon the
sad irony lurking in bis creed might receive
aun instant’s ition.

In many ways his lite seems to me heroical
—moere hervical than be was: which is upt to
be the case with men and their lives; and
though itis not an example, it is full of les-
sons of patience, dxncveunce, and honora-
ble aspiration. He had done everytving for
himsell; he had even made the frends who
helped him; and he accomplished a good deal
more than most men who succeed more spec-
tacualarly.

The Cancuses To-night.

The Republicans of Portiand who desire to

have a faithful and eflicient city government
next year, should not neglect the ward cau-
cuses Lo-night,” since the nominations
there made will largely determine its char-
acter. No man who has an interest in the
welfare of the eity ean excuse hic absence on
the ground that there will be enough pres-
ent to determine the matter, for if all pursue
this policy only the few who have private in-
terests to promote will take charge of the
nominations and will be quite likely to place
their men where they van do them the most
good. The number of years a man has
served the city should not be considered a
bar to his selection if in the past he has
proved faithful and efficient. The public
good is superior to what is termed personal
claims, and the questions for the fair minded
citizen to put to himself at caucus respect-
ing a eandidate are: “Is he worthy of confi-
dence? Is he qualified? Will he care for
the interests of the city?’ If the person
under consideration as a candidate bas so
condueted himselfas to sanction a favorable
auswer to the above questions, there is no
good ground for op pesition beyond.

Worse than Lost.

A contemporary has been studying the in-
ternal revenue returns of the annual produc-
tion of spirits from grain in the United
States, which he finds to be over on¢ hundred
million gallons. It further estimates that
there are seventy drinks to the gallou and at
that rate the spirit product of the country
would aggregate seven billion single drinks.
Estimatiog the population of the country at
forty milliors, and dividing the total number
of drinks by it, it is found that each man, wo-
man and child gets one hundred and seventy-
five ot these drinks annuaily, Of course
quite a portion of this great spiril yield is ex-
ported. but as the arithmetician of our con-
temporary puts the price of a single drink at
five cents making the aggregate expenditure
$350,000,000 annually in this country, his
figures are sufliciently moderate.

The result of this traffic is an annual kil-
ling of sixty thousand men whose labor but
for this would be worth $18,000,000 to the
wealth producing interest of the country. To
produce this annual death crop, an army of
habitual drinkers of six hundred thousand is
required. Suppose this army preparing to
become victims of intemperance, makes but
half time at labor, the wealth producing ele-
ment ot the country loses by them $90,000,-
000. If we next consider the gram wasted
in the production of spirits, which amounts
to twenty million bushele worth one dollara
bushei to bread consumers, we bave a farther
loss of $20,000,000 to charge to the whiskey
trade.

Further than this the best authorities
unite in admitting that seven-eighths
of the crime, vagrancy and pauperism in the
country may be traced to the wuse
of spirits as a beverage. 1f thisis true, seven-
eighths of tha cost of jails, poor bhouses and
the cost of maintaining the same must be
charged to the whiskey account. The ex-
penditares on this account cannot be well es-
timated but must exceed a hundred millions A
while it may be double that amount. The

reader who cares to add these figures will find
an appailing aggregate ; but in what has been
given we have uot taken into consideration
the cost of imported liquors.

‘We do not propose to enter into the moral
and social consideration of this subject but
simply desire to call attention to the vast sum
of money or its equivalent in labor and pro-
ducts of the soil worse than wasted.
As a "question of political economy,
rightly considered, the liquor trafic and the
waste and end., growing out of it, is the mos}
important of the tme. We do dot propose a
remedy, for that has been the study of years,
We simdly repeat the facts. They demaud
the careful study of intellizent men.

On the Wing.

MAINE RISTORY WRITTEN AT 8T. JOHN.

ST. JOBN, X.8. Feb 21st.
To the Editor of the Prsse:

Your correspondent finds himself to-day on
the spot where Sir Humphrey Gilbert in 1583
in contravention of Spanish intentand to de-
fy the pretensions of that arrogant power, call-
ed in the English, French and other fishing
fleets and in their presence and bearing, with
great pomp and Royal formularies, proclaimed
to the north and to the south, and to the east
and ¢o the west, the sovereignty of Queeu Eliz-
abeth of England, “over the sea and over the
whales and over the fish, as well as over the
land, and over the forests and over the native
race,” and unfurled the Cross of SBt. George.

A city has hung its English houses and busi-
ness marts along the precipitous banks of the
mighty tides of the St. Johus River of the
north, and street upon street, to the very top of
the marginal heights, distingnished with every
feature of mcdern and thriftful commerce.

