WITNESSES WHO REMEMBER. 

Dexter People Believe They Recog- 
nize Stain and Cromwell 

As the Strangers Who Were Lurking 
Around the Bank Building. 

Attorney Gillen Promises to: Demol- 
ish the Government’s Case. 

Bang ok, Feb. 23.—At the continuation of 
tlie Stain trial this forenoon the government 
continued its identification by witnesses from 
Dexter. At the opening of the session an 

hour was consumed in consideration by the 
counsel of the matter of taking the deposi- 
tions ef a witness in Dexter and another in 
Medfield. Mrs. Barron and her sen came 

into court at 10 o’clock and occupied seats by 
the side of the counsel foi the State. The 
first witness called by the government was 

THOMAS KICKXELL, 
who lived in Dexter on the day of the trage- 
dy. He testified that he saw two strangers 
at fl o’clock on that day, standing in the 
bank’s entrance, one wearing a brownish 
coat, and being of sandy complexion. The 
second man was partly behind the door> 

putting on his overcoat. [Stain here stood 

up in court.] “I have no doubt,” said the 

witness, “that this is the man I saw in the 
bank door.” 

Uross examination.— l toox my impres- 
sion of the man as I rode by 20 feet away 
and have retained it ever since. He had a 

full beard. I don’t swear positively that 
Stain was tiie man I saw, but I am quite 
certain that he was. I knew the man about 
as quick as I put my eye on him at the Ex- 

change Hotel in Dexter.” 
CHARLES L. WINSLOW 

of Dexter, next testified. “I resided in Dex- 

ter on February 22,1878, and I was passing 
down the street by the bank between 5 and 
0 p. m. I heard a noise, and looking round 
saw a man step off the lower stair into the 

landing of the stairway leading to the banks. 
He was dressed in dark clothing.” 

HARTWELL A. JOHNSON 

testified that he was in Dexter on February 
22,1878, and on that day he went to the post 
office between 5 and 6 p. m. “As I came 

out,” he continued, and went down the side- 

walk I saw two strangers Ipassing along the 

middle of the street. I overtook and want 

by them, looking at them several times. 

The one nearest me wore a dark brownish 
coat, and the other a dark colored coat- 
Both had on slouch hats. I have no doubt 
that the prisoners at the bar are the men I 
saw. I noticed Mr. Winslow about a mo- 

ment before I saw the men. Both men 

seemed to have their left hands across their 

chests, and the outside man sdbmed to be 
carrying a small valise on the other side from 
me.” 

Cross examination.—“I identify Mr. Stain 
here as the man wearing the brownish coat 
and moustache I cannot tell whether he 
had a full beard, or that the' second man had 

any beard at all. I will not swear positively 
that those persons were Stain and Cromwell. 
1 identify Stain by the expression of his eye, 
the prominent moustache and the shape of 
his head. He glanced about at me in a pe- 
culiar manner." 

SAMUEL MORRILL 

was the next witness. On taking the stand 
he said: “I was in Dexter on the day of the 
Barron murder and in the Masonic building 
between 7 and 8 in the evening. I was in the 

entry at the head of the stairs when Mr. 
Barron was removed from the vault, i went 
into Masonic hall 20 minutes after Mr. Bar- 
ron was taken out. Four other men were 
with me. The door at the foot of the stairs 
leading up was unlocked and open a crack. 
The doors were always supposed to be lock- 
ed. Two windows in front gave a view of 
Main street. It was not the practice to 
smoke there." 

Cross examination.—“Mr. Barron had a 
room in the roof of the building where he 
compounded medicines and had to go up the 
Masonic hall entrance. I never saw any 
smoking in the building. Some times they 
had crackers and oysters in the banquet hail 
on the third floor.” 

T.VVT RRTmiH AM 

a druggist, next testified: “I resided in 
Dexter on February 22,1878, doing business 
in the Savings Bank block. The keys to 

the Masonic hall door were kept by me, 
1 let John G. Moody have them about a 

week before to visit the hall and suppose 
he locked the door. On coming out he re- 
turned the keys to me and they did not go 
out of my possession again until after the 
tragedy. 1 went into Masonic hall that night 
and did not know any ane used a key on the 
door. The next forenoon 1 and others made 
a careful examination of the ball. On a sofa 
near the front window we found what ap- 
peared to be cracker crumbs. 

ATWOOD J. COBB, 
resided in Dexter, Feb. 22, 1878, and was jan- 
itor of Mansonic Hall. He testified: “I 
had the keys to Masonic Hall and visited it 

betw een 7 and 8 o’clock that evening with 

others, Jfo one to my knowledge had been 

up previously. Ou arriving at the head of 
the stairs I noticed the ball door was un- 

locked and open about a foot. I had my 
keys for four days previously and they had 
not gone out of my possessiou. There was a 

Masonic meeting on the 18th of February, 
and I locked the door myself afterwards. 
The doors W'ere always locked. The next 
forenoon 1 found cracker crumbs on a seat 
next to Main street; also found ashes in 
front of the secretary’s desk. Never saw 

any smoking in the hall. It was prohibited. 
There had been no sociable in the hall for 
a year.” _ 

Cross examination: “Mr. Barron and Mr. 
Bridgham had keys to the hall aud the form- 
er had a room above the hall for compound- 
ing medicines.” 

JOSEPH H. LABBABKE, 
lived in Dexter when Mr. Barron was found. 
He said: “I saw cracker crumbs on the 
sofa near the main street windows in Mason- 
ic Hall on the morning following February 
22. Also saw cigar ashes on the floor. A 

settee was right in front of the window and 
the shutter was open.” 

E. C. BAKEK, 
of St. Albans, testified as follows: “l live in 

the southwest corner of the towD, on the 
road leading from Dexter to Pittsfield. A 

team went by about 8 in the evening, driving 

pretty fast, from the direction of Dexter. It 

went on towards Pittsfield. I noticed but 
two persons in the vehicle.” 

FKAXK BAKER, 

pf Hartland, lived at St. Albans, February 
22, 1878. He testified: “I saw a team about 
8 o’clock which I met on tbe Hartland road, 
about a quarter of a mile from my father’s, 
it was moving rapidly in the direction of Ca- 
naan. It was a sleigh and contained two 
persons and the horse was dark.” 

DANIEL HALL 

lived In Canaan, about two miles northeast 
of the village, February 22,1878, on the road 

from Ilartland. He said;‘-'A few minutes 

past 2 o’clock, on the morning of the 23d, I 

was aroused by the bells of a sleigh passing. 
1 got up and, the night being light, I could 
see the team plainly in front of the house. 

