“the melancholy days have come.” And their 
sadness is again sharply aeeented hy the ap- 
pearance in your columns of a “poem” of start- 

ling length from the pen of “Prof.” Bateman. 
Last year the author of “Maniac Maid” was 

promptly complimented for his talented out- 

burst by a variety of authorities. Thus far I 

have seer, no endorsement of his “Tale of Chiv- 
alry.” Thinking that the poet “who excels at 
so many kinds of work” may feel disappointed 
if this silence i> maintained. I have concluded 
to embrace his invitation to “call often’’ in crit- 
icising liis poetry rather than see the matter go 
bv default. Surely his gifts -l*lfald not loiter 
in abeyance for lack of encouraging words of 
mine. 

in launching his second ambitious attempt 
for “a record among the poets of Maine’’ the 
“Professor” is less kind than formerly, in that 
his poetical venture breasts the waves of pub- 
lic opinion without the advantage of repetition 
in pro.-e.

A Tower of Ice. 
Instead of erecting the usual ice castle the St. 

Paul Carnival Association lias decided to put I 
up an ice tower Jot) feet in diameter and 2.‘>0 j 
feet high, tapering from the base to the pinna- | 
cle.
