Instead of letting the little creature suck its 
list and grow tat. it is jumped and danced and 
seesawed, contused with unmeaning soumhj, 
bewildered by unceasing gabble. It is made 
to know its “own papa and mamma” before 
Us knows there are such things as papas and 
mammas. It is made to repeat like a parrot 
names to wjjicb it can attach no sense or 

meaning, and pick the eyes, nose, mouth and 
other features out ot every visitor’s head Tbo 
English method of placing very young chil- 
dren in the hands of experienced nurses, and 
making them responsible, is much better. 
TLe nervous activity of the mother would 
then cease to irritate, and only act as au oc- 
casional stimulus. The child would be sub- 
ject to less excitement, less indulgence, more 
regular and bi-altby habits. The Iraiued 
mechanism of the nurse, which admits of lit- 
tle outward manifestation of feeling, sur- 
rounds her charge with just the quiel, un- 
eventful atmosphere in which a baby best 
grows and thrives. A large airy nursery at 
the top ot the house; a good, clean, whole- 
some Belgian, Swiss or Swedish woman to 
take charge of it; breakfisis of oatmeal por- 
ridge and milk; dinners of roast or boiled beef 
or mutton and rice pudding; tea of brvad and 
butter, milk and fruit, and no candy or 
“pieces” between meals; lides with mamma 
and visits at bed time;—this is tbe reutiue 
which American children need, and which 
they must have,to counteract tbe uufortunate 
tendencies which so many inherit from their 
parents, and which are aggravated by shar- 
ing their bad habits, their late dinners, and 
tbe stimulating pressure of their constant 
society. 

The New Combustible.—We stated, 
sajs Gali'jnani's Messenger, a short time ago, 
that a Belgian peasant had made the extraor- 

dinary discovery that earth, coal, and soda 
mixed up together would bum as well and 
better than any other combustible, and the 
fact has since been proved beyond a doubt. 
Tbe way in which he found this out is curi- 
ous. He had been scraping tbe floor of his 
cellar with a shovel in order to bring all the 
bits ol coal lying about into a heap, which, 
mixed as it was, with earth and other impur- 
ities, he put into his stove. To his astonish- 
ment be found that this accidental compound 
burnt better instead of worse than he ex- 

pected, thd emitted much greater heat. Be- 
ing an intelligent man, he endeavoied to dis- 
cover the cause, and found that a great deal 
of soda, probably t: e remnant of tbe last 
wash, lay about on tbe floor of the cellar, 
and that some of it must have got Into bis 
heap. He then made a few experiments, 
and at length improved his compound 
sufficiently to render it practical. The 
publicity given in Belgium to this dis- 
covery caused trials to be made 
everywhere, and it has now been as- 
certained that three parts of the earth and 
one of co}l dust, watered with a concentra- 
ted solution of soda, will bum well and emit 
great heat. Many Parisian papers talked of 
it, but only one—the Monitevr—went so lar 
as to make the experiment at its printing 
office. A certain 'quantity of friable ami 
slightly sandy earth was mixed with the 
quantum of coal dust prescribed; tbe two in- 
gredients were well incorporated with each 
other, and then made into a paste with tbe 
solution above mentioned. The fire-place of 
one ot the boilers had previously been lighted 
with coal, and the fire was kept up with 
shovelfuls of tbe mixture. Tbe latter in ■ 
few seconds was transformed IdIo a dry, 
brown crust, which soon after became red* 
hot, and then burned brightly, but witboill 
being very rapidly consumed. Tbe tact of 
tbe combustion is therefore well ascertained} 
but before the system can be universally 
adopted there are some important points d 
be considered, such as (be calorific power oi 
tbe mixtuie compared with that of purv 
coal, its price, and above ail, a emedy fin the 
great drawback attaching to it, its fouling 
the fire-grate considerably. 

