CriNTox, Feb. 24.—Although Charles Beal
is held for trial for having put the poison in
the liquor that caused his father's death, yet
people in Clinton are not convinced of his
guilt, He had access to the barrel of liquor,
often helping himself to it when his father—
who did not wish him to drink—was away,
but others had like opportunities had they
wished to use them, for the cellar was often
visited by others, curtomers belog sometimes
permitted to go down and bring up what they
called for, and the liquor itself being perhaps
purchased in part for others,

Neither has the source of the polson yet
been learned, though inquiries have been
made, especially at Waterville and Fairfield.
The stomach and the poisoned liquor were
examined at Brunswick by Prof, Rebinson,
whose analysis only confirmed the opinions
of Drs. Tash and Brock, a large quantity of
stryvchnine being contained in the whiskey,
and the stomach showing the presence of the
same poison,

The sessions of the inguest were held with
closed doors, and the verdict was withheld
for twenty-four hours, Rumors of suspicions
of all sorts have been rife and have even been
given to the public through some of the pa-
pers, and yet, after a very searching exami-
nation on the part of the coroner and jury,
an examination prolonged through three
days, the evidence against the one suspected
is by no means decisive, although it was suf-
ficient to warrant his detention, and a more
thorough examination before the courts.

WILLIAM W . CORCORAN.

The Death of the Distinguished
Washington Banker.

WasumiNaron, Feb. 24.—W. W. Corcoran,
the philanthropist,died at his home in Wash-
ington. this morning, at 6.80 o’clock.

William W. Corcoran, the distinguished
banker, was born in Georgetown, then a Vir-
ginia town, in 1798, His father was an
Irish shoemaker, who emigrated to this
country and won for himself a good position
in the locality in whieh he settled, serving at
one time as mayor of Georgetown. His son
William began his business life as an em-
ploye in a dry goods store. Then he was
given a position in the bank, of which Gen.
John Mason, the father of Hon. James M.
Mason, was president. From this bank he
was transferred to the Branch Bank of the
United States in Washington. After the
suspension of the latter, Mr.Corcoran opened
a small banking house of his own, and a lit-
tle later formed a partnership with the sons
of Mr. Elisha Riggs, the elder Riggs, who
had a great respect for Mr, Corcoran, fur-
nishing most of the capital. Mr. Corcoran
retired from active business some thirty
years ago, the firm of Corcoran & Riggs be-
ing suceeeded by that of Riggs & Co. His
gifts to the public have all been magnificent
ones. The Corcoran Art Gallery is one of
the features of Washington. It is in a
building on the corner of Pennsylvania Av-
enue and Seventeenth street.  The building
is of the renaissance style, 104 feet by 1244,
and is constructed of brick, with trimmings
of Belleville freestone. With it Mr. Corco-
ran gave to the United States his own art
collection and an endowment of §000,000, the
interest of which is to be devoted to increas-
ing the value of the collection. Another
gift to the city is the original ten acres of
Oak Hill Cemetery, that were presented by
Mr. Corcoran. This cemetery is situated on
the Helghts, and for beauty of situation and
taste in adornment, challenges comparison

with any in the world. 1t has grown from 10
to 30 ul'l]‘fﬁli, and in it lie the remains of Chief
Justice Chase, Secreta tanton and other
distinguished dead. The Louise Home, on
Massachusetts Avenue, between Fifteenth
and Sixteenth streets, is another of Mr. Cor-
coran’s gifts. Itis ealled by the name of his
wife and daughter. It cost §200,000, and has
an endowiuent of l32!50.0'3'0

Whert the war of the rebellion broke out,
and Mr. Corcoran’s son-in-law, Mr. George
Eustis, went to France as Seeretary of Lega-
tion to John Slidell, he followed him. Sec-
retary Stanton was about to seize his Wash-
ington residence for hospital purposes; but
he was anticipated by the French Minister,
who hastily took possession and threw over
it the ul.llal"(,i of diplomatie proteetion.

of grain-fed horses properly composted is ex-
eellent ; commercial fertilizers should be used
to supplement the manures of the farm.

