LEWISTON POLITICS.

Some Peculiar Democratic Methods
in a Warm Municipal Campaign.

[Special to the Press,]

Lewisron, Feb. 25.—Novel instructions
have just been issued to the Demosratic al-
dermen by their political managers, which
if carried out, will cause unprecedented ex-
citement during next week’s revision of the
check-list.

MISERLY PETER BENNETT.
Scheming to Save WMoney Out of the
Reward He Promised.

[Special to the Press.]

BANGOR, Feb, 27.—There is prospect of a
warm contest between old Peter Bennett
and the officers who brought about the ar-
rest of Foster and Whitney, over the pay-
ment of the reward of $40c0 offered by Ben-
nett for the recovery of the money which he
lost, sald to be $352,000 atthetime. The
money has been found, and is mow in a safe
in Baogor, but the difficulty is that there is
only about £20,000, one-third less than the
sum alleged to have heen stolen. Now Ben-
nett will elaim that as his treasure is not all
returned he is nost holden to pay the re-
ward, or at least only a portion of it. The
officers will demand the whole, and it would
not be singular If litigation arose. By agree-
ment, it is stated, Sheriff Sylvester and A.
D. Horne, who made the arrest, and Sheriff
Brown of Bangor will share the reward, the
division of it being left to Judge Peters.

Loss of Life Narrowly Averted at a
Big Fire in Buffalo,

Burraro, N. Y., Feb. 28.—Another big
fire this morning caused the loss of nearly
half a million, It broke out at 2,45 o'clock
in the five story building 47 and 49 Exchange
street ocupied by Janes E. Curtiss, manu-
facturer of gloves and mittens, Barnett's
ticket office and the Bickford and Francis
Leather Company. ‘Uhe fire spread to the
frame building on'the West, No. 45, occupled
by Julius R. Fleischman, ticket broker, and
his family, and Henry Bawm, wife and six
children whose ;rooms were on the upper

floor. The Baums were with difficulty res-
cuvd. On the east, the fire took hold of the
Vanderbilt building, a four-story brick block
containing the offices of the Michigan Cen-
tral railroad. ‘Tha upper floors were occu-
pied by tenants and all had narrow escapes.
The Curtiss and Vanderbilt buildings fell
and the Washimgton building across the
street had a narrow escape. The total loss
wis $370,000.

CuicAGo, Feb. 26—The Chicago, Burling-
ton and Quincy engineers have orders to
strike this morning.

IN STAIN’S DEFENCE.

Picking Out Flaws in the Story of
Young Charles.

BaNGoR, Feb, 25.—At the coming in of the
court this morning the jurymen not on the
panel were axcused until next Wednesday.
Tne interest in the case of Stain and Crom-
well continues unabated, and the court room
was crowded as usual. )

MR. BRADBURY,

president of the Dexter Savings bank, was
recalled by the government this morning. He
stated that on the 25th of March, 1878, he had
printed and distributed a elrcular stating
that Mr, Barron had sacrificed his life to pro-
teet from robbery 81,172 which were in the
bank outside the safe and stalen; that a
monument should be erected in memory of
Mr. Barron; that £10,000 would remain after
Barron’s estate was settled. These state-
ments were true to the best of Witness's
knowledge at the time.

Counsel for the defence elicited from Mr,
Bradbury that the circular was issned with~
out the knowledge of the false accounts and
erasures which were not discovered until the
following November.

MRB. HAMILTON

was also recalled by the government. He
recognized the cireular sent ont a'ter Barron's
death. Tt was then believed that the state-
ments in it were correct, but they did not
prove so. The §10,000 included Barron’s life
insurance. Mr, Barron was supposed to be
financially sound.

Re-direct: There was a charge in Mr. Bar-
ron’s bank book under date of February 21,
1878, of a United States bond of the value of
$525. Witness had been unable to trace the
bond after the robbery or the person from
whom it was bought. Through the circular
$600 was raised for Barron’s family. Mr.
Barron kept a special deposit book whieh he
never included in the trial balance or the re-
turns to the bank examiner.

HENRY C. PARSONS.

