The United States Commissioner of 
Agriculture reports that there are 7,600,- 
nnu persons engaged in farming in this 
country; that the total value of farms 
and farm implements is $13,461,200,343; 
about two-thirds of the productive wealth 
of the nation. The value of farm products 
and live stock of 1878, was $3,000,000,0(KJ 
against $2,800,000,000 of mining and 
manufacturing products. A majority of 
the adult male portion of the United 
States is engaged in agricultuie, and 
more than half the wealth of the Union 
is invested in that industry. There are 

2,000,000 persons engaged in mining and 
manufacturing, whose interests are close- 
ly allied with those of the agriculturist. 

Farmers Should be Legislators. 
it is oue of the most anomalous condi- 

tions of our political organism, that a 

population composed mainly of farmers, 
mechanics, merchants and manufacturers, 
should, as a rule, be represented in all its 
legislative bodies, including Congress, by 
lawyers. The fact that it is so represent- 
ed is patent, and it is certainly time that 
a change in the custom which occasions 
it should occur. That those who live by 
litigation should he privileged to make 
the laws, whose breach, annulment or mis- 
construction supplies them with tlic means 
ot subsistence, is about as crude an ex- 

ample of mismanaged public policy as can 
well be conceit ed. That those w hose in- 
terest it is that laws should he broken 
should he chosen to frame them, might 
occur among a people in a state of anar- 

chy. Yet the nineteenth century sees the 
leading Itepublic of the world no farther 
advanced than this in practical self-gov- 
ernment. The situation is much the 
same in England but not to the same ex- 
tent. There, representativesof old coun- 

ty families, and gentlemen expressly edu- 
cated for parliamentary career, are term 
after term elected, ami it is a well known 
fact that some of the strongest members 
of the House of (’ominous are agricultur- 
ists But it is remarkable that Spain is 
the only country where the rule to re- 

present all public interests in the Nation- 
al Legislature prevails. The Cortes, or 

legislative body of Spain, is composed, 
like our own, of a Senate and a House of 
Representatives. In the election of mem- 
bers of the lower House it lias been cus- 

tomary, from time immemorial, to repre- 
sent the d den nt trades and industries 
by electing from them as members per- 
sons who have been absolutely engaged 
in their practit i) pursuit. Spain was 
once supreme among nations: there labor 
throve under benign inllaences. and the 
lot of mankind was perhaps as pleasant 
and prosperous as in any land whose his- 
tory is known to us. As it would appear 
tn be the law i>l races and nations that 
these rise, decline and fall, in their own 

givni time, w ithout exception the condi- 
tion of Spain during the past century is 
no evidence against the peculiar system 
to which we have referred [The Jour- 
nal of the American Agricultural Asso- 
ciation for * letober.

Extraordinary Sailing of tho Ship Mac- 
millan 

I lie iron ship Macmillan, !4.)1 tons, I 
Captain C. Urey, recently arrived at San 
Diego, California, performed some extra- 
ordinary sailing on her voyage from Flush- 
ing to that port. Instead of going by the 
usual course round the Horn, when Cap- 
tain Urey arrived in the southern lati- 
tude he found the weather very severe, 
with a continuance of heavy westerly 
gales, and he decided to take tilt' route by 
Australia, passingthmugh Hass's Straits, 
which course, although 1500 miles longer 
than by the Horn, Captain Grey estimat- 
ed would be run in as little time as would 
be occupied in beating against the heavy 
gales, and he would besides save his sails 
and gear from the effects of such severe 
weather, lie accordingly shaped his 
course eastwards, and passed through 
Hass’s Straits, opposite Melbourne, on 
the 74th day from the Lizard Point and 
77th from Flushing, lie crossed the 
Equator in longitude 154 \V., 90 days 
from Lizard, and 74 after having pass- 
ed the line in 47.40 W. From the Equator 
in the Atlantic to the Equator in the Pa- 
cific, the Macmillan sailed a distance of 
14,444 miles, her average daily speed be- 
ing over 400 miles. San Diego was made 
in 14s days from Flushing, the total 
distance run having been 41,988 miles, the 
average being over 171 miles per day, 
and this without the loss of a sail or spar. 
The Macmillan had 4500 tons deadweight 
of railway iron and material on hoard. 
She is the largest carrying iron sailing 
ship ever built. The Macmillan was built 
by Messrs A. M’Millan A Sou, Dumbarton, 
and is owned by her builders. [New York 
Herald.

