Ha
thinks it a social duty to be entertaining,
always and everywhere, and so, like the Gei-
man Baron, practices *‘how to be lifely ’ by
morally jamﬁng over the tables and chairs.
Afraid or ashamed of being left in the rear,
he makes a point of charging in the very van,
And thus, while the impudent floai quietly
and securely down the stream, he throws
himself into sccial whirlpools for fear of being
drowned.

SELF CULTURE; By Juhn Stoart Blackle, New
York, Scribver, Armstrong & Co. For sale by
Hoyt, Fogg and Breed.

This little work by Professor Blackie of
the University of Edinburgh isa plain and
forcible statement ot obvious truths, It is
divided into three parts the® culture of the
intellect, pbysical culture and moral culture,
His suggestions on the study of lamguages
are original and worthy of attention. In
part second he draws our attention to im-
portant facts regarding the necessity of ex-
ercise and pleep, which certainly are not
fresh,but which are important enough to bear
any amount of repetition. In the article on .
moral culture which the writer regards
as being the most important of the
three divisions of self-culture, he im-
presses the value of truthtuluess, industry,
obedience, eneigy, etc., and especially of
prayer without ceasing. The book is small
and unpretentious but it is written by a clear-
headed man who knows whereof he writes,
and its careful perusal cannot fail to be of
lasting value to the reader.

A BeavriFuL FIEND, or THROUGH TnE Ping,
By Mrs. Southworth.

This new novel by this popular writer will
be eagerly sought for by a certain class of
readers. 1t is fully as icteresting as her for-
mer works, but the plot is very complicated,
and is not wholly unravelled in this volume,
that duty being left for a succeeding one. Tha
style is highly sensational and manv of the
situations extremely improbable; as for in-
stance when she causes her heroifie to be-
eome engaged to two gentlemen living In the
same house; both of whom she solemnly
promises to marry, “him and no other.” The
beauty of the book is considerably marred by
grammatical errors, of which there are many ;
perbaps,the most noticeable one being on page
321 where is written, “He was making a
declaration of love to me I said not for me’
“Ah! those little pronouns make the greatest
deal of difference.”

This is an exceedingly neat and comprehen.
sive collection of hymns and tunes. The book
is about 7 by 4% inches in size, and contains
but 2556 pages, in which limited space there
are about four hundred hymns and 220 tupes.
The type is small but clear, and from the
small size of the book it may be hela without,
fatigue in one hand while sioging. It would
be difficult to bring together in a more con-
venient shape a more valuabla collection of
music and words, both for religious and social

purposes.

We bave already given our reasons at
length for the renomination of Mayor Wes-
cott by the Republicans before the caucuses
of Wednesday night.

. The Temperance Meeting.

The temperance meeting held in C ity Hall
yesterday and last evening, was one of the
largest and most suceessful held in the State
for several years, For the most part the ad-
dresses were full ot practical facts, and the
frequent recurrence of such meetings will
have a great influence in creating a healthy
and positive tone ip society on this important
subject. Doubtless there is dormant temper-
ance sentiment enough in community to
bring about a different state of things it it
was called into action. The better portion of
the speakers, those who are conversant with
the people who make up this world, vrged
the importance of creating a strong and ag-
gressive public opinion against the evil re-
sults of intemaperance. Itis a matter of re-
gret that speakers were unjust in their criti-
cisms and made assertions that have no
foundation in fact, So far as these refer to
individusls we care nothing for them; but
when the reputation of the city is blackened
by exaggerated and false reports which go out
to the world,we object to such in behalf of its
people. One wouid think to hear some of
the speakers that nearly every man on the
street is a staggering drankard. Now any-
‘oné who walks the streets of Portland every
day and evening, must know that intoxicated
men are as rare there as in any cily
of its size in the country. The other story,
8o often repeated, that there are flve hundred
places in the city where liquor is sold, isa
gross exagzeration. We have the statement
of a reliable and intelligent officer that there
have not been at any time over one kundred
and fifty places where liquor has been sold,
and these were largely in dwelling houses
where only the smallest quantity was kept.
At present the number is smaller. No good
can come from these stories, and being un-
true, no man should carelessly give them
currency,

