The Scientific American says stumps
may be got rid of in this way: In the
autumn or early winter bore a hole one
or two inches in diameter, according to
the girth of the stump, and about eigh-
teen inches deep.  Put into it one or two
ounces of saltpetre, fill the hole with wa-
ter and plug it close. In the ensuing
spring take out the plug and pour in
about a gill of kerosene oil and ignite it.
The stump will smoulder away without
blazing to the very extremity of the roots,
leaving nothing but ashes.”

The Message.

The message of President Arthur, of which a
full synopsis was published last week, has et
with aluost universal conimendation. Those who
read the message as transwitted by telegraph.
could not fairly judge of its hterary werita. 1t s,
however. singularly deveid of rhetorical flourishes
or attempts at fine writing, Lut i= a plamn, practi-
cal business documwent, conservative in tone, and
in all respects un admirable State paper The alln-
sions to the death of President Garfield are very
pathetic avd show good taste and sincere feeling.
The recommendations embodied in the message
were included in the synopsis already published,
but the President’s wiews with regard to the
finances wiil bear repetition. They are charaecter-
ized by the New York Herald as eminently sound
and are summarized by that paper as follows: The
President advises the retirement of the silver eer-
tificates, on the just ground that they ire an up-
pecessary addition to the paper eurrency and that
any possible deficiency created by their witn-
drawai will be readily supplied by the naticoal
bavks. He advises, of the sane time, the repeal
of the law compelling the coinage of two millions
of silver bullion monthly, leaving the wiot fre- 1o
coin silver only as it is demanded by the public
fur use. Takinginto account the imwmense surplus
revenue, which, it scams, will amount to one han
dred and thirty millions, he recommends canlions
reliet from taxation, and. as we think, wisely pre
fers the repeal of all iuternal revenue taxes except
those on whiskey and toliaceo by way of a begiv-
ning. He sugeests to Congress. also, that it may
be possible to reduce the taxes on whiskey and to-
bacco without serionsly iwpuiring the revenue
Statistics prove him right in this, tor they show
that a tifty ceut tax on whizkey can be more com-
pletely collected and will vield quite as wueh rev.
enne 88 the present tax of ninety cents

In regard to the finanees he makes the sensible
suggestion that unless the three and a half per
cents. can be refunded at 4 mueh lower rate of in-
terest than they now bear 1t is not desirable to
chiange themn  They are now call bonds. and, as
he remarks, are available for the iuvestment of
the surplus revenues without the parment of
premiums, and as at the present rate of surplus
revenues we ean pay the entire national debt in ten
years it is clear that more would be lost by pre
miums on the pureliase of term bonds than could
be gained by any possibie lower rate of interest
We regret, says the Herald, to see the Democrats
hastening to bring in bills for refundivg at three
per cent. which have the aspeet of being inspired
rather by speculators than by regard for the tax-
payers.

It is to be hoped that Congress will act prowptly
upon the President’s 1ecommendations for abolish-
ing stawmp duties. Mr J. 8 Moore, 8 well known
writer on tariff' questions, says the total abolition
of the match tax and all stamp duties will not in-
volve more than 11,000,000 loss to the revenue.

Our friends on the other side of the Atlantic
may look out for a blizzard shortly.

Prohibition in Kansas.

Some months ago we made editorial
mention of the efforts to prevent the sale
and use of liquor in Kansas. The present
prohibitory laws of that State are much
more stringent than those of Maine, and
it was predieted by many at the time of
their enactment that the result would
cither be their non-enforcement or their
repeal at an early day. The law enfore-
ing the constitutional amendment for
suppressing the manufacture and sale of
liquor in the State of Kansas went into
etfeet on the first day of last May. A cor-
respondent of the Boston Herald who
was in Kansas on that day, and for some
days subsequently, has testified that the
law was promptly and vigorously en-
forced and almost universally observed.
Not a drop of liquor or a glass of beer
could be obtained upon any terms in
places where it had formerly been more
veadily poreured than a glass of water.
But the correspondent was skeptical con-
cerning the continnance of this state of
affairs, and queried as to what might
happen “when the jugs gave out.”

Sinee then our exchanges have con-
tained little or nothing—and nothing re-
liable -as to the sucecess or failure of pro-
hibition in Kanpsas. Naturally, we in
Maine are deeply interested in this move-
ment. If Kansas can place on her statute
books prohibitory laws more stringent
than our own, and suceessfully enforee
them, the State which led the van in the
temperance movement and gave its name
to prohibitory legislation, has something
to learn from her younger sister.  But if,
on the other hand, these laws are inoper-
ative, it would be interesting to know the
whysand wherefores. The testimony now
at hand is contradictory, as much so asit
is with regard to the temperance cause in
oar own State.  Just now liquor is more
or less apenly sold nearly in every city
and town in Maine, and the newspapers
report drunkenness as on the increase.
Yet there are those who, in the face of
these facts, declare prohibition in this
State a great success. That it has result-
ed in good —in great good—must be con-
ceded ; and that so far as the sale and
use of liquor is concerned we might be in
a very mwuch worse condition than we are
to-day, could be very easily demonstrat-
ed.

the number of prisuners sent to the peni-
tentiary since the prohibitory laws took
effect. In conelusion Gov, St. John says
*My opinion is that the old system of li-
censing dram-shops would be defeated in
this State by at least 75,000 majority,
and if the women could vote—and [ wish
they could--the rum power wounld be
baried withont the hope of resurrection.”

Further encouraging testimony is found
in a recent letter from Gov. St. John to
(ren. Neal Dow, giving information as to
the result of the recent State election, so
far as it aflected prohibition and the Re-
publican party, and in a newspaper con-
taining au editorial from the Waehita
Beacon, a leading Democratic paper.
The Beacon says it is “entitled to the
eredit or discredit of raising throughout
the stite the issue on the repeal of the
prohibitory law."™ * * * #We have
submitted the question of repeal and
have been beaten.” The Beacon, bowing
to the will of the people, says in eonelu-
sion: Henceforth we are infavor of the
law, and we shall advocate any amend-
ment in the future that will make it more
thoroughly efficacious in pertorming its
work.”

Grov. St. John says prohibition in Kan-
sis is a sueecess; and after six months ex-

perience the people have defeated a |
movement for the repeal of the law. |

The latter is an indisputable fact, but
(rov. St. Joln's statements . re contro-
verted by ex-Gov, Charles Robinson, al-
wiys a temiperance man, the first Gov-
ernor of the State, and “the honored New
England leader in Kansas when its con-
trol was contended for by the friends of
free and slave labor.”  Ina letter written
in reply to enquiries from Massachusetts
respecting the prohibitory law in Kansas,
Mr. Robinson says it is not a success
that on the eontrary the amended con-
stitution is a great injury to the State.
He asserts that drinking is more common
than ever, and advises people not to con-
tribute to a fund for the enforcement of
the law, because the money will be used
for political and selfish purposes, and will
only prolong the present bad condition of
things in this particular. The reader
will have to strike an average betwgen
these opposite statements, made by men
whose motives cannot be impugned. In
assuming that prohibition in Kansas,
while not a complete suceess, is far from
being an utter failure, we should proba-
bly not go wide of the mark. And the
same may be said of Maine.

On Monday last the President nomi-
nated and the Senate confirmed Hon.
Frederick T. Frelinghuysen to succeed
Secretary Blaine, who voluntarily retires,
as it was some time ago understood that
he would do, from a position he has filled
with rare ability, tact and judgment.
His successor, who for many years ably
represented New Jersey in the United
Stutes Senate, is too well known to need
any introduction to our readers.
