Congressional Apportionment.

VIEWS OF CONGRESSMAN-ELECT MILLIKEN

The Maine Legislature at its coming session
will have to deeide npon an apportionment of
the State into four Congressional distriets.
The Lewiston Journal says :

Oune-fourth of the population of the State is
162,256, and to divide the State into four cqual
districts as near this number of inhabitants as
po sible should be given to each. There is u
great desive to respeet county lines: but it is no
cisy matter to muke equally populous distriets
and respeet these lines.  In order to effect an
equal division, oue plan proposes to divide Pen-
obscot county. Anether proposes to divide Sag-
wdahoe, place a part of the towns in the first and
the other part in the second distriet, in erder that
Lineoln county may be ineluded in the second
distriet, it being contiguous to the Sagaduboe
towns which under this plan would be included
in the sccond. Another plan proposes to divide
Oxford county and place the western towns 1
the fivst and the eastern towns in the second
distriet.  Whether Kennebee county shall be
ieluded in the second or in the thivd distriet is
another point of diseussion.  When the legisli-
tors meet and exchange views, Larmony and
_illﬂ!i:-v will undoubtedly be the result of their
ieton,
