Jeff. Davis Dead. 

.Jefferson Davis, President of the late Confeder- 
acy, died at New Orleans last Thursday night, 
aged si years, lie ceased to he a citizen of the 
[ 'ailed States in JMil, and although he had served 
with credit in the Indian and Mexican wars, had 
been a member of Congress from Mississippi and 
was Secretary of War under President Pierce, no 
ollieial action was taken at Washington on his 
death. When he left the Senate in ls<»l he turned 
his back upon an honorable record, and was there- 
after an enemy of his country and continued "un- 
reconstructed” until the end. His career as Presi- 
dent ot the Southern Confederacy, his flight when 
Kiehmond was evacuated, his subsequent capture 
and imprisonment, his release and retired life at 
Beauvoir, his Mississippi home, are well known. 
His wife and one daughter survive him.
