ing the best of feed in summer 

BETTER FEEDING REqriKED. 
l lie owners are, to some extent, to 

Maine lor the small leturns ot butter 
made by the cows. A cow can not make 
butter unless the requisite amount ot loud 
is furnished her. If only food ermugh is | 
uiven to produce five or six pounds ot 

butter per week, only that amount of 
butter will be obtained, unless the cow 

has surplus fat to maintain a better yield 
tor a while : but, even in that case, ulti- 
matelv tla- yield of butter must be pro- 
portionate to tlie food given. Many farm- 
ers do not obtain near so large a yield of 
dairy products Irorn the eow.s as they 
might. if thc\ were fed better. Some 

have cows, which, during the best feed, 
make very good returns, but soon the 

pastures begin to fail, and as no food to 

supplement the pasture feed is given, the 
•ow shrinks, and continues to shrink, till 

she yields only half, or perhaps a third as 

much as when full fed. Very few of our 

farmers have learned to feed grain to their 
cows in summer, to supplement the teed 
m pastures, yet at no season of the year 
will larger returns for the grain fed be 
o (taiued .Some village ow ners of cows, 
yvbo take pride in trying to secure as 

large a yield as possible, have practised 
feeding grain in summer, w ith good re- 

sults. Many farmers provide a good sup- 
ply of fodder corn for feeding the cows 

" iien the pasture begins to fail. Although 
fodder corn is better than no feed, yet it 
is not a complete food. If a small quan- 
tity of cotton seed meal was fed with the 
corn fodder, it would render it a complete 
(bed, and more profitable returns would 
be obtained. 

SYSTEMATIC BREEDING NEEDED- 

Good dairy cows are scarce in Maine, 
because there Las been little systematic 

eflort to breed superior dairy cows, j 
Iwenty-tive years ago Durham cattle I 
were introduced into several sections ol'! the State. .Many ot these cows were i 
good dairy animals, and using them to j 
cross with the native breed, did much to 
improve the stock li the breeding of! 
grade Durhams had been continued, i 
with special reference to the require- * 

meats ot the dairy, a great improvement 
would probably have been effected. Such 
a result, however, was not brought about. 

A few years after the introduction of 1 

Durhams, came the llei'etords: these were i 
used extensively for crossing with the 
common cattle, with a view to producing 
good oxen, or beef animals, without re- j gard to the effect upon the dairy quali- j 
ties : as it is known that Hen-fords do ! 
not improve the dairy qualities of tie- j stock with which they are mossed. The ; 

great trouble, however, lias been that 
there has been a lack of systematic effort j 
to improve the dairy qualities. The aim j 
of farmers has been divided between beef I 
raising and dairying. The aim should j have linen to produce the best dairy ani- 
mals, without regard to their best quali- j 
ties, because dairying is more profitable 
than beef raising. The host cows should ! 
have been used to breed from, and all of i 
their lmifer calves should have been rais- ; 

ed. Hulls for breeding should also hqve i 
been of thoroughbred stock—Short horn, 1 

Ayrshire or Jersey and should have j 
been out of vows whose ancestry showed 
the best milking qualities.

State and .Local Debt Statistics 

Elsewhere in to day's issue will be found au in j tercstiug article on the debts of States, counties 
and municipalities, prepared by Mr Porter of the ! 
Census Bureau, which affords the basis for many 
interesting comparisons and deductions. At first 
one would conclude that the debt of the N ow Eng- 
land States, amounting to $2 IT per capita, is a 

greater burden than that of the Southern States, 
which is S3 cents per capita. When, however, the 
valuation per capita is compared in the two sections, 
being $001 27 in New England and $155 29 in the 
South, it will he found that a debt of $2 47 for each 
inhabitant of New England on iho valuation basis 
is equivalent to fifty-eight cents to each inhabi 
taut of the Southern States, such is the disparity 
of wealth in the two sections If the comparison 
is made between the Middle States and the other 
sections, it will bo found that the debt per capita 
on the basis of wealth is larger than that of any 
other section. There has been a general im- 
pression that the State and municipal debt of the 
North is largely an outcome cf the war, but Mr 
Porter's exhaustive statistics show that war ex 

penses are fi 7 per cent of the total debt It will be 
further seen that the great burden of the debt in the 
Northern States is the result of municipal expend 
itnre and exclusively under the control of the 
voters in towns aud cities rather than that of State 
Legislatures Mr. Porter's tables enforce the fact 
upon the reader that the great burden of taxation, 
that which is felt by the residents of cities and 
large towns, is that assessed for local expenditure 
For this reason municipal elections should receive 
greater attention from tax payers and business men 
than those at wh ch State officers are chosen.

