In December, 1873, the British ship
Del Gratia arrived at Gibraltar with the
Mary Celeste, an American brigantine,
found derelict in Jatitude 3220 degrees
north, longitude 17-15 degrees west., but
without any apparent causes for her
abandonment.  The Admiralty Court op-
dered a special survey. The exterior of
the ship’s hinll showed no trace of dam-
age. nor was there any appearanee of her
having struck on any rock or ground or
Lieen in eotlision.

To maintain and attend to all
these lighthouses, lights and bhuoys requires the
serviee of 22 stemm tenders, 4 steam Taunehes,
2 sailing tenders, 1,769 light keepers, “inelud-
ing laborers in charge of Western river light="
and G686 “other employes, including erews of
lightships and tenders.™  The total annual ex-
pense of the lighthouse establishment sud fog
sirnals is 22,741,000,

Capt. Paniel
Tracey of Vineland, for vears superintendent
of sailors" homes in New York and Boston, in
ilinstrating the cvils of the system of advinced
wages, said: The due bills were forged by
these landlords and their confederates, who,
therefore, did not hesitate to dimg or intoxicate
suilors, put them onboard of vessels, forge their
due bills and dreaw the money, So successful
had they been that these people hiad not stopped
withsatlors, but Lad sshanghidved® or Kidnapped®
all ela=se= of men, merchants, mechanics aml
even a Roman Catholic priest.  United States
soldiers had begun to mysterionsly disappear,
and it was found that they wepe shanghaied®
and carvied off by British vesse And all this
was beenuse advaneed wages coald bedrawn,™

Is it strapge that as a vietim of such plots
the American sailor shonhl he loeked upon *as

little jess than a human being?® TIs it to be
wondered at that ship-owners aud Congress-

men believe him to be almost past relicf or re-
formution? The aversge wages of the sailor
are $576 4 vear and are higher than those paid
to British. Norwegian, German, Freneh, Aus-
teinn or adian seimen. Yet Ameriean seamen
ard nferior to those of any other nation.  Per-
haps. when our nayication shall have regained
strength, ws it surely must in time, and when
eapitul shall have tuened from other channels
to shipowning, the American sailor will be res-
ciiead Trom the =ea of disgrace which surrounds

if, as we are frequently told, the recent Re-
publican reverses are due to the desire of the
people for civil service reform. is it not evident
that there must have been a misealeulation
somewhere?  As a Republican defeat implies
a Democeratie vietory. it must follow that the
Demoeratic party is expected to reform the
civil serviee. 1t would be interesting to know
upon what grounds this expectation was hased,
Certainly not upon the record. professions or
practices of the party which years ago inseribed
upon its banners, *To the vietors belong the
spoils.” and which has been more consistent in
its adherenee to that doetrine than it has to
some other articles of its ereed —hard money.
for instance. The Republican party, on the
other hand. has insugurated many reforms in
the eivil serviee, and in this direction, us in
others, has kept fully abreast of publie senti-
ment. Indeed. it is now in danger of zoing too
far in response to what seems a popular demand,
hut which will prove to be merely the elumor
of a cligue of theorists and professional grim-
blers.  That political assessments upon effice-
hiolders should be prohibited and prevented all
will agree. and Senator Frye savs that if the
Pendleton bill is so amended as to put u stop to
the practice the Republican delegation in Con-
gress from Maine will undeoubtedly support it

The Republican
party came into power in 1861, and bas had all
the offiees.  Now, the Senator from Ohio pro-
posesto keep these oflicers in as a trained band.
With the Republicans the support of the bill is
death-bed repentance.  Publie interest requires
u change, exeept in the case of meritorious sal-
diers, who should not be removed.

“1 am oppesed to the bill in every feature.
It does not accomplish what it pretends to. It
is to keep in place a trained hand of oflicials
whom I desire to turn out.”

These are representative men of the purty
which is to reform the eivil serviee and the
country generally—if they can liave the oppor-
tunity. They are certainly entitled to eredit
for =o plainly expressing their true sentimoents,
but what a disappointment their utteranees
must prove to those who fanecied they =aw in
the Demoeratic party the spivit of retorm, aud
so contributed to its sueeesses this vear.  Even
Senater Pendleton, the reputed father of the
civil serviee reform hill, fuils to stand the test
when his utterances are closely scanned. In a
speceh delivered in the Senate on the 12th inst.
he assured his Democratic friends that the bill
wotld not apply te more than thirty otlices out-
side the Washington Departments: that it af-
feeted none of the important patronage. such as
offices appointed by the President with advice
of the Senate: and as most important of all he
impressed upon their attentien the fact that it
carefully and absolutely abstains from interfer-
ing in the slightest degree with the power of a
Democratic President, if one should be elected,
to renwee at weddl every office-holder in the civil
service.  And he added this further assurance :

It hus been said that the abandonment of the
spoils system will exclude Demoerats from of-
fice when the day of our vietory shall come. 1
do not think it.  On the contrary, 1 believe that
the adoption of this policy as our party creed
will hasten the day of the vietory of our party,
and its adoption as a law will, under any ad-
ministration, fill many oflices with Democrats,
* % % | think it will disarm and disorganize
and nentralize the trained band of oflice-holders
who have wrested from us, as 1 have said, at
least two Presidentinl elections.

Thus it will be seen that Senator Pendleton
and the Democratic Senators who oppose his
bill have the same end in view, and only difler
as to the means of attaining it.

CHARGES OTHER THAN YATIONAL ON AMIR-
ICAN SHIPPING — COMPULSORY PILOTAGE,
PORTAGE, WHARFAGE, TANES, &¢.

The Senate has received from the President
it message, accompanied by a report from See-
retury Folger, giving the harbor, pilot and
other charges to which American and foreien
shipping are subject under State lows. The
statement gives the rates of pilotage in all the
principal ports of the United States, as well us
the wharf charges. The Secrotary savs that
the Iatter are not preseribed by Stite laws. hut
are levied by the owners of wharves and docks,
and, as they constitute o large item in the Lur-
dens of the shipping interests, are includod in
the exhibits.  From these it will be scen how
the charges at the port of New York A NTIHIE
Wwith those at other ports in the Tnited States.
