She had 
diamond earrings, ynd a diamond necklace of 
magnificent proportions. Upon the two sides 
ot her chest were two circles of diamouds, 
about the size of the palm of the hand, 
hrom them depeuded lines and curves of dia- 
monds reaching to her waist, round which 
she wore a diamond giidle. On the skirts ot 
her dress in front, were two large peacocks 
wrought ot lines of diamonds. There were 
rosettes of d amonds on hersllppeis. There

vaiiety of form, all over her dress and person’ wherever they could be artistically pi-tced. She presented au extraordinary ami dazzling 
spectacle, as she moved languidly through

According to tbe 
Times, this system is regularly p. act iced by 
the richest men of New York. On the even- 
ing in which the diamond display here de- 
scribed was ma e in the Fifth avenue man- 
sion, the starving masses in tbe wretched 
quarters of the city were swarming around 
some two or time hundred soup-houses and 
charity places, while between eight and nine 
thousand homeless men and women were 
huddled lor the night in station-houses or 
still more miserable free resorts, and not a 
few tried to keep warm by crawling into ash- 
barrels or slinking into area-ways. The mon- 
ey of the Astors is their own, and the suffer- 
ings of these miserable wretches are their 
own.

How Shall It Be Done ? 
There is undoubtedly an unusual interest 

in the community respecting the evil results 
of the liquor traffic. Indeed, a number of 
men who in 1872 were loud in their denun- 
ciation of the liquor law and its enforcement, 
declared to us on Monday that something 
should be done to put a stop to the traffic in 

intoxicating liquors in order to save young 
men and boys from the drunkard’s fate. At 
that time they seemed iu earnest. We will 
not even suspect that they were not, but if 
we bad had one of the Washingtonian pledg- 
es at hand we should have invited them 
to affix their names for one year as an earn- 

est of substanco and intensity of their opin- 
ions. One thing, however, is certain; people 
are thinking of and talking about the evils of 

intemperance more than usual, and if proper 
steps are taken, the opportunity is at hand to 

strengthen public sentiment on this import- 
ant subject. How this object is to be attain- 
ed is a difficult question to solve. Certain 
it is that effort in no one direction will ac- 

complish the great work. Law can 

do much when it ,is sustained by intelligent 
publie opinion, but where.a community looks 

upon drunkard making with utter indiffer- 

ence, the most vigilant enforcement of the 
effective laws can only be temporarily suc- 

cessful, for the deadened public opinion will 
take the side of those who are prosecuted; 
offenders and criminals will come to be regard- 
ed as martyrs and as a result the laws will be 
repealed or the faithful officers removed at 
the first election, when the flood gates will be 
re-opened and the last state will be worse 
than the first. 

The great object te be attained in the tem- 
perauce reform is to secure a deeper and bet- 
ter defined temperance sentiment in the com- 

munity. There are thousands who in gener- 
al terms believe in temperance and depre- 
cate the evils of intemperance. They would 
look with favor upon a revival of interest on 

this moral question, but when asked to take a 

part in the work or identify themselves with 
actual temperance organizations, they refuse. 
We had an illustration of this the other 

evening at City Hall, when Gen. Hall re- 

quested all those who would pledge them- 
selves to abstain from the use of intoxicating 
liquors to rise. The audience appeared sym- 
pathetic and even enthusiastic, but when 
thus called upon so give practical proof of 
their devotion, there was a surprisingly small 
part of the two thousand people present 
ready to say that they would enlist under the 
banner of total abstinence. Fine talk in 
public on this subject and bad practice will 
not accomplish any real results. A temper- 
ance sentiment that shall be effective must 
proceed from honest practice and from no 
other source. 

The question is: “How shall this be ac- 

complished ?” And it is one of the most 
difficult to answer. If all fche churches, 
Sunday Schools and benevolent societies 

agaftstSic'cause oT in temperance,Pgre"at "re- 
sults might be accomplished. In the West 
and even nearer home, we see what this kind 
of associated effort can do without perman- 
ent organization. Make it as permanent as 
the church or Sunday School, which the 
Catholic Temperance Union and other relig- 
ious associations propose to do, and a great 
advance will be made. In these circles, it 
strikes us, the first move toward creating an 

emphatic sentiment in favor of temperance is 
to be made. Make every church society a 

temperance organization, having for its ob- 
ject the ingathering of entire parishes, and 
there would be scarcely a community that 
would not have an influence for sobriety. In 
connection with the movement in the West, 
attention of the people of this section is di- 
rected in an unusual degree to the temper- 
ance reform. It seems an opportune time to 
take measures to check the evils of intemper- 
ance and awaken new interest in the promo- 
tion ef sobriety ;and to this end we shall most 

cheerfhily open our columns to the friends of 
reform. 

