On the contrary, if the meaning be
that greenbacks having been paid to the
Treasury fer bonds, which bouds are to be-
come the basis of bank eireulation, are, in
the languge of the Senator from Vermont, to
be burned up. blotted out, and never reis-
sued, the process is contraction, Why?
Because the bank currency to be received up-
0. the bonds purchased with the greenbacks
is to be 10 per cent less than the bouds, and
10 per eent less than the greenbacks, and it
is to be lessened also in effect by the require-
ment of a reserve to be maintained by the
banks. Thus, if greenbacks are to be paid to
the government tor bank circulation, and the
greenbacks are to Le destroyed, in place of
substituting one for the other, dcllar for dol-
lar, you will have substituted one for the
other less a large dimivution. This is con-
traction as sure as gravitation. The lan-
guage before us is equally consistent with
either view. In other words, in the form of
instrueting the committee what to report we
have adopted a declaration which looks to
the right as much as it does to the left,
which tends equally upward or downward,
which leads to expansion as clearly as it leads
to coutraction. What progress are we mak-
ing? What light are we sﬁeddiug upon any-
thing in doubt? What are we dcing except

ties to it? IL seems to me, all bhaving had
abundant opportunity to express their views
at large, and to record themselves upon one
governing point, that we might now all con-
sentto let the whole matter go back to the
committee on finance witkout instructions.
Let them work out aud report some theory
practically applied, giving us the detail and
machinery by wkich it is to be execujed.
The Senate may then advisedly econcur with
the committee or take issue with it. The
Semnate can then perfect the work of the com-
mittee, or overthrow it altogether, and by
better light find ground approved by the
general judgment.

It may be, Mr. Pres'dent, that T am adding
to the expenditure of time by an appeal to
Senators to put an end to these nrecertain do-
ings by allowing the bill to return to the com-
mittee without furiber attempts at instrue-
tions. My apology must be that I have wast-
ed no time and occupied none thus far during
the debate,believing that ifby possibility I bad
anything of value to suggest it were better
withheld until something more definite had
been matured, and the time had come or
action.

It ecan
never be true, and therefore it can never be
right or sate. It is false that by stamping the
matk of a dollar upon a bit of paper you
transmute it into a dollar. It is false that you
ean thus reverse the truth of property and
change the wature of value. Property is the
product of labor. I it is true in value it rep-
tesents the cost ol production. A barrel of
flour iz an unit of value, Why? Because, a
necessity of man, its price represents the
cost of producing it. go of a diamond, a
gem,an t of gold or of silver; so of a coin-

And this is thus because
there is an actual scarcity in the market of
good butter put up in attractive shape for
small consumers,. When we know that one
dairyman gets $1.15 a pound for his product,
another $1, and another 75 cents the year
round, at his dairy door, it lseasily seen that
it will pay to bring butter across the ocean
from Franee, if it is only good and shapely
enough to suit the fastidious purchasers who
will have nice butter whatever it may cost.
All this butter is made from choice cows,
choicely fed on clean sweet food, and the
milking is dome in the cleapest manner.
The milk is handled as carefully as though it
was neciar; the eream is churned with the
utmost care by clock and thermometer. the
buatter is worked with skill, and made up
into shapely cakes which do uot require to
be cut when brought to the table, Compare
then, this cake—hard, go.den yellow, sweet,
fragrant and tempting to all the senses—with
an unsIEhtly chunk which is eut out of a
greasy keg, and smell of old and raneidity,
and is made from ill-kept cream, from cows
filthily lodged und carelessly milked, and is
churned anyhow, and the difference 1s easily
accounted for.—N. Y. Tribune.

The Sauborn Confracts Again.

