The  school  follows  the Bath  Calendar  for i`onvenience
of 1)arell.ts witll c`hildren in both elementary and high  school
The calendar calls  for thirty  six  weeks  which is now  State
IJaw.

The  School  Committee  were  fortumtte  to  secure  t'ne
services  of  Mrs.  Violet  Colby  for teacher.    She  has  an  ex-
cellent  record  of  teaching.

The  discipline  of  the  school  is  good.     This  is  a  tw.o
fold  result of the ability  of  the teacher to gain  1-espect and
interest  of  the  pupils,  and  the  cooperation  of  the  homes;
with  sui`h  a  conclition  of  mutual  ti.ust  the  school  has  pro-

gressed.
The attitudes, appreciatioiis, ancl concepts of the school

chilcl are more important actually than subject matter.   The
chilclren  are  resi)ectful,  tEind  seemingly  interested  in  their
`studies.    At the  same time they  are unconsciously building
the  correct  concepts  of  fciti7,ei]ship,  learning  to  share,  re-
specting  the  rights  of  others,  ancl  gaining  correct  social
behavior patteriis.

The  nessary  books,  supplies,  aiid  teaching  aids  have
been supplied to strengthen the instructional program.

It is important that we have pre-school clinics, and the
Dental  Program,  if pupils are to benefit  from  Health Ser-

®

VIces.

The report of the Public Health Nurse is submitted by
her department.

The State Law provitles that any child unable to attencl
school  shall  be  tutored  at  public  expense.    We  have  been
tutoring one child under this provision of the law.

The School Committee appreciate the cooperation they
have  receivecl  from  parents,  and  all  the  assistance  thev
have  given  all  phases  of  the  school  activities.

The  school  enrollment  is  holding  a.t  a  level  where  all
children   call,   at  pl-esent,   be   accomodate(1  in   the  present
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school.   The room is larger by remov€il ot- the partition and
better  utilization  of  the  space.

The  school  enrollments  in nearby  towns is increasing,
and I would judge that no tuition pupils could be taken in.
Prudence  would  seemingly  sugge``t  that  the  town  woulcl
have to be ready in the future to add another room to tlie
school, at a reasonable cost, and to maintain a primary and
grammar unit.

The school building needs new sills a`nd floor supports,
as  well  as  outside  repairs  to  save  and protect  it  from  the
elements.     The  exact  amount  iieed€d  will  be  determined
after an investigation by the  School  Committee and  Select-
men.

I woultl like to  suggest that if possible,  swings  should
be erected, and a good large sand box for the little children
to  play with.    This  would be  of  g.feat help to  the  teacher.

I  wish  to  express  my  appi.eciation  to  the  members  of
the  School  Committee, the Teachers, ancl citizens,  for the,ir
coopei-ation  in  behalf  of  the  educational  program  carried
on  in  the  town.    The  cool)ercition  of  all  organizations  and
Town  (_`)fficials  is  gratefully  acknowledged.

For the year ending  December 31,  1953

Many  people  on  Westport  Island  have  shown  an  in-
creased  illterest  in  the  general  health  ot-  their  c.ommunity
this past year.

It  wcls  thought  at  one  time  there  might  be  a  Child
Health  Conference  on  the,  Island  to  give  the  infants  and
pre-school  age  children  the  benefit  of  a  physical  examin-
cltion  an(1  the  mothers  an  opportunity  to  discuss  health
1)roblems  with  a  doctor.     Since  this  did  not  materialize,
several   mothers   took  their   children  to   the   Conf erences
which  were  held  in  Wiscasset.     This  resultecl  in  soinc  of
the  children  being  vaccinated  ag.ainst  small  pox  ancl  im-
munizecl a,gainst diphtheria, tetanus and whooping cough.

The  special  services  such  as  Crippletl  Chil(1ren,  Pedi-
atric, Mental  Hygiene  or  Cardiac  Clinics have 1)een  offere{1
to  those  for  whom  they  were  1.et`ommended.

The  nurse  has  visited  in  many  homes  where  there
were small babies.   She is always glad to know of these and
to of fer help when it is desired.

