High,Church Beer. 
The cable, industrious chronicler as it is, 

did nevertheless leave tbe Hamlet out of the 
English election. The correspondence that 
has since come to band and to which refer, 
ence has already been made in these columns, 
faithfully restoies him. The pivotal point of 
the canvass was beer. The Liberal ministry 
bad with Impunity laid its heavy band on 

many time-honored institutions dear to the 
conservative heart. It had dared to assault 
aristocratic privilege by enlarging the elective 

franchise, by reforming abuses in tbe army 
and by insidious approaches toward land re- 

form. It has cast an evil eye on tbe estab- 
lished cburch in its very borne, after disin- 

heriting it in Ireland. These things bad been 
endured with patience. These reforms bad 
affected injuriously only a class, and a class 

embracing but a small raiuoiity ol the people. 
Let the galled Tory wince, the withers of 
the masses were unwrung. But anou there 
came a question of beer. Not that Neal Dow 
—who is still in England—and his allies of 
the Temperance Alliance bad so far gained 
the ear of Messrs. Gladstone and Lowe that 

anything like pronounced Maine Law legisla- 
tion was imminent. It would, iikthe naturaj 
course of events, be a .long time betore that 
crisis could come, for tbe rate of progress in 

England is about as slow as that of the depo- 
sition of geological strata. But the dreadful 
thing was apprehended afar off. Permissive 
acts and some other suggestions of slight re- 

strictive legislation aroused a fear that the 
(rand children of men now living might not 
be permitted to “bemuse themselves with 
beer” and that posterity might, as the result 
ef the initiative taken under the fanatical 
Gladstone, lose their inalienable right to be 
drunk of a Saturday night, muddled all day 
Sunday and heavy with tbe megrims of a 

Monday. 
Then the British heart was fired as never 

b efore. The two great conservative interests 
of the kingdom, the established church and 
the breweries, drawn toward each other by a 
secret consciousness that they were becoming 
anachronisms, joined their torces. The beer 
interest, which had often succored the church 
in its times of trial, was now reinforced by 
the church and the election was primarily a 
triumph of beer and incidentally of high 
church ecclesiasticism. Ale was regarded as 
the real national palladium, the genuine cor- 
ner stone of English constitutional monarchy 
and the church as an important adjunct to 
the leading interest. Tte brewers were by 
no means ashamed of their associates but 
condescendingly recognized them by such 
epigrammatic legends as “Beer and Bibles,” 
‘Beer and the Church go together”, and 

“Scriptural Education and unlimited Drink.” 
It does not appear, either, that the clergy 
were restive in the company of their bluff, 
red-faced allies. At any rate no echo of dis- 
sent from them reaches us here. 

On the whole the result is rather discour- 
aging. The exaltation of beer at the expense 
of the “rights of man,” which is something 
more than cant after all, is an anomalous re- 
sult of all the scientific preaching and repub- 
lican agitation of the last five years. It may 
be a mere preparation for a strong, whole- 
some reaction against Tory high churchism 
but it is far from an exhilarating sight to see 
those mighty brewers, Bass and Allsop, tri- 
umphantly elected to the House of Com- 
mons, while statesmen, patriots and reform- 
ers like Fawcett and Jacob Bright are voted 
down; to see another great brewer lead 
Gladstone at the polls, while Thomas Hughes 
is left to epjoy the quiet and obscurity of 
private life. 

What can be expected of a government 
which rises to power like an unwholesome ex- 

halation from the brewer’s vat? is it any won- 
der that such a government promises a vig- 
orous foreign policy”—that is, a policy of 
war instead of one of pcaee like that which 
has of late prevailed in Britain; that arbitra- 
tion for the settlement of disputes is to be ig 
nored, that no further progress is to be made to 
wards the education, political enfranchisement 
and social improvement of the peasantry; that 
the church is to be upheld in all its ancient 
honors, immunities and riche?; that the 
tenure of land is to continue, as heretofore, 
the most deadening institution now existing 
in the civilized world and that beer is to be, 
while the renegade Jew holds the helm, the 
holy of holies— a thing to be spoken of with 
bated breath and uncovered head ? But after 
the English stomach has got its fill of beer, 
perhaps something more worthy of national 
veneration will get an apotheosis. 

