The snow is well placed Lo
gether, and when the chasm is full, or nearly
so, they throw in a quanlity of straw, dried
leaves, and branches of trees, to keep the
external air from the suow, and then shut up
the mouth of the well or cavern, which is
sowetimes, though ot always, enclosed by a
small rade stove building. These snow caves
are mostly on the northern face of the moun-
tains, When the snow lalls in any quantity
upon the lower and isolated ridges it gives ve-
casion lor vieal joy among the peasants, who
gather from all parts o eolleet it, and carry it
off to a sale suow cave. 1t is gathered in bas-
kets and barrows, and also rolled into snow
balls.

The Impending Danger.

There is some danger that the Centenni-
al anniversary of our national existence may
bring to the country its crowning humiliation,
In the * exhibition’ which is proposed,
there is ground for apprehending that the
things exhibited may be the produets of which
we are least proud. A disinterested observer
cannot help fearing that preparations are in
progress for erecting a spacious stage, in-
viting all the woild to the spectacle and then
exhibiting our most disgraceiul national faults
and our home manufactures in the way of
fraud, jobbery, trickery, lying and embezzle-
ment. If greal care be not taken by Con-
gress in guarding the expenditure of the public
money the “show’” which has somehow been
determined upon as the sole possible means of
measvring a century’'s progress, will display
much more completely a state of moral re-
trogression than of national progress. It is
evident from many circumstances, some of
them trivial in themselves, that there are
persons already identifying themselves with
the exhibition and intraling themselves in its
management who see in it primarily a chance
for a great job. If the Tweed, Butler, War-
moth, Simmons, Sam Randall, Fernando
Wood or Cameron element of the American
people get control of the anniversary arrange-
ments, the result will be a most serious blow
to the national pride instead of the intense
patriotic exaltation ans self complacency
which are anticipated.

The class of people to which reference is
made above, whetber in Congress or out,

seem determined in the first place to lay out
the proposed exhibition in an expansive,
spread-eagle, manifest-destiny style. No
mere gathering of the national family at the
old Philadelphia hearth-stone will answer for
them, But such a private reunion would ex-
actly fulfill the legitimate purposes ol a cen-
tennial celebration. All outside participa-
tion impairs the significance of the oceasion
and obscures or destroys its results. An in-
ternational exposition is utterly illogical, ut-
terly useless and is morally certain to prove a
failure; but its projectors know full well
that it will form a good basis for an immense
appropriation of public money and that is
what they want. It is- immaterial to them
whether or not the farce that ensues makes
the republic an object of contewmpt in the
eyes of those whose respect it is desirable to
conciliate. The true object of the celebra-
tion should be, not only to enable us to form
& definite conceplion of our condition and
prospects at the close of a hundred years of
independence, but to eommend Republican
government to the rest of mankind by show-
ing what it can do under favorable circum-
stances, toward rendering a people prosper-
ousg, honost and brappy: TC UUSUL U0 U avc
to prove from facts patent to all, that a “gov-
ernment of the people by the people for the
people’ produces results that make it incon-
testibly a profitable and eminently desirable
political arrangement. America began in
life with small encouragement from its sister
nations, who have ever since hoped and ex-
pected to see it fail, Shall we invite them
then, after the tapse of a hundred years, to
witness a failure in moral principle—a failure
which is ominous of every species of evil in
the future? Shall we exhibit our country at
its worst? Shall we invite kin:gs and princes,
statesmen and publicists, scholars and arti-
sans here from abroad to enable them to go
back to their homes, saying tbat American
civilization, atfer attaining a luxuriant mate-
rial growth, kas already begun to decline and
that the symptoms of decay are already vis-
ible? It is the duty of Congress, if there
must be a world’s fair,to see that itis conduet
ed with a view to the display of our best, in-
stead of our worst qualities—with a view to
the interests of the nation and not of a few
individuals.

It is gratifying to know that the senate on
Friday, treated the Philadelphia scheme with
marked disfavor. In this we are confident
that they represent the average sentiment ot
the nation. The proposition is disfigured by
too many indicia of possible plunder to be re-
ceived with much favor. Let us have a na-
tional house-warming of moderate expense
and unlimited self glorificatfon, and without
the suspicion of a job. We should indulge in
no extravagairce on that occasion, except in
the way of langnage.

The freight steamer Phesenician,Capt.Graham
offthe Allan line, arrived at [this port yesterday
afternoon, at about one o’clock, after a tempes-
tuous passageof twenty-threedays. The figure
head was carried away, ard the steering appar-
atus jaft, was broken, but happily this steamer
can be steered either fore or aft, (the only one
on the line that can.) The first officer was
thrown from the bridge by a wave and injured
quite severely.

