Did Young Charles Stain Forge the 
Sanborn Receipts. 

His Father's Attorney Thinks It the 
Son’s Handwriting. 

Some Sensational Developments in 

the Dexter case. 

[Special to the Press.] 
Watkkvii.le, March 7.—Another day of 

Searching for new evidence to obtain a new 

trial for the convicted murderers Stain and 
Cromwell has resulted in sensational, and at 
the same time important developments, 
which, had they come to light before the 
trial, would probably have resulted in the 

acquittal of the prisoners. Charles Stain 

appears to be the biggest liar on earth. The 

story which made his father a murderer, at 
least the most important part of it, is a com- 

plete fabrication. The confession of the el- 
der Stain that he was the murderer of Bar- 
ron becomes a myth. 

At 2.:s0 p. m. today, Lewis A. Barker, Esq., 
counsel for David L. Stain, arrived in Wat- 
erville from Bangor and immediately, with 
L. D. Carver, Esq., who is a justice of the 
peace and two newspaper correspondents, 
drove out to the residence of the late Charles 

Harvey Lamb, in Winslow. Mrs. Lamb 
was found in her parlor and talked freely 
a bout young Stain. Mr. Barker at once pro- 
ceeded to obtain her affidavit in regard to 

young Stain, which was very similar to 

what she gave in her interview of yesterday. 
Young Stain worked lor ner nusoana 

every day from the lGth of April, 1877, 
to the middle of August following, when he 

departed, returning again in the winter of 
1877-78. When leaving in August he did not 

take his account book. This, Mrs. Lamb 
produced, and there was Stain’s account 
written in his own handwriting. The in- 
stant Mr. Barker saw this he exclaimed: 
“That’s the gentleman that wrote the B. C. 
Sanborn receipt, I’ll bet $1000. Look at 
that C. It is precisely like the C.’s in the 
receipt.” Mr. Barker had never seen Stain’s 

handwriting before. Mrs. Lamb, in affirm- 

ing, gave several new facts which are im- 

portant as corroborating the affidavits of the 

Howards, which follow. 
She said that Stain next reappeared at her 

house in March, 1881, immediately after get- 
ting out of State prison. He made a short 

call and said he was going to Waterville. He 
next called upon her in May, 1881, (this was 

when he alleged his father confessed to him) 
and said he was at work for Cyrus Howard, 
of Winslow, and after making a call he left 
for Howard’s. The affidavit of Jonas W. 
Itobinson, who is working on the farm of 
Mrs. Lamb, and was in the employ of Mr 
Lamb in 1877 was taken. He testified to about 
the same as Mrs. Lamb did, corroborating 
her affidavit. He identified Stain’s account 
book and said he had seen entries in the^iook. 
On his return in December, Stain said he 
had been to Mt. Vernon and visited his 

grandmother; that he had worked there for 
a while; that he had been in Bangor having 
come down to the city on the boat in Decem- 
ber and having made a brief visit to his 
father. He had also worked in the Auburn 
shoe shops. 

Mr. Barker has already discovered, since 
the i,l. 1, that the livery stable keeper, 
Wheeler, never had a horse Flora or Star, 
and can produce witnesses to prove this. 
Now that he lias punctured Charles Stain’s 
confession, Mr. Barker says he will proceed 
to shake John Harvey’s testimony in regard 
to Cromwell’s confession. Hon. Lewis Bar- 

ker, fatuer of the counsel, returned from 
Massachusetts this morning, where he has 
been engaged on the case. 

At Reed Merrill’s, a mile beyond Lamb’s, 
another valuable piece of corroborative evi- 
dence was discovered and establishes beyond 
a doubt that Stain worked at Lamb’s as late 
as the first or middle of August. It was of 
Morrill that “Frank” hired the team to carry 
the Bailey girl to ride on the Sunday he left 
so suddenly. Mr. Merrill made affidavit as 
follows: 

“I lived in 1877 where I do now, about one 
mile from Lizzie A. Lamb, in Winslow. I 
know Charles F. Stain. He worked for Mr. 
Lamb in the summer of 1877. 1 helped do the 
spring’s work in the spring of* 1877 and 
Charles F. Stain worked with me. I 
Alsu m i|uu namk/ vii aiio luiui >11 u uuvt 

1877, ami Charles F. Stain worked with me. 
After doing my own haying, finishing either 
the last of July or first of August, 1 worked 
for Mr. Lamb, doing his haying, aud Charles 
F. Stain worked with me. Still later in Au- 
gust, 1877, I hauled in Mr. Lamb’s oats, 
which had been cut on the side hill near his 
buildings, and Charles F. Stain pitched the 
oats into the cart. My memorandum book 
is nearly destroyed, but I annex the rem- 
nants of it marked "A,” for what it is worth. 
I have a distinct recollection as to the haul- 
ing of oats in August. I have never given 
this information to the public, nor stated it 
till since the conviction of Stain and Crom- 
well of the murder of J. W. Barron.” 

Thence Messrs. Barker and Carver drove 
to the residence of Mr. Cyrus Howard, on 
the river road in Winslow, two miles below 
the village. Here the most important devel- 
opments of any were reached, aud it was 
proved in connection with the affidavits of 
Mrs. Lamb and Janies Robinson that young 
Stain worked for Cyrus Howard as late as 
Hie first of January, 1881, hiring to him im- 
mediately after leaving State prison where 
he had served a term of three years for 
horse stealing. Following are the affidavits: 

Winslow, March 7, 1888. 
I, Cyrus Howard of Winslow, In the comity of 

Kennebec, on oath, make the following affidavit: 
Sometime in March. 1881, a young man calling 
himself Frank Williams, hut as I afterward 
learned had called liinisclt Frank White, and who 
said he had formerly worked for Mr. C. H. Lamb, 
in tliis town, eaine to my farm and hired witli me. 
He remained here at work for me until some time 
In May of that year when he left and went to work 
for Moses Uetchell of Winslow. While at work 
for mo he had a team and said he was going to Mr. 
liailey’s and Sands’s. Ho worked for Uetchell a 

short"time when he left. He;talked considerably 
about his father wno lived In Massachusetts. 1 
have made no statement of this matter till since 
the conviction of Stahl aud Cromwell for the mur- 
der of J. W. Barron. 

