More Light in the Case of Stain and
Cromwell.

[Special to the Press.]

WarerviLLe, March 8—Today Mr.
Barker has made further progress in his
search after new evidence to secure a new
triai for Stain and Cromwell. To ecorrobor-
ate the affirmations of the Howards regard-
ing young Stain being in their employ in the
Spring of 1881, the affidavit of Isaac Rowe, a
colored man, was taken. He remembers
young Stain in the Spring of 1881 as working

when he was driving for Howard. He also
remembers his working for Sawtelle, and
loaned him money in Waterville after he
left Getehell’s. Young Stain gave his name
to Rowe as Frank White.

in the forenoon Mr. Barker went to South

Robinson, From him he learned that he
kept the Farmers' Hotel in Augusta during
the Summer and Fall of 1877, which flatly
contradicts the DBowman identification.

Lth CONGRESS-—-FIRST SESSION,

SENATE.
WasmiNGTON, March 8,

Among the petitions and memorials pre-
sented and referred, was one said to have over
12,000 signatures from 32 states and terri-
tories, against the admission of Utah asa
state, so long as the people are under the.
control of Mormons.
A bill was reported to provide for a joint
celebration at the national capital by the 16
Ameriean republies, in bhonor of the centen-
nial of the United States.
The Senate resumed consideration of the
bill granting pensions to ex-soldiers and
sailors who _are ineapacitated for perform-
ance of manual labor, and for pensions to
dependent relatives of deceased soldiers and
sailors, the guestion being on the amend-
ment offered by Senator Wilson of Iowa, to
add the words *‘the infirmities of age.”
Senator Manderson replied to some of the
remarks made by Senator Vest, last week,
particularly as to there being no Federal
ex-soldiers or confederates in the almshouses
in Missouri. Injeontradiction of Senator
Vest's statement that 50 per cent of the
number of those enrolled during the war
were eitber pensioners or applicants for pen-
sions, he showed there were 367,425 invalid
pensious granted, and 240,662 for widows,
children or dependent relatives. [In other
words there were (of pensioners and claim-
ants) not over 24 per cent of the whole num-
ber enlisted.
Senators Hoar and Hawley spoke in faver
of the bill. =
- Serawr Dawes stated that he would sun-
port Senator Wilson’s amendment,
I'he question was taken and Senator Wil-
son's amendment rejected, yeas, 13; nays,43,
The next vote wason ator Plumb’s
amendment striking out the word “totally”
before the word “Incapacitated.”
Senator Davis oppoesed the amendment
and favored rustorinﬁ the word “totally.”

Senator Platt said he would follow the ad-
vice of the committee; but it was against his
judgment. He compared it to running the
gauntlet, as eu‘ruvas were compélled to do in
the days of Indian a €8,
Senator Plattsaid that, if all the Senate
heard was true, the prediction of Roger
Sherman thatjleglslation would have to be
shaped to meet the wishes of one man, had
come. An allusion which had been made to
Roman history reminded him of the ques-
tion, *When could it be even said until now
that the wide walls of Rome contained but
one man?' And so, when the Senate was
told that any other legislation than that re-
ported would fail, he said that he, at least,
was not to be influenced by any such zon-
sideration.
Senator Beck expressed regret that the
chairman of the committee on nsions
should have stated that the bill bad been
framed, not by the commit but by the
Grand Army of the Republic. Congress
should consider respectful titions but
should ‘use its own judgment as bevween
petitions and the country at large.
Senator Davis said that the pensions com-
mittee hod considered the bill carefully and
had struek out several clauses.
Senator Beck replied that the Senator's
langua&:o had been so broad that he had con-
strued it as meaning that the committee had
adopted, without change, the bill of the
Grand Army of the Republic. The Senator
should also remember that petitions did not
always originate with those from whom
they purportea to come, Petitions in favor
of the bill came not so mueh from ex-soldiers,
as from pension agents who expected to get
the lien's share under it.
Senator Davis declared that no such agents
had put in an appearance before the pension
committee. No pension agent had been
heard and no one, except the refuhrl con-
stituted legislative committee of the Grand
Army of the Republic.
Senator Beck stated his objections to
some of the details of the bill, and charac-
terized it as bad legislation. X
Senator Teller protested agalnst Senaturs
In-imt‘ coerced and terrorized in their voues
first by some influence, which nobody dared
to mention, and second by the pensions com-
mitee.  He proposed to vote according to
his own judgment, irrespective of such in-
fluences. 4
After further discussion, a vote was taken
on Senator Plumb’s amendment, striking
out the word * utll,f " and It was rejected—
yens, 14; nays, 48, ‘he bill was then passed
—Yyeas, 44; nays, 16.
Senantor Blatr introduced his bill of former
sessions to grant pensiens to all soldiers
who served three months in the army during
the war of the rebellion. Referred t> the
committee on pensions.
Senator Blair, from the committee on
education and labor, reported the bill apply-
ing the eight hour law to letter carriers.