“En passant,” we take the City of Bath on
our way, drawn by the attractions of the win-
ter session of the Maine Historical Society. It
was a “feast of fat things.” The eulogy pro-
nounced by the Hon. J. W, Bradbury, was an
eloquent and merited tribute to the character
and attainments of its late lamerted President,
Hon. E. E, Bourne,and a paper worthy the
place it will take in the Society's transactions.
The paper of Judge Godfrey was instructive
and showed that Plymouth had paid homage to
Pemaquid, her great captain, “Miles Standish
having there sought shelter and succor from
the disaster of an abortive attempt to force her
trade at Pentagoet.” Miles Standish at Pema-
quid! Onght pot his monument to be reared
on Pemaquid instead of Duxbury point? We
would not wish it done to the detraction of
M 1 1 ism or Plymouth fame.

Mr. Williamson’s biographical sketch of the
pext to the last survivor of our Revolationary
heroes, was well done, Mr. Goold’s history of.
“‘paper making” was a timely and valuable
contribution to the literatare of Maine.

The exhibit of the plans aud acts of the Span-
ish Government, in seizing and securing pos-
session of the coasts of Maine, between 1365
and 1574, opens a new and most interesting
field of historical investigation showing the
eminent attractions of the coast of Maine for
a lodgement of European life and enterprise,
in the earliest dawn of European emigration to
North Amerieca.

Dr. Johnson’s paper, brought out in the
discussion of its assumptions, touching the
“Pierce Patent” (now au object of earnest his-
torical inquiry)—that, as early as 1619, John
Pierce bad megotiated for territcrial acquisi-
tions in the new world—had sent his agent
Weston toLeyden to induce the Pilgrims to
emigrate under his proprietory jurisdiction,
the negotiations for which fell through.

But his land titles and family, baving been
found at Pemagquid for a century or more, it is
quite certain the populousness, thrift and im-
portance of the Port of Pemaguid, attracted
him thither to locate his land with a view to
an early and remunerative realization of their
value in marketable acres. Thus we solve the
problem of John Pierce’s presence at Pema-
quid, as one of its earliest settlers and land
holders.

This meeting was most interesting and in-
structive, well attended and successful; and the
citizens of Bath, with cordial hospitality, show-
ed worthy appreciation of the work of the So-
ciety and which might be expected of a region,
whose first settlers opened the beginnings of
New England in a “ship-yard" in 1607, which
has grown to be the Queen City of ship yards in
North Ameriea.

THE ADJUTANT GENERAL'S REPORT.—Gen.
B. B. Murray, Jr., Adjutant General of the
State, has prepared his annun) report to the
Governor and Council. Various applications
have been received the past year for permis-
sion to organize military companies, but it has
not been deemed advisable to encourage their
formation, and none have been accepted. The
ten compenies of infantry, organvized under
the law, and uniformed at the expense of the
State, have been formed into a regiment. Be-
sides this regiment, there are two companies of
infantry and one of light artillery. A uniform
has been adopted which very nearly corres-
ponds to the uniform recently preseribed for

the Umted States army. Three of the com-
panies of the First Regiment are {et to be sup-
plied with clothing, and they will become en-
titled to it the ensning year. The Adjutant
Geoeral recommends that the minimum bom-
ber of enlisted men in an infantry company
shall be sixty instead of eighty-two, so that
company commanders shall not be obliged to
carry on their rol s names of men who render
no service, and who cannot appear in the
ranks. He also recommends that the law
should be 8o changed as to define the length of
time for which officers of stafl and line shall be
commissioned. -

Mr. Corthell of Calais, thought we must
either destroy or sustain the College.

Mr. Kallock replied in an earnest speech, ar-
guing that the college was not a necessity, and
in these Cays of retrenchment the sum named
by him was snfficient. He moved the bill be
indefinitely postponed.

Mr. Knowlton of Skowhegan, spoke against
the’motion, and also against the re'uction of
the appropnation. He urged several strong
raasons in sapport of his position.

Mr. Wilson of Bangor supported the bill orig-
inally offered.

NEW Yorg, Feb. 24 —The shooting of Steve
Lowry the notorious outlaw, took place in the
Scuflietown regign, on the {.ﬂanmuon of Johun
MeWair, who has frequently suffered from the
depredations of his gang. wry and others
were carousing at a whiskey camp, where they
were found by three farmers, who after some
consultation with the outlaws, during which he
bragged of his deeds and prowess, they left and
returned to obtain a favorable opportunity to
shoot him, which soon after occurred. hey
took his body to Lumbertown and gave it in
charge of the sheriff. There was much rejoic-
ing. The body uf Lowry was placed on a table
in the sheriff’s office.