The horse was a good-sized one and what 

horsemen would call a ‘rangy h°r®e' The 

man neat to the house sat erect and drove, 
while the othaf was tall and stooped. Both 

Wore caps.” 
HOWARD W. DOPOK, 

of Clinton, a trader, stated; ‘T saw a team 

pass through Clinton village about 6 o clocli 

on the morning of the 23d of February, com- 

lug from the direction of Canaan and goint 
iu the direction of Waterville. Two mer 

werp in the sleigh; one was short and sit 

ting erect, and the other tallerandslighC 
Kt.nonine Mv impression is that the laiiei 

wore a rubber coat. 'I should call the hors( 

a rangy one. It is ten miles from Clinton t( 

Canaan.” 
JOHN D. CIIANDLEK, 

of Waterville, testified: “1 lived In Water 

ville In February, 1878. I heard of the Bar 

ron tragedy between 8 and 9 o’clock Satur 

day morning, Feb. 23. My business wai 

keeping stable and hacks. That morning 

about 7 o’clock, two i»en tomystabl 
and wAnted to put up a orse and have grail 
and hay given the animal. ij>, the- 
and wiiile I wtfs Slipping off the briu..- 
walked about uneasily, The one that hrs 

ai.nkp to me was the taller, Hc w’ore:

Cross examination: “The man who spoke 
to me had his coat buttoned well up and 
around his neck and his hat pulled down 
so that I could see but little more than his 
cheek bones, and by them 1 identify him.” 

Stain here arose to his feet again and 
placed a slouch hat on his head, pulling it 
down, while his counsel wound a scarf about 
his neck and chin, so only the cheeks could 
be seen.

“That’s about as you saw it that day? 
questioned Mr. Barker, counsel for Stain. | 

Witness said he could see about as much 
of Stain’s face as of the man at Waterville. 

This concluded the testimony of the morn- 

ing and the court adjourned till 2.30 p. m. 

Afternoon Session. 
LUCIUS A. DOE, 

of Boston, resided in Vassalboro in Februa- 

ry, 1878, a mile and a half above the railroad 
station. He testified: “Vassalboro is on 

the route between Waterville and Gardiner. 
I heard of the Barron tragedy the Saturday 
following the Friday when it occurred. X 
saw strangers in a team passing on Satur- 
day morning. I was at a neighbor's stand- 
ing in a shed with a companion, Henry Pier- 
son. This was from seven to nine o’cloek 
and the team came from the direction of 
Waterville. The horso was wet, his head 
hanging down, and apparently very tired. 
The animal appeared to be an excellent one, 

standing high, color dark. The man next 

me was driving and had on a dark slouch 
hat and brown coat. The other wore a cap 
and black coat and appeared to be resting 
his elbows on his knees. Both had their 
coats well buttoned up. I did not see botli 
men upright so that I could tell which was 
the taller. 

JOHN L. OSOOOI). 

of Manchester, N. fl., testineu: lAveu in 

Vassal boro, on the river road, about a mile 

above Getchell’s Corner, on Feb. 23,1878. I 
was at my father’s house between 7 and 8 

o’clock, and saw a team coming from the 
north. The horse was walking, with his 
head almost down to his knees. He looked 
very tired, as if overdriven, and was tall 
and rangy. There were two men in the 
team. They were moving towards Augusta.” 

KEUEI. w. PITTS 

testified: “1 lived in Vassalboro in Februa- 
ry, 1878, and heard of the Barron tragedy 
the day following its occurrence. I saw 

strangers passing down the river road, at 
Getchell’s Corner, on Saturday morning. I 

met them, and they asked me if the road 
was to the river. I lanswered, no. Then 
they asked if the road down was on the Sid- 
ney side. I inquired of them what in the 
devil they wanted to go down there for. 
They made no answer. The horse was pret- 
ty sweaty, hanging his head low, and had 
evidently been driven far. One of the men 
wore a cap, the other a hat, and one was 
shorter than the otner. They drove toward 
the river. When 1 last saw them, they had 
already left the river road and the horse was 
headed towards the river. 

Cross examination.—“The team had turn- 
ed off onto the town road to the river and the 
point where I met them was about forty rods 
from the regular river road and some dis- 
distance from the river. I did not know the 
men and cannot identify the prisoners at the 
bar.” 

Mr. Baker stated that this closed the testi- 
money on this branch of the case with the 
exception of three or four witnesses expect- 
ed at night. 

MBS. FLOBA P. BABBON, 
widow of John W. Barron, testified: “1 last 
saw my husband alive on Feb. 22, 1876, when 
he left home. He had beeu in his usual 
health and I had observed nothing unusual 
at that time or previous relative to his health 
or detriment. He said he was ;going to the 
bank and bade me goodbye as usual, being 
in his usual spirits. He said he hoped to re- 
turn by three or four o’clock. I next saw 
him at 9 o’clock in the evening iu the Nation- 
al Banking room, unconscious. 1 remained 
with him. He continued unconscious and 
died at 5.45 in the morning. 1 saw the bruise 
under the right eye and the contusion on his 
forehead.” 

Cross exaiftination—“I think there had 
been extra calls in the way of business at 
the bank, but be had not spent more time 
than usual there. 1 made no arrangements 
with him about dinner. He said he would 
not return until 3 or 4 o’clock. There was 
no post mortem examination. He left 
his watch at home as he did 
occasionally. I cannot name any 
particular day when he left his watch at 
home. I first heard of the Stain story in 
January, 1887. Last September he came to 
my house and told his story. I should say 
thot fifoin HiH nnt tall ma that, hie father in 

his confession, implicated either Andrews, 
Thompson or Kelley. My husband left bis 
watch at home accidentally.” 

THE DEFENCE. 
At 4 o'clock, Mr. Gillen proceeded to open 

the case for the defence. He said: “It is 
with almost a feeling of timidity that I enter 

into this case. I feel that the prisoners’ 
counsel will prove their innocence if they 
are able men and amply qualified. Through 
the columns of the newspapers the public 
mind has been prejudiced against the prison- 
ers in this remarkable case, which reads al- 
most like a romance.” 

Mr. Gillen defined the law briefly, and 
then went on to review the case. “The main 
evidence in the government’s case is the tes- 

timony of Charles F. Stain and John Har- 
vey.” “They are the trunk and the other 
witnesses the branches. When|tbe govern- 
ment intend to convict by circumstantial evi 
dence, they must prove every cir- 
cumstance. Now, if you tear down 
the main trunk, the whole fabric falls. You 
have to go to Massachusetts to prove that 
the testimony of Charles F. Stain was that 
of a treacherous, designing villian. We will 
show you that there was never a horse 

shipped on the Star of the East in July or 

September by Stain, and that every horse 
that has gone on the steamer was given to 
his owner. We will show to you| that 
neither of the trips In July or November 
were made. We shall also prove, by a relia- 
ble witness from Massachusetts that David 
L. Stain purchased a bill of goods on ihe 15th 
of February, 1878, from parties in Medfield; 
that Charles Stain was not in Medfield from 
the 5th of November, 1876, to the 3rd of Jan- 
uary, 1877. That he was in Augusta jail 
during February, March and April, 1877, 
while he swore twice that he was never in 
that jail, and John Harvey, with a knife, 
attempted to take the life or David L. Stain. 