The Man Millluer of Paris. 
Mr. Worth is a native of Lincolnshire, Eng- 

land. His lather was a lawyer. Upon some 
of the windows of the Suresnes Chateau is 
engraved the escutcheon ol the family, whlcli 
some of the French facetiously interpret as

found employment as a cutter in the maison 
de modes Gagelin, and the lady whom be bail 
once fal'4n in love with and soon married, 
was also employed there in ihe capacity ot 
demoiselle de mayasin. It ivas in this bouse, 
at tbe time of their marriage, that they be 
gau to .vork on their own account, and found- 
ed the establishment which has sit.ee becomo 
world renowned. The workshops (ateliers) 
are immense in size and number. Each has 
its specialty—one for the corsage, one for ju- 
pons, another for trimming, &c. About a 
thousand work people are employed in tint 
making of robes and costumes. Tbe model* 
of new designs are first made in muslin, t't 
mote the effect, and everything that goes out 
of the shop is fashioned under tbe superin-, 
tendence of Mr. Worth. His activity is in* 
defatigable Often win n a dress is finished 
which fails to please him, he has it taken !• 
pieces and remade.—Paris Correspondent of 
Harper’s Bazaar.

History to be Remembered. 
The history of the Credit Mobilier is not 

so very important, were it not that there is a 
constant danger ot its repeating itself in the 
cases of the Southern Pacific, Northern Pa- 
cific and other railroad and canal schemes 
in various parts ot the country. At present 
Congress shows no disposition to aid any ol 
these persistent beggars for the aid of the 

Government, but there may be a change not 
for the better. 

The project for a Pacific Railroad has been 
cherished ever since California became an im- 
portant state and the resources oi the Pacific 
coast were realized. During the war, Con- 
gress recognized the necessity of such a read 
by chartering the “Union Pacific Railroad” 
yitb 3 land grant of twenty square miles to 
every tunning mile of road and a further loan 
of $18,000 a mile through the level of the 
prairie*, and from $32,000 to $48,000 a mile 
for the more difficult poitions. By the char- 
ter, the Government offered tbe Pacific Rail 
road a loan of 860,000,000 and a grant ol 

twenty million acres of land worth $50,000,- 
000 as a minimum price but at the actual sel 
ling price nearer $100,000,000. This bill was 

not rich enough in its promises t., allure cap- 
italists to subscribe stock. Consequently 
Tliaddeus Stevens introduced a hill in 1864, 
author zing the company to issue its bonds to 
the same amount as the Government which 
were to be first mortgage making the nation- 
al loan a second mortgage. Upon this last 
assurance a company was organized and two 
millions of stock subscribed of which ten per 
cent was paid in. In short the available cap- 
ital of tbe road which was ultimately to cost 
over *50,000,000. was but *218,000 and thal 
was the entire amount of money ever expend- 
ed by individual stockholders for the road. 

Mr. Oakes Ames and the few gentlemen a- 
socialed with him early saw that the Govern 
ment was offering much more than was sut' 
ficient to build the toad. Their purpose wa.- 
not ouly to build the road but to appropriate 
the *50,000,000 lying about loose for some 

body to pocket. These gentlemen had ascer. 
tained by the estimates of the best engi- 
neers that the first one hundred miles could 
be built for *30,000 a mile for which the Gov- 
ernment had actually offered *32,000 a mile 
and that which the Government was offering 
$64,000 to *96,000 per mile, could be built at 
a cost not exceeding $40,000 or $50,000 a 
mile with the land grant thrown in 1 

Now the principal question to these man 
agen was: “How can we transterthis excess 
of values over the cost of construction from 
the national treasury to our private purses ?” 
The result of this inquiry led the manipula 
tor* to form a corporation of a different name 
hut owned by the same parties who should 
build the road. This corporation should re- 
ceive all the vast profits! and divide them 
amoug the itockholders who were also stock- 
holders in the Union Pacific but who could 
not legally receive them. It was a good plan, 
for if Congress should ever ask these stock- 
holders what had become of is millions they 
could say: "We paid them all to the Credit 
Mobilier for.work that corporation did for 
us.1 The Credit Mobilier being organized 
urder the laws of Pennsylvania, could as- 
sert the ddctrine of State rights and Stat 
protection and say to Congress: “We have 
the money: what are you going to do about 
ft?” 