Jo varieties wear out? In general; yes.
In how long? That depends upon the treat-
ment. They may be continued & long time
with good management. But we would not
advise a grower to try for a second crop with
the same plants or grow two successive
years on the same ground.

The results of a crop depend much on
careful handling by the piekers. The green
hull with a short steam should never be de-
tached. An important point is that the

reen berries and foliage should never be

isturbed. It is best to excel in raising ber-
ries of large size and excellent qualuﬁ. In
an overstocked warket the Inferior berries
suffer most.

The Dog as a Soldier.
[Detroit Tribune.]

The ingenuity of the French and German
military autorities in utilizing every possible
means to make their fighting strength more
effective has led to the serlous discussion of
the valuable uses to which the dog may be
put in time of war.

The idea has been suggested, probably by the
uses of this valuable animal to the smugglers
that infest the border between the two couna-
tries. Thousands of them are trained to take
across the line by night packages of coffee,
tobaceo, lace and other valuables on which
there is a heavy duty. The dogs are a great
success. Very few of them are caught with
their contraband goods notwlthslandlngh the
fact that trained dogs are set to cateh them.
They will get aul!lelauu{hgu' over the line to
fall into the hands of ir waiting and
watching human confederates who can
reakily beat off their four-footed pursuers.
The faithful animals come in time to mani-
fest surprising Intelligence. They are used
in packs, all loaded in & way not to be too
cumbersome, and guarded by a few sguully
educated companions who carry no burdens
but seout for the others and pilot aud protect
them. The breed of these dogs is of a mon-
grel character in which the shepherd blood
predominates.

It is now proposed to make this sort of
service valuable in the army. Two dogs are
to be assigned to each company and huﬂl:‘l
the work of sentinels, orderlies and patro
They will be stationed at the outposts to do
picket duty, where their keen sight and seent
and quick hearing will detect the coming of
an enemy while still at a distance. The nat-
ural barking of the animal is to be un)i:pruu-
ed, and he 1s to learn to indicate his nowl-
edge of suspleion by low growls and even by
certain set movements of the body. Thus be
will avoid notifying the approaching foe of
the nearness of an outpost or of the discov-
ery he has made, while enabling prompt
communication to be made to the main bedy,
of which be is the vigilant sentinel.

In case of an advanee of the army In the
vicinity of wooded places or skirting ravines,
the dogs are to be taught to deploy as actlve,
swift-Tooted and effective skirmishers, beat-
ing up and uncovering a concealed enemy, If
any exists, and thus preventing a destructive
and perhaps fatal surprise. With dispatches
fastened to their collars, it is believed they
can be sent from one part of a regiment or
army to another, and where a short cut takes
them across swampy ground or small rivers,
they can quickly overcome the natural diffi-
eultles and so gain valuable time.

These suggestions are at once enrlous and
interesting, They are by no means impraec-
ticable when the great docllity and intelli-
gence of the dog are consldered. The horse,
one of man’'s noblest servants, has always
been his companion and ally in war, sharing
iti all his sufferings and powerfully aiding in
all his achlevements. And now the dog, an-
other faithful and affectionate friend, is to be
made the vietim of man's ambition, and re-
morselessly sacrified to further his blood
ends.

The
Toronto Globe begins a long assault on the
treaty with unqualified condemnation of ar-
ticle 15—the article which provides for free
importation of Canadinn fish in return for
commereial privileges for our fishermen in
Canadian ports. This article which is much
disliked by American fishe men, is also,
strange to say, the one against which the
Canadian Opposition directs its hottest fire.
“Thus the Amerieans,” declares the Globe,
the great Opposition organ, *by conceding
no more than free entry for fish sud oll, can
nequire, by treaty right, all that the Wash-
ington treaty gave them. But they paid $500,-
000 a year, according to the H. ifax arbitra.
tion, for what they can legally have for noth-
ing by the new treaty. It therefore distinctly
favors the United States to the extent of
half a million a year, if the ontcome be the
best possible for Canada.” Of all the arti-
cles previous to article 156 the Canadian Op-
position also take a very dismal view. The
Globe declares that the  Americans,
by thelr privileges, under the
previous articles, ' will be enabled *to
ship erews and to buy balt, ice, seines, lines
and other supplies and outfits illegally, but
at pleasure and with impunity,” and that,
“helng chartered to ‘touch and trade,” to
hover in Canadian waters, to fish in ‘interior
bays," to eome and go without let or hindrance
on the ‘stress of weather’ plea, and to buy
supplies for any trip they may describe as a
‘homeward voyage,’ they cannct be restrain-
ed from buying and fishing at will."” Ameri-
cans who bear in mind how little Canada has
surrendered of what she wanted to retain,
and how little we have got of what we want-
ed to obtain, will naturally wonder what
sort of a treaty the Canadian Opposition ex-
pected. What they really expected it is im-
possible to say. Very likely they do not
know themselves. But they liave pretended
to expect from the Commissioners a general
reciprocity treaty, by which not only fish but
all other Canadian product< would be ad-
mitted to the United States free of duty.