The deposition of Henry €. Parsons, of
Dexter, was next introduced. He knew Mr.
Barron, and had a desk in the savings bank
room. and he was in the bank nearly all of
the afternoon of February 22, 1878, Leit
at25 minutes of 5. Mr. Barron seemed to be
gloomy and despondent for several days pre-
vious. There was no difference in Barron's
mental condition on the day of the tragedy-
A short time previous to his death he spoke
to Parsons about dying and wanted bim to
kuy his house. He stood in the window
baek to Parsons all the afternoon of the 22d.
Saw Mr. Barron tryingon a egulr of handcuffs
one or twice. Some one tried the bank door
that afternoon and witness heard persons

sing through the entry, as he thought, go-

ng into Masonie Hall.
JOSEPH EPRINGALL,
of Dexter, deposed: *“Iam a physician and
surgeon, and was called to attend Mr. Bar-
ron on the night of the tragedy.”@The first
thought that struck me on seeing him was
that he was dead drunk. He appeared to be
under the influence of some powerful nar-
cotie, and on consultation with another ph
sician 1 prescribed belladonna. On one side
of the head was a slight protuberance and
there were wounds that might have caused
Mr. Barron’s death. The was flushed
after death, which might have peen caused
by the narcotics or pressure of the brain.
Death might have been caused by the blow
ofa saudﬁuﬁ:en the head. The inner skull
might have been fractured with no appear-
ance of it on the exterior of the head.”
W. H. P, BEMAX'S

vitited Barron’s house early in the eveninglof
Barron’s death. Mrs. Barron came to the
door and appeared much worried about her
husband.”

1 was present when
Charles F. Stain visited his father there.
David Stain said to me, ‘that is my son,
and I have not seen him for more than five

ears.’"”
: Young Stain, it will be remembered, testi-
fied that he visited his father in 1881, who
then made a confession to him.

Cross examination—*1 swear positively
that David Stain made this statement to
me, Isaw Stain when Bell and Harvey
were tried.

OLIVER M. BLANCHARD,

of Gardiner, agent of the Kennebec Steam-
boat Company, in that city, was called. He
was agent in the months of July, August
and November, 1877, and he described the
manner of the delivery of teams coming on
the boat. Mr. Blanchard produced the ree-
ords of all the arrivals of horses and wheeied
vehicles at Gardiner on the steamer Star of
the East, during the months of July, August
and November, 1877, except for the trip of
July 14th. Witness, referring to the diary,
testified that the steamer sailed from the
Kennebec on her last trip for the season
of 1877, on Deec. 3, at 3 p. m. In the same
way he stated the time of the arrival of the
steamer at her wharf in Gardiner. On each
trip during these months, he never knew the
boat to arrive as early as 5 o'clock a. m.

“The prohibitory law has done a great deal
of good in the State and in the city, but last
night we counted sixty men and_fifteen boys
and girls go into one place. A girl eame out
with a tin pail in her hand, and lifting it to
her lips, drank, and not 75 feet away stood
an officer. We state what we know, what
we want is to close the g shops of our
city. We believe it possible to close them,
we believe that the local sale may be restrict-
ed very much more than it is.

Tallman, in which there was much said to
the discredit of our city: *“The, clergymen
considered It a duty to examine into the state
of affairs, and 50 some of us went aroud to
visit the hotels and there were no restraints
whatever in getting into the bars.

It was then further related that the
teacher had, afterward, explained that her
error in the assertion that every boy but one
zllows that he drinks, came from her misun-
deutandlnﬁlor the lntoxlcntin; attributes of
certain of the drinks named. Yet she states,
“It is quite evident that they drink some-
thing which impairs their intellectual ability,
many of them habitually.”

Mr. Bayley next touched upon the hotels
and the fact, as stated by the Mayor, that he
had been present at one of the hotels a short
time before and joined In a vote of thanks
to the E»oroprielors for thelr attentions. He
failed to remember that he had done so, and
sald, *“I consider the business of liquor sell-
I.:g disreputable anywhere."”

The speaker then that he wished to
make mention of the continbied sale of in-
toxicants in the city.

“Th.s certifies to the sale in the hotels of
liguor in bottles to be carried away just as
they do in the saloons. Absolute extirpa-
tion of the traflie cannot be reasonably ex-
pected. The eomplaint is against a great
sale that is apparently winked at by the au-
thorities. If the officers do not do their
duty, as it is evident they don't, WH are
they not compelled to? 1 am persuaded that
the root of the matter lies back of the offi-
cers. It lies in the municipal authorities. <Ill
believe that there is a practical understand-
ing between the saloon element of the teity
and our municipal authorities. We ought to
demand honesty of our officials.”

“EVERY MAN FOR HIMSELF.”