The following article, containing a wise and 
helpful suggestiou to mothers, appeared m the 
‘Home and Society" department of The Century 

Magazine for November: 
There are two periods in the moral and intel- 

lectual development of a girl which cause the pro- 
foundest auxioty to a mother. At hve years old, 
or thereabouts, the period of babyhood is past, 
while the period of girlhood is not yet reached, 
aud, between the two, comes a time of anarchy 
aud chaos. The little soul is now bursting its 
shackles and trying to re adjust itself to new con 
ditions. The child is ceasing to be a in ire pet and 
plaything, aud is beginning to live an individual 
life. N othing is more common thau to see a docile, 
well trained child suddenly develop, without any 
apparent reason, a willfulness and insubordination 
entirely at variance with its previous habits. The 
mother, who has been dreaming of a sweet daugh- 
ter who is to walk beside her all her days, mak- 
iug life tragi ant and beautiful to her by shar- 
ing with her all her youthful hopes, and joys, and 
trusts, turns heart-sick at the naughtiness*of the 
haif-dedged termagaut. For it is the good, cherubic 
little girl who usually manifests the change: a 

spoiled child is so thoroughly disagreeable all the 
while that any accession of badness is not notice- 
able A great deai of self condemnation and un 

happy foreboding would be spared the mother if 
she would only recognize that much of what is 
so very unlovely is not essentially wrong—that it 
is merely what is good in a state of unripeness. 
The fragrant blossom has withered and fallen 
away, leaving in its place the bard and acid em- 

bryo fruit A wise mother will be very careful to 
distinguish between those two qualities which 
promise evil m their developed form and those 
which -ire mpre crudities, and her aim will be to 
foster all the unfolded possibilities in her child’s 
nature, and help to bring them to a beautiful rna 
turitv. 

Everyone knows how tiresome and unattractive 
a little girl usually is when she has outgrown her 
infantile sweetness. The little impertinences, the 
saucy retorts and unflattering personalities, which 
have won for her smiles and caresses, or, at worst, 
an admiring reproof, all at once become iotolera 
ble, and are rebuked with acerbity The very ways 
which she has been taught to consider charming, 
become subjects for displeasure when the baby 
roundness and dimples are gone Her sense of jus- 
tice is outraged, and the un warped souse of justice 
in a child is of en very strong She becomes a lit- 
tle lshmael. her hand against every man's, and 
every man’s hand against her. In a certain sense 
this can scarcely be avoided but, if the mother's 
love be unfailing, and her sympathy always ready, 
she can keep sweet the fountain of love and trust 
which, without that refuge, might become very 
bitter Just when this new life is unfolding a 

mother's wise care is most earnestly needed The 
soul which has seemed to draw its life from hers is 

beginning to lead an individual existence. It is to 
the perfect development of this individuality iiat 
the mother should bend all her strength. Each 
human soul contains within itself the germ of its 
own life. To make of it all that may be made ‘.he 
mother should only guide the growth, leaving it 
free within the limits of moral probity to grow in 
to its fullest possibility. She cannot lop it off here 
and there, or suppress its growth yonder, without 
maiming and stultifyiug the whole nature. 

The dangerous quicksands of this period safely 
p-iet the uiuluei begins io breathe freely again 
She again begins to see visions, and to dream 
dreams, tiil the second and more serums season of 

anarchy comes to try her faith Childhood is 
over, and womanhood is yet far away The whole 
being, moral, intellectual, and physical, is in a 

state of ferment. New motives, new principles, 
new emotions, are ba tling for predominance, and 
until these relative claims are adjusted, no peace 
can be hoped for This second chaotic period— 
which comes at about fourteen years of age—lasts 
longer, and brings a more hopeless and radical 
overturning of that, which had seemed so tirmly 
established If a mother's care were needed in 

the earlier change, it is iu finitely more needed 
now. New traits seem to be starting mto life, 
new developments are manifested. Changes not 
only in purposes and ideas are taking place, but 
chances in temperament, in disposition, m tone 
are manifesting themselves There is need of a 

wise hand which shall guide without galling, a 

tender heart which shall sustain without compro 
tnisiDg with evil To aid in the coutlict and in 
sure victory, uothing will help a mother more 

surely, nor direct her more easily iu this difficult 
tasK. than the recognition that this also, is merely 
a stage of growth necessary to a full and perfect 
development of her child's nature, and that to her 
is intrusted the privilege of fostering the growth, 
while she shall be looking to the end with the 
prophetic eye of love 

An Easy Position. 

The attention ofyoung tnen who desire au easy 
place is called to the htisi ess of a New York pilot 
which is thus described iu an illustrated paper iu 
Tho Century f«»r December: 

The responsibility devolving on a piloL ami the 
extent ot his qualifications, may be partly appro 
dated when one learns that, immediately on 

boarding a vessel, he takes command, and is an 
swerable for any accident, until lie has discharged 
his duty of taking the vessel m or out of port If 
any mishap befall tho ship at that tune, he is 11,t 
hie to have his license revoked, and thus lose all 
further opportunity of plying his vocation The 
New York pilot must therefore, for the good of al. 
concerned pass through a long and rigorous course 
of training lie must serve, man and boy. before 
the mast, till he masters every problem in tho 
management of every form of rig. To this he must 
add a thorough knowledge of navigation. Then 
he must contrive to obtain the position of boat 
keeper, or pilot’s mate In that capacity, ho 
must serve three full years on one pilot-boat be 
fore he can be admitted for iiis examination for a 
license. If through ill fortune he lose his position 
ho must begin dv novo, and serve the fill' time on 
another boat Sometimes a boat-keeper serves 
nine or ten years on various boats before his ap 
prenticeship is complete After all this, he must 
pass a most rigid examination on all points of sea 
manship and navigation before the Board of Pilot 
Commissioners, and exhibit a thorough knowledge 
of the titles, rips, sands, and all other phenomena 
for hundreds of miles out from the piers of the 
Hast and North rivers But even after receiving 
his license, he is sometimes forced to wait years, 
until some pilot happens to die and leave a vacan 