We are happy to add that such random
slatements were the exception and that the
general deliberations of the meeling were of a
character to command respect and exert a
most salutary influence,

Tom Scorr wants Congre:s to guarantee
the payment of the interest in gold on $136,-
000,000 :f bonds so ke can go on with rail-
road building, Thal request is altogether too
modest, Who would think of such an- one
from that great raliroad King. There isno
doubt he ¢culd do several things with sucha
guarantee. But under the embarrassed con-
dition of our national finances it looks as
though Mr. Scott bhad better put his fingers
in his vest pocket and advance the avhole
amount himself. At any rate the national
treasury can’t be relied upon now even for
this small amount.

Tue Democratic caucus held last evening,
to nominate a candidate for Mayor,
put Nathan Cleaves, Esq,, in nomina-
tion for a third time. We most cheerfully
bear testimony to the excellent character, un-
questioned integrity and abilicy which Mr.
Cleaves sustains among his fellow citizens.
With the experience ot Mayor Wescott, he
would make an acceptable Mayor; but the
latter having at least this advantage, the
voters will not be disposed to make a change
next Monday.

Tag frauking privilege will not be restored
in full by the present. Congress after the de-
cided defeat the proposition met in the
House on TiMursday. Among the forty-nine
nays we find Gen. Butler who only the day
before opposed granting weekly papers the
privilege of circulating in the county where
published, voting for the whole thing and re-
pudiating the platform of the Philadelphia
Convention.

It is said that the State Prison investiga-
tion will cost the State $10,000 in the ex-
penses of the hearing and the detention of
work at the institution, for which nothing
will be gained except a vizdication for a man
who needed nothing of the kind. This sum
may be chargedto the perguisiie account of
the Democrats.

A CcoNGRESEMAN, Mr. Colt of Kansas, is
laboring under the delusion that the grangers
are pining for the restoration of the franking
privilege to such an extent as will enable
them to get agricultural reports witbout post-
age. We are sorry to hear this for we have
had great faith in their intelligence.

The Knox County Sheriff Affair.
To the Editor of the Press:

A correctaccount of the Knox County Sherift
investigation has not been given in the papers.

Hon. Isaac Hobbs of Hope, was elected Sher-
iff ot Koox Connty in 1872 and entered on his
duties in January, 1873, and is the only Repub-
lican officer in that county.

Being at Rocklaud on official duty, he _had
not received notice of the prosecution institut-
ed against him, which notice had been sent by
Gov. Dingley to Hope, but observing in _the
newspapers that his conduct was te be inquired
into by the Governor on Wednesday, he re-
quested D. N, Mortland Esq., member of the
last House from Rockland, to appear for him
before the Governor.

Mr. Mortland arrived at Angusta Toesday
eveniog and iatiug Judge Goddard, who
was Senator with Mr. Hobbs iu 1858, attended
the examination which took place in the Exec-
utive chamber at 2 P, M. Wednesday.

8o novel a proceeding atiracted much atten-
tion and several members of the Legislature
and other. prominent gentlemen of different
‘‘persnasions,” among others Hon. Joshua
Nye, of Augusta, desired to be present,
but were excluded .s were the executive
councillors. His Excellency ruling that the
investigation was secret—confined exclusively
to parties, witnesses and counsel.

In the mean time Sheriff Mobbs having re-
ceived the official notice from the Governor,
had telegraphed to Mr. Mortland and to the
Governor that he would start for Auvgusta on
Wednesday, arriving at 44 P. M., and the Gov-
ernor had telegraphed to the Sheriff that he
could be heard in person after his arrival,
althongh, by consent of his attorneys, the in-
vestigation would com at the appointed
hour. i

Hon, Joseph Farwell, Ex-Mayor ot Rock-
land, and G. O. Payson, Esq., Common Coun-
cilman of that city, appeared as witLesses
against the Sheriff, and Mr. Farwell conducted
the prosecution, which was based on a resolu-
tion of impeachment by the Knox County
Lodge of I. O. of Good Tenrplars commauni-
cated ina complaiut signed by Mr. Payson
which refers to certain instructions previously
given him by the Governor; all, it appeared,
under chap. 52 of the public laws of 1872, a

statute drawn, as it is said, by Gov. Diu‘gley
himself when 2 member of the House from
Lewiston. His Excellency further ruled that
the testimony did not require an oath and each
of the witnesses was subjected to cross-exam-
ination by the couusel for Sheriff Hobbs,
Affidavits of Marshal Brackley, of Rockland
and Judge Hall of the Reckland Municipal
Court were offered, but objected to by the Bher
iff’s cenusel, because no opportunity had been
a cross-examination, aud the Mar-
shal was proved to have left Augusta that
v morning.