The Shipping Interest. 

RELATIVE ECONOMY OF SAIL AND STEAM ON LONG 
VOYAGES 

The first freight steamer to engage in the inter 
oceanic trade has arrived at ban Francisco. The 
Monarch left Bin row, England, on the 31st of Au 
gust, and stopping to take in coal at Cape Verdi 
Islands and at Coronel, on the west coast of booth 
Ameiita. arrived at ban Francisco on the 8th inst 
having been fid days on the passage She had on 

board as freight about 2.000 tons of steel tails, and 
the reason for her entrance into the trade was tht j desire of some of the railroad builders on the Pa 
eifit slope to get the equipments they needed as 

speedily as possible. The rate at which the ship 
merit might have been made by a sailing vesse. 
would have been not over $5 per ton, but in this 
case it is understood that $lfi 7 b was paid, thus 
making the entire shipment cost, when landed, 
over $20,000 more than would have been the cast 
under ordinary conditions.

The admirers of Governor Plaisted

The year fast drawing to a close lias 
been one of unexampled prosperity. All 
trades and industries have flourished. 
Business of all kinds lias prospered. 
Even shipbuilding, which threatened to 

become one of the losi. arts, has been re- 

\ ived. Although crops were less abund- 
ant than in 1-GO, the farmers as a class 
have little cause for complaint. The tide 
of emigration has added largely to the 
Nation’s wealth, present and prospective. 
Present, in the hard cash our new citi- 
zens brought with them, and prospective 
in the work they are to do in developing 
the great west. It is worthy of note that 
not only has the emigration of this year 
been larger than ever before, but that it 
has contained a greater proportion of the 
better class—skilled artisans and experi- 
enced farmers and stock raisers. The 
railroads have been greatly multiplied, 
in part to open up country for the new 

comers, and also to meet the demands ol 

a general business activity. The work ot 

construction is still going on. and it is ex- 

pected that 20,000 miles of road will be 
built during the coming year. 

The reverse of the picture is less pleas- 
ant to look upon. The year has been an 

eventful one, and foremost of all, and 
casting its shadows over the length a. 1 
breadth of our country, was the assassi- 
nation and death of President Garfield. 

Michigan has been terribly stricken with 
lire. In some sections the season has 
been one of unusual drouth. In New 
York city. Washington and Richmond 
there were serious apprehensions of a 

water famine. Disastrous floods visited 
the western and southwestern sections of 
the country, scattering wide-spread run- 

in their path. Hurricanes and cyclones 
have devastated larger sections of land, 
and severe gales have swept the coasts. 

Marine disasters have been numerous. 

Added to the Michigan lire there have 
been other and distinctive conflagrations 
There has been no year in which the 
record of murders has been so large. 
Hank robberies and embezzlements have 
been alarmingly frequent. Train rob- 
bers have plied their vocation with un- 

wonted recklessness and whole States 
have been terrorized by organized gangs 
of desperadoes. 

This brief summary, it must be admit- 

ted, tends to diminish the satisfaction 
with which we can look upon the nation- 
al record for 1881. llut when all the cir- 
cumstances are taken into consideration 
—the vast extent of territory, the sparse- 
ly settled sections where the work of civil- 

ization has but just begun, the incen- 
tives to crime which exist in this as in all 
other countries—we have little cause for 
despondency, and much to be thankful 
for. 

The percentage of the total population 
of this State who cannot read is only 2.- 
80. This is a better showing than is 
made by any other State in the Union. 
The percentage in Massachusetts is 4.24. 

Another Spasm. 
The sheriffs aud police officers of Biddeford are 

in the midst of another liquor seizing spasm. Wo 
use the word *spasm advisedly. Pails ot whis 
key aud barrels of ale are confiscated almost hour 
ly, and the Times ‘Hopes this may bo but the be 
ginning by our local officers, of a war on the rum- 
sellers winch shall be waged without partiality 
until every dealer is obliged to give up the busi 
ness." 