Thk appointment of Col. F. D. Sewall to 
the supervisorship of Internal Revenue for 
New Euglaud, cannot be regarded otherwise 
than an excellent one by those who have the 
means of knowing the character, ability and 
training of the man thus promoted. Col. 
Sewall was the first colonel of the 19th 
Maine, and was also a prominent member of 
Gen. Howard’s staff. Since the war he was 
for a time connected with the Freedmen’s 
Bureau and subsequently made a revenue 
agent. For the past year he has been em- 
ployed on the Pacific coast in the intemal 
revenue service where his efficiency was 
brought to the attention of the Commissioner 
and it is said that Col. Sewall was the first 
choice of that office as the successor of Sim- 
mons. We not only congratulate Col. Sew- 
all on his deserved promotion but are glad to 
know that the Government has secured the 
services of a man of character and ability lor 
this responsible position. 

Thb Senate, we are convinced, has disap- 
pointed the people of the State by refusing to 
pass the so-called “force’’ bill as it did yes- terday. There can be no question respecting the wish of the people on this subject, and it 
is a matter of regret that their wishes rather 
than those of a corporation should not be con- 
sulted. We are pleased to announce that tb» 
three Cumberland Senators, Messrs. Burgess, 
Cross aud Goold, are recorded for the bill.

The Alleged Adulteration of Syrups. 

—Iu regard to the reportad adulteration of 

syrups, concerning which so much has been 
said in New York recently, the American Gro- 
cer states {that there is a syrup made from 

starch, a thick, heavy, whitish syrup, not as 

sweet as cane [sugar syrup, which is sold for 
what it is by the manufacturers to the trade 

direct, or to manipulators of syrups for mixing 
with low-grade molasses or sugar syrups to 

give them body and brightness. This syrup, 
properly made, is entirely unobjectionable, so 

far as adulteration is co- cerned, and may be 
made from corn, potatoes, or any other starch- 

yielding vegetable substance. It is manufact- 
ured largely in Europe, and imported to this 

country under the name of glucose. It is 
used to a great extent by confectiouers. The 
Grocer further states that Prof, Chandler. Pres- 
ident of the New York Board of Health, to 
whom the subject of adulteratiou of syrups 
was referred by the Grand Jury, says that out 
of a large-number of samples of sugar and 
syrup procured from a variety of sources where, 
if ever, adulterated articles would most likely 
be offered for sale, not one of the samples 
of i sugar |showed any adulteration, 
and but one of the samples of syrup. His re- 

port will be made public in a few days. 

Insurance Decisions.—Decisions in the 
three cases against the Boothbay Mutual Fire 
Insurance Company were annouuced by Judge 
Fox, the referee, yesterday afternoon. It wil1 
be remembered that the three vessels in ques- 
tion were among those lost at the Magdalen Is- 
lands in the August gale. 

The claim of the schooner Jennie Armstrong 
was for loss of cables, anchors, sails and rig- 
ging. Judge Fox held that under the by-laws 
of the comnany, which were a part of the poli- 
cy, the claim could not be maintained 

In the case of the Gen. Grant, the vessel was 

stranded, being thrown upon a saud beach 
Slight injury to her hull resulted. She was 
afterwards sold by her master. The referee 
held that the sale was invalid, and that the in- 
sured cculd only recover for partial loss. 

Tne schooner Diploma, stranded in the same 

gale, was thrown ashore among the rocks, and 
was badly shattered. Judge Fox held that 
her sale Jwas justified, and that the vessel 
having been abandoned to the company, must 
be regarded as a total loss. 

Decision relative to Bounties.—The fol- 
lowing decision of the Supreme Court reported 
to Oxford County is of interest: 

James Canwell vs. Inhabitants of Canton. 
“Plaintiff nonsuit.” 