Although the House has received another

installment of the corresponuence in con-
nection with the Sanborn contracts. it is
doubtful if all the facts have been obtained,
Enough, however, has been brought to light
to make it certain that a change was made
in the revenue laws by the instigation of Gen,
Batler in order that one of his unscrupulous
followers might have the business of eollect-
ing internal revenues unpaid, using for this
purpose the regular officials and retaining for
his own use fifty per cent of all receipts-
This change in the revenue laws, on the face,
appeared all right, as do many other trans-
actions of the Essex intriguer but the intel-
ligent public have come to regard all meas-
ures emanating from him as concealing some
trick or fraud. There can be no doubt but
that the purpose of the Butler-Sawyer amend-
ment to one of the appropriation bills of last
year, providing that the “Seeretary of the
Treasury” shall employ not more than three
persons to assist the proper officers of the
Government in discovering and collecting
any money belonging to the United States
wheaever the same shall be withheld upon
such terros as he shall deem for the best in-
terests of the United States,” however fair
upon its face, was designed to steal from the
public treasury, millions of dollars which
were legally due and for the collection of
which the Government has an ample corps
of well paid officials,

John D. Sanborn apears to be one of Bul-
lers’s own, being one of the camp followers of
Gen. Butler's army during the war whom
that meanest of generals mistook like Sim-
moos for a soldier. Indeed, for all we know,
Sanborn may be a poor boy, a soldier and a
christian just like Mr. Simmons. This man
was the principal actor with Butler. The
other party mixed up in the matter is Assis-
tant Treasarer Sawyer, who, as Senator from
North Carolina, secured the passage of the in-
nocent amendment above referred to. The
partial report farnished by Secretary Richard-
son declares the nature of the contract made
by Mr, Boutwell as Secretary of the Treasury
with Banborn by which the latter was to re-
ceive fifty per cent. of such collections as he
made; while the later correspondence fur-
nished shows that Mr. Boutwell instructed
the regular assessors and collectors to aid San-
born In his work, and that the latter obtained
the information upor which he brought his
actions entirely from the books of the regular
official,and in eompe cases authorized the latter
to make the collections, which was a part of
their sworn duty, and report to him, he set-
ling with the treasury department and re-
ceiving Lis filty per cent. Among the docu-
ments pablished is one trom Mr. Banfield, so-
licitor of the treasury, giving notice to regu-
lar collectors not to receive payment of taxes
in cases embraced in Sanborn’s contract,
thusgiving him a complete monopoly and
halfof his aeceipts for doing the work belong-
ing to the regularly appointed and paid offi-
cers,

It seems hardly probable that Messrs, Bout-
well, Richardson, Banfield and others, would
knowingly lend themselves to a conspiracy to
rob the public treasury, and we cannot be-
lieve that they would. Indeed, we believe
that they were only intent on bringing to jus-
tice a large class of corporations and individ-
uals that had for years defrauded the reve-
nue; but the fact that the Department is
obliged to resort to such means to collect
taxes honestly due, is not ereditable to its
Simmonses, Manleys, etc., who are paid to do
this business. But so far as Butler, Sawyer
and Sanborn with his associates, are con-
cerned, it is almost beyond question a con-
spiracy Lo rob the treasuryof over seven mil-
lions, Fortunately the scheme was defeated
when Sanborn and his associates had only
pocketed a quarter of a million. Perhaps it

“would nothave been investigated had it not

been whispered about that “Bautler was in
i.” He isthe patron of thieves and from
long practice at plundering is specially fitted
to prepare a scheme to rob the nation,

SEVERAL years since Mr. H. J. Kimball of
this State weut to Atlanta, Ga., built a hotel
and engaged in various kinds of business. In
the course of time reports were circulated
that in connection with ex-Gov. Bulloch of
that State he was engaged in various schemes
to plunder the public Treasury, the precise
natureof which we have forgotten. The
natural jealousy ofthe people*and the partisan
feeling rgainst Mr. Kimbail becauseof his
business relations with Builoch, rendered it
impossible for him to continue in business in
that State and he left. Since that time a
change has taken place among business men
respecting Mr. Kimball. He has returned to
Atlanta at the earnest solicitation of many of
the men who opposed him two years since.
We bave before us the Atlanta Constitution
of February 22d, in which a public banquet is
tendered Mr. Kimball by nearly fity firms
and business men of that city and vicinity.
In the invitation these parties pay a high
compliment to the energy apd character of
the Mgine man. In response, Mr. Kimball
writes a long letter decling the banquet and
saying that he is there to vindicate his good
name and to engage in business as a cilizen
of Georgia.