Advice and  suggestions to help in the control  of com-
municable diseases including venereal disease and tubercu-
losis  has  been offered.    Contacts  of  know  cases  have been
visited to aid them in helping to control the spread of these
diseases.

The  school  children  seem to  have been  normally  well-
there were no outstanding I)1-oblems.    L:tst fclll the children
I rom the I ourth grade up wel-e given audio-meter tests for
hearing.    They  all  came through  with  flying  colors.
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The  nurse  is  pleased  with  the  interest  in  health  that
has been shown and hopes it will corjtinue to grow.    She is
glad to offer guidance and help in any health project which
might  be  undertaken  and  is  looking  forward  to  being  of
service to the people of Westport Island in the coming year.

An  audit  of  the  books  and  records  of  the  Town  of
Westport has  been  completed for  the  municipal year
ended February 14, 1953. The audit included an exam-
ination  of  the  financial  records  maintained  by  the
Assessors, Selectmen, Town Clerk, Treasurer, and Tax
Collector.

The  examination  consist,ed  of  a  review  of  cash
transactions  as well  as  an  analysis of available funds
and  expenditu.res.

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Available  Funds  and  Expendi±ures

A  comparative  statement  of  available  funds  and
expenditures  (Exhibit  8)  disclosed  that  for  the  1952
year,  available  funds  decreased  by  $5,413.66  as  com-
pared with those of the preceding year. Expenditures
for the same period decreased by $6,716.88. The factors
contributing  to  these differences were reviewed with
no  exceptions  noted.  The  following  is  a  summary  of
the  differences as compared with the preceding year:

RESERVES  AND  SURPLUS
From  the  examination  of  the  departmental  ac-

counts  it  was  determined  that  the  net  unexpended
balances  carried forward to the ensuing year totaled
$254.90,  (Exhibit D).

At  the  year  end  the  unappropriated  surplus  a-
mounted  to  $2,895.46  or  an  increase  of  $1,234.77.  This
increase  was  ,occasioned  by  the  excess  of  available
funds over expenditures.

DEBT  FUNDS
The  debt fund,  incorporated in the balance  sheet

as a separate fund, reflects the outstanding notes of the
town  totaling  $4,571.00  (Schedule  A-5)„  which  are  to
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be  retired  from  revenues  of  future  years.  Authority
was  granted  by  the  townspeople  to  renew  $750.00  of
the  Mill Bridge  fill  note  and  $498.00  of the  state  aid
r,oad  construction  note  for  one  year.  Authority  was
also  granted  to  borrow  $125.00  for  the  Dyke  Bridge
fill.

R=SI=RVE   FUND
At the annual town meeting it was voted to accept

a $300.00 donation for the construction of a new school
or  for  tuition  to  send  pupils  to  Wiscasset.  This  fund
is represented by a time deposit in the First National
Bank of Bath, Maine (Schedule A-6).

GENERAL
The  records  of  the  t`iwn  clerk  disclosed  that  the

townspeople authorized the transfer of 1952 excise tax
monies to the snow removal account and the balance
of 1952  excise tax monies to be used at the discretion
of  the  selectmen  on  improvements  to  town  roads.  It
was  also  voJi-,ed  to  transfer  $100.00  from  the  snow  re-
moval  account  to  the  North  End  Road  account.

SCOPE  OF  AUDIT
Count of cash was made and records were checked

to  determine  the  accuracy  of  recording  cash  trans-
actions.  The  system  of internal  control was  reviewed
as pertained to the har]dling of cash and other matters
of    financial    concern.    Available    funds    and    ex-
penditures  were  examined  by  methods  and  to  the
extent deemed necessary.  Letters  of verification were
utilized  to  determine  the  correctness  of  tax  and  tax
lien accounts. Insurance and bond coverages were ex-
amined. Excise tax collections wel.e verified by exam-
ination of copies of the receipts retained by the collec-
tor.

Included in this report are exhibits and schedules
pertaining  to  the  financial  status  of  the  town.  Audit
procedures were followed to the extent deemed neces-
sary to develop these statements.