Elsewhere will be found the titles of the 
public acts passed by the Legislature, em- 
bracing about one hundred of the three hun- 
dred and forty-two acts that received the of- 
ficial approval of the Governor, the rest be- 
ing of a special or private character. No im- 
portant railroad bill was passed. Charters 
were granted to several railroads which will 
never be built, end the time for building sev- 
eral others extended. Twenty-three acts in- 
corporating manufacturing companies were 
passed, involving a capital of $7,130,000. The success of associated dairying the past 
year has led parties in various parts of the 
State to ask for the incorporation of thirty- 
seven cheese factories with an estimated cap- ital ol $370,500. Two new towns have been 
incorporated, Blaine and Vanceboro’. The 
principal measures which failed to secure 
favorable action were those to change the ex- 
isting law relative to the punishment of mur- 
der, the general railroad bill, the bill to al- 
low the women to vote at Presidential elec- 
tions, and for the abolition of imprisonment for debt.

Spasms. 
A small but apprecietive audience listened to 

Rev. G. \V. Bicknell’s lecture on “Spasms” at 
Fluent Hall Iasi evening. The people assembled 
were people who evidently came to be instruct- 
ed as well as entertained, and they were thor- 
oughly delighted with what they heard. The 
lecture was a ligl t and graceful effort, eviuc- 
iug careful study of the spasmodic in church 
and State, and enlivened with kindly sarcasm 
and touches of broad humor. 

The lecturer commenced with defining the 
term “Spasm” as he proposed to employ it, 
changing Webster’s detiuitiou to sudden and 
more or less violent agitations arising in vari- 
ous relations of life, producing sometimes de 
lirable commencements, but usually disastrous 
■esults, because shortlived. He did not believe 
n the spasmodic efforts of men in any relation 
if life, for by tlie time they are fairly under 
vay, they are given up. They do not hold on. 

Hie course of business men teaches us a differ- 
ent lesson. They do not expect to gain great 
■esults all at once. They commence steadily, 
ind push on to the end. This principle—begin 
is you can hold out—keep at work on any good 
ibject—should be the principle ol life. The 
■ourse of the clergyman, who preaches his 
pandest sermons when a candidate, and loses 

is reputation when he gets down to his aver- 
age work, should be a warning. Spasmodic 
work is different from enthusiastic, in that the 
latter grows as the work progresses, and does 
not cease until the end sought, is gained. 
Sometimes men of spasmodic ideas overdo the 
work; they endeavor to impress their ideas up- 
on people in a mauner that kills the effort. 

Tlie lecturer condemned that work which 
stops half way, but earnestly commended the 
spirit which accomplishes an end. The way to 
success is in a steady pushing ahead. No mail 
has been successful who has not been compe.l 
ed to push forwaid unceasingly and enthusias- 
tically. The command press forward” should 
be heard everywhere, inspiring the active, and 
awakening the sleeping and indolent. 

Having thus generally considered liissubject, 
the lecturer proposed to consider his subject 
under different heads, and spoke of spasms in 
courtship and marriage—in society, education, 
politics, and religion. Generally speaking, 
courtship was a spasm of love; marriage was 
too often its cool or lukewarm condition. He 
thought that every faculty which was necessa- 
ry to win affection, was and is necessary to re- 
tain it. He denounced the hypocrisy too 
often employed, believing courtship should 
extend through life. With a true 
marriage it was all courtship. It is 
because masks are worn and deception 
practised in tlie outset, which masks are 

thrown aside in marriage,and the deception ex- 
posed, which renders so many homes unhappy: 
Man and woman have their special work to per- 
form, to make the fireside attractive. Let the 
devotion and loyalty of the first relation be car- 

ried into marriage, and homes would be infi- 
nitely happier. There never should be a season 
in any wedded life, where the parties can feel 
that it is no consequence about politeness or af- 
fection. simply because they are “old married 
people.” Fault-finding jealousy, strife are al- 
ways to be avoided. 