The steamer left Liverpool the 14th ult., with
a full cargo but nof passengers. The first day
or two out she had dark and squally weather,
but nothing to prevent her making good time,
about 175 miles per day. The weather contin-
ued about the same until the 19th, when the
wind blew fresh and the sea began to rise rap-
idly.  On the 234 the wind blew heavi'y, with
heavy sea and hard rain. The sea continued to
rise the next day, and the wind was blowing a
gale from the south-east, with the barometer
falling fast and every appearance of bad weath-
er. At 5 p, m., they were obliged to heave the
sbip to, and stop the engine, The first and sec-
ond officers were on the bridge giving orders,
when a;heavy sea strock it, throwing [the first
officer off aud injuring him guite severely on
the shonlder. Every sea that came washed the
decks, but ne further damage was doue at that
time. The (storm coutinued throngh the next
day ubabated. Ou the 27th the wind eame up
fresh again, and the storm renewed its violence.
Again the ship was obliged to heave to, and
soon after her after steerage was carried away,
The wind by this time had increased to a tor-
nado, aud the rain was falling fast. The next
morning the wind went down and the ship was
oonce wore started on her course.  She encoun-
tered another gale on the 28th. On the second
of March she passed several huge icebergs,

The smallness of her
audiences is much to be regretted, for the pub-
lie mind needs awakening to the eunormities of
the abominable social and religiows systems
held by a few sensualists and their deluded fol-
lowers who have settled in the oountry about
the Great Salt Lake.

Mrs, Young began her lecture os follows: Po-
Iygamy in a savage land or among the Turks
does not shock us, becavse it hammonizes with
their religion and is a part of their institutions,
but polygamy iu the United Statesisa dis

grace. Geographieally considered, Itis an in-
truder in this country, and politically it isa
moustrosity and a blot on the face of the na-
tion’s history, Polygamy in the United States
is not a figment of the imagination,it is not a
sensational story evoked from the fertile brain
ol an irresponsible Bohemian; it is a fact, Its
originator was a resident of New England and
a native of Vermont, and many of its strongest
advocates, to-dn% are legal citizens of the
United States. The things which [ will speak
ot 1 know; to many of them 1 have been a wit-
ness, and of many more I h.ve been thefvictim,
Polygamy is contrary to the fundumental prin-
ciples of Mormonism, for it is written in the
statutes that a man may have one wife but no
concubines; and love for the wife is enjoined on
all men who embrace the faith. Joseph Smith
hid a revelation on July 12, 1843, recommend-
ing him and his followera to take plural wives
but aithough they carried ont the provisions of
the revelution in private, it was some time he-
fore they openly practiced such nefarions doe-
trines. There was a conflict between two reve-
lations, for one enjoined swrict obedience to the
law of the Btate, and the other supported po-
lygamy,while by the statute law otp llinois big-
amy was felony. The men embraced the new
faith willingly, and the women received it, not
as their privilege, but as their cross,

Mre. Yoaug then exposed the practice of
missionaries in Europe, who denied the exis-
tence of polygamy and enticed many innocent
and unsuspectiog girls into their toils, only to
break their hearts and blight their lives. The
arguments used to support and justify the sys-
tem, 10 addition to that of direct revelation,

were taken from the Bible. Not only were

Outrageous Treatment of a New
York Firm.

New Yorg,March, 7.—The following are the
remarks of Mr. Brainard before the Committee
of Ways and Means last night on .the moiq&y
system. Cephas Brainard of New York said:
“‘Never till now had the importers of the coun-
try dared to tell the amr{xof oppression.” In
the course of his remarks he referred to a case
in which be was counsel on a warrant from the
Custom House. Eighty-three miseellaneous
books and bandles of correspondence, with two
boxes of papers were taken from a German
importing house that had been in existence fif-
teen years. It was churged that the house had
committed fraud on two invoices of hair cloth,
one on the 29th of October, 1869, and the other
on the 19th of October previous. A part of
these books remain in the New York Custom
House to-day. He could not procare the cor-
respondence necessary to be used in the saits of
these merchants. The seizing officer remained
in charge of the store more than fwo months.
They took away more than $75,000° worth of

warrant relating to hair cloth., Nineteen suits
were drought against the merchants, Hia cli-
ents were thus outraged, and the consignees
feeling it, the governments of France, Belgium
and Prussia interferred through their represen-
tatives and asked the Treasnry Department for
an investigation.

any consideration. The class of men engaged in
the business had no thought of the reputation
of others, no restraint of conscience and no fear
of cousequeuces. The enlightened governmente
of Europe have lon HE“ abauduned this mode
of mur?:g revoull ven Paris has discarded
a piactice which has become repulsive to
Frenchmen, In these days of progress, intelli-
gence and high moral Erluclplesthm country of
all others, should make haste to rid itself of
all evils of this character. Puablic opinion will -
not long endure it. If. we cannot collect our
revenues and maintain the expenses of the gov-
ernment withoat resorting to practices which
are darker than anything which occaired dur-
ing the days of the Spanish iniquisition, there
must be nomething radically wrong. e had
better institute a despotism at once and give it
limited authority over the lives and property of

the people.