Cyrus Howard. 
On tlie hack was the following indorse- 

ment: 
I, Cornelia Howard, wife of Cyrus Howard 

hereby state that the foregoing affidavit is true 
according to my best recollection. 

Cornelia A. Howard. 
John F. Howard, in his affidavit, corrobor- 

ates iiis father’s evidence. 
By reading the Howard affidavits careful- 

ly, it will he found that Stain, for it was 
none other than he, was at Howard’s at 
work during April and into May. He then 
worked for Getchell a while and was last 
seen by the younger Howard in June. This 
is the important development iu 
this remarkable discovery of new evidence, 
which has yet occurred. Young Stain testi- 
fied under oath on the stand that it was 
either the last of April or the first

field and was aroused in the night by his 
sister to find his father stricken with a 

shock and overcome by a vision of the mur- 
dered Barron. Then it was so this undutiful 
sou said, his father confessed to the murder 
of the Dexter chashier. The Howard affida- 
vits prove that young Stain was in Winslow 
at tlie time and therefore his father never 
made any confession. “This,” said Mr. 
B trkor, “disposes of the case against David 
Stain.”

SENATE. 
Washington, March 7. 

The Senate resumed consideration of the 

urgency deficiency bill, the question being 
on striking out the provision inserted by the 

House, requiring .he public printer to en- 

force rigidly the eight hour law. 

An additional section was inserted m sec- 

tion 7 in the bill, on motion of benator Hale, 
containing a large number of items, general- 
ly small, allowed by the accounting officers 
of the treasury and by the judgments of the 
court of claims since the dates covered in the 
bill as it came from the House. By amend- 
ment the total appropriation for judgments 
of court of claims was increased from »2(i3.- 
000 to $455,000. After discussion of the vari- 
ous items, the bill was reported from the 
committee of the whole. 

On motion of Senator Paddock, the pen- 
sion bill went over until tomorrow with the 
understanding that after the morning busi- 
ness it would be taken up and discussed un- 
derthe five minute rule, and a final vote tak- 
en before adjournment. 

The Senate then procoededto transact ex- 
ecutive business and adjourned. 

HOUSE. 
A pieamblc and resolution, asking for 

documents relating to the question of the 
disputed boundary between the British col 
ony and Venezuela was adopted. 

The House went into committee of the 
whole, and agreed to the bill ratifying and 

confirming the agreement with the Grosven- 

tre, Piegan, Black Feet and Kiver Crow 
Indians In Montana. The bill to divide the 
great Sioux Indian Keservationlnto separato 
smaller reservations was also agreed to. 
These bills provide for the surrender by the 
Indians of vast lands, and the removal of 
the tribes to other reservations, their recom- 

pense in money, stock, tools, etc., and the 
opening of the surrendered lands to settle- 
ment.

HOW THEY DIED. 

The Burning of the Office of the Sping- 
(ield Union. 

Accompanied by the Loss of Six Per- 
sons Lives. 

Terror Stricken, Some Leap From the 
Windows 

And are Killed Ipon the Pavement 
Beneath. 

Some Cling to the Window Sills and 

Cornices, 

While Others Perish in the Smoke and 
Flame. 

Heart Rending Scenes in and About the 

Burning Building. 
% 

Si’BiffOFiEi.u, Mass., March 7.—The new 

office of the Evening Union, corner of Main 

and Worthington streets was burned at 4 p. 
in. Tlie blaze was attended with the most 

sickening horror ever witnessed in this city, 
six employes meeting a terrible death, most 

of them jumping from the fifth story and 

being crushed Into a shapeless mass below. 
•Six others were badly injured. 

The fire was first discovered in the mailing 
room and the flames shot up the freight ele- 
vator in the rear, cutting off escape by the 

stairway. Most of the employes who es- 

caped found their way to the ground by the 
roof in the rear. The employes who rushed 

into the editorial room were Cui off from es- 

cape in the rear and had to face the horrible 
alternative of burning to death or jumping 
to the sidewalk where they must meet fright- 
ful mutilation. The fire department respond" 
ed promptly, yet it seemed an age before it 

reached the windows of the fifth story. A 

ladder was put to the fourth story. Theisight 
of rescue so near seemed to midden-the suf- 

fering group at twowindows who dropped in 

succession to the sidewalk below. Six fell, 
some being forced off, and some madly leap- 
ing. The crowd groaned and turned their 
heads away as they whirled through the 
air.

lumber in the closet on the ground floor. 

The flames were drawn up the elevator well 

and spread through the composing room. 

More than 30 compositors, men aud women 

were on the fifth floor with no fire escape. A 

dense black smoke issued from the windows. 

By the time the deportment arrived the top 
windows were filled with despairing human 
beings. The crowd underneath cried to 
them, have courage and ou no account to try 
to jump or^cnmu aown. I ney at Hist smm-u 

disposed to obey, but so slow were the lad- 
ders in being erected that a panic seized the 
victims. The scene as people began to drop 
or fall from the blazing windows was horri- 
ble A shriek broke from the crowd as each 
victim fell into the street below. There was 

a great clapping of hands when a woman 

was seen slowly descending the lad- 
der. The noise of the crowd was 

hushed as the wounded were carried through 
to the ambulances. The only available arti- 
cle for quenching the flames in the office was 

an old watering can. There were no force 
pumps or fire buckets. A large canvas sheet 
was stretched over the sidewalk and three 
uien jumped onto this, but broke through 
and fell on the pavement. A woman also 
fell through the canvas and landed on the 
sidewalk insensible. George G. tV are, Asso- 
ciated Press operator in the building had a 

narrow escape. When the alarm sounded 
the rooms in front of his and the passage 
wavs were thick with smoke. He jumped 
and ran. In the same room were Mrs. b ar- 

ley, Mrs. Howard, New England editor, Mr. 
Warren, news editor. No one had suspected 
the presence of fire until all way of escape 
by the elevator was cut off. Mrs. barley 
started for the elevator. “1 shouted to her, 
says Ware, '‘to go the other way and took 
hold of her, but the smoke was so dense in 

the passage that no one could live there a 

moment. Mrs. Farley struggled to free 
herself and succeeded.” 