THE SENATE'S MEASURE.

Provisions of the Pension Bill Passed
Yesterday.

WasmiNaToN, March 8.—The bill grant-
Ing pensions to ex-soldiers, sailors, ete., as
passed by the Senate to-day, provides that,
in considering pension claims of dependent
parents, the fact and cause of death, and the
fact that the soldier left no widew or miner
children having been shown as required by
law, it shall be necessary only to show, by
competent and and sufficient evidence, that
such parent or parents are without other
means of support than their own manual la-
bor or contributions of others not legally
bound for their support; provided, that all
peusions allowed umnder this seetion shall
commence from the date of passage of this
act or from a date subsequent to such de-
pendence; All persons who served three
months or more i the milltary or naval ser<
vice of the United States during the war of

the rebellion and who have been honorably
discharged therefrom and who are now, or
may be, suffering from mental or
physical disabi not the result of their
own vicious habits, which tohuf incapaci-
tates them for the performance of manual la~

widow was married to the deceased -
sloner prior to the passage of this act.

Burlington Troubles Carried into the
Ynited .ﬂ@ Court.

The Company Asks for an injuné-
tion Against Chief Arthur,

——

And that the Wabash Road be Made
to Mandle ‘'Q” Freight.

Cuicaco, March 8.—This morning the
fight between the Chicago, Burlington &
Quincy railroad and the striking engineers
and firemen was changed from the lines of
the road and the strikers’ headquarters at
the Grand Pacific to the United States Court.

At an early hour a big petition was filed in
the United States Court by counsel for the
railrond. 1t sets forth the history of the
strike, with the grievances of the road, and
winds up by praying for an injunction
agalnst Chief Arthur and the Engineers
Brotherhiood, as well as an order on the
Wabash road, compelling it to hanille Bur-
lington freight in the discharge of its duty
as a common earrier.

Judge Bonney’s Lecture in the Me-
chanics’ Course.

Judge Bonney delivered & very !nterestinq
leeture on *Corporations” in the Mechanics
free course at the Library Hall, last evening,
in the presence of a very discriminating au~
dience. The following is an extract:

The ohief obstacle to the éarrylng on of

reat enterprises by a single individual is the

act that everything must stop and be
closed up at the death of the proprietore.

The corporation is immortal. A stock-
holder dies, but the corporation still lives, 1t
therefore becomes on absolute necessity in
the carr, -|n£w completion of great enter-
prises whic reti‘l;lm mmﬂons for de\relos-
ment. In tl;e older when our grand-
fathers went to mill with the produets of the
farm and had nothlng to sell because there
was no market with buyers, and when our