He argued that in
the hu.sin_esa cenires, money at present was
abundant if not superabundant. Gentlemen
had asserted that this abuudapce had been
caused by drafts on the $44,000,000 reserve. Of
this amount something less than a million had

one South and West, nearly all of it being

eld in Boston, New York and Philadelphia.
Tbere was an abundance all over the country
caused by large crops and by the crisis baving
broken down in a great measure in speculation
and gambling, thus releasing large amounts of
money t'urmarl_y employed in such speculations
and uow used in legitimate channels of busi-
uness. It was true this gambling and specula-
tion was being revived to some extent but it
was being carried -on by a different class of
persons. It would be revived still further by
every incrqase of irredeemable paper. 1n legi-
timﬂte business a scarcity of paper was some-
times felt, Lut there was no necessity for infla
tion aud it was a fandamental error to suppose
that a real scarcity of money was at the mb-
tom of the inflution scheme. Suppose one or
two huudred millions of irredeemable paper
currency should be issned, would it give relief?
He thought not. Thrre were two ways by
which this money would be put upon the coun-
try, one by defraying the expenses of the gov-
ernment aud the other by purchasng boods of
the United States in New York city. The lat-
ter means would be resorted to of course and
the consequence would be the additional
amount of currency would be thrown into the
very vortex of speculation. How would North
Caroliva or any other State south getits share
of this additional currency. By purchasing it.
She would have to offer her prodacts to the
market where the additional currency was and
the currency would go to North Carolina just
as it does now only to the extent that products
were offered for it. An increase of irredeema-
ble paper carrency instead of giving greater fa-
cilities for the transaction of legitimate business
would iucrease the wants of business. The
premiums in gold would run up, prices would
increase and 1t would require a greater amount
of mouney for exchange, Issue more paper cur-
rency aud it would go where there was need of
it just as slow as it does now. It could not be
forced in channels of legitimate business nor
outof the channels of speculation, and he
would say to Senators that they were indulging
ina dangerous and chillish «delusion if they
thought tbey had the power to prevent new is-
sues from sceking the same chanpels asold
ones had. An inflated irredeemable paper cur-
rency was not the people’s money but the
speculators. 1t had always been so and always
would be ard the sooner the American people
make &their minds upon it the better it will
be for honor of the country.

The Senator from North Carolina,(Merrimon)
had said that his peopie needed more carrency.
That was a fatal delusion. They peeded more
capital and should understand the difference
between capital and currency. The  peuple of
the Souath, as well as of the whole country, had
gone through a wasteful war and thus the
cagital of the South especially had been di-
minished. That waste had been increased af-
ter the war by very bad governments in those
States, and the people there had to make up the
deficits, It could not be made ug Ly promises
to gay. They must create weall gy indusiry
and productions, and would lose very precious
time as well as waste their energy and influ-
ence by looking to artificial means to aid them.
Intiation would still more depress the agricul-
tural interests of the Soath and West, and that
interest was the chief source of wealth to those
sectious.

It was true the New England States had no
excess of national bank cireulation, but the es
tablishment of sdditional national banks in the
South and West would not remedy the evil.
The Senator from lndiana had argued that the
0! ization of new national banks would be
to increase the currency, as money would be
loaned by them and returoed to the bank every
thirty, sixty and nipety days. That argament
was a fallacy. Persons to establish these banks
must buy the bonds in New York to deposit in
the treasury in order to aet their circulation. A
§1000 bond would cost $1120. The money to
buy this bond would be taken out of the home
circulation and for that £1000 bond they would
get §900 circulation, so that it would cost $1120
to get $900. Estiblish free banking and it
would be worse for the South and West than
ever. New York and New Englauk bhad the
capital. and haviog the pouds there already,
could send them to Washington and get the
circulsdion without taking any money from
their circulation ty boy the boods. he free

Again, free banking ,would
virtually authorize an unlimited issue of bank
notes withnut any practical S{Istem for redemp-
tion. It mattered little whether inflations con
sist of national bank mnotes or greenbanks.
Either would ran up the general price of com-
modities and prepare the way for uew disasters
and crashes, He did not want to be understood
as op to free banking entirely. He would
vote for such a system if there should be coup-
led with it some practical system of redemp-
tion. He argoed that any inflation in the ocur-
rency would increase, not diminish the rate of
interest.

Mr. Schurz in conclusion, warned those who
desired to oommit the Senate in favor of their
schemes of inflation to make haste, or public
opinion would be against them. If any public
man expected to ride into the White House on
the inflation scheme he would be mistaken, as
the bubble would hurst betore 1876.

Mr. Williard of Vt., oppoeed the bill, and its
modification to review the franking privilege,
The bill gropoawd in fact though not in terms
that each wember put their hands in the treas-
ury and take out $2000.