Mr. Gillen outlined the well known suicide 
theory and presented a plan of the Dexter 
Savings Bank to the Jury and held that the 
wounds on Barron’s head was made by push 
ing the vault doorhgainst it by the bank of- 
ficers ; that the only marks in the coal dust 
were the footsteps of one man going to and 
from the coal bin; that a light and screw 
driver were found in the vault; that in a 
drawer in a safe were two packages of mon- 

ey so that, if any men came in there for the 
the purpose of robbery they never touched 
it; that there was not a thing taken from 
that bank; that Mr. Barron, time and again, 
has fixed his books and sometimes charged 
them over to the amount of $0,000. “We will 
also produce a trial balance to which two 
men placed their names,” said Mr. Gillen. 
“Afterwards six figures on it were changed 
by Barron. We shall further show that the 
figures $218,000 on the books were altered to

nesses on the stand Whom Cashier Barron 
credited with money they never deposited 
and charged with sums which they never 
drew. We shall introduce another witness, 
who went into the savings bank Feb. 22, 
1878 aud found JMr.

defence which would be introduced to prove 
an alibi. They would show that the 18th of 
February, 4878, a roan went to Stain’s 
house to get a pair of boots 
tapped and on the 21st following they were 
delivered and Stain took pay for them; that 
on the 22d of February these men were in 
their own houses with their own families. 
They would introduce the public record to 
show that Cromwell took his little daughter 
to school the 20th of February of that year, 
and again on the 25th, and show rhe where- 
abouts of the prisoners in August and Not 
vember. 

Here the prisoners Foster and Whitney 
were brought Into court and arraigned foi

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THE NATIONAL CAPITAL. 

Bumptious Babson Creating Trou- 

ble In the Fisheries Headquarters. 

Secretary Bayard’s Home Organ 
Speaks of the New Treaty. 

Vacillating Democratic Committee- 
men Finally Name June 5th. 

[Special to the Pre».] 
Washington, Feb. 23.—It has altogether 

ceased to be a secret that there Is trouble in 

the headquarters ol the National Fishery 
Association. The body is working along 
finely enough, but the friction arises on ac- 

count of the bumptiousness of one of its offi- 

cials, no less a man than the president, Fitz 
J. Babson of Gloucester. Until the time he 
came here, .Secretary Maddocks had things 
working together admirably. The programme 
was carried out just as developed. People 
were interested and things went along very 
harmoniously. Now. however, since Babson 
has come in, matters have gone on badly. lie 
has disgusted visitors and distorted facts. 

His chief occupation is to go about telling 
that he dictated .this or that. He is a man 

who faels his importance very much indeed 
and without authority is very likely to con- 

mit the association to things by which it 
could not and would not stand. He is a com- 

tinual grievance to the men at the head of 
the assoclatien with nlm.^Oo are sharp, 
keen fellows, ani the inevitable result is 
l/iiaui txxcj xxiuat ouuix use iuiuuiv hvuhuvuh. 

One or two of those who have become 
most interested have spoken very plainly of 
their possible or probable combination to 

put a stop to this sort of performance. 
Whether it will come to any definite head 
soon or not, may not be said. 

The reading el Washington’s farewell ad- 
dress was the most suggestive thing in the 
Senate thus far this session. It was by Mr. 

Hoar’s order that it was done, and Mr. In- 

galls seemed a little nettled to De obliged to 
do it; but it was full of passages 'that were 

pat as shots at an administration which had 
just negotiated the fisheries treaty, aud were 

enjoyed accordingly, 
Mr. Bayard’s Organ on the Treaty. 
The New Englanders are alive to the 

doubts and difficulties of the fight on the fish- 
eries treaty. They scan every note that de- 

velopes sentiment or points to the change of 
a vote with sharp scrutiny. Secretary Bay- 
ard’s home organ has just spoken. It is cau' 

tious and not at all enthusiastic. It is the 
Baltimore Sun, and says: 

“The most important feature of the fisher- 
ies treaty, published in today’s Sun, is the 
provision that our fishing vessels may enter 
the ports, bays and harbors of Canada under 
annual licenses free of charge to buy provis- 
ions. bait, ice, seines, etc., and to transship 
catch anu ship crews, on condition that Cana- 
dian fish are admitted to the United States 
free of duty. This has been Canada’s de- 
mand all along. On this point our commis- 
sioners have made a concession whicj the 
New England Senators will no doubt oppose 
with all their power. The concession made 
to us is that the marine league at the en- 
trance to bays and creeks is not to be meas- 
ured from a line drawn from headland to 
headland, but from a line drawn across such 
bays and cieeks where they first narrow 
to a width of ten miles. These are the im- 
portant provisions. There are articles pro- 
viding for a commission to delimit the wat- 
ers closed to the United States by the treaty 
of 1818, to make the Strait of Canso free to 
our fishing vessels, to regulate the actions of 
our fishermen in Canadian ports, and for 
reciprocity in respect to the privileges con- 
ferred under the treaty. As a whole the 
treaty is a reasonable and fair settlement, 
though it will not, of course, suit those poli-. 
ticiaas who think it is to the advantage of 
their party to keep all irritating questions 
open ’till after the election.' ’’ 

No Favors to the Standard Oil Com- 

pany. 
Washington, Feb. 23.—The Inter-State 

Commerce Commission gave an elaborate 
opinion today sustaining the charges of 
George Kise, of Marietta, Ohio, an oil pro- 
ducer, that the Louisville & Nashville and 
several other railroad companies discriminat- 
ed against him and in favor of the Standard 
Oil Company. The railroads were directed 
to hereafter make their rates for tank, car or 
-barrel shipments conform.

London, Feb. 24.—The debate on the ad- 

dress in reply to me yueen s speecu was re- 

sumed in the Commons tonight. Mr. Shaw 

Lefevre, Liberal, meved an amendment af- 
firming the necessity of a dealing with the 

arrears of excessive rents in Ireland He 

charged Balfour with using all the forces of 
the government to favor the landlords like 

Clanricarde, who, were the oppressors of the 
tanants. 

He commended the heroism of Wilfred 
Blunt in defending the tenantry. 

Mr. Balfour reminded the House that fair 
rents had been fixed by the tribunals since 
the act of 1881. 

Mr. Shaw Lefevre replied that in many 
cases the arrears had not arisen under judic- 
ial rents. Only ten per cent of the rents on 
Lord Clancarde's estate were judicial 
rents. 

Mr. Balfour held that the act of 1881 fully 
protected the tenants. 

Mr. Shaw Lefevre’s amendment was re- 

jected. 361 to 186, and the report on the ad- 
dress in reply to the Queen s speech adopt- 
ted. 

Churchill on the Stump. 
Lord Randolph Churchill, addressing the 

Oxford Union Society last night, denied that 
he had called the Irish people foul fiends. 
He had never said and never would say a 

word to discredit the Irish people. With re- 

gard to the Irish question he asked if an Ir- 

ish Parliament was a jnst aspiration of Irish- 
men. Did England have an English 
Parliament? He had known mahy purely 
English matters to be decided by Irish and 
Scotch votes. The present Parliament was 

likely to last until 1893. The Irish party 
would probably go to pieces within that 
time. Where would it be without Glad- 
stone’s oratory. The whole project was 
doomed to failure.

Clifton Curtis, of Searsport, Stabbed 
by a Drunken Sailor. 

Philadelhiiia, Feb. 23.—Clifton Curtlst 
of Searsport, Maine, first mate of the ship 
Tillie Starbuck, was stabbed in the breast 
and dangerously hurt, by a drunken sailor 
this afternoon while the ship was making 
way to sea. The vessel was loaded with pe- 
troleum for Hiogo, Japan, and had a new 

crew, a number of whom were in the fore- 
castle creating a riot. When the mate or- 

dered them on deck, Joseph Cook, one of the 

number, plunged his sheath knife into the 

mate’s breast. Before the sailor could re- 

peat the attack, Curtis drew a postol and 

shot him in the side. He was then seized 
and placed in irons. Afterward he was tak- 
en to Newcastle and placed in jail. The 

wounded mate was brought to this city and 

taken to the hospital. It is believed his

A declaration under oath shall 
be filed with the consular officer nearest the 
place of shipment by parties proposing to 
engage in the shipment of lumber under 
these regulations.