The corporation the manipulators used for 
this purpose was first chartered as the 
“Pennsylvania Fiscal Agency” but was a 
moribund concern for which they paid $26,. 
645 and re-christened it. “The Credit Mc- 
bilier of America.’ The stockholders of the 
Union Pacific now subscribed for the same 

amount of stoefc in the Credit Mobilier. 
Among the leadjpg stockholders were T. C 

Durant, O'iver ATnes, Oakes Ames, Samuel 
Hooper and H. S. McComb. 

The first step of the stockholders of the 
Credit Mobilier was to make tbe right kirn' 
ot a contract with the Pacific Kailroad Com- 
pany. Accordingly Mr. Durant, vice presi 
dent of the road brought forward a Mi. 
Hoxie who proposed to build and equip one 

hundred miles ot the road for two million 
dollars; but Hoxie's contract contained a 

promise that when requested, he should as- 

sign the same to Durant who was president 
of the Ciedit Mobilier, which in fact he did 
within sixty days. This contract was ex 
tended so as to cover 246 miles of the road. 
But by this extended contract Hoxie agree'1 
to expend over $12,000,000 and at the same 
time take one million dollars of Pacific slock. 
Tbe result was that this contract cost th< 
road in stock and bonds $12,974,416.24; ii 
cost the Credit Mobilier $7,806,183.33, the 
odd five millions going into the bands of the 
stockholders of this last corporation. 

By this time money began to be scarce and 
it became necessary fcr the stockholders ol 
the Credit Mobilier to advance lunds to carry 
on their great enterprise. A meeting of the 
stockholders was held and it was agreed to 
iucrease the stock fifty per cent and also to 
induce the old stockholders to increase tbeii 
subscriptions, it be ng agreed that each stock- 
holder paying $1000 into the Ciedit Mobilie' 
treasury should receive $1000 of Credit Mo 
bilier stock and $1000 of Pacific bonds. The 
patriots came up nobly under Ibis generous 
offer made by themselves to themselves. 

X he first 246 miles being well under way, Mr. Durant contracted with one Boomer l< 
construct 150 miles more for $20,000 per mil. 
exclusive of bridges. This contract was n«v 
er legally ratified but B -omer built 58 miles 
of road under it. To convert this cost into 
profit, the Board of Directors extended the 
Hoxie contract at $50,000 a mile over th 
Boomer contract, already built at $27,500 a 

mile, thus presenting the Credit Mobilier $1, 
104.000 for work it had not done, but which 
had been done by Boomer for which he was 
paid. Here was $6,000,000 profit to the Cred- 
it Mobiiier under the elastic Hoxie contract 
which at first contemplated but one hundred 
miles ot road but extended to 396 miles. 

Mr. Williams of Massachusetts, now a mem 
her of Congress, was the next contractor; h. 
also agreed to assign his contract to the Credit 
Mobilier as soon as executed. Under this 
contract 267 miles of road was to be construct 
ed at $50,000 a mile, of which 98 miles wer. 
already built and paid lor. In this business 
this gift of so many miles was only a trifle 
but it took $2,500,000 from the Union Pacific 
Railroad and transferred it to the Credit Mo 
biler stockholders. 

The next contract—the largest and most 
profitable ever confided to one man, is known 
as the Oakes Ames contract and was drawn 
by Gen. Butler. The contract began at the 
huudrelh meridian and extended westward 
667 miles for which 'he railroad was to pay 
$47,915,000, Of this 667 miles, 138 had al- 
ready been built and paid for. It was, how- 
ever, generously included in Mr. Ames’ con- 
tract, and the much swindled Pacific contrib 
uted $5,500,000 to him for no return. The

In view of these facts, it is no wonder that 

Credit Mobilier stock rose rapidly in the es- | 
timation of capitalists and that it was soon 

announced that none was to be had. Xo won- 

der that dividends were declared to the am- 

ount of 545 per cent, on the capital stock in 

one year! It was bad for them that the 

members of this corporation quarrelled about 
the division of their plunder as many of 
these gentlemen’s names might have been 
handed down to posterity as public benefac- 
tors. It is well for the country that they 
did quarrel, for without this fearful warning, 
Congress might he led to aid the schemes 
which are at present being urged npon it and 
the treasury thereby rendered baukrupt. 