A False Cry.

Perhaps the most insincere, of many insin-
cere performances, on the part of the Demo-
cratie party of Portland, or more properly of
It« managers, 1s the effort being mwnde at this
time to make it appear that the present mu-
nicipal contest turns oa the que-tion of the
enforcement or non-enforcement of the pro-
hibitory law. The gentleman who rose in
the opera bouffe convention of Monday night
and offered a series of resolutions setting forth
a number of whereases and recommending
that tbe Democratic party subordinate ts
political interests to the moral welfare of the
people of Portland, gave the cue which
marked the beginning of this effort. In re-
sponse to his signal there was a great upris-
ingof Democratic delegates inside the hall
and a throng of men, the most of whom had
probably not spoken Neal Dow's name for
years but toexeerate it, began to shout lusti-
ly for the “father of prohibition.” Not one

of them was abeliever in the prohibitory
law, and very few of them cared a straw
whether it was enforced or not. But they
thought they saw a chance fo put the tem-
perance men of Portland, the most of whem
they knew to be Republicans, “in a hole.”
That idea was their Iinspiration. By
misrepresentation they trusted that they
could make it appear that the municipal con-
test was between the enforeement and non-
enforcement of the prolibitory law, and
thereby either conviet professing temperance
men of hypoerisy or eompel them to vole
for Gen. Neal Dow. Now this is the task
the Democrats have set thewselves about,
and this is their purpose, and all this snivel-
ling about how sad and sorrowful they feel
beeause lguor is still to be had in Portland
and men stiil get intoxicated is the bagest
sort of hypoerisy. Instead of being sad
when they hear of rumshops or see a drunken
man they are filled with glee, and a tale that
refleets upon the fair fame of thelr city they
roll asa sweet morsel under their tongues,
because it belps them to raise n false issue.
Did they confine themselves to stating the
fucts they would fail of their purpose: so
they set to work deliberately to falsify, and
the great wajority of the storles they sel
afloat are fabrications. Were they animated
by the siucere vurpose of promoting the
ecause of temperanee their performances
would admit of some extennation. Dut their
real motive is quite the reverse. They are
simply trying to delude the sincere tem-
perance men, We do not mean to implicate
all the Democrats of Portiand in ths triek-
ery, A good many of them have no fellow-
ship with it and unnsparingly denounce it
Its. instigators are a lot of small beer politi-
clans, who pride themselves on a certain low
kind of eunning which is their principal
stock in trade.

As mntter of fact no such issue as it is
sunght to raise exists, Mayor Chapwan s
quite ns consistent a temperance man as
Gen. Dow. He has not entirely suppressed
the dram shops, but neither did Mayor Dow,
The tales of drnukenness and disorder told
by the Argus during Mr. Dow’s administra-
tion were wore thrilling and quite as troe—
and guite as untrue too—as the stories told
by that same organ at the expense of Mayor
Chapman's sdministration.

CONCERNING BOOKS.

BY E. CAVAZZA.