Captain Spear’s Order to His Crew
Saturday Night,

As Schooner Nellie Bowers Struek On
Richmond’s Island.

Four Sailors Suceeed in Making Their
Way to Land,

While the Officers Stick to Their Posts
and are Prowned.

Ono Unfortunate Seen by the Sailors
but Not Rescued.

—

The Vessel, Owned In Rockport, a
Total Loss.

The schooner Nellle Bowors, coal laden,
from New York, bound for Portland, was
wrecked at about 7 o’clock Saturday evening.
on the east point of Richmond Island.

Tho erew consisted of eight men, all told,
of which every officer, Captain Geo. Spear,
first and second mates, and the cook, were
drowned, and four seamen were saved.

The saved men say that in the thick snow
they made the whistling buoy off the Cape,
but did not recognize It, and a little later
made breakers off the Cape shore, but did
not know where they were. They tacked
ship, standing to the jwestward (wind south-
east), and again made breakers.

1t will be seen by this that they were be.
tween the west headland of the Cape and
Riehmond Island. Finding breakers on both
sides and under the lee, the anchors were let
go. She held on for several hours, during
which time the weather cleared up and they
saw the Cape lights and at once recognized
their perilous situation. The sea and
wind was quite as heavy as when the A. R.
Weeks was anchored in npearly the same
place. As nearly as can be told by the
men’s account, the vessel's chains parted at
7 o’clock when the captain exclaimed,* Every
man for Aimself!” 'The four seamén sprang
into the boat and pushed off, the ecaptain,
the two mates and cook stuck by the vessel.
There scued men say that ;the [captain once
called to them to come back, but that it was
too late. They could not get back. The
men in the boat landed all right in a cove on
the east side of the island, but the schoouer
struck on the east point some distance from
the shore, broke in two and soon went to
pieces. Only one of the unfortunates on the
schooner was seen after she broke up, and
he drifted near the shore on a plece of plank.
and why he was not rescued is nat fully ex-
plained.

Sometime before noon the next day, the
life-saving erew became aware that there
were ship-wrecked men on Richmond
Island. It being too rough to launch their
boat they proeured oxen and landed her to
the west side of the Cape, rowed to the
island and brought the four men to the life-
saving house. The men who escaped were
all foreigners.

The vessel was about 220 tons, belonged in
Rockport, Me., and was owned by Carlen
ton & Co.

Vessel and cargo is'a total loss, excepta
considerable quantity of copper and wreck-
age which the people are engaged In saving.

The true spirit and purpose of the Demo-

In liis eloquent oration on the “‘Politieal
Mission of Ameriea,” pronounced before the
Union League Club of Chicago on Washing_
tin's birthday, the Hon. Chawneey M, De,
pew took the ground that with the growth of
this Llepublic a change should be mwade in
the office of President. My, Depew thinks
that, as Congresses made up from larger and
more populous districts become more vague
acd distant from the people, the latter will
nced and demand an executive to  whom ap-
peal ean be immediate and whoss responsi-
bility shall be direct. Such a president,
howeyver, should be prevented by a constitu-
tlonal prohibition from accepting a second
term; but, as “the peculiaritics of his posi-
tion on retivewent from office prevent his
participations in the ordinary business avo-
cations of the citizen,” the ex-President
should, in Mr. Depew’s opinion, recsive an
adequate pension for life. But tliis pension
should be somewhat conditional. On leav-
lug his office the President could not return
wholly to private life, but go on to a retired
list, wwhence he should be subjeet to call for
any public duty where his experience, char-
In just
what way the President’s authority should
be enlarged, whetber his exeentive functions
should be less tramweled by the confirming
power of the Senate, or whether to him
should be given certain powers that are now
considered as more properly peituining Lo
the Legislature and judicial departanents of
the government, Mr. Depew does not eay.
He does imply however, that the eontem-
plated inerease of the Chief Magistrate's
power would be such that it wounld not be de-
sirable for one mwan to hold the office for
mwore than one term, Already, in Mr. De-
pew’s opinion, the desire for re-election may
exerzise over the President’s policy an  evil
influence, as is conspleuously illustrated by
President Cleveland’s renunciation of the
policy of eivil service reform which he
marked out at the baginuing of his adminis-
tration. DBut if it Is undesirable that a bad
magistrate should be limited to fonr years
of servive, is it not equally desirable that a
good magistrate should be enabled to serve
his country threugh two terms? The spec-
tacle of Cleveland winning a second term
through the portioning out of spoilstoa
bhungry party may be offset by the spectacle
of Lincoln accepting again the burden for
which no strength but his was equal. The
best way to improve the President's office is
to put a better ﬁun into it.