cy for him. The first year of pilotage, he is grant 
ed a license to pilot vessels drawing less than six 
teen feet. If he give satisfaction, the following 
year he is permitted to take charge of ships draw- 
ing eighteen feet. If he pass a satisfactory exam 
inaiion the third year, he then receives a full li- 
cense, entitling him to pilot vessels of any draught 
ami is then first called a branch or full pilot 

This matter of draught often gives rise to amus- 

ing maneuvers between captain and pilot—the 
former sometimes endeavoring to evade a correct 
statement of the actual draft of the vessel at tho 
time, and the Litt r in turn employing his wits to 
get at the truth without appearing to doubt the 
word of the captain. Vessels drawing under four 
teen feet pay three dollars ami seventy cents a 
foot; the rate increases by degrees, until ships 
drawing twenty one feet and upward pay six dol- 
lars and fifty cents per foot 

Oil receiving his liceuse tho pilot must give 
bonds for the proper discharge of his duty, and he 
is liable to heavy fines if he declines to till a va- 

cancy or to board a vessel making signals for a pilot. 
He is also required to be temperate in his habits 
and of reputable character. The proper execution 
of the regulations is to a large degree insured by’ 
the great competition among tho boats, and the 
consequent, vigilance of each to detect delinquen 
cies in his ri vals 

Letter from Secretary Blaine. 

lr the National Tariff Convention which met at 

New York on the ‘Jbtli ult, the following letter 
was read— 

Dr. I). T. Houston, Chairman, etc :—My Dear 
Sir: My official duties prevent my leaving Wash 
ingtou at this time. 1 am hence deprived of say- 
ing some things 1 would be glad to say iu vour 
Convention if 1 had an opportunity to speak. In 
a brief note of excuse 1 cannot discuss the tariff or 

shipping questions, and yet I will not omit the ex- 

pression of my belief that at no previous time iu 
the history of the country has the principle of pro- 
tection to American industry beeu so strong with 
the masses of people as to-day. It was formerly 
an issue somewhat determined by latitude and 
longitude, but those limitations have passed away 
and enthusiastic protection can now he found iu 
Alabama as well as in Massachusetts, in Illinois 
as well as in Pennsylvania The west and south 
are joining the north and east in the common 
belief that some manufactures should boencourag- 
ed and developed in every State in the Union 

I wish I could speak with the same confidence 
in regard to the prospects of American shipping, 
but I confess to some discouragement when l see 
the American Minister to Brazil, at this moment 
en route to Rio Janerio, compelled to reach his 
post by going first to England, or France, in order 
to avail himself of their iine of steamers We are 

paying to Brazil annually more than forty millions 
dollars in gold coin to settle the balance ot trade 
against us Brazil in turn sends this money to 
Europe to pay for commodities which we might, 
in part, at least, furnish her It is easy for the 
merchants of Brazil to reach England and France. 
We have never seen the wisdom of providing an 

easy mode for the same merchants to come to the 
United States. So long as we fail to do so the bal- 
ance of trade will annually increase against us. 
It is idle to think of selling goods to a man unless 
you first induce him to come iuto your store.

The Truth as to Virginia. 

Political misstatements will be made, despite all 
efforts to the contrary And as the Democratic 
press—regular and brevet—feels badly over Vir- 
ginia just now, it is natural that it should gratify 
its teeling by harsh and even false statements re- 

garding the parties elected to power there Hence 
ttie repeated declaration that they are repudiation 
ists, and that the Republicans going with them are 

aiding and assisting repudiation The simple truth 
is, they have never been what may honestly and 
rightly be called repudiators No doubt Mahone 
and his followers at one time favored the scaling 
of the debt. But this was done on two ideas 
which certainly saved it from the charge of repu 
diation One was that West Virginia ought to pa > 

one third of the debt. The other that the honest 
debt ought to be accurately ascertained and then 
provided for. It lias b*ien claimed that some part 
of the debt was fraudulent As to the merit of 
this claim we know nothing : but if honestly made, 
it is certainly proper that the fact should be settled 
by careful, proper investigation. If any part of 
debt is actually fraudulent, there cau be no ques- 
tion th at it is not a proper obligation Mahone 
has urged that the State is unable to pay the en- 
tire debt, and therefore is entitled to such reduc- 
tion as will compress the debt within honest limits. 
And Cameron, the governor elect, has urged the 
same view. All this is not repudiation It proposes 
to ascertain the true debt and pay it. But if the 
Democrats are so sensitive over the credit of the 
State, why did they not pay it while they were in 
power ! Thev have had ample opportunity to act.