The following is a report of the Kennebec
Journal reepecting the action of the Senale on
the bill called the force bill, Thursday:

Bill_an act relating to railroad connections
came from the House, that branch having re-
fused a passage to the bil.

Grand Rally at City Han,

GOV. DINGLEY ANNOUNCES HIS
POSITION,

—

SPEAKING BY MANY MEN.

The assemblage of the advocates of and sym-
pathizers in the temperance movement in the
State assembled at City Hall yesterday morn-
ing. The ball was about half filled, there be-
ing a fair sprinkling of ladies. At 10 30 the
meeting was called toorder by Rev. J. M. Palm-
mer, who announced as the temporary organi-
zation Dr. George E. Brickett of Augusta, Pres-
ident, and Messrs. David O. Foye of Bath, and
L. M. Webb of Portland, as Secretaries. An
appropriate prayer was then made by Rev. Dr,
Shailer of this city.

On motion of Mr. A. W. Clark of Waldo-
boro, a committee of nine was appointed to
effect a permanent organization. The chair
appointed as that cowmittee A. W, Clark of
Waldoboro, J. W. Munger of Portland, Rev.
W. H. Bartlett of Kennebunk, Rev. J. D, Em-
erson of Biddeford, J. . Anderson of Gray,
John A. Mace of Belfast, W. F Merrill of
Deering, D. C. Moulton of Falmouth, L. B.
Chapman of Deering.

On motion of A, J. Chase of Portland, o
business committee of five was appointed. The
chairman named as members of that commit-
tee A. J. Chase of Portland, J, E. Hazeltine of
Portland, H. M. Bryant of Lewiston, F. A,
Smith of Portland, Rev. H. C. Munson of Tur-
ner.

After the appointment of the committees the
chairman called upon Rev. G. W. Bicknell of
Portland, for a speech. Mr. Bicknell vot being
present, Mr. H, M. Bryant of Lowiston, was
called to the platform and addressed the meet-
ing.

Mr. Bryaut said the question of temperance
was a paramount issue, and as a subject of na-
tional iuterest and anxiety, was taking quite
as r_mmimnt 1+ place in the thoughts of the

blic as once did the evil of slavery. Maine

as a bright record on the temperance ques-
tion, a record which should not be tarnished.
The object of this meetiug is to call public at-
tention to the temperance cause and 1o the glo-
rious crusade in the West. There are laws
enough on the statute book in all conscience.
The trouble is in their non-euforcement. The
blame of this nou enforcement rests upon the
citizens, and upon vo vue else. If the people
demand enforcement, theu enforeement there
will be. If there are five hundred rum shops
in the city of Portland, the people of that city
are to vlame, and po others. If there be thiee
rom murders in a single week in that city its
citizens are to blame, because they do not aid
to form a public sentiment which shall render
these things impossible,

Rev. J. M. Palmer of this city was the next
spéaker. He said the State, the pation, the
world even looked to Portland for her position
on the temperance question. Maiue is regard-
ed almost as the typical temperance State, and
Purtland is her chief city. Dr Hill's state-
ment  that he saw more drunkenvess in Port-
land during the last six months than e ever
before saw in his life, and that the prohibitory
law is a failure, has been copied far and wide
Now it is ridiculous to say that the law is a fail
ure. 1tis inoperative. Not a finger is lifted
to enforce it. There are 500 open ram shops in
the city to-day, the City Marshal informs me.
This condition of nffairs is a damnable shame,
The only remedy is to withhold our votes from
the men who neglect to enforce the law they
have sworn to execute. If the city govern-
ment will not stop the ram traffic we must tell
its members that they can't have our votes, We
have no personal feeling against these men, but
we shall not support them for office. We must
do as th: anti-slavery apostles did, nominate
our men and stick to them through defeat as
through victory.