Hope tells a flattering tale. Bro. Times Kvcr 
since the Maine law was put on our statute books 
these same periodical spurts have been occurring, 
aud good people, like our neighbor, have been 
hoping. In the meantime the business of drunk 
ard-makiug has gone on, steadily, until to day 
there are more rumseilers in the State than at any 
period unthin the past twenty years. This is a 
sad admission, but it is undoubtedly true And 
the miserable trade will continue to go on aud on, 
never ceasing—so long as the laws against it de 
pend for their enforcement upon the whims and 
caprices of any political party. Wo doubt not 
that a round majority of our Maine people are hon 
estly in favor of the abolition of rumselliug, but 
the trouble is they are uot all in one political or- 

ganization—and they never will be Then, only 
when the whole temperance people of the State 
step out from party lines and unite heartily for 
th>* common cause will a permanent triumph bo 
gained

We do not know the political belief of 
the writer in the News, but that is not at 
all material. We only wish that his 
method for suppressing rum-selling had 
been more explicitly stated. What '‘the 
whole temperance people of the State’’ 
are to do to gain a “permanent triumph" 
when they “step out from party lines,’’ 
and how they are going to do it, we 

should very much like to know. 
It is true that the temperance! men of 

this state are not all in one political 
organization : but while they comprise a 

large majority of the Republican party 
they are only a minority of the Demo- 
cratic party. The former has proved it- 
self to he a temperance party by its 

works, by the prohibitory laws non on our 

statute books—laws which it is the duty 
of all good citizens to obey. If the Re- 

publican party has erred, it lias been in 

yielding to the demands of such imprac- 
ticable temperance men as those who set 

up a candidate for Congress, in the sec- 

ond district, in opposition to Mr. Ding- 
ley, and those who meet on the eve of 

every election to nominate each other for 
ollice. To the importunities of these men 

is due the unwise legislation of t wo years 
ago. The cider clause, which could not 

be enforced, and which only tended to 

bung existing laws into contempt, was 

practically repealed last winter: while 
the special constable clause lias added to 

the list of office holders and to the county 
expenses, without accomplishing the least 

good. We had officers enough before, 
duly sworn to execute the laws, and il 
those who are cognizant of violations of 
the law would make complaint, these 
officers, whatever their parly affiliations, 
would unquestionably do their whole 
duty. This would certainly be more 

creditable and more effective temperance ! 
work than getting up in a convention and i 
telling how many rum simps there arc in S 
tins or that city or town. In a convention | 
recently held in Lewiston a Bangor dele- 

gaL is reported to have said that there 
are 'Jlvl rum shops in Bangor. * if course so 

serious a charge would not be made with- 
out positive information on the subject: 
and having this information, why did not 
this delegate enter complaint before the 

proper authorities and have the law en- j 
forced. Fancy Gen. Grant when at the 
head of the army and confronted by tlie 

legions of Lee, going to Washington and 

making a speech, and telling how many 
blood-thirsty rebels there were confront- 

ing him over iti Virginia. It would have 
taken a good while to suppress the rebel- 
lion at that rate; but that is the way a 

good many temperance men arc lighting 
the evil of intemperance. They mean 

well, but they don't know how. 
We have another illustration of mis- 

taken and misdirected effort in the case 

of the Portland petitioners, who preferred 
charges against the sheriff and his depu 
ties, and asked for the appointment of 

special constables to enforce the liquor 
law, and then failed to appear, either in | 
person or by proxy, before the Governor 
and Council. Such trilling is well calcula- 
ted to injure the temperance cause, and 
is wholly inexcusable. C. F. Libby, Esq., 
who appeared in behalf of the sheriff and 
his deputies—the latter being present to 

meet their accusers -did not put it any 
too strongly when he declared that the 
course of the petitioners in making charges 
they had not the courage or interest to 

substantiate was “an outrage upon the 
officers and an insult to the Governor 
and Council, who were asked to adjudge 
the officers unfaithtul without evidence." 

Despite the glowing accounts furnished 
the press concerning the success of pro- 
hibition, ilie holding of conventions, and 
the passage of resolutions, the rum sell- 
ers grow bolder and bolder, and drunk- 
ards reel about the streets, until tinaliy 
the newspapers give voice to an indignant 
public sentiment, and there is “another 

spasm —asoui'contemporary of the News 

expresses it and when that is over there 
comes a relapse. What is to be done ? 
The New York Herald is undoubtedly 
correct in saying that the sale of liquors 
cannot be regulated—or suppressed— 
“unless the temperance people have 

enough of courage and real interest in 
their work to be informers." So far as 

the sale of liquor in this city is concerned, 
there is no secret about it. The places 
where liquor is sold, and the persons who 
sell it are as well known as the legitimate 
places of business. Here is the evil— 
there is the law. The duty of the friends 
of temperance, and of the law-abiding 
citizen, is plain. 