Rescript—The plaintiff, an inhabitant of the 
town of Sumucr.ewhile in the field, on the'lHth 
of March. 1864, reenlisted iu the army of the 
United States, receiving at the time a bounty of 
$300 under the act of Feb. 20th, 1804, c. 227. 
The defendent town at a meeting, held Nov. 
16, 1865, voted a bounty of $300 to volunteers 
to fill their quota, under the call of the Presi- 
dent of the United States of Oct. 17, 1863, in 
pursuance of which vote the Selectmen of the 
defendant town agreed wilh the plaintiff to pay him his bounty, if he would produce or allow 
his name to be stricken from the cretit of Sum- 
ner, and added to the credit of the defendant 
town, which was done. 

Held—That the plaintiff coaid not recover 
the bounty. First it would be in direct con- 
troventiou of c. 227, under which he enlisted 
and received a bounty from the State, which 
prohibited a towu from paying any sum in ad- 
dition to the State bounty received under its 
provisions, and (Second) because such agree- 
ments was without consideration, 

Held further, that the plaintiff was not en- 
titled to recover the sum of $100, reeeived by 
the defendant town from the State, under the 
ant of lean, c. uos. fQ t[,e euuaJi-“':— of ooun- 

ties, on account of the plaintiff’s name being 
among the credits of the defendant town.—Ap- 
pleton, C. J. 

Tub Aroostook Libel Suit.—A special to 
the Boston Herald says that on Monday, in the 
libel suit of Powers vs. the Houlton Times, the 
first witness called was Thomas Muse. He 
said he was a son-in-law of Mrs. Knowles; lived 
in Canterbury, N. B.; know John 1). Knowles 
and Thomas Buckley; knew of Knowles going 
to the war: he died in the war; have seen the 
note; went to Powers’ office with the old lady; 
she showed Powers the note and he said he 
didn’t know as he could collect the note, as it 
was not lawful; it had no stamp on it; she 
would have to get a stamp put on ft; the old la- 
dy left the uote, and Thursday went again to 
Powers’ office; I asked Powers: “What do you 
make out of the note?” he'said he had not done 
much with it; Powers addressed himself to the 
old lady and said: “I will give yon #125for the 
note.” 

What did he say about going to Augusta? 
He said he supposed he could take it to head- 
quarters for a trial if he bad a mind to. 

Witness asked Powers if the note was good 
for $125 why it was not good for the whole 
face; Powers made no answer; saw the money 
counted; Buckley is a man of property. 

Cross-examined—Mr. Cary did not give me a 
cent for coming here. 

Wm. Dobson testified: Enlisted in 1861 and 
was discharged in 1864; went to Powers about 
getting additional bounty. Powers paid me 

only $75. 
Several witnesses were called to show fraud 

or over charges in collection of money, etc., by 
plaintiff. 

Mrs. Julia Faulkner, a widow, was called: 
Lived in Monticello in 1862; live now in Houl- 
ton; had a son, Willie, killed in the war; left 
her papers for pension with Powers, and after 
a great while, at the same time continually 
signing papers, supposing them necessary to 
get her pension, a woman who went with wit- 
ness and who had received a pensiou, told wit- 
ness she was signing receipts; witness then 
went to another lawyer (Madigan) who wrote 
to headquarters and sent a note to Powers, 
who paid her only $300, taking out his fee; 
witness was entitled to twice the amount. 

Cross-examined.—[Powers brought forward 
orders and bills, which he said she had signed.] 
Witness—Oh. my! I never saw those papers; 1 
only got $300 from you, and that I owe to Mr. 
Madigan and not to you. [Laughter.] Witness 
was very certain, and answered Powers back 
with such sharpness as to convulse the crowd. 

Mr. Smith, father of the Associate editor of 
the Portland Press was called, and testified to 
not getting as much pension of Powers as he 
should receive. 

Depositions were read to shew that the plain- tiff spoke of business men of Aroostook in such 
a way as to damage their business reputation, 
the men being solvent,and that Poweis got fees 
for collections.

SENATE. 

Augusta, March 3. 
Papers from the House disposed of in con- 

currence 
Mr. Webster presented a bill to authorize the 

towns in Knox county to vote on court house 
loan. Passed to be engrossed. 

Report of Aroostook county delegation on 

petition of Woodland plantation for abatement 
of taxes, that the petitioners have leave to 

withdraw, was accepted. 
Resolve making additional provisions for the 

care of the sinking fund, and resolve for an in- 
ter-State tax association, passed to be engross- 
ed. 

Bill to amend sec. 6, chap. 6, R. S., relating 
to taxes was indefinitely postponed. 