BUTLER TACTICS.

There is some gossip concerning the action of
Gen. Butler this morning in moving to recou-
sider the vote of y esterday by which the House
agreed to give to the Committee on Expendi-
tures in the Department of Justice power to
send for persens and papers in order to promote
the purposes of the investigation into the ex
penses of the Marshal’s office in the Western
Judicial district of Arkansas. Upon an ex-
amination of the journal this morning the
resolution seems to have been adop by
unavimous consent, and not under a suspen-
sion of the rules, so that General Butler had
the right t:reconsider. When the argament
upon this motion shall come up there will be a
very bitter opposition to Batler's‘'motion. 1t is
well hknown that the Department of Justice
has long desired tho most thorough investi-
gation into these expenditures.

THE MOIETIES QUESTICN.

The Committee on Ways and Means, this
morning, had under consideration the subject
of payments of moieties to collectors, fraud in-
formers and the seiznres of papers and books.

A man with a crushed foot was suc-
cessfully braced up for a surgical examination,
not by doses of whiskey, but by hypodermic
injections of stimulating flaid. The craving
for strong drink must indeed be great in any
man who would wish to take it through his
skin.

The Cincinnati Gazette has returns from sixj
ty-one cities, towns and villages in Ohio and
Indiana, showing the results accomplished in
those places by the women’s temperance ‘‘cru-
sade” up to about the 26th of Februasy. The
returns comprise filty five towns in Ohio. In
these places 245 saloons have peen closed; 91
drug stores have signed the druggists’ pledge,
and about 15,000 persons the total abstinence
pledge. On the other hand there are 539 sa-
loons now open, In Indiana 9 saloons and 9
drug stores have been closed and 1283 persons
have signed the pledge.

Briet Jottings.

It mostly rained yesterday. The sea was very
high ontside, and the Bangor steamer was fore-
ed to seek the harbor for a shelter.

The clouds broke away about seven o'clock
last evening and the stars came out to hear
Mrs. Young lecture.

Mrs. Young is very anxious to see the Atlan-
tic ocean and to hear Mark Twain lecture.—
Then she is willing to turn ber face westward.

Matters are very quiet at the station now-a-
days. What a paradise the city woenid have

who has pitched his tent by the great Salt Lake,
delivered her lecture entitled *“The Story of My
Liie," at City Hall. The audience was not a
large one, though it was select. All bad words
of enthusiastic praise for the speaker, and it is
safe to say that City Hall will be crowded on
ber next appearance.
Mrs. Young is a woman thirly years of age,—
an attractive looking blonde, with a graceful
earriage and fine figure. Her face, though not
beautiful, is noticeable for its intellectual cast,
for its clear bright grey eyes under beautifully
arched brows, for its widas forehead and its
mouth expressive of resolute determination.—
Her delivery was distinct and pleasing, and her
voice audible in the remotest part of the hall.
The story of her life was simply told in short
and direct sentences, though now and then she
broke into a passionate protest as the memory
of her wrongs crowded upon her. Her lecture
was singularly free from bitterness, save when
she spoke of Brigham Young; then the thonght
of a hundred slights gave an acerbity to her
words which seems foreign to her nature, Her
whole discourse was marked with a deep earn-
estness, and there was in her very voice a sense
of wrong as she pleaded for her sisters, the bond-
women of Utah. In noble and generous phrase
ghe defended the sincerity and purity of the
Mormon women., Born under the very shadow
of the temple at Nauvoo, taken to Salt Lake
City when but four years of age, she was
brought ap in the tenets of the latter-day saints
and taught to believe that the creed of Joseph
Smith was the only true religion. Within the
bounds of the Mormon chureh was eternal hap-
piness; without its pale everiasting perdition,
Cherishing that belief for thirty years she wil-
lingly accorded to her sisters an equal sincerity.
She was introduced by her agent, Mr. Pond,
who announced that she would deliver her lec-
ture on “polygamy as it is’’ Saturday afternoon
and ber lecture on the Mormon religion Sundn_\;
evening.
In beginning she remarked that' the nine-
teenth wife of a man in the nineteenth century
would excite curiosity in a heathen country, yet
in this land of civilization the matter is regard-
ed as of little importance. Briefly tracing the
events of her early life and instruction in the
Mormon 1eligion, she devoted some time to a
description of her baptism at the age of sixteen
years in the endowment house, in which the
ceremouies are of a semi-theatrical character,
and the lauguage blank verse; paraphrased
from the Bible and Milton’s Paradise Lost; in