The effects of spasmodic action in society, is 
seen in the readiness with which people fall in 
with the rulings of society to-day, and change 
withjits whim tomorrow.SocietyJstarts outjto do 
something religiously; but if the minister urges 
individual effort, there is an end to interest. 
Too many religious societies are simply religi- 
ous sleeping cars on a grand scale.The conduc- 
tors are to be pitied. Society has its regular 
spasms for something new—and its keeps the 
pen and press, platform and pulpit busy to 
meet the demand.lt is gushing overwith liberty, 
and yet is a bound slave to custom. It has its 
spasmodic groans over amusements if indulged 
in by anybody connected with the church, but 
happy if other people iudulge. It 
cries out, “be free," and yet in pol- 
itics, religion, almost every where, 
man is a slave. The lecturer advocated living 
more in accordance with the true spirit of free- 
dom. He believed in independence. 

Then in educational matters, there is much 
said concerning completed educations. Too 
many think, when they, can rattle off a para- 
graph of Greek etc., parrot fashion, that their 
educations are completed. A great mistake, 
only commenced. We are never too old to learn. 
Education should not end in a commencement, 
but continue through life. 

Passing on to spasms in politics and reform, 
the lecturer alluded to the tendency to run all 
party measures upon the high pressure princi 
pie, designed to do every thing up in a hurry, 
liit or miss, and the result was, a miss. lie 
liked anything alive, but he wanted it lasting. 
There many important measures being present- 
ed before the people. The great war 

cry now is, reform. It sounds well. 
At certain seasons, ideas of reform are brought 
out, to be laid aside after electloh. There is 
the temperance issue—the financial question— 
and other questions of greater or less moment, 
but they soon dig. Congressmen deliver elab- 
orate speeches on reform—principles are 

manipulaed, until they get so thin tfcat the 
people see the corrupt rings underneath. Men 
advocate with all their power, certain elections 
—though they care nothing for the principles. 
Too many want office for self or friends. The 
people are getting weary of men for leaders,

Temprmnoni Voyage of Ihe Mcandiaavian 

Accdeut* to the Officers—Suicide of one 

«f the Passengers. 

The Allan steamship Scandinavian, which 
arrived at this port yesterday afternoon, expe- 
rienced the roughest passage of the season. 
She experienced a week of hurricanes, was be- 
set by floating icebergs, had her officers dis- 
abled and ilost one of her passengers by sui- 
cide. 

The steamer left Liverpool on the 19th ult., 
the weather being very flue. It continued fa- 
vorable for three days, but on the fourth day 
out a storm arose, which continued for six days. 
It was severe beyond any experience during the 
winter. Three distinct and very violent huri- 
caues marked it. The seas swept over the 

deck, once or twice, even washing the bridge. 
The weather was bitter cold, aud the officers 
and crew were benumbed by exposure and 
worn out by continuous labor. For five |days 
and bights Captain Smith was, wi*h rare aud 
limited exceptions on the bridge, and displayed 
the utmost skill, coolness and courage. On 
the seveuth day a heavy sea struck the railing 
of the bridge, throwing the Captain and first 
officer down, and disabling the latter by a se- 

vere contusion on the right leg, which kept 
him in his berth for several days. During this 

trying time, the passengers are reported to 

have behaved remarkably well, showing but 
few signs of trepidatiou. At the end of a week 
the storm ceased, aud the exhausted officers 
aud crew had a little time for rest. 