Mr. Hill, the managing editor, was in the 
rear room when he heard the first news of 
the fire. The forms had just been sent down 
stairs and the men were enjoying the relax- 
ation after the afternoon hurry. 

Four or five in the room were smoking, 
chatting and joking. It seemed less than a 

minute before the smoke burst up into the 
composing room and the compositors became 
alarmed. Mr. Hill ran out and told the men 

and women to start for the roof in the rear 

and many did so. He felt perfectly safe for 
a few minutes as he saw the men climbing 
over the roof near the old quarters and of- 
fices. About 13 of the 35 employes, how-

Hill appeared at the 

window and shouted, “for God s sake put up 

the ladder.” The crowd below looked dazed. 

He took off his coat and threw it. Then he 

picked up books and files of the paper and 

hurled them out to attract attention. The 
smoke became very dense and they could not 

h’rhe'crowd gathered in the window of the 
composing room next, where the smoke was 

still denser. Poor Fred Ensworth was there. 
He tried, to break into the corner editorial 
room where the smoke was less dense. A 
ladder was started aud seemed to creep up 
the side of the building. Mrs. Farley saw 

the ladder aud frantically jumped for it. She 
seemed to roll down the plane and struck on 

the walk in a heap. The copy holder started 
to follow but Hill caught her by the waist 
and held her fnst. “Don’t lump; the ladder 
will reach us,” he said, with as much compo- 
sure as possible. Forks of flame shot through 
the nartitition and Dau Phillips began to 
choice.

in triumph. As one and another dropped to 

the sidewalk, the agonized group at the win- 

dow could hardly keep back. The impulse 
that sometimes comes to a man to throw him- 
self down a steep place seemed irresistable 
and overcame the fear of death. “1 must go 
down 1 must go down,” shouted the woman 

in Hill’s arms. The crowd tried to shout 
words of encouragement, but the ladder 
seemed frozen to Its post. A wave of flame 
shot through the window singeing Hill’s 
hair and clothes, but the ladder had came at 
last. The copyholder, who struggled in his 
arms caught It. The crowd was breathless. 
The fliss of the first stream of water was the 
oulv sound. She grasped the rounds firmly 
and went down in safety. Go ahead," Hill 
said, “I can wait,” and the rest of the group 
went down, sliding and tumbling over the 
rounds, but reached the ground safely. Hill 
finally swung himself under the ladder and 

made the descent with anotiier man in front. 
It was reported that he was killed. Shak- 
ing. and blackened with smoke, he found his 
way to the telephone office to tell his wife he 
was safe. 

Josepii Witty, a compositor, was somewhat 
burned. He said that when the alarm was 

given in the cemposing room every one 

looked around. He saw a faint line of 
smoke ui the direction of the stairway. 
Strangely, nobody hurried, although all im- 
mediately started for the stairs, expecting 
no difficulty. They found 

THE PASSAGE BLACK WITH SMOKE, 
and then sought the elevator. After ringing 
repeatedly and getting no answer, they gave 

up hope. The smoke was now pouring into 
the room in great volumes, and drove them 
to the windows. They made attempts to 
break the skylight, at the suggestion of 
doubling, the foreman, but failed, and were 
cut off from access to the door. Those on 
the street cried to them to go to the roof, 
and escape by the adjoining building. Ihe 
prisoners only shook their heads in despair. 
Witty went to the middle window on Main 
street, and leaned out as close to the sill as 

possible to get air. Beside him were Fore- 
man doubling and Miss Thompson, the 
proof reader. Miss Thompson asked dould- 
ing, "Do you think we will ever get out? 
lie answered, “I do not know; i m afraid 
not." Miss Thompson had then lain on the 
floor a few minutes, with her head close to 
the floor and her handkerchief over her 
mouth, by Witty’s advice. That was the 
last Witty knew of either. Presently some 

one, he supposed doulding, led Miss Thomp- 
son away, no doubt to another window, where 
she was afterward seen to burn. douliHng 
stood near Witty for some time after. Wit- 
ty, himself, got upon the sill as the fire drew 
nearer, and finally let liimseif down upon 
the sign of the Springfield Daily 
Union beneath the window, clinging to the 
sill, first with both hands, afterward with 
one. Two or tnree owiers gui uui upon mo 

sign from each window it covered. From 
this several men jumped. The first man to 
leave the sign was a young man at Witty’s 
side. He let himself down to the top of the 
fourth story window, where a large ledge of 
brick projected. Here he clung some time, 
until a blanket was brought and held be- 
neath. He dropped, turning over twice, 
and 

FELL INTO THE BLANKET, 
bursting it to rags. Witty turned sick to 

see this, and still more when he saw a wom- 

an who had tried to hold on, just outside the 
sill of the corner window, waiting for the 
delayed ladder, finally give way, and.l t her- 
self down to arms’ length and drop, tailing 
upon the ladder, turning over and over, ana 

striking the ladder time and time again. 
Witty Ibeld on until the last, each horrible 
fall only making him hold tighter, until at 
last he was rescued by the ladder in an ex- 

traordinary fashion. After rescuing those 
in other windows, the ladder was pushed to 
the one where he clung. It struck him and 
broke his hold, but he flung out Ills right 
hand, caught a rung, and went down salely. 
Afterwards he saw others rescued from the 
window above. He then went to a house on 

Worthington street, where his left hand by 
which he had clung the longest and which 
was burned to a jelly, was treated.

Besides the counting 
room on the first floor was Henry M. Baker, 
harness maker. In the Union’s former 
quarters, directly in the rear on Worthing- 
ton street, also owned by Wight, were the in- 
surance office of S. S. Warriner and the es- 
tablishment of Merritt Bros., die sinkers and 
engravers. 

The Republican has tendered the 
use of its facilities to the Union 
which will appear as usual tomorrow, 
making its honre with the Republican for the 
present. The fire department committee of 
the city government were discussing only 
last evening the advisability of buying an 
aerial ladder. All witli one exception ex-

EMPEROR WILLlhNi uiino. 

The Kaiser Hovering Between Life 
and Death. 

Only a Slight Hope That He Will 

Rally. 

His Life and Illustrious Services to 

the Fatherland. 