The investigation into the subject of trusts
and their influence upon the price of com-
modities, was formally begun today by the
House committee on manufactures. Messrs.
Bacon, chairman, Breckenridge, Wilson,
McKenney, Grimes and Smith of the com-
mittee, were present. The investigation be-
gan with an inquiry into the sugar trust.
John E. Parsons, attorney of the sugar
trust, was the first upon the stand. He sald
there was a deed, or agreement, which cre-
ated a board called ‘““The Sugar Refiners’
Company.” He was a member of the board
and, at the suggestion of Representative
Bacon, produced a copy of the agreement
with the exception that the part relating :4;
the interest held by the various members
the board In the ca,;;lw.l.ution of the compa-
ny was eliminated from the copy, as t
was ed as a private matter which
could have no bearing in the lovestigation.
The board was composed of eleven &l’lﬂll-
Theodore Havemeyer had been elected pres-
ident and the ment was dated August
16, 1887. Mr. n asked If it was executed
on that date. The witness sald it was not
constdered complete until October 19,but had
been signed on date mentioned in the in-
strument by Havemeyer, Elder & Ha: ,
The others signed between August 16th
and October 1st, and the nt went in-
to operation October 24th.

‘I'he agreement says that the board consti-
tuted bgelt may transfer to such persons as
it may be desired to constitute trustees, or
directors of the corporations, so many shares
umayhemesurymrthupurrou. to be
held by them subject to the provisions of the
instrument, and they may be subject also to
the right of the board to call for a retrans-

fer.

The Massachusetts Senate has voted In
favor of Dbiennial elections, but still insists
upon annual sessions of the Legislature.
The Sulgns from the country hate to give
up spending the winter in Boston,

The new evidence in the Stain case which
has been unearthed in Winslow appears on
its face to be of considerable importance,
But ithas not vet been subjected to a eritl-
onl examination. That wmay show that it is
fatally defective,

The Ellsworth American suys a large num-
bier of Democrats voted with the Republicans
in that city on Monday, and declares that
the reason for it was that they are dissatis-
fied with President Cleveland’s administra-
tion. There appears t» have been no loeal
issues wlhich would account for their action,

The Albany Journal has been inquiring of
the New York farmers their opinions re-
guding the President’s message, especially
the suggestior. in it that wool be put upon
the froe list. The Journal has received
thousauds of replies, and with very few ex-
ceptions they ave strongly opposed to the
proposition. The general testimony Is that
free wool would drive the farmers out of
sheep raising entirely.

Miss Willard at City Hall Saturday night
declared that the defeat of Gen. Neal Dow
would carry dismay throughout the civilized
world, The Hon. William H. Clifford in a
speech at Lewiston last Friday night de-
clared *“that there isno blow that ecanbe
struck, no effort that can be made in behalf
of the National Democracy of our eountry,
no struggle that can be made to support the
administration of Grover Cleveland at this
time of the year, and at this particular place,
like the election of Mayor MeGillicuddy.”
We feel tolerably certain that by this time
both of these distinguished orators are fully
convinead that hyperbole is one of the most
dangerocs of rhetorieal fireworks.

The special committee of the National Civil
Service Reform League fwhich has been in-
vestizating the subject of removals under
the Indian Burean finds that of the lodian
agents only three, or nine-tenths of one per
cent., have been reappointed by the present
administrution at the expiration of their
terws, while in the Interior Department as
o whole 71 per cent, of the incumbents of
Presidential offices bad been changed before
the close of ;the first half of President Cleve-
land’s term. Of course very few of these
changes were made with the expectation
even of linproving the service, The most of
them were for the purpose of giving politieal
favorites places for which their politics was
thelr cehief recommendation. No matter
what department is examined abundant
evidence is found that the offices have been
treated by the Clevelund adwministration as
spoils, and turned over to the victorious par-
ty to be distribunted among its members.
To-day only one conspicnous postoffice re-
mairs in the hands of other than the domin-
ant party, and the pursuit after that isex-
ceedingly hot.