^VER POWERED BY HIS CUILT, 

Foster Confesses to the Murder of 

Peter Bennett, the Miser. 

Twenty Thousand Dollars Concealed 
by the Two Robbers. 

A Young Man’s Venture as a Crimi- 
nal and Its Result. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Bahgob, Feb. 23.—The pleading “guilty” 

of James A. Foster, when he and Clarence 
Whitney were arraigned in pourt today for 
the murderous assault on old Peter Bennett 
of Newport, several months ago and the 

stealing of his treasure from his trunk, 
created general surprise. 

It has since been learned that for a month 
past the affair has weighed heavily on Fos- 
ter’s mind, so much so, that he lost flesh and 
was sick. Uis sist er, who is a married lady 
of wealtli and good position, has visited him 
here at three different times, and at her last 

visit, two weeks ago, through her Influence, 
he decided to plead “guilty” to the robbery. 
A week ago his counsel were so Informed. 

Foster is 24 years of age and his home and 
native place is Ottawa, Canada. His par- 
ents are dead. He was employed as a clerk 
in a store but, after meeting Whitney, he 

was led into crime. This was the first time 
he was ever in Maine and he did not know 
he was coming 24 hours before he started. 
On the Sunday night and Monday following 
the robbery, hefeays, he and Whitney staid 
in an old barn not far from Newport and it 

was In this vicinity that the money was hid- 

den, it being in a lish bag of Whitney’s, such 
as sportsmen carry. The theory which was 
advanced in the newspapers about their 
course afterwards is the true one. The 
amount of the money, which was said to be 
$30,000, was greatly exaggerated, Foster says 
there not being over $20,000. He, of course, 
knows where the money was hidded and it is 
stated here tonight that it had been recov- 
ered. One of his counsel has been over to 
Newport and beyond the past week. None 
of ths stolen cash has been used to defend 
Foster thus far. but he and his sister have 
furnished the funds entirely._ His conj 
fession will probably lighten his 
sentence. His counsel will ask 
that it be made five years. He and 
his lawyers. Don Powers and Jasper Hutch- 
ins, have all cut loose from Whitney and the 
lattes is very angry. It is believed he will 
be obliged to plead guilty at an early day, 
thus disposing of a trial. Foster says he 
will not testify against Whitney, but the lat- 
ter can’t escape.

ent. Mr. Bates said in substance: 

It will be my task tonight to briefly sketch 
the history of patent laws, and to set forth 
to you as well as 1 am able, in the limited 
time allotted to me, tho vast influence which 
the patent system has had upon the progress 
ol our country in an me arts oi civilization, 
the means by which these results have been 
attained, and finally to call your attention to 
some influences which are at work in various 
directions to undermine this protective code 
of laws and to make them void and of no ef- 
feet* 

Let us endeavor, in the first place, to get a 
comprehensive idea of the nature of the pa- 
tent right and to clearly understand what 
that protection is which the patent laws af- 
ford to inventors. A patent of invention is 
a grant by the government to the inventor 
of a new and useful machine, art, manufac- 
ture >r composition of matter whereby the 
inventor is accorded tbe exclusive privilege 
of making, using aid venting anything em- 

bodying the invention for a term of seven- 
teen years. The patent right is in the na- 
ture of a contract between the inventor and 
the public, and like all other contract«here 
is a valuable consideration on both sides. Ou 
the part of the {government, or the public, 
for the government acts for the public. It is 
agreed that the inventor shall alone enjoy 
the invention during its term, and that all 
persons infringing on the patent right may 
he sued in the courts of the United States 
and enjoined from using it or made to ac- 
count to the patentee for damages. On the 
part of tbe Inventor, it is agreed that he will 
operate the invention during tbe term of the 
patent, that the public may have the privi- 
lege of enjoying it, subject to his consent, if 
it is so disposed, and that at the end of the 
term he will allow the public tbe free use of 
it forever. To insure the carrying out of the 
last clause of this contract, the inventor 
must deposit in the Patent Office, to be 
placed on record, a lull description of his in- 
vention, illustrated, if possible, by drawings 
and setting it forth in such full, clear and 
exact terms, that at the expiration of the 
term any person skilled in tbe art to which 
the invention pertains, can make and use it 
without other aid than that given by the 
patent itself. The theory of the law and, as 
1 shall endeavor to show further on, its effect 
is to encourage ingenious persons to devise 
inventions not before known, and to fully 
disclose them after they are invented or de- 
veloped in the mind, to the end that the pub- 
lic may have the opportunity to use them 
during the term of the patent with the con- 
sent of the inventor and at the expiration of 
this term, without his consent. The law 
recognizes the products of a man’s ingenuity 
as a species of property, which, in consider- 
ation of the enjoyment of that property 
which it secures to him, he is obliged to 
share with the public. 

In glancing over the history of the world 
we find that different ages have certain pe- 
culiarities which give a marked character to 
the time. Thus we have tbe age of chivalry, 
the age of literature, etc. We are living to- 
day in an age characterized by industrial 
progress. We are passlug through an age of 
invention. The lecturer traced the history 
of patent laws from the time when the Eng- 
lish crown granted trade and patent monop- 
olies to favored subjects. The present pat- 
ent system was inaugurated in 18%, at widen 
LI I lie? (,11c UUlLf in LUiiiuiiBsiuuci in nicats 

was created and a Patent Office established. 
From four hundred and thirty-six patents 
granted in 1837, the number has steadily in- 
creased to twenty-one thousand four hun- 
dred and seventy-seven. Up to the present 
time there has been the enormous number of 
578,147 patents issued. Tho great growth of 
our country in wealth and in all the manu- 
facturing industries has been attributed to 
our hign tariff system, to our common 
schools and to our free institutions, but the 
influence of them all combined fades into in- 
significance when compared with the influ- 
ence of the patent laws. It is difficult to 
think of any object which we use, or buy, or 

possess which is not in some way the sub- 
ject of one or more patents and thus the out- 
growth of the patent laws. 

The speaker then showed by many illus- 
trations how extensively patented articles 
entered into everything which we use. lie 
sketched quite fully the history of the man- 
ufacture of pulp ware as an industry having 
its origin in Maine, illustrating the present 
method of producing the goods. 

Edward Atkinson has pointed out that the 
wages of labor have slowly increased for the 
last 20 years or more, not in the actual 
amount of money which he has received, but 
reckoned in the purchasing power of a dol- 
lar, but he has not emphasized the fact that 
this result is due to the increased produc- 
tiveness of labor brought about by patented 
machinery. It has been claimed that if the 
patent laws were not in force t sat the inge- 
nuity of the Yankee would assert Itself 
just tl»e same and that inventions would 
still go on, but reason and investigation 
shows that such is not the case. Most pa- 
tents which are worth anything are brought 
forth only after the expenditure of much 
time and more money, and it is absurd to 
suppose that men will continuae to invent 
new devices if they are liable to be seized up- 
on as soon as perfected. 