The !nside of the operation of the Central 
Pacific Railroad construction has not yet 
been brought to light. It is said, however, 
tiiat the Union Pacific transaction is honor- 
able in comparison. If this is true, the 
blackest page of scoundrelism is yet to be 
written. 

It is just to say that the figures in this ar- 

ticle are from an exhaustive paper in Scrib- 
ner’s Monthly on the Credit Mobilier.

Women on School Committees.—The mi 

jority of the Committee on Education in the 
'Jonsti'utional Convention of Ohio have report- 
ed a provision making women over twenty-one 
years of age eligible to any office under the 
School laws of that State. The Cleveland Her- 
at1 is enthusiastically in favor of the change. 
It says: “The convention should adopt it. The 
movement for giving women a fair share in the 
government of the school system, as they have 
to bear nearly all the burden of its execution in 
detail, is spreading over the States. Ohio 
should not lag behind. There is no sense in 
tbe idea that women are the most competent 
to train children in the family and make tbe 
best teachers in tbe schoolroom, but are not fit 
to sit in tbe body that frames tbe system of ed- 
ucation and makes tbe rulesforthe government 
of schools. Tbe absurdity of the present system 
is shown in the fact that Boards of Education 
now frequently are made up of men who have 
no practical acquaintance with the science of 
education, some of wbom have never beeu in- 
side a public school as t vac her or pupil before 
sitting in tbe board, aud most of wbom have 
no children in tbe public schools, while the 
most judicious mother, the most efficient wom- 
tu teacher, or the woman of large experience 
tud riper judgment in matters of education is 
excluded from a seat in tbe hoard solely be- 
cause she is a woman.” 

The Centennial. — Hon. C. P. Kimball, 
who has jnst returned from Washington, says 
that tbe Maine delegation are favorable to the 
Centennial exhibition aud there is a general 
feeliog in Congress to make the occasion 
worthy of tbe nation. The expression of Mr. 
Adams of Massachusetts against the exhibition 
excites bitter comment on all sides.

at City Hail to-morrow. 

The Reception. 
Arrangements are nearly completed for the 

reception to Gov. Dingley tendered at City 
Hall this evening by tbe officers of the I irst 

Regiment, uuder the auspices of the Portland 

Light Infantry. The reception has every 

promise of being the most successful aud elab- 

orately gotteu up affair of the kind ever un- 

dertaken in the State. The following is the 

programme: 
Col. Mattocks and his staff will meet Gov. 

Dingley at Brunswick. The Governor will ar- 

rive on the 2.30 train, and will proceed at once 

to the Falmouth House, where rooms have 
been engaged for him and his suite. It has 
been thought best to dispense with the escort of 
the city militia companies. Gen. Chamberlaiu 
and staff will arrive in the six o’clock train and 
proceed at once to the Falmouth. 

At 8 the reception takes place in the hall. 
The liDe officers of the regiment will be drawn 
up in the rear of the hall, and Gov Dingley and 
staff, followed by Gen. Chamberlain and staff, 
will make their entree through Hie main en- 

trance and proceed at once to the place where 
the line officers are stationed. After the intro- 
ductions take place the guests take their places 
on the platform, where the address of welcome 
is made by Mayor Wescott, and responded to 
by Governor Dingley. The Governor and the 
Mayor occupy the centre of the platform, with 
Gen, Chamberlain and staff at the right, and 
Col. Mattocks and staff at the left. At the 
conclusion of the receptiou tbe officers retire to 
the dressing rooms to prepare for the grand 
march. Gov. Dingley and Mrs. Chamberlain 
head the march, followed by Gen. Chamber- 
lain and Mrs. Dingley. The bail then begins. 
At eleven o’clock a banquet will be served in 
the ante-room to the staffs of the Governor 
and General. 