This column seems a not inappropriate
place to say that it is greatly desirable that
every effort of the Longfellow Statue Asso-
ciation be cordially seconded by all those
who admire the literary art of the poet, and
gratefully listen te his verse as it interprets
and comforts the heart commoen to mankind,
Portland is vo be congratulated that it is her
right, her duty, her privilege to raise the
first statue to the man and poet whom the
world has delighted to honor. Our ecity can
reflect with pride that the *‘long, long
thoughts" of his youth, the ambitions and
dreams—springtime flowers which ripened
into so rich fruitage of the poet's art—were
nurtured with breath of her sea-breezes.
Whatever was added by study and by travel
to the power of Mr., Lopgfellow's genius—
itself was born with him in his Portland
home. And greatly he repaid the city of his
birth, in the best way given to man to honor
a parent—by his character and his work.
What an uplifting example for the youth
who may call themselves fellow-townsmen
of Mr. Longfellow is his life, of which the
loftiest poetry rose not higher than its source
in his daily action and thought. It is indeed
ths part of all our citizens to contribute ac-
cording to their opportunities toward the
erection of the statue which will be the tan-
gible expression of the love of Portland for
her poet; to interest themselves in some
way to participate in this act of homage to
his memory. Before the next summer’s fo-
liage be scattered from the boughs of Deer-
ing's Oaks, may the statue of the poet stand
in its place, at once a memorial and an in-
spiration!

Mr. Appleton Morgan, the President of the
New York Shakspeare Society, has just pub-
lished & volume entitled Shakspeare in Fact
and in Criticism, which instantly commends
itself by its rational system of comment,
clear good sense and fresh and lively views
of the problems presented by the life and
works of the great dramatist, Mr. Morgan’s
preface does the whole duty of a prologue:
it serves not merely to introduce the theme
and its treatment, puf also to set the key-
pote of the entire work and to prepare and
stimulate the miod of the reader to a state
of readiness to receive the arguments and
conclusions contained in its pages. Mr. Mo1-
gan’s quarrel with the esthetic school of
Shakspeare comment is not so much that it
reads into the dramas as much as it reads
out of them, finding all mnanner of subtleties
of which the poet probably never thought
—Dbut that this eriticism insists on creating a
figuie of Shakspeare from shreds and patehes
of non-conclusive evidence, which it claims
to extract from the plays. Those who be-
lieve in the ideals of art ana in its inspira-
tion will like Mr. Morgan’s admiring ques-
tions: **Why should not poets build better
than they know? What else is it that gives
what is ealled immortality to human work ?”
Since there 1s a spirit in man, it seems natn-
ral that it should receive direction and rein-
forcement from higher regions; that a great
mind, ordained for the help of fellow-men,
should not find its influence limited by its
own time and the relative conditions. Dante
is not less the master-mind of Italy to-day,
when his dream of ideal Ghibellinism is re-
alized, than when he stood alone in the
stormy confusion of his own century. And
Shakspeare is ns quick a mirror of humanity
now as in the days of Queen Elizabeth. But
because he was a great dramatist is the pre-
cise reason that it is impossible to construct
his biography from his writings. As Mr.
Morgan points out, if we are to admit one
passage as proof it is difficult .to deny any;
and we shall have presently an image of
Shakspeare murdering his brother-in-law
like Claudius; giving away his goods like
King Lear; alover like Romeo and a eynic
like Timon. Itls mo longer the question,
was Shakspeare hilmself or “the wisest,
greatest, meapest of mankind,” but whether
he was also the most miszellaneous, contra-
dictory, numerous and impossible. Mr. Mor
gun belleves Shakspeare to bave been a man
like another, influenced by his moods and his
surroundings; that *‘his works are forall
times that love him, but not for those that
do not; and that, great as he was and oceanie
as was his genius, we can read him all the
better becanse, after all, he was a man.” A
rapld and magnificent summing up of the
Shakspearian age is the pleturefor which Mr.
Morgan would have us look in the Plays,