One of Mr, LeLacheur’s charges on Satar-
day night was that the Board of Aldermen
Improperly reinstated Officer Stevens, Mr.

Woman Suffrage in Massachusetts.

The woman suffrage question was debated
at congiderable length In the Massachusetts
Senate last week. The menskre under dis-
cussion was much narrower than the propo-
sition so recently before the Maine Legisla-
ture, and so the discussion was not on the
question whether it would be right and best
for woman to vote, but whether she should
vote in the annual elections in which Mas-
sachiusetts ecities and towns determine
whether liquor saloons shall be licensed or

not. Senato: Howland of DUristol, who was
the first champion of this pinu of limited
woman suffrage contended that, as the laws
of Massachusetts already eonvoiie to women
the right to vote for school conmtuittees, 'l|ll.'.}'
should also be allowed to vote un the llcense
question, which is of even more interest to

them, From the example of Kansas Mr.
Howland endeavored to prove that the wo-
men wanted the opportunity to vote. He
also prophesied Sthat were the opportuity
given to them, thesale of liquor would re-
ceive a great check. Senator Gleason of
Plymouth, was of the same opinion regard-
ing the sale of liquor, even going so far as to
deelare his belief that practical prohibition
would result in Massachusetts. Here Sena-
tor Kimballjpointed out that there was prae-
tieal prohibition in two hundred and ninety
towns already, and asked if they intended to
pass this measure merely to obtein It in the
the [other thirty-six. He preferred a

prohibitory law If total prohibition was
wanted, and a complete suffrage bill
If woman suffrage was wanted. An agree-
ment which was perhaps as telling as
any, and which will have more weight out-
side of Massachusetts than any other, was
presented by Senator Slattery, of Middlesex,
who showed that the women of the State
had not taken advantage of  the rights of
suffrage atready conceded to them. Under
the existing law they may vole for meinbers
ol school committees.  That g, they have
with men an equal share in the control of
the education of their ehildren.  This was
a watter in which the legislators of Mussa-
chusetts thonght, rensonably enough, that
womnn would tuke an [ptercst if politieal
affairs interested her at all, Yet as a matter
of fact, very vew women indeed will take
the trouble to east the votes to which they
are entitled. In 1887 but 3802 registered in
the whole State; and, so far as the number
belug on the increase, there was an actual
decrease of 417 as compared with the figures
of 1886. Dut of the small number that regis-
tered, a2 much fmaller number voted, ouoly
1912 votes being actually euwst. In Suffolk
county, in which Is the city of Doston, there
were 781 votes cast by women, in Middlesex,
where are so wany of the suburbs of Bos-
ton, 635 voted, and in Norfolk, the other
suburban eounty, the women votérs were
112; in Essex, where are the cities of Haver-
hiil, Newburyport, Salem, Lynn and Law-
rence, 114 voted ; in Worcester, which in-
cludes the eity of Woreester, there were T9
votes, in Himpden, with the city of Spring-
fleld, 48 voted, and in  Brigtol, with the eity
of Taunton, 80 soted. In those ecounties
where there ave vo large cilies the voles are
even more ridiculousiy few. 1n Barustable
county, aiiong the hardy Cape Cod people,
only four women voted ; in Dukes, which is
the island of Martha’s Vionyard, but five;
and in Franklin, Hawshire and Berkshire
over in Western Massachusetts, 9, 6, and 4
voles respectively were cast, There may, in
the light of such a showing, he a grave doubt
whether on the lcense question the women
of Massachusetts would be any more eager
to vate. The Senate, hewever, defeated the
mieasuve by the narrow vote of 19 to 18, the
president casting the deciding negative vote,

kev. Mir. Bayley's Discourse.