The breaking 
up of this solidity, therefore, is a disappointment 
which, augers and embitters. Hence the howling 
we have. Virginia, under the fusion government, 
will be better, and has before it «?. brighter futun 
than it had under Bourbon rule.

Spain. By Prof Janies Albert Harrison. This 
is tne third volume in Lothrop's Library of Enter 
taining History, and is as profusely illustrated and 
handsomely printed and bound as its predecessors. 
Spain has not only a most interesting history, but 
is a veritable laud of romance. We all have our 

•castles iu Spain.” And those who know nothing 
of the records of her past or of the Spain of to- 

day, associate with that country the brutal bull- 
fight, the dark-eyed senorita, the tinkling guitar, 
the vine clad hills, and—the smell of garlic. But 
Prof. Harrison, whose sketches of travel abroad 
have given him an extended literary reputation, 
tells us of much more than that He begins with 
the reign of the Visigattes, about the year A. D. 
<>50, and so, chronicling the battles fought on 

Spanish soil, some of them ranking among the 
most important of the world, and picturing with 
graphic pen the manners and customs of the peo- 
ple, he brings the reader down to modem Spain. 
Particularly interesting is the account given of 
Arabian culture iu the eighth century. Scientific 
and artistic activity, refinement of manners, the 
essentials of a polite and comprehensive educa 
tion, were universal The wealthiest scholars of 
the day assembled in winter m rooms perfumed 
with musk and amber, the Hours covered with 
silken and woollen carpets, and sprinkled with 
rose water, while groups of grave Mussulmans 
gathered around a cylinder of glowing coals in the 
centre, an<l discussed with Oriental subtlety, pas- 

sages and verses from the Koran. Translations of 
the Oreek geometers, of Euclid. Archimedes and 

Apollonius, for a time satisfied their craving for 
mathematics, bin by the tenth entury, they had 

begun to solve quadratic and cubic equations, and 
to investigate profoundly the laws of spherical 
trigonometry. Their skill iu hydraulics is attest 

ed by the marvelous system of irrigation which 

they introduced into Spain, and which survives 
there today: and even optics and hydrostatics 
were studied by them. They w«re famous physi 
cians. and. later on. became deeply versed in the 
writings of vialen and Hippocrates. Their knowl 
e’gc of chemistry, obvious m the many terms 
which Hi Europeans nave borrowed from them— 
ftisal:. aL-ohol, alembic, and the like—and iu the

Maine Matters. 

NEWS AND GOSSIP FROM ALL OVER THE STATE. 

THE GOVERNOR AND COUNCIL—THE OPINION OF 
TUB JUSTICES OF THE SUPREME COPKi —1’LAIS- 
TEI) REFUSES TO HEAR IT READ.—THE COUNCIL 
SUSTAINED. 

Augusta. Nov HO. At tlie regular session of 
the Governor and Council this afternoon at four 
o'clock, the opinion of the Justices of the Supreme 
Judicial Court in answer to the questions pro- 
pounded bv the Executive Council as to the pow- 
er ot the Governor to remove the Reporter of De- 
cisions without their concurrence, was presented 
and a motion made that it bo lead. The Gover 
nor, who was in the chair, refused u* entertain or 

put the motion to read the document, or to hear 
it read, and marched out of the Council Chamber 
The Senior Councillor then quid!) and deeoiously 
took the chair and the opinion was read, unani- 
mously sustaining the position ot the Council 
and leaving Gov. Plaisted without a shadow of au 

thority for his attempted removals. An order was 

passed that the answer of the Court he spread 
upon the Council Records, and that live hundred 
copies be published for the use uf the Executive 
Department. 

The decision in substance is as follows The 
Governor cannot remove the Reporter wi liout the 
concurrence of the Council. In this opinion the 
Justices all agree, but differ ou minor points 

The tirst part of the opinion is signed by Chief 
Justice Appleton and Justices Peters ami Barrows 
They rehearse and apply the provish-us of the 
Constitution and the ads of the legislature appii 
cable to this case, also show what has been the ac- 
tion o«‘ former Governors in similar cases. The 
act of isjj they regard as conclusive Referring 
to this act they say : 

The reporter is a civil officer appointed and < nil- 
missioned by the Governor and ( lUincil. Hi-‘Gen- 
ii re ol' office is not otherwise provided foror limited 
by the constitution.” H« is therefore 1 y theexpiv-s 
terms of the Statute to hold for four year-, “unle-s 
reappointed. He may by the p ocis<> he removed, 
by “the Governor with the advi of the Council," 
and not otherwise. The statute 1- general and ap- 
plies to ali civil officers. Tin* exceptions fr- ■ e tiii- 
stntute are *ppcial]y named “the case* provided for 
and limited by the constitution,** arc judge- whose 
tenure was during good behavior—to ihr age of 
seventy—Justices of tin* lY;wv, and Notaries Pub- 
lic for seven years if they so long behave l':cni*eh r* 
well. The act embraced within its terms, the otii v 
of reporter, who originally was “reniovabl at the 
pleasure of tie* executive." It affirm* by necessary 
and inevitable implication the correctness of the 
eonstructioii first given as p. the removability I* 
the reporter, for he is within the obviou- word** -t’ 
the act. 