At this polot the committee on permanent or-
ganization came inand Mr. Palmer brought his
remarks to a close, saying that either temper-
ance must never be mentioned, or else only tem-
perance men be put in nomination and support-
ed, Auny other course, any talk about social in-
fluence merely, is a sham.

The chairman then intreduced the President,
Gov. Dingley, saying by way of preface, that
the fault in the matter of non-prohibition was
not that of the oficers, but of the citizens gen-
erally.

Gov. Dingley was reclived with applause as
he stepped forward. He said that as a temper
ance man he remained to this meeting, though
business at Augusta demanded his attention,
He expressed his strong sympathy with the ob
jects of the gatbering, and spoke warmly of
the necessity of creating a public sentiment in
favor of temperance. The enforcement of law
depends in a large measure upon this pablic
sentiment. The abuse of this sentiment does

not excuse dereliction of duty on the part of
officers, however. The present prolubitory law
is the best ever put upon a statute book, In
the connty of Audroscoggin with its two cities,
threre is not a single upen dram shop, and drunk-
enness is rare,  Owing to the enforcement of
the law in that county the evils of Iutemper-
ance are kept withiun the closest possible limits,
It does vot entirely accomplish 1ts object. We
have statutes against theft, but there are thieves
still; we have laws against murder, but thers
are murdesers still.  No human statute entirely
accomplishes its objects.  The prohibitory law
when enforced, is as effective as others, Sthl,
as the “asis of law, we need moral suasion. In
society, in the church, in the charitable and
other associations, iu all places where men
fnlher together this subject shonld be agitated
-aW can ouly supplement myral seasion, Law
18 necessary for moral suasion alone cannot ac-
complish its object. The temptation of the
open dram shop must be taken from out the
path of the reformed wun  Law and moral
suasion most go haud in hand.  Too little at-
tention has been paid to woral saasivn nud too
much to law.

The Governor strongly condemned any local
officer who neglected to enforce the law for tear
of interfering with the shenffs. The primary
duty of euforcement is with them. They kuow
the haunts of vice, they can best sappress the
dram shops.  The doty of the shenffs is on'y
supplementary, or at least covcurrent. A sher-
f of the county of Comberland told the spouk-
e~ that he would be glad to have the assis.su e
of the lucal officers, for he neeled i, I have
%iven orders - to every sheriff in the State to en-
orce the law. They sre doing their best. Let
the local officers support them, aud create a
loeal publie sentiment which will sustain these
local ofticers It s the loeal feeling which too
often paralyzes the officers. We caunot expect
them to hearuly de their duty unless we extend
to them our sympathy and support. One of the
greatest works for men to do in those localities
where the law is not enforeed is to go to the
officers and tell them that yon support them.
You must manifest the true public sentiment
which really exists. Uunless they thivk them-
selves at:fuponed they become faint hearted.
The foundations of the mevement must be laid
by the public press and the church ol Christ.
A great work lLas been done during the past
forty years by the veterans of the temperance
canse, and the progress is encouraging, but
much remaios to do.

EVENING SESSION.

In the evening City Hall was crowded to its
utmost capacity by an interested audience.
Every seat was filled, and the aisles and the
rear of the hall were packed by those unable
to obtain sitting room.  After muosic by the
Portland Band, the meeting was called to order
by L. M. Webb, who announosed as the chair-
man of the evening Mr. Andrew J. Chase of
Deering.  Mr. Chase assumed the chair, and
the opening prayerdwas made by Rev. O, M,
Coascus of Kenuebunk.

The resolutions were then taken up and op-
ened for disoussion. Rev, Mr. Luce was the
first speaker. He strongly advocated the reso
lution in regard to the churches, and said that
perbaps they had been remiss.  He hespoke the
prayers of all for the success of the temperance
movement.  If the anthorities peglect their
duty, remove them. If we take hold of this
movement in earnest 1t will be as difficalt to
get dronk in this city as it was a year ago.