Wendell Phillips opposes capital pun- 
ishment in an article contributed to the 
North American Review. His argument 
is certainly not strengthened bv his refer- 
ences to the Guiteau trial. He sayS the 

feeling against this miserable assassin, as 

evidenced by the tone of the press, is pure- 
ly one of revenge; and that if Guiteau is 

hanged “it will be a blot upon the jus- 
tice of the American people, which, prob- 
ably within live years, men would do any- 
thing to erase.” So far as the press is 
concerned it has, with practically a unan- 

imous voice, demanded that the assassin 
be granted a full and fair trial, and has 
condemned tho attempts to put an un- 

lawful end to the murderer’s existence. 
As to Mr. Phillips’second proposition, we 

believe it will be a blot upon the justice 
of the American people if Guiteau is al- 
lowed to go unhanged. That is the law- 
ful punishment prescribed for the crime 
of which he is undoubtedly and confess- 

edly guilty, and we know of no reason 

why an exception should be made in his 
case.

Brief mention was made last week of the mutlm 
on hoard tlio ship Resolute, of this town, now at 

New Orleans. Further particulars have since come 

to hand, which indicate that Capt. Nichols was 

thrown overboard by his mutinous crew. A re- 

porter of the New Orleans City Item boarded the 

ship and obtained the following particulars— 
The reporter first went to the harbor station and 

interrogated Sergeant Jerry Donovan regarding the 
manner of the arrest of the mutineers. “The tug- 
boat Aspinwall,” said the Sergeant, “steamed from 
Fastport to this station, bearing a request from 
( apt. M. J. Farrell, chief of the harbor protection 
police, that I embark on the tug immediately with 
a detail of police, as a ship was coming up having 
aboard seventeen mutineers under arrest. I told 
off nine men, and with Corporal Lynch started in 

pursuit. We met the Resolute about ten miles be- 
low the city, and on arriving here placed the sailors 
in the cells The charge against them is ‘mutiny on 

the high seas,’from information received from J. 

Long, first mate of the vessel. Those men, I was 

informed, had mutinied at sea, handcuffed their 

captain, placed him in the cabin, and the next day 
he was missing. 1 can not give you all the particu- 
lars at present, but prefer you would see the first 
mate or Capt. Farrell.” The men are nearly all 

foreigners, very young, only four being over 30 

years of age. 
The reporter next inteniewed Capt. Farrell, 

chief of the Harbor Protection Police, who said— 

“The ship agents, Messrs. Norton & Bell, receiv- 
ed a telegram from the first mate of the Resolute, 
dated Port Eads, informing them that the crew had 
mutinied on the high seas, and that the captain had 
been murdered. Messrs. Norton A Bell sent for me, 

placing the tug Aspinwall at my disposal. 1 left 
the city, and on meeting the ship, finding that there 
were seventeen men aboard the vessel, 1 dispatched 
tht* tug for Sergeant Donovan, who arrived with 
his squad. The mutiny, as narrated by Mr. Long, 
happened when the ship was ten days out from 
Rio. The men suddenly seized and handcuffed the 

captain, placed him in the cabin, and put a guard 
of two over him. They then set upon the first mate 

and beat him terribly. It seems that they did not 

want to go to Valparaiso, and on the mate s prom- 
ise to alter the vessel’s course to New Orleans, they 
set him free. The next day Capt. Nichols was miss- 

ing. The guard stated that he had walked to the 

railing and fallen overboard, but the supposition is 

that the mutineers threw him into the sea. The mu- 

tineers were absolute masters of the vessel—"Dik- 

ed when they felt like it, did what they pleased, 
and were moodv, sullen and morose all the time. 

Fiftv-two davs sifter the captain’s murder the Res 

olute got to the month of the Mississippi river. 

The supposition is that the crew might have been 

shipped for New Orleans, as it is at times difficult 

to get men at Rio to go around the Horn, and win n 

the men found the vessel was not bound to New 

Orleans, they mutinied and took command.