Bill for assessment of State tax for 1874, 
amounting to $1,124,286.14, passed to be en- 

grossed in concurrence. 
Bill concerning railroad counectious was 

taken up and discussed by Messrs. Shaw, Pos- 
ter Cutler and Burgess in favor of the bill, and 
Messrs. Emery and Ha'l opposed, 

Mr, Cutier made an amendment to provide 
that railroads shall not increase their existing 
tariffs on freight Rejected, 11 yeas to 14 
nays. 

The hill was refused a passage, 10 yeas to 15 
nays, as follows: 

Yeas—BurgcBs, Carr, Cross. Foster, Goolil, Hol- 
brooks, LotUrup, Morrison, Russell, Sliaw—10. 

Nays—Abbott, Arnold, Coffin, Crandon, Cutler, 
Flyer, Emery, Foss, Hall, Hanson, Harmon, Kent, 
Martin, Palmer of Penobscot, Webster—15. 

AFTERNOON SESSION. 

The business of the session was confined 
principally to clearing up tbe table ard acting 
upon papers from the House, upon most of 
which concurrent action was taken. 

Passed to be Engrossed—Resolve providing for 
a representation of the State in the National 
Prison Reform Congress to be held at St. Louis 
Mo., May 13th, 1874; resolve authorizing a 
taxation of insurance companies; resolve con- 

cerning the abolition of the office of tbe Land 
Agent; resolve in favor of Secretary of the 
Senate providing for payment for newspapers 
furnished to the Senate and House; aD act re- 

lating to taxation of railroad companies; re- 
solve appropriating $20,000 for State Reform 
School; an act amendatory of an act concerning 
the militia; resolve providing for a statute of 
Gen. Wm. King to be placed in the National 
Statuary Hal! at Washington: resolve for re- 
printing special laws of 1820 and 1821. 

The foregoing bills and resolves will come up 
for final action to-morrow morning, which will 
wind up the business of the Legislature for this 
session. 

Resolve providing for sale of State lands and 
timber was referred to the next Legislature. 

Passed to be Enacted—An act authorizing as- 
sessment and collection of taxes upon polls and 
estate of Hamilton Grant; an act amendatory 
of chap. 38, R. 8., relating to hay; to amend 
sec. 97 of chap. 6, R. S., relating to the collec- 
tion of taxes; for assessment of Slate tax of 
1874 of $1,124,286.14; additional to chap. 67, R. 
S., relating to adoption of children; to amend 
sec. 167, chap. 6, R. S., relating to the collec- 
tion of taxes; to amend chap. 151. public laws 
of 1868. relating to the Superior Court in Cum- 
berland county; to amend sec. 58 and59, R. S., 
relating to fishing; additional to chap. 133,iaws 
of 1873, relating to the jail system of the State; 
to further protect fish in interior waters of the 
State; to amend chap. 30, R. S., relating to 
game; to amend sec. 53, of chap. 18, R. S., re- 
lating to appeals from municipal offices; to 
amend chap. 44, general laws of 1872, relating 
to lands in incorporated places; additional to 
chap. 90, R. S., relating to mortgages; to 
amend chap. 90, R. S., relating to cemeteries. 

Finally Passed— Resolve in favor of Elis- 
worth P. and Lydia R. Hayden; laying' a tax 
on the several counties of the State; in favor of 
the Maine General Hospital; making appro- 
priation for the propagation of fish; [additional 
to chap. 153 of the resolves of 1870; relating to 
the purchase of the State of Maine reports; for 
additional accommodations for the insane; re- 
lating to tqe payment of dividends to.the Pe- 
nobscot tribe of Indians. 

The Senate adjourned to meet to-morrow at 
8 30 a. m. 

HOUSE. 

Papers from the Senate disposed of in con- 
currence. 

The bill relating to the Insane Hospital came 
up for discussion again. The Senate amend- 
ment “A” was discussed by Mr. Williams of 
AuguBta against it, and Mr. Swasey of Canton, 
in favor of the amendment. Amendment ”B” 
was adopted. Amendment “C” was adopted. 
Amendment “D” was adopted. Amendment 
“E” wus adopted. Amendment “G” was 

adopted. A motion was made to reconsider 
the vote on amendment “B”. The motion was 

discussed and the motion lost. The bill then 

passed to be enacted. 
Mr. Williams of Augusta from the Commit- 

tee on Finance, reported a bill relating to as- 

sessment of a Stste tax for 1874, amounting to 

$1,124,286.14. The bill wus put upon its pas- 
sage. 