one portion iuculcating the strongest faith in
Mormon doctrines, and intense hatred of the
United States government and all Gentiles.—
Her eighteenth year found her upon the stage
of Brigham’s theatre, and the year following
she was married to her first husband. Cruel
treatment led her to secure a divoree, and she
{gtnrued :(I): the h:iima of her parents. Brigham
there met her and proposed marri Legard-
ing such a union with the horm:-gaﬁatu ral to
any true woman, who feels that it would be
wholly devoid of affection on the part of her
hushand, Mrs. Young finaliy consented, influ-
enced by her reverence for Bricham as the
prophet of God, by the wishes of her nts
and a desire to help a brother who had incarred
the enmity of the church. Married secretly in
the Endowment h , and com ded to keep
ber marriage from the outside world owing to
Brigham’s fear of the Gentiles, she began
house-keeping with some cheap furniture and a
few dishes from the sale of an old bakery. This
is a sample of the wedding outfit of a polyga-
mous wife. Rigid imony was also prac-
ticed in supplying clothing, which was limited
to cheap grades nts and musling. If an
extra breadth of cloth or extra bow is asked
for, the wife may expect a private lecture, 1f
not a public castigation. A yeir later she was
removed to one of Brigham's farms, where her

mother was compelled to orm dairy work,
and she to carry the mg ucts to gham's
family. Uverwork ucing illness, her moth-

er was requested to leave, and from that mo-
ment Mrs. Young hated him cordially. Com-
menting upon the object ef Brigham in taking
young wives at his advenced age, the lecturer
said that it was merely to imt.ify his vanity—
to show that although old he conld marry as
many goqng women as he wished. Jealousy
first obtained a place in her bosom when Brig-
ham promised to accompany her to a ball, and
came accompanied by another wife. Her de-
testation of the man increased when she be-
came aware of his many cruel swindles in
m‘amg the property of widows, orphans and
elpless Mormons to satisfy his inordinate
greed of gain. Yet she was so firm a believer
in the power of the Mormon church and of
Brigham as its head, that she could not decide
to revolt, for it was hard to give up the religion
of a lifetime. After a wrattﬁ.\ed a lonely life
on the farm for three years, seldom visited by
ber husband, be at last erected a cottage-house
for her in Salt Lake City.}

AUvGUSTA, Mar, 4.

The busginess ot the Senate was confined to
concurrent action on papers from the House.

The resolye relating to industrial statistics,
passed to be engrossed by the House, was inde
finitely postponed by the Senate by a vote of
13 to 6.

The bill establishing the salary of the Attor-
ney General came from the House indefinitely
postponed.

The Lill subsequently came from the House,
that branch adhering to its vote, so it failed.

The bills-passed to be ena cted in the House,
were snbsequently passed by the Senate and
seut to the Governor.
A message was received from the House by
Mr. Richards of Camden, informing the Senate
of the disposal of all business before that body.