The storm left its effects upon one passenger. 
Cornet Bygley, a young officer of the JBrilish 
army, on hir way to Canada, was found dead 
in his berth the day after the gale,shot through 
the body, and with a discharged pistol at his 
side. Mr. Bygley had been suffering from 
greatjdepression during all the storm, and be- 

came quite exhausted b.v labor and auxiety. 
He was buried with naval honors the day fol- 

lowing his death. The gentleman was of good 
family and held in much esteem by his fellow 

passengers and the officers of the vessel. 
As the steamship neared the banks of New- 

foundland, great numbers of icebergs were en- 

countered. The situation was full of peril for 
a time, audit was only by the exercise of the 

greatest care that the vessel was brought out 
of her troubles. No further trouble of mo- 

ment was encountered during the remainder of 
the voyage. 

Capt. Berry, one of the passengers, au ex- 

perienced mariner, says it was the roughest 
voyage he ever made. He speaks in high terms 

of the manner In which the ship was handled 

by Capt. Smith, and gives that officer credit 
for the display of admirable seimansliip. 

The vessel is considerably battered, and 
looks as thougn she bad seen hard service since 
she left the quay at Liverpool. 

The freight steamship PhtEnician, now due 
for several days at this port, is looked for with 
great anxiety. It is feared the icebergs will be 
more troublesome to her than to the Scandina- 
vian, and much solicitude is expressed.

Contract between the Bulan Road*. 
The Boston and Maine and the Eastern rail- 

roads have entered into a mutual agreement or 
contract for all passenger and freight tratfle 
over each road from all competing points sub- 
stantially as follows: 

A fixed and permanent rate for doing busi- 
ness is to be established GO per cent, of the 
gross cost is to be charged for doing the busi- 
ness by each road, the remaining 40 per cent, 
is to lie equally divided between the two cor- 
porations. The whole will be under the charge 
of and managed by an executive committee, 
selected from the boards of directors of both 
corporations. 

WASHINGTON. 

The Discussion of the Moioly System. 
Washington, March 6.—Mr. Hyde, of the 

Boston Board of Trade, finished his addtess 
before the Ways and Means Committee to-day 
on the subject of the moiety saytem, arguing 
that forfeitures shall be made within two years, 
limiting forfeitures to packages not invoices' 
and that payment of duties should be conclu- 
sive. 

A. H. Rice also made an address, in which 
he said the statements already made were 
enough tn condemn the present infamous sys- 
tem of moieties and seizures of booka. The 
business of merchants was paralyzed by such 
proceedings as have been inflicted by Jayne. 
They ask congress to relieve them of such op- 
pression. 

John W. Candler of Boston, said the mer- 
chants and business men of that city consider- 
ed these laws unjust, infamous and unworthy 
of auy couutry. He gave instances of outrages 
by spies and informers. He did not think 
merchants have as good a chance with the 
Treasury Department as spies and informers. 
If this system of moieties continues trade will 
be driveu into the hands of foreigners. 

W. H. Spaulding of Boston, asked that the 
law be so modified that honest merchants can 
do business. 

Pension Agents. 
The Secretary of the Treasury has been di- 

rected by the House to furnish information as 
to pension agents, number of pensioners paid 
by each, with cost, etc., prior to and since the 
war. 
Action ngaiiut a Filibustering Steamer. 

It is probable that the Secretary of the Treas- 
ury will order a libel of the steamer General 
Sherman for violation of the neutrality act, in 
having been employed in waging war against a 
friendly power. 

The District Investigation. 
The Joint Senate and House Committee in- 

vestigating the District of Columbia affair had 
a long session to-day, at which they coo tinned 
the examination of the Comptroller of the Dis- 
trict. They also examined Governor Shep- 
herd, the Tax Collectors anu Superintendent of 
the Public Schools, in regard to the past and 
present condition of the school fund. 

Treasury Balances. 
The following are the Treasury balances to- 

day :—Currency, $3,109,662; special deposit of 
legal tenders for redemption of certificates of 
deposit, $50,820,000; coin, $84,216,927, including 
coin certificates $40,930,200; outstanding legal 
tenders. $382,000,000. 