Berlin, March 7.-4 p. m. The Emperor 
has suffered a serious relapse. He has been 

in In a heavy sleep since 2 o’clock this morn- 

ing. His condition causes great anxiety. 
4.15 p. m.—The condition of Emperor 

William is unsatisfactory. Prince William, 
eldest son of the Crown Prince, Prince Bis- 

marck, Gen. Von Moltke and the Court phy- 
sicians are present at the palace, it is re- 

ported that the closing of the Reichstag will 
be postponed in consequence of the condi- 
tion of the Emperor. 

4.30 p. m —The Emperor awoke at 3.30 

o’clock this afternoon and took some nour- 

ishment. His condition was critical Prince 
Bismarck left the palace at 3 o’clock this af- 

ternoon. 
The Reichtsanzeiger publishes the follow- 

ing bulletin which has been issued by the 

Emperor’s physicians: 
To the general symptoms ol cold widen have 

affected tne Emperor since Saturday, together 
with an affection of the mucous membrane of the 
throat and Irritation of the membrane of the eye- 
lids. has been added during the past lew days 
painful abdominal disorders, which have occurred 
frequently since yesterday. The Emperor’s appe- 
tite has materially diminished, owing to which 
there has been a marked decrease In his strength.

istry and the Imperial house will be in at- 

tendance during the Inight. The telephone 
to Potsdam will be kept open. 

It is stated that in addition to the kinney 
affection, the Emperor is suffering from In- 

tense pain due to inflammation of the parts 
affected by the rupture which|be suffered some 
time ago. It has been found tnat the mor- 

phia administered to alleviate the pain 
is too much for his strength and has had 
effect on his appetite. Injections of the 
drug have been discontinued. The doctors 
do not leave the Emperor an instant and the 
greatest excitement has prevailed in the pal- 
ace all day, but to the general public little 
was known until toward evening. 

Midnight—No change for ;the worse has 
taken place, but until now the Emperor has 
been unable to sleep again this evening. The 
first story of the palace where the Emperor’s 
bedroom is situated is all lighted up. A con- 
stant stream of military men and govern- 
ment officials have passed in and out. The 
street in front of the palace is kept perfectly 
quiet. 

London, March 7.—A despatch from Ber- 
lin dated at midnight says the Emperor at 
that hour was no better and in almost a com- 

atose state. 
The Crown Prince Frederick William s 

household will shortly depart from San Kemo 
for Wiesbaden. 

Unser Fritz Doing Well. 

San Remo, March 7.—The official bulletin 
Issued this morning states that the Crown 
Prince passed a good night and arose cheerful 
and encouraged. He has an excellent appe- 
tite. The attacks of coughing and expector- 
ation have nearly ceased. This morning the 

Prince took a long walk about the garden. 

KAISER WILLIAM. 
His Life and Illustrious Services to 

His Country. 
The Emperor William was the son of 

Frederick William III, King of Prussia, and 

Princess Louise of Macklenburg-Strelitz. 
Born on March 22, 1797, the early years of 

the future ruler of the Germans witnessed 
the wonderful rise and military success o* 
Napoleon. It was on the day of the Em- 

peror’s birth tha* the young Bonaparte left 
France to assume the command of the army 
in Italy and William was still a child when 
Jena was fought and Prussia overthrown. 
But the successive cempaigns of the allied 
Powers against the. rench afforded a school 

in which the Prince received a thorough 
training in the art of war. He was an apt 
pupil and participated in the victorious cam- 

paign of 1814, accompanying the army on its 
march from Leipsic to Paris. The year fol- 

lowing he was on the battlefield of Waterloo 
and witnessed the success which resulted in 

the restoration of the Bourbons to the throne 

of France and the banishment of the Em- 
peror Napoleon to St. Helena. 

Waterloo, fought and won, was followed by 
a period of transition lasting for nearly half 

a century, during which Prussia remained a 

feeble, misgoverned State, overshadowed by 
Austria. During this time, King William 
from 1840 to 1848 occupied the post of gov- 
ernor of Pomerania. The breaking out of 

the revolution of 1848 forced him to fly to 

England. But in May of the same year, he 

was elected a member of the Constituent 

Assembly and returned to his native coun" 

try in time to take his seat in the Assembly 
at Berlin, on the eighth of June. Then fol- 
lowed his elevation to the generalship of the 

Prussian army, acting against the revolu- 
tionary forcgsof Baden, in June, 1849. 

In 1858, when the mind of his brother, the 
king of Prussia, gave way, the Prince was 

made regent. Almost his first act as ruler 
of the Prussians was to dismiss the Kreuz, 
or aristocratic party and adopt a liberal pol- 
icy. His regency lasted nearly three years 
or until the death of his brother, Frederick 
William IV, Jan. 2, 1861, without issue, 
whom he succeeded under the title of Wil- 
liam I. At Ktenlgsbog, on the 18th day of the 

following October, the king placed the crown 

upon his head, thus formally beginning his 

reign. He was already an old man, bred 
rather to the profession of arms than the 

art of governing, and at that time a prince of 

marked unpopularity. But the short com- 

ings of his domestic policy have been recog- 
nized as faults rather of the head than of the 

heart, and the illustrious services which he 

rendered to the Fatherland,uniting Germany 
under Prussian leadership and making of 

her an empire more powerful than that over 

which Charles V. held sway, won the confi- 

dence and love of the German people, who 

recognized the unselfish patriotism and the 

many homely virtues of their Emperor. If 

he Kept Germany in the saddle it is because 

he believed that what had been won in bat- 

tle must be maintained by standing armies. 

\o sooner had William seated himself upon 
the throne of Prussia than he begau a con- 

test with the Chamber of Deputies which 
grew more and more critical until after 
Count Bismarck-Schienhausen had been 
appointed prime minister in 1862, the feud 
threatened to end In civil war. Fortunately 
the aggressive war on Denmark waged by 
Austria and Prussia diverted the attention 
of the people from home affairs and, after 
its conclusion, the king’s wise and firm exer- 
cise of his power prevented further trouble. 