Oune of the inequalities of the tarif which
noeds correction is disclosed by the following
facts: Foreign mineral waters are admitted
to our markets duty free; the duty on the
bottles which contain them is 30 per cent. ad
valorew. At the present price of bottles in
Europe this makes the duty on a gross of
bottles of foreign mineral water 75 cents.
The daty on empty bottles is one centa
pound, so that a gross of empty quart bottles
which weighs 225 pounds, has to pay $2.25.
1t will be seen then that the foreign bottler
has an advantage over the domestic bottler,
if the latter imports his bottles, of §1.50 per
gross, it is alleged that this difference
enurgs to the benefit of nobody in this
country, inasmuch as bottles suitable for
bottling mineral waters are not made here.
The tressury department has refused a
drawback to domestic bottlers on the
mineral water they export, and so they
have applied to Congress for relief.
They suggest four wmethods: First a duty
on foreign mineral waters: second, free
admission of bottles to be filled with domes-
tic mineral water; third, the sumne duty on
the bottles containing foreign miveral waters
as on empty bottles; fourth, a ;uovision for
a drawback on imported bLuties exported
filled with domestic mineral witior,

Chalrman Mills and his allivs on the ways
and means committee are deteriiined to push
through their tariff bill at auy cost. They
have made up thefr minds thut it is a good
thing for the country, or for the Democratic
party, and that settles it with them, There
are lmportant interests afected hy it which
would like to be heard, but Mr. Mills says
“No, we can't spend our time listening to
your arguments. You may file them if yon
want to, but we won't listen to them,” and
If they won't listen to them of course they
would not read them if they were filed. Yet
Mr. Mills and his colleagues belong to a par-
ty which continually prates abont Dbeing
the party of the people; which professes to
keep its ears wide open all the time to hear
what the people may want to say, in order
that it may obey their wishes.

The Ol Trust.

The report of the commiltee of the New
York Senate ou the results of their investi-
gation of the trusts treats at greatest length
of the Standard Ol Trust, the oldest, best
known, most suceessful and model of all the
trosts. Its remarkable growth since its for-
mation In 1852 is ulso an lmpressive illustra-
tion of the possibilities that lie before these
monopolies if they are allowed to continue
in the way they have marked out. At the
time of its formation the property of the
trust amounted to seventy million dollars,
then it increased to ninety millions, and now
the actual value of property controlled is not
less than a kundred and forty-eight millions.
‘U'his is accordiog to the testimony of the
president of the trust, given before the com-
mittee. Nine men, known as trustees, man-
age this vast property, eight of them receiv-
ing salaries ol thirty thousand dollars yearly
each, and J. D. Rochefeller, who is president
of the trust, receiving thirty thousand dol-
lars yearly. Of the power wielded by these
pine men it is difficult to set a llmit. The
committes declars them *possibly the most
formidable moneyed power on the econti-
nent,” and that the influencs of their corpo-
ration “reaches into every State and is felt
in remute villages,” while the product of its
refinerles “seek a market in almost every sea.
port on the globe.” In six years the wealth
of the trust has more than doubled, and at
the smne time dividends aggregating fifty
millions of dollars ave been paid. It may
readily be believed that to such a miue of
wealth the corruption of a Legislature or
even the purchase of a seat in the United
States Senate would not be a great drain,
Yet there is ove linportant fact that makes
in faver of this great moenopoly, which
should not be overlooked. The price of oil
has steadily decreased. The trust has not
fnereased the cost tothe consumer. The
New York Senate committee, however, are
inelined to believe that this is because of no
virtue of the trust. The desire for exfended
markets, and the great abundaves of crode
petrolenm, have in their opinign Dbeen the
canses for the decrease of prices. Should
this supply fail, or a portion of the markets
be lost, they fear that the trust would use
without hesitation its undoubted power to
raise the price on every pint of oil used by
t.l_al.-.g\.merlcan people.

Crown Prince and Prince William.