There is a wide feeling of discon- 

tent with the patent laws in 
this country today. It is seen 
in the courts where adverse decisions on pa- 
tents are the rule among the people and in 
Congress where many hostile bills are now 
pending which look to the destruction or the 
crippling of the laws. For the last 10 or 15 
years the whole system of federal jurispru- 
dence has been undergoing a gradual change 
inimical to the inventor, and fudge made law 
has effectually nullified many of the provis- 
ions of the revised statutes. We, as the peo- 
ple of New England, the home of American 
Ingenuity, cannot afford to pass by these sig- 
nificant facts without protest, for the death 
of the patent system means death to that 
spirit of progress upon which we have so 

long prided ourselves. 

THE FRUIT CROWERS. 

Proceedings of the Second Day of the 

Meeting at Gloucester. 

The second day’s session of the Maine 
I'oinologlcal Society and Board of Agricul- 
ture opened at 10 o’clock yesterday morning 
at New Gloucester. There wa3 an increased 
attendance over Wednesday, the afternoon 
meeting especially opening with a large au- 

dience present,^including a number of ladies. 
A paper by Mr. E. W. Dunbar of Damaris- 

cotta on “Plums and their Culture” was 

the first exercise of the forenoon. In the ab- 
sence of Mr. Dunbar the paper was read by 
Mr. M. C. Hobbs of West Farmington. The 
following is an extract: 

1 do not know how to prevent the black 
knot. All 1 do for it is to cut off the knots as 
toon after they.appear as possible, and dress 
the trees heavily. Of all the varieties 1 have 
grewn, the Niagara is the only one that lias 
napuhmI tha Hleuaun T Wbia out /.if tha linihd 

of trees that were largely covered with knots 
and they are sending out new branches. 
Whether they will ever recovor and become 
worth cultivating remains to be seen. I be- 
lieve it is generally admitted by cultivators 
that no remedy has ever been discovered. 

The curculio is a little insect of a brown 
color with spots of white. They appear as 
soon as the fruit forms and continue until 
about the middle of August. It Is supposed 
they tlv from the ground. They puncture 
the plum and lay an egg in the wound. The 
egg batches a worm that eats into the plum 
and before the plum falls from the tree, usu- 
ally before it is half grown. Some cultivators 
recommend the jarring tree suddenly, in the 
morning and evening, when they wiil fall 
and can be caught on a cloth and destroyed. 
I'bave been troubled but little with the pest. 
I keep hens in the orchard and no grass or 
weeds grow around ray trees. I think the 
hens and clean cultivation will prevent near- 

ly all trouble from this insect 
Mr. D. P. True of Leeds followed with a 

paper on the subject, "Notes on Plum Cul- 
ture.” In the course of this paper, which was 

very aole, he said: 
An old Damson tree that was covered with 

hlack knots I cut down. It sent up vigor- 
ous shoots that bore fruit. I have learned 
the lesson that it is as necessary to burn the 
black knot as to cut it off the tree. It will 
send off its spores as readily after being cut 
as when on the tree. In plum growing, prop- 
er location is of greater consequence than in 
most other fruits. A good elevation and a 

heavy, compact soil are necessary. I think 
most highly of a hard, stony soil as a pro- 
tection from the curculio. 

A discussion upon the points brought up 
in the papers was participated in by a num- 

ber of those present and a full exchange of 
views took place. 

Mr. Z. F. Starrett suggested as a remedy 
for curculi, dry corn cobbs, soaked In sweet- 
ened water and hung on the tree. 

S. K. Sweetsir, of Cumberland, gave an 

experience with the hens in preventing cur- 

culio. He concurred in the opinion of Mr. 
Dunbar. 

Mr. Nelson gave his experience with the 
use of salt on pluui trees. He did not rec- 

ommend it. 
Hon. P. M. Anger said: "A saturated so- 

lution of salt as a strong brine Is dangerous 
when applied directly to the roots of a tree. 
I would not recommend it. A remedy tor 
the curculi that 1 have great confidence in 
is a wash of coal tar. It works well. There 
is no remedy for the black knot. It is the j 
only thing we dread. In Connecticut for the 
last four or five years there has been an epi- 
demic.” 

The programme of the afternoon opened 
with a very able paper upon “Trees for or- 

nament and shade,” prepared and read by 
Mr. S. L. Boardman of Augusta. It was 

followed by a paper by D. H. Knowlton of 

Farmington, upon the topic of Arbor Day 
and its observance. 

Of the relations of the Pomological Socie- 
ty toward the day, the speaker said: 

Nothing is more apparent than that the 
Maine Pomological Society would be among 
the foremost advocates of tree planting, 
both for ornament and utility. Our namu 
does not imply anything beyond the growing 
r\9 frnito Knl if Hoii alwauu Kruin mi mi ufvinri 

to consider the cultivation of dowers, 
shrubs and trees as forming part of our le- 
gitimate field of work. 

The Board of Agriculture should lead in 
this work. You have noted that it was a 

board of agriculture that first instituted a 

general observance of Arbor Day, and in my 
opinion, the board could not find a better op- 
portunity for useful work. 

A discussion followed, which was partici- 
pated in by Messrs. Atherton, Gilbert, 
Merrill, Andrews, Starrett, Prof. Anger and 
others. 

Some excellent music was furnished by a 

quartette choir under the direction of Mr. D. 
C. McIntyre of New Gloucester. 

The evening session was attended by a 

large audience. Mr. L. F. Starrett of Bock- 
land read an original poem entitled “In- 
spiration." 

The address of the evening was an illus- 
trated lecture by Professor Carl 'Brann of 

Bangor upon “Insects injurious to Vegeta- 
tion.” 

At the close the heart) applause of the 

audience testified to the pleasure which this 
lecture had afforded.

WHAT WE DIDN’T CET. 

The Three Things for Which Our 

Fishermen Contended. 

Senator Frye Reviews the Provisions 
of the New Treaty. 

Its Chances of Ratification Reported 
to Be Worthless. 

Washington, Feb. 23.—Senator Frye, in 
the course ol an interview on the fisheries 
treaty, said: “I sent to the State Department 
for a map, intending to compare with its aid 
accurately the treaty of 1818 with that now 

before the Senate. But Jthe Department is 
closed and I could not get it. All, therefore, 
that I can say now touching Article IV of 
the treaty Is based only upon some personal 
familiarity with the localities mentioned in 
that article, and for that reason may not be 
quite as trustworthy as If I had the map be* 
fore me. It seems to me, however, that we 

do surrender a good deal under the articles 
touching delimitation. 

EXCLUSION FROM IMPORTANT POINTS. 
“Take the Bay of Chaleur. for instance. 