The halt is very elaborately decorated with 
bunting and Rowers. Rands of red, white and 
blue sweep from the ceiling to tile galleries, 
while tbo windows and alcoves are buried in 
guidons. Upon tbe ends cf the stage are tents 
before which stand cannon and stacked musk- 
ets. The American eagle, two cf him in fact, 
keep watch aud ward over the scene. One 
ante-room, buried in bunting, is to serve for 
the Governor’s dressing room, while others will 
be devoted to the service of the gentlemen of 
the staffs. The decorations have been uuder 
the charge of Mr. George Drown, and reflect 
credit upon his taste and skill. 

Tbe following order has been issued by Col. 
Mattocks: 

The Governor and General Chamberlain,with 
their respective staffs, with the'r ladies, will be 
at t ie Falmouth Hotel at 8 o’clock Thursday 
evening, where carriages will be in waiting to 
take them to the ball. 

Officers will wear dress swords and white 
kids, with caps and plumes. During the grand 
march the caps will be carried upon the lett 
forearm. After the grand march swords and 
caps will be dispensed with. 

The end of the gallery over the ante-room en- 
trance will be occupied during the grand inarch 
by the ladies of officers participating in the re 
caption. 

The doors of the hall will be open at seven 
o’clock. 

County medical Society. 
The Cumberland County Medical Society held 

its monthly meeting at Rossini Hall, City 
Building, yesterday morning, Dr. Wi.liam Os 
good of North Yarmouth in the chair. 

The Secretary, Dr. C. O. Files, read letters 
from Senator Morrill and Representative Bur- 
leigh relative to the resolutions and memorial 
sent them in the matter of the bill to increase 
the efficiency of the medical department of the 
army, promising their careful consideration. 
The resolutions are given below. 

The Secretary reported that notices were sent 
every month to sixty resident physicians out- 
side the city. 

The committee to which was referred the 
matter of medical literature gave the names 
and subscription prices of several medical 
journals, but asked for a month’s further time 
to perfect a report. 

The "ommittee ou elixirs reported it inexpe- 
dient at present to publish the formulas furnish 
ed by the American J'harmae utical Associa- 
tion. 

Dr C. A. Ring of this city, was admitted a 

member of the Association. 
Dr. Webster read a paper on several cases of 

tousilities. A discussion followed, participated 
in quite generally In the course of the discus- 
sion it was stated, on the authority of an emi- 
nent aurist that nine-tenths of the cases of 
deafness can be traced to inflammation of the 
eustacben tube, of which enlargement of the 
tonsils is oue of the principal causes. The 
general opinion expressed was that excision is 
the only reliable remedy in the case of hyper- 
trophied tonsils. 

Dr. E. W. Brooks read a paper on hysterical 
hemiplegia, which was followed by a discuss- 
lull. 

There were about thirty members present. 
The Association will hereafter meet in Rossini 
Hall. 

The following are the resolutions in regard to 
promoting the efficiency of the medical depart- 
ment of the army: 

Resolved, That the Cumberland County 
Medical Society of the State of Maine do hear- 
tily concur with the American Medical Asso- 
ciation in their memorial to Congress in support 
of a bill to increase the efficiency of the Medi- 
cal Department of the army of the United 
States. 

That this Society holds it to be a simple act 
of justice that the honorable members of so 

important a branch of the service, men of great 
learning and excellence of character, should 
have the same relative rank and enjoy the 
same emoluments as members of the other 
staff corps of the army. 

That it be respectfully urged upon our mem- 
bers of Congress to use tbeir influence in sup- 
port of the bill iu question. 