not a portrait of the author; and he pro-
poses that this transcript of the era be stud-
led “standing upright on one’e feet: with the
finer glasses that moderns grind, and with
the eleetric light 1ather than the lantern and
the tallow dip, which, in every other field of
human research, have been finally relieved
from duty.” And yet, after all, it is human
nature, the personal equation,” as Mr. Mor-
gan calls it, which will always chiefly in-
terest the student of Shakspeare. Especial-
1y wholesome, and comfosting to those minds
unable to see systems of theology and mystie
raptures and all the camels and weasels and
whales that are beheld by the elect of es-
thetic eriticism upon the sennets of Shaks-
peare, is Mr. Morgan’s theory that they were
stray fragments, possibly not Shakspeare's
atall, but published under favor of his name,
according to the traditions of copyright—
even more loose than those of our own time.
Qertainly none but a wilfully blind enthusi-
ast could &laim that the sonnets are equal,
that they do not range from extreme beauty
of phrase to dryest commonplace. However,
no wood is too dead but a peg may be carved
of it to hang a theory oran allegory there-
upon. Mr. Morgan considers the teelmical
references to medicine and law which are
found in the Plays, and his comments upon
the case of Shylock are very original and
witty. The substance of this eelebrated canse
he finds closely paralleled in a lawsuit of the
times of Shakspeare (Hales vs. Petit: Plow-
den’s Reports). But his view of Portia is
extremely eomie and ingenious, it must be
snid, leavine it to legal intelligences to judge
how far Mr. Morgan's witty argument may
be cousidered valid. Ie sums up the whole
course of proceedings in adocument sup-
posed to be Shylock's Appeal hefore the
High Court of Appeal of United Italy, where-
in at this Jate day Judge Bonfati reports
more favorably to the Jew. Portia is madeto
appear the very type of the illogical,
emotional and officions iittle woman, who in
our day claims that man shall accord her a
vote and also his own seat in the horsecar.
‘Were the erudite dames of the University of
Bologna, that taught classes in Canon Law,
Maddalena Duonsignori and Bitisia Goz-
zadini, and Novella Andrea with a veil over
her too beautiful face, as happy in the
schools as at home? But thisis to digress,
while Bonfati, C. J. pronounces a new judg-
ment and withers up Portin, who even
to a non-legal observer, might seem
to have constituted bhersell lawyer, jury
and judge, and only to be prevented
by some caprice of her own from
acting as headsman to the unlucky Jew.
Mr. Morgan's essay is so immensely clever,
so neatly fitted to its purpose which isto
prove that, on the testimony of the Plays
alone, it is not possible to decide thet Shak-
speare had any special knowledge of law;
that it is not easy to know how much allow-
ance must be made for the adherence to the
old Italian story upon which the Merchant
of Venice was founded. A certain denoue-
ment of the drama was to be reached, and by
means which should be effective and hold
the attention of the audience. Portia and
her rulings have been aceepted by erities up
to the present time, with the exception of a

few essayists who, for sake of paradox, have

wished to plead in defense of Shylock. A
theatre andlence is not eritical of technical
points. Hamlet's father may die of poison
poured into the ear, and Portia assume what
authority she please, and the house will not
object. And when the womanly advocate
defines the quality of Merey, her sins against
realism are forgotten and forgiven. Itis,
moreover, no use to quarrel with Shakspeare
in behalf of faects. So much the worse for
the facts if they are on the track of his en-
gine. Mr. Morgan Is also well worth hear-
ing as concerns Lord Hamlet; he considers
most ably, from the view of practical theatre
business, the growth of a Shakspearian play;
discusses Queen Elizabeth's order for a com-
edy in which Falstaff should appear asa
lover; notes the recult of researches as to
any descendants of Shakspeare, living in
America; and explodes some very effective

bombs against the Dononelly and Prior |

ciphers and Mr. Furnival's verse test.
Original, learned, witty and courteous of
manner, this volume of Shakspearian com-
ment dessrves attention and popularity.
(New York: William Evarts Benjawin;
Portland: Loring, Short & Harmon.)

Life and Labor is the serious and suggest-
ive titleof anew volume by Dr. Samuel
Smiles, which contains chapters written in
his foreible, attractive and judicious style,
full of aneedotes and examples to enforee his
points of doetrine. The ocenpations and char-
acter of the true man and gentleman ; the hal-
its of industry of great musicians, soldiers,
travellers, authors, ete. ; the season of men-
tal dévelopment, the precocious and the Jate-
blooming genius, heredity of talent, over-
work and its physical dangers, comparison
of rural and city life, of the married and sin-
gle state as factors in literary and artistic
work, and a chapter upon the best thoughts
and scenes of the lives of eminent men form
the topies considered. The practical moral-
ity, excellent style and vigorous interest of
Dr. Smiles’s writings are well adapted to in-
fluence and please young men. Perhaps it
may notbe so generally known that the
works of the author of Self-Help, ete., are
exceedingly popular in Italy, and widely
read throughout the peninsula in a good
translation published at Milan. Their pure
morality and common sense is greatly liked
by young Italian men, who generally wish to
be neither superstitious nor skeptical and
{ind Dr. Smiles’s liberal theories and sound
precepts much to their taste. (New York:
Harper & DBrothers: Portland: Loring,
Short & Harmon.)