A considerable part of the Rev. Mr. Bay-
ley’s discourse at the City Hall Saturday
night was a reiteration of the statewments
made in the sermon preached in State street
church seme weeks ago which was publish-
ed in full in the Press. Those stutements
have been thoroughly discussed and itis
hardly worth while to return to them except
as regards two points as to which Mr. Bay-
ley alleges lucorrect statements on the part
of the Mayor. The Mayor said io an inter-
view that the main object of Mr, Henry
Trefethen's visit to him was wnot to
complain of a rum shop but to ask permission
to cui trees on Peak’s Island. On this point
the Mayor and Mr. Bayley disagreed. They
agreed that he complalned of a rum shop, and
they sgreed substantially as to what he said
during the conversation. The Mayor's opin-
fon, expressed in the interview, that allu-
sion to this rum chop was an incident of Mr,
Trefcthen's visit, rather that its main
purpose was an inference and we submit
under the eircumstances a very nalural one.
Mr. Bayley and Mr. LeLacheur were talking
with the Mayuor about the existance of liguor
ghops in this eity when Mr, Trefethen
stepped into the room. Mr. Trefethen heard
the conversation, and after it was con-
cluded, ealled attention to the fact that men
in his employ were getting liquor at a cer-
tain shop on Commercial street. After the
clergymen had retired Mr. Trefethen asked
the Mayor fur permission to cut trees on
Peak's Islaud. Recalling this meeting some
days after the Mayor sald that Mr. Trefoth-
en’s allugion to the sale of liguor to his men
was werely an incident of his visit and that
its main object was to get permission to cut
trees, As that was the only business Mr.
Trefethen mentioned to him in the conversa-
tion when they were alone together it was
the most natural thing in the world for him
to conclude that that was his main business
and that his complaint concerning the rum-
shops was suggested by the conversation be-
tween the Mayor and the ministers, especial-
Iy as the nntural and proper place to lodge
such a complaint was with the Marshal.
Mr. Trefethen thinks he told the Mayor that
to make this complaint was a part of his
mission, and perhaps he did. If so, the
Mayoer forgot it, and recalling the circum-
stauces inferred from them that Mr. Tre-
fethen's complaint was merely an incident of
his visit. As matter of fact, it was small
consequence whether it was an incident or
the main objeect.

Now, in regard to the Centre street school
Here Mr. Bayley aceuses the Mayor, if not in
terms, at least in effect, of misrepresentation.
Mr. Bayley admits that he, himself, misrepre-
sented when he gave the impression that
every pupil but one in that school drank in-
toxieating liquor. Ile says it was uninten-
tionn), and there is no doubt that it was,
But men who ask charity ought to extend
some Mr. Bayley has no hesitation in in-
sinuating that the Mayor intentionally omit-
ted to mention several of the drinks that the
teacher wrote on the blackboard. Now the
basis of this insinuation (3 an interview
with the Mayor that appeared in the
Advertiser, in which only intoxicating
lignor mentioned was lager beer. At the
thme of that interview Mayor Chapman
bad had only a brief conversation with the
teacher and had not received the detailed
statement that Mr. Bayley had been fornish-
ed with and which the Mayor subseguently
received. In the interview with the Mayor
published in the PrEss whiskey is mention-
ed and the statement is made that five or six
pupils confessed to taking it when sick. As
a matter of fact this list is of very little
value as showing the habits of the pupils
and never ought to have been paraded for
that purpoase. The teacher asked the pupils
to indicate which of the beverages she wrote
on the blackboard they had ever tasted and
which they drank frequently. They wrote
tonic beer and ginger ale and rum and whis-
key and lager beer. Now because a pupil
in response to that dual question wrote
whiskey it is not legitimate to infer that he
drank whiskey frequently. But that is the
inference that has been drawn, and it has
gone abroad that eight or ten pupils in that
school are in the habit of drinking alcoholic
beverages because in answer to this dual
question they wrote whiskey, rum and lager
beer. A single taste at some time in their
lives of any of these beverages would have
been sufficient to justify such an answer, and
it is altogether probable that a single taste
was the justiticatioh of many if not the most
of them.

The new matter in Mr, Bayley’s discourse
was his statement that liquor Is still sold
at three hotels and one saloon, at least,
and his assertion that its sale under
the circumstances, Is morally conclusive
evidence of an understanding between their
proprietors and the city authoritles. As
evidence of the fact of sale, Mr. Bayley ex
hibited four bottles of different kinds of
liquors bought, he said, during the past
week at those places. He admitted, how-
ever, that the rooms where liguor was form-
erly sold had been eclosed, and that other
rooms had been selected. Now, how does he

While admitting that he had no legal proof
of the connivance of the municipal authori-
ties he did not hesitate to express the opin-
ion that they were guilty of such conduct.
But he added “I do not bring a charge
against any ihdividual,” Of course it is im-
possible to meet a charge made in this way'
1t is too vague and indefinite.

AN ELECTRIC_CLUB.