Inc*} answer the questions propounded by ttie 
Council as follows— 

1. That the reporter does nor hold hi- otHeeat the 
will and pleasure of tile Governor alone, and i« not 
removable by him. 

2. That he i~ removable only by tin* < ioverimr be 
and with the eousent of the < outieil. 

The second part ot the opinion js -.gr.ed by .Jus 
tices Virgin, Sy mends and Irth. and agrees 
substantially with the first. They say. of the G *v 

ciuor and Council, that ‘it was never intended 
that the former, w ho has < nlv ti e power to nomi- 
nate for appointment, shall be able alone u* create j 
h vacancy which he has not the t ower to till with ! 
out the action of the latter 

Justices Libby and Walton close. They dee are 
and argue their opinion ’hat the question.* submit- 
ted by the Council ought not to he answered by 
the Justices, but as so many of the Justices are ot 
a different mind they conclude to answer, and 
their answer agrees in substance with the opinion 
of the other justices Th«*v say they ••concur iu the 
result of the opinion ot Chief Justice Appleton and 
Justices harrows and Peters, but not :n all the 
propositions and arguments upon which the result 
is reached.' 

The Justices unequivocally and decisively and 
unanimously sustain the position wlr<*h thei’-un 
cil maintained, and leave Governor Planted with 
out a shadow of authority for the attempted re- 
moval of Mr Spaulding and others

The Assassin on Trial. 

HE COMPLETES HIS STORY PERSISTS HE WAS IN- 
SPIRED TO KILL THE PRESIDENT. HIS CROSS- 
EXAMINATION HY JUDGE PORTER 

On Wednesday, Nov. 30, Guiteau resumed his 

narrative, showing how he traveled about selling 
and delivering his lectures till he became thorough- 
ly discouraged and disgitsted. Then he tried law 
lor a few weeks in Milwaukee, but could not keep 
his mind from theology and he drifted back to 
lecturing again. He failed and returned to law 
only to go back once more to the rostrum Then 
he oscillated between law, insurance and theology 
for several months He iiually left Chicago for 
good in the summer of 1873 *All other careers, 
theology, law and business making him no satis 
factory return, in 1S80 he decided h»go into poli 
ties. He offered his services to the Natioual Re- 
publican Committee, and they were declined 
However, he started ou his own hook, trying to 
hud audiences for his lecture, Gaitiel?l against 
Hancock." He related his campaign services, 
bringing the story up to his arrival in Washington 
on March 5th 

He entered on the last dark chapter in his auto 
biography by stating emphatically that his getting, 
or not getting office had nothing to do with his 
attempt to remove President Gmlield That was 
a political necessity to which he was urged by 
Divine pressure He then recounted his eflorts to 
gain the ear of public men They failed, and 
then came his inspiration, suddenly 

Ou the Wednesday evening after Oonkling’s res 

iguation he thought that it (iartield was out of the 
way all would go well. H> tried to shake it off. 
but it grew In a fortnight's time it had become 
a hxed resolve He never has doubted siuoe that 
time—about the first ot June—that he was in- 
spired. He prayed and prayed, asking God, if he 
were not to be thus removed, to get rid of (iartield 
in some oilier way. The removal was necessary 
to save the nation from ruin. 

Alter me recess uuneau seeineu to ieei oeuer. 
He told the story of his inception ot the crime, 
just as it lias been published, and seemed to be 
very earnest, lie claims to have had great horror 
of the act after it had been suggested to him in his 
chamber, as he claimed, by the Deity, and it was 
about two weeks after the inspiration from the 
Deity that he could fully determine t<» commit the 
act. lie told the jury how be endeavored to draw 
away from this inspiration but how his efforts 
failed, and be said that he had prayed over and 
over again that if it was not the Lord's will that 
this should be done by him, he would interpose 
some special providence to prevent the act. He 
believed that if it had not been the Lord’s will a 

special providence would have been interposed 
Then, rising in his place in a somewhat dramatic 
manuer, he said, with great vehemence, that from 
the tirst of June to this moment he bad never had 
any doubt that lie was the agent of the Deity in 
doing the act for the good of the country and the 
people, and that whatever his own fate might be. 
he felt assured that in the future he w< uld be 
known as (Juiteau the patriot, and not as (miteau 
the assassin This assertion, in about the same 

form, w as made several times during the day : and, 
while his ideas seem to be very confused, or, at 
least, he seem:* to be unable to give the jury a very 
clear idea ol what the inspiration was and how he 
distinguished a Divine inspiration from a mere 
human determination, it was apparent that he had 
such an idea 

Alter some questions from Mr. bcoville Judge 
Porter took the prisoner in hand for cross examin- 

ation, who was made very angry by the adroit 
questions. The following is taken lrora the full 
report ot the trial 

Did you say to Otlicer bcott, on leaving the 
depot after the murder of the President. ••General 
Arthur is now President?'* A. I decline to an- 
swer that 

Why do you object to answering that ? A 
I suppose 1 did say that. Then he added cxcit. 
edly: I waut it distinctly understood that I did 
that of my own personal volition, but on the in- 
spiration of the Deity I never would have shot 
the President on mv own personal account. 