J. W. Donegan of Baugor, then addressed
the convention in a brief and earnest speech,
He was followed by Hon. Joshoa Nye.  Mr.
Nye believed that there was a strong public sen-
timent in fuvor of the prohibitory law. He
then meutioned the crusade of the Western
women  While he believed in any movement
which wounld stop rom-gelling for even a cay,he
did not believe we should ask our mothers and
Sisters to go into the dirty dens of the liguor
sellers,  He did not believe in asking the wo-
men to enforce laws which they were not per-
mitted to make. Give them the ballot and the
rum trafiic in Maine will be dead in three
months, Soloug as we alone have the power
to make laws let us stand up like men and exe-
cute them. These remarks of Mr, Nye in re-
lation to women were greeted with much ap

plause,

Gen. Hall followed, taking strong ground
agairst the use of wine at social parties and
fashionable weddings and State dinners, These
make more drunkards than do all the dram
shops which line our streets. He predicted
that ere long prohibition would become a na-
tional issue, and dram-drinking be swept from
the land. Before closing he called upom the
total abstinance people to hold up their hands,
Few hands were raised.

Handel’s Dettingen Te Deum, so called from
the victory for whose celebration it was com-
posed. in the year 1743, is one of the grandest
and most characteristic works of its author,
The words of the familiar hyma receive, in
this majestic and elaborate setting add.tional
power and vividoess,

A brief orchestral iotroduction, essentially
Handelian, is the preinde to the first phrases,
large and impressive, of the chorus. An elab-
| orate figure, given out by the contralto solo,
contrasts with a shor(, energetic phirase which
forms the esseutial theme of the chorus The
accompaniment is exoedingly interesting to
| the musical stadent, in its details as well as in

its full effect. “All the Earth,” contralte solo
| aod choras, contains characteristic roulades,
vigorous harmonies, and & wonderful accom-
| pasimont, of which every note is necessary to
| its perfection of effecct. The semi-chorus, “To
| thee all angels,” s uoticeable for the great

beauty of its pathetic melody, anfl the Slmost
heavenly effsct of the accompanimeout, in
| which thirds and sixths, in contrary motion,
| ace largely employed. lu powerful contrast to
| the preceding number s the chorus “To thee,
Cherubim and Seraphim”, which is one of
the fluest and most striking passages of the
| work. The long, pure notes of the ascription
| ave sung by each part io tura, while the others
| reiterate the word “continually” in an expres-
| sive fugoue of four votes only; until at the
| words “Heaven and earth are full of the
| majesty” the voices un‘te in simple and
sublime harmonies. The quartette and
choras “The glorious company” is marked
by that marvellous power over the
resourres of his art in which Han-
del remains forever unexcelled; and is, it
seems to us, one of the most beautiful numbers
of the composition. The brief but important
choras “‘Also the Holy Ghost” is followed by a
vig and imp ve bass aria with chorus,
The sentence “When thou hadst overcome” re-
calls to us, in treatment, the passage in the
composer’s “Messiah,” *‘Since by man.” In
the latter, the transition is more sudden, the
change more entire. In the “'Te Deum’” how.
ever, it is these sad chords which lead raturally
and without antithesis, into tbe chorus ex.
pressive of freedom and rejoicing. It is ex-
tended in treatment and repays the most care-
ful study, :

The important aria for tenor or bass ““When
thou lookest’ is followed by the chorus **Thou
sittest at the right hand,” which closes with
an adagio phrase—'*We believe that thou shalt

come,” The eight bars, scored for the trump
ets alone, that seem to indicate the call to final
jundgment, are succeeded by two short but high-
ly expressive choruses. The superb chorus
“Day by day” introduces a noble fugue “And
we worship.”' The bass solo “Vouchsafe, O
Lord"” and the grand chorns “O Lord, in thee
have I trusted” conclude the work.

So slight a sketch as the present can of course
convey only a hint of the majestic proportions,
the perfection of detail, the spirit which in-
forms this monument of victory, this hymn of
a conquering people. We have merely en-
deavored to poiut out a few of its obvious traits,
leaving the greater part nusaid, for the indi-
vidual appreciation of those who will hear it
sung by the Haydn Associacion.