Mr. Talbot of East Machias, from the special 
joint committee on State prison investigation, 
presented the report of the Committee, which 
he read from the clerk’s d sk. The report ex- 

onerated from all blame, the Warden of the 
prison, and certified that the conduct of the 
prison, the treatment of prisoners, and the fi- 
nancial management was found to be perfectly 
sat'sfactory. They recommend a more system- 
atic method of keeping the accounts. The re- 

port was unanimously adopted.

He would vote for a large appropria 
tion to aid the exhibition either national or 
international and believed Philadelphia the 
best place to bold it, but he wanted the bill 
carefully prepared. Congress should not pass 
the bill as it was now before the Sen'ite and 
thus commit itself hand and foot. If the 
trustees of the exhibition should contract a 
debt of 850,000,000 the government of the 
United States would have to pay it. He did 
not mean to be understood as saying that these 
trustees would contract such obligations as he 
knew them to be men of character, but the bill 
put it in their power to do so. He did not op- 
pose an international exhibition and believed 
that Congress had to tome extent committed 
itself in favor of such a celebration, having al 
ready proclaimed to the world that it would be 
held. 

Mr. Stewart moved to amend the motion to 
refer so as to instruct the committee to provide 
for a uational exhibition. 

Mr. Ferry of Connecticut said it would be 
best to refer without instructions. 

Mr. Stewart withdrew his amendment 
Mr. Stevenson was not opposed to a proper 

celebration of 4th of July, 1876, but denied tbe 
power of Congress to take money from the 
national treasury to aid such an enterprise. 

Mr. Scott read a letter just received by him 
February 28, from a gentleman thoroughly con- 
versant with tho affair, stating that the de- 
ficiency in the Vienna exhibition was about 
4,000,000 florins, a large part of which will be 
made up by returns to come in from railroad 
ticket agents. 

Mr. Stevenson did not believe in inviting the 
crowued heads of Europe. He wanted the 4th 
of July 1876, to be a day of thanksgiving. Let 
the people hang their garlands on the tombs of 
our houoied forefathers. Let there be a na- 
tional celebration, but Congress should take 
charge of it and the celebration should be in 
Washington, Philadelphia and New York. 

Mr. Scott said that six of the powers of the 
earth had accepted the invitations to partici- 
pate in the celebration and this morning he re- 
ceived information that two more, Austria and 
the Sandwich Islands had also accepted. 

Pcuding the discussion on the motion to refer 
the bill to the committee on appropriations the 
Senate adjourned, 

HOUSE. 

Mr. TowDsend of Pa., from the Committee 
on Pnblic Lauds, reported a bill to amend the 
homestead law. Passed. 

Mr. Conger of Mich., from the Committee on 

Commerce, reported a bill to amend the act to 
prevent the extermination of fur bearing ani- 
mals in Alaska, so as to authorize the Secre- 
tary of the Treasury to designate the months 
in which fur seals may be taken for their skins 
on the islands of St. Paul and St. George, and 
the waters adjacent, and the uumber to be 
taken iu and about each island. Passed. 

The House proceeded to the consideration of 
the bill to regulate commerce among the sever- 
al States, and Mr. M’Crearv of Iowa, who re- 

ported the bill from the Committee on Kail- 
roads and Canals, addressed the House in ex- 

planation and >ts advocacy. The bill related 
exclusively to inter-State commerce and he as- 
serted it to be the right and duty of Congress 
to regulate such commerce. It provides for 
two things only in the nature of reformation. 
First, that persons engaged in railroad com- 
merce shall not make, unreasonable or extor- 
tionate charges; and second, that they shall not 
make unjust discrimination in the matter of 
charges. The bill was, therefore, declaratory 
of the common law itself. It had not been 
prepared in any spirit of hostility to railroads. 
It required from them that which the common 
law required of them. 

He argued that the power of Congress over 

inter-State railroads was plenary and unlimit- 
ed, except where limitation were imposed by 
the constitution, and was equal iu extent to the 
power of any single government over common 

cartiers. H e asked the House to consider se- 

riously whether this great commerce, these vast 
combinations, these powerful monopolies hav- 
ing to do with the rights and interests of 40,- 
000,000 of people ought to be left permanently 
free and independent of any legislative con- 
trol. The States could not control them. Any 
attempts to do so by States would be held as 