The internal reveuue receipts to-day were 
$228,500. 

Ponsion Commissioner. 
Charges were formally presented in the 

House to-day by the Speaker affecting the 
official and personal character of Gen. Baker, 

^Commissioner of Pensions, preferred by Mrs. 
Helen M. Barnard, who wants them examined 
with view of impeachment. They were re 
ferred to the Committee on Invalid Pensions. 

Confirmed. 
The Senate confirmed E. D. Small Supervisor 

of Internal Revenue, vice Wm. A. Simmons 
resigned. 

More About the Sanborn Case. 
Additional papers in the Sauborn case were 

submitted to the House to-day, including a let- 
ter from the Secretary of the Treasury, March 
5, enclosing a number of papers previously 
omitted, which expresses regret at the omission 
which was unintentional and owing to the di- 
versified character of the papers copied in the 
irregular manner in which the original schedule 
and names submitted to the Department were 
prepared, and the fact that some of the papers 
were scattered in the course of business through 
three or four different offices, and were copied 

in as many offices by over seventy different per- 
sons. 

tlpou reexaminnation it is 'found the omis- 
sion of the enclosed 25 named from the list ap- 
KJJ*Sanborn’s application of March 19 
1873, for the extension of bis contract, happen- ed no doub from names being written on the 
ravenue side of one of the sheets, and the in- 
voice order of the sheet being turned over by the copyist without noticing it. The letter of the Commissioner of Internal Revenue of Oct. 
1st, 1873, the two letters addressed to the su- 
pervisors aud collectors of internal revenue un- 
der the dates of Feb. 3d. 1873, and Oct. 15th. 
1374, the six letters acknowledging the receipts of certain sums belonging 
to case fourteen under the Sanborn contracts, the three similar letters belonging to case fif- 
teen, case uineteen, aud case thirty-eight res- 

pectively, and the letter to the Treasurer of the 
United States, transmitting for collection cer- 
tain drafts belonging to case thirty three were 
inadvertantly omitted. 

The letter of J, Nicholson Elbert, to which 
the Secretary of the Treasury refers to in his 
communication to the U. S. District Attorney 
at i hiladelphia: “I have not been able to find 
annexed letters from Boutwell, Feb. 3, 1873, and from Richardson, October 15, 1873. to Su- 
pervisors aud Collectors of Internal Revenue 
requesting them to assist Sanborn in the ex 
animation of cases of alleged violation of the 
Internal Revenue laws.” 

Correspondence follows between District At- 
torney Tenney of Biooklyn and the Depart- 
ment. Tenney, on the 18th and 30th of DecemJ Der asked for certain papers which Richardson 
on tho 31st informed him were quasi continen- 
tal, affecting interest of private parties and de- 
sired to kuow the causes pending which is 
claimed they desired. Tenney, Jan. 2d, replied they affected interest of government more than 
of private parties. 

He was prepared to£show that ^systematized frauds upon the Treasury augmented by coun- 
tenance if not actual assistance of public offi- 
cers and bad eonveued the grand jury to lay the matter before them. 

ITbe District Investigation. 
Governor Sheppard testified to-day that there 

have been about $30,000 paid out of the Dis- 
trict Treasury for school purposes in excess of 
theamoiiutof school tax collected. The testi- 
mony of other officers corroborated this state- 
ment aud also the statement made by Comp- troller Baker .yesterday, nameiy, that the 
school fund had been overdrawn for legitimate school purposes $173,000. The acting chair- 
man, Senator Thurman, iu formed the memo- 
rialists they must present some specific charges 
for the committee to act upon by next Tues- 
day. The committee adjourned till Tuesday. 

Fort; ’Third Congress—First Session. 

SENATE. 