The war with Austria soon followed. 
Military preparations had been going on 
for many years and in 1866 everything was 

ripe for resisting the supremacy which Aus- 
tria had so long maintained over her weaker 
neighbor. An ultimatum was sent to the 
smaller states in the North of Germany and 
an immense army was set in motion. War 
was declared against Austria June 17 and 
after a short campaign, in which the King 
aud the royal princes took part, Austria was 

compelled to make a humiliating place. 
In 1867, King William became the head of 

the North German Confederation comprising 
22 states, representing a population of 2i>,- 
000,000. The war with Austria was followed 
within five years by the war with the French. 
The story of that struggle, during which vic- 
tory following victory resulted iu the crown- 

ing of King William as the emperor of Unit- 
ed Germany in the palace of the french 
Kings, January 18, 1871, is still fresh in the 
minds of the public. 

It was iu the hall of the mirrors, at Ver- 
sailles, surrounded by representatives of the 
different regiments before the surrendered 
French capital and beneath the standards of 
the victorious armies that Bismarck s plan 
was realized and William was proclaimed 
Emperor of Germany. 1 he meeting of the 
pmmirors of Germany. Austria and Russia 
tooiTldace in Berliu in the autumn of 1872. 

In October of that rear, the Emperor 
served as co-arbitrator of the San Juan boun- 
dary ouestiou which had been submitted to 
him bvthe Englisn and American govern- 
ments'. In April, 187'J, the Emperor visited 
the Czar at St. Petersburg and In the fall of 
that year paid a visit to the Emperor of Aus- 
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of William and the Pope relative to the per- 
sedition of the church in Prussia was pub- 
lished in Berlin, October 14,1873. In May, 
1875, the Czar returned the visit of the Em- 
peror, proceeding to Berlin. 

Two attempts were made upon the life of 
the Emperor during his reign, the first was 
in 1878, In Berlin, when, on the 11th of Mar, 
Emil Hoedel, a young socialist from Berlin, 
fired two allots at the Emperor. The Emper- 
or was driving in his carriage at the time, 
and fortunately escaped Injury. He stood 
up and asked If the shots were fired at him. 
Hoedel was pursued, and after he had fired 
two or three shots into the crowd, was 

seized. He said that he had no intention of 

committing murder, but, being unemployed 
and dissatisfied with the social conditions of 

life, had determined to terminate his own 

existence. Subsequently the prisoner was 

tried for the offence and executed. 
The second attempt on the life of the Em- 

peror was made on the second of the follow- 
ing month. His Majesty was driving in 
Enter den Linden to the zoological gardens, 
when two shots were fired at him from the 
window of a house, and he was wounded in 
several places. The Emperor returned im- 
mediately to the palace, and the physicians 
who removed the shot reported that His 
Majesty was out of danger. The would-be 
assassin was a Hr. Mobbing, who, after at- 
tempting to commit suicide, was seized by 
the crowd, who entered the house, and re- 

moved to the hospital, where he afterwards 
died from the effects of the wound he had 
inflicted upon himself. 

William I. married, June 11, 1829, the 
Princess Augusta, daughter of Charles 
Frederick, Grand Huke of Weimar. They 
hail two children, Prince Frederick William 
and the Princess Louise Mary, who married, 
in 1850, Frederick William, Grand Huke of 
Baden, 

The Emperor's greatest faculty as a sover- 

eign was displayed in his choice of advisers. 
No monarch since Napoleon has displayed 
equal judgment in the selection of ministers 
and generals. Bismarck was called to his 
side soon after his reign opened, and re- 
mained there a jealous defender of the rights 
of the crown. Von Moltke was placed in su- 
nrnmn nnmniunrl nf the* nrntlAa (IT tlltt Alllljir** 
as the ablest general of modern times. To 
the Emperor belongs the credit of discover- 
ing these two men and placing explicit confi- 
dence in them. As a soldier he looked to the 
army as the main instrument of the great- 
ness of the empire and the maintenance of 
peace. He has had little, if any, sympathy 
with liberal ideas, but it will require a wiser 
generation than this to adjust the balance be- 
tween his patriotic services to the Father- 
land and his shortcomings as a constitution- 
al ruler. 

TheEmperor’s ninetieth birthday was.cele- 
brated in Berlin on the 23d of March, 1887, 
with appropriate ceremonies and evidence of 
his great popularity among his people. 

The Heir to the Throne. 

The heir to the throne of Kaiser William^ 
his only son. Prince Frederick William, for 
many months has not been expected to out- 
live his father, and his reign, even If he 
ascends the throne.will be a short one. Even 

bis physicians having announced within a 

few days that there is no hope of arresting 
the progress of the cancer which must soon 

end the life of their royal patient. 
Frederick William was born October 18, 

1881. After careful preliminary training un- 
der eminent writers, he became a student at 
the University of Bonn, where he matricu- 
lated in the law faculty. He afterwards 
travelled extensively, and while in 
in England formed an attachment to 
the Princess Royal of England, eldest daugh- 
ter of Queen Victoria, to whom he was mar- 
ried, January 25, 1858. There issue six chil- 
dren of this marriage, and a number of grand- 
children. The well known picture of 
“The Four Kings’’ represents the aged Em- 
peror of Germany, the Crown Prince, bis 
eldest son, and infant great.grandson of the 
veteran of 90 years. In 118G4 the 
Crown Prince served in the campaign against 
Denmark, and in the war of 1866, between 
Prussia and Austria, commanded the left 
Prussian wing operating in and from Silesia. 
During the Franco-German War, 1870-71, he 
commanded the troops of Bavaria, Wurtem- 
burg and Baden, was present at Sedan, and 
in October, 1870, was made a Field Marshal. 

Frederick William’s eldest son, the Prince 
William, is 29 years old. He holds the rank 
of a major general, which has recently been 
conferred upon by the Emporor. Within a 

few days he has been given power to do cer- 
tain acts of government and advisers have 
been attached to his suite to keep him in- 
formed of the current military and politi- 
cal affairs of the Empire. 

THE TEARS ’16 AND ’17. 

A Newspaper of the Time of Napo- 
leon, John Adams, William King 
and William Widgery. 