The sudden, thongh not untimely death of
the aged Emperor William, who, at this writ-
ing, Is lylng unpeonscious and at the
point of death, will leave vacant the throne
of Germany at a most distressing time.
The long awalted prize, greater than any
other of the worldly prizes of Europe, will
come to Prinee Frederick William at a time
when all earthly honors must seem very small
indeed. Frederick William Nicholas Charles,
Imperial Prince of Germany and Crown
Prince of Prussian was born in the palace of
Potsdana Oct, 18, 1831, Like all the other sel-
onsof the House of Hehenzollérn he entered
the army at an early age, rising through the
grades by the unusual advantages of royal
birth and military tastes. In the campalgn
of 1866, when Prussia humbied the pride of
Austria, he saw his first important service.
A young man of 35, he led a division of 125,-
000 from Bilesia, throngh the passes of the
Sudetic Hills and by a series of brilliant
movements and severe fighting at Trautenau,
Nacehod, Skalitz and Schweinschadel joined
the great German soldier, Prince Frederick
Charles in the midst of the famous and
decisive battle of Sadowa, and striking the
heart of the Austrian position, decided the
fortunes of the day. With the end of the
war with Austria, Prince Frederick Wil-
ltam’s military reputation was fully estab-
lished.

Whan the Franco-Prossian war opened in
July, 1870, the Crown DPrince was on the
Rbine with an army of 200,000 men. Again
he pdvanced into the enemy’s countryas he
had in the war of 1866 against Austria, and
joining Prince Frederick Charles as he had
done once beforeat Sadowa won with him
the memorable battle of Sedan. Then he
pressed on to the siege of Paris, and wit-
nessed the first entry of German troops into
the French capital sinee the days of Napo-
leon when his aged father, then a were boy,
marched in with the armies of the allies.

Of the character of the Crown Prince in
respeot to those qualities which may afford
him serenity in this trying nour when earth-
ly honors come to him only to show their
emptiness, it is less easy to speak than of
his military virtues. He is said by one writ-
er to be dreadfully superstitions, For years
the idea has haunted him that he would
never be emperor, and he has always taken
the most extraordinary precautions against
disease. He is sald also to be a man easlily
swayed, subject to the wiles of ambitions
intriguers and ruled by an iron hand by his
wile, the Princess Victorin, eldest daughter
of Queen Vietoria. As she, however, Is re-
garded as an able and estimable princess
except in Berlin where she is hated, the
Crown Prince’s deference to her judgment
may perhaps be considered one of the wisest
traits of his character,

But aside from these failings, of which a
great mind might be capable, nothing can be
satd against “Unser Fritz.” The highest
tribwte to his worth has come from the pen of
Ewmpress Eungenie, wife of the unfortunate
Napoleon II1. No breath of scandal has ever
tarnizhied his fame,eitheras an officeror a gen-
tleman, aud prebably the highest testimony
in his favor is the fact that the French, with
all their intense vendictiveness against the
Germans, have never uttered or published a
single offensive remark about him, although
he was one of the great leaders of the invad-
ing army of 1870,

Physically, he was, in the' days of his
health, one of the finest gentlemen of Eu-
rope. At Queen Vietoria's jubilee, among
all the peers of Great Britain, among the
picked soldiers and princes of nearly every
nation on the face of the earth, it was the
Crown Prince of Germany, in his white uni-
form, to whom the largest share of popular
applause was given.

Of Frederick William's eldest son, who will
now become Crown Princé, with the pros-
peect of su:ceeding to the throne with melan-
choly suddenness, it is not possible to speak
with equal certainty., Frederick William
Vietor Albert was born on Jan. 27, 1859; but
the twenty-eight years of his life have uot
developed any remarkable characteristics
that enable his fame to rise above the gos-
sip and scandals that beset a European
prince. Like his fatber, he is a soldier; but
as he was but a boy when Sedan and Grave-
lotte were fought, he has never been tested
on the fieid. Of bis abilities and his virtues
very different and contradictory estimates
are made. By one he is said to give promise
of being a distinguished king and emperor.
He has a will of his own, it is said; knows
what he wants,and if he follows the advice
of others does so only because it meets his

views or serves his purpose. His judgment

of men and things is reputed to be generally
correct, and tempered in a remarkable de-
gree by circumspection. Without much re-
gard for the feelings of others, he yet knows
how to flatter and dissimulate when it pays.
In this way he has always managed to be
popular with all classes, Tothe army he
has given the time that other princes give to
the drawing-room and the court: and has
submitted to its dreary discipline witha
readiness not to be expectedof n prince of
the blood.