The treaty provides that it shall be closed to 
our fishermen at a line drawn from the light 
at Birch Point on Mlsceu Island to Macque- 
reau Point light. My recollection of the Bay 
of Chaleur is that at that point it is at least 
twenty miles wide. Inside of this line it is 
at points thirty miles wide. Of course, un~ 

der the treaty of 1818, we were simply ex. 

eluded from the three mile shore. We gave 
up, therefore, a good deal of this bay. In 
the same article Is the Bay of Miramichi. I 
should say that that bay is at least fifteen 
miles wide at the mouth. Tbe new treaty 
excludes us from it. Fortune Bay in New- 
foundland is also closed to us now. So is Sir 
Charles Hamilton’s Sound. We are also ex- 
cluded from Barrington Bay in Nova Scotia. 
These exclusions were undoubtedly put Into 
the treaty at the instance of Sir Charles Tup- 
per. \v uue t qo not regard tnese exclusions 
as of great consequence for our fishermen, 
yet, these privileges should not have been 
surrendered unless we obtain something in 
return for them. 
AFFIRMING AS NEW, ESTABLISHED RIGHTS. 

“But let us turn to Article IX of the trea- 
ty: ‘Nothing in this treaty shall interrupt 
or affect the free navigation of the Strait of 
Canso by fishing vessels of the United 
States.’ This, while seeming to yield some- 

thing to us, does not give us anything that 
we did not have before. That strait has al- 
ways been a free thoroughfare. Yet the 
President in bis message says: ‘The unin- 
terrupted navigation of the Strait of Canso 
is for the first time affirmed.’ 

"That may be, in a treaty. It is not 
usual in a treaty to affirm that a nation may 
have free navigation of the Atlantic Ocean. 
It is not usual Tn a treaty to affirm that an 

open strait is free for the navigation of 
vessels, and this is a striat, opening directly 
into the Oulf of St. Lawrence, half as large 
as the Oulf of Mexico. We have undoubted 
rights there under the treaty of 1818. The 
same is true of the coast running from the 
Uamoan Islands to the upper part of New- 
foundland. 
DIRECT VIOLATION OK MARITIME CUSTOMS. 

“In Article X of the treaty our fishermen 
are permitted to run into Canadian ports 
for repairs, shelter, etc., without being 
obliged to enter at the custom bouse for 24 
hours. As to this provision, I may say that 
there is not a civilized maritime nation in 
the world which compels any vessel, fishing 
or otherwise, that may run in for shelter, re- 

pairs or anything of that kind, to report and 
enter within 34 hours. In the ports of the 
United States 1 do not believe that for 30 
years any Canadian vessel has been com- 

pelled to enter, if she ran in for shelter un- 
der stress of weather, inside of one day, two 
days, three and even four days. I know of 
but tws instances which would compel me 
to qualify somewhat my statement in this 
respect. In one, the Canadian vessel, after 
lying in the harbor of Uoothbay, Me., tor 
two days, was compelled by the collector to 
enter at the custom house. But this oc- 
curred since these troubles began. It has 
not been our custom. Under this article We 
are granted, therefore, absolutely nothing. 
CONVENIENCES CONSPICUOUS BY AB- 

SENCE. 

“Turning to Article XY we discover what 
else Canada has given us in this treaty. 
There are certain things that it would be 
convenient for American fishermen to have. 

They can get along without them; still they 
regard them as great conveniences. But 
Mr. Bayard has not obtained one. One it 
the right to purchase provisions, bait, ice, 
seines, lines and all other supplies and out- 
fits for an outgoing fishing voyage—not pro- 
visions or supplies on which to get home, 
but supplies to take out to the Banks. It 
would likewise be a convenience if our fish- 
ermen could ship crews. Let me Illustrate. 
A vessel of fishermen sails from Gloucester 
for the Banks or Nova Scotia. From Glou- 
cester to the Banks ordinarily is a voyage of — 

six days; from Nova Scotia to the Banks a 

day and a half. That vessel sails short 
of hands. She will take in at Glouces- 
ter say twelve hands. To complete her crew 
she wants twenty hands, that is, eight more. 
Now, if she could go to Nova Scotia or Prince 
Edward’s island and shlpher;elght men there 
she would avoid the expense of paying and 
boarding these men for the greater part of 
the nutwnril *rin ami the return triD as well. 

"Then again as to the matter of provisions, 
nojfisherman sails without an ample supply of 
the best kind of provisions. There is never 

any want. They live as well as any of us 
live. They insist upon having the best, but 
it would be a convenience to them, if while 
at Nova Scotia shipping more men, they were 

permitted to buy bait and ice. If purchased 
at Gloucester, tne Ice would have been melt- 
ing on the voyage, and it would also have 
had to be carried. The great seines they 
use for mackerel are apt to be torn; they go 
to the bottom, and if you tear one of these 
seines, which cost #1,300. and have no means 
of meuding It, it might cut off a large part 
of your profits. Therefore it might be con- 
venient to buy a seine. 

"Then, if in a storm there are three or 
four boats washed over, or stove In, it 
might be a great convenience to buy more 
boats. It might also be convenient to laud 
a cargo in Canada—the distance from the 
Banks being but a day and a half—load It on 
the cars and send It in bond to the United 
States, and then go out to the Banks again 
for another catch instead of going home. No w 
no man can name anything else that would 
be convenient to our fishermen or that fish- 
men want except those three things, and 
those three things (are not given in this 
treaty. 

Its Fate Sealed. 

Boston, Feb. 33.—A special despatch to 
the Boston Journal from Washington says: 

The fate of the fishing treaty is deter- 
mined. It will not be ratified. It may be 
doubted even whether it will secure a major- 
ity vote. There will be an effort made to dis- 
duss it in open session.

That there are a few Canadians who are 

not satisfied with the terms of the treaty 
only shows that Provincial greed is on a par 
with Provincial bluster. 

Tiie Belfast Age thinks that one breatli of 

public disfavor would blow prohibition over. 

The Age is in error. Prohibition can't be 
tilled by blowing. It needs votes, some 

70,000 of them. At last accounts the Belfast 
Personal Liberty Club had secured about 
300, leaving 69,700 to be obtained. 

We somewhat misapprehended the mean- 

ing of the tenth article of the Fishery Treaty 
and in our abstract yesterday conveyed a 

wrong impression. Under the existing Do- 
minion statutes vessels arriving in Dominion 
ports are required to report “forthwith.” 
That is what has made the trouble. The 
treaty takes tho language of our statutes on 

this point. The vessel entering port must 

report within twenty-four hours after so do- 

ing as under our law, but is not obliged to 

report “forthwith." This has nothing to do 
with the length of time she can remain in 

port. That is not limited. 

By the action of the Republican party in 
the Legislature of the State the people of 
New Jersey are assured of a good, working 
temperance law which will put any county 
under prohibition when the majority of its 

people so declare by their votes; and will 
put every county where prohibition is not 

enacted, under a high license law. On 

Wednesday the popular branch of the Legis- 
lature passed the bill, thirty-two Republi- 
cans and two Democrats supporting it, and 
twenty-one Democrats and five Republicans 
opposing. This rote assured the ultimate 
enactment of the law by the Legislature, as 

the Senate, where the Republicans also have 
a majority, favors it. The (Republican ma- 

jority for the measure in the Senate is also 
thought to be large enough to pass the bill 
over a veto, should Governor Green refuse 
his assent. 

The Argus reminds the Press that the 
Scriptures have been revised since 1855. 
Bat they had not been when we quoted from 
them. The revision was issued yesterday 
morning, and a very remarkable revision it 
is too. Seme of the more notable changes it 
may be well to point out. In tbe version of 
1600 u rcau uius: 

That crazy-beaded zealot of viperous tongue. 
For this lias been substituted in the ver- 

sion of 1888: 
The now venerable father of prohibition, Gen. 