That a copy of the above resolutions duly au- 

thenticated, together with a copy of the me- 
morial pamphlet be furnished to each member 
of Congress from our State. 

Resolved, Also, that a copy of these proceed- 
ings be furnished for publication to the medi- 
cal journals. 

Masonic Relief Association.—The Ma- 
sonic Relief Association held !ts monthly meet- 
ing last evening. Several new members were 

elected, swelling the number to 113. The mat- 
ter of admitting members from any Lodge in 
the district was discussed, and judged to be ad 
visable. As there are 1,615 Masons in good 
standing in the 17th district, a good basis for 
membership will be afforded. 

The following is a synopsis of the by-laws 
adopted: 

Any Master Mason in good standing, a mem- 

ber of any Masonic body of the 17th Masouic 
District of Maine, who is in good health, may 
make application for membership. Admission 
fees are: For M. Masons from 21 to 30 years, 
inclusive. $2; 31 to 40, $3; 41 to 50. $5; 51 to 50, 
$8; of 60 years and upwards, $12. The by- 
laws provide that .app’icatioo for membership 
cannot lie received from Masons sixty years of 
age and upwards; but by a unanimous vote, tlie 
restriction is suspended till the atfnual meeting 
of Dec-niber, 1874. Each member shall pay 
annually for four years, the sum which be paid 
when he became a member, and one dollar and 
ten cents upon the death of a member. 

The admission fee being continued for four 
years after a Master Mason has become a mem- 

ber of tbe Association is for the purpose of es- 

tablishing a permanent fund, so that on tbe 
death of a member, his heirs, or the person 
named to receive the benefit, shall be paid as 
many dollars as there were members of the As- 
sociation at and time during the membership 
of the deceased.

Augusta, Feb. 27. 
The State Prison. 

The State Prison Committee have been in 
session this afternoon and evening. So far no 

case has been made out. What will be 
brought out further remains. 

The Knox Sheriff. 
Hon. Joseph Farwell aud G. O. Payson ap- 

peared to-day before the Governor for the com 

plainants in the case of the Knox County 
Sheriff, and Hon. C. W. Goddard and D. N. 
Mortland for the sheriff. Mr. Farwell said the 
friends of temperance only asked the Sheriff 
to do bis duty and would withdraw their com- 

plaint if he assured them that this should be 
done. It appeared that February 11th certain 
citizens asked the Sheriff to enforce the law 

against several places known to the petition- 
ers to be dram shops, and that th 3 Sheriff 
asked the Municipal Judge to make out war- 

rants and since had not done anything. Mess. 
Goddard and Mortland alleged that at every 
term of the court the Sheriff had prosecuted 
rum sellers, that after receiviug the request 
alluded to he intended to proceed and search 
the places but finding that the keepers of the 
same had obtained knowledge of a proposed 
seizure, he suspended action; that ten days 
hence the March term of the Supreme Court 
for Knox County would be held and that the 
Sheriff enforcement law gave Sheriffs a dis- 
cretion between proceeding by complaint and 
warrant, or by furnishing the County Attorney 
with names of witnesses for purposes of au in- 
dictment and that when the time arrived there 
would be no reason for complaint. The con- 

st' uction of the law was referred to the Attor- 
ney Ge ueral. 

The general impression among the lawyers 
here in relatiou to the Knox county sheriff case 

is that since the grand jury will be in session 
within ten days the sheriff was in the exercise 
of a sound discretion in electing to proceed by 
indictment rather than by complaint. 

Ways aud Means Committee. 
The Committee on Ways aud Means will re- 

port a bill to tax the stock of railroad compa- 
nies on the actual value one per cent., to be de- 
termined by the Governor and Council,exempt- 
ing property taxed by municipalities.