In the present period of fietion, it seems to
be a wholesome instinet which studies see-
tional types, carefully and minutely, Of the
story-tellers who confine themselves mostly
to a limited range of territory, Mr, Richard
Maiden Johnson is one of the best, and this
for various reasons. His present volume of
short stories, Mr. Absalom Billingslea and
Other Georgia Folk, shows his talent to ex-
cellent advantage and is an example of cer-
tain virtues—literary and ethical—which
may be poimted out for emulation to tellers
of tales. Mr, Walter Besant, who bas lately
compiled a decalogue for novelists, has de-
clared it a sin for an author to talk about his
personages. Perhaps Mr. Johnson has not for-
mulated this law ; but at all events, the actors
in his stories move and speak for themselves,
and the illusion, naturally, is preserved
unbroken. Itis possible that some readers
may find the Georgia dialect a little wearl-
some and reported too much at length; but
this curions speech is worth a little trouble
since it is expressive, and moreover, so dear
to the people that many of them—the men
especinlly, says Mr. Johnson—prefer the
homely tongue to the more correct English
which they are able to speak. The style of
the stories is rapild and picturesque, free
from aflfectation ; and the scenery and minor
characters are well kept in their place with a
firm hand guided by true dramatie sentiment.
These literary qualities are supported by a
sincere and unobtrusive ethical feeling. Mr.
Johnson shows the people of middle Georgia,
at a period a generation ago, in the midst of
their simple life and Interests, but every-
where these stories reach true dignity in the
honor, the seif-sacrifice, the tender affection
of the personages who are described. Mr.
Johnson has nothing of the condescension,
of the impertinent serutiny of a type which
is the cause of mnuch of the ineffectiveness of
realistic work. iie has an honest liking and
sympathy for the class of peopls which he
depicts, and ensures for them and for him-
self the esteem of the reader. His comie
veln is rich and not overworked, his pathos
is gennine; aud he deserves to be ranked
among the foremost of the many successful
writers of American short stories. New
York: Harper & Brothers; Portland: Lor-
ing, Short & Harmon.)

Etowah, by Francis Fontaine is also a vol-
ume of Southern fiction ; but its evident good
intention is quite marred by the secessionist
belief of the author. Writing as an ex-rebel,
he probably endeavored to be as liberal as he
eould; and allows a share of virtues and
finally the hand of the heroine to a Federal
hero. It is not however, & book that will
please Northern readers; and its literary
style is in the turgid manner of the Southern
“chivalry.” (Atlanta: Georgia.)

. Professor William J. Rolfe has a natural
inatinet of literary benevolence. He contin-
ually finds some good thing to do, and does
it in a way to effect the most good. His con-
veaient edition of Shakspears’s Plays put
them in the reach of all readers, and in vol-

Canadian Money.

There is much talk in Northern New Eng-
land at this time as to the liability of the
national banks for violating the law by pay-
ing out Canadian bills. Congressman Me-
Kinney of New Hampshire, writes to the
Manchester Union t hat he has had oceasion
to interview the commissioner of internal
revenue, at the request of one of the Man-
chester banks, with reference to the agpllca-
tion of the law providing for the taxation of
Canadian bank bills. e commissioner as-
sured bim that where banks receive Cana-
dian money on deposit, and return it to Can-
ada for redemption, they shall not be con-
sidared as circulating it, and will not be lia-
blsﬁ a tax; but where they pay it out to de-
positors, or in the ordinary course of busi-
ness, or send it to a broker for exehange,
they will be ligble to the 10 per cent. tax.
I'his explanation, coming directly from the
commissioner, whose recent decision has
awaked widespread discussion, would seem
to afford a clear and definite settlement of
the question.