A House in New York that Beatsthe
One Jack Bullt.

“Put your foot on the square to thoe left
and press lightly."”

The direction was given to a reporter at
early evening on the steps of the handsome
brownstone hullding, No, 17 East  22d street
New York eity. Overbead, brightly  illumi-
nating steps, walk and bullding, kung a lan-
tern of fanciful design. Stalned glass, of
curious pattern, throungh which light shone
was set in the rich, dark wood of the door
while above was a transomn of brilliant colors
and fantastic design, standing out in the cen-
ter of which, and surrounded by & represen-
tation of forked lightning, was the word
“fleetrie.”

It was the new hguse of the Electsie Club
just completed, ‘The reporter fullowed the
direction quoted above, which was given by
an officer of the elub, hsslantl}' the bolt of
the door was drawn  automatically and the
reporter was ushered into a wide hall brii-
liantly lighted from sbove by electricity,
emanating from a Iong bar held in the eclaws
of a bronze dragon.  The reporter’s guide
led the way down two fights of stairs to the
sub-basement, This was a veriwble store-
house of eh-cr.rlci:g. The chief ub_iuchs were
two dynamos of the power of 250 lights each
and 120 cells of sl.ora)fa batteries, eapable of
providing electricity in an emergensy, suf-
ficient for 300 lights. Inan adjuining room
was & fine new G5 horse-power engine,notable
for its noiselessness. Next to this was a big
75 horse power boiler, supplying heat and
steam to the building, \

At the back of the basement pro]imr is the
kitehen, the novel feature of which is an
electric heater orrange, which raidiates the
electrie eurrent the sawe as heat and with
which ean be done all styles of light (-.uulil!]‘g.
A few steps toward the frontand you are in
the billlard room. It is tagtefully tinished in
terrd cotta and is bright with electric lights,
arranged in a novel design, while electric
call bells connecting with all parts of the
house are upon the walls at convenient in-
tervals.

“Perths yon would like to have your
shoes polished by electricity,” remarks the
guide. The way is led to a corner of the hall
where there is a comfortable chair and hang-
ing Leside it a round piece of wood the shape
of a policeman’s locust, Close inspection
shows this to be aflexible shaft, at the end
of which is a ecircular brush, Tounching a
button in the wall which conuects with a
sinall motor, the brush revolves rapidly. and
as it does so an attendant moves it over your
shoes and they are polished in a jiffy, and In
the most approved fashion.

But the real electrical wonders of this
novel and umique building are on the main
floor, which is divided chiefly into parlor
and dining room, The latter is 30 by 20 feet
in size. andsome carpets are on the floor
and the ceiling is frescoed in fanciful designs
in blue, gold and bronze, Suspended from
the centre of the ceiling Is a magnificent elec-
trioler, containing many brilliant electrie
Jights. On the mantle is an electric clock,
handsomely carved and of odd design. In its
case is concealed a battery which keeps the
clock wound up for a year without any at-
tention. The motive power of the clock s
derived from the ection of a fine spring, as
in the ordinary clock, electriety acting in the
capacity of & key to wind up just as much of
the spring as bhas been required to run the
clock for 60 minutes,

After one becomes accustomed to the
brightness of the two thirty-light electro-
liers and the eight four-light brackets of the
parlor, the first object that attracts the visi-
tor's efa isa re i bronze ealled the god-
dess of electriec \IJ 1t stands at the front end
of the parlor. ith its pedestal it is about
eight feet lagh, It is the figure ofa
woman of graceful Eroportlons. represented
as standing above the clonds and ing
the lightning with one hand while :ﬂstrﬁmt-
ing 1t to the earth with the other. The fur-
niture of the pailors, is ricnlf upholstered
with red and plugh, and the celling is beauti-
fully frescoed, the design being electrical,

At one side of the parlor stands one of the
unewest of electrical novelties—an electrie
piano. this a series of levers, one for
each key, are placed under the key-board.
Small rods projeet through the bottom of the
instrument, resting also on a lever and each
touching a key. hen the circuit eloses the
armature is drawn down. the rod strikes the
bottom of a key, and this makes full action.
The cirenit is elosed by the positive pole of
the battery being connected with a revolving
cylinder, dise, or moving plane. he pro-
jections on this cylinder or dise come in con-
tact with circuit breakers representing each
note or pair of magnets, which are connected
to the negative pole or battery, thus produe-
ing the desired tone In the piano, e ey-
linder used is somewhat like that of a musie
box, but there the resemblance ceases. A
spring, weight or motor is used to make the
cylinder revolve. No sign of this mechan-
ism is visible on the surface of the piano,
and, while the cylinder is in motion, the keys
of the piano move the same as when a per-
som is Flaying.