Q. Who bought the pistol, the Deity or you ? 
A 1 said the Deity inspired the act and the Deity 
would take care ot it. 

Mr. IV; ter. The question is. who bought the 
pistjl ? v. The Deity furnished the money with 
which I bought the pistol. 1 was the agent. 

hf 1 thought it was somebody else who fur- 
nished the money. The prisoner It was the 
Deity who furnished the money with which I

Mr Porter He furnished you all the money 
you ever had on earth, did he ? The prisoner. 1

A The whole matter was ;n the 
hands of the Deity, and (impatiently) 1 do not 
want t.» discuss it any further 1 appreciate the 
fact of the President’s long sickness ns much as 

any person in th*- world, but that is a very nar- 
row view to take of the matter 

All through the day experts watched Guiteau 
with the closest attention Dr Shaw ot the Con 
necticut asylum, Dr. Gooding of bt. Elizabeth. Dr 
Nichols of Bloomington and other eminent experts 
were grouped in seats very close to the witness, 
studying his face and listening to his statements 
It is very evident, says the correspondent of the 
Boston Journal, that whatever determination the 
experts may come to as to Guiteau’s responsibility 
for the act, they regard his case as a most remark- 
able one. and one of the experts said that it was 

one of the most iutereMiug psychological study 
that ever came within his experience. 

lnursday the cross examination ot (iuiteau was 

continued at great length bv Judge Porter The 
prisoner doggedly held to his position that he was ! 

executing the divine will in shooting Gartield. 
Friday the cross examination of (iuiteau was j 

concluded at a quarter past two Dr. Alexander 
Neal, physician and surgeon of Columbus. Ohio, 
who met (iuiteau at Columbus, thought at the 
time he was a lunatic 

Saturday was devoted to the examination ot 

witnesses for the defence, and some of the testi- 

mony was not very favorable to the prisoner 
Emery A Storrs ot Chicago, was asked in relation 
to the political status just prior to the shooting of 
President Garfield, aud was asked if there were no 
elements of discord in the Republican party which 
threatened to disrupt n # 

The reply was. 1 think the Republican party a 

pretty difficult ne to disrupt, and while there 
were elements of discord, my belief in the good 
sense of the rank and file is such that I believe it 
would have held together.” 

Upon cross examination witness said he never 

saw anything in Mr. Guiteau to indicate that he 
could not distinguish between right aud wrong : 
never saw anything in the conduct of the prisoner 
that would indicate that he did not know the dir 
ference between guilt or innocence. 1 never saw 

anything to indicate that he would not he respon- 
sible for crime. 

Mr. Scoville noted several exceptions to the 
rulings of Judge Cox in favor of the admission of 
these replies. The evidence created quite astir in 
the court room, aud seemed to stagger those about 
the defence table The sister of the prisoner was 

particularly excited, aud in tones distinctly caught 
by the reporters said: “He has perjured himself; 
that is all there is about it 

Senator David Davis was asked if he had devot- 
ed his attention to polities and was conversant with 
the political movement and public feeling about 
the time of the shooting of President Garfield. He 
replied that in common with ordinary people he 
had paid some attention to politics, but wa9 not a 
member ot either political party aud took no part 
in the last campaign The witness was then asked 
if he was aware of the state ot feeling in the Rep 
ublican party and between the two factions last 
spring, and said in reply he had no personal know 
ledge as he did not go into their caucusses 

Was there not such a breach in the party that it 
bid fair to disrupt it 

The Republican party has not been destroyed 
and it has had a good many breaches in it: the 
Republican party is an extraordinary organization 
I don’t believe it*will die until the Democratic party 
does. 

Scoville—From your knowledge of the parties 
do you not think the success ot the Democratic 
party would endanger the Republic \ 

Davis—I don’t think the success of any political 
party would endanger the Republic. 

The prosecution had no questions to ask and 
Senator Davis, with an air of blank wonderment, 
said : Can I lie excused f 1 told the officer who 
came for me that 1 never saw the prisoner and 
knew nothiug about him except what 1 had read.

From Cortland, Bangor, Biddeford, 
Augusta and other places come similar 

reports. Liquor is more or less openly 
sold in nearly every town in the State, 
and our exchanges show, as a natural re- 

sult, that drunkennses is alarmingly on 

the increase. This city is no exception. 
Our police court reports record numerous 

cases of drunkenness and of offences due 
to tiie use of liquor, but the arrests by no 

means include all the offenders. The 
Iiev. Mr. Ross in his sermon at the North 
Church on Sunday morning last, called 
attention to the disgraceful scenes which 
had been witnessed upon our streets tor 
some weeks past. Saturday nights have 
been saturnalias of drunkenness. Our 

prohibitory laws are certainly stringent 
enough, but what is the good of laws that 
arc not enforced, and which, judging from 
the present status of affairs, are not like- 
ly to lie enforced f We have been able 
heretofore, if not to completely eradicate 
the sale and use of liquor, at least to con- 

fine it within narrow limits. It is a grow- 
ing evil, and one that should not be al- 
lowed to spread as it is doing now, in 
hold defiance of law. The drunkard is ! 