void, as the State or Pennsylvania had demon- 
strated. The question, therefore, confronted 
Congress whether it should let this commerce 
remain without regulation, or should assert the 
power which the constitution conferred on Con- 
gress over the subject? He knew water trans- 
portation was one of the features in the solution 
of the question. He knew, too. that Congress 
might spend any amount of money in the im- 
provement of the Mississippi river and on op 
eniug up other water routes, aud commerce 
would still need the aid of legislation to com- 

pel railroad companies to connect with 
these water routes on fair and reasonable 
terms. As to the provision of building a great 
national railroad, it shoald be considered, if at 
all, as a last resort, but even if there was such 
* road Congress would still need to control the 
railroad so as ro compel them to connect with 
it. Congress was the only power that had the 
light and on which devolved such reasonable 
rules and regulations as the case required. He 
hoped Congress would not hesitate to discharge 
its duty. 

Mr. Arthur of Ky„ of the Committee on 
Kailroads and Canals, followed in a speech 
against the hill as being a proposition in the 
nature of an experimental explorer of the elas- 
ticity of a constitutional government. He 
quoted from the debates on the constitution 
and from the decision of Chief Justice Daniels 
to show that the object in giving Congress the 
power to regulate commerce was to establish 
perfect equality amoug the States as to com- 
mercial rights and to prevent au unjust and in- 
vidious distinction, which local jealousies or 
partial elements might be disposed to introduce 
and maintain. 

Without action on the bill, which is a special 
order until disposed of, the House at half-past 
four adjourned. 

COAL MINE iN FLAMES. 

Deatraction of Valnable Property. 
York, March 3.—A dispatch from 

Wilkesbarre, Pa., last night, has the follow 
iug: To-day, the miners who have been for the 
last two months tightiug fire at the Empire 
mine uear this city, ceased work, having be- 
come convinced that tl eir efforts to control the 
fiery element were becoming more hazardous 
and unavailing each day. Subsequent events 
proved their apprehensions not unfounded, for 
this evening a most extensive “cave iu” of the 
mine occurred, exceeding in extent the fali at 
the Baltimore mine, which took place a short 
time since. 

Great consternation prevails iu the neighbor- 
hood of the mine and families are preparing to 
leave the dangerous proximity. The fire now 

has free scope, and threatens to ruin utterly 
one of the most valuable possessions of the uew- 

ly formed Wilkesbarre and Lehigh Coal Com- 
pany. 

The lateness of the hour at which the acci- 
dent occurred prevents farther particulars to- 
night. 

The Hoase will probably adopt the Senate 
bankruptcy bill with a few slight amend- 
ments. 

The condition of ex President Filmore re- 
mains unchanged. 

THE WAR ON RUM. 

Encouraging Accounts from Ohio. 
Cincinnati,, March 3.—A summary of the 

temperance movement in Ohio yesterday from 
60 towns and villages, shows that in 11 towus 

liquor selling has entirely stopped, and that in 
over 40 towns from 5 to 26 places in which li- 
quors were sold are closed, and the work is 
everywhere goiugvigorously on. In Chillicothe 
and Dayton the work has begun by frequent 
visitations daily by small committees, without 
singing and prayer at the saloons. A surren- 
der is reported at Richmond.Iud. The whskey 
dealers here say that the trade begins to feel 
the effects of the movement. 

The Methodist ministers of Cincinnati have 
called a general meeting of ministers and men 
and women interested in the temperance 
movement of to-day, to confer on the question of the expediency of encouraging women to 
commence the temperance movement. 

Columbus, March 3.—The Police Commis- 
sioners last night adopted a resolution asking the City Council to pass an ordinance prohibi- tating the sale of intoxicating iiquors within 
the corporate limits, and pledging themselves 
to see that such an ordinance is enforced. This 
is considered the greatest blow thus far struck 
here for temperance. 

Movement ai Pittsburg, Pa. 
Pittsburg, March 3.—A large aud enthus- 

iastic meetiug of ladies was held here yesterday 
to take further action in reference to the pro- 
posed crusade against saloon keepers. A re- 

port on permanent organization was presented 
and several addresses delivered by ladieg. No 
definite plan was agreed upon for commencing 
a movement, the intention being first to arouse 
tlie churches and get public sentiment in their 
favor. Letters of encouragement from Ohio 
and other places were read. The general senti- 
ment prevailed that it would be best to confine 
tlie movent- nt simply to a temperance issue, 
throwing aside woman suffrage and other mat- 
ters. A meeting will be held Thursday night, 
and in Alleghany City Friday night, acd on 
Saturday afternoon a general meeting will be 
held.