Washington, Mar. 6. 
Mr. Scott presented a resolution of the Phil- 

adelphia Board of Trade, asking Congress to 
revise aud amend the customs and revenue so 
that honest importers may not be injured by 
the action of men who inform and put import- 
ers to unnecessary trouble, when there is no oc- 
casion for it. Referred to the Finance Com- 
mittee. 

Mr. Anthony presented a communication 
from Mr. Clapp, public printer, requesting the 
privilege of replying to certain charges, but on 
the motion of Mr. Morrill of Me., it was refer- 
red to the Printing Committee. 

Mr. ChaDdler from Committee on Commerce 
reported adversely ou bill to create a Nation 
al Board of Registration for sea-going vessels. 

Mr. Johnson, from the Committee on the 
District of Columbia, reported, with amend- 
ments, the bill to incorporate the Washington 
Inebriate Asylum. 

Mr Thurman introduced a bill appropriating 
$10,000 to pay the expenses of a joint select 
committee to inve tigate affairs of the District 
of Columbia. Referred to the Committee on 

Appropriations. 
Mr. Howe submitted resolutions instructing 

the Secretary of State to commuaicate to the 
Senate the report made by Prof. Gallandlet on 
the exhibition of art at Vicuna. Agreed to. 

Mr. Oglesby, from the Committee on Public 
Lands, reported favorably a bill to protect tim- 
ber lands of United States government reser- 
vations and lands, purchased by the United 
States. Placed on the calendar. 

Mr Ramsey called up the resolution intro- 
duced by him on Weduesday in regard to cheap transportation, and addressed the Senate in its 
favor. He said the annual products of Minne- 
sota were over 22,000,000 bushels of wheat, up 
ou which the average freight was about .17 
cents per bushel in the winter and 40 in the 
summer. If grain could be moved at half of 
these rates it wonld add nearly $8,000,000 >o the 
annual income of his State. The same might 
be said iu regard t« all the States of the Miss- 
issippi valley. There were three practical 
ways of doing this: First, by improving the 
navigation of the Mississippi river from the 
Falls of St. Anthony to the Gulf of Mexico, 
which could be easily and cheaply done, first, 
by darning up the waters in the lakes of the up- 
per Mississippi, storing it up for the dry season 
and so obtaining a uniform depth of five feet 
for the upper Mississippi. 

By continuing the other improvements now 
under way, and by deeping the ebanuel be 
tween New Orleans and the Galf. These 
would give cheap freight by barges to New 
Orleaus and by steamers to Europe. 

Second, by deepening the channels between 
the lakes, and but a small appropriation from 
the United States would be required for this 
purpose as Canada would do the rest, and then 
under a reciprocity treaty our ships could he 
loaded at Duluth for Liverpool and so have too 
competing water ways. 

Third, all the Western States are not so fav- 
orably situated as Minnesota with water routes 
to Europe. The Western States want and 
must have an all rail route for freight. The 
constitutional right to charter and aid such a 
work is undoubted. TDa-.h State surrendered to 
Congress the right to regulate inter-State com- 
merce and this Congress obtained the right ab- 
solutely necessary to the prosperity of every 
Western State. To regulate inter-State com- 
merce in as complete a manner as a State can 

regulate commerce within its own limits, our 
systems of railroads was adopted for the day 
of small thiugs, when wheat was imported into 
Minnesota. A mere inspection of the map 
shows the Western roads radiating from two 
other great centres, and the hundreds of West- 
ern roads now open have only the same four 
trunk lines that were in operation twenty years 
ago wheu they only had a million bushels of 
grain, but now we must provide for hundreds 
of bushels. We need reforms in the present 
roads aud a doubte track freighr railroad,char- 
tered and controlled by Congress,with the max- 
imum rates of six mills a ton per mile. This 
was practicable, and with such a road compet- 
ing with water ways by the river and by 
the lakes, would give the West what alone 
would supply access to the markets of the 
world for the products of her fields now rotting 
in her guaneries or burning for fuel. 