[Munson Slate.] 
While in the law office of Hon. C. A. Ever- 

ett in Dover a few days ago we discovered a 

volume of the "Boston Weekly Messenger” 
..Lit i_i »_\T-il_ II.U Thi la 
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fcom Oct. 17,1816 to Apr. 17,1817, and is of 
very great historical interest. It reports a 

cattle show at Brighton, Mass., when it ex- 

ultantly says there were nearly one hun- 
dred animals exhibited. John Brooks was 

Governor of the Commonwealth. His pro- 
clamation for a public thanksgiving is very 
lenghthy and contains quite a theological 
sermon. 

It has a report of the doings of the Bruns- 
wick Convention of “Delegates from the va- 
rious towns in the District of Maine,” who 
assembled together to consider the question 
of separation from Massachusetts. “Mr. 
Widgery of Portland being the eldest mem- 
ber of the largest town took the chair, and, 
after calling the meeting to order, the 
several delegates laid their credentials on 
the table/, 

Hon. Win. King was chosen President. 
An official vote which had previously been 
taken by the people of tne District was 
counted and tbe required five-ninths being 
12,481, it was lost by a “Legislative deficien- 
cy” of 834 votes, as only 11,927 voted for it. 

There was more or less wrangling in 
the convention and during the years 1816-17 
there appears in the Messenger, consider- 
able discussion about the question of separa- 
tion. .. .. 

Reports of the religious meetings in the 
“Old South Meeting House" often appear. 
In the issue of Oct, 14th, 1816, is a descrip- 
tion of the “Sage of Monticello.’ It is a 

very interestiog account lof ex-Presldem 
Jefferson and his famous home, who was 

then alive and bad retired to hts Virginia 
mansion. _ 

There is also a review of the theological 
discussions between "Mr. English and 
Messrs. Channing, Cary and Everett. The 
Messenger was published subsequently, to 
the Battle of Waterloo and while Bonaparte 
was a prisoner at St. Helena. 

In one Issue is the following: VV e have 
seen a letter from a respectable gentleman in 

Amsterdam, dated Oct. 6th 1816, which savs: 

‘The famous Marshal Soult took his passage 
a few days since in the ship Rollo, Capt. 
Childs, for Baltimore. He had ibeen Incog- 
nito here some days previous. Madame, the 
Duchess, and her son, have been left behind 
but will soon follow/ 

Among the most valuable reading in these 
papers are several letters from one who had 
visited Bonaparte while he was there in ex- 

ile. They graphically describe the incar- 
cerated chieftain and his gloomy surround- 
ings. 

Among the literary notices are the an- 
nouncements that “Walter Scott is about to 
publish a history of Scotland” and that there 
will soon be issued, “A history of the late 
war in Spain and Portugal, In two volumes, 
by Robert Southey.” 

A new volume of poems by Lord Byron is 

also noticed. In one issuel appears a letter 
m V> _l J. A .1. .In an a mh A »>A. tliafl 
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living, addressed to Mr. Niles, of Baltimore, 
editor of the Baltimore register, who wrote 
him requesting him to write a history of the 
revolutionary period, hud of the adoption of 
the constitution. Mr. Adams declines in 
what the editor of the Messenger considers 
"a characteristick reply.” Among other 
things, he says: “Of all the speeches mnde 
in Congress, from 1774 to 1777 inclusive of 
both years, not one sentence remains, except 
a few periods of Doctor Witherspoon, printed 
In his works. • • * • * "lhave neither clerk 
secretary or amanuensis to leap in; and my 
eyes are too blind and my hands too paraly- 
tick to jump In myself.” * * * “it is a 

serious question whether I ovght to bury my 
papers or burn them. You would not publish 
them. If you should, they would ruin the sale 
of your Register. In plain English and in a 

few words Mr. Niles I consider the true his- 
tory of the American Revolution and the es- 

tablishment of our present constitution as 

lost forever. And nothing but misrepresen- 
tations or partial accounts of it will ever be 
recovered. I am sir, with thanks for your 
communication, your very humble servant. 

In a report of a congressional debate ap- 
pears some remarks of John Randolph coui- 

plimentary of Col. Pickering. He paid him 
a glowing tribute and referred pathetically to 
his poverty and ended it all with a rub at 
Adams whom he hated, as follows: 

"If the gentleman would take it 1 would 
give him what little I have, to have Inscribed 
on my tomb, as he may on his—"Here lies 
the man whoenjoyed theconndeneeof Wash- 
ington and the enmity of his successor.” 

In the current literary news of the day the 
sayings and doings of Madame de Ntael are 

occasionally reported. 
There were even in that early day some 

who viewed political matters from afar, from 
a pure and high standpoint. The editor at 
one time remarks: "There are people who 
wish that all party controversy should sub- 
side, and if possible all party distinctions be 
done away.

Postal Telegraphy as Recommended 
“In the House. 

Secretary Bayard’s Idea of a Pishing 
Vessel's Capacity. 

Washington, March 7.—In the House to- 
day, Mr. Outh waite of Ohio, from the com- 

mittee on Pacific railroads, reported favora- 
bly the bill extending the time for the pay- 
ment of the government debt by the subsi- 
dized roads comprised within the Union Pa- 
cific system. The bill was placed on the 

calendar. It received unanimous support in 
the committee, and is patterned after the 
original Outhwaite bill. The most noticea- 
ble change is the exclusion of the Central 
Pacific and Western Pacific railroads from 
the application of the bill, which is confined 
solely to the Union Pacific and the Central 
branch. This is done because the committee 
intends to prepare a separate bill to fit the 
case of the Central and Western Pacific 
companies. 

No Tariff Hearings. 
After considerable discussion between the 

Democratic and Republican members of the 
House ways and means committee this 
morning, it was agreed, on a strict party 
vote, that no oral hearing be granted to those 
interested in the industries affected by the 
tariff and revenue measure, but that commu- 

nications be allowed to be filed before the 
committee.

Postal Telegraphy. 