His private life will not, perhaps, stand
comparison with that of his father. His
wife, described as @ namby-pamby princess,
has never inspired in him the wholesome re-
spect that the daugliter of Queen Victoria
has inspired in the breast of his father. It
will be his misfortune that, as Emperor of
Germany, he will pot be able to bave at his
side an able and resolute empress, like the
woman who now, for a brief period, will
share the honor with her dying husband.

These are some of the characteristics of
Prince William as they are estimated by
those who are apparently most anxious te
present his virtnes and his faults in a favor-
able light.

But it has been stated with every appear-
ance of trath that physically he is almost a
wreck. In a recent letter from Berlin that
was'given high confidence on this side of the
water it is asserted that his hold upon life is
most precarious. He is said in this letter to
be suffering from the same peculiar disease
which carried off the predecessorof Kaiser,
William, after rendering him completely in-
sane during the last years of his reign. The
alleged maladyjeonsists of a never ending
succession of abscesses in that part of the
ear situated between the tympanum and the
base of the brain. The technical name is
otitis media, and the danger is ever present
of meningitis and inflammation of the brain
setting in: The poor lad’s ears are sald to
be in & constant state of soppuration. Ev-
ery remedy has been tried in vain, and there
seems to be little hope of preventing the
disease from ultimately affecting the brain.
His general health is also said to be bad;
and, a fact of which there is little doubt is
that his left arm is almost useless, having
been withered since his birth.

But the characters of Princes are often
judged by those about them. Charles XI1I,
of Sweden, has shown that the most boyish
and indifferent of heirs apparent, may become
a ruler of unusual energy and ecapacity, al-
most on the turning of a hand ; and William,
of Orange, has demonstrated that a consnmp-
tive body may sustain a mind destined to
dominate in the politics and wars of Europe
during a most eventful epoch. Perhaps the
most expressive thing that could be said of
Prince William is that he is a **dark horse.”

Some other eircumstances besides the mis-
fortunes to the heirs of the throne and the
grief over the dying emperor make this an un-
pleasant day in Berlin and Germany. Prin-
cess Victoria, wife of the dying suceeasor of
Empervr Willlam, is on far from good terms
with the leaders of the German people. Bis-
marck is her sworn enemy, and the annoy-
ances which she has suffered at the German
court have been such that sometimes she had
meditated leaving it fora time. Very un-
justly the partisans of Bismarck have attri-
buted the hopeless condition of their favor-
ite Unser Fritz to her persistence In having

im astended by the Englislt specialist, Sir
Morell Mackenzie. Sir Morell does not go to
Berlin for fear of being mobbed; but it is
not probable that in this hour any disrespect
is meditated against the Princess Vietoria.
Her position, perplexed as she is no doubt
by the momentous affairs of state about her,
by the unchivalrous dislike of her husband’s
eountrymen, above all by the prospect of a
speedy parting with that husband, only
show that the lot of princesses is not always
pleasant, and that troubles are inevitable in
every station.

She was the
mother of seven children, three of whom
survive her—Edwaud and A. Cutter, who are
in bu-iness o this eity, the former a wen.-
ber of the large wholesule firu of Swan &

manufacturing firnu® of Critchett, Sibley &
Co. and Charies A., who has an extensive
cattle ranch in Nebruska,

Mrs. Sibley united with the Second (Ortho-
dox Congregational) chureh of Portland,
when the late Dr. Payson was pastor, while
n young lady, and has ever since continued a
consistent and conscientions ehureh member.
She transferred her chureh connection to
the North chureh, so-called, of thiscity when
she came here to reside, and since that time,
until prevented by bodily infirmities, was
identified with ail the good works of that
church. She was a good singer In Ler