Neal Dow. 

This change is certainly in the interest of 
both truth and decency. 

In the old version it read thus: 
Mr. Neal Dow is once more in the Held. Shall 

he not once more, fellow citizens, have leave to 
remain in the political retiracyfor which he is so 
well qualified? Has he improved within the past 
few years? We see no evidence of It. Neither 

— the passage of time nor the opportunity for re- 
flection, has succeeded In making him wiser. 

In the new version this paragraph is great- 
ly altered and is made to read thus: 

So far as ourself is concerned we are free to say 
that were we a voter In Portland Mr. Dow, under 
these circumstances, would receive our ballot, 
and it would be given cheerfully. 

There is no doubt that the Scriptures have 
been revised; and it looks, too, as if the 
editor of the Scriptures had been born 
again.

Little Josef Hoffmann, the wonderful 
pianist who has been delighting the audi- 
ences of Boston and New T ork with his pro- 
digious musical achievements, seems to have 

-— become so good a piece of property that he is 

likely to get some rest while his parents and 
manager are quarrelling. Mr. Hofmann 
p«rc says that there have been fifty-two con- 

certs each of which has netted not less than 
three thousand dollars to Mr. Abbey, the 
manager.

For one reason or the otherMr. Hofmann has 
become very solicitous for the boy’s health; 
although a few weeks ago, when Mayor 
Hewitt interfered to prevent overworking 
Josef, the father urgently protested that the 

boy was equal to the strain. Mr. Abbey of 
nnnrcn nrn tnate onH loarvuxi flfift.nrs 

called in. These do not wholly agree except 
on the one point that the boy is suffering 
from no organic disease. Some of the doc- 

* tors think the boy had better go on and play. 
They think a week or ten days’ rest is all 
that will be required, and that it will be a 

prejudice to the boy not to continue to ap- 
pear in public. They disagree as to the 
number of performances a week he should 
be required to give in the future, and there 
is also some difference of opinion in regard 
to how long a period should intervene before 
he resumes playing. The public anxiety 
that so much genius should not be destroyed 
by overwork Is less open to suspicion of un- 

worthy motives than the anxiety of the 
father. In Springfield. Mass., where Josef 
was to appear Tuesday night the Children's 
Aid Society through their attorney appealed 
to the Mayor to refuse a license for the per- 
formance. Tiie subsequent cancelling of the 
engagement, however, rendered interference 
unnecessary.

The editor of our esteemed morning con- 

temporary bears personal testimony in the 
columns of his paper to tlie alleged demoral- 
ized condition of Portland in these words: 

We liave been acquainted with Portland for 
more Ilian forty years, (more than thirty years 
editor ol the Argus,) ana we sorrow to say that 
ueqer before tn our judgment during tills long pe- 
riod has there been so great a degree of demoral- 
ization In regard to drunkenness and drink as at 
the present time. It is sad and shameful. 

Now we have to say that the judgment of 
tlie author of the above paragraph is very 
poor indeed. There is no such demoraliza- 
tion existing here. It is the testimony of im- 
partial observers who have visited many of 
the cities of the Union for the express pur- 
pose of comparisons that Portland is the 
most quiet and orderly and the most free 
from drunkenness of them all. The Kev. A. 
P. Poster, of Boston, recently visited Port- 
land for the express purpose of.investigating 
the tales of demoralization that have been 
sown broadcast over the land in the interest 
of free rum. He bears this testimony: 

A recent three days’ visit In Portland forced up- 
on my attention the difference between that pro- 

hibition cltyamd Boston, a city of licenses. The 
comparison was Immeasurably in favor of Port- 
and. That city la unquestionably freer from tlie 

j iquor curse than almost any other city of the 

simp Bi/e In the Union. During those three (lays 
of mv visit as I went un and down the pUbUJ 
streets I saw not a simile intoxicated person.ami 
scarcely anything to suggest the possible sale of 

liquor. 
Here is the evidence of an Impartial ob- 

server. The editor of the Argus is not shell. 
His judgment is warped now, and has often 
been warped before by his political feelings. 
Besides he has gotlinto the habit of saying 
this sort of thing about election tiino and 
can’t help it. Thus way back in 1855 this 
same editor pictured this same l'artland as 

in a terrible state of demoralization. We 
find him on the Gth day of April of that year 
appealing to Mayor-elect Neal Dow through 
the columns of his paper, the Eastern Argus, 
“tfl look after those drunken friends of his, 
[the Mayor-elect’sJ who broke various win- 

dows,threw missiles at the doors of peaceable 
citizens,insulted quiet travellers,and general- 
ly made Tuesday night an occasion for a sat- 
urnalia.” Does he pretend that any such 
state of things exists in the city today as he 

describes in the above paragraph? Are 

the doors of peaceable citizens stoned nowa- 

days? Do we have any saturnalias? Or is 

lie indulging in hyperbolejnow for political 
effect just as he probably was then? It was 

on tho Gth of July, 1855, that this same edi- 
[ tor expressed the opinion that the court rec- 

ord of the fourth of that month had “not 

looked so bad before for 10 years.” Aud 

strange to say the gentleman who occupied 
the Mayor’s chair on that fourth of July 
was the Hon. Neal Dow, the very 
IllilU YV11U1U tllC v-uuwi 

mending to the citizens of Portland as 

a panacea for intemperance. Tlie editor’s 
memory as well as his judgment is bad. 

Mayor Chapman’s Ad ministration. 

To those who believe that the supremacy 
of the principles and policy of the Republi- 
can party in the State and nation would be 
of great advantage to the interests .of the 
country, the fact that we are now approach- 
ing a State and Presidential election will 
give additional importance to the result of 
our municipal election vote this Spring. But, 
if we are to let that consideration pass and 
decide the present election solely as a matter 
of municipal concern, why should any citi- 
zen vote for General Dow in preference to 
Mr. Chapman ? 

The municipal administration is a matter 
of direct importance to every citizen. On 
this all agree. It Is undoubtedly true that 
several years ago the tide was turned in our 

municipal affairs against extravagance and 
excess of public expenditure. During the 
last two years under Mayor Chapman’s ad- 
ministration the tax rate has not been in- 

creased and there has been a reduction of 
ov6r $800,000 in the gross city debt and a net 
reduction of over $150,060; while all the debt 
which has matured lias been refunded at 

four per cent, instead of six, an ijnnual sav- 

ing of about $15,000. 
Mayor Chapman is an active man, of keen 

intelligence and great business experience 
and capacity. He has given his personal at- 

tention to the details of administration In 

the different departments of the city govern- 
ment, to an extent that will compare favora- 

bly with the best of his predecessors. There 
is probably no man in the city who is so fa- 
miliar with all that relates to the question of 
the Portland & Ogdensburg Railroad Com- 
pany, both to what has been done and what 
is best to be done in the future, as Mayor 
Chapman. Under his administration the 
new company has been organized with a ma- 

jority of its stock conceded to the city and 
controlled by the city, and a claim is now 

pending in court for a large amount more of 
the stock in this new corporation, and resist- 
ed by the other stockholders. Whatever|may 
be the result of this suit the city still has its 
controlling interest in the road, but if the 
city should prevail in the suit, it would have 

nearly three hundred thousand dollars more 

of the stock of the new road. 
A plan has been perfected, and during the 

coming year will probably be carried out, for 

relieving the Back Cove nuisance by inter- 
cepting all the sewage on the northern side 
of the city and carrying it out into deep wat- 
er. Arrangements have been completed for 
a new reservoir of the Water Company with- 
out deflecting North street and intended to 
afford separate service for the high and low 
levels of the city. About two and one-half 
miles of sewer have been built during the 

past year. A system of ventilation has been 
introduced into the High School building, 
.which, if not perfect, as perfect, perhaps 
no system can be claimed to be, was intro- 
duced under a contract which gives the city 
full redress in case it proves inadequate, and 

which, with the modifications that are now 

proposed, it is believed will afford a satisfac- 
tory result as to the heating and ventilating 
of that building. The administration of 