The 
brakemen struck aud demanded the restora 
tiou of the removed men and an increase of 
wages to $2 per day. Ten large freight trains 
were detained by the strikers yesterday at 
Hornellsville, but the passenger treins were al- 
lowed to come through till afternoon, since 
when the strikers have stooped them. Tbev 
smashed the brakes, thus rendering the car* 
useless, owing to the steep grades. The pas- 
senger train of some twelve cars which should 
have leitHomfllsville at 6.35 this morning, the 
strikers rinsed to allow to leave, but they did 
not detain the mail car. One box car was al- 
lowed to come through because it had a corpse 
on board. Hundreds of passengers are detain- 
ed at Hornellsville, the strikers being deter- 
mined not to allow any passengers to go over 
the road. Tbo brakemen have also struck 
near Susquehanna. The Superintendent is to 
have an interview with the strikers at Hornells- 
ville to-day,

Gamb 
ling was worse than intemperance. The ex- 

eravagance of the female sex in matters of 
dress was a great evil and had ruined many 
families. How many clerks had been induced 
to rob thair employers, or bauk officers lo be- 
come defaulters in order to satisfy the love for 
dress. ludigestion made a mau sour and uu- 
sociahle, and Congress might inquire into the 
cause of this, or go on with the inquiries until 
it should be found oat what effects the con- 

sumption of hat so a had upon society, and es- 
tablish a bureau of health and public morals. 
He did not desire to be understood as trifling 
with the temperance principle. To a certaiu 
extent he was a temperauce mau and nothing 
was more disgusting to him than a drunk 'n 

man, unless it be a drunken woman. Nothing 
could be more loathsome than a hun.au beiDg 
degrading himself to the level of a beast. He 
thought the movement, of which this bill 
formed a part, was misdirected zeal, and the 
gentemen favoring it were taking hold of the 
wrong end of the subject. Human nature was 
so constituted that it needed relaxation and 
could not be pm down. The severest remedy 
was not the forcible suppression of any indul 
geuce, not morally wring, when used moder- 
ately, but the substituted of better pleasures 
for bad onas. He believed if social enjoyments 
were introduced among the people a whol 'some 
social reform would be achieved and a lasting 
benefit be conferred upon society. He doubted 
the propriety of the legislation proposed by 
this bill, and would therefore vote against it. 

Mr. Buckingham said he favored the passage 
of the bill. The subject had agitated the miud 
of philanthropic people for years, and every ef- 
fort had been made to stop the sale and traffic 
in liquors. The evil effects of this traffic bad 
been felt in nearly every family throughout the 
land. 

The morning hour expired and the Chair an- 
nounced that the bill would he laid over. 

Mr. Cameran gave notice he would to-mor- 
row call up the House bill in relation to the 
Centennial Exhibition. 

Mr. Sargent said the centennial bill might involve large appropriations before the Senate 
should .jet through-with it. and he therefore 
would oppose its consideration before the reg 
ular appropriation bills. 

.Mr. Sumner suggested to the Senator from 
Pennsylvania that he let his centennial bill 
take its chance among other bills, after the fi- 
nancial IS disposed of.

rency to $400,000,000. 

A long debate followed during which several 
Senators re-told their oft told story,but nothing 
startling or new was uttered. Mr. Sherman,

After a personal passage between Messrs. 
Schurz aud Morton, during which both were 
called to order, and at the close of which both 
proclaimed their mutual regard, the question 
went over. 

The chair laid before the Senate a message 
from the President in regard to the centennial 
exhibition.

Referred to 
the Committee of the Whole. 

Mr. E. R Hoar, from the Committee on 
Foreign Affairs, reported a bill to carry into 
execution the provisions of the 14th amend- 
ment tottlie Constitution concerning citizen- 
ship and define certain rights of United States 
citizens in foreign countries, and eertaio duties 
of diplomatic and consular officers. The bill 
not being completely matured was recommit 
ted. 

Mr. Bundy, from the Committee on Public

Mr. Small of N. H presented the resolution of the New Hampshire Press Association for restoration of the law allowing weekly news-

the abuses of the franking privilege.