As the visitor steps from the front parlor
into the hall he observes anew iron safe at
one corner, ‘To all outward appearance it is
ggcuy iike those in common use. But this,

, 15 an electrical novelty, in that its eom-
bination lock is worked by electricity, Cir-
enits run from the exterior to Lro-mag-
nets within, controlling the combination,
and there is algo a cireuit, to avoid detection
of the combination. A series of 100 time in-
sulated wires extend from the outside to the
iuside of the safe door, to a combination
switchboard. Three of these wires are insu-.
lated from the switchboard and run to three
independent electro-magnets, the armature
of one which locks the bolts and the succeed-
ing armatures lock each other in succession.
A common return wire to the outside of the
safe is provided for these magnets. The
switchboard is connected by a wire which
passes through what is termed a safety mag-
net, which prevents the operation of the com-
bination magnets, unless the circuits are
closed through the “combination magnets,
in  their proper sequence, The
battery s on the outside of the safe, and
ne electrical contacts are made in the inter-
for. ‘The safe is .opened in three seconds,
and the combinations are set almost instant-

y.

Edison's perfected phonograph stands up-
on & table at one end of the room, and a mem-
ber of the club is talking into the mouth-
piece. On the night of the formal openiuf
of the elub house every member present will
be expected to speak a few words Into it for
permanent record of the ideas that pervail
on that evening, and to record the tone of
voice and name of each s er. lna word
this little instrument takes possession of all
that is said in its hearing in such a manner
that it can reproduce what it hears in the
same tone of voice at the will of anyone who
touches its electric button. the in-
‘strument are many complications of fine
machinery, the propelling power consisting
of a small electric motor run by a few cells,
In telling about its uses Mr. Edison said he
has sﬁent the last six months in perfecting
the phonograph, and within a few weeks
expected to have it in shape for practical com~
mercial use. A person who wishes to send
a letter sets the machine in motion and talks
into the receiver in his natural voice and at
the rate he usually speaks. When he has fin-
ished, the sheet or phonogram is ready to be
put into a little box made on purpose, to be
malled. Sheets are to be made in three sizes
one for from 800 to 1000 words, one for 2000
words and another for 4000 words. The re-
ceiver of the letter or phonogram puts it into
a phonograph instrumeat and gets the exact
langu:fe of the letter. The phonograph re-
pueaty the letter as many times as a person
wishes, the phonogram not wearing out by
use, Intaking down music, Mr. Edson claims
the phonoﬁ{?h will be particularl
tory, and that it will take and give out a
plece for any instrument in perfection. The
inotor which propels the machinery is noise-

ess.

The second floor of the club house is ar-
ranged very conveniently and furnished
handsomely. In front is the manager’s room
and library. At the back Is a commodious
lecture room with wires connecting with bat-
teries and a ]l)llenees for experiwnents, in-
cluding electric currents of ditfferent degrees
of strength. On the next floor are bedrooms
and in each there is a new style of electric
call or dial. Handsome electroliers light up
each bedroom, and water for the rooms is
su’fglled by means of an electric pump.

"hese deseriptions give only a few ideas
of the *home of electricity” it is proposed to
make of this unique club house. The eclub,
too, has a definate aim. This is to raise the
standard of electrical work. In the lecture
room there will be monthly lectures by emi-
nent electricians, accompanied by interesting
experiments of the latest discoveries in the
science. 1t will be made a special feature of
the library management to obtain the most
complete collection possible of electrical lit-
erature. Later a room will be set aside as a
musenm of the most curious and important
electrical inventions.

The club now numbers nearly 350 members.
To become a member it is necessary that ohe
must be either engaged in the manufacture
of electrical machinery or in the commercial
use or service of electric power.

Dr. George II. Chadwick, aged 56 yvars,
died suddenly at his residence, corner of
Congress and Cliestnut streets, Saturday
noon, from heart disease.