not only a curse to himself and family, 
hut a nuisance to the community. If we 

do not wish our young men to become 
drunkards, and those who have been re- 

claimed to return to their evil courses, J 
we must see that they are not placed in ! 
the way of temptation. But what is to 
he done '! it is plain that further prohib- 
itory legislation in the direction of that 
already in our statute books would be of 
no avail. A correspondent offers the fol- 
luwiug suggestions— 

All our present laws are against the seller: yet 
a man can get drunk tud disturb the peace, per 
haps injure several, cripple an officer, and do much 
damage, and he is simply put ill jail for ten to 

thirty days, and fed on what he likes at the ox 

pens© of the county. Now why not enact a lavv 
that any one who gets drunk may he arrested by 
an officer, and fc r tbe first offence sentenced to 

labor for not less than thirty days, and for each 
subsequent offence double the prior sentence In 
time they would either keep sober or keep out of 
the way. If locked up they would be compelled to 
work : now they like to lie in jail and be fed A 
law such as proposed would help the temperance 
cause, and save much expense. N 'thing else will 
do. The better class who drink would keep out of 
the way, or stop drinking. 

i ue.se suggestions are wortuy ot con- 

sideration. They come from a practical 
business man, and a staunc h advocate of 
the temperance cause. Locking up the 
drunkards would certainly he an effectual 

way of stopping the sale of liquor, and the 

prospect of thirty or more days at hard 
labor would no doubt deter many from 

chinking. To he sent to jail and fed at 
the public cost is no punishment to the 
great majority of offenders. A Virginia 
correspondent of the Detroit Free Press 
throws some light on this subject. Un- 

says— 
A Northern drunkard, or brawler, or villainous 

wife-beater w ho can not pay a tine, goes to jail, or 
the work house. In thousands of instances men 
commit offenses in order to ho sent there. They 
live well, sleep well, and have little to do. in Vir- 
ginia this class ot men go to the chain-gang, and 
are made to benefit the general public and pay ilieir 
way. Hoads, ditches, bridges and parks are bui.'i. 
improved and kept clean, and the law enforced at 
the same time. And the result is that Richmond, 
with its 65,000 population and its chain-gang, does 
not show one sixih of the arrests made in Detroit, 
with its 130,000 population and Jail and Work 
house A bummer sent to our Work iiouse gains 
from three to five pounds of flesh in thirty days, 
has a warm suit, a good bed, and five or six hours 
of work per day. One sent to the chain gang of 
Richmond lets the first time be the last, unless lie 
is a chronic loafer. 

The elforts of Gov. Plaisted to make | 
himself ridiculous, in which he has been 

remarkably successful, must lie borne 
with patience, hut when he usurps un- 

lawful power, undertakes to constitute 
himself the supreme authority of this 
State, and to set the constitution and 
laws at defiance, it is time lie should lie 
checked. Fortunately we have a Supreme 
Judicial Court to guard the interests of 
the people, and its opinions, of which a 

summary is published elsewhere, vindi- 
cate the rights of the people of Maine and 
sustain the Executive Council in their re- 

sistance to the usurpations of Plaisted. 

According to the Portland Argus Gover- 
nor Plaisted intends to pay no attention 
to the decision of the Court, but intends 
to bring the question of his right to re- 

move the Reporter of Decisions before the 
Court in a legal way. What he will gain 
by such a step, beyond notoriety, is not 

easily seen; hut notoriety is probably 
what he is striving for. 

The Republicans organized the House 
of Representatives on Monday.

The President’s Message 
AN ABLE AND IMPORTANT DOCUMENT 

President Arthur’s message, containing some 
fourteen thousand words, sent to Congress Tues 
day, was transmitted to the uewspapers of the 
country by telegraph, and reaches us in somewhat 
imperfect form. \\ e can only give a synopsis of 
this very able document, but which embraces all 
the important recommendations. The message 
opens with the following touching mention of 

the nation's bereavement. 
An appalling calamity has befall *u tin Airnr 

ican people since their chosen Representatives last met in the halls where you are now as- 
sembled. We might else recall with unallowed 
content tnerare prosperity with which, through- 
out the year, the Nation has been plenteous Its 
varied industries have thriven, the health of its 
people has been preserved, it has maintained with 
foreign governments the undisturbed relations of 
amity and peace : for these manifestations of His 
favor,we owe to Him who holds our destiny iu His 
hands, the tribute of our grateful devotions, and 
to that mysterious exercise of His will which has 
taken from us the loved and illustrious citizen who 
was but lately the head of the Nation, we bow in 
sorrow and submission The memory of his exalt 
ed character, of his noble achievements and of 
his patriotic life, will l»e treasuicd forever as a 
sacred possession of the whole people. The an- 
nouncement of his death drew from foreign gov 
ernments and people tributes of sympathy and sor- 
row. which histoiy will record as signal tokens of 
the kinship of unions and the federation of u.hi. 
kind. The feeling of good will between our own 

government and that of (neat Britain was never 
more marked than at present In recognition of 
this [-leasing fact I directed on the occasion of 
the late Centennial celebration at V- rktown. that 
a salute be given to the British flag. Save for tlm 
correspondence to which I shall refer hereafter, i-