The morning hour having expired the Senate 
resumed the consideration of the centennial 
bill, the pending amendment being that of Mr. 
Stockton, as additional instructions, directing 
the Committee to report in favos or an inter- 
national exhibition. 

Mr. Sargent offered an appropriation for the 
exhibition. 

Mr. Stockton withdrew his amendment. 
Mr. Sumner said the provisions of the origi- 

nal act on this subject had been notoriously 
disregarded. One of these provisions was that 
Congress should not be called upon to pay a 

cent toward it, but here was an attempt to 
commit Congress, which ought to be resisted 
on the thresliiiold and which he would result. 
The$,3000,000 now proposed would be but a flea 
bite. 

The public faith was just the reverse, it hav- 
ing been expressly declared that not a dollar 
of the people’s money would be spent. 

The questiou recurring on Mr. Frelinghuy- 
sen’s amendment, instructing the Committee 
on Appropriations to report in favor of appro- 
priating a sum of money not to-exceed $3,000- 
000 to defray the expenses of the exhibition. 
It was rejected, 33 nays to 17 yeas, as follows:

The bill was then referred to the Committee 
on Appropriations without a|division. 

As amended and referred the bill is as fol- 
lows: 

Be it enacted, etc., That the President be re- 

quested to extend a respectful and cordial 
invitatioh to the Governor’ of each one of the 
United States to be represented and to 
take part in the national exhibition to be held 
at Philadelphia under the auspices of the gov- 
ernment of tne United States to the year 1876. 

Mr. Wright moved to proceed to the consid- 
eration of the liquor commission bill. Agreed 
to. A vote was taken Jand the bill passed 
without further debate, yeasJ26, nays 24. 

The Senate then took up the bill to equalize 
bank cuerency, and soon after adiourned to 
Monday. 

HOUSE. 
The Secretary of the Treasury is directed to 

furnish information as to pension agents, num- 

ber of pensions paid by each, with cost, &c., 
prior to and since the war. 

The bill authorizing the Secretary of the Na- 
vy to contract with some sculptor for a bronze 
statue of the late Admiral Farragut, after dis- 
cussion and explanation, was pasfed. 

The House proceeded to the consideration of 
reports of a private character. 

The following among the private bills were 
passed: 

Authorizing payment of prize money to the 
officers and crew of the Uuited States steamer 
Bienville; granting an annuity to Mary Swift, 
daughter of the late Commodore Truxton. 

Mr. Cox, of New York, introduced a bill to 
amend the Shippiug Commissioners’ act. Re- 
ferred. 

Mr. Butler, of Mafsachusetts, presented the 
resolution of the Massachusetts Legislature re- 
scinding the resolution of censure against Sen 
ator Sumner. 

Mr. Cox, of New York, ebtained unanimous 
consent to introduce a bill reserving 10,000 com- 

plete suits of army uniforms, not injured by 
moth, for inmates of the National Asylum for 
disabled soldiers. 

Mr. Couger, of Michigan, having introduced 
a bill to change the name of the ship“Wm. 
M. Tweed” to “Newburgh,” Mr. G. F. Hoar 
sugg sted that the House would like to hear 
from Mr. Cox on the subject. 

Mr. Cox said he had uo personal allusion to 
make Tweed was no longer an influence in 
New York politics. He was as extinct as the 
“Dodo.” [Laughter,] His triend from Mich- 
igan (Conger) knew that bird. Parties were 
sometimes killed by one man just as oue hor- 
net; if be felt good he cou’.d break up a camp- 
meeting. [Laughter.] He wanted to know 
who the Republican hornet was. 

After arrangi ng for the session for debate 
only on tax bills, the House took a recess. 

The evening session is for general debate. 
lu the evening session spedbhes were made 

on the bill to regulate internal State commerce 

on railroads by Messrs. Wilson, McNulta, of 
Illinois, in support of it, and by Mr. Siotra, of 
Pennsylvania, against.

estate owners are also to be exhorted not to