The House committee on commerce voted 
7 to 6, to authorize a favorable report on the 
bill to provide for a system of postal tele- 

graphy, introduced by Mr. Rayner of Mary- 
land. The bill appropriates $8,000,000, and 
places the general supervision of the system 
under the Fourth Assistant Postmaster Gen- 

eral. the work of establishing telegraph 
lines, etc., to be done under the direction of 
the Secretary of War, with Ithe approval of 
the President. The rates of the tariff are: 

Twenty word telegrams, 10. cents for 500 
miles or less, and 20 cents for from 500 to 
1000 miles; with proportionally Increased 
rates for longer distances. The bill provides 
for telegraphic postal money orders at exist- 
ing mall rates, plus the telegraph tolls. 
The report which will accompany the 
bill, asserts that the service will be self sus- 

taining, demands government right to build 
and operate telegraph lines, and states that 
public opinion, good faith and justice do not 
reduire the government to purchase proper- 
ty and franchises of the Western Union. 

A Fundamental Mistake. 

Senator Frye has hit the nail on the head 
in his statement as to the Dependent Pen- 
sion bill. He says: “The embarrassment 
all comes from this mistake, and a funda- 
mental mistake in my judgment, that the 
Grand Army of the Republic has undertaken 
to make a pension bill which shall be satis- 
factory to the President of the United 
States, which shall be a compliance with the 
statements made in his veto message on tne 

bill of the last session of Congress, when the 

most of us, on this side at any rate, do not 
believe that the President of the United 
States has any sympathy whatever with the 
movement or with the soldiers, and are led 
to that belief by his own acts and his own 
words in ail the vetoes he has sent to Con- 
gress in special cases. In my judgment. It Is 
a fundamental mistake for the Grand Army 
of the Republic to accept the conclusions of 
the President of the United States, when by 
every act of his he has shown himself inimi- 
cal to the purposes of the Grand Army It- 
self, and In my judgment the Grand Army 
made a mistake and the Pension Committee 
has made a mistake when they have report- 
ed a bill to be supported by men who are 

loyal to the soldiers and the pensioners who 
have recommended that bill as has been In- 
timated here to meet the same veto and its 
requirements. It place ns in an awkward 
position."

The plans and estimates of the survey of 

the llangor A Castlne railroad have been 

completed and forwarded to the Minneapo- 
lis capitalists who are Interested. The esti- 

mates are based upon this winter’s work, 
and it has been found that the road can be 

built upon the new survey at a much less ex- 

pense than on that of last summer. The 
cost of building the road from Castlne to 
Brewer, as estimated last summer, will be 
sufficient to build directly Into Bangor and 
throw an iron bridge across the Penobscot, 
according to the new plans. 

Local Time Still an laaue.

Mr. O’Ferrall of Virginia is a rather windy 
statesman whose opinions are of very little 
account to anybody but Mr. O’Ferrall him- 
self. Still when such statesmen become too 
obstreperous they have to be suppressed. 
Congressman Boutelle performed this duty 
in tlie House on Tuesday nml did it with 
neatness und despatch. 

General Sheridan is a greater stickler for 

propriety than most Presidential candidates, 
lie takes tlie ground that as President 

Cleveland, who is his conmiander-iu-chief, 
will he tlie nominee of tlie Democratic party, 
it would he improper to run against him, 
The American people would probably have 
fewer scruples about making the promotion. 

Tlie New Jersey Legislature lias promptly 
passed tlie high license bill over the veto of 
tlie Democratic Governor, the Republicans 
voting solidly for it and the Democrats as 

solidly against it. People who profess to 
believe that there is no difference between 
t.liM twn fill tint limu.r (iiinstiim will 

fiiul here an instructive lesson. 

Chairman Mills’s statement in the House 
that no seamless stockings were made in 
this country has been beneficial to him 
In one respect, for since lie made it lie has 
been presented with seamless stockings 
enough to last him the remainder of his life. 

They were all made in this country too. 
The Chairman's knowledge of his country’s 
industries is evidently limited, and if his 
tariff hill should become a law the industries 
would soon become limited also. 

The next election in New Hampshire is 
evidently going to have much more railroad 
in it than politics. Already the lines are 

being drawn with that end in view. Iu 
Manchester where all the newspapers 
were opposed to the Concord railroad that 
corporation lias just started a daily to advo- 
cate its interests. In Nashua the Hon. O. C. 
Moore of the Telegraph Is about to be con- 
fronted with a new Republican paper which 
will advocate the interests of the Huston & 
Maine. With such a light impending the 
people of New Hampshire need have no fear 
of a stringency iu the money market. 

Chief Arthur still professes to he confident 
that the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy rail- 
road will be brought to terms, hut the reason 
for his confidence he does not give, nor Is it 
discoverable at tiiis distance. Apparently 
the company h filling the places left by the 
strikers with remarkable rapidity, the Read- 
ing engineers whom the Brotherhood sup- 
planted furnishing abundant materia). A 
general strike such as Mr. Arthur lias vague- 
ly threatened would cause wide spread disas- 
ter, hut that it would bring tho Chicago, Bur- 
lington & Quincy road to terms is very 
doubtful. On the contrary the probabilities 
are that it would rouse such a storm of pub- 
lic indignation that the Brotherhood could 
not stand up aguiust it and would speedily 
be overwhelmed. 

An important decision affecting labor or- 

ganizations has just boon reudered by the 
Supreme Court of the State of New York, 
which if sustained by the Court of Appeals 
will put an end to what are aptly called 
"sympathetic strikes,” that is, strikes or- 

dered by the chiefs of labor organizations to 
assist in the settlement of other strikes. 
The court has decided that strikes under 
such circumstances are conspiracies, and 
that the instigators are liable to punishment 
under the law against conspiracy. If this 
doctrine should he affirmed by the Court of 
Appeals and followed liy other States, what 
Chief Artlius threatens to do, namely, order 
a general strike of railroad engineers all 
over the country in order to bring the Chica- 
go, Burlington & Quincy road to terms 
would speedily land Mr. Arthur iu a crimin- 
al court on a charge of conspiracy. This 
doclriue w ill manifestly depiive labor or- 

ganizations of one very important element 
of their power. 

ilie committee of the New \oik Legisla- 
ture which lias been investigating the trusts 
says of the sugar trust that it exercises ab- 
solute control of all the industry, and in its 
discretion takes in new corporations, which 
surrender their stock at a valuation agreed 
upon, and in. return receive certificates of 
stock in the Sugar Kefiueries Company, for 
which reception of new corporations the 
original trust agreement made full provision. 
The committee 6iy that it is obvious that 
tliis combination, representing 85 ner cent, 
of tlie sugar refining capacity of the Atlantic 
coast and all the sugar refineries in this 
State, jan greatly affect, and for a time, at 
least, control the price of raw material and 
of the refined product, and this without re- 

gard to the interests of the consumer. The 
committee also find that the price of sugar 
has largely advanced since the organization 
of this trust, though they do not directly al- 
lege that the two facts are related to one 
another as cause and effect. 