Mayor Chapman has undoubtedly been fav- 
orably inclined to an extension of New High 
street and removal of the nuisances near the 
Park, and it is hoped that this may be work- 
ed out in some way without increasing the 

expenditures so as to increase the tax-rate. 
The fact is Mayor Chapman is a thorough 

business man, successful in his own business 
and devoting his time faithfully and dili- 
gently to all municipal affairs. He is alive 
to what the business interests of the city re- 

quire and in full association and sympathy 
with our business men and merchants. He 
has conducted successfully every importapt 
municipal measure since he assumed the of- 
fice of Mayor. It was his influence and skill 
in organizing effort which made our centen- 
nial celebration the success it was, and he is 
a man who represents our city with dignity 
on every public occasion. 

We know of but one exception which is 
made to this almost universal Commendation 
of the administration of Mr. Chapman, and 

that is that there has been a failure with ref- 

erence to the enforcement of the prohibitory 
law. Now, it must be admitted that Mr. 
Chapman is a temperance man. His associ- 
ations are with temperance people. Person- 

ally none of them can have any, objection to 
him. In society, in the church? in all his 

personal and social relations, he is identified 
with temperance people. He is not a wan 

wilfully or willingly to neglect his oath of 
office in any respect. He selected as marshal 
a man who was in thorough sympathy with 
the prohibitory law, who was understood to 
be the choice of its advocates and against 
whose integrity, so far as we know, no charge 
was ever made. 

These complaints otinefflciency as to the 
enforcement of the law have come late iB the 
last year of the Mayor’s administration. The 
same charges having been made at every mu- 

nicipal election lor tne last twenty years. 
While we make no charges against the mo- 

tives of their authors, we think much more 

would he accomplished bj^idicious aid aud 

encouragement to the officers in the perform- 
ance of their duty than by these protests and 
complaints. The responsibility does not lie 
on the police alone. The police force have 

many other duties to perform, while there 
are several deputy sheriffs, whose only duty 
is to enforce the liquor law. We think the 
officers, as a rule, intend to do their duty and 
need and will be glad to have the direct as- 

sistance of citizens in the performance of if 
The prohibitory law is the settled law and 

policy of this State. This fact is established 
for the present aud probably for the future, 
and it has been established largely by the 
efforts of tbe Republican party. The law is 
far more successful and accomplishes far bet- 
ter results in actual experience, than the ex- 

tremists on either side, either for or against 
it, are disposed to admit. The agitation for 
a better enforcement of the law may be all 
right, but to accomplish this result does not 

require such a radical change as would he 
made by the election of General Dow. The 
services of Mr. Chapman as Mayor have 
been of great value to the city and there is 
no way in which municipal Interests can be 
so well served as by electing him for a third 
term.

The registrar-general’s report upon' mar-

Matrimony has 
been steadily on the decline for the last 
twenty years. In 1880 the ratio was 17J per 
thousand (the half does not indicate a mar- 
riage between juveniles, but .6); in 1880 it 
was only 14. At this rate England will in a 
hundred years resemble heaven in so far as 
there will be “neither marriage nor giving in 
marriage” in it; there the similarity will 
end.

The excavations on the Acropolis of Ath- 

ens continuo with the greatest zeal on the 
part of the investigators and workmen. At 
the southeastern corner of the Parthenon, 
the one toward the site of the great Minerva, 
a splendid head of a male statue, supposed 
to have been a Triton, has been unearthed. 
It is made of a porous stone, and exhibits 
traces of brilliant coloring. It is stated to 
be more ancient than anything yet discov- 
ered, and finite unique among the remnants 
of Attic art.

She grew in time quite familiar with 
liis duties, and during a sudden illness of her 
husband assumed command of the boat, and 
managed her so well that the mates and 
roustabouts acquired a wholesome respect 
for her authority and judgment. Later the 
husband died, and having nothing but his 
salary as captain and a part ownership in 
the boat, the widow found herself under the 
necessity of doing something for her living. 
Such a thing was quite without precedent, 
but she went before the proper authorities, 
passed a searching examination as to her 
qualifications and was permitted to assume 
tne command of the boat, under the title of 
Capt. Mary Millc*. She has retained the 
position ever since, finally securing entire 
ownership of the little steamer, and is a 
great favorite all along the line of ports that 
lie blrween the two points of her route. 
Now there is a company playing in Boston a 
little steamboat drama, entitled “Capt. Mary 
Miller,” founded upon the stirring experi- 
ences of the first female steamboat captain.

SUPERIOR COURT. 

BEFORE JUDGE BONNEY. 

Tuuhsday.—Weston F. Milliken vs. Frederick 
A. Balveseu. This is an action to recover dam- 
ages sustained by reason of the refusal by the 
master of a vessel to sign bills of lading. 

Feb. 22d, 1887, the defendant master of the 
Norwegian bark "Brodrene” executed a charter 
party at Buenos Ayres witli Thomas Drysdale & 

Co., whose agents were Janies E. Ward & Co., of 
0 New York, to carry a cargo of lumber from Port- 

land to Buenos Ayres. Ward & Co. purchased 
the cargo, about 676,000 feet, of W. F. Milliken, 
to whom they ordered Capt. Salvesen to apply. 
The charter party contains this clause: “It is 
agreed that 20,000 feet per running day (Sundays 
excepted) shall be allowed for loading tlie vessel. 
Capt. Salvesen arrived in the port of Portland 
and notified Ward & Co. and Mr. Milliken that he 
would be ready to load May 13th. He was not 
given a bertli until the 18th, and commenced to 
load the 20th. The cargo was finally loaded on 

the night of June 17th, and bills of lading were 

prepared and presented to Capt. Salvesen to sign. 
This he refused to -do except with He indorse- 
ment, “Sigued under protest, claiming two days 
demurrage, as per charter party.’’ Milliken re- 

fused to pay demurrage, and claimed clean bills 
of lading. Capt. Salvesen claimed that his lay 
days expired on the 16th; that there were many 
days when there was no lumber furnished, and 
that the two days delay was caused by the ne- 

glect of the plaintiff. Thcreupen Mr. Milliken 
brought this suit and had the captain arrested. 
Subsequently, Mr. Milliken paid the demurrage

These words come home today, 
in the voice of him who proclaims the livi»