A member—What colleague? 
Mr. Butler—Mr. Dawe; he is the only ons of 

my colleague that makes remarkable speeches. 
The others are good; his are remarkable. (Here 
tbe clerk read an extract trom Mr. Dawes 
speech as to the increase in post office expendi- 
tures. ) 

Mr. Butler went on to state that the amount 
annually paid on letter postage was over $20,- 
000 000 and only a little over $1,000,000 on news- 

papers. and yet Congress was called upon to re- 
lieve the uewspapers of the burden. He con- 
trasted tne great abuse of the franking speeches 
and documents on the approach of the Presi- 
dential elections with greater abuse of loading 
mails with newspape s, a large portion of 
which consisted of advertisements of no inter- 
est outside the place where published. He 
knew the newspaper was a great educator. No 
man had an idea how great an educator it was 
and how it is educated. They heard now of 
murder, robbery, arson, rape, larceny and 
counterfeiting all over the country, and why? 
Because of newspapers. They published every 
detail of how murder has been and may be 
committed; how counterfeiting can be practic- 
ed; bow banks are brok n open; how safes are 
robbed. A man with an insane delusion about 
murder was taught how murder can be done 
safely. Tbe last words and dying speech of a 
murder was transmitted as preeions informs 
tioo. If there was a case In court where pruri 
ent details must come out for the purpose of 
justice, which ough to be heard in sileuce, and 
where in ihe English courts women and chil- 
dren were ordered to withdraw, they were all 
spread out in tbe uewspapers in the most sick- 
ening and disgusting details, and yet these pa- 
pers were to be sent free ihrough the mails to 
the people to corrupt them. He was opposed 
to tbe bill end had conscientious scruples 

against making free the means of delivery. The 
great crimiual lawyer continued at length iu 
this pious strain. 
At the close of Mr. Butler's remarks. Mr. 

Packer of Peun., who has ebargeof tbe bill, de 
mamled tbe previous question refusing to ad- 
mit any amendments except the substitute of- 
ferredby.Mr. Hale of N Y, to repeal the law 
law which abolishes the franking privilege.

THE LAKE HURON DISASTER. 

Resents nf a Large Portion of the 

Party. 

The Remainder Beyond Reach 

of Help. 

Bay City, Micb., Feb. 24.—The ice which 
drifted away yesterday moruing separated into 
several sections and drifted in diff-rent direc- 
tions. That which bore the greater number of 
persons swung to the east shore and all on it, 
estimated at 200, escaped. About 5 p. m., Ar- 
thur Stevenson ar.ived from the scene. He was 
on tbe middie field, which drifted northeast un- 
til it struck the main body of ice some distance 
from the east shore. This morniug Stevenson 
and a party of seven started for the land. They 
unhitched their horse and compelled him to 
jump from one cake to another, the men draw- 
tbe sleigh after them. After traveling five or 
six miles, their hazardous journey was com- 
pleted. It was supposed on shore that this par- 
ty had petiahed. As far as Stevenson anew all 
tbe men on tne ice were off safely, hut a report 
froinlthe west shore of the bay says a few men 
and huts can be seen on the ice wnich is badly 
brokeu up between them and the shore. The 
two men, Smith and Pnurrier, reported drown- 
ed yesterday are safe. It was at one time sup- 
posed that they and many others were drown- 
ed, but as far as known, with the exception of 
those on the west shore, all have escaped. 

JAIL BREARING. 

Oaring Beleaac of a Prisoner by Hi*

Newcastle,Del. Feb. 25 —About one o’clock 
this morning, Israel Ridings, night warden of 
the jail in this place, hearing a noise in the 
yard, opened the door, when he was imme- 
diately seized by a gang of a dozen men, who 
gagged and handcuffed him, tied his feet and 
threw him into a coal hole.

Big Frank is one of tbe party who were

In addition to Frazier, the bank burglar, 

Cantou, Hurlburt, Carter and Hope, each uu- 
der sentenee of ten years imprisonment, were 

rescued by the gang which overpowered tbe 
warden. The rescuers opened tbe cells by jack- 
screws, forcing open windows. There were 

twelve or fifteen engaged.