Dr. Chadwiek was the son of one of Port-
land's old merchants, Samuel Chadwick.
His Dbrothers, Willilam and Samuel, died
some time ago, and his -three sisters, Mrs.
Nutter of Boston, Mrs. Robinson of Califor-
nia, and Miss Delia Chadwick, now repre-
sent that branch of the Chadwick family:
The Doctor was educated at Portland Acad-
emy and Dartmouth Cqllege, and obtained
his profession at the College of Physiclans
and Surgeons of New York., He began
practice in 1856 and was quite successful.
His father left him a large property, for
those times, but the most of it was lost by
the Doctor in speculation in a patent medi-
cine, which failed of success. After the loss
of bis property the Doetor continued with
his practice. He lost his wife a few years
ago.

Dr. Chadwick was a Democrat in polities,
and represented Ward 4 in the Common
Couueil in 1861 and 1862, and again in 1868,
He had also represented Ward 4 on the
School Commitive,

To Whom it May Coneern:

This letter is to cerm{ that these young men
are worklug for me. 1 know them to be honest
(both having worked for me before). We are not
boarding our MIY at present, s0 they need a
boarding place until March 9. I you ean accom-
modite them, please do 8o and oblige,

2d Bteward City of Richmoud.

The men say they board at No. 350 Tre-
mont street, Boston, Marshal Hawkes
stated that West and Howard are the worst
thieves hie has encountered since he has been
in ofice. They stole about $100 worth of
goods at the Chadwick House, and articles
to a considerable value on Free street.

Rev. D. C. Haynes.

Rev. D. C. Haynes, of Binghamton, N.Y,,
whom died recently, was a native of $his
eity, being born here in 1808. Early in life
he identified himself with the church and en-
tered Newton Theological College, from
which institution he graduated. During his
career as a minister of the gospel he has fill-
ed many important charges. For many
years he was District Secretary of the Bible
Soclety and was successful in raising large
sums of money for furthering the work of
that society.

During the war he went out as Chaplain of
the 13th N. Y. Regiment. He took a deep
interest in aiding the Freedmen and did con-
siderable in raising funds in their behalf.
Accompanied by his son, Rev, Dr. L. M. 5,
Haynes, he went to Europe and succeeded in
raising over $200,000 for the purpose of car-
rying on ,the work. A few years later he
pablished a history of the Baptist denomin-
ation, which had a large circulation. His
wife died about six years ago and he accom-
panied the remains to Portland for burlal.
On the following Sabbath he preached
three times which greatly overtaxed his ner-
vous system. A stroke of paralysis resulted
and his health has gradually declined until
he was relieved by death. This venerable
man of God was in publie life for nearly 60
yesrs and accomphshed much good work.

The funeral was nheld in the First Baptist
church at Binghamton last Wednesday and
was largely attended. The remains were
brought to this city for burial.

First Parish Church.

A series of five entertainments to be given
at the First Parish church was opened on
Saturday afternoon by Dr. Hill with his lee-
ture containing personal remiuiscences of
Agassiz. The Doctor's acquaintance with
the great naturalist began in the autumn of
1846, when he eame out to Waltham and gave
four lectures upon Comparative Zoology and
one upon Embryology, toa popular audience.
At that time, and for several years subse
quently, Agassiz was fond of running ont to
Waltham and taking rambles over the hills
and through the woods, in company with Dr.
Hill, then a young clergyman in that pictur-
esque town. After that they frequently went
on excursions planned by Mr. Samuel Felton,
up the line of the Cheshire, Sullivan and
Passumpsic roads, and finally to the White
Hill. Dr. Hill was himself vne of that com-~
pany, said to have been seriously understood
by a stage driver to be “a set of naturals from
that Asylum in Sowmerville, near Boston,
making an excursion with their keeper’ ; the
keeper being Professor C. C. Felton,

After a number of pleasant personal anec-
dotes, Dr. Hil! passed to a brief analysis of
Agassiz’s character, and a succinet state-
ment of the difference between his gen-
eral views and those of Darwin., The E‘Im'-
turer said that the views of both men had
frequently been misunderstood; and that
even in those eharming volumes of the Life
and Letters of Darwin, recently published,
there were some t_'xceetilm:l_r gross misunder-
standings and mmrerresentntions of Agus-
siz's opinions. He closed by referring to the
letter written by Agassiz to his father, stat
ing his aim and intention in life, an aim and
intention wonderfully adhered to and ful-
filled. [le was, as he aimed to be, the first
naturalist of his age, a goed citizen and a
a'.ml son; beloved of all who knew him.

hen he announced in a gathering of schol-
ars in July, 1858, his intention to remain per-
manently in this country, the assembly rose