He makes no suggestions as to details but thinks

THE INDIAN QUESTION. 
The President makes the following recommen- 

dations— 
First, 1 recommend the passing of an act mak- 

ing the laws of the various States and Territories 
applicable to the Indian reservations within their 
borders, and extending the laws of the State of 
Arkansas to the portion of the Indian territory 
not occupied by five civilized tribes The Indian 
should receive the protection of the law; he 
should be allowed to maintain in court his rights 
of person aud property lie has repeatedly beg 
ged for this privilege and its exercise would be 
very valuable to him iu his progress toward civi 
lizatiou. 

Second, Of even greater importance, is theenact 
merit of a general law permitting the allotment iu 
severalty of such Indians, at least, as desire it of 
a reasonable quantity of land, secured to them by- 
patent and for their own protection made inalien 
able for twenty or twenty five years There is 
reason to believe that Indians iu large numbers 
would be persuaded to end their tribal relations 
and to engage at ouce iu industrial pursuits by no 

greater inducement than the assuianceof a perma- 
nent right to the soil. 

POLYGAMY. 
The President suggests the propriety of modify- 

ing the law of evidence which now makes a wife in- 
competent to testify against her husband. I reconi 

mend also the passage of an act providing that in 
the Territories of the I'nited States the fact that 
a woman has-been married to a person charged 
with bigamy, shall not disqualify her as a witness 
upon his trial for that offence. I further recoin 
mend legislation by which any person solemnizing 
marriage in any «>nhe Territories shall be required, 
under stringent penalties for neglect or refusal, to 
lile a certificate of such marriage in the .Supreme 
Court of tin* Territory. 1 assure you of my deter- 
mined purpose to co-operate with Con in any lawful 
and discreet measures which may be proposed to 
that end. 

Kid CATION. 
There is now special reason why by rting apart 

the proceeds of tie* sale of public land- or 1»v tiuo 
other course, the Government, should aid tin- work 
of the education of many win* now exercise tin- 
right of suffrage to read the ballot which thc\ < a-t. 
All that can be done by local legislation and gener- 
osity, should be supplemented by such aid as can 
be constitutionally offered by the National Govern- 
ment. For the education particularly of the color- 
ed people, I would suggest that if any funds be 
dedicated to this purpose it ma\ bcwiseiv distri 
lmted in the different States according to tin* rate of 
illiteracy, as by this means those locations which 
are in most need of such assistance will reap it- 
especial benefit.

The Humors 01 jailor Boating. 

In an illustrated account of a cruise in a New 
'i ork pilot boat, published in The Century for 
December, Air tv <i. \\ Benjamin says 

A e kept on to the east, deciding to go as far as 

George's Bank after steamers. These vessels 
are the great prizes in the pilot lottery, because 
their draft averages more than that of sailiug ships. 
To secure an inbound steamer also insures piloting 
h r out again. Ocean steamers are therefore very 
desirable game, and great risks are encountered in 
order to intercept them. The opposite extreme 
arc Norwegian barques, for they are small, and 
generally come to this country in ballast. To get 
a Norwegian barque' ps therefore considered a good 
joke on the poor fellow whose luck it is to board 
one. Steamers which are exclusive freight boats, 
and slow in their movements, are called “tramps.'' 
and are also not held in high esteem by the pilots 
The cruises to the eastward are sometimes, al 
though rarely, protracted to twenty or thirty days 
But the average luck is good. 

The following evening, when we were well east 
ward of Nantucket light ship, a steamer was report- 
ed heading directly for us Immediately'the cards 
were dung a^ide, and in a moment every soul was 
on dock The pilot whose turn it was to board the 
next vessel, after a hurried survey’ of the steamer, 
exclaimed: 

Boys, good by. Finish the game for yourselves 
He then dashed below, and in all haste put on a 

“boiled’’ shirt and a Sunday go-to-meeting suit, 
and packed his valise It should be remembered 
that these steamers are rather more “swell’' than 
sailing ships, and seem to demand a corresponding 
difference in apparel In the meantime the torch 
was blazing on deck in the liveliest manner. The 
needle-like points of light representing the steam 
er gradually approached, and at last the huge, 
vague form of the vessel herself could be defined. 
But she already had a pilot, and paid no attention 
to us The game in the cabin was resumed at 
once, and the “boiled” shirt was once more folded 
up and laid away carefully in the locker. The pre- 
cariousness of steamer catching is well illustrated 
by this matter of dressing to board them. One of 
our pilots told us that he had actually shaved and 
dressed six times in one trip, for a steamer, before j 
he had succeeded in boarding one. There is a 
tradition of a pilot who dressed seventeen times 
before success crowned his perseverance.