X 
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We regret to see that some unpleasantness 
has sprung up between our esteemed con- 

temporaries, the Bangor Whig and the Lew- 
iston Journal, growing our of the latter’s 
canvass among the Maine Republicans to de- 
termine who is their second choice for Presi- 
dent. In our opinion this is a very small 
matter to quarrel about, if Mr. Smith 
wants to inform the Republicans of Maine 
through the Lewiston Journal wlto his sec- 
ond choice for the Presidency is there cannot 
be the slightest harm in bis doing so. We 
cannot agree with the Whig that such au ex- 

pression of opinion on the part of Mr. 
Smith is an affront to Mr. Blaine; inasmuch 
as it is given on the assumption that Mr.

Of the value of the Journal’s canvass as an 

exposition of the drift of Maine Republican 
opinion we have not had a very high opinion, 
since it disclosed some support for Gen. Lo- 
gan, who died more than a year ago. 

Could and Sage. 
The failure of the New York grand jury to 

find au indictment against Jay Gould and 
Russell Sage, who are charged by the bond- 
holders of the Kansas Pacific with the em- 
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belonging to that road, did not finally end 
the proceedings. The jury declined to find 
an indictment because, five years having 
elapsed since the commission of the alleged 
embezzlement, they understood that they 
were barred by the statute of limitations. 
It is insinuated that Judge Cowing, of the 
Court of General Sessions, encouraged by his 
advice to the jury, this idea that the alleged 
offence falls within the statute of limitations; 
and that District Attorney Fellows did not 
exert himself strenuously to discourage it. In 
an open letter written to District Attorney 
Fellows, William H. DeLaucey, Edward L. 
Andrews and DeLancey Nicholl, counsellors 
for the Kansas Pacific bondholders, formally 
condemn this action of Judge Cowing, and 

“challenge the production ot any legal inci- 
dent similar to the one which actually tran. 
spired in this case." As to whether the 
laws of New York, if Gould and Sage are 

guilty of embezzlement as they are charged, 
afford any way of punishing them, the coun- 

sel for tlie aggrieved bondholders give pub- 
licly to the District Attorney this advice: 

The provisions ot our law In reference to fill- 
liezzlemeuts were enacted to compel restitution 
by and Inflict punisnment upon guilty executors 
and trustees, under wills and deeds. These fidu- 
ciaries, being in possession of the trust estates, 
ran handle them as they please, without the 
knowledge of the parties interested. They need 
not break open doors, like burglais, nor put their 
hands into people's pockets, like robbers. They 
have only to go to work secretly, upon something 
already in their possession, to accomplish their 
felonious purpose. The codifiers of tho peual 
law, having iu mind this peculiar feature In the 
position of these fiduciaries, defined their crimi- 
nal acts accordingly. The stealthy ac of ■ secret- 
ing" trust funds was first denounced. "If you 
secrete" says the code, -It shall be a felony.” At 
this point, liad the codifiers not Intended to reach 
other criminal acts of trustees, they would have 
stopped tlielr legislation. Hut they were not so 

.Stupid: they realized that a secret appropriation 
of trust funds might not, and probably would not, 
he discovered lor years. Finally, however, the 
discovery must ensue, and at this point of time 

(he District Attorney proceeds to prosecute. For j 
what does lie prosecute? For the ten or twenty | 
veurs old secreting?" By no means. Tlteeodf- 
Xerah-Ive not left him so helpless at the feet of

The Barge Washington. 
Yesterday forenoon, the tug Knickerbock- 

er, Capt. L. B. Chaney, of Boston, steamed 
slowly up the harbor, having in tow the big 
coal barge Washington, Capt. James Even- 
son. The barge brought the enormous cargo 
of 2300 tons of coal, one of the largest ever 

brought to this port. The Washington was 

formerly a ship, and was built in New York 
in 1849. She is 201 tret long, 40 feet wide, 20 
feet deep, and has a registered tonnage of 
1811 tons net and 1852 tons gross. 

The barge is now at the end of Franklin 
wharf, being pumped out. She had a very 
hard trip, leaving eight days ago, and found 

the strong head winds. The tug ran out of 
coal twice on the last trip, the last time off 
Provincetown. The barge was anchored off 
Nausett, aud the tug went into Provincetown 
for coal. It was so rough that she could not 
get alongside the barge to get her supply. 
Whe she came out of Provincetown she had 
hard work to get a hawser to the barge, as 
the wind was blowing a gale. At one time 
it looked as though she would be obliged to 
leave tbe barge there. After several hours 
of hard labor she got a hawser aboard and 
proceeded. Tills is the Washington’s first 
trip as a coal barge. She has had an event- 
ful history, being at one time a packet ply- 
ing between Liverpool aud New York. She 
has had someivery close calls, hut was never 

seriously dum aged. She was stripped of her 
sails In New Yoik a short time ago, and was 

purchased by Worse & Co. of Hath, who will 
use her as a coal barge. 

The First Molasses. 
Tlie Ilebecca Walls, Captain Truss, from 

Matanzas, with new molasses to George S. 
Hunt & Co., and vessel to Chase, Leavitt * 
Co„ arrived at this port yesterday afternoon. 
The molasses is the first cargo of new mo- 
lasses for the season. The captain say s he 
had a twenty-six days passage with heavy 
seas and head wind. February 14th, the 
vessel took a heavy gale from N.N.W. in 
latitude 29.40,longitude 80.20 with very heavy 
sea, vessel rolling rails under; the gale com- 
menced the 13th and lasted 24 hours. On 
the 10th the vessel hove to under close reefed 
mainsail and foresail, laboring very heavily, 
The gale lasted 36 hours from the E.N.E. 
The 25th took a heavy gale off Absecum from 
E.S.E., hove to under storm trysail and 
reefed mainsail, with a heavy cross sea and 
the vessel shipping great quantities of water
